Thefreight train ran by, bowever, with-
out sbopping and the collision occurred
four miles below.

The coroner’s jury has pot yet com-
pleted the inquest. Wm. Doremus,
conductor of the freight train, has been
arrested and is in the county jail await-
iug the verdict. He claims to have seen
no green light signal at Wallace. The
fault seems to be with him and his en-
gineer NOw dead, who should have stop-
ped at Wallace for a “clearance,” even
without & sigoal to stop for orders be-
ing displayed. The dead and wounded
were brought to the railroad hospital
here and every possible attention giv-
en by the railroad authorities. A track
was built around the wreck so that no
trains were delayed by the accident.
Letters found on_the body of Andrews
show him to be from Butte en route
home to Portland where his sister Mrs.
A, Kohn tives. Orders have been re-
ceived to send his body to Portland.

The collision occurred on a level
stretch of road in a canon, with moun-
tains Lo the left and the Missoula river
to the right. The freight train was
coming down grade, running nearly
twenty - miles an hour, and the tea
train, which was not heavy, was tear-
ing east on the level atratch at a speed

1 asked if he saw anyone shoot him; his
answer was very weak; I thought he tried
to tell me no; we then packed him to his
cabin, where he died just after arriving;
Duncan at onoe started for the west shore
of the lake for Anderson, the constable;
In about an hcur Anderson came over
with four others — Chas. Moulson, Chas.
Olsen, A. McL<cd and T. McCaffrey; on
examination we found that Hammill had
been shot, the ball entering to the right
of the backbone, and just below the rib,
passing through the body and coming out
at the left gromn; at the place of the mur-
der we found the pick and shovel with
blood ou them, also s littls ou the ground;

Bradlaugh-—-Character of the
New House.

New York, Noy. 29.—A cablegram
says: The liberal collapse is variously ex-
plained. Tory papers talk incessautly of
‘‘a tory reaction.” But this is nonsense;
there is no tory reaction. The sweeping
defeats of the liberals in London and
Lancashire are entirely due to the Parnell-
ite vote, to the unequalled perfection of
its organization, and to the frantic energy
of the Irish leaders and the rank and file,
Qn the other hand, the liberals worked
with lassitude, their appearance being
hopelessly weak in the second patt of the
campaign. A forecast inclines rather to
a small liberal than an overwhelming tory
majority. The tories are turning upon
their Irish allies with amusing celerity.
The chief tory organ has already told
Thomas Power O’Connor, whose stumping
of Lancashire produced the tory viclories,
that he will soon be turned out of his
Liverpool seat. With incredible ignor-
anoce, also, the tories turned to and de-
feated land reform candidates in Scotland,
considering that they were thereby de-
_feating Parnell, when the fact is Parnell
‘had refused to have any dealings with the
land restorers.

" BRADLAUGH'S INTENTIONS.

In an interview Charles H. Bradlaugh,
member eleot for Northsmpton, said:
“Parsonaly, T bliere that d stand.a bet-~
ikely to Am‘u"nl ower, than I ¢
would have uader tone's cabinet.
My sympathy for Gladstone has tied my
hands, and I frequently snuffed myself
out to avoid harming his party. I have
no reason to spare the tory government.
I am able to bring against it every kind
of weapon. Hitherto my display has been
peacefully made in Trafalgar square.”

He further boasted that he had caused
the defeat of twenty liberals, by running
radicals in the same districts, because he
preferred tory to whig opponents. He
declined to divulge his plans as to the fu~
ture, stating that he had hitherto damaged
his cause by prematurely divulging what
he intended doing. *‘I shall,” he said,
‘‘observe absolute secrecy in the future
toward friend and foe alike.”

From 6 o'clock in the morning nn-
til 7:30 the streets are thronged with
them, and they constitute a good share of
the pedestrirns from now until 9 o'clock.
Then agai~at 6 in the afternoon they fiil
the streets and horse-cars. They are of
all ages from the cash girl of 12 or 18, m
short dresses, to the gray-baired, stooping
woman of 70. Among them are all de-
grees of intelligence, all npationalities,
all styles of uty. The majority
of them are bright,” well-bebaved, and
pretty; but they generally look weary,
and often ill. Nearly all of them are pale
and thin, and have careworn expressions,
sadly out of keeping on young faces, that
shou!d be brightand cheerful. Many work-
ing-girls begin daily labor before they are
fully in their: teens In large families,
which are the rule among the poorer
ple, the little daughter is often compelled
to lend her aid to the general support, .nd
ber small salary of perbaps §1.50
week i8 by no means to be despised. er
older sister’s $6 is often as much as the
father makes. *

“In what kind of work are most of
them enigaged?” asked the writer.

