The following report was presented at 
a recent meeting of the directors of the 
Fisher Maiden Troy mines, near Silver- 
ton:

The company has just received a crown 
grant for the group of claims compris­
ing the Fisher Maiden property. Dur­
ing the year $9,973.80 was realized from 
the sale of treasury stock. From the 
proceeds of the sale of stock the com­
pany has just completed a bunk house 
capable- of accommodating 40 men, a 

mess house in proportion, black­
smith shop, temporary ore bins and an 
office and assay office combined, all of 
which are located in close proximity to 
the present workings.

From the old workings, situated about 
800 feet up the mountain and several 
open cuts made along the lodge at in­
tervals down to within 15 feet of Foir- 
Mile creek, where a tunnel was started. 
After going through 60 feet of wash, 
bedrock was encountered and the ledge 
uncovered. After drifting 40 feet the 
orechute was struck and followed 110 
feet without a break, varying in width 
from one to eight feet and having an 
average width of 2% feet.

SAID TO GO $80 TO TON.
The average value, based on the as­

says made by the company, was placed 
at $80 to the ton in silver and lead. Es­
timating the ore back at 50 feet from 
the tunnel to the surface would give 
$100,000 worth of ore above the tunnel 
level. The tunnel has been timbered to 
bedrock.

In driving through the orechute in the 
tunnel no ore was sloped, hut about 160 
tons were taken out in the course of the 
development. After passing through the 
orechute of 110 feet the tunnel was con- 
tinud on the ledge about 50 feet towards 
and under the old workings. While the 
ledge showed good quartz, the values 
were not there, but it is believed that 
with further drilling another orechute 
will be encountered, which is opened up 
in the old workings and which when 
struck, will give a vertical depth of 600 
feet, approximately.
SECOND TUNNEL UNDER WAY.
In order to make the property produce 

as soon as possible and to assist in pay­
ing expenses of development, instead of 
continuing the tunnel under the old 
workings, a second tnnnei has been 
started directly under tunnel No. 1 at 
a further depth of 62 feet. If the ore­
chute of tunnel No. 1 is found to be 
continuons in tunnel No. 2, it is esti­
mated that 17,050 cubic feet of ore will 
be blocked out between the two tunnels. 
Estimating 10 cubic feet of ore to the 
ton would give 1,704 tons. If assay 
values of $80 to the tone are maintained 
this block of ore would be worth $136,- 
000, or a total of $236,000 worth of ore 
from the second tunnel to the surface.

Tunnel No. 2 is now in and timbered 
for 150 feet, where bedrock was again 
encountered. The superintendent esti­
mates that the men are now within 20 
feet of the ledge and 100 feet from the 
orechute. The work is going ahead at 
'he rate of about four feet per day, with 
three eight-hour shifts.

that Americans came there and paid 
large eums for fishigg rights. It was 
found that trout which once had been 
stopped from ascending their strieams 
next year were -known to pass that 
stream by and ascend another stream. 
The weirs unduly obstructed the fish 
ascending the streams and the ultimate 
result was bound to be the turning of 
the fish not only from the Cowichan riv­
er, but from every other etream on the 
Island. The spawning beds" are not so 

ch in the river <s in the streamlets 
which run into, the river. He had not 
personal knowledge of other illegal fish­
ing than that of spearing and netting in 
connectibn with the ,weira. Cowichan 
lake must of necessity suffer from the 
presence of the weirs. He( as well as 
others, had caught sea trout in Qu&mi- 
chan lake, which showed that they 
must have come up the small etream 
which had been dammed by the Indians. 
He had been warned off the reserve at 
Duncan by the Indian constable, who 
had stated that since the Victoria peo­
ple had undertaken to interfere with 
their weirs, they were not going to per­
mit white men on their reserve. This 
was very important, as it meant no 
pheasant shooting or anything else on 
the Indian lands. '

Mr. McKaye said the-weirs did not in­
terfere with the fishing. There was al­
ways space at both sides of the weir. 
He had fished on the Cowichan since 
1883 and had lived at Duncan for many 
years. Some years he had good luck and 
other years he had not. He had care­
fully watched the Indians and had never 
known of illegal fishing except taking 
fish once with a drift net. He had never 
seen an Indian take à trout out of the 
weir. Some of the boys caught a few 
small trout with bait, but it was not so 
that much was done in the way of sell­
ing trout. It was a fact that you could 
not buy trout when you want it. The 
Indians would catch anything that 
came along, although thé Iudians_ used 
the, dog salmon for food." He had 
caught salmon . above Duncan which 
must have come Up fiom the salt water 
past the weirs in about a day, as thé 
sea lice were still in the fish’s gills, and 
these were never known to remain On 
the fish longer than a few days at the 
most. He had had fairly good luck this 
year; in fact, quite as well as other 
years. The weirs were never put down 
until the ifrater .was sufficiently low to 
permit of their seeing the gravel the 
whole way across. The big run of salm­
on was in the spring and winter, when 
the water was high and the weirs were 
not ini place.

