NOTABLE MINING DEAL.
. The big Mallery mineral claims, 
known as the Twentieth Century group, 
located on Howe Sound, between Mill 
Creek and the Squamlsh, and just op­
posite the Britannia, have been pur­
chased from the owners, Mallery Bros, 
of Los Angeles, by E. Cow per Thwaite 
of London, England, who is understood 
to be associated in the deal with a 
number of capitalists there, says the 
Vancouver News-Advertiser. The pur­
chase price is $250,000, of which 10 per 
cent, has been paid down.

According to a statement made by 
Mr. Cow per Thwaite, the work of de­
veloping the claims will be proceeded 
With without delay. It will be carried 
on under the direction of Mr. Thomas 
Gibson, a mining man who has spent 
twenty years on the African Rand and 
who will arrive here in a few weeks 
from Mexico, where he is at present 
engaged in inspecting a number of 
mines owned by Mr. Cowper Thwaite*s 
syndicate, yr

As far as the quality of the soil can 
1*e guaged by chemical analyses, the 
bench-land ançl terrace soils appear to 
be unusually good, and are so classed by 
Dr. Frank Shutt, chief chemise of the 
Dominion experimental farms, whose 
letter on the subject, together with the 
analyses of the soils, is included in the 
addenda to this report.

The quality of the soil may be judged 
‘by the growth which it did, or does, 
support. This criterion would, of 
course, be influenced^adversely by the 
climate in an unfavorable year, 
consequently, to use the plant-life 
indicator of the soil, a favorable year, 
climatically, must -be taken. In such 
j'ears we find the growth of almost any­
thing planted to ,be unusually prolific.
All the grains- and vegetables found in 
the most fayored provinces of the Do- 
iminion grow well, as do such of the 
small fruits that have as yet been tried.
As to the grasses, the writer, who is 
familiar with al the southern por­
tion of the province and with much 
of the Dominion, has never before seen 
such prolific growth.

Most of the luxuriant summer growth 
met with in the district, such as pea- 
vine, etc., provides splendid green feed 
for stock, and makes good hay if proper­
ly curef.; but most of such feed grows 
annually from seed, and if cut or eaten 
off before the seed is dropped will not 
come up again. This fact, taken in 
conjunction with the climatic conditions, 
warrants t^ie assertion that the district 
is not a cattle-ranging district; that it 
splendid for summer grazing, but that 
feed for -winter feeding of stock must 
be put 
ing will
three to four mqnths.

Climate
The summer growth, in a latitude as 

far north as 53 degrees, is such as 
would astonish one not familiar with 
the length of the summer days and the 
number of hours of absolute sunlight 
that a day in this northern latitude con­
tains, sometimes about 20 hours out of 
the 24, at least three hours more than 

As vegetation grows 
only in the sunlit hours, this additional 
sunlight means just so much more grow­
ing time, and the crops grow and ripen 
in just a proportionately fewer number 
of days. In considering the season here 
available for agriculture, the southern 
agriculturist must take this- fact into 
serious consideration.

The climate of the interior is dry, 
though there appears to be usually a 
sufficient rainfall, and the summers are 
nbt very warm, while the winters are 
sometimes very cold, the thermometer 
dropping to from 30 to 40 degrees below 
zero. The -only absolute statistics avail­
able are those of the meteorological ob­
server at Stuart lake, given on pages 
102-104 of this report.

Summer frosts are unquestionably ai 
present prevalent, but that these will 
disappear as soon as any appreciable 
area of the soil is cultivated, there is 
every reason to expect, from the ex- 
periepeaof^ the northern part of Wash­
ington and tlw Canadian north­
west.

The' climate of the valley of the 
Bulkeley is undoubtedly much moderat­
ed by the influence of the w'atm winds 
from the Pacific coast in spring and 
summer, although the coast vegetation 
does not show7 itself! until within a few' 
miles of HazeKon, the air being robbed 
of its moisture at this distance from the 
toast*- although it still carries its 
warmth. The lower altitude of this 
valley has a marked influence* on its 
climate, as compared with that of the 
rest of the interior, although summer 
frosts are even here prevalent at pre­
sent.

