BANDITTI IN NEW YORK.

How Twe Bicilians Played on a Country:
man—A Toe Smart Justice.

New York, Dec. 30.—Last spring Vin-
cenzo Dragonier, violinist in a theatre here,
procured the arrest of two Sicilians, Par-
nizza and’ Picon, but the complainant’s
story was regarded by the police magis-
trate as improbable. He discharged both,
who shortly after sailed for Italy. Par-
nizza returned, and on landing here to-day
was arrested, the grand jury having mean-
time indicted him on Dragonier’s evidence.
The latter says the two men were members
of a band of Sicilian bandits with head-
quarters in this city, governed and orga:
nized on the plan of bandits in Italy. i[e
says last March Parnieza enticed him to a
house where Picon was on 25th
street. Both of them threatened to
kill him with daggers, which they
pressed against his neck, and de-
manded $3000 from him. He told them he
had not so much. - Finally, learning their
victim had only $300 in bank, they agreed
to accept it, and allowed Dragonier to go
home after exacting a promise not to divulge
what had occured and threatening to kill
him. Dragonier gave kis bank book and
watch chain to the men who called at his
house and the bandits drew the money
from the bank. They sent, Dragonier a
promissory note for $440 and demanded
that he sign it. He lived in constant fear
of his life, having learned the desperate
character of these men and others with
whom they associated. He finally con-
cluded that they would kill him, and were
only waiting till the note came due. He
consulted Inspector Byrnes, and Parnizza
and Picone were arrested, but the justice
thcg;\ght Dragonier was crazy and released
both.

A REVOLTING EXHIBITION.

Brutes im the¢ Garb of Men Fight with
Iron Knuckles.

BripcePorT, Conn., Dec.29,—Giant Jim,
a blacksmith of New Haven, and Chubby
Joe, a Bridgeport iron-worker, fought a
prize fight yesterday. Tron knuckles were
used, and the men were stripped to the
waist. The sight was sickening, and
many of the large crowd of spectators who
witnessed it turned away after the first
round. Kach hlow laid the flesh open like
the.cnc of a cleaver, and blood ran down
their naked bodies, freezing at the belts in
red icicles. Their faces soon became un-
recognizable, and lost all semblance of
human shape. They looked, what perhaps
they really were, nothing but brutes. The
onlookers were not very refined or sensi-
tive, but the bloody sight was too much
for them, and at the end of the second
round they interfered. The fight was
declared drawn. The appearance of the
combatants is disgusting, and their con-
dition dangerous.

SUIT AGAINST THE ALLAN LINE.

A Woman Alleged to Have Met Her Death
by the Company’s Neglect.

PrrrsBurG, Dec. 30. — Prominent Scot-
tish citizens have formed a pool for the pur-
pose of bringing a suit against. the Allan
steamship line for $10,000 damages for hav-
ing indirectly caused the death of Mrs.
Wm. Henderson two months since. The
agent of the Allan line gold to Wm.

B0TH MONEY AND LIFE.

ROBBERY' AND MURDER AT MID-
i DLEMISS, ONT.

An Old’ Man Wantonly Killed After Being
Plundered— Three Men Arrested om
suspicion. ¥

Loxpox, Ont., Dec. 29.—About 9 o’clock
last night two men knocked at the door of
Grant Sileox’s store in the village of Mid-
dlemiss, about twenty miles from here, &
station on the Loop Line of the Grand
Trunk railroad, between (Glencoe and St.
Thomas. The shutters of the store were
up, but as Sileox and his son (a boy of 12) ,
were in the store at the time the old man,
thinking it was a customer, ordered the
boy to open the door.  The boy did so,
when he was immediately seized by one of
the men and ordered on pain of eath to
make no’ mnoise. The other man then
pointed a revolver at Silcox and demanded
his money or life.

