NEw Yorx, Sept. 12,—There was great
excitement at the opening of Tammany
hall last night. The question was as to
whether the Cleveland ticket should be
endorsed. Kelly on entrance was cheered
to the echo, The -reporé presented ar-
raigned Cieveland for thwarting the vie-
tory in the legislature by his veto of the
t-n-cent fare bill and the mechanics’ lien
bill, for deferding prisen -labor, for his
unholy alliance with republicars and re-
creant democrats, and various other rea-
sons.
