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NOTE AND COMMENT

No firm, person or corporation 
shall until on and after July 1st, 
1918, remove or transport any flint 
or dent corn capable of being used 
for seed purposes from within the 
district comprising the counties 
touching or bordering on the River 
St. Clair or Lake St. Clair, River 
Detroit on Lake Erie, to any place 
outside the said district. It is also 
provided that flint or dent corn shall 
not be moved from the counties of 
Lambton, Essex, Kent and Elgin 
until on or after July 1st, without 
first having obtained a written per­
mit from the District Representative 
of the Ontario Department of Agri­
culture.

An Amiable Husbar.d

Ingeborge was the daughter of 
Waldemar, King of Denmark, and 
■was bom in 1175. In 1193 she was 
selected, from motives of pqlioy, by 
Philip Augustus, King of France, as 
hie wife. The King had been a wid­
ower. He early took an aversion to 
Ingeborge, and, on the pretext of just 
discovered relationship to his first 
wife, he assembled the nobles of 
Compeigne, who declared the mar­
nage null and void. Ingeborge, 
knowing nothing of the language, 
•was ignorant of the proceedings at 
which she was present. When in­
formed of the decision of the nobles 
by an interpreter, she burst into 
tears. After appealing to Rome, she 
was confined in an abbey, a virtual 
prisoner. The Pope refused to sanc­
tion the divorce, but Philip paid no 
heed and married another prinoess. 
Philip was later excommunicated 
and his kingdom placed under an in­
terdict. All churches were closed, 
baptism, marriage and bunal ceremo­
nies were suspended, and after eight 
months of this punishment Philip 
allowed Ingeborge to return to him. 
He again tried to rid himself of her 
but being unsuccessful, confined her 
in a tower, where she remained for 
twenty years, dying in the year 1263.

How to Grow PeUtoes

When three hundred and thirty- 
two years ago, Sir Walter Raleigh 
introduced the potato from this con­
tinent into Ireland, nobody could 
have foreseen or imagioed the im­
mense cart it would come to play .in 
feeding the world. It was nearly 
eighty years before the Royal Society 
of England took up the cultivation 
of the potato as a cheap food in case 
of famine. In another eighty years, 
famine in Scotland brought the 
potato into extensive notice as a 
cheap article of food. Another thirty 
years, saw France taking notice of 
its value. Mr. W. T. Macoun, the 
Dominion Horticulturist, briefly ex­
plains all this in a hundred page 
bulletin recently issued by the De­
partment of Agriculture, Ottawa, in 
which is also given complete and 
comprehensive information as to the 
cultivation of tue potato. Mr. 
Macoun goes fully into bis subject, 
dealing with the preparation of the 
soil, of the varieties of seedlings, of 
the manner and method of planting, 
of protection against insect pests and 
diseases, of the time to plant, of the 
districts best suited to the different 
varieties of the care that should be 
taken during growth, and of garner­
ing, storing and shipping. Partic­
ulars are also given of the results of 
experiments and tests made at the 
Experimental Farms and Stations 
throughout the Dominion. In short, 
pretty well everything in the shape 
of information that is of value to 
potato growers with many exact and 
interesting illustrations, is to be 
found in this bulletin that can be 
had free on addressing the Publica­
tions Branch, Department of Agri­
culture, Ottawa.

Direct Tsx on Farmer*

Plans for the taking of an agricul­
tural census, which the Government 
contemplates in co operation with 
the Provincial Departments of Agri­
culture, apparently have ultimately 
in view some measure of direct tax­
ation on the farming community. 
So far all farmers are practically ex­
empt from war taxation on incomes 
or other forms of direct Federal tax­
ation. But, with the imperative 
need of increased revenues to meet 
the burden of the war and its after­
math, the Government realizes that 
increased direct taxation falling on 
everything must come. As yet there 
is no adequate or detailed inform­
ation as to farmers’ annual profits or 
wealth. To secure this and'as a 
basis on which to determine any 
further measure of direct taxation as 
suggested, the agricultural census is 
to be made. It will be in the form 
of questionaries sent out to each 
farmer asking for data as to his rev­
enues and expenditures, the value of 
his land, stock, buildings, etc., the 
net return on his investment after 
allowing a reasonable amount for the 
labor of himself and family, and all 
other information tending to show as 
accurately as possible the financial 
status and yearly income of each 
farmer. Details as to the method 
and time of taking the census are 
still to be settled, but it is probable 
it will be made in connection with 
the coming registration next June.

