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BANDITS ROB
WYOMING BANK;
CLEAN GET-AWAY

. ROBBERS TAKE $12 000

Staff Compelled to Lie on Floor and
Are Closed in Vault,

Wyoming, ' Ont., Oct. 20.—Four
bandits, armed and masked, eqtered
the local branch of the Bank of To-
ronto There this afternoon and es-
caped with $12,000 in bills and sil-
ver. They escaped in a large high-
poweréd McLaughlin automobile with
yellow wheels, in which a fifth mem-
ber of the gang had remained while
the bank was being rifled. The four
men entered the bank just at 3
o’clock and locked it behind them.
The first of the quartette made his

way to the teller's ecage and asked

for change for a five-dollar bill.
While he was being given the change
a second man madé his way into the
manager’s office with a gun in his
hand and as he stepped through the
doorway ‘e pulled a red bandana
handkerchief up cross the lower part
of his face. He ordered the manager,
Harry E. Lambert, and a customer,
A. McKay, bo get down on the floor.
Mr. McKay attempted to remonstrate
and’ was pushed roughly from his
chair to the floor.

Ronald Brown, junior in the bank,
was the only member of the staff who
had an intimation of the robbery.
He saw the four men approaching
and became suspicious. As they ent-
ered the bank he made his way out
through the rear door with a revolver
and attempted to arouse the citizens
to the fact that the bank was being
robbed, 'but -although the bandits
were in the building some ten minu-
tes no vattempt was made to stop
them as the citizens of the town who
were on the street believed that he
was joking.

Forced To Open Safe

After Mr. Lambert and Mr. Me-
Kay had been forced to lie down on
the floor the men passed through into
the main part of the bank. The teller,
E. 8. Taylor, was forced to open his
cage and it was thoroughly rifled,
and he and Miss Vera MeclIntosh,
ledger-keeper, were made to lie down
on the fioor.

The men then turned their atten-
tion to the safe and finding it locked,
made the manager open it for them.
It was here that they obtained the
major part of their haul. When the
robbers had satisfied themselves,
quite leisurely, that they had made a
thorough job, they made the mana-
ger and staff go into the vault and
then closed the doer on them.

They did not turn thé combina-
tion of the outsideddoor. The men
made practically no noise. Miss Pearl

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Daitry, a customer in the bank,
stated she had just made a deposit
for the post office when the bandits
came in. She was told to sit down
and keep quiet. All ghe  heard the
men say while they were in the
bank was “Hurry”, several times,
and “Open that door or I'll plug you”
to the manager.

The four bandits left the bank by
the back door and made their way
to a side street about 100 yards
north of the building, where the
fifth member of the gang had the
car running. It had started to move
when the last of the” four bandits
climbed in. :

Fired Several Shots

Ronald Brown, who had attempted
to arouse the town as do what was
taking place, took several shots at
the men as they drove off. Two of
his shots went through the side cur-
tains of the car, but whether any of
the*men were hit is not kdqwn. He
shot at one of the men jusp before
he entered the car and he fell, but
whether he was hit or only stumbled
is also unknown. Brown was the only
one who really had a good look at
the four men who entered the bank.
He declared that they -werée all short
and had the appearance of foreign-
ers. He told the Canadian Press
correspondent that he was almost
certain he would be able to identify
them. Mr. Lambert did not see the
face of the man who ordered him
and Mr. McKay to get down on the
floor. He believed, however, that if
the man was dressed the same he
would be able to identify him.

The men' went toward Watford
when they left Wyoming, and it was
reported that they turned down on
the twelfth sideroad. A number of
automobiles loaded with armed men
left in pursuit of the bandits, but
were unable to catch sight of them.

Four men in a car of the same
description as that used by the bank
robbers were in Watford earlier in
the day for some time. .They pur-
chased tire chains and a wind-shieid
cleaner at local garages. Their car
was also helped out of a mud hole
on the Main road by James Gavigan,
Ed. Moffatt and others. There is a
belief that the car which the men
were using may have been the same
one that was stolen from the garage
of Mr. Wright at Thorndale on Wed-
nesday night. Both cars were new
ones and both the same model. It
was impossible to get the number of
the car used by the men here, as it
had been liberally splattered with
mud.

Immediately the bank employees
had liberated themselves from the
vault the police of all surrounding
cities and towns were notified and a
strict watch is being kept for both
the men and the car.

It is supposed by the Provincial
police that the Murrell brothers, the
escaped Melbourne bank robbers,
headed the gangsters. It is thought
that the Murrells, if they had been in
hiding, had obtained some new pals,
and had taken one great chance to
get away. The Murrells and their
friends know the whole district
around London, and it was stated
last night that when the Melbourne
robbery, which ended so disastrously,
was planned, Wyoming was also
down on the list for a raid.

Pals - of the Murrells in other
crimes may have been with them in
the raid on the Bank of Toronto at

Wyoming.

The man who had the hankerchief
about his mouth, and prodded Mana-
ger Lambent with his revovler, may
thave been one of the Murrells|.
Men who were waiting trial for
bank robbery and murder, and facing
the gallows, were sure to be desper-
ate men, according to the police.
They were desperate men at Wyom-
ing and spoke good English.

As soon as the word was received
at Watford Chief Elliot and Mr. T.
Roche headed a search party but did
not come in sight of the bandits, al-
though they believe followed not
behind for a time.

