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THE PACIFIC RAILWAY,

‘ The Pacific Railway is an undertak:’
ing of vast and formidable magnitude.
It cannot be completed for many years
without an unBearable increase of the |
Dominion tariff. Whether ornot'it was
wisely undertaken it is now, for all
practical purposes, too late to inquire.—
British Columbia entered the Canadian
Confederation with the distinct pledge
of the Government that the great work

should be consummated within a given

number of years. It is now found, and

virtually admitted by all parties, that
this stipulation in its intirety, taking

into consideration the resources of the

country; cannot be eflectuated within

the time limited. It is asserted that
the Chinese with a population of three

hundred millions, were centuries in

constructing the great wall as a barrier

to ward off the invasion of predatory

hordes outside of ifs northern frontier;

and perhaps the Pacific Railway is an

undertaking scarcely less formidable

than that in the Great Asiatic Empire,

If the “Celestials,” computed by hun-

dreds of millions in number, were so

Jong in building an  artificial border

line, how long ought it to take four

millions only of Canadians to complete

a work more difficult, and perhaps more

costly, than that in China to which we

have referred ?

That the Pacific Railway, soon or
late, must be built no sane man will
pretend to deny. The conditions upon
which British Columbia consented to
enter the Confederation, must as far as
possible be carried out. To this the
Dominion Government is solemnly and
jrrevocably pledged.—1It is certain, how-
ever, that a compact to perform a phy-
sical impossibility is in itself nugatory.
A contract to achieve perpetual motion
would be void in law, because it is in-
consistent with a law of nature, which
human treaties or legislation cannot
abrogate or alter. The pledge made
with British Columbia a8 respects the
building of the railway is not ‘an .im-
possibility ; but to build in ten . years
is. This work may be ultimately com-
pleted, but not in ten years. The time
is too short; taking into aceount the
fiscal resources of the Dominion. The
work must be done, piecemeal, as the
state of the treasury will admit. We
believe all parties in the Legislature
are willing that the Pacific Railway con-
struction shall be carried forward as
vigorously as our present tariff will war-
rant.

But the British Columbians are im-
patient and unreasonable in their - de-
mands for the immediate construction
of the Pacific Railway in its entire ex-
tent. They pertinaciously plead for
the fulfilment of the conditions upon
which they entered the Confederacy.
Despite of all obstacles and difficulties,
pecuniary and otherwise, like Shylock
in his demand for the “ pound offlesh,”
clamour for full compliance with the
terms upon which they became a Pro-
vince of Canada. Only the other duy,
when they were honored with * an ami-
cable visit from the Governor General,
they met him with an address, setting
forth their grievamces, and inhospitably,
with offensive eagerness, demanding
that redress which it was not in Lord
Dufferin’s power to grant.

The people of British Columbia must
waits for many years must elapse ere
the Iron Horse shall travel “from ocean
to ocean"—from Halifax to Esquimalt :
—it mayamot be, however, till the Paci
fic agitators shall be mouldering in
their graves. Looking into the future
we feel assured that ere the close of the
present century, the Pacific Railway
will be completed, and a {eeming popu-
Iation, perhaps of prosperous millions,
will be dwellers in the great North-

THE BAPTIST CONVENTION.

ed its annual ression at Sackville, N.
B., on the morning of Saturday, August
26th., and did not close its business till
the (’Vednesday afternoon following.
This body, by delegation, represents the
Baptists of Nova Scotia, New DBruns-
wick and P. B. Island. The most im-
portant mattter to be disposed of was,
the proposed afffiliation of Acadia College
with the Halifux University. This ques-
tion for several months had been spirit-
edly agitated and discussed through the
newspapers (secular snd religious);
and opposite sides being taken by lead-
ing and influential men of the Baptist
body, the Convention was looked for-
ward to with much interest, and not a
little anxiety. Some predicfed a de-
nominational rupture. In Convention,
however. when the matter was in de-
hate, although antagonistic views were
warmly and vigorously advocated and
pressed, there was no acrimony of feel
ing exhibited. . The spirit of christian-
ity trinmphed over conflicting opinions
and wishes; and there was no eompro-
mise of personal independence in the
canclusion to which the Convention ulti-
mately arrived.

