THE “WHITE" IS KING!GLASS Ml) Mit MURE—The patrons of husbandry of Ontario are 
beginning to raise serious objections to the 
conditions under which premier Mowat’s 
plebiscite upon the question ot prohibition 
is to be taken. They object, among other 
things, to having the cost of the vote saddled 
upon the various municipalities. In view 
of the fact that the local legislature of On­
tario, which authorized this plebiscite, has 
no power to enact a prohibitory liquor law, 
even should the people declare in its favor, 
it is difficult to understand what benefit 
such a vote is likely to lead to, or where the 
people of Ontario are going to get value for 
the money they spent in taking the voice of 
the people upon the question. The courts 
have clearly decided that while onr provin­
cial legislatures have power to regulate and 
restrict the liquor traffic, a prohibitory law 
must come from the dominion parliament 
alone. So, after the people have declared 
that they are ready and anxious for prohibi­
tion, the Ontario parliament is utterly 
powerless to give it to them. In view of 
this fact the Ontario grangers are very for­
cibly, we think, asking why the municipali­
ties are to be compelled to pay the expense 
of the coming plebiscite. After the vote is 
taken the Ontario government will be very 
likely to tell the people to look to Ottawa 
for what they want as the Manitoba govern­
ment did a year or so ago.

This question of prohibition is a very dif­
ficult one for politicians to handle. At the 
present time Mr. Mowat appears to be mere­
ly playing with the question. If he had 
power to pass a prohibitory law, probably 
he would not be so ready to invite the opin­
ion of the electors as he proposes doing.

With plums and 
cherries the curculio is as likely to puncture 
the fruit and deposit its eggs upon the under 
si le as anywhere, which prevents the direct 
application of the poison upon the point 
where the egg is deposited. Spreading a 
arranged for the purpose beneat h the bra 
as large in diameter as the limbs spread and 
jarring the trees with a smart rap from a 
mallet which dislodges the insect, dropping 
them upon the sheet, is the most effective 
method known to repel the curculio.

A Flying Visit to Chicago.

HECTOR MACLEAN, ESQ., GIVES THE MONITOR 
READERS A BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF HIS 

LATE TRIP TO THE WORLD*» FAIR.

At this season of this year nearly every 
person you meet is talking about Chicago. 
As I have recently made a flying visit to 
that city I thought that perhaps a bird’s eye 
view of the trip and the city might be of 
some interest.

We left Bridgetown at sharp one, local 
time, on Saturday, June 10th, and after a 
somewhat tedious run of five hours we 
arrive in Yarmouth, by which time we had 
formed our groups for the Boston trip. Our 
party consisted of a lady from Bridgetown, 
a clergyman and hie daughter from North 
Sydney, a Q.C. and his son—just graduated 

Halifax, and yours truly.
The genial and enterprising President and 

____aging Director of the Yarmouth Steam­
ship Co. met us at the “gangway” os usual, 
ana greeted us with a warm “shake" and a 
cheerful welcome. President Baker does 
not receive information second handed. He 
is always there to see for himself. The 
officers and attendants of the Yarmotith cer­
tainly excel in making the passenge 
home. Capt. McGray carries his 
geniality in his face where every one can see 
it, and as for our old friend Purser Smith, 

faculty of making each passenger 
he or she is the object of his 

special care and sttentlon. After the most 
delightful of trips we arrive in Boston at 
noon on Sunday. The customs officers met 

landing and gave us a quick and cour­
teous despatch. Being alone I took a her- 
dick instead of a carriage, and in due time 
was landed at the Boston A Albany depot, 
the transport for myself and grip costing 
only a quarter. Tickets for train and pull- 
man ((or rather Wagner) were secured for 
Chicago, costing $29.60, besides $3.00 per 
day for excellent meals in the dining car 
attached. At Springfield, Mass., the shades 
of night gathered around us, and those who 
deserved it retired to sleep the sleep of the 
just until we were called up at Buffalo to 
prepare for the several glimpses of Niagara 
Falls which this route affords. Half an hour 
after leaving Buffalo, and after passing the 
inspection of another sett of very po 
toms officials, we are halted at “ Cataract 
View ” station te have a ten-minutes’ look at 
the Horseshoe Falls ; alas ! since the slide of 
1881 horseshoe in shape no more, but rather 
like the portion of the letter “A” that 
reaches below the cross line. During this 
short stay some of us ran over the hill and 
looked at the battle field of Maiden Lane. 
The particulars of this battle and the causes 
that led up to it should be as well known to 
Canadian school children as the letters of 
the alphabet; but unfortunately this, with 
many other facts of real practical historical 
utility are brushed aside in our school his­
tories to make room for French and Spanish 
names which our children can neither pro­
nounce nor remember, and if they could 
they would be of no earthly use to them.

