By careful management
this rate of reduction of capital invested in
these properties can easily be maintained.
At that rate, in eight years the whole cost of
the institutions will be paid back to the
County, after which time the yearly cost
will be reduced to food, clothing and salaries
of officers.

The gross earnings of the Canadian Pacifia
Railway for the past year were §24,046,782,
as compared with $20,881,586 in 1896—an in-
crease of $3,305,196.

The New Bedford, Mass., Spinners’ Union
last week unanimously voted to resist the
cut down in wages. The strike will not
take place until January 17, when the res
duction goes into effect.

The total apple shipment to date to Great.
Britain, from Canada and the United States;
is 592,536 barrels, compared with 2,095,737
up to the same date last year.

The United States Government has decided
to call in all $100 silver certificates. These
bills seem to have been counterfeited simul-
taneously in different parts of the country.

Reciproeity Negotiations.

Washington, January 6.—There is reasoft
to believe that Great Britain will again také
the lead of the other nations in negotiations
of reciprocity treaties under the Dingley
tariff act. While other nations were lodging
complaints against the terms of the act aad
of the very limited advantage offered by the
reciprocity clauses, the British embassy here
has been quietly carrying out negotistions
for a series of treaties extending the benefits’
of so much reciprocity as may be cbtained
under the act to the British possessions ift
the West Indies. Sir Julian Pauncefote has
been at the state department several times
recently. Matters are advancing to a point
where i¥ is expected some of the officials of
the British colonies are concerned. Itissaid
that the old reciprocity treaties, which were
set aside by the Wilson act, will still serve
a useful purpose as the basis for the new
agreements, though it will be necessary to
amend them in order to allow for the changes
in business and commerce that have takem
place since they were drawn.

Spain in a Dilemma.

New York; Jan. 7.—A telegram to the
World, from Washington, says:—The Span-
ish government is now considering the advis
ability of making a formal request on the
United States to open negotiations with the
Cuban insurgents. The expectation is thab
their request will soon be presented. Oaly
the apprehension of its effect upon public
sentiment in Spain prevents immediate ap-
plication. Senor De Lome was in consulta-
tion to-day with Assistant-Secretary Day
for some time. It is known to the Adminis-
tration that the Sagasta Ministry is disheart-
ened over the failure of autonomy and of
recent military operations. The siuation in
Havana is very bad. For the first time
since the war began the government has lost
the confidence and support of the Spanish
royalists on the Islend. Allefforts of Blance
to open direct communication with the ine
surgents has failed.

Mexican Mining Horror.

Chicago, Ill, Jan. 6.—A telegram to the
Times-Herald from San Antonio, Texas,
says: ‘A despatch from Guanajuato, Mex.
ico, says that the San Puerta coal mine near
here was suddenly flooded with water from
an underground river nd thirty-five miners
were drowned. - The men were at work in
one of the lower levels of the mine. There
were no suspicions that an underground
river existed anywhere within the vicinity
of the mine, although that portion of the
level was exceedingly damp. The rush of
water came without warning. There was a
sharp crack like an explosion, the wall of
coal and slate gave way and before the men
could seek safety on an upper level the rash
of water followed and the men were swal-
lowed up almost before they could drop their
tools.

Diphtheria Spread by Rabbits.

Sioux City, Ia.,, Jan. 8.—Rabbits are
spreading diphtheria througbout the central
part of this state. Such, at least, is the
opinion of physicians who have investigated
the cause of the outbreak. Some time age
it was noticed that hundreds of the bunnies
were dying of a disease which doctors pro-
nounced almost identical with diphtheria is
the haman family. Soon after the epidemie
commenced among the rabbits, diphtheria be,
gan to be noticed among the families in the
locality. The conclusion was reached that
the germs were conveyed by the animals.

