To the Editor of the Monitor:—

A petition is now being circulated
throughout Nova Scotia seeking for
improved legislation in relation to the
sale of intoxicating drinks. Its pur-
pese is to ask our legislature to adopt
measures ~ similar to those prev ailing
on Prince Fdward Island, where the
Seoit  Act has been superseded by a
much more workable and effective
form of temperance enactment. Both
political  parties in our little sistér
province were united in carryving this
measure  into operation, and the Is-
land papers are equally united in their
approval of the manner in which this
law iz being enforeed. It i claimed
that a complete revolution has been
brounght about in the drinking habits
of the people. There is not »n licensed
tavern or hotel in she province, and
drunkenness, with all its concomittant
evils, has almost entirely disappeaned.
The result is that happier homes are
to be found and more rapid advance-
ment is being made in shaking off the
incubug  of debt than has been the
case heretofore on the Island.

He gaid it was ir-
ritating to learn that American whal-
ers or explorers had hoisted the
American flag on Canadian islands.
Senator Poirier ewed the history
of exploration in North America and
said explorers had taken possession of
the lands in the name of the British
crown. He did not agree with the
view of Hon. David Mills that con-
tinuous occupation was necessary 1o
retain possession. France was the
only country that had ever disputed
the British title to the Norghern part
of North America. The Hudson Bay
company charter made it clear  that '
the British crown had no doubt of the'
validity of its title to the whole north
of the continent. The time was com-
ing when some of the northern Jands
would be found valuable. Jt might be’
that a thousand years hence the cli-
mate would have so changed that the
possesgion of the north would be es-
sential to Canada’s welfare ana the
ownership of the North Pole necessary
for Canada to navigate with her pro-
ducts to market., ;
