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THE SAGINAW VALLEY STRIKE.

An unbinssed consideration of the strike
which has Loen so tonaciously sdhered to for
fivo woeka past on the Saginaw rivgr. must lead
to only ono conclusion, that {t was ill advised in
its inooption, and that it has resulted thus far
disastrously to tho labor clemont, and worked
to tho direct advantage pecuniarily aswoll ag
othorwise to tho mill owners, as wo shall
codcavor to demonstrate by aa short statoment
& statemont as possible. . ]

First, wo nasort that tho strike was ill-advie d
in its incoption, bocauso a moments oona.lderz}-
tion, with tho vory smallest information in
rogard to tho general situstion would have
convincod the leadors thatit was bui a very
short timo until tho 19th of September, when
tho ten hours law would tako effect, and they
would thon have law on their side with which
to onforce their demand. Now, whilo tho
Gazeltz sympathizes with tho omployes so far as
their demand for ten hours a day is concerned,
wo cannot permit our sympathy to blind our
oyes to facts which are undisputable; henco
we beliove that at no time for ten yea 3 past has
thero been 8o inopportune a time for a strike of
the mill employes, for the reasons following:
Tu the first place, the docks on tho river were
crowded with lumber, which was stuggish in
3ale, and a stoppago of production was the most
desirable thing in tho interest of the producers,
because it would enable thom to disposo of their
surplus stock and clear their yards for future
operations, Then again the curiailment of tho
log crop Isst winter was so great that
the mill owners could well afford to lot their
establishments remain idle two months if
necessary, and could thereafter cut all the logs
desirable for their own convenionco and advan-
tage; and oven if they do not cut another log
this scason, the streams tributary to the
. Saginaw river will have no moro logs remaining
back than usual. Agamn the leaders and
advisers of the Jabor element, might with very
little discorninent preceived that a curtailment
of 300,000,000 fcot of lumbor at this time, means
a curtailment of tho same amount of logs the
coming wintor, which fact must nocessanly
militate against tho atrikers at tho very worst
season of tho year. Thus much of the "l
advisednoss of the strike in its inception,

Now for thoresulta: A carcful computa imn
of tho loss in wages to the mill craployes during
the five weeks of the striko places the amount
at $200,000. Thisis an enormous sum to be
withdrawn from the support of these men and
their families ; and it means also $200,000 taken
from tho business intorests of tho citica on the
rivor, and its bancful effects arc already pecop-
tiblo in business stagnation in every city and
sottloment all along the lino. Bemdes this 1t
will placy the labor eloment in a distressing
situntion during the winter months, when
alsolute want and suffering will be there ot
boyond anything evcr beretofore known,

On the other hand the advance in lumber at
§1 per thousand, occasioned directly by tho
striko, will amount to at least $400,000 to the
pocuniiary advantage to the mull owners. In
addition to this, tho advanco in tho prico of salt
already reported will net tho mill mer at least
$200,000 more. It thereforo bocomes apparent
that tho results have militated disastrously to
the laborers while the mill owners huve boen
bopefitted much more pocuniarily than they
ocould possibly have been by rubning their
mills.

In tho next placo what has boon accomplished
this far: Two mills are running on tho ton
hour plan with no reduction in wages ; six mills
arp sunning ten hours with areduction of wages,
and oloven mills aro running cloven hours, tho
tamo hours and torms as when the strike com-
monoed. Tho above caunot bo considered a
very gratifying rosult for tho strikers, from tho
most rosecolored view possiblo.—ZLumberman's
Gazelte,

MANUFACTURING HARDWOOD

There arc many manufacturers of hardwood
lumbor sn tho South, who apparontly
fail to consider tho importance of becoming
thoruughly acyuainted with the demands of the
markots tu which they ship, nut only in peint
of quactity, but in referonee tu quailty acu

mountans which separates the states of North
Carolina and Tenneasoo aro & groat many mille,
and their production foots up many million foot
yearly. Veory fow of thoso mills aro operated
by men who havo over done busincss outsido
tho county in which thoey live, and judging the
outside world by thoir own unmediato surround-
ings, thoy are lod to suppoio that if a farmer
in thoir locality can builc. o houso with log
run lumber, & man in Now York can do the
same, and henco they are satisfied an their own
minds to keop on sawing inferior Jumber, The
markets in tho cast have for sovoral years
been heavily overstooked with various kinds
of hardwoods, inforior in all tho dctails that
constitute first clars lumber. The timber
originally was good, but the aaw mill man lias
spoiled the product, by his ignorance, It is
impossible to manufacture good lumber without
tho nid of good machinery, and unloas a mill is
equipped with a first'class saw, and a gang-
edger, it is cortain that tho production will
not piovo first class in p nt of quality, After
the lumber is manufactured, it is necessary to
pilo it in such & manner as to dry it out
bright. Large quantitics of well manufactured
lumber are ruined by a lack of knowludge as
to sticking.  Tho sticks, or crossers, should
always bo placed oxuctly over each other, and
never more than four feet apart; tho crosser
on the front of tho pilo should be placod about
one inch from the ond of the board, a8 that
will allow sufficicnt space for the dampness to
collect, and 1 the procoss of drying tho boards
will not chock. Tho entiro pilo should bea
littlo lower at tho back than at tho front, to
allow rain to follow tho inclination. It is
botter to stick all hardwoods 1n six foot piles
with a spaco of at lcast ono foot botween thom,
which allows a freo circulation of air, and
prevents tho lutaber from staining. Tius Iatter
featuro is very common in poplar, and 18 caused
by o negloct of tho roquiromonts mentioned,
Such neglect permits the rain to wonk into the
lumbar, and as tho air dees not circulate around
and through the piles, the result is the sap
turns black, and all picces thus affected becomo
culls, ovon if otherwiso perfoct.  Large quan-
tities of auch lumber have been shipped to the
East, and havo proved a stumbling block in tho
way of tho soller, who had really good Jummnbor
to dispose of, as the oversupply of puor lumber
cfected the price of tho good. Thero is a
class of men in tho South, who go roaming
around the country buying up lots of inferior
lumber, for which they pay but a very small
pbrico ; such lots aro gonorally secured at inter.
ior mills, whero the mill man never sces a trado
paper or even hears from the outside business
world, and consequently does not known tho
real valup of s product. Having socured
onough of such stock at any given puint to load
a fow cars, the buyor sends it to some commis-
sion firm, and draws agsinst tho consignment,
in many instances for all he paid for the
lumber, and thon makes the Lifs of a comms-
sion man miscrablo by harasung him to sell at
acertain prico and remit. Until somothing 15
done to prevent tho manufacturo uf such large
quantitics of poor hardwouds, it will bo
impossiblo to build ap tho markets, Perhaps
tho best mothod tu pursuo 1s to refuse to buy
such stock, but on that point individuals would
duubtless disagreo to such an extent as to make
it valucloss.—Northwestern Lus.berman,

HOW TO CUBRE A HOT BOX.

