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ATt the Provinclal Synod of the Anglican Church
now In sesslon at Montreal, Canon Carmichael In sub-
mitting the Report of the Temperance Committes ve-
commended the appointment in Canada of a “ Tem
perance Sunday,”—the same as in England.

Sir Henry Fitzharding Berkeley
Maxse, KC.M.G, held the rank of Lieutenant-Col-
onel in the British army, and served in tha Crimeaan
war asaide-de-camp to Lord Cardigan. He took part
in the battla of Alma, the famous charge of the iight
Brigade at Balaklava in which he was wounded, and
in the siegc of Sebastopol. He received various
Turkish dacorations for his valour. Sir Henry retired
from the army in 1863, aud in 1881 was appointed
Governor of Newfoundland.

THE work of recenstruction i the United Method-
ist Conference proceeds rapidly and smootkly, Con-
siderable progress has been made. So far there has
been no friction, and the appointments made and the
conclusions reached have been satisfactorily received.

Rice and Carmaa have been appointed superin-
tendents, and Rev. J. C. Antlifle has been eclected
secretary, The name for the United Church agreed
upon—*" The Methedist Church,” has at all eventsthe
merits of distinctness and brevity, The disciplinary
clavse requiriog young ministers to consult their
spiritual fatkers as well as the father of the intended
bride before nihrrymg has been climinated.

THOUGH reference has already been made to the
encouraging success attending the work of the Pres-
byterian Church in the United States, the following
condensed summary gives at a glance an idea of the
progress achieved during the past year. According

1603, ana tho tutal number of cuurches §,860, an 10
crease of 116 as compared oith 1882, Siunve the last
summary was issued 10,4y; aduits and 17,728 wofants
bave been buguzed. I2e total number of ministers

2 s 5,218, not imncluding licentlates of thelast years, 282 ;

and candldates, 678, The sum of contributions for
all purposes during the Church year was §9.661,493.

A CONTEMPORARY says that Mr, Bradlaugh is not
such a datling of the people as tho telegraphic
despatches sometimes causs pople to suppose.
Accordiog to a well-informed correspondent neiter
the ministry nor anybody else, except the people of
Northampton, trouble themselves much about Mr.
Labouchere's colleague. His handful of active par-
t.zans claim that at a recent meeting o support of his
“rights” in Trafalgar Square, over 50,000 people
were assembled. A carcful calculation has been
made in regard to the space upon which they stood,
and tt is found that not more than 20,000 could possibly
have found room around the Bradlaugh rostrum., A
gentleman who was present has no hesitation in saying
that not more than 2.000 or 3000 at the outside ware
there to take any real part in the procecdiugs.

FRANK, brother of the notorious Jesse James, has
been tried for a series of daring and dastardly crimes
which for a number of years he had been in the
habit of committing, No sane man doubts hig guilt.
The evidence against him was most conclusive; and
of course he was condemned to the penalty he so justly
deserved, the majssty of law asserted, and law-abiding
people reassured that life and property are to be re-
spected? Not at all. A jury of hus countrymen de-
clared that he was not guilty of the offences charged
against him, while the counsel who conducted the
defence solemnly declared his belief in the culprit's
innocence. This daring freebooter is let loose on
society again. Law is degraded, and the young and
thoughtless readers of the blood-curdling dime novel
have another striking proof that the lawless ruffiw Is
the successful hero of the day.

MucH excitement has been caused in Windsor be-
cause Mr. Dunn, a respeciable coloured man, has sent
his daughter to the Central School. The Principal
ordered her to leave, but the little girl refused to go.
At the next regular meeting of the School Board a
trustee offered a resolution to abolish the higher room
in the coloured school and permit the dozen pupils
there to go to the Central School, asthis would reduce
expenses several hundred dollars, and ke thought it
would be a wise policy. The resolution was finally
referred to the Committee on Teachers. Mr. Dunn
has taken legal action in the matter, and a reference
of the question to the Minister of Education has been
made. There are only four coloured schools in On-
tario,at Windsor, Amherstburg, Dresdenand Chatham.
This occurrence is an exception to the usual fairness
with which coloured people in Canada are treated.

MormoNisK has shown great vitality during the
present year. Its missionaries have been more than
usually active, They have been successful in obtain-
ing accessions in several of the older States, chi:fly
south and west. The largest influx of dupes is from
abroad. The Mormon immigration for the season
has been unusually extensive, The movement is des-
tined to collapse from its own inherent weakness.
But these foreign accessions materially help to stave
off the inevitable dissolution. The people of the
United S*ates grow indignant occasionally over this
religious delusion and monstrous social wrong. They
have occasional spasms of repression, but public
cpinion and legal enactments 2redisregarded, and the
evil is allowed to grow. What slavery wasin ths

AT the opening of the Anglican Synod in Montreal
the Metropolitzn, referring to tho present position of
the Charch, said . A sustaining power has been felt
all along not of earth, and ouy position in Canada
to-day, it may be, is a trying one—one party claiming
to be theonly representatlve of the Catholic Church on
earth. That party I should doill to despise. Weagree
in essential doctrines, such as the baptism and other
rudimentary articles of faith, yet when any wisae® to
come forth we do not make the way straight or diffi.
cult; we welcome them into the fold. There
have, from time immemorial, been three different
orders—bishops, priests, and deacons; and if any
other Christian minister wishes to join us we ordain
him. We do not re-ordain the Roman Catholic, yet
we are more fully justified, under the present clreums
stances, in allowing the Presbyterian body the use of
our churches. You witl, I hope, agreo with me that
there are many more Christians than are usually
ackoowledged. Lven in Elijah’s days there were
found to be 7,000 who had not bowed the knes to
Baal, neither had they kissed him, Should the
Church abandon a single one of its tenets it would not
beasuccess. We could ill afford to dispense with any
one of the divisions of the Church. The “ Evangeli.
cal® is necessary as it is the outcome of spirituality ;
the “ High Chur~“" is necessary because it is the
outcome of the syuritual feeling in the Church, and
wishes as well to preserve the full magaificence of the
service. We could not spare the “ Broad Church?
party because of its clear thought and strength of
mind and purpose, as shown by those good men who
wish to oppose the realms of free thought and
atheism. We heartily welcome all those of our dear
brothers present this day from all parts of the
Dominion, as well as of our sister Church in tke
United States. In closing herecommended increased
action in spreading the ranks of the Church,

WEEKLY HEALTH BULLEBTIN—The weather of
the week, other than being abonormally cold for the
season, shows no marked peculiarity except the very
constant prevalence of westerly winds, Hence it is
not surprising to find that the health of the Province
generally is unusuaily good for the sezson of the year.
The number of diseases reported from every District
is unusually small, while the cases reported are mostly
of Diarrhcea and Intermittent Fever.  Bronchitis,
however, along with Tonsillitis, has again began to
advance in prevalence, but Neuralgia and Rbeuma-
tism, along with Arcemia, do not show any notatle
change. Amongst Fevers, Intermittent still stands
most prominent, but iis absolute prevalence, as com-
pared with other summer seasons, is unusually small,
Fever Enteric shows an upward tendency, appearing
amongst the six most prevalent diseases in DistrictI.,
castern Ontario. We notice that Scarlatina has again
appeared 2mong the tweaty most prevalent diszases,
while Measles, present last week, does not appear.
Other contagious diseases are noticeably abseat. An

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PRINCE ALBERT MISSION.