“By fur the grester proportion are sew-
ing-giris,” was the ‘reply. “Under this
class may be mentioned machine-opera-
tors, shirtmakers, and those en, ged in
various other branches of the trade.

“What do they make?”

“Bhirtmakers get 30 cents per dozen for
shirts Two dozen is a good day’s work.
At this a fast worker could average about
$8.50 a week. Cloakmakers will average
a little better, some of them makirg as
much as §8 a week.. But the hardest work
of this character is that of the tailo- ss,
who makes from §7 to $9 a week. All
this kind of work 1is: very confining, and
the constant stooping renders the opera-
tor very susceptible to lung disease. Pneu

“In binderies girls are paid either by
the piece or so much a week. They never
average over §4 or $5 in these establish-
ments. The girls who run folding-ma-
chines are paid about the same salary.
Female cigar-makers are generally ver:
well paid, as they belong to the union an
are allowed umion prices.

Burano
was the home of the women who in the
fifieenthk centary first made the
world-renowned Venetian point lace
The story of its origin is still told
on the island A sailor brought home
to his sweetheart a sea-plant from the
southern ocean called mermaid's lace
(palimedia opuntia) She_saw that it
could not be preser.ed very long, so with
needle and thread she cupiedg'n faith-
fully and thus kept & memento of her
love token. This girl was the inventress
of the fabric and her fame spread far and
wide She made many other patlerns,
some of which bave been preserved in a
book printed in Venice in 1591, published
by a nephew of the ¢ Titian; | In the
many changes in and during the
Austrian occupation Venice and Bu-
rano lace ceased to be made. and in 1866
it was said that no one bhad any remem-
brance of the art.

The story of its erigin still told
on the island A sailor brought home
to his sweetheart a sea-plant from the
southern ocean called mermaid’s lace
(palimedia opuntia) She.saw, that it
could not be preser.ed very long, so with
needle and thread she copied it faith-
fully and thus kept a memento of her
love token. This girl was the inventress
of the fabric and her fame spread far and
wide.

Dr. Praeger was called (as to the nature
of the wound) and John Berryman,the
hotel proprietor, and the policeman who
srrested the prisoner.

Mr. Taylor (Eberts & Taylor) for the
prisoner explained that he did not pro-
pose to deny that the prisoner struck
Jones with the knife, bat would put a
witness in the box to prove that it was
done in self-defence.

Another Chinaman, who was cook in
the same hotel, testified te this effect.

Mr. Taylor said there was no reason to
doubt the evidence of the last witness,
and his statement went to show that what
prisoner did was in self-defence. He was
aware there was a feeling against Chinese
in this province, and for this very reason
should the jury be doubly careful in ar-
riving at a decision and accord the
prisoner the same patient hearing, the
same equal justice that should be meted
to others. If the jury thoughtprisonerhad
merely waved the knife without intention
and accidentally inflicted the wound it
would not be an assault.

The judge having summed up the jury
retired; returning shortly with a verdict
of guilty of unlawfully wounding with~
out intent to do grievous bodily harm.

Court adjourned till 7 p.m.

Serious Results if the Line is
Not Operated.

Interior Merchants Without
Stocks of Goods.

Victoria Butchers Without a
Meat Supply.

The seriousness of the railway question
is the main topic among business men on
the streets, and the aspect of affairs is
such as to cause grave apprehension. Ia
conversation with several wholesale men
yesterday it was learned that in no case
were the interior merchants ocarrying
other than small stocks, merely sufficient
for present wants, ordering from week
to week as the demand required.
The rates had been so high during the
past summer for railway freights that
everyone was holding back until the gov-
ernment or syndicate assumed control of
the road, in the hopa that cheaper freight
rates would prevail. The thought that
when railway construction was completed
there would be a

SUSPENSION OF TRAIN SERVICE

was never entertained, and considering
the fact that construction was hurried for-
ward to a finish, that great talk was made
at its conclusion of the benefits that would
acorue to this province a8 an immediate
result, the of the Jine to
 the elements seems.an absurd and idiotio
policy on the part of both government
and syndicate, and will no doubt be taken
advantage of by the enterprising Ameri-
oan competitor, the Northern Pacific. It
is probably a forecast of the inconsiderate
treatment that will be given this province
by the railway monopo?y.