Mr. Galbraith, fisheries inspector, 
thought that the weirs obstructed the 
passage of salmon going up the river. 
He had seen many spent steelheads" 
stopped at the weir at Duncans. The 
weirs did more harm to the fish de­
scending the river; this referred to steel- 
heads. One of the principal injuries the 
weirs did was the bad. impression it gave 
to visitors, and this meant loss of money 
to the province. The weirs delayed every­
thing that came along. Trout could be' 
seen trying to bore their way past these 
obstructions. He had cut .illegal nets 
out of the stream as late as last April. 
He had been fishing in the stream nine 
years and found each succeeding year 
about half what it was the previous 
year. He did not think that the weirs 
were to blame for all of this; but the 
seine netting at the month of the river 
had much to do with it. All kinds of 
small fish, young trout and salmon, were 
hauled ont on the bank and left to rot. 
This destroyed thousands of trout. He 
had no personal knowledge of the trade 
ip trout the Indians are said to catch at 
the weirs. Mrs. Rowbottom and Mr. 
Leather had complained that Indians 
dammed the creek running out of Qua- 
miehan lake, and then netted the fish 
at night. He thought that many of the 
settlers were afraid te appear as wit­
nesses to prosecute, on account of the 
vengeance of the Indians. It would be 
a mistake to put a stop to the weirs al­
together. If a space of 30 feet were 
left onen in the main channel from Fri­
day until Sunday night, it would allow 
plenty of fish to pass up, and for the 
spent ones to dr-'- down stream. H‘e 
was sure the weirs obstructed the fish. 
He did not agree with Messrs. Langley 
ana McKaye. Unless the river were 
nursed the fishing would very soon he a 
thing of the past. He had studied pisi- 
culture tor-40 years, and thought hie 
suggestions as to opening the weirs for 
four nights and to strictly enforce the 
law about taking immature fish would 
be a remedy The size of trout to be 
taken should be limited to eight inches.
„ W. Bickford, as a delegate from the 
Sporting club, asked for an extension of 
the season for trouts fishing from 1st 
April and to be kept open for two weeks 
later than at present. This would pre­
vent the taking of the trout when 
spawning in the spring. He thought 
the wens would prove detrimental hut 
had no personal knowledge.

Of all the curions things connected 
with Greenwich Observatory, perhaps 
the most curious is the fact that so lit­
tle is known about it by the general pub­
lic. It is one of the places which con­
scientious country cousins sometimes set 
down in their programmes when they 
come to London on a visit, but they 
usually put off by the sheer inability to 
find out anything about it after they 
have arrived in town. -Not that they 
could get very much farther even it 
they wanted to, for the place is remorse­
lessly" closed in the face of all visitors, 
and a trip to Greeuwich-park (which is 
worth while taking tor its own sake) 
would show them no more thaii the ex­
terior of the building and the big clock 
on the wall of the porter’s lodge.

It is not that they hâve dark and mys­
terious secrets in the observatory, hut 
they are busy men there, they have little 
spaçe to Vaste in their operations, and 
the instruments are so delicate and so 
valuable that the risk of exposing them 
to the eccentricities of the careless casual 
tourist is considered too great. Still, 
there seems no reason why an occasional 
afternoon might not be set aside for 
small and, carefully conducted parties 
to be led through the observatory by a 
competent guide.

Among the curiosities of the place, a 
leading pact must be assigned to its his-1 
tory," for it was founded by, of all people,: 
the dissolute and worthless Charles": II., 
not1 in any freakish movement either, 
but out of a sheer desire to confer a 
benefit on navigators. " The first Astron­
omer Royal was appointed “to apply 
himself "with the most exact care and 
diligence to the Rectifying the Tables of 
the Motions of the Heavens and the 
Places of the Fixed Stars in order to find 
out the so much desired Longitude at 
sea, for the perfecting of the Art of 
Navigation.” And here is another ele­
ment of surprise, for -the average man 
looks upon Greenwich Observatory as a 
place where scientific men simply “ob­
serve” the heavens in the interest of ab­
stract science and make discoveries of 
new stars. Far from it. It is a purely 
practical and business-like institution, 
with its main object still the furtherance 
of navigation. Discoveries are left for 
people with leisure to discover.

The credit assigned to Charles II. how­
ever, stops at the point mentioned. The 
Rev. Isaac Flamsteed, the first astron­
omer Royal, was appointed, but his sal­
ary was fixed at only £100 a year, and 
he had to provide himself with his own 
tools. It is true he* was given a site 
in Greenwich-park, whereon to pot up an 
observatory. With a bit of luck he got 
the bricks and metal from Tilbury Fort, 
across the river, a broken down gate­
house at the Tower provided the wood, 
and the cost of building was obtained 
from the sale of some damaged Govern­
ment stores. It will be 226 years exact­
ly on July 10 since Mr. Flamsteed en­
tered on residence. He was his own 
staff, and made a living by taking in 
pupils. His successor Halley (at the 
same salary) was made a captain in the 
Royal Navy in order to provide him with, 
a decent income, and the third holder of 
the office, Bradley, was appointed to a 
sinecure rectory and vicarage in Mon­
mouthshire. It is, in fact, only since 
Sir George Airy’s time that things have 
been done on a proper scale, but Airy 
was a typical head of a Government de­
partment and a man with whom “ sys­
tem” was almost a craze.