The annual report of the Minister of 
Mines for 1905 contains the following, 
by W- F. Robertson, provincial mineral­
ogist, regarding his trip through the 
great northern plateau, lying between 
the Fraser and Skeena rivers:

The general scheme of the topography 
of British Columbia consists pf parallel 
mountain ranges running N.W. api 
S.E., with intervening valleys and 
waterwaj's. Of these ranges, the 
■Rocky mountains, on the eastern boun­
dary of the province, and the Coast 
range, following the seaboard on the 
•west, are the strongest and most persis­
tent, but the altitude above sea level of 
these ranges diminishes in northing and, 
as the generaj level of the intervening 
valleys and plateaux is higher in north­
ern than in southern British Columbia, 
the height of the ranges above the sur­
rounding country is- thus still further 
diminished.

In the /Southern part of the province, 
between these bounding ranges of 
mountains, • we have intermediàte and 
parallel ranges of less importance, al­
though often quite as high, of which 
the most important, the East Kootenay, 
Selkirk and Gold ranges are distinctly 
defined mountain ranges. As these in­
termediate ranges proceed north they 
gradually diminish, until at about 53 
degrees north latitude they are replaced 

■by rolling hills and plateaux. ,
This great northern plateau is the 

source and feeder of most of our larger 
rivers, the Fraser flowing south, tha 
Peace to the Arctic ocean, and the 
iSkeena to the northern Pacific; in fact, 
only in this comparatively level lake 
country do the streams have the oppor­
tunity of uniting and forming rivers of 
anj- great size.

In the southern part of the provinca 
the mountain ranges, while admitting 
of railways and roads being easily bui’t 
along the intervening valleys, viz., in a 
N.W. or- S.E. direction, offers serious 
‘barriers to roads running east or west; 
a fact which has greatly retarded the de­
velopment of that section,

Mr. Bailey adds that he has 
recommenced No. 4 east crosscut, ex­
tending to the north across the channel 
the total length being 110 feet and he 
says that when this is completed he 
will be able to work a large quantity of 
high grade gravel, and that the general 
outlook is good. That is, of course, sat­
isfactory, because I think there is no 
doubt now as to the future, when this 
gravel has had time to dry. By the 
time this crosscut is finished, 
should be no difficulty in being able to 
pay the expenses of the mine, even with 
the small amount of labor at present em­
ployed, if not to make a profit.

Mineral Probabilities
It is much more difficult to summarise 

the mineral probabilities of the district

“overland telegraph” route between 
these two points as a base, trips were 
made to the north and south, so cover­
ing a belt o 1 country which seems to- 
offer the best and probably the most 
direct route from the Rockies to the 
Coast range at the latitude of Port 
Simpson- It may, consequently, be as­
sumed as probable that within ‘this belt 
will be the eventual location of *thé 
Grand Trunk Pacific railway. * .

The following is a brief summary of 
the information gathered respecting the 
district traversed during the trip:

Agricultural Possibilities
The country from Quesnel to the 

headwaters of the Bulkley is a gradual­
ly rising plateau, having an altitude 
above the sea-level of from 2,500 to 
3,500 feet, and lying between 53 de­
grees to 54 degrees 30 minutes north 
latitude. This plateau bas been at one 
time covered, except in a few places 
where the solid rock formation rose 
above it, by a deposit of the glacial 
age, composed of clay and of sand and 
gravel mixed with clay. The erosive 
action of water and .ice has cut into 
this general plateau depressions now 
occupied by lake and river beds. Some 
of these lakes and rivers were primarily 
of considerable size, and as only a por­
tion of their original area is occupied 
by the beds of the modern lakes and 
rivers, there are today along these later 
■watercourses benches and terraces rep­
resenting the unoccupied portion of 
those ancient lake and river beds. It 
may be said, therefore, that the area of 
arable land consists of strips along the 
-present watercourses, and represents 
the old river .or lake beds. This area, 
while but a very small proportion of the 
whole, includes an acreage capable of 
supporting a large, though scattered, 
•population.

Very soon after the passing from the 
inferior drainage area to that of the 
Skeena river and coast, the rolling fail’s 
and plateaux give way to more sharply 
defined mountain ranges; . the sqaaller 
streams become mountain torrents, and 
only in the main valleys, along the 
larger streams, is there any land avail­
able.

The valley of the Bulkeley—that is, 
of the old stream—is 4 to 6 miles wide, 
much of which, for a distance of 50 
miles, is suited for farming. This val­
ley is also lower than the level of the 
interior plateau, lying between 1,800 
and 2’,500 feet above sea-level, ,while 
that of the Skeena, even above Hazel- 
ton, is lower, and contains a large 
amount of good land, although it is but 
a small percentage of the area of the 
district.