The robber went their and ab-
stracted its contents, taking at the same
time a pocketbook containing $200 andsev-
oral notes. Silcox urged the robber to de-
sist, when the latter seized a common
weight from the counter and striking him
on the head crudhed in his skull. The two
villains then left: the store, taking the key -
with them. The youth recognized ayoung
man named Wrightman of the village as
one of the thieves, but did not know the
other orie. - Wrightman and a man named
Graham, who were together at a dance in
Tona several miles distant, were arrested
during the morning. The{ deny all knowl-
edge of the crime. After lingering in great
ny Silcox died at 8 . this morning.
County Attorney McKillop was informed
of the murder  this afternoon and left for
the village, where the inquest was to be
held in the evening.

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Plain Words for Canadian Methodists.
An important crisis is rapidly approach-
ing in the history of the methodist church
of Canada—there is only one now—and
much depends on the manner in which it
is‘'met and passed. This crisis has been
precipitated, not caused, by the discussion
of the university question. It would have
come sometime, and now that it is here it
would be very unwise for those most in-
terésted to try to shut their eyes to it.
- Better far face the issue boldly, and decide
after unprejudiced deliberation what couise
. is best in the interest, not merely of the
~ denomination, but of the whole community
at large.

For purposes of this discussion, the
Methodist church may be regarded as
having one university to grant degrees,
‘one college doing real university work
and one theological hall for the
education of the ministry. These
are all embraced = within the uni-
versity - of Victoria  college, Cobourg.
The guestion of higher education is, there-
fore, for the church narrowed down to the
idsue whether this triple institution will
be maintained whereit is, or will be trans-
planted to a more suitable spot to flourish
anew under more favorable conditions.

All honor to Cobourg and its vicinity for
what they have done for the methodist
college. There was good reason to justify
the selection of Cobourg as its sife at a
time when the provincial university was
in the hands an exclusive and bitterly hos-
tile sect, and when Toronto was so domi-
nated by the influence of that same sect
that all considerations of ultimate advan-
tage had to give way to the pressing needs
of the hour.

But it does not follow that a site selected
for the reasons which prompted the choice
of Cobourg must for ever determine the
policy of a great church. Toronto of to-
day is not the Toronto of 1840, the metho-
dist churches of this city are collectively
very different from the small persecuted rem-
nant which found its voice in the burning
philippics of the late Dr. Ryerson, while
the small scattered, and not always united,
bandsfof methodists of a generation ago
are scarcely recognizable in the consolid-

“ated dand flourishing chufch which now
covers|the whole dominion. The whole sit-
uation  is changed and the change makes
the removal of Victoria college to Toronto
extremely desirable if not absolutely in-
evitable.

But whether Victoria comes to Toronto
or remains at Cobourg the methodists of
Canada must face the question of its main-
tenance. It has two sides, one theological
and the other secular. If the institution
is to be maintained in its double function
it must be maintained so as to be a credit
to the church or it will become a discredit.
On what plan can the funds available for
its support and improvement be made to
contribute most to its efficiency ?

Powerful and wealthy as the - methodist
church is the task of keeping up a first-
class hall for the training of its own minis-
try and the task of keeping up at the same
time a first-class college for teaching liter-
ature, philosophy and science to all who
want such tuition are together more than
it can adequately perform. It is only a
few years since the theological faculty of
Victoria was established, and since that
time’it has done much t6 wipe away the
once common and not always deserved re-
proach of an uneducated methodist minis-
try.

But the theological faculty of Victoria
is not at all what it should be. The work
1s, from the want of professors, not suffi-
ciently subdivided and without a minute
division of labor efficiency in divinity teach-
ing is impossible. Two or three men, how-
ever transcendent their abilities and attain
ments, cannot impart instruction effective-
ly in all the branches of theology, any
more than the same number of men can
give true collegiate instruction in all the
varied departments of an art or a medical
curric Jum.

Neither is the arts faculty of Victoria
what it ought to be in these days of college
expansion. It has done excellent service
in the past and might easily continue to do
good service for the future, but not the

highest kind of university work. No col-
lege in Canada is equipped for such work
at the present time, and it is doubtful

_ e meeswgetlier it is either possible or desirable
for this province to keep up more thanone

such institution.