A Sheep Instead of a Dog

In many parts of Canada there 
are hundreds of useless dogs which 
not only necessitate a waste of 
food, but are a deterrent to the 
keeping of sheep. It has been estim- 
eted that the food consumed by 
these dogs is worth about $34 per 
dog per year. The food consumed 
by six dogs would be enough to feed 
one Belgian orphan. A sheep can 
be purchased for the cost of a dog. 
It is just as good to pet and, in ad­
dition, will yield $5 worth of wool 
yearly, and $10 worth of meat when 
killed, as against a merely nominal 
killing value on dogs in case their 
hides are turned into gloves. The 
replacement of dogs with sheep 
would prevent wastage of a large 
amount of food, and would add 
greatly to the food supply.

GET READY FOR GARDEN
How to Plan Your Work and 

Work to a Plan.

EVERYBODY GROW EATABLES
The Essentials In Planning Garden 

Best Varieties to Plant.
(Contributed by Ontario Department of 

Agriculture, Toronto.)

tnis seed may be wasted If it is plant­
ed too early in the season. The soil 
must be warm to receive the seeds, 
and amateur gardeners must have 
patience until it is certain that good 
growing weather has come. It is pos­
sible in ordinary seasons to plant 
some vegetables in April, and yet 
many backyard vegetable enthusiasts 
will be well advised to wait until the 
middle of May before doing very 
much in the garden.

Suitable Varieties,

A
T NO TIME in many years has 

the necessity and importance 
of the home vegetable garden 
been so clearly shown as for 

this coming summer. France, our 
wonderful ally, has since the French 
Revolution been a nation of small 
farmers, her people of small means 
cultivating^$ome available land to 
produce a portion of their own house­
hold foodstuffs and to increase the 
wealth of the nation. Great Britain, 
threatened with a shortage of food­
stuffs, determined to cultivate all 
available land possible to offset this 
shortage and we, in Canada, bending 
every energy toward facilitating 
these great nations should do all in 
our individual power to do something 
in the hope of helping ourselves and 
assisting the commercial vegetable 
growers who are seriously handicap­
ped by the shortage of labor in the 
production of vegetable foodstuffs. 
Every city, town and village dweller 
has an opoprtunlty to help in this 
great work, in that there are hun­
dreds of available plots now practi­
cally unproductive, vhich could be 
made grow vegetables and thus add to 
the wealth of the country.

Vegetables an Important Food.
Vegetables should form an import­

ant portion of the daily food of the 
average human being, for they pos­
sess qualities which we are told are 
essential in the proper digestion of 
the heavy foods, such as meats.

All backyards cannot be prepared 
in one year to grow vegetables of an 
excellent quality. Some portion of the 
yard, however, may be devoted to 
this purpose, or, if it is convenient, 
there are usually many vacant lots 
which are not too far from one's place 
of abode which possibly could be de­
voted to the growing of vegetables. 

Some Essentials.
First of all it is essential that the 

vegetable garden, no matter how 
small, be planted according to some 
plan or rule. No one attempts to 
build a house or to set out a peren­
nial flower border without using some 
drawing or chart to go by. Why 
should the vegetable garden be treat­
ed differently? Haphazard planting 
will prove a failure, and in order to 
overcome this it should be remember­
ed in laying out the garden that— 

(1) Tall plants will be most effec­
tive if placed behind low ones, not 
Intermingled with them.