POLLING HOURS IN CANADIAN

ELECTION

The hours of voting in rural and
urban polling districts will be the
same—ifrom 8 am. to 6 p.m.—in
the forthcoming general election, an
amendment to the Dominion Election
Act thavinz“been passed at:the last
session of Parliament to provide for
this,. In the 1920 amendment to the
act provision was made for opening
«city polls at 6 o'clock in the morning
and keeping them open until 6
o'clock at night. When these hours
were put into effect in bye-elections,
thowever, ‘it was found that Jthere
was practically no votes cast before
8 o’clock in the morning, and also
that candidates had great. difficulty
in getting their representatives to
attend at the different polling places
at 6 o’clock. A provision is made in

Section - 55  of the Act, however,
governing mpolling in municipalities
mear the International boundary.

Provision is made in the Act for the
holding of advance polls for railway
employees, =ailors and commercial
travellers whese work would take
them away from their original poll-
ing division on the day of polling .
The rules governing procedure at
advance polls are given in the chief
electoral officer’s instructions for the
guidance of returning officers and
other - election officials governing
these polls. Schedule 2 of the Act
provides for tthe holding of advance
palls at practically all railway divis-
ional points and throughout the Do-
minion end similar towns and cities
‘where . railway men, commenrcial
travellers and seamen would be like-
ly to live - in any considerable num-
bers. Electors voting at these polls
are required to take a declaration
that they come within the classes
for which such a poll is provided.

LITTLE BELGIUM 4 }
GROWS TIMBER

Belgium is one of the most thickly
populated. parts of ‘the earth's sur-
face. With a population of 652 per-
sons per square mile it has (or had
Jjust before the war) about 18 per
cent of its area under permanent
forest, and this forest area was in-
creasing, ‘showing that the’ limit of
what land it was déemed advisable
to keep under forest had not been
reached. Compare this with different
parts of Canada. Manitoba has a pop:’
ulation of @ little more than two per-
sons to the square mile and about
two percent only s set aside as per-
manent forest reserves. .Saskatchew-
an has about two and a half persons
per square mile and about five per-
cent only under permanent forest.
Ontario ‘with a population of six per-
sons per square mile, also has only
five percent of its area set aside as
permanent forest. T will be seen
from the above that thickly populat-
ed countries of Europe are setting
aside a much larger proportion of
land to grow timber than are com-
maunities on this contnient, with im-
mense areas and seant population. If
such a course is wise in Europe with
its expensive land it must be doubly
wise in the Western Hemisphere,
with its vast aveas of cheap land,
much of it unsuited to any other JDur-
pose than of growing timber. -

WHY WE DIE
Proressor J. Arthur Thomson, of
Aberdeen University, has just writ-
ten a book—*“The Control of Life”
~—in which he explains why we die.
“Physiologically regarded,” writes
Professor Thomson, “the process of
ageing is manifold, The bones be-
|c0tme lighter and less resistent, and
some of them break easily; the mus-
cles become weaker and stiffer—
hence the stoop; the nervous system
becomes slower and less forceful
and the heart less vigorous, the art-
eries are less elastic; the parts begin
to fail to answer to one another’s
call, and then from hour to hour we
rot and rot. Natural death is due to
a mounting up of physiological debts
—part of the bill is paid in every
meal and in every night’s rest,” but
the book is never cleared, and, in
spite of holidays, which knock off
arrears, there is always a growing
balance against us.” Death is in-
evitable, according to Professor
Thomson, to whom, apparently, the
art of life is to be young when you
die. “Better than buttermilk is the
cruseé of the oil of joy,” he says.
“Preventive measures are desirable,

ROSE TO FAME THEN SANK TO
OBSCURITY

The' death’ has just taken place at
Sheffield, Eng., of Mr. Joseph Jonas
one-time Lord Mayor of the city,
and for over fifty years one of her
most enterprising citizens. The story
of How Mr. Jonas rose to fame, and
then sank to comparative obscurity,
was one of the ‘tragic incidents con-
nected with the prosecution of the
great war,

Mr. Jonas was a native of Bingen
on the Rhine, but at the age of 21
he left his own country and reached
Sheffield, where he engaged in the
steel trade. His earliest start was
confined to the employment of a
couple of men, but the firm grew by
leaps and bounds, and in 1892 was
converted into a limited liability
company, under the name of Jonfs
and Colver, Limited. Mr. Jonas,
meanwhile, had engaged actively in
civil life, and in 1906 he received
the honor of knighthood when the
late King Edward opened the new
university buildings at Sheffield. No-
body in the great Yorkshire city of
steel and cutlery was more respected
and liked. His eclipse was as sudden
as it was dramatic.

In the last year of the war he was
prosecuted for disclosing to the en-
emy information prejudicial to the
state. The information which he was
alleged to have so furnished related

‘| to some rifle works which another

British firm was establishing. The
defence put forward was that the
informdtion was merely in answer to
an ordinary trade inquiry; a verdict
was returned finding Jonas guilty of
misdemeanor, and the presiding
judge pointed out that the finding
adjudged Jonas guiltless of any in-
tention to offend against the interest
or safety of the state. A heavy fine
was inflicted, and in the course of a
few weeks it was announced that the
King had revoked his knighthood.
His name was also removed from the
Commission of Justices of the Peace.
An attempt to obtain a revocation of
his certificate of naturalization,
granted over forty years previously,
failed, the Home Office not being
satisfied that he had shown himself
disaffected or disloyal.

The great majority of people in
the town of his adoption, where he
had built up so great a business,
showed the keenest sympathy with
him, and referred to him as “Sir Jo-
seph” to the end. For his own part,
Mr. Jenas accepted his heavy pun-
ishment calnily, and was much cheer-
ed by the kindly feeling shown to-
wards him.