FACTORY.

Our ears are:being constantly spluted
by those outside of our town, with ex-
pressions such as this, - O Bridgetown
is not much of a place, there is no en-
terprise there.””  Our answer to' this
soft impeachment generally is, “you
are very much mistaken, . we have-now
running in the town; a'Steam Tannery,
an Iron Foundry, and ‘& Steam Furni-
ture Factory, employing some 30 work-
men and driven by about 48 horse-
power, which is full'as many ‘men and
as large a percentage of horse-power as
any town the Province can_boast of for
the number of inhabitants,”” But -we
wish tospeak more particularly in refer:
encé to the Furaiture Fuctory of Mr. J.
B. Reed in to-day’s issue. Mr. Reed lo-
cated himselt in this town, some 18
years ago, in & small room over the
shop known as the Dr. Robertson store,
but which was then occupied by Mr.
Aaron Chute, and commenced the mak-
ing of furnituresuitable for the townand
surrounding country. He remainéd
there four years, at which time he
found that his growing business de-
manded larger premises to suceessfully
carry it on.” He then purchased a suit-
able site on-Granville Street, and erect-
ed a building 24x36 feet, two stories in
height, making down stairs: a ware:
roomand amanufactoryabove,doing all
the work oy manusl labor. Shortly af-
ter removing to this shop, he decided
to purchase a four horse engine from
parties in Digby, and eréct a suitable
building for the same in the rear of the
one already occupied, This,upon itscom-
pletion, gave him much greater facility
and cheapened the' labour so that he
was enabled to compete, in a great
measure; with the American furniture,
which was being imported into the
country. - Four years after the intro-
duction of mgchinery, Mr. Reed had the
misfortune to lose his building con-
taining his engine and machinery by
fire, but nothing daunted by the ecala
mity which swept' away the labor of
years, he at once sold the small engine
as she stood among the ruins, purchas-
ed a ten horse one and erected a build-
ing 58x36 feet, two stories height, in
the upper part of the next lot. to his
own, which he bought of Mr. Reuben
Dodge, and again went “vigorously 'to
work to retrieve the loss which the fire
bad occasioned him, . Last.spring find-
ing that the ten horse-power engine had
not power enough to drive all' the
machinery he had now of necessity to
use to keep pace with the growing de-
mand for his wares, Mr. Reed decided
to give the firm of I. Matheson & Co,,
of New Glasgow, an order for a 20 horse-
power engine and boiler, and has_just
completed the erection of the same,
having built a brick engine house 22
feet square in which to set this ldst
edition to his already large factory. We
can safely say of the engine and boiler
trom the works of Matheson & Co., that
it has been got up in every respect in
tirst-class style. The engine has all the
modern improvements, every part is
accurately fitted, all the -pipes- are
wrought iron screwed together with
malleable joints, a pair of Judson Gov-
ernors stands on top. of the ecylinder,
the-main shaft isturned and poliched,the
bearings being supported by two plum-
mer blocks, contairiing brass bushes of a
new idea, the bushes being cut  into
four parts and so arranged- that..they
can be made to fit down against' the
shaft by set screws when they become
worn. . The boiler is.made of the very
best Philadelpbia eharcoal plate; each
sheet ‘bearing’thé ‘makers stamp, it is
thirteen feet in léngth containing 39 3
inch tubes, has a steam dome three feet
high, and is fitted with .all the neces-
sary water and steam guages to  make
the same complete. The-boiler is' sup-
plied with water from a spring about
600 feet away, from whieh wooden pipes
were laid below the ground-clear of the
frosts of winter, to a ‘well just’outside
1 the engine house, and,from which it is
drawn by a_pony engine and forced
into the-beiler. 4

THRES LIVES LOST IN THE HARBOR.