We breakfast after leaving Niagara, and 
shortly afterwards halt at St. Thomas, Ont., 
where we are advised to put our watches 
back to “ central standard time,” which is 
two hours slower than Bridgetown local 
time. About noon we pass through Windsor 
on the north bank of the Detroit river, 
where our train is placed on a huge transfer 
boat—in three sections—which lands us in 
Detroit a few minutes later. At 6.30 p.m., 
twenty six and a half hours after leaving 
Boston, we arrive in Chicago and proceed to 
the Auditorium hotel. This hotel is nearly 
twice as large as any other in the world. It 
covers two blocks on each aide of a street 
facing Lake Michigan. Each block is con­
structed as a separate building, one of them 
eleven and the other thirteen stories high, 
and instead of being connected by over-head 
arches like the Palace hotel of San Francisco, 
they are connected by tunnels underneath 
the street. The best loafing rooms in the 
house are in the sub street storey. A pecu­
liarity of this house is the location of the 
dining room, which is on the ninth floor, the 
kitchen being on the top floor of all. This 
arrangement protects the rooms, etc., from 
all odors arising from the cullinary depart­
ment. The rooms in this hotel are first.class, 
and the tables are amply and even profusely 
supplied, but the necessity of employing so 
very large & number of new (green) servants 
has told severely on the cooking.

After spending four clear days in Chicago 
I purchased a C. P. R. ticket for Boston via 
Montreal—cost, including pullman, $27.50. 
The C. P. R proper terminates at Detroit. 
Their traffic connection from this point to 
Chicago Is over the Wabash R. R., perhaps 
the worst road in the world. I would defy 
even General Middleton to shave on this 
road without marking his face. At 6 p.m. 
we were invited to the dining car behind, 
where we had the privilege of paying $1 for 
a ten-cent supper, after having to wait two 
hours in a sweat-box with the mergQry bob­
bing as near 200L as the glass would allow it 
to go. At 10 p.m. we crossed the Detroit 
river, leaving the Wabash railroad and its 
dining car behind, on the south side of the 
river. Adios! From here to Montreal we 
travelled over the C. P. R.’s own track. 
What & delightful change! Breakfast in 
Toronto. A delicious meal, and only fifty 
cents. That breakfast would cost about two 
dollars in Chicago. The C. P. R. diners 
supplied our inner wants from Toronto to 
Montreal, and a first-class service it is. 
Nothing seen on the trip is pi 
“ Windsor ” of Montreal, wit 
surroundings, not the least of which is St. 
Peter’s Cathedral with its well kept grounds. 
When the writer last visited Montreal both 
the Cathedral and the Windsor were under 
construction. These two structures w'ould. 
make a splendid addition to any city. At 8 
p.m. we are aboard for Boston, where we 
arrive next morning two hours behind time, 
and ten minutes too late to connect with the 
morning train for St. John, N. B. By the 
way, did you ever hear of anything being on 
time in Boston? I have been travelling 
through that city since 1863. and never sue 
ceeded in getting through without losing a 
part of a day, or a part of my baggage, only 
when I cart led my baggage with me. An­
other unique feature in Boston is the fact 
that it is the only city in the world whose 
streets are swept when the citizens are ex­
pected to be travelling over them. This has 
the advantage of enabling said citizens to 
take in as much of said sweepings as their 
lungs can absorb.

The return trip from Boston is mode by 
the popular and restful Yarmouth route, 
and is as pleasant as these trips always are.