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—Bridgetown is not an unlikely site for
the erection of one of the summer hotels
that the Nova Scotia Hotel and Improve-
ment Company purpose building in this pro-
vince for the better accommodation of tour-
ists, particularly the American. The mat-
ter has been brought before the Town Coun-
cil and the Board of Trade, and we believe
that both these bodies have taken prompt
action to encourage the company to select
this town as one of the half dozen in which
they will build. We believe the company
have asked for a guarantee, for a certain
number of years, of the interest on their in-
vestment, and this is quite a reasonable pro-
position, but the intention of those who have
the matter in hand here is to offer something
more substantial than a guaranteed interest,
It is proposed to give the enterprising
builders a free site, and a valuable one at
that, and other privileges. We havea pret-
ty country hereabouts, through Clarence and
Granville and over the mountain to the
shore; there are plenty of good fishing streams
within easy reach; our game covers abound
in partridge, woodcock and rabbits; and
here too the hunter may strike the trail for
larger game, the moose, the carribou and
the bear. There is no reason why Bridge-
town should not aspire to a summer hotel.
We have an excellent water service and a
good system of electric lighting and these
are prime essentials. Then again our town
is situated midway betweem Wolfville and
Digby, two points at which large hotels
will likely be constructed next summer.
The building of a hotel here, such as the
Nova Scotia Hotel and Improvement Co.,
propose to build, will mean the expenditure
of a good many thousand dollars and
will add a new value to the town property.
The efforts of the Council and the Board of
Trade to induce the company to erect a
building -here should be heartily seconded
by the ratepayers. Our town should always
be ready to take any reasonable stride in
the march of progress. The conditions that
exiet to day in our beautiful valley will not
exist a score of years or even a decade hence.
The tide of travel that has set in will be re-
sponsible for much of this change, but the
real source will lie in gradual awakening of
people to the fact that if they wish to pros-
per they must conform to the customs of the
century. The changes of the past fiity
years in Bridgetown are as nothing to the
changes that are bound to come, and quickly
too, and it is well to prepare for the new
era. The tourist travel in Nova Scotia will
be worth hundreds of thousands of dollars
annually in a few years, and we are glad to
see our Council and Board of Trade mani-
festing a disposition to secure a portion of

this revenue.
L

—The Municipal Council at its late ses-
sion got through with county business quick-
ly, and a careless glance at the minutes of
the meeting reveals nothing of unusual im-
portunce outside of the ordinary routine bus-
iness. A right of way granted for a new
line of railway for the benefit of a western
district; a satisfactory financial report; evi-
dence of an increased activity in the enforce-
ment of the Canada Temperance Act—wili
farnish pleasant reading for the ratepayers,
who have reason to be proud of their county
parliament, but there’s wnother significant
paragraph that points to a reform as radical
as that instituted when the Municipality of
Annapolis undertook to care for its paupers
and harmless insane. We refer to that part
of the report of the Committee on Tenders
and Pablic Property, wherein they state
that the municipality could keep prisoners
‘‘at the institutions on Church street, near
Bridgetown, at a saving to the county of
607 and 707,.” The statement is no mere
copjecture, as the expense of keeping the
paupers and insane has already been care-
fully determined, and forms a basis for cal-
culating on the cost of boarding prisoners as
well. Cells could easily be arranged for the
safe keeping of prisoners in the brick asylum,
at a small expense, so there would be no ne
cessity for a heavy outlay of money to bring
about the proposed change. Then again it
is guite reasonable that the county should
seek to consolidate these services. The An-
napolis jail cost the county last year over
$900, and a 607, annual saving on this will
mean that a big leak has been stopped in the
treasury. The council has appointed a com-
mittee to look into the matter and their re-
port will likely be acted on at the April
term.

Our councillors display an ability to grap-
ple with economical problems that is highly
creditable to their business sagacity and as
a well governed and up-to-date municipality
Annapolis has few equals in the provinces.
The Council has pluckily demonstrated that it
pays a county to care for its own paupers
and insane, even though the preliminary ex-
pense is heavy; they have lead the province
in an attempt to secure a better road system;
and if they move the jail from Apnapolis to
near Bridgetown, and thereby effect a saving
of $500 a year to the county, the action will
be quite in line with their usual policy of

of economy.