In tho fow remarks that T made I committed
myself to a task which is, porhaps, one of no
small proportions; but as hot boxes, like
doctors’ patienta, are sometimnes cured, thoro is
hopo that wo reay bo successful. I will 8oy,
Lowover, that there are sometimes oxtremo
cases which cannot be cured oxcept by the
substitution: of & now box, either longer, or
larger, or differont material ; but, in cascs
suscoptiblo of traatment, would say that if we
can discover the cause of the heating, the cure
is generally speedy, provided tho person in
cyerge knows suffirient teo  administer the
remedios, and 1 | coper doses.

summor. My moemory may be at fault, but I
never remember that oil having to be punched
out; of tho oil holos with a stool punch. It may
bo just possiblo that wo aroon the threshhold
of somo discavory whore, by somc mystorious
sclontific proccss, a now material may be
ovolved that will superoedo leather). One
common causo of a hot box is that the shaft or
spindle is out of round or Mlightly crooked. In
this caso tho bost romoedy, and in ninety cases
out of a hundred the only rewedy, is to $ake
out tho shaff and have the bearing turned true
in tho latha, One good way is first to got the
sbaft or apindlo well contered—most mochanics
know or ought to know that good centers are
always drilled—and then to take a very sharp
tool and go over tho bearing witha very light
cut, and ropest tho cut if necessary, until the
shaft isroufld, Do not filo the boaring; finish
with tho tool. If tho job is dono night 1t will
requiro no filing, and not, liko ono Aleck filed,
bo a source of trouble.

Ono very frequent causo of 'oxes running
hot is that by wear or grit or otaer causes the
bearing will have grooves running around its
circumferonce, In this casoit 18 difficult for
tho oil to pass by theso grooves and projections,
and although ono end or tho middle of the
bearing gots oil tho other portions aro left
without. Inb this caso I have found it a good
good plan to file the bearing in tho diroction of
tho length of the shaft, but nover in the direct-
ion tho shaft runs, this is, following tho
cireumference. This will givo roliof to bearings
when almost everything clse has failod. This
recalls a little crank pin trouble which occurred
within ono hundred miles of Minueapolis. The
crank pin had a trick of gotting very warm,
indeed, and the throttlo opencr concluded
something was the matter, and on t.king off
tho brasses ho discovered that they wero worn
in grooves as though with sand or grit; and,
porhape, liko the hommapathists, ho had
concluded that like cured liko, ho got a pieco of
sandpaper and very industriously sandpapered
thoso groovesone holy Sabbath moming, I
did not stay to learn the offect of this treat-
meont, but I think that a plug of toba insert

ed in the smoke stack would bo just as
efficacious.

Thero i8 one thing about journals and boxes
that has not been spoken of very much, and
that is tho circulation of the oil in the box. If
tho oil circulates throughout the box thero is
less danger of heating. I have got goud results
in habbittizg boxes, especially solid boxos, by
taking paper and placing around tho shaft, and
thon taking stout string and tying around the
paper in the form of o thick thread, letting tho
string go right and left. Thishas a tendency
to causothe oil to circulate back and forth
throngout tho bearing, thorunghly lubricating
overy portion of the bearing. It is always
bocter to have a box, especially o half-box, to
bear on tho Lottom and not on the two odges.
A box that is cast or borod on a smaller circlo
than the shaft is sure to got hot.—Cor. Wood

THE RETAIL TRADE IN NEW ENG-
LAND.
Ten years ago the retail yards all through New
England obtained the bulk of their stocks
through the wholesalo dealers located in the
Last, principally Boston, although a portion of
the trade wont to Providonco and Albany. The
yard trade of New Enuland 18 10 many respocts
unliko a similar class of trado in other sections,
and tho question is often raised to whom docs
that trado rightfully beloug? Tho castern
wholesaler, by reason of procedent, claims it,
and tho manufacturerin the West who solicits
tho yard trade ia looked upon aa an intruder. It
18 claimod tha* agenta of largo firms 1n tho Weat
sulicit tho trade of tho castern whols.suler, and
then do tho samo with tho yards,which amounts
to suliciting the custvmers of the furmer, On
mural grounds, and «s & matter of policy, such
action appears unhusinesslike, but tho ground of

argum~nt is that the only difloronce ovieting
betwoon the wholesalo dealer of the Eaxt ang
Woat it 2ololy in tho location of headquaten
and trados botweon them muat bo viewed A3 Any
other transaction wherein it is suppo ~da pr.-
fit can bo mado by cither party, There arg
soveral hundrod retail yards scattored thruugh
Now England, but outsido of Boston thers is
fow yards that can bo classed as oxtensive,
Probably Now Haven, Conn., has larger yards
than any othor city in tbat section, although
Providenco, R. I, and Portland, M., have
soveral oxtonsive ones. Each locality has jts
peculiar whims in the matter of making
purchases , for instanco, the yard dealers along
tho Connccticut shore buy largely in Albany,
shipments being made by water, and whilo the
Hudson river is open to navigation it is g
difficuit mstter to sell any lumber in car load
lots in that section. Therc are ssvoral whole
salo dealors in Providenco who supply a
portion of the trade of that city, while Boston
firms and concerns in the West obtain more or
lces orders all of which are delivered by ral,
Tho Portland market was formerly rupplicd
Iargely by Boston firms, but ainco tho advent of
numerous drummeors from the West took §laco
o portion of the trade hias boen lost. The same
statement js true of tho yard trado in Spring.
fiold, Worcester, and Lowell, and cach year the
orders of such yards ave lost to local wholo
salurs, and placed with the manuf «cturers in
tho West. It iz not claimed that any better
trades are socured by this method, but somehow
a feoeling prevails among tho yard men that
they are more independent in making direct
purchases from the manufacturer.