MR, EDITUR,~-in your tssue of the 22ad ult,, | ob-
serve a letter from Rev, James Sieveright, Prince Al.
bert, which may require some notice for the sake of
thnse of your readers who are not acquainted with the
peculiarities of the writer. It purports to be a critl-
cism of the Foreign Misston Repor:, which 1 had the
honour of laying before the last ueneral Assembly,
As your readers have not seen that report, § send youa
copy ot 1t,and 1 hope you will publish 1n fuli tnat portion
of it relating to Prince Albert, which excites the dis-
pleasure of Mr, Stevenght. This might almost be
1eR as a sufhicient answer to the cnticism, for 1 thunk
those who read the report ia connection with the «ct-
ter, will observe two things ; (1) that, whie Mc, Sieve-
right has thrown out tnsinuations and endeavoured to
exclte wild suspictons sgainst ths committee, he has
not ventured to contradict cne statement contamed 1n
the Report ; and (2) that the facts stated amply war-
rant the very mud action taken by the bkoreign Mis.
sion Committee, The bitter and unchrisuan spirit
which prevades Mr. dSieveright s letter must be mant.
fest to every reader, 1 hope I shall not imutatest ; but
1 do not conceal from myselt that it i1s not easy to
preserve decorum of language in referring to a letter
which s chazactenzed throughout by inaccuracy of
statement, so extreme as to render fis assertions al-
most worthless, The writer appears to labour etther
under a natural, or a moral inability to give a fair and
rellable statement of facts, It would be wearisome
following Mr. Sievenight through all his tnaccuracies
and mistaiements, as therc i3 scarcely a paragraph in
his letter which does not bristle with them. 1 shall,
however, give speamens of this pamnful nfirmity,
which will enable the reades to judge of the whols
production from which they are taken.

The occasion of Mr, Steveright's effusion, is the fact
reported to the General Assembly that the Foreign
Mission Committes had, for the reasons indicated,
felt it necessary <o dispense with his services as
missionary 1n charge, at Prince Albei,, and the de-
¢ign of the letter, so far as | can gather ¢, ts to leave
theimpression on the Church that a singularly wise and
wothy gentleman has been treated with great harshe
ness by the committee, and that they and their work
are quite unwcrthy of confidence. 1 do uot think
either conclusion s warranted by thefacts. Whether
Mr. Sleveright has any reason to complain of the
manner in which be was treated depends chiefly on
two things, viz.: (1) whether he had authonty to sell
Iots, order a second survey and do certain other acts
which hedid ; and (2) waether, having assamed a power
which did not belong to him, he manifested, tn the use
he made of it, common sense and a due regard for the
interests of the Foreign Mussion Committee on whosc
behalf he professed to act.  No one acquainted with
the facts can well answer these questions in the afirm.
ative,

‘Tbe Foreign Mission Committee which alone could
authorize the sale of the Prince Albert mission pro-
perty, appointed Mr. T. N. Campbell as thelr agent
to sell the lots surveyed. Mr, Sieveright says they re-
quested him to take “charge of their interests,” a
phrase which | presume he thought elastic enough to
cover what ke did ; but, anfortunately, he 1s not accu-
rate, The words employed were that he would take
“ a greneral oversight of the property and iuterests of
the Foretgn Mission Gommuttee tn that place.® To
keep away undesirable residents, the agent was al-
lowed to sell no lots mithout the sanction of the mis-
sionary in charge. This vefo power gave the ms-
sionary no nigh: to setl.  But Mr. sievenght ts rich in
in the sources of his authority, be informs as that
his ** appoictment was twofold, made by the Foreign
Mission Committee, ratified by sub-commuttee of the
Manitoba Presbytery.” This rauncation s, | belteve,
purely mythical. A maa must have a poor optuton of
the intelligence of his readers who imagines they can
believe that any appointment made by a committee ot
the General Assembly 1n refersace to property ac.
quired for thew work, needs to be ranfied by a com-
mittee ot Presbytery. But tlus 1s not the only example
which he has gven of the exercise of a asurped
power, The Foreign Misnion Commuttee authorized
a survey of lots on the front portion of the mission
propesty, expressly limuting the sumber of lots to 200,
This fact Mr. Sievesight has conveniently forgotien ;

and, after laying out 180 lots in the first survay, he
saw fit on his own authority to have 500 additional
lots latd out, He cenalnly had no authority to appro-
pnata the proceeds of the mission lots sold , but, with:
out leave asked o: given, he borrowed for his new
church from this source $342 which remalns still
unpaid,

1f Me. Sloveright in tho use be made of this assumed
powes aimed at the best interests of the Forelgn Mis
slon cause on whose behalf he voluntarily agreed to
act, he must be credited with a slngular lack of judg
ment. No one centainly will suppose he was swayed
by personal considerations.  But h :nay happen that
a man who has such abounding «eal for charch buiia
ing may imagine thar the end amply sanctifies the
means,

He sold every lot on the ftst survey at nominal
prices with buildlag conditlens, a plan in every way
fitted to secure the village to the spot whero he was
building his church, but scarcely fitted to help Forelgn
Missions snasmuch as the most valuable portion of
the propenty was sold at an aveiage of $:3 per lot,
and no pant of it reserved so0 as to give the mission
the beneiit of the enhanced price which might easily
have been sccured. Many of these lots have since
been resold at eight ot ten times the price at which
they were originally glven away. This sale was com
menced without the sanction of the Forelgn Mission
Committee, and one third of the lcts were sold before
they knew that it had been begun. And when they
satimated that they did act wish any lots sold, until a
title could be given, they were told It was too late,
and the sale went on.

The large mission house standing on what is pro-
bably the best business site In Prince Albert, was dis-
posed of by privale sale for $;00,less than half its
value, and that, at a time, when necarly the whole 18¢
lots of the Birst survey were sold, and when the
value of the remaining portlon of the mission pro-
perty lylng far in the rear could not be percepuibly in-
creased thereby. The house wkich had been carefully
built needed repairs when I saw it, batto callit ¢ dila-
pidated ” is an abuse of language. It was scarcely
the interest of the Foreign Mission which led M;g.
Steveright to appropriate, without leave asked or given,
the $342 already mentioned to the erection of his new
church. It was not a regard to the Interests of the
Foreign Mission caase which led M. Sieveright to ap-
propnate and sell tea acres of lots in the second sur
vey for the erection of a manse. I am aware he in-
formed me, and also the peaple of Prince Albert, that
he had the authority of the Rev, Dr. Black for this
proceeding. I felt that this was morally Impossible,
inasmuch as Dr. Black was informed by letter,
that the Committce of Manitoba Presbytery was
anthorized “ to reserve on the front a portion of land,
not exceeding two acres, as Charch property for the
use of the congregation, and to inform the said con-
gregaton at 2rince Albart that £A:s Committce will be
prepared to allocate to them a portion of the lot far-
ther back, say ten acres, as soon as a proper title is
obtained from the Government.”