To the interior inhabitants the closing
of the line is & very serious one. With-
out supplies for the winter, and

WITHOUT ANY FACILITIES

for securing them other than by the rail-
way line it will mean great hardship, pri-
vation and financial Joss. . A weekly train
service would meet every requirement,
and the fact that there is every facility at
hand to give that service should induce
the Ottawa government to grant it, though
it might entail some slight loss. The
mails have to be carried in any event, and
there would perhaps be sufficient freight
handled to make the line pay. One train
per week as far as Spence’s Bridge, if it
could be given, would settla the difficulty,
for the wagon road to all other pointa is
in splendid condition.

UNLAWFULLY WOUNDING.

Ah Moon, charged with having felon-
iously wounded David Jones by stabbing
him with a knife, in April last.

David Jones—In April last went late
into the dining reom of the Uosmoplitan
Hotel and asked the cook for supper; the

Destruction of Minhia.

Loxpon, Nov. 20.—News has been
received here of the destruction of
Minhla by fire, caused by shells thrown
from the British expeditionary force
in silencing the fort. Minhla is a town
of about 5,000 inhabitants, command-
ing the Iarawaddy river, up which the
Euglish are proceeding against Manda-
lay. A fort of modern construction and
scientific design occupied a good posi-
tion, and its well formed earthworks
were strongly mounted; but they were
badly manned, and were quickly silenc-
ed by the British mem-of-war. Above
Minbla the river widens to four miles,
but becomes so shallow as to make
navigation dangerous, except to the
mest experiented pilots, bat the only
serious obstacle to the British advance
was the Minhla forts, and that obstacle
bas been removed.

CongTaNTINOPLE, Nov. 25.—The
porte fears that Austrian oceupation of
Servia, in the event of a revolution in
that country, will lead to Russian ac-
tion in Bulgaria. The fact that Russia
is massing a large force in Bessarabia,
and that Austria is making the same
war preparations in Bosnis, causes the
utmost uncasiness in diplomatie circles
in this city, and it is believed that
Prince Alexander will now decline to
relinguish control of eastern Roumelia.
Consequently a pacific solution of the
Balkan question is increasingly diffi-
cult.

i'l.' WAS THE CAT.

Avusury, (IlL), Nov. 15.—Albert
Jones, an experimental and progres-.
sive farmer, was until this afterncon
the owner of one of the prettiest resi-
dences of Clark county, When he ac-
. companied his family on a neighboring
visit, after lunchon, he committed the
premises to the keeping of a playful
cat and litter of kittens, forgetting that
cats are not familiar with the uses and
abuses of nitro-glycerine. About 3
o'clock a shook and thundering deton-
ation alarmed the villiage., An hour
later, while the amazed townspeople
were bewildered by speculation and
doubt, messengers arrived from Mr.
Jones’ home, two milea distant, bear-
ing the news that the house bad been
blown into atoms through some mys-
teriouns agency, and that, inasmuch as
the famnily could not be found, they
were presumed to bave perished in the
explosion. Soon after the excited peo-
ple began to arrive on the scene, how-
ever, Mr. Jones, with his wife and
children, put in an appearance.

The house and contents were scatter-
ed in fragments ovér an area of 500
yards square. Half the original height
of the four walls was left standing,
with & sawtooth and splintered fringe
aik.around; Two beds

pictures, dishes and wearing appsrel,
wibh various housebold articles, were
strewp about the place.

It wes difficult- at first to imagine
any reasonable cause for the disaster:
Last week Mr. Jones procured a can of
nitro-glycerine for the purpose of ex-
petimenting on obstinate stumps which
bad successfully resisted customary as-
sault, This he placed by the nursery
box of the family of Tabby. Near by
stood & table ozctipied by books, play-
things, sewing utensils and the ‘;i‘:e.
The cat, being playfully disposed, often
leaped upon the table and forgot her
maternal anxieties in a gay revel with
a ball of yarn, or any other playable
thing that caught her fancy. - While
Mr. Jones and his circle of friends were
viewing the wreck and wondering how
under the sun the nitro-glyoerine could
have expladed, a faint, sickly “meow”
was heard.