The commission appointed to investi­

gate the matter ot illegal fishing in the 
Gowichan and other Island rivers con­
vened at the Council chambers yesterday 
afternoon, when two or three old hands 
at fishing on the Cowichan river told 
what they knew of the matter. The evi­
dence of the two principal witnesses, 
Mr. Geo. Langley and Mr. J. McKaye, 
of thé Lands and Works department, 
was strongly against interference with 
the Indian custom of using weirs, and 
Senator Templeman, the chairman, stat­
ed that this was the-line followed by 
most of those who came forward by 
evidence at Duncan, and this included 
men who had fished on the river for th'e 
last twenty-fivfl; years.

At the opening of the inquiry, Mayor 
Hayward objected to the personnel of 
some members of the commission, Mr. 
Vowell, because he held and had ex­
pressed himself very strongly in favor 
of maintaining the weirs and that the 
Indians had a right tb do so, also.Mr. 
Inspector Sword, whose negligence in 
enforcing the fishery regulations was 
the principal reason for holding (he in­
quiry, To have these two gentlemen 
act as judges in this mattter was most 
improper, and he protested against any 
finding they would make.

Answering a remark of Mr. Vo well’s. 
His Worship said that he had not of­
ten been charged with being a new-com­
er. He had been here for 41 years. But 
what the speaker objected to was that 
Mr. Vowell had made up his mind about 
the matter. He had called on Mr. 
Vowell some time ago about this ques­
tion and had been given a very brusque 
answer.

Mr. Mann said that there were people 
who bought trout from Indians, and this 

-was the gravamen of the charge. But it 
seemed the commission had no power to 
investigate this phase of the subject, and 
it would be well for this point to he 
brought to the attention of the minister.

Senator Templeman stated .that he 
had not expected to be met with such a 
quibble as the constitution of the com­
mission. They had been .appointed to 
take evidence only, and were in no 
sense to act as judges. The evidence as 
taken would be forwarded to the de­
partment, and with the minister would 
rest the duty of saying what was the 
right thing to do.

His Worship recited the facts leading 
up to the interest which the Tonrist as­
sociation had taken in the question of 
weirs in the 'Cowichan river. Unless 
something were done, in a few years this 
river would be valueless as a fishing 
ground. While at Duncan in the spring 
he had found that the Indians were do­
ing all manner of illegal fishing. He 
had sent a city detéctive to look into 
the matter, and his report bore this ali 
■ont to the letter. The action of the de­
partment seemed to warrant the asser­
tion that the local officials of the De­
partment of Fisheries were determined 
to see that nothing was done to en­
force the laws at Cowichan. » Mr. 
Sword had been repeatedly told of what 
was going on, but be had paid no atten­
tion. A telegram had then been sent 
the department, but it li a i resulted in 
no action until finally, after repeatedly 
telegraphing, the minister had almost 
kicked Mr. Sword out of his office at 
New Westminster, and he had come 
down to Victoria. This $15 a month 
man. who was employed at the mouth 
of the Cowichan, was not allowed any 
traveling expenses and visited a portion 
of the river bat once a week. They had 
been, informed by wealthy tourists that 
they felt so indignant at what was go­
ing on that they felt like telegraphing 
other fishermep in the Old Country who 
were following them to keep away, as 
it was useless to come here and expect 
to get any good fishing. He understood 
that uot only was illegal fishing winked 
at, but officials had been ordered not to 
remove obstructions. Weirs had been 
removed in every other river in the Do­
minion, and he could not understand why 
the government deliberately shut their 
eyes to the depletion of the rivers on 
this Island. The fishing, particularly on 
the Cowichan, was one of the most val­
uable assets the Island possessed, and 
its destruction meant immense loss lo 
Victoria and every portion of the Isl­
and. It was true that logging had and 

nld do some damage to the fishiag, 
but that was only an additional reason 
why proper means should be taken to 
"conserve the salmon and trout in the 
streams. The value of the trout fish­
ing was very great and would everv 
year become -greater. In Scotland thou­
sands of pounds were annually paid for 
fishing privileges. He could not see why 
Victoria should sit still while a few In­
dians were allowed to destroy such a 
valuable public heritage. If the Indians 
required fish for food, it would pay the 
department better to purchase salmon 
from the vast quantities caught in the 
Gulf and give it to the Indians.

The Mayor then put in the report of 
Detective Palmer as to the illegal fish­
ing which he found carried out at Dun­
can and vicinity, also a petition signed 
by many residents of that place, asking 
that the department investigate the Sub­
ject-

“The prayers of my people for my re­
covery were heard, and I now offer up 
my deepest gratitude to Divine Provi­
dence for having preserved my life arid 
given me strength to fulfil -the import­
ant duties which devolve upon me as a 
sovereign of this great Empire.

London, Aug. 6.—Judging by appear­
ances, the King not only will be able 
to go through the coronation ceremonies, 
but will be perfectly capable of per­
forming all the functions of the service 
without discomfort.

The 
Queen and Princess Victoria entered the 
vehicle and the King followed appar­
ently without difficulty, and four royal 
servants placed rugs about his knees. 
The King stood up straight as if he had 
never had an illness in his life, took off 
his hat and bowed to friends on rue 
platform, and the crowds beyond the 
barriers. He seemed to he in great 
good humor and evidently delighted to 
get back. Despite a few drops of rain, 
jvhieh- fell, he drove ont with the top 
of the carriage down. His face was 
perpetually lighted up with a smile, of 
satisfaction and he looked anything but 
an invalid. The Prince and Princess of 
Wales and their children drove over to 
'Buckingham Palace from York House, 
and just before Their Majesties ar­
rived, they appeared on the palace bal­
cony and were loudly cheered by the 
crowds outside. The demonstration in­
creased as the King approached, and 
after Their Majesties had entered - the 
palace the crowd sang “God Save the 
King” several times.