Forest Growth
There are evidences scattered over 

the districe indicating that a£, one time 
this whole district was co^dred with a 
heavy growth of very large fir. In many 
places an occasional charred stump, or 
a large root imbedded in a muddy 
bank, proves this conclusively. This 
•heavy growth was removed by fire, pre­
sumably iu prehistoric times, and was 
replaced by a second growth of infer­
ior timber, such as jack pine and small 
spruce on the higher and drier levels, 
with poplar on the .benches ,and cotton­
wood and willow on the low lands.

to leave Victoria will sail at 2 .p.m. to­
morrow, when the schooner Duchess of 
Bedford, with -Capt. Eijnar Mikkelsen, 
Mr. Ernest Leffiugwell, M. Eitjnar Dit- 
levsen, Dr. Howe, and o-thers of the 
Anglo-American Polar exiploration ex­
pedition will start for the Arctic in 
search of undiscovered land, 
been suggested that steps be taken to 
make a suitable demonstration to give 
the hardy and courageous explorers a 
suitable “send-off.” No plans have been 
laid to this end, but it is understood a 
movement to give the party a fitting 
farewell is under way.

All the plans of the Arctic voyagers 
have been completed, the stores and 
equipment have all been stowed on board 
the schooner, and the last obstacle m 
the way of departure was overcome yes­
terday- An order-in-council was passed 
authorizing the change of the schooner’s 
name. The vessel secured by the ex­
plorers was formerly the 
schooner Beatrice, 
christened Duchess of Bedford in -honor 
of the titled British lady who has done 
much to aid the project. With the ar­
rival of the papers signed by the 
Duchess of Bedford, she having agreed 
to become the nominal owner of the 
schooner, the change of registration 
was completed, and the order-in-council 
passed at Ottawa has authorized the 
change.

The amount of coke produced was 15,661 

tons, of which 5,410 tons were sold In 
Canada and 4,300 In thé United States (In­
cluding Alaska), while some 5,950 tons 
were added to stock.

The coal sales of the Coast collieries 
show this year an increase of about 24,- 
000^ tons, or about 3 per cent, over the 
preceding year/ The coal sales to the 
United Spates this year amount to 53 per 
cent, of the total, exactly the same as in
1904, most of which coal was disposed of 
in the California market, the remainder 
going to Alaska, where the recent de­
velopments In metalliferous mining seem 
destined to produce a constantly Increas­
ing market for the product of our Coast 
collieries.

The local consumption of coal on the 
coast of British Columbia also shows an 
increase this year of 11,568 tons, being 
380,332 tons, as against 368,764 tons in

The coke production this year was some 
3,710 tons less than In 1904. and the coke 
sales also are lower by 3,214 tons, the 
production being still much greater than 
the demand, as is evidenced by the fact 
that in 1904 some 6,647 tons of coke were 
added to stock, followed in 1905 by a fur­
ther addition of 5,950 tons, a total of 12,- 
597 tons In two years.

The local coke consumption has dropped 
from 10,339c tons in 1904 to 5,410 tons in
1905, due 'jfo -the-decreased- amount of cop­
per smelting being done on the Coast, 
while the distance from the Cdagt to thé 
smelters in the* interior of tlje province 
Is so great as to present that market be­
ing available.

The resumption of smelting operations 
at Crofton about the beginning of 1906, 
will better materially the local market this 
coming year.

The coke sold in the United .States this 
past year by the Coast collieries amounted 
to 4^00 tons, an increase of 1,709 tons, 
occasioned by the “blowing in” of two 
smeKing plants dn Prince of Wales Island, 
In Alaska, which increase promises to edn- 
frinue.

1LOCAL MILK SUPPLY 
IS PRONOUNCED PURE

Inspectors Make Tests and Sub­
mit a Very Reassuring 

Statement.

(From Friday’S Daily.)
The (juestiÔn éf ifcjfere milk and dis­

eased meat has been one of the live top­
ics at the majority—of public, meetings 
for some time past and many rempjrks 
have been made; regàTdrag the slackness 
of the milk inspecter. 'The question has 
also been discussed la council and at 
the request of his worshit) the health 
and morals, committee: went fully into 
the matter'and reported back that it 
the laws were not being carried out, it 
Was his dutj to see that they ,were. The 
question has practically only been raised 
since the first of the year and during 
this tiihe Milk Inspector Tolmie, along 
«yih ‘Dr. Richards, have been making 
the inspection regularly. The report of 
the, inspector was submitted to his wor­
ship yesterday and Showed, with two 
exceptions, that the milk that is 
plied to the residents; of Victoria is of 
a very wholesome quality. During his 
inspection, the inspector found two 
which had any tracé of formalid, while 
the others ran high in butter fat. Dur­
ing the past few yeàrs the quality of 
the milk has been gradually raised and 
t!ie Inspections that have been made 
Slime the first of the year show that the 
milk still continues to increase in qual­
ity. The following is the report that 
was sn omitted by thé inspectors.