The methodist laity, who must be ap-
pealed to for the support and extension of
Victoria college, should, and probably will,
regard it from a business point of view,
They are quite able to maintain by their
contributions a theological university which
shall besecond to noue on this continent or
anywhere else. Having done this, can
they be fairly expected to contribute also
for the maintenance of an equally efficient
seculat college? BSuch a college should
iave o tovense of ot lesy than -ope hun-
dipd thomesd dollsry s year, and csunaf

higher interest, professional, demomina-

tional and evangelical>in malntaining a
properly equipped theological faculty, than
they have in keeping up one theologteal
and one arts faculty, and both in a
stunted and " inefficient condition, If both |
clergy and laity will look into this ques:
tion without prejudive, they will soon see
it to beito the interest of the cause they
have 80 much at heart, and for which they
have sacrificed so much in'the past, to hus-
band their resources and avail themselves
of ithe facilities already afforded by the
province at large. :
The methodist church is likely to fin
very easily a use for all the money she can
raise. No church has done more for the
spread of the gospel by mission work, and
she need not go beyond the bounds of our
owncountry to find scope for all her energies
in this line. The time has come for con-
sidering whether the interest of methodism,
no less than of the christian church gener-
ally, will not be better subserved by leav-
ing’ ‘secular collegiate education to the
state, and flirecting denominational energy
and liberality to the more appropriate
work of training candidates for the min-
istry and of sustaining missions at home
and abroad.

The Mail Cornered.

Our friend of the Hamilton Tribune
says the money in the Stroud-Cockburn
match was withdrawn from the stake-
holder by mutual consent.  If to yield up
your pocket:hook with a pistol at your
head is to give up voluntarily, then were
the stakes drawn by mutual consent, but
not otherwise. Much correspondence took
g]uce between the stakeholder and Cock-

urn’s backer, and then a letter came
saying, under pain of a threatened suit
Stroud had been given, not his, but Cock-
burn’s $100. Of course Cockburn did not
choose that the remainder of the money
should be left in the stakeholder’s hands
forever and a day, and then, and not
until then, did ¥\e take it down.
The stakeholder promised at one time to
surrender the stakes to the wimmer if he
were indemnified against loss; but he did
not do so, although a gentleman offered to
8o indemify him. The stakeholder further
stated on giving up the money that if
Stroud ever offered to shoot again,he would
refer to his unsportsman-like conduct on
the occasion under notice and show him
up. - He did-not-do-so;-but-on the contrary
made his rejec ion by the manager of the
Briggs tournament ground for a charge
that Toronto always plays hog, in other
words that she always mancuvres to keep
her prizes among her own people. The
charge was childish and untrue, in proof of
which it was only necessary to refer to
the number of outsiders who shot in the re-
cent tournament, some of whom secured
prizes. The Tribune says the management
had a right to rule anybody out for un-
sportsmanlike eonduct.- Does it not call
Stroud’s conduct unsportsmanlike? With
a hundred dollars of Cockburn’s money al-
ready in his pocket he dares to doubt the
honesty of the ruling of a referee to. whose
appointment he was a principal party, and
then declines to forfeit money- fairly lost.

Stroud said
$12, and that amount was forthwith paid
him. Could anything have been fairer
than that?- As tothe passing of a resolu-
tion Boycotting this'eminent specimen ofa
sportsman after the event, it need only be
said that the large body of the competitors
did not know, Stroud was going to shoot
until after he appeared on the ground, and
the protest then entered was subsequently
followed by the passing/of the formal reso-
lution.  Stroud is undoubtedly a clever
shot, but if there isany brotherhood in
the pigeon-shooting/fraternity he will for
the future be left to practice his cleverness
in strict seclusion..

THE REV. DR. WILD ON OUR NA-
TIONAL AFFAIRS.

Opposition to Immigration—The Manitoba

Dr. Wild was somewhat indisposed last
evening, although it did not interfere
materially with the delivery of his sermon.
In licu ©N his answers to letters a review
was taken of the church’s work during the
past year. Large additions had been made
to the membership, financial affairs were in
a satisfactory state, and everything was
most harmonious and pleasant.