(2) All plants closely allied 
should be grown together, not in the 
same row, but in rows adjoining one 
another.

(3) The fences may be decorated 
with vine crops which may be support­
ed on the fences by means of strings 
or lattice work.

(4) All quickly maturing vege­
tables should be planted in a portion 
of the garden by themselves so that 
they may be harvested and the ground 
used for other crops later on.
Secure Seed Now—But Plant Only 

When Soil Is Ready.
The backyard gardener should de­

cide very early which crops are to be 
grown and should purchase his seed 
as soon as possible. It must be re- 

j membered. however, that much of

Unlucky Bagdad.
A writer in Pearson’s tells us that 

Bagdad, where the British are now 
firmly established, has well earned 
Its reputation of the world’s unluck- 
iest city. Not a square inch of the 
soil on which it stands but has been 
soa,ked with the blood of its citi­
zens.

When the Mongols, under their 
terrible Chief Hulaga, took the city 
in 1258, 1,000,000 of Its inhabitants 
were put to death. Worse still, Hu­
laga ruined the whole system of ir­
rigation canals which made Mesopo­
tamia perhaps the richest country in 
the world, "thereby destroying the 
work of 300 generation^ in as many 
hours.”

In 1393 Timur the Tartar sacked 
the city. He killed all its inhabit­
ants, "save only the holy men,” and 
900,000 skulls were piled up in py­
ramids before the walls.

The Persians under Shan Abbas, 
captured Bagdad in 1623, after a 
desperate resistance, and in revenge 
he ordered 500 of the principal citi­
zens to be tortured to death in pub­
lic, the executions lasting over an, 
entire week. Three hundred others 
were executed by hanging them head 
downward in the city's 300 wells, 
thereby poisoning the water supply.

ThicR\ Skins.
One of the thickest skinned ani­

mals in existence is the walrus, 
which is found in great herds on the 
ice fields of the ocean and in winter 
on Behring Sea. Hides one Inch or 
more thick, especially around the 
shoulders, are common, and they can 
be split many times, every layer a 
tough, strong, durable leather. The 
hides are used for making bags, 
trunks, and buffers for polishing in 
the shops of gold and silver smiths. 
Beneath the hide of the walrus is a 
layer of fat often six inches thick, 
which protects the animal from the 
cold. He will sleep on the ice floe 
till he melts a great basin in it from 
the warmth of his ponderous body.

Mme. Bernhardt.
Mme. Bernhardt made her first ap­

pearance in America thirty-seven 
years ago. She broke her contract 
with the Comedie Française in Paris 
and was fined $20,000, in order to 
make her first tour of Great Britain 
and America. Before, returning to 
Paris she toured North and South 
America and all of Europe, except 
Germany, refusing to visit the latter 
country. From the first Mme. Bern­
hardt was a favorite on this side of 
the Atlantic.

FINNISH FOLK SONGS.

English Dog Can Cover Ground at the 
Rate of From 18 to 23 Yards 

Every Second.

Comparatively few people realize of 
what remarkable speed dogs are capa­
ble, observes a writer in the Spring- 
field (Mass.) Republican. The wolf 
can run between 50 and 60 miles in one 
night, and the Arctic fox can do quite 
as well, If not better.

Eskimo and Siberian dogs can trav­
el 45 miles on the ice In five hours, 
and there Is one case on record In 
which a team of Eskimo dogs traveled 
six and one-half miles In 28 minutes.

English setters and Dojnters hunt at

Export Speaks of Beautiful European 
Music.