From the Halifax Herald.]

On Saturday last the yachts of the Nova
Scotia Yacht Squadron assembled at 1.30
p. m., to sail for the Mayor's prize—a sil-
ver salver and coffec set. " The day ' was not
fine, The rain was coming dowa  briskly,
and the sky pave indications of wind.
Some of the yachtsmen, it is understood,
were not "willing to go, and two—the
‘¢ Albatross’” and ‘¢ Nymphia,''—did not
start ;' but whether on account of the storm |
or not the writer dpes not know.

At shortly after two o’clock six yachts—
the Petrel, Psyche, Kate, Circe, Mystery

Another went near to Mr. Tupper, but not
near enough, and -he disappeared before

In the mcantime a boat had put out from
Turtle Grove Brewery, manuned by George
and Conrad ©land, and Mr. Beckwith, and
the three wen, Bmith, Mann and Sadler
were picked up Sadler was much ex-
hausted, and so was Smith, who, when he
jumped for the water, had his coat half off,
and with difficulty divested himself of it in
the water,

The three rescued men were promptly
towed ashore, and were made comfortable
at the Brewery,

The # Cygnet” wav not sufficiently sup-
plied with life buoys, or perhaps the fatal
consequences of the disaster might have
been averted. The only life buoy on board
was.in the hold, and was covered. by thé
squaresail which had been stowed away.
Mr. Fay was unable to swim, and the fact
hnd been the subject of conversation be-
fore starting in the racé Smith told a friend
that he guessed they’d have a swim for it
before théy got back, apnd his “ guess'
proved but too true,

The victims of this sad disaster were gen-
tlemen well known in the community. Mr
Fay was the cldest son of Mr. John B. Fay,
formerly of Halifax, now of Bridgetown.
His place of business was at Hamilton's
wharf, where he had been located for some
time, ' He leaves a widow and two young
children.

Mr. Tupper was an efficient and obliging
ofticer in the Inland Revenue Department,
and was much respected in his official and
private life. He'leaves a widow, who,with
Mrs. Fay, has the heartfelt sympathies .of
the entire community.

C. Morton, and Robert
Noble The gaff was found to be caught,
and would not come down. Mr. Noble
went up to loose it, but had no knife with
him. Mr. Morten went up with a knife,
bit a squall struck them and he fell. The
sail jibbed with the squall, and striking
Lim, he fcll to the deck. But for the sail
he would have gone ovcrboard. In his
fall, Mr. Morton sprained his left
ankle, and was badly bruised about the
body.

About the timeof the disaster to the
¢ Cygnet,’ the + Kate” had got near Tur-
tle Grove, and Mr. Brookficld, not knowing
what happened to the ¢ Cygnet,” took in
sail and dropped anchor, to avoid any mis-
hap. But the yacht rapidly dragged to-
wards the rocks and was in momentary
danger of being dashed to pieces. It was
deemed advisable to have a line taken
ashore, that she might be safely dragged
to the cove. . Noble, being the best
swimmer, readily divested himself of his
clothes, and takipg the line in his mouth,
boldly . plunged in. He swam bravely
through the buffiting waves until within a
few yards of shore, when he was seen to
sink. Those on board the yacht pulled on
the line, bat they foand that he bad let go.
As afterwards appceared whea the body was
recovered, he bad been taken with cramps,
and was drowned, when he had all but ac-
complished the Lnzardous task he had so
bravely undertalgn.

Broakficld determined to swim ashore for
a boat | 7TRking off his clothing, he puton
a life-buoy ,-and by dint of very bard work.

MOTHER FROM DROWNING

On Thursday, the 24th iust., Fred Berry-
man, aged 12 years, rowed his mother, Mrs.

Croix
to Calais, in a small boat. When they
reached their destination, Fred helped one
of the little girls to clamber up the wharf,
and took her to a place of saféty.