For fear I may weary you I will stop now. 
Perhaps another time I may have something 
to say about Chicago, the intervening 
try, the best way, in my judgment, 
there, and last but not least the 
MacLean. ”

RELIABLE.Custom TailoringI recently, travelling on the C. P. R., be­

tween Boston and St. John, met a gentleman 
just returning from England, a prominent 
St. John merchant. Conversation turned 
on the apple export 
with which I have had some considerable 
experience the past 15 years.

This gentleman informed me that in au 
interior city in. England, I think it was Man­
chester, he saw a fine display of fruit, includ­
ing a large quantity of apples. He inquired 
of the proprietor if he had any Nova Scotia 
apples ana was informed that he (the proprie­
tor) had none and did not want any; that 
Nova Scotia apples were not honestly packed 
or assorted and he would not have anything 
to do with them.

This St. John gentleman further imformed 
that while in London he called on the well- 

known fruit dealers, Messrs. Keeling & Hunt, 
being intimately acquainted with one of 
the firm, of whom he inquired about sales 
and value of Nova.Scotia apples, it being the 
height of the season for American apples. 
He (my St. John freind) was told that they 
found that even the name of Nova Scotia 
apples on their sale advertisements keep 
customers away from their sales, to such an 
extent had the so long complained of 
tice of irregular and dishonest packing pre­
vailed.

I can only state that my long experience 
in the apple export trade confirms all this, 
and that the bad and dishonest packing of 
Nova Scotia apples, coupled with the slow 
and badly ventilated steamships employed 
in the trade between Nova Scotia ports and 
London, has so completely demoralized the 
trade that English buyers and cash freight 
orders for apples have entirely withdrawn 
from the province. T. S. Whitman.

The same is true of the unfermented 
juioe of currants, strawberries, sour plums, 
grapes, etc.

Common dandelions and spinach have 
direct effect upon diseases of the kidneys, 
and are healthful for persons suffering from 
any of the complaints of those organs. A 
tea, made of the roots of these vegetables, 
and drank daily by one troubled in this way 
is beneficial.

Onions are a simple tonic for persons suf­
fering from insomnia, when eaten raw, and 
have a stimulating action upon the circu- 
laritory system, thus promoting digestion. 
If cooked and given to children as often as 
once a week they will be kept free from in­
testinal parasites.

A Successful Canadian Business Extended to 
England. Pasture Lands.

The care of pasture lands is a matter that 
receives too little attention from farmers in 
general, although upon this depends in a 
considerable measure the profit that we 
may expect to receive from growing stock. 
Our pasture fields are usually selected from 
the lands for which we think will least re­
pay us the labor of cultivation; and so, be­
cause they are comparatively valueless, we 
think it will not pay to give them the care 
necessary to make them of greater value. 
The stock is turned into these fields, to pick 
up what it may. If the stock is kept from 
starvation by the voluntary growth of the 
pastures we are apt to oousider ourselves 
so much ahead. But stock kept in this way 
pays us real profit and the interest charges 
and taxes keep on accumulating every yuar 
upon the land. It is of course wise to select 
for pasture such portions of the farm as will 
least repay cropping. Sometimes the fields 
so chosen are unsuited by their natural con­
formation for profitable cultivation, and so 
the best use to which they can be devoted, 
both for the land and the owner, is the car­
rying of stock. Sometimes the land is too 
poor to grow a profitable crop, and so it is 
pastured as a means of restoring fertility. 
In either of these cases the land should have 
some care, and pains be taken to make it 
profitable in the line to which circumstances 
have made it advisable to devote it.

In the first place, try and make it as good 
a pasture as possible. Clean off. by mowing, 
or even plowing if necessary, all weedy and 
trashy spots. Cut away all briers and bram­
bles if any exist. A little manure spread 
upon thin places, followed by a sprinkling 
of grass seed will help to make the pasture 
even and consequently more profitable. 
Mow the weeds constantly and so encourage 
the growth of good grasses.

Do not think, because it is merely a pas­
ture field, that you can keep the stock upon 
it any time and all the time without detri­
ment. Tramping the land when wet will be 
an injury. As much caution should be 
used against pasturing too early or too late, 
as though it were a meadow. In summer it 
should not he pastured too close, or the hot 
sun will kill the roots of the grass. And it 
should not be overstocked, or the growth 
will be kept so short all the time as to be of 
little avail. A pasture in which cattle are 
compelled to travel all day in order to se­
cure sufficient food to satisfy hunger, will 
not do much good in the way of putting on 
flesh.