B. Y. P. U. Convention at Nictaux.

The eemi annual convention of the Anna-
‘polis county B. Y. P. U. convened at Nic-
taux on Tuesday, the 11th inst., with a large
vumber of delegates from nearly all the
charches present. At two o'clock & devo-
tional meeting was led by Rev. E. L. Steeves,
and promptly at 2.30 the president, Mrs. J.
W. Brown, took the chair and convention
ormerly opened by all singing *“ More Love
fto Thee " and prayer led by brother J. F.
Bent, of Springfield union. After reading
of winutes by Secretary Steeves, Mr. W. C.
Parker, of Nictaux, gave a hearty address of
welcome, which was well responded to by
Rev. F. M. Young.

Reports from the following societies were
read by secrctary and supplemented by ver-
bal reports from delegates present: Middle-
ton, Paradise, Springfield, Torbrook, Clar-
ence, Melvern Square, Falkland Ridge,
North Williamston, Nictaux Falls, Law-
rencetown, Inglisville, Prince Albert.

““The Young People in our Churches” was
the subject of an excellent paper read by
Mr. Reg. Morse, B. A., of Lawrencetown.
This was followed by another paper of cqual
merit, *“ The Sacred Literature Class a ne-
cessity to our Young People,” by Mr. Ste-
phen {Zogers. B. A., of Nictaux.

Mr. C. ¥. Armstrong gave a paper and
talk on * An Ideal Method of Teachivg,”
which was much appreciated, especially by
all teachers present. This was one of the
specially helpful things of the convention.
Rev. Lew Wallace followed with an ear-
nest and able address, ‘‘ How best to utilize
the material of the Conquest Missionary
Course.”

Some discussion followed during which
Rev. E. L. Steeves, by rcquest, briefly ex-
plained his method of conducting a 8. S.
class.

“I Need Thee.”

Rev. H. N.. Parry read 32ad Psalm, fol-
lowed by Rev. E. E. Locke in prayer. The
choir beautifully sang ‘I Come to Thee,”
after which the president in a graceful man-
mer introduced Professor Tufts, of Acadia
College, who spoke on * Annapolis county’s
obligation .to Acadia College.” Professor
Tufts prefaced his remarks by the general
statement, ** The college needs students, and
Aunapolis county needs the college.” He
said no year of the college history had found
the roll without names of students from this
county. Of the total graduates of the col-
lege one in every six and a half came from
this county, and this year the county has one
in four; one quarter of the graduates for the
provinces from Annagolis county, He went
on to explain the reason for this high aver-
age by showing that the valley always had
good schools and was for years regarded as
the headquarters of education. This county
is the pioneer in female education. The late
Mr. Fitch brought teachers from the United
States for the seminary at Clarence and af-
terwards at P'aradise. He always felt like
taking off his hat to an old sign ‘‘ Nictaux
Academy ” near this spot, when passing it.
We must go back further for a reason for
this educational bent; we are Anglo Saxons
of good Puritan blood. The New England
people settled up and down this valley and
we have here the same spirit and genius that
founded Harvard, Yale, Colby, Princetown,
Brown, and other colleges; hence Acadia
College.

A work so well begun should not be al-
lowed to lose efficiency. We must increase,
hence the obligation to increase the capacity
and efficiency of the school. Out of 80 grad-
uates for this county 26 are ministers making
their influence felt in various parts of the
world. A large number of them are teachers
doing excellent service. Public life is served
well by many of our graduates, some hold-
ing high political positions, A goodly num-
ber are lawyers and doctors, most of them
distivguishing themselvee. Add to these a
large number of young men who did not
graduate, and ecores of young women who
have been educated by our seminary.
Loyalty to our country requires of us that
we should keep that citadel strong. We
have one of the finest countries in the world
—continents of wheat field and rivers of gold
are ours. Earope is coming to us by and by.
Let us be prepared to receive them, and
teach them and mould them into good Cana
dian citizens, o that Canada shall be known
for the high quslity of her people.

As New Euglind life moulded the western
territories, so should Nova Scotia mould her
great West. We now find our graduates in
every western town and village; let us mul
tiply them by tens and hundreas.