The army of drummers thit have for two
years invaded tho Now Englaud territory, has
had the effect of reducing prices and complica-
ting grades, and the attompt of shippers in
Buffalo, Toledr and Chicago, and uumerotts
other western 11arkots, to harmonize grades to
meet New Iing‘and notions has caused many
disputes, and un loubtedly nursed the practico
of making discounts, nntil it has becomo almnst
sccond naturo to some buyers. Tho New
England yard trade in the aggregate is large,
but i3 scattered over a largo territory, many of
the yards taking an arbitrary rate over Boston,
and it is at such points that tho fiercest
competition has arisen. To meet it the
western shipper has conceded the arbitrary,
and made regular Boston rate prices®; of course
this precedent has had to be met by others, and
tho yards 80 located have profited by the
concession.  These littlo features of Now
England trade, although small in thomselves,
servoe to keop the market in an unsettled con-
dition 3 but as the ** go-as-you-pleass ” clement
appears to predominate it is doubtful if agita
tion will better the matter.— Northwestern
Iumberman.,

COAL DUST EXRLOSIONS.

George G, Audro says: Had tho Gennan
Commssivners not demonstratod tho possibility
of bringing about an explosion of coal dust by
tho agency of ashot, an accident that happened
on tho 7th, ult., at tho Nwux collieries 1 the
Pas de-Calais, France, might have been adduc-
ed as evidonco of that possibility. As it is, wo
may cite tho accidont as another illustration of
the demonstrated fact. It appears that a shot
was fired in a working place, tho atmosphero of
which was laden with coal dust without fire-
damp oven in a minute proportion. The result
was an oxplosion of consideravlo violence, the
inflamation of the dust extending upward of 150
yards. Threo men, who wero at work in tho
tram road, were killod. This explosion ig
utterly at varianco with tho conclusions of the
French Commissioners who recently reported
on the subject that of coal dust cxplosions, and
strikingly in accordanco with tho facts observed
by the German Commissioners dunng their
expenments st Neuakirchen., At theso Neun-
Jarchen experimeonts, it was observed that a
tamping of small coal or a barbonaccous clay
greatly lengthered tho flash from o blownout
shot. Theso long projections of flamo havo boen
tho cause of soversl serious accidents lately in
France. With the view of removing this sourco

of danger, ac ommitteo of isquuiry has becn

formed.

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RUNNING A MILL.

What kind of & timo do yon have when you
buy a now planer? You got it safely unlosded
in tho mill, set whero it is to run and lovelled
up.
pYou start up with emiling countenanco think-

ing how you will rush out that 10,000 foet of
fooring in a very shrt time. Bofore vou have
run half an hour, a box begins to heat. QOil is
put in. Black lead is ussd. Sulphur and soap-
stono have their innings, but all fail. It still
heats.  You shut down and take out tho
cutter-head, but can't find anything to cause
tho trouble. You put back the heads scrow
down the caps, and start up again, but it heats
again, You loosen up tho caps and let it run
80, No use. You got mad: yank ocut that
cultor-head and go for tho bar with No. 2 sand.
paper wrappod around a stick. After a fow
minutes’ vigorous wdrk, you think it has been
rubbed onough, and atart up agamn. It heats
worse than before, Thon you swear by all
above that you will fix that box: and you do.

No. 40 omery is put into it and it is ground
until it fits tho journal. v smokes and gota hot.
You put in oil and grin? away. ‘‘Now 1'vegot
it,” you eay, and eo it proves, You clean up
that box and tho arbor, wipe them nicely, start
up snd plane a bLoard. It heats worse than
aver before. You let it heat, run as long s
peasible, and then shut down to let it cool off.
The other box has begun to hoat, and that is
ground down, too.

Now, overy time the operator wants to start
up, ho finds the cylinder stuck and has to pryit
up with a lever before the belts will start it.
This planor will always heat up and will not run
%00 feet of Jumber without stopping to cool off.

Tho only rcmedy is to sond the hcad toa
lathe ; have it turned and finished ; knock the
babbitt out tho boxes ; level the planer; block
up the head in place as it is desired to run;

Warm the boxes if it is cold weather by a gas.
jet, or if no gas is available, keep a blaze under
them with kerosone oil and cotton waste.

When tho red spots ar all worked off, put
the cylindor back again and make now marke.
They aro larger this ttme. There are more of
them, too, keep scraping and trying tho journals
until you got & good bearing. Put on the caps
and scrape them just as nicoly as you did the
boxes. DLoa't eay that the caps are “good
enough ” and ** don't amouut to inuch.” If you
don't think they amount to anything, just
tako them off and run without thom for half
an hour,

Tho very beat packing to put between boxes
aud capsis paper. Cut it just the right shape
ard in just cnough to onable you to screw the
cspa down solid. If there is not quite enough,
don’t slack tho balls back a quarter turn and
“let it go at that.,” Putin another thickness,
then you can start up with everything tight
and solid, and nothing will heat,

The man who buvs a high speed engino
oxpects it to go right to work ten hours a day,
and no heating is oxpected. Tho bearings of
that engine have beon fitted. Thoy havo been
scraped. Thore is none of the * find her bear-
ing " there, for that idea is a mighty humbug,

Sometimes a man buiids a little saw mill on &
littlo stream of water, and thon afterwards
finds it necessary to enlarge. He put in
another waterwheel and then adds a lean-to or
an L to his mill. Protty soon he may be forced
to enlarge again, and bas to put in steam to run
his mill during low water, V/hen the original
building begivs to be dilapidated, or the whole
thing burns up, then our miller thinks of
rebuilding. Ho gots up a nice mill in his mind,
and tries to build one like it.  He pulls out his
two or thrze small waterwheels and puts in one
big one, and rigs his shafting to connect his
steam engine with his water wheel.

Hero 18 where our man has missed it. Thereo
are lots of days during a dry season when a
saw mill i run with one or two machines, or 8
or 20 horse power, and then he finds that it
requires almost as much if not more water to
get 3 1ts power than it does to run the wheel at
whole gato. This 13 the trouble with the turbine
wheel, Thore are many mills in the market
which will deliver 80 or 85 per cent. of the
wator uscd, but not oae of them will work well
with a partial gate.

Connecting steam and water power together
18 & very good plan under most conditions, but
thoy should be so connoected that when the
machines are ruaning sdle, the waterwheels 1 v
ongno instoad of the engine running the water-
wheel. By this we mean, run the water whee)
faster than the steam engine, If you connect
the whoels to drive the main shaft 300
revolutions per minute, spoed the ongire so that
it will drive it 295 or 6. If tho engine govesnor
is very semsitive, and cuts off steam with a
vanation of one or two revolutions per n.inute,
then you can speed 1t 298 or 9 accordingly.
When 8o connccwed, ihe wates whao! will sun
tho cngino fast emough to keep the governor
closed whon no work is being done, When the
load is put on, the speed slackens up a little
aud tho engine gets a chance to do something.