1 wrote to Mr. Sieveright asking him to send me the
letter to which he had referred, and be kindly sent me
a letter from Dr. Black of the date he had mentioned ;
but, when I read it, I found that it did not contain one
word which either directly or indirectly authorized the
sale of the ten acres. Mr. Sieveright’s statement was
fnacsurate, and the sale anacthorized. What he ap-
propriated, moreover, was not a block of ten acres,
which was what was promised, but ten acres of town
iots, which with their proportion of streets, would
have made more than thorfeen acres. The Foreisa
Mission Committee might have cancelled this entire
sale, and that of the large mission house , and, I pre-
sume, they may accept Mr. Sieveright's amiable com-
maunication, as his letter of thanks for their forbearance.
He obtained, I anderstand, §$5,100 for these ten acres
of lots, a mach larger sum than he secured for four
times the quantity of more valuable land, comprised
in the first survey sold for the committee, and yet this
gentleman whose business capacity was so great,
could not retain one lot to be sold at its real value, for
the benefit of the Foreign Mission. It s quite evidant
that he knew how to improve his position, as represen.
tative of the Foreign Misslon Committes, so as to make
it subsidiary to the ends which ha regarded ag most
important. He was successful in erecting a charch
and 1 presume also a manse, both of which I am glad
to se2 at Prince Albest, but success compassed by

such means, is not of a high order, and cannot be

achleved a second time. Mr Sleveright T observe
takes exception to that clause of the Foraign Misslon
Report ns incorrect which states that “ the Committes
thought it better to relieve bim of duties be had made
unnecceszarily onerous.* He wishes tho world to know
that he resigned Tt is quite truo that when he learned
how his course was likely to be viowed, when bhe
learned that the commiiteo had peremptarily sue.
pended all sales on the misslon property, and bad
sent tho convener out to inquire into the state of mar
ters there, he resigned, and left bis vesignatios bebing
him, and started, T presume on urgent business, for
Ontarlo, four days before tho conveaer reached Priore
Albert. Al this is the * unvaroished truth® Vut i+
is also true, that it was oot by the acceptance of bis
resignation that he was relieved (rom duty, but by 3
letter of the coovener which was submitted to the
committee and its artion confirmed, before the resly-
natlonwas gven considered T amsorry that it {snow
necessary in the interests of trutb to go farther and
polnt out a few things which will show the measuro of
reliance which cap be placed on Mr Sieveright’s or-
tempts to discredit the committee and thelr work.

1. Referring to that paragraph i the report which
intimates that, wbile in the disposal of the misslon
property, the interests of the Todian work must ever
be paramount, tkat, {p the event of s very large som
being realized from the Pr'nce Albert property, it may
be found possibly to ald also o college or institution
for higher education, as the people there desire, Mr
Sieveright writes - * The ex-convener is most copsiss-
ent. He solemnly assured the Prince Albert people,
a pledge had been given to the Government that the
whole proceeds would be speot on Todian missions”
There i3 just enougb of truth o this statement to
make it a plausible falsehood ‘The facts are these-
\When the copvener and Rev Hugh MeKellar reached
Prince Albert last August, they fouad that it was
commonly reported throughout the settlement that
the Foreiga Mission Committee would take the pro-
ceeds of the misslon property and “ squander # them
in India and China, and Rev James Sieveright was
freely given os the author of the rumour ; and, T have
good reason to know that, whep be was dowsn in Ov.
tario last summer, he spoke freely in the same straly,
This mischievous invention was in every way fitted to
engender in that community bitter feclings against
the committee, and even to encourage an immoral pro-,
posal which had been mooted in Prince Albest to ap-
propriate the entire property for purely locas purposes,
anconnected with the Tadian work If the clrenlation
of this ramour wera due to Mr. Sleveright, it wasa
most inexcusable act of perfidy towards the commit-
tee. For in the very first letter which I wrote to him,
requesting him to take a geueral oversigh! of our mis.
sion property. T veferred to the portions of it which
were to be given to the Presbyterian congragation,
and then I added,  what shall be done with the re.
mainder of the property is as yet undecided. It will,
however, be employed, in some way for the furtherance
of work among the Tndians.” But with this official
statement in his hands, and without a Hne to indicate
a change of purpose, Mr Sieveright, if he did not
originate this rumour, allowed it to circulate uncontra.
dicted. I felt it necessary to check this mischievous
falsehood, and accordingly, I explained to the people,
at a public meeting, that it had always heen the inten-
tion of the Foreign Mission Committee to devote the
procesds of the mission property to Indian work, and
pointed out two things to them - (1) that, according to
the deed drawn up by the General Assembly and ae
cepted by the Government, and in accordance with
whose terms they bad promised to give us a pateat,
the property was to be beld by the trustees for the use
of the Indian missions of the Church, or for such vses
for such other purposes as the General Assemblymay
by resolution direct. T showed them that ip zccord-
ance with the terms of this deed the Foreign Mis.
sion Committee had no asthority to appropriate the
proceeds of these lands to any other thas Todlan
work, without the express sanction of the General As
sembly ; (2) that the provision, which allows the
Ceneral Assembly when it sess cause to direct the
proceeds of these missiop lands to be diverted toother
purposes, wag inserted at my suggestion, in ordar that
we might be in a position to give 3 portian of our land
to the Prince Albert congregation and others in a simi-
lar position. Mr Sleveright gives the checerful assur-
ance that our mission property will not new bringus
oxe half that was offered for it last year. Prince Albert
is evidently in a bad way and its prospects have, for
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gome unexplained cause become suddenly overcast ;
but still he is anxious to have us start in addition to
an Episcopal University and Roman Catholic School
of bigher education, a Presbyterian College, and to
have appropriated to its support this mission propeny,
which is of so fittle value. But, with all duc deference
to Mr. Sievenight s consistency, wechink that i Prince
Albert develops Into a laige city, as {s still possible,

the musion propenty will become very valuable, and |

the Goneral Assembly may, whils cariog for the in-
dians, s¢6 its way to aid an institution for higher
education. But, it on the other hand, Prince Albert
goes down, now that Mr. Sieveright 15 about to leave
it, it may not bo considered necessary, in order to
meet the wants of 1ts populaton, to establish a second
university or college, even on paper,

2, A paragraph in this letter regarding the grave-
yard, 13 50 bad that 1t 1s ditficult to conceive how aay
man with a reimnnant ot consucence could have penred
it, Mr, Sieveright allows himsclf to write 1n these
terms ; “An offictal declaration announces the sale of
the graveyard claimed by the congregauon, with the
dead bodtes still snterred,  That may be a most regu-
lar procecding, It presisicd ip, the law courts mll
doubtless have an opportunity of dectding whether
¢ven a Foreign Misston Committee can make mer-
chandise out of the bodies of their fellow men,”

\What arethe facts ¢  The old graveyard s tacluded
in the first survey of 180 lots, and was laid out into
lots by Mr, Sievenght's direction,and 1 understand
that a sumber ot bodies were at his tnstance moved
to a new burying-ground. When 1 visited Prnince
Albert last August, Mr. T. N. Campbell reported in
wnung the sale ot 179 lots, together with the price ob-
tatned. The 179 lots included the whole of the first
survey, except the large mission house, with whose
sale be had nothing todo. He reponed, therefore, the
sale of the old graveyard, but the agent could not sell
lots without the sancuon of Mr. Sievenght, the ms-
sionary in charge. But this s not all.  On the 28th
April, 1882, Mr. Sievenght wrote to me, as follows,
viz.; © Youwill be glad to bear that all he lots (180,
surveyed on the missiun property have been sold, at
the pnces agreed upon, with building condiuons at-
tached® He therefore himself reported ihe sale of the
graveyard. This sale was made without the know-
ledge, or approbation of the Foreign Mission Commit-
tee. It could be made legiumately only w1th his sanc-
tion, and he himselt reported the fact, as one that
should make us glad, and yet he has the effrontery
now to reproach the Foreign Mission Commitice with
* making merchandise out of the badies of theis fetlow
men” Comment is unnecessary. Mr. Sieveright
has supplied a gauge by which we can measure the ex-
acts value of his statements.