The admiring comments of the crowd 
along the King’s route from Victoria 
station to Buckingham Palace were 
mingled with expressions of amazement 
at the appearance of His Majesty rid­
ing in an open landau, and much of the 
time bare-headed. The King kept con­
tinually bowing and smiling in response 
to the cheers of the people.

The following official statement was 
made at Buckingham Palace tonight:

“His Majesty has borne the journey 
excellently and is very well indeed.”

hy competition should be en­
couraged is the fact that while the 
Crow's Nest CoaJ company lives to the 
letter of the law in supplying coal at 
$2 a ton, the quality of coal supplied 
at that figure is generally so inferior 
that people prefer to pay a higher price 
for a better grade. Then the company 
is not limited by its contract with the 
government as to the price of coke, and 
consequently, can charge what it likes. 
Again, the higher price which it can 
obtain for coke in the United States 
often tempts the company to ship the 
bulk of its output across the line to the 
detriment of the Canadian smelters. It 
has been estimated by a competent au­
thority that the Crow’s Nest company 
has in its deposits $144,000,000,000 
worth of coal at $2 per ton, so that even 
at tuat price, it must eventually make 
millionaires of every oue of its directors. 
A corporation with sjich^a gigantic mon­
opoly should be brought under control, of 
the government, so that the interests of 
the province would be safe-guarded.

William Splttal and Charles Sunvall, 
prospectors, have returned from a trip 
to the West Coast, and report a couple 
of important discoveries.

On Elk river, which empties into Ken­
nedy lake, an arm of Clayoquot Sound, 
they staked a couple of claims on a lead 
37 inches wide on the surface, ore from 
which assay» $144 in gold and 52 cents 
silver.

The capacity of the Oak Bay 
car service was taxed to handle the 
crowds who went out to that beautiful 
beach resort to witness the parachute 
jump of Professor Miller, while his bal­
loon was high in air.

GOOD ROADS.

The following calculation of the ad­
vantage which good roads possess over 
bad roads is exceedingly interesting, par­
ticularly when we consider the millions 
of money that must have been lost 
Government street up to the 
year:

The cost of moving one ton by horse 
power over one mile of dry, sandy road 
is 64 cents; over wet sand 32 cents; over 
ruds and mud, 39 cents; over broken 
Stone and ruts, 26 cents; over an earth 
road that is dry and hard, 18 cents; over 
a broken stone road in good condition, 
8 cents; over a compact gravel road, 
8.8 cents; qyer a stone paving. 5.33 
cents: over asphalt, 2.7 cents. The en­
gineer argues that if wagou transporta­
tion at a cost ot 6 cents per mile a ton 
could be general, many millions of dol­
lars would be saved and millions of tons 
of merchandise which cannot now be 
handled at a profit would he available in 
the markets.

Government street., we suppose, con­
formed to the schedule of a dry and 
hard earth road, and therèfore each .ton 
per mile cost 18 cents. When it has 
been paved the cost per ton per mile 
will be 2.7 cents, .a saving of 15.3 cents 
per ton per mile. It will be noticed that 
according to this table, horse traction 
over asphalt roads is about twice as 
costly as railway traction. Bnt no esti­
mate nf the cost of horse carriage along 
tram lines is given.

•Some Good Bouts at the Rooms of the

The boxing contest held by the Vic­
toria Athletic club at Philharmonic hall 
resulted in a victory for Tommy Todd, 
the fleet champion, who knocked out 
Nobby Clarke, of the Royal Artillery, 
the Garrison champion, in the fifth 
round by a clean punch on the neck, just 
where the chin joins. The soldier went 
down, and out. From the beginning of 
the bout it was obvions that the large- 
sized audience—the hall was filled—was 
to witness such a contest as has never 
been seen in Victoria, before. Todd, 
the victor, is a sailor giant in perfect 
training, weighing about 165 pounds in 
the ring, and showing a marked muscu- 
lar development, and Clarke is a clean 
built man with the eye of an hawk, 
and a right hand that is as quick as a 
mule’s heels. Besides CItrke hits clean 
and straight, except in his swings, when 
he is a little too much inclined to slap.
Before the knock-out blow near his 
jugular, which put him in dreamland 
while Timekeeper Duncan Campbell 
counted “one-two—ten and out,” Clarke 
ffas to judge from the comment of the 
audience-ythe pick of the majority, and 
he lead in points, it seems, when the 
fateful blow landed on his jugular and 
wrote finis to the fight.

In the first round the sailor tried to 
rush, and hammer his man out of ’ 
tence, and in return for his impetuous 
fighting he received straight lefts to an 
extent which would have sickened a 
weaker man.