Sir—I have the honor to submit a re­
port of milk Inspections made since the 
beginning of the year.

All samples taken have been tested! with 
the Babcock tester for butter fat. They 
have also been examined for added preser­
vatives and adulteration.

Two samples were fonnd to contain for­
malin; on these samples being more 
minutely examined by Mr. Herbert Car­
michael, government analyst, , the result 
of our examination was confirmed.

.On looking over the detailed report of 
tests attached, yon will find the quality 
of the milk examined excellent, and I 
think it would compare very favorably 
with that sold in any of the. neighboring 
cities.

Visitors From Greenwood Say Great 
Development Is in Progress.AT KA'MtAKURA you can find a 

slight understanding, as much as 
is permitted an alien to know of 

the soul of all the East. The great yel­
low short sweep of the long bench is 
fringed -with sampans -more yellow, and 
yellow junks swing lazily in the dazzling 
blue, a ghostly blue reaching to the 
faint grey line of almost ghostly moun­
tains and the horizon where the unfleck­
ed blue of the sky meets the more bril­
liant blue of the sea. Years (before I 
had seen a Japanese water-color of this 
beach and sea and I had heard critics 
deride its dazzling bhie and glaring yel­
low ; now I know the artist painted true. 
From the sea an avenue of lofty crypit- 
bmeria leads to hundreds of torii, which 
are the entrances to many temples. In 
kuruma you cannot read, the jolting 
prevents reading; you are unable to con­
verse with a companion other than in 
shouts, the rattle of the wheels and the 
custom of the guild which rules that 
trioksba must not be ranged other than 
behind each other prevent conversation, 
tin k-uruma one can only see and dream; 
this is why the journey from, the sea on 
the road between the cryptomerias 
harrnts me yet with visions of dimly-Ft 
tgmples of high steep flights of age- 
prumbled stone steps, of weather-beaten 
tiled roofs of bright-hued porcelain 
hanging the ponderous and superabun­
dant beam-work with no stain to dis­
color the native wood other than the 
senescent huef of age; of massive 
bronzen bells inscribed with huge ideo­
graphs and with great swinging beams 
like battering rams alongside that 
priests mig(ht swing them against the 
(resounding bronze; of lofty torii of 
bronze and stone, monster arches wth 
peculiarly turned -double cross-beams 
resting on columns built with tons of 
tnetkl; of small bells cast from gleaming 
heaps of polished ‘bronze mirrors which 
thousands of devoted women had sacri­
ficed to the priests of Kamakura.

formation. At last we have here in 
the metropolis of the empire an exhi­
bition which Is in every ^vay worthy 
of the great Dominion, and I am sure 
that Canadians who visit it this sum­
mer will acknowledge that the money

On entering the colo­
nial galleries from the main building 
one observes that Australia, New Zea­
land, the Cape, Natal, India, Ceylon, 
etc., are each stirring themselves to 
imitate Canada’s example; but they 
are all a long way behind. Owing to 
the enterprise of the Canadian com­
missioners who were charged with the 
duty of reorganizing their section, the 
best location has been conceded to 
Canada. Passing through the other 
colonial sections, which are miserably 
partitioned off in small compartments, 
we emerge at a noble flight of steps. 
Between the steps the name Canada is 
to be emblazoned. On the front >he 
visitor is attracted by a splendid show 
of specimens of Canada’s famous 
moose and caribou and other big 
game. Descending the steps we enter 
the main gallery allotted to the Do­
minion. It is spacious and lofty and 
beautifully lighted. Altogether the 
superficial* area is some 14,000 feet, and 
every inch of it is most judiciously 
and artistically employed to show all 
the world the wealth of Canada’s nat­
ural resources. One half of this long 
gallery on the ,grpund floor to the 
right of the steps is devoted to agricul­
ture and that to the left is filled with 
mineral exhibits. Facing the steps is a 
handsome case set in the wall showing 
the immenc» variety of Canada’s fishery 
resources* This will be a delight to the 
angler, 4s the -big game will Abe,, an 
amaaiug ^attraction , to the sportsman.