The text was taken from the sixth verse
of the sixteenth Psalm: ‘‘The lines are
fallen unto me in pleasant places; yea, I
have a goodly heritage.”

The first portion of the sermon was de=
voted to Palestine in connection with its
wonderful history from the time it was
given to the children of Israel, and the
more wonderful destiny in store for it: He

drew the deduction from his remarks that
God takes an everlasting interest in the
nations of the earth, and that their des-
tiny is in his keeping. Thus he could un-
_derstand why Spain and France had to
forsake this continent—because God

not given it to them.  “It was reserved
for another people and purpose.”

It was a gﬁnerous act on the part of
Britain in November 1869 to grant to
Canada 2,200,000 square miles of coun-
try in the Northwest. A most generous
gift it was, from a government that could
trust her children. What did it mean?
We must remember it is the greatest piece
of grazing land the largest strip of
wheat land to befodad in the world in one
day. This Northwest and Canada, as well
as the States, were designed by Provi-
dence for a  speci purpose —
one we  are beginning
to arrive at. The men who ought to be
silent are the most bitter—the working-
men who complain about immigrants com-
ini::re. The trades unions ought to be
ashamed to formulate a lio% so restric-
tive, unmanly and ungodly. The land was
never ours to deny its fertile plains to those
who come to seek a living.  Of course it
is right to resist the pauper element, but
God kept this country for the downtrod-
den masses of foreign nations. He took it
from Russia, S and France, and he

. will take it from usif we shut ourselves up
and crow with a sort of pride that
has wn up in our very poverty.
We must let [them come, if they are ten
millions a year in number. They will want
shoes, coats, books, [school-umt.ers——a.nd
preachers, and the more that come the
more we will have to do. It is a short-
sighted policy to opmse their coming.

Although Manitoba enjoys great privi-
leges such as no other government has evén
given to a province, yet how they grumble!
They ought to thank God that things are
well with them. Talk of rebellion? Men
who are so ungrateful ought to be buried.
All  rebellion, however, is at an
end both here and in the States.
1t will be fruitless work to divide Israel’s
territory. This grumbling has an injurious
effect on the people themselves by keeping
out those who would make good citizens.
While they grumbie for increased privileges
they are curtailing their own. Both the
pulpit and press have to a great degree lost
their power over the masses of mankind.
Once the pulpit was first in public opinion;
then a reflector,| but mnow you hear
the sepulchral wailings of a lonely
past mot applicable to the present.
The press has lost its wer-— by
injudicious partnership. Once the formed
public sentiment, but now they have de-
zenerated so as to neither reflect nor lead
current ideas. This criticism applies to
our leading journals. They do not show
what our national sentiments are; they do
not tell the truth by a long way, but their
editorial columns pertain to dead issues of
a partizan character that manifests itself
in personal abuse.

Reference was then made to the evils
and disasters—such as floods, fires, plagues,
earthquakes, or agrarian outrages—from
which Canada has been free during 1883.
Although there isso much to be thank-
ful or, yet there are those
who grumble on the point of prosperity.
The Monetary Times was quoted to show
that, upon the whole, this has been as pros-
perous as former years. There is no reason
for the cry of hard times except from those
who desire to make capital out of it.

The excessive tendency for speculation
was noted as very injurious to Canada.
The various lottery schemes are a phase of
this evil. He would give Mr. Fenton a
piece of advice : to go into every_ church
where they make these systems of chance
the means to replenish the coffers and
sweep their tables clean. Don’t pitch into
the orangemen because they are a faction ;
don’t strike a common corporation
at Guelph because they Xg not .
represent the whole country, but slash
right and left against church or politician,
friend or foe !

The pastoral letter of Bishop Walsh of
London was read, wherein he promises to
celebrate solemn masses for the temporal
and spiritual welfare of those subscribin,
towards the erection of the cathedral. “Igf
I were Mr. Fenton,” the doctor earnestly
said, *“I would put a stop to that mingling
of heavenly solemnities with chances of
gain on earth, whether he were protestant-
or catholic, bishop or preacher. But there
is a power he dare not touch. Yet he