“The Finnish folk songs are not 
purely Finnish in origin. Modern 
research shows that the popular mel­
odies of most countries have wander­
ed about from one land to another, 
and those of Finland are no excep­
tion to the rule. In them we do but 
find Finnish characteristics stamped 
on to what was originally a common 
European stock. Nevertheless the 
national note is strong in them. It 
is botn grave and gay, seeming In the 
one case to embody the surging joy 
of the summer on which np darkness 
ever falls; in the other, the long 
snow-lit twilight of the winter, when 
for months on end the sun scarcely 
peeps above the level of the frozen 
earth,” Prof. Arthur Reade of Hals- 
Ingfors University, writes in “Fin­
land and the Fins.” “The ancestral 
love of song is also clearly expressed 
In the actual life of to-day, and one 
cannot help realizing that It springs 
out of the inmost heart of the people. 
In the long summer evenings people 
sit together and sing. On arn^rer- 
saries choirs sing before the statues 
of Finland's great men. At dinners 
given to' honored guests, singing is 
often part of the entertainment af­
forded. The Finns imprisoned in 
Russia for defending the con,stitu- 
tion have often been sent off with 
singing and welcomed with singing 
on their return,. From emigrant 
ships upon the Atlantic floats the sad 
cadence of Finnish songs, and in the 
new world the Finns meet together 
and sing their country’s immemorial 
songs in a strange land.”

“Finnish composers have, as might 
be expected, turned mainly' to folk 
songs and the ‘Kalevala’ for their 
themes. The latter, with its vast in- 
definiten,ess, is full of suggestions to 
musicians, and, if Finland develops 
a modern opera, will no doubt furn­
ish its heroes and heroines, as Homer 
did for Greek tragedy. In this way 
Finnish legen,d may become more 
widely known to the rest of Europe.

“Among Finnish composers Jean 
Sibelius is by far the greatest. While 
transcending the limits of national­
ity and forming part of the main cur­
rent of European music, he is yet 
distinctively Finnish, in, his love of 
nature and his patriotism. The lat­
ter is discernible in his • choice of 
subjects, both for orchestral music 
and for songs, but it is best described 
as an atmosphere pervading all his 
work. Not only did he often turn to 
the ‘Kalevala’ for his inspiration, but 
also to fhat other great source of 
national feeling, the poems of Rune- 
berg. He is not only a great lover 
of nature but there seems to be some­
thing peculiarly Finnish in his way 
of apprehending her, the Finnish 
landscape in all its moods being 
often brought most vividly into the 
mind of the hearer. ... He ex­
cels in, depicting poignant moments, 
especially in his songs, which are 
among the finest of modern times.

“It is appropriate that a nation in 
whose music the song has always 
played so great a part should be un­
usually rich in fine voices. Their 
quality is clear and metallic, like the 
physical atmosphere of the country. 
Finnish singing is rich in spontan­
eous feeling and has a fine primitive 
quality. Probably we shall hear 
much of Finnish singers in the near 
future. . . . Lieder singing i has
been but little developed among 
them. . . It is rather in opera and 
folk song that they shine, where fin­
esse is less requisite and their sim­
plicity and strength tell. When they 
sing the songs of their native coun­
try really well, one has the impres­
sion, not of exquisite art, but of the 
simple utterance of nature, heartfelt 
and inevitable, the sublimation of 
peasant songs.”

No Special Railway Rates
For Conventions

Delegates to conventions this summer 
will be forced to pay lull fares on the 
railroads. The decision not to grant re­
duced rates for convention parties was 
reached at a meeting of the members of 
the Canadian Passenger Association held 
in Montreal a few days ago.

The railway companies claim such 
action was made necessary in the inter­
ests of the conservation of fuel and labor.

It is expected that the ruling will have 
the effect of reducing the number of del­
egates to conventions by at least 50 per 
cent.

The same order will apply in the case 
of cricket, lacrosse, baseball and all other 
forms of athletic sports, laborers’ fares, 
raftsmen, baggagemen, etc., and week­
end fares, all of which have been can­
celled. There will be no chance in the 
special rate afforded commercial travelers 
and special rates will be made for charit­
able institutions, Salvation Army officers, 
nuns, sisters of charity, deaconesses and 
representatives of the newspaper fratern­
ity.