Whereupon Fred cried out, ¢, Oh, mother,
don’tdrown me I'" On which Rh“ ratammg
her senses, Mrs, Berrymaa dropped her
hold of him and puuhe‘d him from her, and
then sank-the second time. Fred, in an
agony of grief, dived and pullcd her to the
surface again, Again she sank. Happily
there was no carrent at the time,and when
the noble little fellow helped her up the
third time, he succeeded by a superhuman
effort in placiong her right hand which was
open on the stern of the boat, and there
Mrs. Berryman, though by that time utter-
1y unconscious, took hold, and held on till
Fred mounted the wharf,and brought some
men &t work ncar by to her assistance.
When she recovered Mrs. B explained
that when Fred left her with the little girl
she attempted to climb up the wharf, but
it being Mippery she lost her hold while
the boat had floated away, from - beneath
her, and she fell into'the water. Mrs, B,

~ DOMESTIC ITEMS.

JerLy Caxe.—Beat three eggs well,  thie
whites and yolks separately ; take a cup of
fine white sugar and beat that in well with
the yolks, and a cupful of sifted flour, stir-
red in gently ; then stirin the whites, a
little at a time,and a teaspoonful of baking
powder and one tablespoonful of milk !
pour it in three jelly-cake plates and bake|
from five to ten minutes in & well-heated |
oven, aud when cold, spread with curmant’
jelly,and place each layer on the top of the
other, and sift powdercd sugar on the top.

Bakep Toxarors —Seleet well-ripened |
fruit of a nearly uniform size, say two or
three inches in diameter, and arrange them
on an earthen pie-dish. Baking thum on
tin, injures them in taste color, and whol -]
someness, -Place the smaller ones in  the
middle and bake in quite a hot oven, until
tender, say from an honr to an hour and a
quarter. If the juice should dry out, adda
little water. Make them soft and tender,
but do not let them burn. Serve warm or
cold.

Baxkep Bzaxs axp Toxaroes.—Mix equal
proportions of well-cooked beans and couk-
ed or canned tomatoes ; add finely minced
onion, tv the taste ,rlnpcnding som:what on
the strength of the latter, and putall in a
dish to bake- If there is a large propor- |
tion of muisture, let the dish be wide and
fiat like a pie-dish, otherwise use a nappv
Bake long and gently, from an hour to an
hour and a halfin a moderate oven. Less
baking will dp, but docs not make them so
nice. Serve warm.

Coup Mzar Pr.—Cut about three pounds
of cold roast beef in slices, line the bottom
of a pie-dish with it,put a layer of chopped
onion, carrot, turnip, a small quantity of
savory herbs, and & little seasoning be-
tween each layer of beef, and proceed in
this way until the dish is nearly full, mash
some potatoes, and spread them smoothly
over the top ; put it in the oven for abeut
three quarters of an hour; a little water
should be put in the bottom of the dish to
prevent its burning. Cold leg of muttou
may be sliced and served in the same way.

Frexcr Rasessnry Tarr.—Choose a pint
of very fine ripe raspberries, either ved or
white ; stem them, and throw them into a
boiling syrup, made with a quarter of a
pound of loal-sugar and a tabiespoonful of
water ; withdraw them immediately from
the fire ; line atart-dish with a puti-paste
rolled as thinly as possible ; lay in the
fruit, and syrup, observing to keep the
raspberries as whole as possible ; put in
intoa quick oven for twenty minutes;
strew more sugar over it, and glaze it; or,
if to be served cold, pour raw crcam over
it

Beax axp Touaro Sovr.—Take one gnart
each of well-boiled beans and canned to-
matoes ; mash the beans thoroughly witha
pestle, and rub them through a collander ;
then add two quarts of water and put them
to cook with the tomatoes; add one me-
dium sised onion, finely minced ; boil all
together fifteen or twenty minutes ! thick-
«n with about one gill of sifted Graham
flour rubbed in water ; boil five- minutes
more and then serve. The above guantity
is sufficient for & dozen persons.