Aim to have the pasture increasing con­
tinually,in fertility and productiveness, and 
consequently in its capacity for carrying 
stock. To accomplish this you must give 
attention to minor details. One of these is 
to scatter the droppings of the cattle, so that 
the full fertilizing value may be availed of.

There should be a variety of grasses, so as 
to give a long season of succulent herbage. 
Upon a natural pasture such a variety will 
usually be found. So when sowing imitate 
the ways of nature and use a mixture of the 
seeds of the most nutritious grasses.

Now pasture with good stock. Do not 
think because the field is poor, that you 
must place only scrub cattle there. If there 
is any food worth having, good stock will 
utilize it to the most complete advantuge. 
Only use some judgment. Do not put heavy 
cattle upon a steep hillside, nor sheep in a 
low, wet place.

The pasture, because it does not cost much 
to cultivate or keep up, should be one of the 
most profitable portions of the farm, and 
may be so when rightly handled. It is the 
basis for profitable stock growing, and the 
stock in turn makes the basis for the profi­
table cultivation of the balance of the farm. 
The neglect of the pasture is often the rea­
son why men find no profit in stock growing; 
and an unprofitable pasture, or waste or un­
productive field of any sort makes a dead 
weight for the rest of the farm to carry. 
The “ pasture lot” is too often the synonym 
for a neglected and worthless corner of the 
farm. There is much chance for reform in

How to Cool a Cellar.

A great mistake is sometimes made in 
ventilating cellars and milk houses, 
object of ventilation is to keep the cellars 
cool and dry, but this object often fails of 
being accomplished by a common mistake, 
and instead the cellar is made both warm 
and damp. A cool place should never be 
ventilated, unless the air admitted is cooler 
than the air within, or is at least as cool as 
that or a very little warmer. The warmer 
the air the more moisture it holds in suspen 
sion. Necessarily, the cooler the air the 
more this moisture is condensed and preci­
pitated. When a cool cellar is aired on a 
warm day, the entering air being in motion 
appears cool, but as it fills the cellar the 
cooler air with which its becomes mixed 
chills it, the moisture is condensed, and dew 
is deposited on the cold walls, and may often 
be seen running down them in streams. 
Then the cellar is damp and soon becomes 
mouldy. To avoid this, the windows should 
only be opened at night, and late, the last 
thing before retiring.

There is no need to fear that the night 
air is unhealthful; it is as pure as the air of 
midday, and is really drier. The cool air 
enters the apartment during the night and 
circulates through it. The windows should 
be closed before sunrise in the morning, and 
kept shaded through the day. If the air of 
the cellar is damp it may be dried by placing 
a peck of fresh lime in an open box. A 
peck of lime will absorb about seven pounds 
or more than three quarts of water, and in 
this way a cellar or milk room may soon be 
dried, even in the hottest whether.

Nottingham, has just been the scene of an 
which has excited considerable 

attention among the local residents, and of 
which rumors have reached Nottingham it­
self. The circumstances affect Mr. Arthur 
Watson, of Old Basford, formerly an em­
ployee in the bleach yard at Messrs. H. 
Ash well & Co.’s hosiery factory, in New 
Basford, and afterwards employed at the 
Best wood Coal and Iron Co.’s factory, near 
Nottingham. In consequence of the gossip, 
which has been in circulation with regard to 
this case, a local reporter called upon Mr. 
Watson, at his bright little house, situated 
at No. 19 Mountpleasant, Whitemoor Road, 
Old Basford, and made inquiries as to the 
curious circumstances alleged. The visitor 