What will education do? Ask Japan.
She realized what education has done for the
world and sent her boys to Germany and
other western educational centres, and be-
hold the Japan of to day. When the Puri
tans left England and came to this country,
they came not to make a living but to mould
a life. They built not only house and barn,
but church and school house also. It is one
thing to make a living, but a far nobler thing
to make a life—a life that is felt and appre-
ciated, that will influence character, shape\
destiny and mould a nation. \
After the choir had led in singing *‘ where
thou leadest I will follow,” Rev. Dr. Trotter
was introduced to the andience. Dr. Trot-
ter spoke in the highest terms of the work
being done at Acadia in each of the three
departments, seminary, academy and college.
He would also place specisl emphasis upon
the fact that Acadia was a Christian school.
The religious life, though not always cqually
high, was always good and genuine.

We have at Wolfville in college property,
six buildings, a fine campus, and a beautiful
college park, worth in all $125,000. We
have also a one hundred thousand dollar en-
dowment yielding six per cent. interest.
Better than all this we have have a noble
and inspiring history. The academy has ed-
ucated 3500 young men; the seminary 1600
young women, and the college has graduated
500 in arts; and 300 more have studied in the
college who did not graduate. Witha fresh-
man class this year of 51 we may be confi-
dent that the school will soon be taxed to
its utmost. Unfortunately we also have a
debt of $70,000 and a distressing deficit of a
thousand dollars a year; and this creates &
most serious crisis. We must do something;
we want to raise at once $75,000. This is
no small task, for seventy-five thousand dol-
lars is a large sum, especially in view of the
present unpropitions times, but the board of
governors believe it to be not impossible.
There are some favorable conditions. Inthe
first place Mr. Rockefeiler's gift of $15,000
is an inspiration to all others, and then we
have given us four years in which to raise
this money. What we need now is pledges,
but have bave four years in which to redeem
them, paying an equal proportion each year
of the four. Again, we have a constiuency
of 40,000 Baptists upon which to depend.
All the provinces are going to contributeand
we can do it. Already $17,000 have been
pledged and the canvass is scarcely begun.
“I have confidence that the effort of the
board will be carried to complete success.”

Middleton, January 17th, 1898,
Ways and Means, and How to Make the
Most of Them.

DEAR SIR,--Some years ago the Agricul
tural Department at Ottawa published a
very effective diagram showing the cost to
the farmer of the variousingredients used by
Nature in the elaboration of certain staple
products. I am not able to lay my hands on
it at this moment, but to the best of my
remembrance it ran as follows:—

]

Butter.

The explanation of this enormous differ-
ence lies in the fact that while only a trifle
of nine-tenths are in the first and second
cases drawn by the power of vegetable life
from the atmosphere, that limitless source of
supply makes itself responsible for ninety

nine hundredths of the higher priced pro-
duct. The argument is irresistible and will
make itself felt beyond this continent when
we have made our cold storage and transit
facilities equal to the scientific information
which is given us and by which we ought to
work.

Last week there appeared in the papers a
statement and calculation by a business man
across the border by which he claimed for
New Hampshire and Maine an annual in-
come derived from the summer tourist of
$8,000,000. Now if they can do that in those
two States, we in Nova Scotia are not justi-
fied in laying ourselves out to get less than
$5,000,000.00. How much of that do we
get at present?

These figures being gross receipts it be
hooves us to assess their values by putting
them through some such analytic process as
the one above, invented, but not patented I
trust, by Prof. Robertson. Will you, sir,
and some of your readers assist me by dis
cussing and criticizing the inferences con-
veyed by the diagram below. As in Prof.
Robertson’s diagram, the broad line in each
column indicates the relative abstract va
Jues of all that goes to the production of
the various staples; that is to say the loss t0
the country in exporting (or in realizing on)
these assets.

The cost of marketing must be added to
this to give the correct amount to deduct
from the gross receipts.

Upon reading the report of H. M. Irvine,
Inspector for enforcing the Canada Temper-
ance Act, the same was on motion received
and adopted.