If, under common conditions, we were to
design a steam plant to supploment water
power, wo should divide the water power by
putting in a number of small turbine-wheels,
and utihze tho steam in tho same manner by
putting in a numbet of small high speed steam
ongines, connecting ono direct to cach separate
machine, thus doing away with tons of heavy
shaft'=g, big pulloys and costly belts,

An ordinary mill running an 8 foot band saw,
& 42 inch circular, 2 vencor saws, & veneer
cutting machinve, and one or two bench saws,
will need shafting enough to cunsume 35 or 40
horso power, ensugh to drive any two machines
in tho mill if connoctad direct with a small
high speoed engine,

Adtor our miller got his mill rigged with a big
waterwheel and & big epgine, ho found it

neoesaary to oxtond his buildings again and put
tho logs 300 feot from tho boilors. He bullt a
big sawdust conveyor to carry sawdust from his
eaws to tho boiler, kept a man wheeling alabe
about all the time, and finally camo to the
conclusion that his fireroom was in tho wrong
place. Ho moved his boilore, carried steam 200
foot to his ongine and savod lots of trouble with
sawdust, for it fcll dircctly into the new fire
room. Ho savod the wages of 2 slab wheeler,
but whon tho engineer atarted up on cold winter
mornings, that long steam pipe would run a big
stream of wator for a long timo and it was well
covered, too,

Fically, our miller, *“got on his car.” Ho
was tired of stopping overy machine in thomill
tomend ono littlo saw belt, or running stoam
and wator yoked together like an ox and a mule.
Ho tore his mill to pioces again, sold off his
shafting and water wheel, steam engine and
long pipe, and put in fivo littlo wator whoels,
and a lot of nioco light shafting. His mill runs
well now. He doesn't use half tho slabs he
formorly nceded, for the sawdust pile almost
runs the mill, Thero is no moro work in the
wheel pit driving spur gears into play,or putting
on big belts, or letting down binders beforo
starting up. If Sam wants te shut down and
file his saw, ho need not shut down the whole
mill while ho lifts his burden and takes of his
belt. He docsn’t have to do tho same thing
when ho starts up again. No, Sam stops his
little water wheel, or shuts down his engine,
files and starts up again without fuss or delay.

Put 1n your steam and water power indepen
dentof each othes and every other machineand
your never will bave to shut down the wholo
mill for all hands ‘‘ to keep still while you stir.”

A QUEER SUPERSTITION.

Abram Reed, a farmer living in Beaver
township, Pennsylvania, cut down a large oak
tree on bhis farm, and in cutting it up he found
embeded in the trunk, seven or eight feet from
the ground, a small glass bottle and what had
tho appearance of alock of hair. The bottle
had been inserted in a hole in tho trec made by
an auger, then a pine plug was driven into the
hole over the bottle, the hair also being held in
the hole by the plug. The bottle was corked,
and contained a colorless liquid. Over the plug
had grown six solid rings of wood, besides
thick bark, There was a superstition among
the ecarly scttlers, and it is held by many of
their descondants, that asthma and other affec-
tions could bo cured by the victim standing
against the tree and having alock of his hair
plugged 1n it while the hair was still attached
to his head. It must then bocut off close to
his ".cad, and tho afflicted person walk away
without looking at it or cver passing by the tree
again. While the use of a boutle was not in-
cluded in this treatment, it is believed that the
one with the hair discovered 1n the heart of ¢
oak tree was put thero in the carly days of the
sottlement by some believer in the superstition

Latitude 62, the traveller passes through a rich
timber district, while between Simuson and the
Avctic circle, four degrees further north, lie
enormous forests which will some day bo tum.
ed to good account, At Simpson the epruce
grows to a diarcetor af two feet, The Hudson’s
Bay officers raiso potatoes, barley, and cven »
littlo wheat ; but it is snuch too far north to
admit of profitable farming, and the future
of the region rests upon its timber and minen]
resources, which aro vory great. Petroleum,
gypsum, coal and #alt are found in  abundance,
Tho Mackeuzie with its tributaries, and the
Slave and Great Bear lakes swarm with fish,
and hero and thero alluviel gold occurs. As yet,
however, little is known of this country. It i
in the hands of tho Slave, Lehaunie, Dog-Rib,
Locieux, and Montagnais Indians, who trade
with the Hudson’s Bay people; but the com
pany’s officers, who are never over sanguine ip

Mackenzio covors by far the richest gold field in
Canadian territory. — Toronto Mail,

A GIANT OAK.

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TRADE MEETING-PRICES FOR
AUGUST.

Thoro was su largo an sttendsnco at the
pegular muonthly price list meeting on Monday,
July Zith, at Chicago, that it reminded ono 9f
181: #2, when the trade had somo interest in
puniness, and Wero always on the alert to catch
s favorablo brooze, The chairs were nearly all
ocupred, and an unwonted interest and har
meny provailud, with vory littls of the growling
sod complaining manifest that have boou so
characterstio of meetiugs within the past twe
years. Espocially was the boar olement as tamo
wit caged and full fed. Mr. M. 'T. Greon Jed
s forlotn hope against nearly tho entiro number
prosont, who woro activoly in favor of inaking
advanoes on cowmon lumber, ot acquiescent in
gxh & move. Mr. Green was not vodent,
poweser, and retired to his curner with his littlo
cotorio of bears, after oach fooble effort tofcheck
the upward turn of prices.

Mr, S. K. Martin waz callel to the chair, G,
V. Hotchkiss acting as secrotary.

The wmmitteo appointed tv dovise a plan fur
slumborman’s insurance company, reported as
follows .

#The commmittee on insurance, after several
meetings held during the past month, would
reapoctfully report as follows.

“That thero was presented, or pruposed,
threo different forms, by which the lumbermen
of Chicago might be ablo to carry a proportion
of their own insurance,

“The plan of a mutual company, either
merely for local purposes ¢r for general insur-
ance, which did not moet the approbation of the
committes, for the reasons that they looked
with distrust upoa any scheme by which thore
might be an undetermined liability, and also
because under any assessment plan of insurance
thero 13 nut the muney in hand to pay a possibie
heavy lues, which, in our judgment, is essential
toa focling of security.

“The plan also of a company, whether
mutual or joint stock, which is to comprise the
insurance of all lumber, not only in Chicago,
ot 1n tho retail yards of the country, the yards
of other distributing centres, and the amount
pued 1n the vicimty of mlls through Wisconsin
and Michigan, this committee deewmed too large
an undertaking to be entered upon at first,
wich a schome we believe could be made both
practical and profitable, but we believe the senso
of the dealers of Chicago, a8 expressed to us,
wss 10 favor of not engsging in the insurance
tunpess to any larger extent than the prosent
pessure seemas to necessitate, aud the detail and
Iabor of organization for so extended a field
ssems to us boyond the province of us es lum-
ter dealers, aud an encroachment upon the
domain of privats enterpnse.