3. It is only 12 the light of this exposure that we
can understand how Mr. Stevenght could pen such
a sentence as the following respecung Prince Albent
Mission: * Nothiog 15 cleater than that ne pure ladian
mission—that is, distinct from the white settlers and
Loglish speaking half-breeds, who would scarcely
desm 1t 2 compliment to be classed as Indians—ever
existed,” If reliance can be placed in any human ;esti-
mony, save that of your veracious Prince Albert corres-
pondent, “ nothing can be clearer ” than that,when
Rev, James Nisbet was sent in 1869 to found a mission
to the Indians inthe North-West, he began his workin
the wilderness,on the spot nowknown as Prince Albert,
and there was not a white settler or an English spzak-
ing half-breed to be found in the entire reglon for
many miles around. The mission was as purely In-
diap as any mission that ever extsted. Pnnce Albent
was by competant judges considercd admirably suited
for the Indian work, and for a time the work went on
hopefully, Gradually, however, the Indians who were
numerous at first, in the neighbouthood, moved west-
ward after she buflals, and Prince Atbert became less
suitable as an Indlan mussion field. After a tme
Loglsh-speaking sattlers attracted by the richness of
the soit and the adrantages of the mission, took ap
fand 1n the neighbourhood, and their spiritual inter-
ests were cared for by the missionanies, All this was
known .and reported to the General Assembly year
after year, long before Ms. Sicveright saw Frince Al-
bert, {8 was at the request of the Foreign Mussion
Committes that the English work was ultimately trans-
torred in 1577 to the llome Mission Committes, But
these facts give no countenance to the wanton asser-
tion that fio pure ndian Misston ever exisied at Prince
Albert—an assertion which s a like! on the deaa and
on the living, The fruit ot the Prince Albert mussion

{s not found in Psince Albert alons, although even
there Mr, Sloveright could dlscover It somewhat
pleautully, not long since, when he urged the Forelgn
Mission Commitiee to make a liberal grant to his new
church, on account of this Indian work which was
still goirg on there. But the fact that the large band
of ladians ander Mis-ta-was.sls, head chief of the
Carlton Cree nation, were so impressed with what
they had heasd long before at Prince Albert, thata
few yeamn an. they eamnestly requested the Presbyter
lan Church to senu Rev. John Mackay among them,
18 very concluslve evidence that a true Indian Mis
slon, doing good work, existed at Prince Albert.

The grouads upon which ho seeks to support bis
asseriion that no pure Indian Mission eves existed at
Prince Albert, do not sustain It, If there were only
sixteen Creo Indians on the Communion roll, during
the first ten years, there have boeen many missions to
the heathen, alumately successful, mhich had not a
| siogle convert for a much longer period. But he has
a second grouad fos his assertion . “ No Indlan ever
resided in P rnce Albernt, ever owned a Jot and erected
a house.” This statement shows & matvellous Inac
quaimtance with Iadian habits, o1 a strong determina
uon to find grounds for a baseless assertion. Mu.
Sievenght ought to know thae the heathen Crees of
tho plains had no fixed resldewcs; and owaed ano lots
and buid no houses anywhere, Lut FPrincz Albert
was a pount where they camped In lai ;e numbers,

Mr. Sievenght is carrled away so far as to allow
hiumself o say of the Fuince Albert Indian work, “Its
main exises ¢ was In the printed teport, In many
tespedts 2 _ourypbal as to lead one cognlzant of the
whele fau. 10 say . * If that Is the report of the Forelgn
Mussion issues, I'l bave no falth in their reposts from
India and China'” In reference to the printed re
ports, I can only say that they have Invariably been
based with gieat case on the seports furnished by the
missiopaties 1o the ficld and by brethren In Maniioba,
who, Lke the late D1, Black, bad very much better
opportunites than I had of knowing the character and
progress of the woik, This paragraph ralses the
quesuon of trustworthiness as between M, Sieveright
and those who were before him at Prince Albert. It
mught have been wiser for him not to have suggested
the companson, for, if the Church has to choos2
between the seliability of men Lke Nisbet, McKellar,
and Johason, and the gentleman who charges the
Foraign Mission Committee with making merchan-
dise out of the bodies of their fellow men by a sale
which he himsell reported, and sust have sanctioned,
1 do not think it will be greatly to the advantage of
Mt. Sleveright,

1 have seferred to only a small portion of tha inac-
curacies of this letter, but I hope enocugh has been
satd to show that the Forelgn Mission Committee
dealt very mildly with a gentleman who took anwar
tanted hberties in dealing with their property, and
did not display any special wisdom or marked re
gard to their interests in his actings, and I trust also
that the real value has been made appareat of his at
tempts to discredit the committes and their work.

BELIEVERS MEETING AT NIAGARA—A
REPLY.

MgR. Lut1or,—1 have just had placed In my hands
a copy of yout paper, of Aogust 22nd, in which there
appears a letter signed ¢ Presbyter ” professing to give
a repont of a Bible reading delivered by me at the
Naagara Conference, and the friend who gave it me
has requested that I shall write and correct the mis-
representations which have been made by your anony-
mous comrespondent who, fror. under cover, has
attacked me with personalities and mads false state-
ments as to what I sald on that occasion, As to the
personalities I am not concerned to answer them, thess
things move me not—they are to be expected. My
work remains with Him who judgeth righteously, and
aetthet the kindly sympathy of partial friends noz the
cnvenomed attacks of concealed foes can affect that
judgment,

As to the false statements made, it would be a
wearisome and thankless task to refute them in detail,
a task for which I have not the time to spare or you
the space to wastt , but, with your permission, I will
gtve two or three Instances of the writer’s perversion
of my statements which will servs as 2 sample of bis
whole letter .—Speaking of the parable of the sower,
in profcsuny to give my views, he says. “but to say

there was only one fourth of the field frultful ts a gra-
tultous and ridiculous assumption.” Now this assump-
tion Is /s, not méne. 1 never said o or assumed any
such thing. I stated, and gave as my authotlty the
Word of God, that only one fourth of the seed sown
produced fruit. I nover confounded the seed whichls
the Word, Matt. «ill. 13 and Mark Iv. 14, with the
field in which It is sown. If Presbyter can ses no
differenca between the 5. and the fe/d I cannot
surely be held responsible for his lack of perception,

Again he says . “ Here let me give you Mr, Par
lane’s version of the parable of the leaven. The
kingdom of heaven ls corruption which the mother of
harlots and abominations bid In or among the saints
of God or the Church, uatll the whole of the salnts or
the whole of the Church was corrupted.” I most em-
phatically deny that I gave any such Interpretation of
the parable, and assert that the statement of your cor-
respondent Is a gross perversion of what T did say.
I repudlate such an exposition of the parable which
must have bad ts origin In Prasbyter’s own festile
Imagination. It Is the fitst time I ever heard of it.
The gist of what I said respecting the parable of the
feaven (on which I dwelt but little, for the reason 1
then gave, that the subject had bsen discusted ex
haustively the day before I arrived) was this, viz
that the kingdom of heaven, which I had already ex
plained to be, not “the saints of God or the Church
of God,” but professsn, Aristendim, wasto be leavened
as to three parts (Lke as three parts of the seed are
unproductive so three measures of meal are leavened)
and that leaven which Is naturally fermentation and
corruption was symbolical of false doctrine. The
woman who hid the leaven, being, as I believed, the
mother of hatlots.