Soiùe days later tne Colombians endéa- 
vored to charter the Pacific Steam 
Navigation Co.’s liner Taboga tb convey 
troops to A g un Duloe, but the company 
refused to charter the vessel. The Co- 
lomban forces then attempted to take 
forcible possession of the vessel. The ! 
agent of the P. -S. H. Co. went to Capt. 
Casement for proteeton, and armed, 
guards were sent on board the steamer 
taboga to prevent her ibeing seized. The 
ship was cleared on March 10, in case of 
any attempt to seize the steamer. The 
guard was withdrawn on the 11th—the 
British consul sleeping on board to look 
after the company’s interests. The 
steamer has been tied up, because of the 
falling off of trade as a result of the 
revolution. Some parts of her engines 
nave been taken out to render her use­
less to the Colombians if they do seize

Panama was again threatened on 
March 13, and all the Colombian forces, 
that were in the field were called in to 
guard the city of Panama, which ft was 
believed would fall into the hands of 
the rebels. There was a general sortie 
or the residents of Panama when the 
guns of the rebels were heard to the 
south of the city, they flying belter 
skelter to the nearby islands for re­
fuge. Five days later when big guns 
were heard firing to the south, the Brit­
ish consul received a missive from the 
rebels by a courier, who broke through 
the government lines, warning him tha 
the totvn was about to be attacked. 
■Next day saw great excitement ashore. 
(Large forces of government troops,were 
seen digging trenches and building earth- 
works, while parties were engaged in 
bring the bush in the neighborhood of 
the city to destroy the cover afforded foi 
the rebels.

On March 22, Capt. -Casement went 
ashore and a conference was held at the 
British consulate to suggest measures to 
protect the ‘British in view of the im­
pending attack. Meanwhile in the 
vicinity of Panama firing was heard 
daily, and on all sides 6f the city skir­
mishes were going on. -Long range rifle 
duels were being indulged ip between, 
different forces* and the ambulance corps 
were busy, thj the 2tith the rebels^ad 
worked their way in on to the railway, 
and it seemed that they would soon en- 
ter Panama Then the.hoik of the Pa­
cific isteam Navigation Co., anchored ofl 
the city was secured as a refuge station 
and a gnard of seamen, all armed, sem 
on board the hulk. Boats were ready 
to take off the settlers in the event of 
attack, a code of signals being arranged 
for day or night, to be shown from the 
British consulate, and when the signals 
were given -parties would have been 
landed to cover the flight of the British 
subjects.

(The rebels did not enter Panama, how­
ever, being retired, and on April -1 the 
guard left the hulk, and on the 5th, 
when the Colombian fleet arrived with' 
flags half-masted for their dead presi­
dent, the Amphion proceeded to Toboga 
where landing parties were put ashore 
and a camp made. The defeat of the 
rebels having given them a set back, 
and Panama being safe in the meantime, 
the cruiser started south again, and ar­
rived at Coquimbo on May 16, and at 
Gallao on the 30th. On June 7 she re- 
turned to Panama, and spent a month 
there:—The government troops held the 
c’.y ] safely, but in the outskirts the 
rebels were causing annoyance. It was 
found that-numbers of Nicaraguan mal­
contents had joined forces with the reb­
els, who were ununiformed, but for all 
that, they looked quite smart.

On June 28 the rebels captured a 
schooner laden with ammunition, rifles 
and supplies, aud $9,000 in cash—pay for 
the government troops. The rebel gnu- 
boat Darien, which is said to have an 
American sailing her under instructions 
of one the revolutionary commanders, 
was cruising off the harbor of Panama 
when she sighted the Colombian gunboat 
Chuchuito, which had just left the har­
bor, bound to one of the outposts on 
the coast with provisions and cash for 
the garrison. That garrison went with­
out provisions, for as soon as the Darien 
bore down on the Chuchuito, the Co­
lombian vessel -fired a few straggling- 
shots, and then cut the hawser of the 
schooner which she had in tow, leaving 
it to fall into thq hands of the rebels, 
while the gunboat scurried back into 
Panama harbor for shelter from the reb-

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H. M. S. Amphion, Capt. Casement, 
returned to Esquimau yesterday morning 
after aa absence of ten months spent on 
the southern station—fow and a half 
months being at Panama, where a 
lution is in progress. The Amphion 
much of the strife, in fact, armed par­
ties were landed on more than one occa­
sion, guards were placed on board lin­
ers to ensure their safety, havens of 
refuge were found for the British resi­
dents, and visits were paid to the rebel 
headquarters at David Bay, two hun­
dred utiles from Panama, where Capt. 
Casement took an expedition to look for 
the British agent, who had not been 
heard of for over a month. The naval 
tights were seen, the most exciting being 
joqoi Aanss u uaqAV ’Xtenaqa^, m isqi 
cruiser entered the harbor and sank 
a passenger steamer which had just been 
converted into a cruiser. The >U. 8. S. 
Philadelphia was in the harbor at the 
time, and her men succeeded! in saving 
a number of the drowning men of the 
government vessel when after her maga­
zine blew up, the steamer went down. 
IShe still lies with the top of her smoke­
stack just visible and her two masts 
sticking up from the water. During the 
cruise, one of the Amphion’s company 
died a tragic death at once of the Chilian 
ports, call-stoker Payne having been 
lured to his death at Coquimbo by a 
woman, whose paramour struck the un­
fortunate seaman from behind. The 
Murderer was arrested, tried and shot, 
and the woman who lured the seaman to 
his death was imprisoned for life. Thé 
warship has been ashore, too, and nar­
rowly escaped being piled up at Wreck 
(Bay, Si. Charles island, on November 
14 last. Her hull was much damaged, 
and although temporary repairs were ef­
fected at Valparaiso, she will have to 
dock at Esquimalt for further repairs.