Unique Feature
Looking along the vast gajlety, whiqh is 
net broken by aiiy partition as" in the 
other Colonial sections—one sees on, one 
side a series of show cases yp.nich it is 
safe to say. are. unique, in exhibitions. 
They are built along the walk from 
floor to ceiling in an unbrokén line— 
each case having a frontage of about 
fifteen feet which is enclosed, not by or­
dinary folding doors but by. a sheet of 
plate glass like a shop windew. This 
ensures that the exhibits will be abso­
lutely dust proof and inaccessible to 
meddling visitors. The massive frame 
of these cases is uniform throughout, 
built., of polished mahogâny.

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Victoria Mining Division
Report of N. F. McKay, gold com­

missioner.—I have the honor to submit 
herewith the annual report on mining 
in this division during 1905.

Wfiile there has been no remarkable 
development in the mining industry 
during the year, work has been steadily 
presecuted in the various camps and 
considerable prospecting has been done.

Mount Sicker
The following notes on the Tyee mine 

have been supplied by Mr. Clermont 
Livingston, the general manager of the 
Tyee Copper company:

“During the past year ore shipments 
from the Tyee mine have amounted to 
31,900 tons, containing 2,688,945 pounds 
of copper, 87,028 ounces silver, and 5,- 
003 ounces gold, the value of which, 
after deducting freight and refining 
charges, is $526,000. Heavy develop­
ment work has been carried on through­
out the year and the main shaft has 
been sunk to the 1,000-foot level. Since 
the- commencement of the present year 
a crbss-cnt has been driven south from 
the shaft at the 1,000-foot Idvel, and x 
at the end of January about three feet 
of-‘mineralized rock, carrying sulphate 
of barium and also values in copper, 
gold and silver, was intersected at a 
point 208 feet south of the shaft. Asv 
the cross-cut passed through what is 
apparently the apex of a lode, it au­
gurs well for the future developments » 
at greater depths.

“Heavy exploratory work lias also 
been carried on at tliyX. L. The shaft 
has been sunk to a depth of 350 feet 
and a drift east is being driven from 
•that {level. At a point about 300 feet 
east of the shaft a strong selvage or 
gouge has been found, similar to that 
encountered to the south at the 1,000- 
foot level of the Tyee.”

The Vancouver Island Mining and 
Development company has Crown-grant­
ed a number of claims on Mount Sicker 
and has done extensive prospecting 
work. Work on the-Richard III mine 
has been confined to development on a 
small scale, and operations have been 
resumed on the Copper Canyon.

The King Solomon made a small ship­
ment with very encouraging returns.

On Koksilab river a-large amount of 
surface work has been done in uncov­
ering bodies of copper ore. This work 
has been done under the superinten­
dence of Mr. Clermont Livingston for 
the Vancouver Island Mining and De­
velopment company. «

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Quatsino Mining Division
Report of B. W. Leeson, mining re­

corder.—I have the honor to submit 
herewith my annual reort on the min­
ing industry in the Quatsino Mining di­
vision for the vear ending December 
31, 1905.

There has not been much develop­
ment work done on the mineral claims, 
the owners satisfying themselves with 
doing sufficient to hold them. Very 
few new claims have been recorded, 
the principal new locations being of 
bog iron, adjacent to iron property on 
the West arm of Quatsino sound.

The original 22 claims of this prop­
erty on the West arm were sold to J. 
Moore, of Seattle, and a number of 
men have been employed during the sea­
son uncovering the deposits to deter­
mine the extent of the ore. A large 
number of open trenches have been dug 
systematically across the property, and 
every trench visited by the writer 
showed the solid ore right to the bot­
tom of each. Some remarkable speci­
mens of iron oxide replacing wood have 
been found, pieces of trees and limbs 
complete with the bark on; one unique 
specimen, in an Indian woodèn wedge 
used for splitting wood, with the bind­
ing on one end, all complete, turned to 
iron. The owners of this property are 
completely satisfied, and they have just 
acquired the balance of the new loca­
tions made this year, numbering some 
14 claims. The most notable of the 
netv discoveries of iron ore was the 
Iron Chink, by Albert Lund. About 50 
yards from the bench a number of wind­
falls were pcticed. and it was found 
that all the trees were turned up by 
the roots, and under all of them was the 
solid iron ore, showing many thousand 
tons already in sight.

June Group
A tunnel is being run on this property 

that will reach, at a distance of about 
400 feet, the large surface showing giv­
ing a depth of about 150 feet. The tun­
nel has now reached 200 feet. There 
are 8 men working. Mr. Harold Qrant 
is in charge of the work.