met by Mrs. Watson, but Mr. Watson 
himself immediately afterwards entered the 
room, looking very little like the victim of 
sudden paralysis. He told the story of his 
life’s health as follows: In boyhood he was 
prostrated by a severe attack of rheumatic 
fever, which, after his slow recovery, left 
behind a permanent weakness, and uncer­
tainty of action in the heart and he had al­
ways been debilitated and more or less 
feeble. On giving up his work at Messrs. 
Ashwell's bleach factory, he sought change 
of employment and undertook the work of 
attending to furnaces at kilns at the Best- 
wood Coal and Iron Co.’s Works, being at 
the time an out-patient at the General 
Hospital, Nottingham, where he was treated 
for weakness of the heart. The circum­
stances of his work at the furnaces were 
somewhat peculiar, 
to the extreme heat of the furnace, he 
attacked on the other by the chilling winds 
which proved so distressing to many people 
last October, and one day in that month he 

suddenly prostrated by a stroke which 
had all the appearance of permanent paraly­
sis, and was pronounced "such by the doctors 
who attended him. The course of the 
stroke appears to have been down the entire 
right side. His leg was entirely powerless, 
and he was unable to stand. He could not 
lift his right arm from his side or from any 
position iu which he was placed. His face 
was horribly distorted, and the organs of 
speech completely paralyzed, so that he was 
able neither to stand nor speak. His condi 
lion is described by those acquainted with 
him as being most pitiable. He lay in this 
condition for more than three months suf- 
feriug intermittently considerable pain, but 
more afflicted by his utter helplessness than 
by sufferings of any other kina.

A week or two 
ago Mr. Watson began to astonish all his 
neighbors by the sudden improvement in his 
appe iranc*1 and capacity. lie is able to walk 
a’ out, and his right arm, which was formerly 
perfectly incapable of motion, is now moved 
almopt as readily as the other, though the 
fingers have not yet recovered their usual 
delicate touch. Perhaps the most striking 
circumstance, however, is the great improve­
ment in the personal aspect of the 
The deformity of feature caused by the par­
alysis is entirely removed.

SEPTEMBERPALFREY’SRenewing old Apple Trees.

Trees should be properly trimmed in the 
right part of the season. About June 20th, 
when the bark can be most readily peeled, 
commencing at the top of the body and 
under one of the large branches, making 
two cuts through the bark, 2 to 3 inches 
apart, extending down to a point a little 
below the surface of the ground where the 
bark is leader. Then remove the parts be­
tween the'cuts. Extend the cuts upward 
and outward on the under side of the 
branch as far as the bark is rough, gradually 
narrowing the space between them to an 
inch or less and remove the strip of bark.

In a short time the pulpy substances that 
remain in the strips where the bark has been 
removed will commence to form a new bark 
and in the course of the summer the strips 
will be filled, and, in many instancea, the 
new bark will bulge beyond the thickness of 
the old.

Old trees get hidebound in consequence of 
the bark becoming hard and tough. The 
new grains of wood through which the sap 
passed to supply nourishment to the tree 
and fruit become thinner each year. Small 
twigs on the outer extremities of the branch­
es grow but an inch or two and the fruit 
dwindles in quantity, size and quality. 
Through these strips of new bark the tree is 
resupplied with an abundance of sap, and 
both the tree and fruit will show a great 
improvement the first season. By removing 
strips of the old bark each year the trees 
will be supplied with an entire new bark.

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Canada’s Insane, Deaf, Dumb and Blind.

The Department of Agriculture at Ottawa 
will shortly issue a cent us bulletin, dealing 
with the insane, the dumb and the blind. 
The number of insane in Canada in 1891, as 
thus obtained, were 13,355; of deaf mutes, 
4819, and of blind, 3368, making a total of 
defectives (not including idiots) of 21,542. 
The insane who are born outside of Canada 
and those w ho are born in Canada, both of 
whose parents were foreign born, number 90z 
in every 10,000 persons foreign born; and the- 
insane boru in Canada of parents one or both 
of whom were born in Canada, number 18 in 
every 10,000 of the native born. The larg­
est increase in the percentage of insanity, it 
is.shown, has been in Ontario, which receives 
more foreign population than the other older 
provinces. The deaf and dumb population 
of Canada consists of 2590 males aud 2229 
females. There are 1929 single males, and 
1751 single females, 552 males and 330 females 
are married, 108 widowers and 148 widows 
complete the list. The blind in Canada num­
ber 1839 males and 1629 females. Females, 
who are blind, are 865 to 100 blind males.