The following is the report :

To the Warden and Councillors of the Muni-
cipality of the County of Annapolis;

Your Inspector appointed for the purpose
of enforcing the Scott Act in and for the
County of Annapolis, reports as follows :

I have made fifty-one complaints during
the year which is the largest number ever
made during one year since the Act came in
force ia the county, and it is largely due to
the assistance of the temperance friends.
Have obtained twenty-eight convictions and
the others were lost on account of not hav
ing suflicient evidence and which has run the
costs up to quite a large sam,

Have tried cne case for third offence a-
gainst E. Y. Messenger and he paid the
penalty in jail for two months; have had two
cases for second offence against John Ross
and A. J. Hatfield. Hatfield is now paying
the penalty. in jail; Ross is still unpaid as
you will see by my account. Have commit-
ted three to jail for just offences, Abbie Conn,
of Springfield, Pierce of Lawrencetown,
Harry Redfern of Middleton.

There still remains uncollected as per ac-
count, three hundred and seventy-seven dol
lars and thirty-five cents.

Annexed find Mr. Ritchie’s bill andamount
paid out and received. Have four cases now
pending and have advanced twenty dollars
for witness fees.

Everyone [is fascinated with the truly

beautiful plant, Its fragrance is delightfal,

It can be grown as a pot plant or in the

flower garden. This plant resents shade and

poor soil. It will not grow under trees or
behind plants in the window. Take s oot

ting at any season of the year, put it in
sandy loam, keep it in a temperature of
fifty degrees or more, and it at once startas

luxuriant growth. The red spider has &

passion for this plant, and to keep him in

check the plant should be dipped in clean,

cold water every day. Re-pot as the roofs

fill the pot, pinch out each tip of branchesas

s00n as they are four inches long, and in &
short time you bave a fine plant full of blos-

soming braunches. Many house plants bloom
best when pot bound, but the heliotrope is
an exception; It must have an abundance of
root room. Another facc mot generally
known is that they can be kept for years if
attention is given to pruning, renewing the'
soil and repotting. the first point in prun.
ing an old plant ie to use the knife freely,
cut every branch off to within four inches of
the soil, let. the branches grow four inches
and then pinch out the top of them. Perse-
ver in this treatment until you have a syme
metrical plant wieh a large, blossoming
surface. Careful watering when cat back
will insure abundant and continuous winter
bloom. If this plant is allowed to dry omt
the leaves will turn black and no amount of
care will make a healthy plantof it, Throw
it out and start a new one. They are very
tender and a light frost is death to them.

—After middle life it is natural for persons
to grow stout, as waste is less in the system,
and the stoutness is a sign of good health,
Flabbinees shows poor nutrition and want
of exercise. Stout persons need to get a
good deal of fresh air and as much exercise
as the} can take without injury. Arm ex.
ercise is particularly useful. Bread and
butter is not such a good foundation for the
meals of stout people. They may do better
on meat, green vegetables, fruit and cereals,
with toast and grabam bread. Green tes,
or Oolong, Japan, or so-called natural tes
are not apt to do any one any good, but pure,
mild teas, .as those from Indis, and coffee,
may be taken by stout persons who feel no
energy, if they are inclined to sleep. Sugar
is very fattening to some persons. Unless
fat is really burdensome it is folly to meddle
with it, as it is natural to many constitu.
tions, and the effort to reduce it often tells
upon the digestion and the nerves, making
the cheerful stout, face change to a long,
sharp, or irritable appearance far less comely,

To Prepare Rosebushes for Winter,

After the first frost take tome strong
cord or willows and tie the branches of your
plants together -and after this is done lay
them flat upon the ground. Take half of &
barrel hoop, and point the ends and press
this into the ground so as to keep your
plants down close to the ground. After this
is done cover your plants with soil to the
depth of six or eight inches and over this
place a quantity of leaves, straw, or anys
thing of that nature to keep out the frost,
but remember do not put on the latter until
the weather gets quite cold or you will be
apt to smother the plante. When the spring
comes take off this covering as soon as the
weather gets warm, not the soil, a little at &
time, and when all danger ot frost has
passed expose your roses very graduslly to
the light. When taken up prune back all
the branches in the proper way and give the
plants a gead manuring as the soil is dug. g,