“The last plan,and the one which seems to us
best suited for the needs of the prosent
condition of our affairs, is that of carrying one
with another & certain proportion of our
insurance,

“Wo believe that such a plan may be
practically mutual so far as equality of interesta
ad risks are concerned, without being a
“mutual company ” in the liability to assess-
ment or possible future demands.

“We would present to the consideration of
this mooting the formation of a corporation or
slck company under the laws of 1llinois,
smnowared ¢0 do s goneral inenraves business,
aod with an authorized capital of 300,000, of
which at least $150,000 is to bo taken and fully
I d up by tho lumbermen of Chicago and
Louth Chicago who desiro to coinsure with their
lellow lumbermen in as near as can bo to the
proportion which they would want to carry in
sich company; have a directory olocted from
among the stockholders, in whose hands the
feneral management of the company would be
placed, they could allow tho company to carry
frem 8750,000 to 81,000,000 of insuranco upon
our yards, distribnting it, if possible, in propor
tion to tho stock taken by the membors, but
wing their judgment accevding to circumstances
w as t~ avoid placiug too large an amount in
any one locality ; ono good inaurazco man could
be placed in chargo of the company et a moderato
aliry, as the dutios of the position wonld take
but s partion of his time,

“We would recommond the policies to bu
wiition at throe quarters she regular hoard ratos

aatho oxpensc of conducting such a company
would bo ac least 25 por cent, loss than the
usual rativ of oxponses to premium. Wo believe
that this is far botter than for each individaal
or firm to carry a proportion of their own
insurance, and in any ordinary or oven a
swoeping firo this company would pay fully tho
loases sustained, and with every year which
passod free from disaster wo should scu & largo
incroaso Jnits surplus fund, and propurtionately
in its powor to sustain a hosvy loss,

In dimension, all 2x4 was advanced 60 cents ;

lengths below that, 50 conts; 2x10, 20, 22 and
24 foot, $1; shorter lengths, 50 cents; 20 and
22 foot, 2x12, 81, and 24-foot, 81.60 ; 4x4 and
8x8, inclusive, 20, 22 and 24-tout, 81, and
shorter lengths, 60 cents a thousand,

Standard A, oxtra cedar, and standard cedar
shingles were each advanced 15 cents a thous-
and, Choico A (pine) was stricken from the
list, because this grade does not cut sufticient
figure in tho trade to necessitats a yuotation.,

A letter from a Clinton, Towa, firm was read,
stating that it had refused estimates for $75,000
worth of lumber recently, because the house
was confident there would soon be a material
advance.

Mr. A, G. Van Schaick, for the cummitteo
appointed to ascertain the best means for
additional protection from fire in the lumber
yards of the city, reported the result of the
cummitteo’s labor. Three methods of better

The provision is to regulate the
necessary habit of starting fires for cooking and
warming purposes along tho river and in forests,
His negloct cost him $20 and costs, The cook
on the same drive was fined $16 and coats for
having failed to properly oxtinguish tho cooking
fire when leaving. The heaviest ponalty for
violation of this act is $50; lumbermen will,
therofore, sea the importance of proporly posting
thomselves and their men as to its require
menta,"”

IN the Imporial House of Commons M.
A, Arnold asked the Chancellor of the
Exchequer whother ho could now stato the
terms of tho Royal Commission on Trado
Depression and the r ames of the Commissionors.
—Sir M. H. Beoach.—~The terms of tho
Commission will be as follows :~—To inquire mto
the extent, nature, and probable causes of the
depression now or recently existing in various
brauchos of trade and industry. My noble
friond, Lord Iddes'eigh, who will bo Chairman
of the Coinmission, proposes to lay a inemoran-
dum before tho Commission at its first meeting,
which will indicate the scope and manner of the
inquiry at greater longth than tho terms I have
quoted, and tho memorandum will be lad
bofore parliament.

Dear 8ir,~In yrur isue of the 1at imt. T
notico a letter on tho Toronto trade, tho author
being ovidently the same who criticised my
correspondenco somo few wecks sinoe, and his
succass was 80 emall on that particular oocasion,
that, but for personal animosity to your corrce-
pondent, I am ratiafind that ho wonld not have
returnod to the attack. Ilirst then ho scoms
greatly exorcised for fear tho quota.
tions of prices aro  stereotyped. I
would ask him how much variation has thero
been during the last rix months in tho mill
mon’s prices. I havo just referred to invoices
from the mills in May last, giving mill culls at
$5.50 per M f, o, b. cars, and joisting cut to
order, 16 feet and under, 80 per M, and on
invoices datea tho first inst. I find tho samo
prices, How then could there bo any material
chango in tho rotailers figures? 1 have also
turned up invoices of purchascs of small lots
from tho yards in differont months during this
year, and I find the prices charged tally with
my quotatiwons the Luupsryay., But then
perhaps the retailers may havo imposod on that
ignoranco which **N * gives mo credit for. I
may, howover, be peninitted to say that i1tis
* N * who displays tho m.ost of that commodity
in not being awaro that tho quotativns gisen in
the Lusssianan apply solely to stuff dehivered
fromn the yard —otherwise he is guilty of mis-
ropresentation,

Pitsful as Inay havo ropresonted the whols.
salo trado to be, I have noever mado it appear
half g0 bad as +*N "does. It is well known by
all dealers that $7.60to $3.00 per M by car
luad is the prico being paid by retailers for
culls on tho track here, and yet ho states that
overy builder knows that he can purchaseall he
wants of that class of lumber at $2.00 to $8.50.
So then tho retailer teams into lus yard and de-
livers out again for a profit of 50 conts a thous-
and. Xf “N?” means that tho retailer
purchases from tho manufacturcr and turns it
over again on car the builder at a profit of 60
cents per M why under the sun docs ho not say
80 and not seck to mislead. ’

Again, why does ho make a comparison
botween the pork and flour trade and that of
lumber ; “N” knows right well that woe have
no such grading of qualities in lumber in this
market as is donv on grain, flour and pork-
Ono man wi'! place a quantity of lumber on tho
market s being mill culls, and ouly dead culls,
another calls good mill culls coarse common and
journal shipping culls as dressing.