Just as Presbyter in the parable of the sower con
founds the Jccd with the .47, so again here as far as
I am able to gather his meaning, which is difficult, he
tegards as one and the same thing the kingdom of
heaven in Matt. xiil., which bas within it “/ares,’
Man. xiit, 2€, ¥ things that cfernd) etc, Matt. «iil.
4. Yevery kind™ ¢ bad as well as good)” Matt, xiii.
47, 48, (the kingdom in mystery, the mysteries of
which it is given to the Children of God to know, Matt.
xlil. 11} with the Church of God “ which is His body,”
Eph. L 23, “ which is without spot or wrinkle or any
such thing,” Epb. ». 27, and as a patural result is
hopelessly confused , the fact being that be is pro-
foundly lgnorant of dispensational truth. T use the
word ignorant in no offensive sense, for we were all
equally ignorant unti! Divine grace enlightened our
understanding. ‘That it is justifiable to explain leaven
as false docirine can be seen (without searching more
deeply} from a study of Luke xil. r; Matt. xvi. 6;
Mark viil. 15, and whether existing facts bearus cut
In saying that professing christendom has been cor-
rupted by the false doctrines of the mystic Babylon
can easily be seen by those who read the signs of the
times in which we live. Is christendom corrupted
with ritualism (Pharisaic observances and bypocrisies)?
Is it honeycombed with rationalism Sadducesism)?
Has it been smothered in the adulterous embraces of
the secular power (Herodianism)? or isit in a highly
spiritual condition free from the taint of all these
leavening influences? Thesec are questions that
Christians can answer for themselves,

I must not close without protesting against the cun.
ning insinuations madeis the accusation “that I bad
expressed very decided opinions about the character
of ministers of the Gospel” Tt s strangethat ¥ I had
done what Presbyter here asserts, that no one in the
lzrge audience T addressed, composed to a consider-
able extent of ministers, uttered a remonstrance
against such opinions. Wby did they uot do so?
For the simple reason that 7 sade o charges against
the character of ministers of the Gospel as Presbyter
would Insinuate. I did express an opinion, by no
means too strong, 25 to “the fowls of the air? the
children of the wicked one, who enter the ministry
from anworthy motives ; and with them T classed the
wicked rulers of Christendom in the middle ages who
piostituted the name of Christianity for their own pur-
poses. If Presbyter means that in saying this “1
expressed very decided opinions about the character
of ministers of the Gospel,” all T can say iz that words
to him can convey no meaning.  So far from being at
variance with the ministers of Christ, T count among
them some of my warmest and dcarest friends who are
bound to m2 not only by the common bond of love
and service to the same blessed Maker, but who are
csteemed by me very bighly in love for their work’s
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sake, men at whose feet I sit and listen with pleasurs
and to whom I consider it a privilege to be permitted
to minister. ! bave thus shown by a few instances
from Preshyter’s letter, how, with a strong animus
aRalnst me personally, he has garbled and perverted
my statements ; and {rom these extracts vour readers
can judge for themselves as to the truthfulness of the
rest of his letter,  Ho may give, as he hints ho will
do, a further “report ¥ which, doubtless, will be as
much a travesty of what was sald as the first, Hecan
do it with perfect safety as far as I am concemned ; for,
having shown the utterly unreliable and untruthful
character of his “report,” 1 shall eater into no fur-
ther discussion with him. It is an ¢asy, possibly to
hizs a pleasant thing, (rom under the safe shelter of
ananonymous signature to ** smite hisfellow servants®
with the weapons of falsification and inuendo. Let
him enjoy the gratification. For myself 1 will leave
him in the bands of the King, who, bye and bye, will
reckon with the servants in the kingdom. He can
take cars of His own truth, and will continue to give,
to those of His people who seek to know it, the open
ear 1o hear and the receptiva heart to recelve,

“PRESBYTERIAN COLLEGES"—A RE-
FOINDER.

MR. EDITOR,~I am very sorry that Mr. Smith of
Grafton shouid bave thought it pecessary to dash as
much cold water as possible on Dr. King’s prospects
in M. ba, and that be letter should have appesred
in your columns just the day after Dr. King had an.
nounced his decision to obey the voice of the General
Assembly 1n spite of the manilest and manifold diffi-
culties in his way.

Everybody knows that there 2re too many colleges.
1 was under the impression, however, that everybody
also knew that this was the price paid for unlon.
The United Church is not responsible for the relation
of 1Lz Montreal Presbyterian College to the Canada
Presbyterian. Church, What it did was to receive
Montreal College into the union in relations to jiself
¢ gimilar " to those which it held to the C. P. Church.
I am not concerned, therefore, to express any opinion
as to Mr. Smith’s strictures upon that institunion.

His statements regarding Manitoba College, how-
ever, do call for some commeant, as they are singularly
misleading,

" We are asked,” he writes, “to establish anotber
college in Winnipep,” Does Mr, Smith not know
that the college with its two professors in Arts was in
existence for some years before the univn of the
Churches?

“\We nava indeed an embryo college there already,
and we areasked to complete the structure by appoint-
ing a principal, and, as in all the other colleges, a large
staff of professors and tutors.”'— Many of your readers
will be surprised to learn that the * large staffl of pro-
fessors and tutors ” means one lecturer in Arts, of
whose appointment it is made a condition that it shail
involve no further debt.

“This would soon entail upon the Church an ad-
ditional $8 000 or $10000 yearly.” The only “ad-
ditional ” expense which the Church 1s asked to pro-
vide for 1s the salary of the Pancipal ($3,000) ; and
that, I understand (or = large portion of 1t) has been
guaranteed for three years by gantlemen in Winnipeg.
I think the Church should make it $4.000.

¢ The way in which the embryo institution has been
supported for the past one or two years shows tke
mind of the congregations at sight.”

It must be fresly acknowledged that there has been
dufficulty in obtaining the funds necessary for the sup.
port of Manitoba College. (Some of us have heard of
similar difficulty in copaection with more venerable
institutions 1) We need not, however, draw inferences
too hastily. It was only 1n 1832 that Manitoba Col-
lege was placed on the list of * Schemes ,of the
Church,” for which an annual collection is appointed.
It has beer partially supported for several years by
grants from the Home Mission Committess, which
were withdrawn last year. The amount realized from
the collection was $1,975, of whickh $1,325 was given by
congregations 1a Ontanio and Queber, and $750 by
copgregations in Manntoba Presbytery. Now, con-
sidering : (1) the special appeals, strongly urged, which
have bzes made during the past few years on behalf
of the castern eclleges; (2) the factthatliberal things
were expected front the Biitish churches in support

of our misstonary college—~a hope which bas up to
this time been very partially fulfilled ; and (3) the
known difliculty ofinducing congregationstoadda new
object to those for which they statedly contribate ; this
resuit is not altogetber unsatisfactory.

* Meanwhile, the college i3 not needed, and wo
cannat estabiish an Art’s College in Winnlpeg more
than in other citles of tise Dominlon. This sentence
shows herolc disregard alike of the opinion of the
General Assembly repeatedly expressed by resolution,
and of the facts regarding bigher education in Manl.
toba. 1 believe that no minister of tha Church who
has been In Manitobs—that no Presbyterian who
knows that whatever provision these is in that Pro.
vince for higher education bas been made by the
several branches of the Christlan Church, will endorse
Mr. Sinith's assertion that the collegeis * not needed.”
It has been needed all along, It hasbeen doing good
work with insufficient means. No other college in
tha Province can show such a record in connection
with the examlinations carried on by the (non.denomi-
natiopal) Usnlversity of Manitoba, Unless tha Pres-
byterian Church is prepared to stultify herself, and to
fall Into the rear after having till now been in the van,
she will not give up the college as an Arts institution.

The Assembly has now asked Dr, Kiog to leave
one of tue most important charges in the Church, and
to make sacrifices not easily made, in order THEOLOGY
may be taught with some degree of thoroughness in
Manitoba College. It is not the degimmng of the
work of theological instruction that is the question.
Years ago the General Assembly authorized ths Pres.
bytety of Manitoba 1o prepare theologica! students, as
best it could, for th ministry. \What the Church de-
sires now is tc nave 122 work well done instead of
being done imperfectly ; and hence, with absolute
unanimity, such as !s but rarely known in the Assem.
bly, Dr. Ring was selected as the right man for the
work,

Now, I say, let us help Dr. King and not hinder
him, The immediate result of his appointment ovught
to bethatthe amoun: realized from congregational col.
jections should be multiplied by three or four, giving
$6 000 or $8,000 from that source instead of $2,c00.
It will baa disgraceto the Church, if, aftertiie enthusi-
astic vote of the Assembly .z June last, it does not
devise liberal things for Manitoba College. I do not
despair of finding the Grafton congregation high up
in the list of givers.