The Amphion sailed from Esquimau 
on October 14, and arrived at Panama, 
where times were most troublous then, 
on November 6. H. M. S. -Icarus, the 
French warship Protêt, and U. 8. 8. 
Iowa were there. The president and 
staff, gaily uniformed, went on (board 
the Amphion on November 11, being re­
ceived with a salute of 16 guns. He as­
sured the Amphiorl’s commander that the 
British residents would be protected as 
far as the government troogre could give 
them protection. The President admir­
ed the IMaxim guns, which were shown 
to him, and requested permission to fire 
one, which was granted. The Icarus 
remained at Panama, the Amphion went 
to Toboga, where a rifle range was 
built for practice, and torpedoes run. On 
■November 19 the vessel went to St. 
Charles island, and thence to Galapagos 
island, aud on the 24th proceeded to 
Wreck Bay, where she grounded in from 
3H to 4 fathoms of water. The tide was 
dead low, when the vessel struck, and al­
though the engines were reversed and 
efforts made to back her, she remained 
fast. There was no excitement. Divers 
were sent down to examine the hull, and 
they reported her .bottom in a bad con­
dition. The pumps were started, and 
sept going for some time afterwards to 
keep the vessel free.

On November 25 the Governor, of St. 
Charles island, which is owned by Ecua­
dor, paid a visit to the warship. St. 
Charles island is the Saghalien of. 
Ecuador, and there on the sugar planta­
tions of the island, which produce, the 
governor said, about 30,000 tons of sugar 
a year, are one thousand exiles, political 
prisoners and criminals of all kinds. The 
cruiser left there on November 28 with 
her pumps working, and arrived at Pay- 
ta on the 29. She proceeded to Callao, 
passing through thousands of pelicans, 
who seemed too full to fly. Some were 
seen to drop a dozen or more fishes 
from their pouches which bonita and 
flying fish pounced upon. Callao 
reached on December 2, and a salute of 
21 guns fired for Peru. The Peruvian 
warships responded, and on the 5th the 
Admiral went on board the cruiser. 
Valparaiso was next visited, a call being 
made on December 14, and many guns 
were fired—21 for the country, 13 for 
the Admiral. Th,ere were six Chilian 
warships there, and two destroyers. The 
Amphion proceeded to Teicucuano on the 
17th, and found great excitement exist­
ing.

The Chilians were expecting war with 
the Argentine Republic, and the war­
ships were being provisioned and pre­
pared. Press gangs were operating 
ashore to fill up the ranks in the army 
and navy,; and great excitement prevail­
ed. Forces of troops could be seen 
moving daily ashore, and the harbor en­
trance was thick with warships. On 
the 25th however, despite the fear of 
hostilities, the Chilians danced all night 
on board their vessels. On January 3 
the Amphion put into La Terena, and 
then went to Coquimbo. There the 
tragedy already referred to occurred 
.which brought sorrow to the vessel. 
Stoker Payne went ashore, and on Janu­
ary 17 he was accosted by some Chil­
ians, and was lured into an alley way 
by a woman. Suddenly, a. man—the 
accomplice* of the womgn—stepped up 
behind the sailor, and striking him on 
the head with a revolver biitt, or some 
hard instrument—it was not definitely 
shown what was the weapon used—the 
Chilian knocked the unfortunate seaman 
to the ground, and after robbing him 
left him for dead. Payne was found and 
carried out to the etoreship Liffy, an­
chored at Coquimbo, where he died, it 
being afterwards shown that a piece of 
Ais skull was driven into the brain. 
He was buried ashore with naval hon-: 
ors, the British consul and some of the 
British settlers being present. A gnu 
carriage could not be used on account 
of the soft sand on the road -to the 
cemetery. The authorities ashore learn­
ed the identity of Payne’s assailants, 
and both were arrested.

The hearing of the third charge 
brought by Capt. John Irving against 
Colonel G. H. Hayes, in connection with 
the sale of Nahmint mining shares, seems 
destined to make a record for adjourn­
ments in the city police court. Thert 
are also prospects of lively time® if the 
arguments continue to grow in warmth 
as they have done during the last few 
sittings. Yesterday Magistrate Hall a 
couple of times resented remaries made 
by counsel for the defence ana counsel 
in tarn tooff offence at remarks address­
ed to them by the magistrate. The long 
arguments on matters of little interest 
to the pqblic, but' apparently of first ' 
portance to the lawyers in the case 
were continued and as on the previous 
dry not a witness was allowed to com­
plete his evidence, with the exception of 
a clerk from the office of the registrar, 
who was allowed to produce th 
ment between Capt. Irving and Colonel 
Hayes, which was put in in the previous 
hearings. He did not attempt to give 
any evidence as to it, and therefore was 
not in the box for any length of time.