The Yreka is still lying idle, nothing 
having been done in . the way of min­
ing during the year.

"Dundonald said that a school of

HOME MANUFACTURES.

Although Mr. Borden thinks there 
will be a good thing in fruit he has not 
deserted his old love. He still milks 
twelve cows, good ones, from which he 
usually averages eight to ten dollars a 
month each the year round. It is quite 
unnecessary to say anything to the in­
itiated as to the profitableness of milk­
ing under these conditions, and even the 
veriest tyro must know that there is 
a big margin between the cost of keep­
ing these cows and the value of the 
■product. The owner of this herd mod­
estly says that there is money in milk, 
and that the cows are the best stand-by 
the farmer has.

These cows are grades, with a show­
ing of Holstein in almost all, but as the 
owners observed, “Holstein always 
shows, even when there is but the 
faintest trace of that breed in the herd.”

Besides the milking, grain growing 
is one of the important branches of the 
farming operations as carried.(an. here. 
The ^avern^e annual crop is eighty to 
ninety acrM, chiefly \yheat and oats. 
Wheat is a good crop on the under- 
drained land. It is sown in the fall, and 
in the spring clover is sown among the 

When the clover is plowed a 
year or two Inter, the land is plantéd- 
to potatoes, which are also a profitable 
crop, one of the best, Mr. Borden 
thinks, for Island farmers. Even if the 
price is not high, they pay well, and 
then the small ones can be used profit­
ably for feeding dried cows or young 
stock to get them ready for the butcher, 
when they are on the spring grass.

Twenty-two acres of Mr. Borden’s 
place is his own property, the part, of 
course, on which the orchard is planted. 
The remaining two hundred and twenty 
acres* 'he leases from the Hudson Bey 
company. It is the old farm on which 
the company formerly raised much of 
their produce which made Victoria 
famous in the early days.

FOREST FIRES RAGING.than

1Hundreds of Farmers’ Houses De­
stroyed in Wisconsin.

Milwaukee, Wis., May 19.—A special 
from Marquette, Wis., says forest fires 
swept over five counties of the upper 
leninsula of Delta, Monominee, Alter, 
dichigan and one or two counties in 

northwestern- Wisconsin, including Mar­
inette, Friday afternoon and night, de­
stroying thousands of dollars worth of 
property and wiping out several small 
towns. Reports today indicate that the 
wind has changed to the northwest and 
the tires are dying out. There was no 
loss of life so far as known. Hundreds 
of farmers’ homes were destroyed.

Marquette, Mich., ^lay 19.—Forest 
fires in this district have done many 
thousands of dollars damage, and last 
night they were still burning fiercely. 
A score of farmers have been burned 
out, losing everything and to the north 
of the city many cottages have been 
burned out. Many miles of timber has 
been burned out.

The assertion that the rare earth metals 
of. the Incandescent gas mantle emit 
sparks on being scratched with a file has 
been Investigated by Bardn von Welsbach. 
He finds that the sparks are produced only 
when the rare metals are alloyed with 30 
per cent, of Iron, and he proposes to apply 
this property of the alloy to the automatic 
lighting of gas. As the gas Is turned on,

Brockville, Ont.; May 18.—Chartrand 
or Charlabrand, the life prisoner from 
the Soo, who escaped from the King­
ston penitentiary on the evening of May 
-6th, was captured about nine miles west 
of here. Detective Foster, ot the Do­
minion police, since Thursday had been 
continuously on the trail of. the re­
prieved murderer. About 5 o'clock in 
the afternoon Chartrand applied at the 
home of a farmer named Davidson for 
supper, and this he ate with the family. 
Mr. Davidson, from reading the occur­
rence in the local papers, strongly 
peeled that hie visitor was the missing 
convict and at once sent word by the 
hired man on horseback to Detective 
Foster, who. was then at Yonge Mills 
Bridge, about two miles away. Be­
fore the detective arrived Chartrand 
had finished his meal and taken his 
leave, but on the way down the road a 
neighbor named Robert Eyre met the 
prisoner and immediately stopped him, 
holding him in conversation until County 
Constable Mallory, of Mallorytown, ar­
rived. The two then accused Chartrand 
of being the escaped convict, but this 
he denied until Detective Foster ar­
rived a few minutes later and identified 
him. Cl.artrand did not offert any re­
sistance and upon the detective’s iden­
tification owned np. He was not 
armed, and accompanied the officers to 
the residence of Mallory peaceably, 
where he remained until the arrival of 
the midnight train, when he was taken 
back to Kingston by the constable and 
détective.