Scabby—that it has to be treated so—the word
used in this connoction savours so strongly of tho
gutter that there is no nocossity for me to
commont thercon,

Ho then gocs on to say that tho youngest
man in tho wholesale trado was to the manner
born, and is now of age, otc.—Tho Iatter part
of his assortion I do not wish to dispute. Age,
puro and simple, never yet mado a lumberman,
but, in rogard to the former portion of his claim,
until “ N ” gives us his definition as to what to
the manner born means, as applied to a
lumberman, I can scarcely answer him. If he
means born in tho woods and brought up in a
saw mill, we havo not many such horo, But if
he means that a year or two spoot in a lumber.
man’s office, or nearly fresh from the plough
handlo, thero are some that can claim that
title. I would have it understood, however,
that I wish success o all such men in the now
calling, but “N™" should not disputo facts
novertheless. “*N™ also displays groat synt-
pathy for the retaul dealer by reason of tho
so called scab trado, that is being dono hero
frum tho railrvad yards. How far retailers will
appreciato thoe coucern displayed by **N ” for
their welfaro, I can casly determine when
I beg to infurm that this samoe “N,” cry-
1ng out in the anguish of his soul for thoir weal,
is acting as agout for o firm who through his
agency is sclling direct to consumers, so that
ho ius eithor insincere in thoso professions, or
unfaithful, in the full sonse of tho word, to lus
employer’s intorests, or in othor words quarrol-
ing with his own bread and butter,—~* N ” can
take cither born of the dilomma as suis him
beat. 1 havy no desire to uphold the practico

of wholesale wmen solling direct to censumners,

but as intimated in somo of my corroapuudence,
thero aro two aides to this quostion. Whon the
retail men becomo & unit on this matter, lot
them call on the middlemen and eay frankly,wo
agreo to purchaso all the lumber we roquirg
from you, and you only, on. condition that you
leavo us to do all the trade with the consumers,
I havo no hesitation in saying that under thue
circumatances thoe wholesalo men will meet
thom half way, and,until tho rotail men do this,
thoy havo no real grievance,  With regard to
tho number of firns ongaged in busincas herg
now, ns compared with last ycar, I did not
state, as “N"” would imply, that there were
more retail dealers, but more engagod in selling,
and this is correct, and if “*N" wishes jt
understood that thorotail doalers aro all healthy,
as meaning in o golvont condition, X do not

The extonnve lumbor regions of
Michigan, Wiscomsin and Minnesots, have boen
mainly reliod upon to meet thoimmenso demand
for soft wood lumber, creatod by the wunderful
growth and dovelopmeont of tho country, fromn
tho groat lakes, wost to the fuot of tho Rocky
Mountains, To koop up wath this constantly
growing demand, yoarly additions tu the
capacity of our iumber cutting m‘ill- have })oon
roquired, and new mills in various sections,
and tho onlargement of thuse already at work,
have boen tho order of tho day, until tho
industry now compnses the investmens of many
millions of dollars of capital, and tho constant
Iasbor of hundreds of thousands of workmen,
The array of figures proseated as showing the
white pno Jumbor productivn for the year 1884
is almost bowildering, butwith the employment
of 80 much capital, and tho intorest of sv many
entorpnsing men onlistod, it 18 not strango that
g0 many wondorful improvemonts have boen
mado in the cutting of lumber. Many men who
havo roceived thoir only improssions of a saw
mill from the primitivo cstablishinent that were
in voguo when thoy were boys, would bardly
bo less surprisod to stop into ne of the groat
Jumber mills of the prosent day, than tho man
who saw, for the first time, the long train of
nilway cars that havo taken the place of the
lumboring coach, or tho heavy freight wagon

, slowly drawn by tho traditional four horse
toam. A glance at the figures of production
of white pino lumber, however, and a compari.
80n with the amount pruduced in three or four
yoars novious, may pruve instructive, and as
showing at what a fearful rato the forests in the
Northwest are disappearing. The production
hay stoadily increased from year to year. In
the wost of tho Chicago district, tho railrvad
oand intericy mills, the Sagnaw district angd

In tho manu-
facture of lumber, as in almost every other
branch of productiun, the great desidoratum has
been, while 1acrcasing the yuaatity, to duniwsh
tho costof productiun, and to that end, iavur-
saning twachuery has besn abttwdueed o a
wonderful oxtent. Wluls tho demand fur
lumber has gruwn tv enuriuvus prupurtivus, the
prico, like that of nearly overy vther product of
facwry and mat, sias declined, and the vuly
alternative of tho manufacturer has beon to
proportivnately reduce the wat of pruduction,
by the use of labur saving mactunery. How
thu has boen dune by suwie of the laigest, st
intelhgont and enterpnsing manufacturers, wil
1o doubt bo intoresing to our large class of

MORE LIGHT ON THE RELATIVE
VALUR OF WOCD

Tho tino has already arrived when a more
thurough and intelligent investigation into tho
naturo of tho various woods of our native foreats
and thoir adaptability to tho different usoa
wheroin timber is  advantageoua would prove
oxtremely valuable, It is indocd strango that
tho roscarch in this direction is so moager, su
narrow and discornected. Thero has never
boen any wide and systematic invostigation of
the relative qualities of tho different spocies of
timber and & comparative summing up of the
samo, Tho metals and stones have been ox
haustiveoly studied, but we arc without any
comprohensive or authuritative nformation
concerning vur timbers, Drivate invostigativns
have been made 1n & small way and under
differing circwunstances, whicn lea e the results
obtaidod at variance, Y. ts astuaihing huw
few, aven among thus who shiould knuw overy
phato of tho subjoct, .€%lly possess nny positive
knuwledge un the subj :ct boyond tho riere fact
that for certain purposes cert..n viods are
used with good resulta. TlLe wmfuraation of
commurce, and, indeed, of inanufactun also, un
such subjects, i» altugether traditivnai. Co
tain growths are used becauso thyy were found
to suit the purpuse lung agu, and thsre has
been and is, a remarkabloe antipathy to trying
experiments to see if somcthing clso which
might be had for 1css money would not serve as
well,