WHERE are we to put the emphasis in naming the
great Methodist body that was christened the other
day in Bellville?

Our impression is that the Methodist Church
of or in Canada would have been in better taste, but
as the Conference did not consult us on the matter we
can only express the hope that our neighbours may
show their right to their name by becoming 7/¢

REFERRING to the additions made to the member-
ship of the Presbyterian Church of the United States
during the past year, the * Interior ¥ says :—

Not since 1878 have the accessions to the Church been-so
large. Of course, only those added ap examination count
in such an exhibit. Those added by letter are only trans-
fers and indicate nothing but the migratory habits of the
people.

And then what about those stal-
wart Scotch and Irish brethren all over the West and
North-West whose conservative spirits are so grieved
about the new-fangled ways of the American Church—
until they get used to said ways. Some of the very
pillars of Presbyterianism west of and in Chicago are of
Scotch and Irish origin. We hope the Canadians out
there do their duty. No doubt most of them do. The
¢ Interior ” should take this statement back in its
usual genial and graceful style.

CHRISTIANITY AND EVOLUTION.

ANY people enjoy the precious respite a summer
holiday affords by a wholesome change of pur-
suit from that in which, for the most part, they engage.
Systematic reading and close thinking aro usually
exchanged for the freer scope the wide range of
nature in the season of her greatest beauty affords to
the wearied mind.

His rambles, however,
are not confined to external nature alone, He
makes no less interesting incursions into the domain
of philosophy. In his rustic solitude he has been

mitted to ply their nefarious arts at agricultural and
industrial fairs and other large gatherings s a dis-
grace not only to the guardians of public order, but
also to the directors of these organizations. They
coald easlly fustruct those appolnted to preserve order
to apprchend every one who attempts to engage in
the chance games that tempt the cupldity of the inex-
perienced.  They have it in their power to prevent
this bare-faced robbery of the verdant gamsters who
have neither knowledge nor principle sufficlent to
deter them from failing a prey to the tricksters whose
mode of operation is a palpable exemplification of
“heads, I win ; tails, you loose.”

It {s also, however, to be boree in mind, that cul.
pable as these lazy, vagrant losels are who live by
swindlivg the unwary, the whole blame dees not rest
with them. Thelr victims are to be pitied and pro-
tected. But those who are foolish enough to be en-
trapped by such shallow devices as these tricksters re-
sort to, richly deserve to be the losers they invariably
are. When thelr last quarter is taken from them by
the wheal-of-fortune, people generally say . * Setve
them right , they ought to have known better.” This
greed of unearned galn is the mine In human nature
in which these sharpers work, Those tempted by ths
specious tricks of the gamester are like the people
Henry Rogers descrnibes who meet the devil half-way

and say to him, ** Have you a alce temptation to
offer mo to-day?"” In the interests of morality and
social order, for the preservation of silly and unsus.
pecting youth, and the falr fame of our land these
“ human vultures ® should with sufficient firmness bs
set to earn an honest lving, for the law does not per-
mit this meanest form of living by theft. The law is
sufficient to banish it in all its forms from our midst,
if only those entrusted with its administration are
vipilant enough to enforce its provisions wherever
the gambler secks to ply his disreputable calling.

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SACRED MONKEYS.

Viotor Jacquomont estimates that the Bengal
Presidenoy alone contains 1,600 monkey asylums,
supported chiefly by the very poorest class of tho
population. In the rural distriots of Nepaul the
hanumans have their sacred groves, and keep to-
gother in troops of fifty or sixty adults, and, in
spite of hard timos, these associations multiply
like the monastio order of medieval Europe; but
they must all be provided for, though the natives
shoul@ have to eke out the crops with tho wild
rico ol the Jumua swamp jungles,

The strangest part of the superstition is that
this charity results by Lo meauns from a feeling of
benevolenco toward animals in general, but from
the exclusivo veneration of a special zub-division
of the monkey tribe. An orthodox Hindoo must
not willingly take the lifu of the humblest fellow
creature, but he would not fnove a finger to save
s starving dog, and has no hesitation in stimulat-
ing a beast of burden with a dagger-hike goad and
other contnivances that would evoke the avenging
powers of the Soviety for the Prevention of Cruelty
to Animals. Nor would he shrink from extreme
measures in defending his fields from the ravages
of low-casto monkeys. Dr. Allen Mackenzie oncs
" saw a swarm of excited natives running toward
an orchard where the shaking of branches be-
trayed the presence of arboreal marauders. Some
of them carried slings, others clubs and cane-
spears. But scon they came back crest-fallen.
« What's tiie matter ?" inguired the doctor ; * did
they get away from you? " * Kappa-Muni,” was
the laconic reply, *sacred monkeys.” Holy
batoons that must not be interrupled in their
little pastimes. They bad oxpected to find &
troop of common makaques, wanderoos, or other
profane four-handers, and returned on tip-too, like
Marryat's sergeant who went to arrest an ob-
streperous drunkard apd recognized his com-
manding officer. TUnarmed Eoropeans cannot
afford to brave these prejudices. Captain Elphin-
stone's gardener nearly lost his life for shooting a
thievish banuman. A mob of raging bigots chased
him from strest to street till he gave them the
slip in & Mobammedan suburb, where a sympa-
thizing Unitarian helped him to escape through
the back alleys. The interference of his country-
men would hardly have saved him, for the crowd
increased from minute to minute, and oven
women juined in tho chase, and threatecned to
cure his :mpiety with a {urnip masher.

somo thin slices of marmalade.” No wonder if
wo -cry out, with the hungry Sancho: ** o .deny
mo any viciuals, though 1t is against the grain of

Bignor Doctor, and though he should eay as much
moro against it, I say, 1s rather tho way to shorlen
my lifo than to lengthen it.” Tho sensiblo half
of tho world will say amen to tho honest Mancha-
gan, *“ Nover eat a hearty supper before going
to bed, sny tho Baratarians of health journals,
But wo know our futhers and grandfathers, on
thoir farms, would eat a horso's meal of mush and
milk, or johnny cake and boans and cold cabbago,
boin bed and asleop in a half hour, and up at
daylight, as hearty at sixty as & Baratarian
health broker or banker at forty.

Lord Cookburn tells us that Rev. Sir Harry
Moncrieff had his supper of roast chicken at
eleven o'clock at night all his life, and died at
ninety. Ever since Conaro changed from o de-
baucheo to an ascetic and measured out his bread
and meat by the ounce and his drink by tho tea-
spoonful, and lived to be over one hundred, there
have been fools who belisved that one man’s meat
was all men's health, and one man's doctrine was
all mon's duty. Dio Lewis lays down the law,
and ten thousand men break it overy day and live
long and well. Others obey and die sickly. The
wiso law of food is that of the brusque but saga-
cious Abernethy. *Is venison wholesome, doc-
tor 2** asked a nobleman with the gout “Do
you liko it 2 was the reply. *‘Yes.” ¢ Doesit
agreo with you?" “Yes.” * Then it is whoiec-
some.” Thero is no better health law regulating
food than that. Let the Baratarians sny what
they will of *¢ nourishment ” and “ nitrogen " and
¢ blood-making " or * blood-thinning" qualities
of food or drink, the right rule is to eat what you
liko if it agrees with you, and let the Baratarians
go hang. Why, it is but a fow weeks since some
professor from Sancho Panza's island proclaimed
that * walking was not a healthy exexrcise unless
it was very brisk and rapid.” ‘Che world will
never be more healthy for the promulgation of
such stoff as that. The great want of most of
tho world, even of our own part of i, is to got
food enough and clothes enough and time enough
to sleep, not to repine upon modes and qualities
to fit tho theories of schools or of * authorities.”
« Health authorities” are mighty apt to bo bum-
bugs.—Pall Mall Gazette.