Then Capt. Irving was called to prove 
the agreement. He did this, and Mr. 
Taylor wanted him to read it so that it 
would appear in the depositions. Then 
the storm arose. First it was that the 
witness was not the proper person to 
do the reading, and then that although 
it might be read it could not be put 
down in the depositions. His Honor 
decided that it could go down in the 
depositions, and suggested that a copy 
be supplied so as to save the clerk tak­
ing it down as it was read. To this 
both Mr. Peters and Mr. Duff, counsel 
for the accused, strongly objected.

Addressing Mr. Peters, the magistrate 
said that he seemed to be doing all he 
could to make things disagreeable for 
the court, but that would not affect him 
in the least. Mr. Peters objected to the 
observation, and the magistrate replied, 
“Well it looks like that.”

At another stage of the proceedings 
the magistrate suggested that Mr. Duff 
was stretching, to which Mr. Duff took 
strong objection. There was some'cross 
firing between counsel, which verged 
the personal, but all were good natnred 
and ended happily.

The magistrate proceeded to read the 
agreement of the 30th of August, 1900, 
word by word, while the clerk took it 
down. He had not proceeded far be­
fore another argument arose as to 
whether only the agreement of the 30th 
of August was to be put in, or whether 
the two endorsements of later days 
also to be read. His Honor decided that 
Mr. Taylor could put in what he de­
sired. while-Messrs. Duff and Peters ar­
gued that the magistrate, who was sim­
ply holding an enquiry, should insist 
upon all evidence bearing on the case 
going in.

The magistrate replied that if connsel 
did not agree with his decision, they 
could move to quash the commitment, 
should the accused be committed.

The reading of the agreement was 
then" proceeding when cdiiilsel for the ac­
cused consented to it being read and 
copied later by the clerk. At this stage 
Capt. Irving* left the witness stand to 
give way to Mr. H. H. Rowley, ac­

That is a step very far 
in. advance indeed, and it is largely due 
to the interest taken by Mr. Chamber­
lain and the spirit he has breathed into 
the Colonial office. By the way, while 
he is not premier in the place of Lord 
Salisbury, he is the recognised head of 

government,- and the dominant force 
of the Empire. The two most popular 
men in Great Britain today, with the 
great mass of the people, are King Ed­
ward VII. and Joseph Chamberlain. The 
one not because he is King, so much as 
because he represents in a concentrated 
form and splendidly the social charac­
teristics of the people; - and the other 
(notwithstanding that he is cold-blooded 
and very much isolated, personally) be­
cause he has best conceived the popular 
feelings and wants, and has the courage 
to give the aspirations of the people 
Crete effect. One could write a very long 
chapter on the people of England to­
day, and only personal contact with 
them, in their various moods and tenses 
can explain to outsiders that m their 
actions and daily life would otherwise 
appear inexplicable. This is merely by 
way of diversion. <

The provincial premiers are not ad­
mitted to the councils of the Colonial 
conference. They had, however, a lit­
tle confeTence-of their own, which lasted 
for several days. I am not permitted to 
say very much about the details of their 
discussion for several reasons, principal1 
of which I know very little of what 
actually took place; but I have been en­
abled to make one or two guesses. For 
one thing, I do not believe the provin­
cial premiers are quite satisfied with 
their status here, and as an outcome of 
the meetings it may not tie wrong to 
conclude that certain stroiig representa­
tions will be made to the Colonial office 
through the Dominion government. There 
is a disposition on the part of the 
Colonial office to ignore or rather to re­
fuse recognitibii.of the provinces "As such 
This may- be constitutionally jight, 
it is not satisfactory. It was, however, 
right, or it was not, in the first place, 
to invite the provincial premiers to the 
coronation. If it were proper, then it 
was also proper to afford them a meed 
of recognition, so as to place them upon 
some official basis after they had arrived 
here. As representatives of free, pros­
perous peoples, they are at least as im­
portant as a host of Indian princes and 
kings of native tribes in Africa and 
elsewhere. Four. of the provinces of 
Canada are represented in iLondon by 
a gents-general. These should have offi­
cial recognition by the Colonial office 
and the Dominion of Canada. They have 
not. It is a matter productive of per­
haps unpleasant feelings. Individually 
these representatives have much atten­
tion shown them; 
their provinces.