Blessed with mnagnificent forests, tho people
of this country have never been obliged to
oconomize in this directivn. That which was
Lnown to bo gnod was so cheap that there was
little prosent ncentive to seek anything else,
and it has not occurred that pruvision should
bo mado for the future. The ** guod timber,"”
so considered, was used lavishly,and that which
was tried by some aatiquated farmer of a re-
moto gencration in the worm fence or some
other equally decisivo test, and found wanting,
was destroyed wholesale, A timber thus found
wanting in one thing was condemned for all,
and a prejudice difficult to combat grow up on
tho subject. From time to time 1t has occurred
to meu that as certain charactenstics uafitted
a given timber fur one set of uses they might
unfit 1t for, or might oven make it cspecially
suited to, other purposes, Such tlings are
knuwn to be true of the metals—of almost overy
matenal, in fact, known to the world. The
results of persunal snvestigation have been
unifurinly coavinciug that the su callud uferiur
wouds werv unly anferior for certain purpuses,
and that every species was capables of prufitable
us0 10 sume bt or twrs of the fivids of manu-
facture. The rutting yualitivs of certain wouds
fur which they had becn cundomued werdfvuud
to oxist oy under certain conditions whach
could by guarded agminst by remuval from
damp, by unmemion in water, by sawing  thin,
and a vaciety of other means. Certain wuuds,
a the hard waple, which jussess hLivtle suarket
value, have boen found to resist woar rauch
much better than the woods hitherto most
favured fur that purpuse.  Tendoncivs of other

trees b twist and wacp has been fuund easy of
romedy ;10 wouds suppused to pusses nono,
grest beauty of grain. Cundemned trees, as
the sweet gumw, have pruven themselves
suscoptible of alugh pulisk, and as weather
buardiog and fenving (uff the ground;, uncw
securely un, have worn waie pius or puplar.
Tho cwuntry is scoured vver lor stave tuuber,
and yet ced vak has nover been tnied fur e
purpuzo, sinply Lecauso it was uut the hatat to
mako staves out of red vak. No other reasun
why it should uvt bu su used has thus far been
adduced. Mullivos of feet of swamp vak aro
yoarly dostroyed,  Straight grained, cliar ot
kaots, donss aud ugh, 1t splits easily, makes
sujrivr clap Luards, and in & flour gives up
groase and stains like marble, yet 1t is unkuown
tw cummerco.

Thus the cataivguo of nativo treos muight be
run thrvugh, and the reader would wonder how
few of them have boon decreed valuable. But

EEPEP THE MACHINE OLEAN.

Koep the machinery cleaa--freo frowm all dirt,
oil, sawdust, shavings,etc. It will be money in
your pockets to see that it is done, OI ocourse
we understand that a machine hand cannot
koep his machine perfectly clean and run it at
the samo time. What we refer to is the ac-
cumulated dirt, oil and dust which are to be
seen in 80 many mills, One cannot help think-
ing, sometimes, but that the man whr has not
ambition enough to keop his machin, oking
neat an nice, hasn’t ambition enough tv be a
good workman. That is just the way it sticks
us, and we don’t beliove wo aro far out of the
way. If you have your machinery kept clean
you can always tell what shapo itisin ;if it is
covered with dust and dirt you can only guess
what shapd it isin. We will not ask you to
wado through a long, heavy article on this
subject this hot weather. Only just think the
matter over, and ges if you won't be better
satisfied with yourself if your wmnachines and
will were always keptin applepie order Weo
believe you would.—Ex.

One of the watchwmon in the glucvse factury
is missing. His . 7 is Henry Wort, ao old
pensivner. T neost diligent search failed to
obtain a clue to his whorcabouts and he must
havy porished. The sailursun the fine schouner
Aunie Mulvey, luadod 490 tuns of Loal, which
was upluadiog at Eliaa Rogers® dovks adjuining
the factory, lLad a terriblo expericace in
attempling tv escape. William McCulluiw, a
Purt Hupe aailor, was burned 4o badly Le may
dic. The Caplain of the Mulvey, Thus. Uglow
of Purt Hope, and James McCallum, a brother
Jf William, were also pretty badly scurched.

The rapidity with which the flames spread
was nothing short of a marvel, A atrong dead
east wind, amocunting at times to almost a
huricane, was blowing whc. the fire broke out.
Great sparks and burning cinders were blown
westward with rapidity, and by 2 o’clock the
fames Lad roached the foot of Scott street.
Almost averyshing in its wake, statiocary and
afloat, from Priucess to Yongo atrests, was
buraed to tho ground.

Thoe syndicate, it is said,pur
chased it for & more tong, snd woro making
preparationsto manufacture glucnes, spices, otc ,
on & large cosle, the schoonor Annie Mulvey,
Rogors’ coal docks,with soveral hundred tons .f
coal, Thos. Saultors’ boathouss, A. Evany’ boat
bouns S R, Heykes' boat banan J. Guase';,

A perfectly sound piece, oxhibited
by P. L. Simmons before the London Society of
Artg, was from o tree cut 32 years previous,
that had remained on the ground since, Every
two or throo years brush fires had run over it
and it has been exposed to the extremes of
clunato .o that region. Thero are 15 different
apies of jarrah, and the gruwth 13 straight aad
without limbs 50 or 60 fect from the roots.

THE MARKXET FOR CHERRY,

The time is not far distant when good cherry
timber will bo as difficult to obtain as good
walout, is at the present time. The cherry
forests of Penusylvania, undoubtedly the finest
in the cruntry, are nearly exhausted, and about
all that js left in that state is held by a fow
largo operators who have advanced the price of
the manufactured lumber tu such a figure that
in certain sections it has becomo a difficult
matter to secure trade. In 1878 ths demand
forcl.arry lumber ir: the East began to incroase,
and it was the means of increasing the number

of mills iir tho state mentioned, At that timo
stumpago cost nearly, if not quite, as much as
present, and tho Iumber sold at an averago of
£37 per thousand fect at tho mills for goud, and
the culls were considered worthless, As the
demand increased the manufacturers gradually
increassd prices, and at tho prosent time good
it and second cherry is held at the Pepnsyl.
vania mills at $M a thousand, while tho genera)
gradoof tho l..mber is Inferior to that sold seven
yease ago et §87.  Cherry culls aro sold to-day,
at from $10 to 810 a thousand, and tho demand
is increasing from the fact that numerous manu-
facturers of small warce are using cull chorry
in preforence to other woods.  Within tho past
two ycars operators in certain parts of North
Carolina, having put up portable mills, and at
great oxpense, built roads up rugged mountain
sides. As ynttho vonture has proved but fairly
vrofitakie, and it has not boon possiblo to
domonstrate the true worth of North Carolina

cherry, from tho fact that moat of the timber so
fur obtained has been the smaller logs cut from
the various tracts, .

A curious foaturo of the chorry tradu is the
decreaso in the domand cast, and increascs in
the west. Up to the presunt year the sals of
cherry west of Ohio has been [imitod, as com.
pared with the east,but prosort indications point
to a radical change in this feature. One
Chicago hardwood dealer has lately contractod
for 1,000,000 fost of Pennsylvania cherry, and
still an~ther has bought 500,000 foet froin partios
in Nortia Carolina, in each instance paying not
lors than the prico botoss named. Tt is claimed
bg yard men in the East with present trade
these 18 no profit to bo secured at such figures,
and the result is that tho architects and builders
have adopted othur woods, which, in_turn, has
caused cherry manufacturers to solicit trade in
other sections.—XNorthiwestern Lumberman,

—The volume of trade lns vigibly
increased from tho yards during the past woek
All tho yards aro not cqually busy, howm.cr.
much depends on the location and tho prosimity
of the dealer to the scane of building opomtiun?