THE HOODED LEOPARD.

In Africa and southern Asia the cheetah or
hunting leopard is important to the sportsinan.
The animals resemblo the common leopard in
their markings, but are more slender, having long
legs and certan external camine characterigucs
that are very nouiceable, 8o thet 1t was long
thought a connecting link between tho dogs and
cats. In Persia it is called tho youze, and they
are carried to the field in low cars, whereon they
aro chained. Each leopard is hooded. When the
hunters come within view of & herd of antelopes,
the leopard is unchaned, lus hood 18 removed,
and the game is pointed out to hum, being directed
in the pursuit by his sight. Then he steals along
cauntiously and crouchmgly, taking advantage of
every means of masking his attack, till he has
approached tho herd unscen within lnlling dis-
tance, when he suddenly launches lnmself upon
bhis quarry with five or six vigorous and rapd
bounds, strangles 1t wstantancously, and dnnks
its blood. The huntsman now upproaches the
lcopard, caresses him, wins him from his prey by
placing the blood which ho collects in a wooden
iadlo wnder the nose of the animal, or by throw-
ing to bim picces of meat, and while he 1s thus
koot quiet, hoods him, leads him back to his car
and thero c¢hains him. If tho leopard fails, in
consequanco of the herd having faken timely
alarm, he attempts no pursuit, but retarns to lus
car with a dejected and mortified air.

The byena and ounce have also been used in

hunting, whilo tho wild dog of Afrios is often in P
demand. In Asia tigerhunting would bo prac.
tisod less wero it not for thoe elephants, who scom
to enjoy the dangerous sport as well as thoir
riders, who aro safely housed on their backs,
Theso intolligent animals aro also used in captur
ing wild animals of their own kind, and are im.
portant factors in tho training and subduing pro- 2
coss that comes later. The horso was formerdy §
used in England to stallk animals, Thoy wero E
trapped so that the ridor was concealed, and so
feeding along the animal gradually brought the
sportsman nearer the game. In the inventories
of tho wardrobo belonging to Henry VIIL. is the
allowance of certain quantitios of stuff for the pur.
pose of making stalking coats and stalking hoso
for the use of his Majesty.

IN 4 RUSSIAN CELL.

Thero 18 not much light in them. The windorr,
which 18 an embrasure, 18 nearly of the same size
a8 the windows in other prisons. But the cells
occupy tho interior enclosure of the bastion, that
is, the redoubt, and the high wall of the bastion
faces the windows of the cells at o distance of fif-
teen to twenty feet, Besides, the walls of the ro.
doubt, which have to resist shells, are nearly five
feet thick, and the hight is interoepted by a double
frame with small apertures, and by an iron grat-
ing, Dark thoy are even in summer. The ounter
wall intercepts all the light, and I remembor that
even during bright days writing was very difficult
In fact, it was possible only when tho sun’s was
reflocted by the upper part of both walls. All the
northern face of the redoubt is very dark in
both stories. The fioor of the cell is coverad with
a painted felt, and the walls are doubled, so to
say; that is, they are covered also with o felt,
and at a distance of five inches from the wall
there 15 an won wire net, coverod with a rough
linen and with yellow painted paper. This ar-
rangement 18 mado to prevent tho prisoners from
spealung with ono another by means of taps on
tho wall. Thoe silence in these felt-covered cellsis
that of & grave. I am just now in a cell. But
the exterior life and the life of the prison reaches
one by thousunds of sounds and words exchanged
here and there. Although in a cell, I still feel
myself a part of the world. The fortress is a
grave. You never hear a sound, cxcepting that
of a sentry continually creeping like a hunter
from one door to another, to leok through the
*Judas’ into the cells. You are never alone, ns
an eyo is continually kept upon you, and still you
are always alone. If you address s word to the
warden who brings you your dress for walking in
the yard. If you ask him what is the weather, he
pever snswers. The absolmwu silence is inter
rupted only by the bells of the clock, which play
every quarter of an hour. The cacophony of the
discordant bells 1s horrible during rapid changes
of temperature, and I do not wonder that nexvous
persons consider these bells 2a one of the plagues
of tho fortress. The cells aro heated by means of
largo stoves from tho corridor outside, and the -
temperaturo in the cells is kept exceedingly high,
in order to provent moisturc from appearing on
the walls. To keop such a tomperature, the stoves
aro shut up very soon with burning coals, so tha
tho prisoner is usually asphyxiated with oxide of
carbon.

LITILE DUTIES.

Many have a sort of contempt of littlo duties.
Thoy do not peiform them because thoy are ixsig-
nificant. But if they zeflected upon their placo
in tho work of life, they would soe that thoy are
not ammportant. When we sco the relation of
ono ovent to another in lustory, wo seo that the
littlo duty is iraportant as.woll as tho groat duty.
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History is just what it is beoauso tho little ovent
and tho little duty had their place inthe sequence
of ovents and duties in tho past. Tho omission
of one little event in tho past would have changed
the whole aftor history.

Besides, whon little dulies are negleoted great
dutios aro apt to bo nogleoted. Tho man who
doos not pray in secret has no interest in publio
proyer. If tho Biblo is negleoted at home, its
counsels are not sought olsowhere. Theso are
overy-day dutios, and they are tho links in the
ohain that conneot smaller blessings with those
that are largor, littlo cvents with great evonts,

The value of little duties is seon when wo know
the results whioch havo followed their perform-
anco. A little girl on her way to read the Biblo,
1ed an earnest Christian to think of sending Bibles
to Walos, to England, to the world, and from
that little ovent sprung the great British and
Foreign Bible Society.

A oharactoristio anecdoto is related of tho late
Lord Lawrence, when, as tho now viceroy; he was
roturning to tho country in which his best years
had been passed. Ho was in bad:apirits, partly
from sea-sickness, and partly from laock of friends
and congenial natures around him, partly from
tho feeling of tho heavy responsibibties which he
bad assumed in comparatively weak health. A
lady was returnivg to India with horinfant child,
which ehe utterly neglected, and the baby took its
revengo upon the passengers generally by squall-
ing day and night alike. They complained in no
mensured language to the suthorities. ¢ Stew-
ward, throw that baby overboard!™ was a cry
which camo from many & sleepless berth, But
tho Juuisance continued unabated. At last the
new viceroy, perhaps because he saw in the child,
half-unconsciously, a slight resemblance to his
lost Bertie, gave it a large sharo of his attention,