miserable, but as happy and healthy and 
exhilarated by the clear and crisp air— 
with days filled with glorious sunshine 
aud nights radiant with a starlit sky. 
It was a period during which old and 
young alike enjoyed themselves as the 
people of no other part of the world 
could. But winter was soon succeeded 
by the warmth of spring, and the fruit­
fulness of summer and the delights of 
autumn, making of Canada a paradise 
of residence and a storehouse of wealth. 
The people of Great Britain judged of 
our winters by their own experience of 
winter, which as I may express it, is 
neither fish, flesh, or good red herring— 
a mixture of cold, raw days, fog and 
clouds and sleet and snow. It was na­
tural to conclude that with a tempera­
ture at 40 or 50 above zero and such mis­
ery that a temperature at or below zero 
would be unbearable. Sir Wilfrid Laur- 
eir, of course, was speaking of condi­
tions as he best knew them in the Bast 
and had not British Columbia particular­
ly in his mind; but even at that his re­
marks were a glorious vindication of our 
Canadian climate, and the pity it was 
that no paper—not even the “Times’’^ 
gave anything more than a mere bare 
synopsis of his speech, which was a 
model of diction, easy grace and ornate 
eloquence. Sir Wilfrid has made sev­
eral beautiful speeches—I use the word 
“beautiful” advisedly—since coming to 
(London—at the Dominion 'Day dinner, 
at the Constitutional club dinner, at the 
Guildhall banquet, at the Canada club 
dinner, and elsewhere, but has never 
'been reported except in paragraphs. 
Many of the speakers bored the audi­
ence or were only indifferently or polite­
ly listened to; but as soon as the Cana­
dian premier rose, and his mellifluous 
tones were audible, every eye was turn­
ed and every ear strained towards him. 
Not a word was lost. The Times, which 
will devote columns of space to lord 
somebody or other’s speech in the House 
of Lords on the grievance of the cadets 
at Sandhurst, who fully well deserved 
a good round spanking, or to the debate 
on the bill respecting “Infectious Dis- 
• ases,” in the House of Commons, will 
dismiss the speech of the first colonial 
statesman on an important occasion with 
a quarter of a column. That is tne 
Lnglishman’s sense of proportion, as re­
flected on the principal organ of Eng­
lish public opinion. Of course, a good 
many of the speakers indulged in so 
many platitudes and there was so much- 
gush of the mutual admiration and high- 
t a lu tin order, and so much to report in 
(•mmection with the coronation ceremon- 
les- altogether that reporters were limit­
ed to certain space; but certainly.

After the Archbishop’s annointing 
prayer, the gold canopy "was brought 
over the King’s chair and His Majesty 
divested himself of his outer robe and 
walked to the ancient chair, while the 
choir sang Seadok’s anthem.

The announting ceremony was scarce­
ly seen owing to the canopy. The spec- 
tators. were just able to discern the 
Archbishop’s motions. After the prayer 
the King donned colodium sindonis, then 
resumed his seat, and from a scarlet

along the chancel and behind the altar. 
Amidst these surroundings, the Earl 
Marshal, the Duke of Norfolk, resplen­
dent in white knee breeches and heavily 
embroidered coat, hurried to and fro, 
directing the final touches.

The street barriers were closed at 10 
o’clock. Prince Minister (Balfour and 
(Lord (Rosebery were caught outside. 
They were obliged to alight from their 
carriages and walk to the Abbey. At 
10 o’clock the King’s nurses who attend­
ed him during his late illness drove up 
to the Abbey in a (Royal carriage as 
guests of His Majesty. They received 
an ovation from thé crowd. The chil­
dren of the Prince aiid Princess of 
(Wales reached the Abbey at 20 minutes 
past ten, and were wildly cheered by 
the enthusiastic throng.

By this time all the interior of the 
Abbey presented a blaze of color. Along 
the nave, which was lined by Grena­
diers, every chair way taken up by high 
officials, by the army and navy, and 
others in equally handsome equipment. 
On top of the arch separating the nave 
from the chancel sat a snrpliced or­
chestra. In stalls were the ambassa­
dors and matiy officials.

During the long wait, Mr. Abbey, the 
artist who was commissioned to paint 
the coronation scene in the Abbey, and 
who wore court uniform, took careful 
note of the surroundings of the historic 
picture ordered by the King. The peer­
esses took advantage of the long inter­
val to stroll up and down, but the peers 
quietly awaited the arrival of the sov­
ereign, their ermine caps presenting a 
solid mass of white.

The ceremonies commenced with the 
confessional of the regalia. The pro­
cession of clergy with the regalia then 
proceeded from the altar to the annex, 
all present standing up and the choir 
singing, “O God, Our Help in Ages 
Past.” Preceding the regalia came the 
boys of Westminster Abbey, followed 
by the children of the Chapel Royal and 
the choir in royal uniforms.

The head of the procession reached the 
abbèy at 10:50 a.m. The bells were 
pealed and the bands played “God Save 
the King.” Ten minutes later the Prince 
and 'Princess of Wales arrived. The 
Royal Princesses, gorgeously dressed, 
entered the Royal box of the Abbey at 
11:10 a.m.

The Prince of Wales took his place 
in the Abbey, in a chair directly in front 
of the peers at 11:15 a m. The children 
of the Prince and 'Princess of Wales in 
while sailor suits, who were the first oc­
cupants of the Royal box .immediately 
after they were seated, buried their 
heads in the huge red programme.

When the Prince of Wales was seated 
, he placed his coronet at his feet. His 

robes were almost identical with those 
of the peers. The Princess was 
cynosure of all the women in the 
lAblstfij-k

The Duke of Connaught took his place 
beside the Prince of Wales in the Abbey, 
as the procession entered, bowing as he 
passed the (Prince. The Archbishop of 
(Canterbury took his seat in front of the 
coronation chair and then Baron Hals- 
bury, the Lord High Chancellor, seated 
himself by his side. Several minutes- 
elapsed, however, before the King and 
Queen came in sight of those gathered 
about the throne. Suddenly “Vivat 
Alexandra!” was shouted by the boys 
of Westminster Abbey, and the Queen 
walking slowly to the left of the 
throne, gained her chair and knelt at the 
silken (Prie Dieu, her magnificent train 
of cloth of gold being, lifted out of her 
way by six scarlet pages. Two or three 
minutes later came the hoarse cry from 
the Westminster boys of “Vivet Rex 
Edward!” with blasts from their trum­
pets. Yet there was another wait.