The quantity of lumber arriving by rail is
considerably in excess of tho demand so far, :m.d
the railrond yards are full to replotion. This
stato of things will not, however, I think, con
tinue, as a large quantity of logs dependent on
the Juno freshets, have net got down the
streams, aud will have to await another scason’s
chances.  Several mills arc now ghort of logs,
and the longer lengths of bill stuff is quite
limited,

Tho quantity of lumber moving over our
docksissmall. The vrincipal shippers at the
present timo aro Messp Christie, Kerr & Co.,
8. C. Kanady & Co., Do. wh & Oliver,and Wm,
Latch. The first namncd being the heaviest in
amount. The prinsipal part now is ahipping 1s
from this scason's cut, and a considerable
portion of that now moving is not yet ina fie
condition for shipment.

Mill men snd lumber dealers alike are
considerably oxercised just now over the coming
enforcement of the agreement cntered into by
tho freight agents of the varivus railroads, as to
weighing all Joads of lumber. It is now stated
that tho manager of N. & N. W. R. R,, intends
to inforce the charge for double freight on all
exceas weight ovor 25,000 pounds,— rather a
cheerful out.ook for the lumbermen in the near
futare. Y cannot ssy how far law may upho.d
that decision, but certain it is, common senso
would dictate, that if any portion of tho load is
casried by weight, tho whole load must be sub-
ject to tho samo rule. If this is carried out
to the oxtent indicated it is not hard to decide
on tho futurc prosperity of tho above road, At
many points on that line the pine is all cut off
atill leaving large quantities of hemlock, and
some mill mon are now considering the question
a8 to pulling down their mills and moving off to
pasturcs Dew, or cutting up their hemlock
before doiig so. DBut docs any sane man
imagine for & moment that hemlock will be
manufectured and freighted here at nine-tenths
of = mill per pound. Better by far strip off the
bark and then burn the trees, or let it stand as
jtnow is. Just so soun as railroad managers
romo to understand that tho intorests of their

inos, and that of their patroxns, are identical,
just 80 soon will their roads presper and not
before.

Fair cargoes
of short green stuff are worth $9 a thousaund,
and if dry, $%.60, Where cargoes run a largo
percentago to long longths—~that is, more than
20 feet—1t 18 common to sell the long schedule
at o separato price. ' Wo hear of a lot of 22-foot
2x12 that sold at §11, and another lot of 22-foot
aud upwards at §12. Long lengths, of both
timbers and *slim jims” are still in great
demand, at special prices.

There has lately boen considerable of No, 1
beards and strips offered on the market,a strik-
myg change from the character of the offerings
in tho early part of tho season. This class of
Jumber ranges in prices from $16 to $18.

Thero is no visible evidence of weakness in
the shungle market. The supply tlus woek hoa
probably been larger thau for & time provious,
but there has been no clog in the movemont.
Pricey, so far as reported, are the samo as thoso
Iately provahng, cedar sharing in the better
condition equally with pine.

Lath drifts along through the scason without
any feature worthy of particularnotice.

There are viable signa that the August trade

mehi wan bu e cvident that autudy will fail to
see it. If it were not for the comparatively
Ingh fraight rate to southwestern Missouri river
points there would even now be a considerable
rush of lumber in that direction,

When tho southwet2rn high rate blockade is
takea inte comideration, tho amount of trade
that is being dene, and the revival that is
beginning, arc cnocouraging features which go
to show that the wholesale business of this city
1a nut wholly dependent on the Kansasdomand.
This stato is now calling for a great deal of

o] lumber. It is true that the Illinois trade is

largely centrolled by certain houses, and sl do
net get a direet benefit from it; yet in an
iidirect way they do, ag, in a sense, the lumber
heid by dealers hicro 13 common stock, so that
when any secton ol the trade 13 making heavy
shipmenta, all are called upen for assortments,
and thus the general trade is benefitted.

Asa matter of fact the midsummer dullness
hias bren vaagperated.  Inqgairy from yard to
yanrd discloses the fact that in numerous instan
cra the yrar's aales, and the sales fer July, in
wdi.sdnal yanls, have excoeded the busines
{or corresponding periods of Jaat year, from 15
o 50 percent. Seme yands have sold about as
sruch lumber this vear as they did last, and a
few Lave oot sold aa much.

oh W carge uarkel is an evidence that this

class of Jumber is wanted ; and why wanted if
it has not been sold ? for ovorybody knows that
thero was o heavy stock in pile at the closo of
navigation last year. Horo wo aro, at the
present juncture, with a promising fall demnand
just beginning, with generally good crops to
sustain it, with dopleted stocks of dimension,
stiff prices on the market at the late advance,
and all selling that is offered, while at the same
timo the dealers are trying to force sales in the
country, in advance of tho season, with cut
lists, in somo instances, it is feared. Could
trade folly present o moro characteristio
spectacle?

The lato breezo in regard to shingles scems to
have somewhat subsided, though it is claimed
that the advanco of 10 to 156 cents a thousand
is firtnly naintained.

An ostimate mado by the secretary of the
Lumbcerman’s Exchange, based on the partial
returns on hand, indicate that the stock on
hand in the yards of this city, August 1,

Onocvessel has alao arrived from Quebee,
Tho othar items inainly consist of props and
other goods from various ports, principally
from tho south of Norway., Altogether the
arrivals are large in amount, aud will tend still
further to incrcaso a stock alrcady in every
departinent too heavy for the scason. The
demand has not improved at all; if any differ-
ence, it is on the other side, and to all appesr-
ancos scems not at all likely to give much
ground for hope.

The Timber Trades Jotirnal of August st
2ays :~Tho deliveries of floated timber from
the docks are apparently still active, and this
week wo have to record 1,618 loxds gone into
consumption, against 1,167 loads last. Flooring
boards also have been carted away from the
Surroy Comimercial sheds pretty freely during
tha period named, 700 standards being the
week’s quantum, against 664 atandards of the
corresponding week & yearago. Doals, how
ever, were more actively in demand this time
twelvemonth, th. comparison being 011
standards chis yoar against 3,623 twelvo months
back, 2 differcnce of 557 standards in favor of
the wock's consumption of last year. Ten
thousand standands is a big differenico Lo make
up, and wo fear thero is very little prospect of
approaching anything like an cqnal retumnin