Presbyterian famities in Brooke presented a request
for the appointment of 2 minlster to dispensc the
sacrament of the Lord's Supper to them which was
granted. ‘Tae resignation of Mr. W, R. Sutherland,
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of Knox Church, Ekfrld, wus accepted. A resolution
by the congregation expressive of regret at the sever-
ance of the pastoral tle, and appreciation of Mr,
Sutherland's self denying and valuable Iabours for the
tast thirty-five years was read. A committee of Pres-
bytery was also appointed to draft a resolution to he
eagrossed in the minutes. Mr. McKinnon was ap-
poted to preach and declare the pulpit vacant on
the second Sabbath of October. The report of the
Committee of Canvassers for Knox College Endow-
ment Fund was taken up. Mr. McKinnon stated be
had collected $334 in Thamesford; Mr. Cameron,
$454 at Mosa ; Messrs, K. McDonald, ] A. Murray,
J» M. Munroe and W. T. Ball reported no subscrip-
tionsraised. Mr, J. Knox Wright reported $87 collect-
ed at Wallacetown and Dutton, and Mr. j. McConnell,
§132 from Ekfrid. A call from Cooke’s Church,
Caradoc, and Gutherie Church, Wendigo, accompanied
by the offer of $300 and a manse to Mr. James I Hen-
derson was sustained, his trials for ordination to be
heard at a special meeting on the g*h prox. Mr. J.
A. Murray reponted that be had organized a congre-
gatton in London South. He had held an {naugural
service in the village, which was well attended ; the
sacrament of the Lord’s Supper was administered in
the afterrioon, and thirty persons were admitted as
commuaicants. The church will cost some Sgigo00 ;
$2,000 for the site and $9,000 for the building.” Tie
report was adopted and the church will be known as
the London South congregation. A letter was read
from the congregation of St. Andrew’s Church, North
Delaware, stating that they were now in a self-sustain-
ing position, The half-yearly report of the Home
Mission Committee was read by Mr. J. Reanie. The
committee recommended that $591 be granted for the
past six months out of the Home Mission Fuand to-
wards sustaining certain churches within the Presby-
tery.

Statistics—The London
Presbytery contains twenty-eight charges, twenty-
seven of whick have settled pastors. The number of
families reported for the year is 2,557 ; 449 communi-
cants were added during the year, 303 were removed
from the rolls, showing an increase of 146 ; 307 per-
sons were baptized, twenty-nine of whom were adults,
These are at pgisent 176 elders within the Presbytery,

being a de e of six as compared with last year ; of 1
other offica, there are 294 ; the number attend-
ing wer gﬁyer meetings was g99, showing an
average fier-gpngregation of 39 ; Sabbath schools and
Bible ¢ were attended by 3,584 scholars, pre-

et'by 395 teachers or officers; there are
midsiopary associations ; only one church was
during the year. Finances—The aggregate
amount paid this year was 521,053, The average per
family is $8 23, and per communicant, $4.81. The
averages for the whole Church are $7 g6 and $4.62,
making the averages for the Presbytery higher than
those of the whole Church. Special mention was
made of Wardsville church, which is composed of
a small congregation, but heads the list with $14=8
pez family. Congregational purposes — Total amount
contributed was $52,598. Schemes of the Church
—The total amount raiscd by this Presbytery for
the schemes of the Church was $3,738. Mention
was made by the committes, remonstrating with
tke Presbytery in reference to their poor contribu-
tons to the Aged and Infirm Mrinisters’ Fund,
which dozs mpot contribute enough in one year te
keep one aged minister. Sabbath schools and
and Bible classes gave to the scheme $410. Al pur-
poses—The sum of £62,893 was contributed under
this head, being an increase over last year of $12,878.
The Committee recommended the following : 1. That
copics of this report be printed in sufficient numbers
to give each family in the Presbytery a copy. 2. That
the Presbytecy insist on congregations ing out
tbeinstructions of the Assembly, as to reporting each
separately, 3. That sp2cial attention be directed 20
the Aged and Infirm Ministers’ Fund, 4. That the {
Presbytery utter some voice to parents as to scndm%
their children ia greater aumbers to Sabbath sthoo
and Bibleclasses. The report and recommendations
wcloded in it were received and adopted. The next

PRINCE ALBERT MISSION.

The followming extracts trom the Foreign Mission
Report presented to last General Assembly are re
ferred to in Professor McLaren's communication in
ancther column ; -~

During the year, very considerable attention was given by
your Lommittee to the pruper moude of dcalmf with the
mission property at Prince Alherf, so as'to utilize it most
fully for the promotion of the w%rk among Wte Indians for
which it was originally acquired: ~Rhe site was chosen
wisely, and a very considerable white populiftfon has gathered
around it, attracted, no doubt, tn the first instanc®, by _the
advantages presented by the mission, Prince Albert 1sno
s ﬂouxixﬁin village, and bids fair, at no distant day, to take
2 high rank among the nsing cities of the North-\\est,
When the rnailroads, which propose to make st theis vbjective
goim. are constructed, there 1s reason to believe that 1t will

evelop rapidly.

In June, 1850, the General Assembly, at Montreal,
adopted the following resoluuion, viz.:—** \Whereas 1t has
become desirable to place 1n the marhet a putuun of the
lands held by tlus Church, for the use of the mission at
Prioce Albert + Resolved, That the Assembly instruct the
Foreign Mission Committee to have the said lands sur.
veyed and laid out into lots, and that they be authusized
to seil such portions of the land as they may deem pruper,
and that the trustees, as appoiated as aforesaid to hold
the same, are instructed and required to sign, execute and
deliver all deeds or agreements sor the sale of such pute
tons as may be duccied by the Foregn Massiuu Cum-
mittee , the proceeds of said sale ur sales to be applied to
the use of the mission to the Indians of the Presbyterian
Church of Canada, 1o such manner as the Assembiy shalt
datect.”

1n accordance with this reswiutiun, the Cummittee authot-
ized the Foreign Mission Committee of the Presbytery of
Manitoba to have a portion of the property surveyed into
town lats, and 150 lots were laid out early sp 1881, and
offered for sale upon terms sancuuned by yous Lumaitiee.
The agent appointed to sell the Jots was required to have
the sanction of the missionary in charge before his sales were
carned into effect. The purely negative control thus
assigned to the missionary in charge seems (o have been
construed by that gentleman as giviog him a measure of
authonty in the way of surveyiog and selling lots which
took {our Committee very much by surprise, and introduced
complications of a somuwhat embarrassing character. In
Uctober, 1850, the Foreign Mission Cummuttee 10 atrangiog
to carry out the instructions of the General Assembly, in
reference to the sale of a portion of the mission pronerty,
consideniog 1t necessary to secure for the Presbytenan con-
gregation which had grown up around the missiop, a site
for a church and maanse, and also land for a suitable glebe,
passed the following resolution : **This committee authorize
the ommattee of the Manitoba Presbytery to reserve on the
front a portion of lavnd, not exceeding two acres, as church
property for the use of the congregation, and to inform the
said congregation at Pnnce Albert, that this commitiee wall
be prepared to allocate to them, 1n addition, a portion of
the lot further back, say ten acres, as soon as a proper title
ts obtaiged from the Government.” A beautiful site for 2
charch was selected on the front portion of the mission
property, on which a2 comfortable brick church has been
erected. The missionary in charge, who also represented
the Home Mission, did not rest satsfied with the erection of
a church. He ordered a second survey and then hesold ten
acres of town lots, which 1t s undersiood he intended to
apply to tke erection of a manse and of a second and larger
church, This action transcending, as it did eptirely, the
authority of the missionary 1a charpe, was very embamrassing
to the committee, as those who purcbasea lots had done so
i good fmth. The inquiries made by the conveacr at
Pnince Albert, satistied your Commuitee that action had been
taken and irregulanties had occurred in connection with the
management of the mission property which should not have
taken place. Acnd while they recognize the dithvuit carcume
stances sn which the missionary 1 was placed in cun.
ducting his special work, and his excellent intentions and
aboundirg zeal throughout, they coasidered it better to re-
lieve him of duties which he had made unnecessanly oner-
ous, and to request Rev. K. G. diaclar, o the meaaume,
to take of the interests of the mission at nnce
Albest.  In view of all the aircumstances of the case, your
Commattee ave of opinion that the interests of religion wail
be best conserved by the Assembly allowjng the sale of the
lots in these ten scres to be confirmed, mdder such condi-
