Reaction Skin Reaction in Carci-

Carcinona. nona froni the Subcuta-
neous Injection of Human Red Blood
Cells," by Chas. A. Elsberg, -Iarold
Nenhof and S. H. Geist, appears in
the American Journal of 3[edica1
Sciences for February, 1910. Based
upon tlie well known observations
that the serum of cancer patients pos-
sesses homei olytic properties in, ritro
in a large percentage of the cases.
Elsb erg conceived the possibility that
this hemolvtic test migbt show a.
higher specificity if conducted under
more normal conditions in the sus-
peoted patient. For this purpose he
injects a 20 per cent. solution of wash-
ed normal human red blood corpus-
eles beneath the skin of the ari of
the suspect. A positive homxolytic re-
action is evidenced by a peculiar col-
our of the cverlving skin. varying
from a brownish red to a maroon.
with rarelv a bluish tinge. Vith this
change in colour tLre is a slight ele-
vation of the skin. The reaction
usually appears within - five hours,
but may vary between two and eight
hours, and disappears. on the average,
six to twelve hours after the injection.
The authors report their observations
upon 684 injections in 432 patients.
Of 69 undoubted carcinoma cases. thc
reaction was positive in 89.9%. Of
325 non-carcinoma, cases, the reaction
was positive in 4.6%. In nine cases of
possible carcinoma, the reaction was
Positive in 77.8% In eleven cases of
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very advanced or miliary carcinonia,
the injection was negative.

In this connection, we are.interested
in a Comparative Study of Homenoly-
sis in Vitro and in Vivo as a Means
of Diagnosis of Carcinoma, reported
by Arthur Krida. in the, Albany-
Jedical Anals for May, 1910. Using
the Elsberg subcutaneous injection of
blood as an hainolvsis test for carci-
noma, the author found it positive in
nine out of twelve cases. In four
cases of carcinona without clinicat re-
currence the 'eaction was negative.
The reaction was positive once in
twenty-three cases of miscellaneous
disease and was negative in twenty-
five clinicallv well patients. The au-
thor concludes that this methocl is of
corroborative value in suspected- cases
of carcinoma.

Treatment Every acute disease in
Infantile young children is usher-
Fevers. ed in with fever. be-

cause the undeveloped cortex fails to
inhibit. the fever being therefore an
exhibition of vasonotor unrest. ac-
cording to W. C. Hollopeter and H.
Booker Mills, who write for Amei-
can Medicine for December. 1909.
Continuing. they teach, in substance.
as follows:

The clinical importance of the
above lies in the fact that syniptons
which, in adults, are often restricted
chiefly to the organ or region primar-
ily involved, tend in ',children to be
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general. Hence we find constitutional
symptoms more frequently and froin
less provocation in children than in
adults. The symptom complex show-
ing more or less of the complete phen-
omenon of convulsion, though not
rare at any age, is most frequent and
of lcast significance in childhood.

Pneumonia in a child niay produce
convulsions before any localizing
signs appear. In adults the saine
symptoms appear late, if at all. and
are prognostic of a fatal issue. Fever
in the child indicates a shifting equi-
libriumin, which equilibriuni is easily
overthrown, but as easily set up
agram.

An important evidence of the pro-
gress of medicine made in the past de-
cade is the present effort to enploy
the minimum of drugs in treatinent,
especially of children's diseases. There
are so many-drugs they cannot toler-
ate in therapeutic doses, and so few
vehicles that arenot objectionablethat
the employment of drug medication
sparingly in children is really one of
necessity.

For young children our most satis-
factory antipyret.ic is cold, which,
however, is not without its dangers.
Cold is employed in the form of an
ice bag or sponge used cautiously. By
means of the ice cap or sponging we
are able to calm down a nervous irri-
tability, and this is done by literalily
bleeding the children into their own
vessels. The routine method thiat we
follow in private, as well as hospital
work, is the manipulation of the ice
cap and hot-water bag. The ice bag
is placed at the head and the hot-wat-
er bag to the feet.

If this fails, to equalize the circula-
tion and thus reduce the fever within
two hours, the treatment is supple-
inented by cold sponging. This is ac-
complished by removing all of the
clothing, except the diaper, and plac-

ing the child on a blanket and spong-
ing for ten or twenty minutes. Tlis
will allay the nervous tension and re-
diuce the temperature, and is more sat-
isfactory than an anodyne, especia lly
if done in a gentle ianner witli a soft
voice. In a fretful or nervous child
it is well to commence with water at
the temperature of 90 or 95 degrees.
Commence at the face and gradually
go down until the whole body has
been covered, and then allow a little
evaporation, or have the child expos-
ed, except its extreinities.

The second step is to take a basin
containing water at 80 ýdegrees and
proceed in. the saine way as at first,
finaly using a basin containing water
at 70 degrees. This method of pro-.
cedure has been less trving to the
child and favourable results are eari-
ier reached. If the child is irritable or
excitable, the whole body should not
be exposed at one time duri:ig the
bath, but is bathed in instaments.
This method may be depended upon
to reduce a temperature two degrees,
and children generally submit grace-
fully if not forced.

Another antipyretic procedure of
great importance in pediatrics. is irri-
gation of the colon, or enteroclysis.
The quantity and temperature of the
water employed are to be regulated
according to the severity of the fever.
If the child has a temperature of 103
degrees start with 'water at the, tem-
perature of 95 degrees. This can be
continued for ten or. fifteen minutes
gradually reducing- the temperatur,
down to 75 degrees or 70 degrees. In'
this way we not only remove the pro-'
ducts of intestinal decomposition, but
carry. in fluid for. tie body, and re-
duce the temperature at the saine
time. This may be repeated every
three hours, if the indications war-
rant it.
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Sone authorities claim this -method
is contraindicated in -typhoid fever,
but Dr. Hlollopetér never saw any
other than favourable results follow-
ing. Besides the reduction of fever
there is the diminution of tympanites,
firmentation and putrefaction.

The apparatus employed for this
purpose consists of a- soft rubber rec-
tal tube which is inserted from twelve
to fourteen inches, and a two-quart
fountain syringe held about three fcet
above the bed, .with normal salt solu-
tion as the irrigating fluid, the little
patient lying either on its lef t side on
the bed, or, if very young and weak,
on its back on- the nurse's lap.

Another valuable adjunct in the
management of feverish children, and
one now being strongly advocated
throughout the medical world, is that
of permitting the entrance of plenty
of fresh air into the sick room, re-
gardless of the temperature of the pa-
tient, the only precaution necessarLy
being the avoidance of draughts,
which mnay readily be accomplished
by the intelligent use of screens.

Cardiovas- Louis Fangeres Bishop,
cular in the ledical Review of

Disease. Reviews for March, di-
vides the treatment of cardiovascular
disease into two essential parts. In
the first instance we are called -upon
to treat various functional derange-
ments that have caused inconvenience,
and we are called to modify structural
changes or prevent their advance.

he first great element in treating
cardiovascular disease ,is rest, be-
cause -that gives an .opportunity for
the heart muscle to recover itself. lIt
also removes the cause of hypertoni-
city of the blood vessels. Mental and
physical rest is, therefore, the first
thing to be thouglit of in every case
of heart disease when it first comes

under observation. A little later we
have to begin exercise, and properly
apply it to get good effects. The third
great element ir treating cardîovascu-
lar disease is diet. Wben the systein
in an. acute case is overloaded with
waste products, t-lien a diet of milk is

.good for a inne. But a milk diet is
a starvation diet and does not provide
the heat. units that the body uses up,
but for a temporary, diet it is a very
good thing indeed. The methcd of
feeding is important. There is a very
close relationship between the heart
and the stomach. especially in elderly
people with cardiac disease. Occas-
ionally a patient dies of heart disease
after a heavy dinner. 'Heart patients
may eat often but must never eat too
much. The drug treatment of heart
disease is dependent uponi individual
judgient at the time being. -is own
reliance is upon good digitalis. le
believes thoroughly in the value of
sodium iodide in, not only modifying
structural. changes in a degenerated
heart and blood vessels, but, also as
having .a beneficial functional effect.
So many patients express a feeling of
betterment very soon after taking it,
that he believes it has some effect,
perhaps analogous to stimulation.
Atropin has always been a disap-
pointment to him, although many
have faith in it. Medicine is an art
and one has to elaborate hie treatment
for the individual case.

A paper entitkd "On
the So-Called Essential
H maaturias" is contri-

buted by iRobinkoi and Jacoulot " to
the Revue de Chirutrgqie, April 1910.
From a study of .a large series of cases
the authors conclude that the exist-
ence of hematuria not associated with
lesions in the kidney is unquestion-
able. The finding of sclerosis of the
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organ in such cases is to be consider-
ed the result and not the cause of re-
nal congestion. The causes of these
essential hæmaturias are to be sought
in vasomotor changes, in endogenous
intoxications, in changes in the liver,
etc.

Medical treatment is, in general,
sufficient to control the hSimaturia of
this class of cases. In severe cases,
the exception, nephrotomy, should be
perforined, to be followed by suture
of the organ. Nephrotomv seems to
have a double action-to diminish
congestion, and to partly cut off the
arterial influx by obliteration of the
bloodvessels. The function of the
kidneys seenis in no wise to be inter-
fered with by the operation of le-
phrotomy and suture.

The Albert Warren Ferris
Economlics of
State Care o° President of the New
the insane. York State Commission

in Lunacy, in a paper contributed to
the 3Iedical Record for May 28, sa.ys
that the care of the insane involves
a sociological problem resulting from
heredity, food, occupation, education,
and mental hygiene. It should be in
the hands of a body of men who work
together with prudence, thrift judg-
ment and enthusiasm. Custodial care
of the insane is wasteful and extrava-
gan;t wasteful of the lives of the
patients. extravagant because it as-
sumes the burden of caring for those
who inight be self-supporting; extra-
vagant because it makes no arrange-
ment for prevention of disease. All
means should be used to limit mental
disease and restore the victim of
bealth. Care should be by the state,
not the county, as being better able to
afford proper facilities. Commitments.
should be made simple and voluntary
admissions encouraged. The volume

of the stream of sick must be liimited
by preventive measures and educa-
tion of the public, in a knowledge of
the results of syphilis and the abuse
of alcohol. Alien insane should be
deported. Philanthropie aftercare is
of the utmost importance.

Delivery in Writing under this cap-
Contracted tion in the Lancet for

Pelves. May 14, E. H. Tweedy
says: (1) Induction of premature
delivery is never advisable. (2) Per-
f oration is not permissible unless the
child is dead. (3) Turning should
never be employed as a treatiment for
contracted pelves, but may still be
performed for complications of la-
bour, such as prolapse of the cord
when associated with contractions of
the first and second degree. (4) In
the greater degrees of contraction
time should not be wasted in an at-
tempt 'to obtain natural delivery. (5)
On the other hand, in lesser degrees
ample time should be given the wom-
an to enable her to deliver herself if
possible. Eight or ten hours may be
necessary for the moulding of the
head and intervention should not be
considered until there are evidences of
maternal or foetal distress. Once foe-
tal signs of distress are evident, there
should be no delay in delivery. (6)ý
Hiigh forceps should never be app1ied
until all arrangements are perfectede
for an operation to enlarge the pelvis'
It is, in the author's opinion, a pity4
to proceed to the latter expedient mnn
til forceps have been tried tentativel
It must be confessed, that they occas
ionally accomplish their pûurpose un-
der the most unfavorable circurn-
stances. Finally in these, as in all
other obstetrical operations, the best
results cannot possibly be obtained if
rubber gloves are not worn.

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Principles In reviewing the various

T n t plans of treatment of
(astroptosis. this condition, in the
British 3edical Journal for May 14,
R. Hlutchison calis attention to the
use of local moist heat for hyperos-
thesia of the stomach, in the form of
poultices or fomentations and wlien-
ever there is general epigastric ten-
derness.* Sucli means may be employ-
ed during the first week of the rest
cure. Gastrie sedatives are also of
service here. The matter of artificial
support is of secondary importance.
Gastric supporters probably do not
push up displaced organs, but such
support gives relief from these feel-
ings of sinking, emptiness, and ex-
haustion, which are among the most
bitter complaints of patients, but
these complaints are probably due to
lesened intra-abdominal tension and a
tendencv to a pooling of the blood in
the splanclmic ea, when the erecti
position is assuied. . The best belt is
a firm abdominal wall and our efforts
should be directed toward restoring
its tone and to thickening it by the
deposition of a substantial layer of
subcutaneous and extraperitoneal fat.
As regards the development of the ab-
dominal muscles reliance must be
placed upon massage and 4the practice
of abdominal exercises. In regard to
abdominal belts, the ideal one is yet
to be invented. It must cause pres-
sure from the lower part of the abdo-
men upwards and somewhat back-
Wards. In the pendtilous belly of
stout subjects this ,is quife easy, but
m1ost patients with gastropitosis are
thin Nith Ér6nimint.iliac bones,
v éhiëh tend to ar'- 'off'tf' ressure
from the hypogastric region, where
we most wish to apply it. The pro-
blem is a purely mechanical one, and
the use of a. suitable pad helps to ov-
ercome it, -but the results leave much
to be desired. Three things should,
not be done, patients with gastroptos-

is should not be over dieted. their
stoinachs should not be washed out.
and they should not be operated on.

Clinical W. Coates- relates in thelitoy o! British. Mledical Journal
Syphilis. for 1fay 7, 1910, an in-

teresting series of cases. the particu-
lars of which must be studied by
those interested. -le speaks especial-
ly of the curability of the disease,
the relapsing chancre, late relapses,
early diagnosis, the imprudence of
starting treatment before a positive
diagnosis of syphilis is made, etc.
The author says that the inability to
find the spirochaete in a primary
lesion is not conclusive evidence of the
absence of the disease, and that the
serum test--Wassermann's-is not at
the present time to be relied upon, as
negative, to determine the nature of
a sore, or to guide the practitioner in
its treatiment. The author has seen
several cases of syphilis occur without
a sore. He advocates the use in suit-
able cases of mercury atoxylate, of
which he was, lie adnuts, at first
afraid, but finds that it has a won-
derfu.lly immediate influence on in-
tractable symptoms, and so far as he
has noted no ill effects. In his exper-
ience the intramuscular injections of
the soluble mercurial salts appear to
cause more pain and depression than
do other remedies. Inunctions and
the iodides have served him well, es-
pecially in "melting away" those
lare abdiminal masses called tuber-
culois, vhich h-e regards is oftener

dué leditar s hiis se feé-
quehtl seen n children. Injeêtions
of gray oil have also been used by
him with remarkable benefit. All
cases may not do well on ithe mercur-
ial atoxylate, and it remains for the
future to show in just what class of
cases its employment is especially in-
dicated.
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FORTY-THIRD ANNUAL MEETING

CANADIAN IIEDICAL ASSOCIATION.
- IE Fortv-third Annual Meet-

ing of the Cana dian Medical
Association, held iii Toronto.

in the first, weelk of June. was notice-
able for two things; it w-as te larg-
est meeting the Association has ever
held, and the weather was the most
execrable on record. Dark, cold and
wet. it was enough to damp the en-
thusiasm of the most buoyant. Over-
coa ts and umbrellas, indeed overshoes
and fur coa.ts were not ont of place.

The meetings were held in the Con-
vocation Hall of the University. a,
splendid building, wbich Toronto
owes largely to the hopeful spirit and
iitiring energy of Dr. Reeve, lately
Dean of the Faculty

The central ball is admirably suit-
ed for the general meetings. and
there is excellent accommodation for
the meetings of the sections in smaller
roomus adjoining, althongh, unfor-
tunately, the roon selected for the
meeting of the surgical section. prob-
ably because it 'was much too large,
came short in a coust ic properties.

It was expeeUd that the meeting
would be a large one, not onfly be.-
cause Torot iS so central and so at-
tractive a. place of meeting, but on
account of the important inatters
coming before the Associa tion. such
as the question of Dominion Rïegis-
tration and that of an Association
Journal. And expectations were jus-
tified, for the attendance w-as consid-
erably more than at any previous
meeting, 432 menbers having regis-
tered.

Although the regular work of the
Association began on Wednesday,
June 21st, it had been arranged that
the Executive should meet on the pre-

vious evening. The Milk Commission
also, with their enfthusiastic chair-
man, Dr. Hastings, dined together on
Tuesday, and in the evening the To-
ronto members entertained tbei- visit-
ing brethren at a smoking concert.

Registration began early on Wed-
nesday morning, and the arrange-
ments for registration and for secnr-
ing tickets to the various entertain-
ments, as also the tickets for the re-
turn journey, were excellent. Tlhe
meetingzs in tlie varions sections began
at nine o'clock. There were sections
in Medicine, Su rgery. Obstetrics and
Gynocology, Pathology, and 'in Dis-
eases of the Eye. Ear. Nose. and
Throat. and tiese kept the mneiibers
busy during the forenoons of Wed-
nesdlay Thursday and Fridav.

The first general session was held
at 2.15 p.m. Thie retiring president Dr.
R. J. Blanchard. of *Winnipeg, took
the chair. Anong those on tle plat-
form were the President of the Uni-
versity,.Dr. Falconer, and representa-
tives of the Lieut-Go-vernor of On-
tario, and lthe Mayor of Toronto, bolth
of wlom were unavoidably absent.
After prayer by a professor of one of
the theological colleges affiliated with
the University, lthe retiring President
rose, and in a few appreciative re-
marks introduced the new President,
Dr. Adam HI. Wright who was re-
ceived with marked enthusiasm. Dr.
Wright's address, which we hope
shortly to publish. dealt mainly with
the position of the. general practition-
er and his relation to the public, the
specialists. and the examining bodies,
and as was expected by all who know
Dr. Wright, it was charged wîth wit
and wisdom.

Then followed the customary ad-
dresses of wrelcome from the represen-
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tatives of the Province and Citv. and
a short; spirited and sympathetic ad-
dress fromi President Falconer. The
rest of the afternoon was taken up by
the Report of the Milk Conunission
by the Chairman, Dr. Charles J. C.
O. Hastngs, of Toronto, who bas de-
voted hinself with great zeal to this
matter. There was also an address
on A pure milk supply " by a New
York Specialist on Dairv niatters,
Charles E. North. Certain resolil-
tions were adopted.and we have no
doubt much good will resuilt; but the
impression remains with us in that we
are attackinr a verv dirictilt and ser-
iois problem in the praiseworthy and
indeed necessarv attemnpt to regulate
and ensure the bealthy condition and
supply of milk.

The feature of the evening wasz
the Address in Medicine by, Dr. W. P.
lerringhan, of St. Birtholomew's
Iospital, London. Dr. Herrin±ham
strck a, happy note at once. He he-
gan by saying, "the youngest. the
verv youngest Canadian whon I
know, and who, I have been shocked
to find here in his own country, some-
times irreverentlv spoken of as Bill
Osier, w-ho now occupies the Chair of
Regius Professor of Medicine in my
old University. bas told us that when
_ m comes to be fort ears of g

he should put awar childish thingizs
and cease trying to be original. So I
bave chosen the mnost humndrumn of
subjects, and purpose to speak to you
on "Chronic Nephritis-" The address
w-as a model of what such an address
should be, simple, clear, practical,
and altogether cha.rning in the ex-
quisite choice of langnage and nanner
of delivery. Some remarkably clear
lantern slides demonstrated on the
screen the morbid histology of the
disease.

On Thursday afternoon the mem-
bers of the Association and their

friends went, -as guests of the Toron-
to members to Niagara Falls. The-
party was a very large one, and the
mîeimbers of the Dental Association
were present ailso. Fortunatelv, the
weather was not as badas somne fear-
cd, and the tip across the lake and
the wonderful scenery of· the FaIls
w-ere mnuch enjoyed, as well as the din-
ner at the Clifton Hlouse. It w-as
however, long after midnigrh t when
the "Turbinia" landed her passengers
in Toronto.

The great feature of die neceting
on Fridav was the Address in Suirg-
cry by Dr. John B. Murphy. of Clii-
cago, who took for bis subject tue
"Surgery of the Joints." Tle lecture
w-as illustrated by a wealth of di-a-
grais, lantern views and specimens.
Dr. Nfurphy spoke with great rapid-
itv and energyv. and described some
striking novelties in the treatnient of
joint lesions. This address w-e hope
to publisli in an carly numuber of the

News.
The rest of the afternoon was taken

up with the discussion of Exophthal-
mic Goitre. The pathological aspect
was dealt with in a cleiar and masterly
way by Dr. S. P. Beebe, of New
York, who bas made a verv thorough
study of this subject. Dr. McPhe-
dran of Toronto discussed the medi-
cal side of the question. and Dr. Shep-
herd, of Montreal. spoke, of iLs surgi-
cal treatnent. On Friday evenîng
there w'vas a large gathering in Con-
vocation all to hear Dr. Henry C.
Coe. of New York. give his address on
"The Old and New Gynecology," and
following this• Dr. J. C. Connell,. of
ICingston, Ont.. read a paper on
Medical Ed1ucation.

All the work of - the Association
was finished. on Friday and on Situr-
day a large nmnber of the members
went to Guelph as guests of the pro-
fession there. and had a most enjoy-

able day, going over the famous
School of Agriculture there, and vis-
iting the Homewood Sanitarium.

Among the more notable papers
read in the section of Medicine, was
the group of papers on the Psycho-
neuroses, in which Dr. W. H. Hiattie,
of the Nova Scotia Hospital, discus-
sed the conditions in Asyhim practice,
the paper on Sensory phenomena in
Progressive Per!iciouA. Anmia, by
Dr. McCallum, of London, Ont., and
that on Tuberculin in Pulmonarv
Tuberculosis by Dr. Elliott, late Sup-
erintendent of the Sanitarium of
Gravenhurst. Dr. Miller, of the
Kentville Sanitarirum read a paper
on "the Blood in Pulnonary Tuber-
culosis, and Dr. W. F. Hamilton, of
Montreal, on L vulosuria and its
significance in the diagnosis of hepa-
tic conditions.

In the surgical section on Wednes-
day, Dr. Bingham, of Toronto, show-
ed a patient from wbom he had re-
moved a tumour of the cerebrum,:and
bis paper was discussed by Dr. James
Bell, of Montreal. Dr. Edward
Arcbibald, of Montreal, read an in-
teresting paper on the operative treat-
ment of Congenital Hydrocephalu s.
Dr. Armstrong, of the Montreal
General Hospital,contributed a pa-
per on Perforation of the Intestines
in Typhoid Fever, and Dr. Primrose
of Toronto, described a most interest-
ing case of Tuberculous invasion of
voluntary muscle. On Thursday
morning the surgical. section opened
with a short paper by Dr. Murray
MacLaren, of St. John, on Oment1
Cysts, with history of a successful
case. Dr. Wood, of Kingston, gave
a paper on Appendicitis in Children;
Which elicited a lively discussion. Dr.
Halpenny, of Winnipeg, discussed
Duodeno - Choledochotomy and re-
ported a case, and one of the nost
suggestive papers of the meeting was

that by Dr. Hugh McKenna, of Ciu-
cago, on Some Ex>erimental Work
bearing on Acute Intestinal Obstruc-
tion. D.r Ingersoll Olmsted, of Hain-
ilton, reported a case of Obstruction,
due to torsion of the ccecui and as-
cending colon. On Friday, Dr. Gallie,
of Toronto, read an excellent paper on
Fractures about the Elbow-joint, Dr.
Ilutchinson, of Montreal, on Regen-
eration of the shaft of the Tibia fol-
lowing extensive osteomyelitis, and
Dr. J. M. Elder, of Montreal, on
Complication of Recurrent Carcino-
ma of the Breast.

The various committees were kept
very busy, and soie of those who
served on committees were able to
hear very little of the papers and dis-
cussions. We think it would he an
advantage if the reading of papers
did not begin until ten o'clock. It
was indeed, frequently near that hour
before the sections began work, as
members were not punctual. This
would give time for the meetings of
comniittees before the scientific pro-
gramme began.

A great deal of time was given to
the discusson of Dominion Registra-
This is an exceedingly difficult sub-

-ect, and we do not appear to be much
nearer a solution of the question. The
chief difficulty now seems to be with
British Columbia and the western
province.s

The Finance Committee, under the
able chairmanship of Dr. Fothering-
ham has now definitely decided on the
publication of a journal of the Asso-
ciation. This will be edited by Dr.
Andrew MacPhail, of Montreal, and&
the frstynuïiñber 11l probably apþeaar
in January, 1911.

The Special Committee appointed
last year to report on Medical Inspec
tion of Schools, brougiht in a rieport
which was adopted, and, recommend-
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ed for publication. One of its recom-
mendations was that there should be
a section of Public.Hlealth at the an-
nual meetings of the Association.

It was decided to hold the next an-
nual meeting in Montreal, and Dr.
Geo. E. Armstrong was unanimously
elected President, and Dr. Edward
Archibald, Secretary, Many of our
readers who have attended the meet-
ings of the C. M. A. in late years,
and who have made the acquaintance
of Dr. George Elliott, of Toronto,
the able and energetic secretary of the
Association for several years, will re-
gret to hear of his resignation, of the
Secretaryship. A motion recording
the regret of the Association, and its
sense of gratitude, and recommending
the granting of a substantial honor-
arium to Dr. Elliott was unanimous-
ly passed.

If we consider the growth of the
Canadian Medical Association since
the first meeting was held in Quebec
in 1867, when two Nova Scotians took
so prominent a part in the founding
of it, Dr., now Sir Charles Tupper,
and the late Dr. D. McN. Parker, and,
at the same tiie, regard the remark-
able growth and development of Can-
nda, we rnust realize that a great f u-
ture lies before us. As the country
grows our profession grows with it,
not in .numbers only, but in import-
ance. The great question of National
Health is perhaps nowhere or in any

country more appreciated than iii
Canada, but we are cily on tho thres-
hold of what is to be the organiza-
tion of a public health service. If
we as doctors wish to influence our
fellow citizens, we miust act together:
our voice must be the voice of a unit-
ed profession; it is our duty to stand
together, on the essential questions of
public health we are one.

We trust that next year's meeting
in Montreal may have a large attend-
ance froin the Maritime Provinces;
we may rest assured that the energy
and enthusiasin of the new President,
Dr. Armstrong and the many friends
who will rally round him will leave
nothing -undone in the attempt to
make the meeting of 1911 the finest in
the history of the Association.

GREAT RIlTAIN.

A course of lectures, thirty to forty
or more each year, is given in Obste-
tries in all London schools. It usual-
lv extends over two vears and lectures
on Gynecology are given at m
sehools in addition to those in Obste-
tries. You will fild details as to
hours in the British Medical Journal
for September 4, 1909.

The work in Obstetrics consists of
the above lectures, clinical teaching in
the Obstetrical wards (most of the
genera.l hospitals now have beds. for
this numbering froi cight to twelve.)
A. class of practicail obstetrics, demon-
strations in thé m.useu'M,, personal at-
tendance on about fifty cases, each
student, the number varying with the
different hospitals. Each student
must attend twenty cases and in addi-

tin each university student (Oxford
and Cambridge nust have previoisly
attended cases in the Lying-in wards
for at least one mîonth.

FIRANCE.

In answer to your letter of Novem-
ber 20th, I went to sec Professor
Lannelonge, one of the lcading sur-
geons here, also a iember of the "In-
stitute" of France and senator. The
following is a. translation of the ans-
wers he dictated to nie after reading
the questions of vour letter:-

"Two terms of six months each re
devoted to the study of midwif<ry
and obstetrics. The students of tb
two clinical departients are inscribed
turn about about night and day to
make a stage in the hospital wards
and follow the labour hour by hour
till period of delivery. During a
term they can follow about fifteen
cases or more if they wish to do so.
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The scope of the course in obste-
trics includes not only delivery pro-
per, but also all the medical or surgi-
cal treatment of women's diseases
such as for example, fibromas, dis-
ease of the ovaries. of the large liga-
ments. etc.

In France the courses are no more
given in a theoretical way, but are
prindipally practical demonstrations
either in the lecture rooms or in the
hospitals (Woian's wards). All
apparatus or instrulments for deion-
stration are iised, mannikin work,
ward work, polyclinic service, touch
Courses. etc.

In one ward the teaching is very
complete and great stress is laid on
the assiduitv of candidates. One can
say that after their two terns of
practically a vear's duration, the stu-
dents are quite qualified to undertake
any kind of delivery and have a, suffi-
cient knowledge of women's diseases
from a, practical view as from a scien-
tific one. The study being far from
neglected."

ITALY.

In Italy there are schools for obste-
trics -and gynecology for physicians
annexed to ail the universities.
Equally in all the universities are
annexed schools for mid-wives. In
Florence there is the Superior Insti-
tute for obstetricians and physicians.

The course of obstetrics is of one
year for the physicians (the full uni-
versity course for physicians is six
years) and the course of obstetrics is
by rle assigned at the sixth vear.
For mid-wives the course is of two
years.

The character of teaching is theore-
tic and experimental (clinic) and
comprises also the assistance of wom-
en in labour made by the teachers or
by their assistants.

The course includes also diseases of

women and their operative treatment.
as well as the physiology and patho-
logy of the child-bearing process.

The theoretical instruction is given
three times a week for the students
in medicine, while it is daily for the
niidwives. The cliiic practice is daily
for everybody.

The students in medicine and the
midwives cannot perform any opera-
tion before the end of their course of
studies.

The examination is only theoretic.

After his period of
residence, he completes the visits of
convalescence and reports on lis cas-
es. There is a clinical lecture and
ward visit every forenoon - (except
Sunday), at which the student has
opportiinity for antepartum examina-
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tions (inspection, palpation, ausculta-
tion, pelvimetry, and estimates of
size of foetus, for witnessing normal
and operative deliveries, for studying
puerperal convalescence and the care
of young infants. Each student has
also a course of instruction, with
manikin and foetal cadaver in which
the various obstetrie operations are
dem onstrated and repeated by the
student. Each student also writes a
thesis on an approved subject of his
choi ce.

(Many of the Harvard students
make use of the opportunites afford-
ed by the Suinmer Courses of the
Harvard Medical School, and thus in-
crease their clinical training. In ad-
dition to the many cases witnessed,
the graduates of 1909 attended per-
sonally an average of 23 cases.

B CoURsE IN GYNAECoLOGY.

Each student attends six clin-
ics, lasting from one and a half to
two hours. In these clinics the

student is instructed in physical ex-
amination, diagnosis, and the
treatment of ambulatory cases.

They also make visits for the first
five, the 7th1 and 10th days of the
puerperium in normal cases, and as
many visits as may be necessary in
abnormal cases.

These -visits are checked in two
ways first, by having the student
leave a daily written report in the
letter box of the resident iobstetrician,
and secondly, by having the nurse,
who makes daily visits for ten' days
render a similar report.

Our teaching methods have been
griadually changing in the last ten
years. Systematic lectures have been
entirelv or almost entirely abolished
and we have endeavoured to instruct
our students in snall classes. Twenty-
two majors of work are required in
the Junior and Senior years, three be-
ing n ecessary in Obstetrics and Gyne-
cology, (at least two majors in Ob-
stetrics are required.) Most students
voluntarily take more than the requi-
site three majors.

The faculty feels strongly that there
shouiçi be an extra fifth year in which
more clinical instruction could be giv-
en. Hiowever. as all our graduates
are able to obtain interneships, we
feel that we are better off than most
medical schools.

The enclosed statenent of Depart-
mental work gives a detailed account
of our method of instruction.

We feel that the number of obste-
tric cases which should be attended
by students is too small. It should bo
at least twelve. We intend to iii-
crease this requirement as our clini-
cal facilities improve.

RECOMMENDATIONS.

We recommend that the teaching of
Obstetrics should occupy at least two
years of the Medâcal Course and that
those expecting to practice Obstetrics,
should be urged to avail themselves of
elective opportunities.

That the number of labor cases per-
sonally attended by each under-gra-
duate student should be . at least six;
under supervision and instruction.

CHARACTER OF INSTRUCTIoN:

We recommend all the known meth-
ods of teaching this branch of medi-
cine, namely

Didactic'Lectures,
Clinical Lectures,
Clini5al' Conferences,
Ward Classes and Touch Courses,
Hospital and Out-patient instruc-

tion,
Mannikin practice in operative ob-

stetries,

And Recitations.
Of the first three methods, we

recoinmend specially, Clinical Lec-
tures and Conferences.

We recommend that ample facilities
should be afforded students to make
antepartuin examinations, àncluding
inspection, abdominal palpation, pel-
vimetry, foetometry, vaginal exami-
nations, etc.

We recommend that a two weeks'
hospital residence should be required
before the out-patient practice.

SCOPE OF INSTRUCTION.

It is recommended, that as Obste-
trics at present includes pregnancy
and parturition, theiir complications
and consequences and the complete
recovery of the wonen after labor;
that obstetric instruction should in-
clude the medical and surgical treat-
ment of these conditions.

The tendency of Obstetrics to be-
come more surgical in practice and to
require a surgical training, is evi-
denced by the fact that in the Medical
Schools of Europe, and in more th'an
one-third of the first fifteen medical
colleges of this country,*the chairs of
Obstetrics and Gynecology are com-
bined under one head.

*Namely :-Columbia, Cornell, Jef-
ferson, Medico-Chirurgical, Tulane,
Yale, Long Island, Harvard, Johns
Hopkins, Rush, Bellevue, Western
Reserve, Michigan, University of
Pennsylvania, California.

Of these fifteen medical schools, six
have combined chairs.

SOME NOVA SCOTIA PHYSICIANS AND THEIR
CONTRIBUTIONS TO NATURAL SCIENCE.

T E meibers of the medical
profession in modern tiimes
have through out the centuries

exhibited such wide culture and
breaîdth of synpathy as have often
won for thcm high distinct ion in
literattire and ini general scienific in-
vestinations. I1n competition with
sucli fanions authors as Swift, Pope
and Addison. there was a. physician
John Arbuthnot. to w'homn the great
critic, Dr. Samuel Johnson, refers as
" the first iman amîong the emtinent
writers of Queen Anne's tiime, and
Thackeray calls hiim "one of the
wisest, wittiest inost accompished
gentlest of mankind." John Locke. of
a slightly earlier date is so famied as
the author of an "Essay Coneerning
the Humnan Understanding," charac-
terized by comupetent authority as "on
the whole the most influential in mnod-
crn philosophical. litera ture" t hat tho
world has a lm ost forgotten tha t Locke
was also one of the leading physicians
of his day. One of the earliest and
clev'erest of English lnovelists was
Tobias George Smollett, M.D. No-
body can overlook Dr. Oliver Gold-
smith, who as Johnson savs "left
scarcelv any kind of kind of writing
untouched and touched nothing that
he did not adorn." And it would be
unpardonable on this continent and
at this date to omit the name of Dr.
Oliver Wendel Holmes, whose "Au-
tocrat," "Poet," and "Pro:fessor," and
whose poems are still the pure delight
of so many ninds and hearts.

We cannot point, t-o any Nova Sco-
tian physicians who have won distine-
tion in literature. WThen onr practi-

tioners havc gone outside their special
field it has nostly been to mnake in-
vestiga tions inuto various departients
of Natiral Science-Geology Minler-
alogy. Botany, Zoology-and to give
to the public the resuilts of their inves-
tigations in hastivl written books and
short papers. There is no name i
the roll of distinguished Nova Sco-
tians to be placed in comparison with
that of Juidg:e H-lalibirtoi, now gen-
erally referred to as "Sam Slick."

The writings of 1-laliburton. how-
ever, afford incidental cvidence that
the physician branching out into an
investigator in Natural Science was
one of the feattres of Nova Scotian
life, for in one of lus books. "Nature
and Iuiman Natre"a Haliburtoa
presents a very caref ully drawn
ciaracterization of stIuh ain investig:-
tor.

DR. OVEY DESCRIBED BY
MALIBURTON.-

W -O in the wvorld is Dr. Ov-
ey ?" inquires Sam Slick,
He is the most singular

mian I ever met. He is very eccentrie,
ain't he ? "

Dr. Ovey and Sam Slick met for
the first tine .at Ship Harbour, Hali-
fax County, at the house of one Peter
McDonald, a typical Scotch High-
lander. Thev liked each other so well
that the Doctor acconparied Sai
on his'visitation to the various har-
bours between Halifax and Canso.

Dr. Ovey is described as "a 'tal thin
man, dressed in a suit of coarse home-

spun. He was about forty years of
age. Huis head, which was singuilarly
will formed, was covered with a lux-
uriant mass of bushy black curis. His
eyes, w-ere large, Jeep set and intelli-
gent, his forehead expansive and pro-
jecting, and his evebrows beavy ani
saMggy. When addressing anyone he
raised thei up in a pecuilar ianner,
nwarly to the centre of his forehead.
anid when he ceased thev suddenly
dropped and partially concealed his
eyes. It was impossible not to be at-
tracted byv a face that had suchi re-
markable expressions, "one of ana iina-
tion, aimiability and intelligencce; and
the other of total abstraction.

"At times he appears daft. lie
knows the narle of every plant and
flower in the country, and their uses,
and the nature of every root or bark
or leaf, that ever was: and then he
knows all the ores and coal mines. and
everything of that kind. He is a great
hand for stiiffing birds and animais,
and bas some of everv kind there is in
the province. As for butterflies, bee-
ties and those sort of things. he vill
chase thein like a. child all day. Hie
Las a bouse away back in the forest,
near a beautiful lake, where he lives
occasionally; but the greater part of
the. vear lie wanders about the woods
aind camps out like an Indian.

" Beayer dam Lodge, th.e residence
of Dr. Ovey, is a regular museum, In
one room the walls , were fancifully
ornamented with moose and deer
horns fowling pieces, fishing rods,
landing nets and baskets. bows and
arrows of every description, ad In-
dian relics such as stone hatchets,

bowls, rude inortar images, war clubs,
wampums and impleients not unlik&
broadswords made of black birch, the
edges of which were inlaid with the
teeth of animals or the shells of fish
ground sharp. Besides there were
skulls of great size and in good pres-
ervation. stone pipes, pouclies, and so
on. Also some enormous teeth and
bones of an antediluvian animal
found in the Bras D'Or Lakes in
Cape Breton."

"The visit of Sain Slick and his
friends to Dr. Ovey, and the "day on
the lake" with its quaint personages,
its varied incidents and changing
scenery is perhaps the most alluring
sketch of sylvan sumer life in Nova
Scotia that has yet appeared in
prose., says a judiciouis critic.

Who was this Dr,. Ovey thus de-
scribed by Sain Slick?

We bave tried to solve the problem
but without success. Hialiburton had
evidently in his mind's eye some ec-
centric medical man devoted to tlhe
study of natural historv who prefer-
red the solitude of the forest to the
busy liaunts of men. Finding no au-
thentic record of a single individual
endowed with all the characteristies of
Dr. Ovey, we bave accepted the con-
clusion that we have in this character
the combined characteristics of per-
haps three or four medical ien more
or less known to that author.

But whatever may be thought òf
the real or fictional charactër of Dr.
Ovey, medical practitioner and natur-
alist, there is no doubt that for about
a century past, Nova Scotia has had
nian& ïnedica:1 prac.titioîiers who huive
dëvôtëd muci fiine to natural science
aid whose investigations and writings
have greatly extended the general
krìowledge of the natural history and
resources 'of the country. 0f them
we now proceed to- present brief
sketches of a few.
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ABRAHANI GESNER, (1797-1864)A BRAHIAM Gesner, a descend-
ant of that "very fanions
naturalist and author," Kon-

rod Gesner, of Zurich, Switzerland,
(1516-1565), was born at Cornwallis,
Nova. Scotia. May 3rd, 1797, and died
in Halifax, N. S., April 29, 1864. His
father, Colonel -Ienry Gesner, was a
native of New York, who served dur-
ing the Revolutionary War on the
Royalist side, and subsequently set-
tled cin Cornwallis.

Dr. Gesner practiced his profession
at Cornwalis, afterwards at Parrs-
boro, and finally a.t 1-alifax.

Young Gesner had but littie op-
portinity of securing a good general
education, but he had that vigor and
activity- of mind which find a way to
intellectual achiev-ement in spite of
difliculties. A "self-made man" in
general Iearning, he early took to
reading the book of nature at first
hand in the rocks and minerals, fauna
and flora, of his native land, and
throughout life geology,. mineralogy,
and the chemistry connected th ere-
with, were his favorite studies. By
the time he w-as twenty he had made
consderable advance in these subjects,
and eagarly grasped at an opportun-
ity afforded him of visiting the West
Indies and part of South Anierica,
that he miglit extend his scientific
knowledge by an examination of the
earth and its products in other coun-
tries than Nova Scotia. For some
years he continued these studies
abroad and at home, and about
1825 became a student of medicine
in London. There he st udied
at St. Bartholomew's Hospital, un-
der John Abernethy, and at Guy's
Hospital, under Astley Cooper, and
graduated in due course. Whether
his medical degree was M.D. or not,

it is to be noted that in connection
with numerous papers published in
the Geological, Journa, (London)
he is reguilarlv accorded that title, the
author's naine appearing thus: " Ab-
raham Gesner, M.D., F.G.S." I[e
was a Fellow or Member of many
other learned societies in both An-
erica and Europe.

Having practiced for a time in
Cornwallis, he renoved to Parrsboro
in what is now another county to con
tinue his practice there. That he was
residing at Parrsboro about seven
years later, we learn from the preface
to his first published work, "Remarks
on the Geologv and Mineralogy of
Nova Scotia," which is dated, "Parrs-
boro, July, 1836." We may also
learn from this preface that lie had
consderable practice, for le says in it:
"Amidst the arduous duties of a la-
"borious profession, and under the
"annoyance of perpetual interruption,
"most of the following pages have
"been written; or during the silent
"hours of midnight, when the labour
but not fatigue of the day had de-
parted."

This book proved of great public
service, both by bringing many of
the reading people of Nova Scotia
into touch with geologic science, and
by becoming the guide-book to the
greatest geologist of the age, Sir
Charles Lyell, who, in 1842, visited
the Province and made a "careful ex-
amination of some of the most difli-
cult features of its geologic struc-
ture." Dawson, in his "Acadian Geo-
logy," 2nd Edit. (1868), page 7, said:

"In 1836, a volume entitled "Re-
marks on the Geology and Mineral-
ogy of Nova Seotia," by A. Gesner,
F.G.S., was published in Halifax,
and was the first work on the local
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geology extensively circulated in the
Province. This work was an great
part a popular resume of the pre-
viously published discoveries of Jack-
son and Alger, but with many addi-
tional facts collected by its author in
the course of careful examinations of
the coast of the Bay of Fundy, and
more hurried journeys in other parts
of the Province. "Gesner's work was
"of great service in directing popular
"attention within the Province to the
"subject of geology, and it is still an
"excellent guide to the localities of
"interesting mineral specimens."

This passage is retained in the lat-
est, the 4th, edition of 1891.

The "Men of the Times," published
in New York in 1852, referred to this
work in these terms:

" The 'Geology and Mineralogy of
Nova Scotia' was the guide-book of
Sir Charles Lyell in his geological
survey of Nova Scotia, and after the
most careful examination, was pro-
nounced by hin to be exceedingly
correct."

It may be added that Sir Charles
had not only Dr. Gesner's book, but
also Dr. Gesner himself, as a guide on
part of that survey, and that both
proved of great assistance to him.

Among Dr. Gesner's other and sep-
arately published works were the fol-
lowing: Reports on the Geology of
New Brunswick, Nos. 1, 2, 3 and 4-
St. John, 1839-42; Report on the
Geology of Prince Edward Island-
1846. New Brunswick, Early His-
tory, Natural His;tory, et.c.-London,
1817; Industrial Resources of Nova
Scotia-H{aifax; 1819; A Practical
Treatise on Goal, Petroleum, and oth-
vr Distilled Oils-New York . and
London. 1861. Second revised edi
tion, 1865.

Among his contributions to scien-

tific periodicals may be mentioned:
A geological Map of Nova Scotia

(4to), with w'hich was printed a me-
moir of the author - Proceedings
Geol. Soc. (London), 1846, p.129 .On

ithe 'Gypsum of Nova Scotia-Geol.
Jour., London, Vol. V. p. 129. On
Elevations and Depressions of the
Earth in North Aierica-Geol. Jour.,
London, Vol. XVII., p. 381 Gold and
its Separation from Other Metals-
Trans. Nova Scotian Institute, Vol. I.
p. 30.

Dr. Gesner has been freqiently re-
ferred to as the discoverer of kero-
sene and the author of the naime,
which is said to have been derived
from the Greek word, knpos, wax. As
early as 1846, Dr. Gesner had extract-
ed oil froin the "Albertit-e" of New
Brunswick. and other bituminous
minerals. From 1848 to 185L he was
engaged :n. making analyses, for
Lord Dundonald. of the bitumen of
Trinidad and other products of the
West Indies. Next he soight to turn
his scientific discoveries to commercial
use, and, proceeding to New York, set
up two large factories for the manu-
facture of the illuminating oil he
called kerosene. The most authentic
statement with which the present
writer is acquainted as to Dr. Ges-
ner's priority in this now world-wide
manufacture and in the use of the
nane, is that given by the New Ox-
ford Dictionary of the English Lang-
uage, under the definition of the
word, kerosene, as follows:

"First manufactured by Abraham
"Gesner shortly after 1846 (1865 Ges-
"ner Coal Petroleuni, etc.) and fre-
"quently called kerosene oil. Also com-
"monly known as petroleurm, which
"properly denotes the crude mineral
"oil from which kerosene is obtained.
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"But the usual name is paraffn oil
*or paraffin ; sometimes Amercan
"para/fl (oil) is used to distinguisli
"kerosene fron oil obtained from
"British shales.

"1854. A. Gesner in 'U. S. Patent
"lReport 462. The riew product or
"composition of hydrocarbon for * -
"Iluminating and other purposes eall-
"ed kerosene.

1858. Simonds Dict. Tral. Kero-
a liquid hydro-carbon obtained

"from a species of bituminous shale
"inll New Brunswick."

Dir. Gesner was of imediu height,
st.outish build, and vigorous frame,
ahvys busy, but of kindly social dis-
position, and was held in great re-
spect by his intimate acquaintances
and lie scientific men of his day. His
work in Geology and allied depart-
ments was singularlv able and accur-
ate for his time. and contributed im-
menselv to enable the geni us of Sir
Charles Lvell, in the course of a few
weeks, to setle the Geolog'v of the
Province in its due relat.ion to that of
the rest of the earth.

Shortlv after his gr-aduation in
iedicine, Dr. Gesner married iMiss
Webster. of Kentville, N. S.. a sister
of Dr. Webster, and he had a large
familv. One of his sons. George
W. Gesner, was the editor of the sec-
ond edition of bis father's work on
" Coal, Petroleum, and Other Distill-
ed Oils," published in 1865.

A portrait of Dr. Gesner was pub-
lished ini the special mining mimber
of "The Nova Scotian" (Halifax).
October, 1903.

EBENEZER FITCH HARDING.

(1799.1861) '

BENEZER Fitch -Iarding, eld-
est son of Theodore. Seth Ifard-
ilng, a, distingiish ed Baptist

iMinister, was born in Horton. N. S..
August 17, 179.

In December 1830. lie married Sar-
ah Bayard. a daughter of Colonel
Samuel Vetch Bavard, of Wilmot, a
sister of Dr. Robert Bavard. and an
aunt of Dr. William îBayard, late of
St. .Tohn, N. B.

Dr. -1ardin died at Windsor on
April 29, 1861.

He recei ved lis general cluication
at Picton Academy, uder Dr. McCul-
loch. and boegan his iedical studies ii
the old wav as a student with a medi-
cal practitio>ner. HIe first, spent a year
with Dr. Anderson in 1-alifax, and
then two years with Dr. Robert Bay-
ard at Kentville. After tbis he pro-
ceeded to New York wlhere, upon bis
completion of two vears additioail
study, he graduated as M.D. from the
University of New York in 1821.

le succeeded Dr. iobert Bavard iii
professional practice at KentvIle:
but in 1831. urged by Judge Halibur-
ton (Sai Slick) and others, he re-
moved to Windsor where he practiced
his profession . until bis death il
1861.

Dr. Pyke, a retired Army Surgeon.
and Wiley, were his professional col-
leagues in Windsor; later Dr. B. 1).
Fraser joined them; and tbey al
seemn to have w-orked together very
harinoniously.

One son of Dr. Harding adopted
the medical profession. After a
course at Kings College, he graduat-
ed in Medicine at McGill, Irst prac-
tisec in Vermont, and later in Mid-
dIeton, where he died in 1860.

Dr. E. F. larding was so devoted
to the study of Geology and Mineral-
ogy as to deserve a place in this ser-
ies of sketches. All the tine lie could
spare fron bis professional practice
was devoted to this work. He was
one of the local geologists w-ho accom-
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panied Sir Charles Lyell in his tour
of Nova Scotia, and lHarding's dis-
coveries are several times referred to
in Dawson's work, "Acadian Geol-

Sir Charles Tupper, J. R. DeWolfe,
Lewis Johnston, and many others, be-
gan their medical studies with Dr.
lHarding.

He was a, very successful practi-
tioner and was greatly beloved by bis
patients and friends.

WILLIAM BENNET WEBSTER, M.D,
F.G.S.L., (1798-1861) -

W ILLIAM Bennett Webstber.
was born at Kentville, Nova
Scotia. January 18-1798.

-lis father. Dr. Isaac Webster, a
lineal descendant in the fifth genera-
lion of John Webster, one o-f the rov-
al governors of Connecticut, came to
Cronvallis in 1791,where lie married
Priudence Bentlev in 1794. Although
noti a regularlv educated physician, he
practiced medicine at Kentville. and
there acqiired flic reputation of being
"a stern man and a skilful doctor."
He died in 18,51. at the age of 85.

William Bennet Webster receivel
bis general education, partly at the
Cornwall is Grammar School conuet-
ecd by ev. William Forsyth, partly
under the direction of Rev. Willam
Castle. of Windsor, and partly at Pic-
tou Acadeiy. It seeis that onle or
more of his early instructors .ncour-
agecd liim to studv natural history,
and to suchi investigations bis ener-
gies were largely devoted throughout
his life.

His studies in inedicine were taken
in New York, where he graduated as
M.D. from the College of Physicians
and Surgeons.

After so graduating lie spent a vear
in London and Paris, devoting his
whole time to medical studies.

Then settling in Kentville, he soon

acquiredi an extensive practice whbich
was maintained down to thie dlaie of
lis death in 1861.

H1e was an able practitioner, skilful
as a surgeon, and was especially noted
for his success in performing delicate
operations on the eve.

Dr. W. B. Webster was well versed
in natural historv. ils favourite
studies were Geology and 2Mineralogy,
and lie devoted ail his spare time to
researclh work, mainly in his native
country.

J-Te accompanied Sir Ch1a ries Lyell
in that great geologist's tour through
the western part of the Province. Sir
Charles afterwards corresponded witi
him, and sent him copies of lis works
as tokens of renemlbrance anid es--
teeni, and these Dr. Webster no doubt
prized verv highlv.

Dr. Webster made a verv extensive
collection of Nova Scotian minerals
and fossils. This collection was gen-
erously donated by his widow to the
provincial museum; but only a, few
of tie specimens now remain, for
most of themi were seriously damaged
and ultimatey destroved in transpor-
ta tion to variouis interiational exhi-
bitions.

Dr. Dawson was very f avourably
impressed with Dr. Webster's attain-
ments in Geology, and in his work on
Acadian Geology makes frequent ref-
erence to Dr. Webster's discoveries.

To a fossil plant wlhich Dr. Web-
ster fonnd in tie siates of Beech liill,
near Kentville. Dawson gyave tie
name "Dictyonema Websterin," in on-
our of tie discoverer: and nîo doubt
Dawson's inffnence hadci weight in se-
Cnring the election of Webster as a,
iFellow of tie Geological Society of
London.

Dr. Webster represented the Coun-
ty of Kings in fie House of Assem-
bliv from 1855 to 1861. In politics lie
did not distinguish himself, and per-
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haps made some enemies. But he did
some good work in the House, was
ever. a strenuous supporter of all
measures introduced for to improve
the status of the medical profession,
and, most notably, was the introducer
of the Medical Act of 1856, which he
supported by a carefully prepared
and effective speech.

Personally, Dr. Webster was known
as a gentleman of great uprightness
and integrity of character.

With natural talents of a high or-
der, a thoroughly trained mind, and
cultivated taste, Dr. Webster was a
man well wortliy not only of admira-
tion, but of imitation, :and his death
at the comparatively early age of 63,
caused deep and widespread regret.

JOHN BERNARD GILRIN, (1810-1892)JOIN Bernard Gilpin was born
September 4, 1810, at Newport,
Rhode Island, where his fath-

er, J. Bernard Gilpin, of Vidar's
1ill1, Hants, England, was for many
years British Consul. His father,
who was an uncle of Rev. Edwin
Gilpin, D.D., for a long period, the
Church of England Dean of 'Nova
Scotia, retired from the . Consulship
on pension and took up his residence
at Annapolis, N. S., which led to his
son spending his long and useful life
in this Province.

He received his general education
at Trinity College, Providence, R. I.,
taking the degree of M.A., and stud-
ied Medicine at the University of
Pennsylvan;ia, from which lie gradua-
ted as .MD.' in 1834. Immediately
afterwards lie studied in London, and
Won the degree-of M.R.C.S. (Lond').

The practice of his profession le
began at Annapolis, removing to
HIalifax. ini 1846 and there continuing
practice till1836, 'when he returned
to Annapolis where:he. spent the - re-

mainde- of his days, dying -there
March 12, 1892.

He was a member of the, Medical
Society of Nova Scotia, and one of
the original founders of the Nova
Scotian Institute of Natural Science
in, 1863, of which le became a Vice-
President in 1864, and was President
from 1873 to 1878. He was also a
member of many scientific and learn-
ed societies in the United States and
Great Britain.

While highly esteemed -bothi as a
medical man and as a citizen, he never
acquired a very extensive practice but
devoted much of his time and energy
to the study of Natural History, in
vhich lie did much original and use-

ful work. His paper on the Commoi'
Herring was the first one read before
the Nova Scotian Institute, of Natur-
al Science after its formation, the
first of a series on the Food Fishes
of Nova Scotia, and the first of
some thirty-four papers of his read
before the Institute, which, if collect-
ed, would form a very interesting and
valuable work on the Natural History
of the Province. Besides being a clear
graceful writer, he was skilful with
pencil and brush to illusti-ate those
subjects of his study, which can be so
well served by those arts. le was
-constantly doing his utiost -to assist
and encourage the study of Natural
History in the Province, and 'was fre-
quently consulted by Professor Baird,
of the Smithsonian Institute, as to
the détermination of new or doubtful
species of fish and as to their migra-
tions in 'these northern waters.

CHARLES COGSWELL, (1813-892)

HARLES CogsweIl was born
in Halifax, N. S.,' May 12,
1813. lis ancestor had come

from Massachiusetts and settled in

Cornwallis, N. S., about the year
1761.

Educated at King's College; Wind-
sor, ho graduated in Arts in 1831, and
took his professonal course at the
University of Edinburgh, where he
gradnated as M.D. in 1836. Subse-
quently he studied in London and
Paris.

Dr. Cogswell then settled in bis na-
tive city, where he was a valued mem-
ber of the profession for many yars.
Su'bseqüently he removed to London,
England, where he became a consuilt-
ing physician and resided till his
death in- 1892.

H-e was elected a Extraordinary
Member of the Royal Societyv of Ed-
inburgh in 1839, and was President of
the Medical Society of Nova Scotia
in 1864.

-Possessing ample neane, Dr. Cogs-
well did not engage in general prac-
tice in Halifax, but devoted his time
and talents to improving the status
of the profession, to promoting the
construction of hospitaIls, and to
works of charity. It was said of the
familv that they were noted for pie-
ty, talerit and benovolence. He was
chiefly instrumental in the orga ni za-
tion of thc first Medical Society in
Nova Scotia. Ie contributed many
standard woi-ks and provided a liber-
ai éndox"ment to what is now knowji
as the OCgswell Medical Library, n'ow
in the lHalifax Medical College. Dr.
Cogswell Was also a strong advocate
of' thletics; especially favôring ac-
quatic 'spôrts. Ie psenië d7the, City
of Halia with the länd'. for a sma11
park Šnd" evoted åôni'dñer~beof lis
wealth to the endowment ,of lung's
College, Windsor, and to variois pub-
lic purposes and iropvements in his
native City, including the solid gran
ite fence- arou"id the City Hall
Square.
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In the early part of his career lie
devoted much time to original re-
search. In 1839 lie was a.warded the
prize of the -Harveian Society of Lon-
don for the best dissertation on the
physiological action and nedicinal
properties of Iodine and its com-
pounds. This essay was published,
and was for many years regarded as
the best authority on the subject.

In 1851, lie contributed a valuable
paper to the Medical Society of Lon-
don on the "Endosmotic Action of
Medicines."

In later life he devoted all his
spare tine to the study of art. liter-
ature and philosophy. In 1879 he
published a, philosophic poen, enti-
tled "Ambition's )ream," which was
republisheci in 1890, and concerning
which the critic of the London Morn-
ing Post said:

"The poem is a noble soliloquy in
"the solemn guise of a. nineteenth
"century Ecclesiastes, but bristling
"with nanly lessons and pathetie
"lpassages. Soime of the sketches of
"natural sccnery are very beautiful.
"The work is evidently the outcome
"of a life's experience, and, not merely
"a tissue of passing fancies. And al-
"though it be tinged with sadness, it
"is also full of that best form of
"nanhood which is free from sham
"and fuil of self-denial. Its perusal
"w-ill provoke frequent recurren ce to
"its pages, and it cones emnphatically
"under the head of healthy reading."

He married Frances Mary Good-
rich in 1848. There was no issue.

JOHN 5OMERS, (1840-1898)
OIN Soners was born in St.

John's Newfoundland, in 1840,
and died in Hlalifax, N. S.. in

1898.
I-e practiced in Ilalifax for, most

of the years of his professionai career.
lis general education was obtained

at St. Mary's College, Hlalifax, and

his professional training at Bellevne
Medical College, New York, f rom
which lie graduated as M.D. in 1866.

Dr. Soiners was a niember of the
British Medical Association of the
Nova Scotia Institute of Natural
Science, and of the Medical Society
of Nova Scotia, of which last he was
the President in 1883.

He was for a time an Assistant
Surgeon in the United States Ariny,
and for years, a visiting physician of
the Victoria General Hospital, Hali-
fax, and of the Halifax .Dispensa ry,
and Professor of Physiology in the
Halifax Medical College. He was al-
so on the Coniniission of Provincial
Charities, and a member of the 1-ali-
fax Board of School Coinissioners.

Dr. Soniers led a life of great ac-
tivity, was engaged in many matters
of social and public interest, and was
a warm supporter of the Halifax
Medical College. He was an ardent
student of botanical science, and pre
sented a large number of papers on
tIis suiject to the Nova Scotia Insti-
tute of Natural Science, which may
be found in that Society's printed
Transactions.

Dr. Soners niarried a Miss Brown,
of Halifax, and left several sons and
daughters.

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INTERNATIONAL COMMISSION ON CONTROL OF
TUBERCULOSIS AMONG DOMESTIC ANIMALS.

B)y M. H. REI YNOLDS, Secrctary.I seeis desirable that the public
should be given opportunity to
know what this Commission is

doing in as iuch as the Conunission
respresents indirectly the Canadian
and United States governî ents, and
involves live stock sanitary control
work of all of the individual -tates.

Th'lie last session heild at Detroit was
devoted largely to reports. There
were present representatives of Cana-
dian and American breeders, Cana-
dian and United States Departiments
of Agriculture, American and Cana-
diain veterinarians. The followinug
reported: Committ-ee on Education
and Legislation; Committee on Lo-
cation of Tuberculosis in cattle: Coin-
mi ttee on Dissemination of Tubercil
losis; and the Committee on Dispo-
sition of Tuberculous cattle. The
Comminittee on Education and Legisla-
tion made a partial report presenting
a eritical study of experience of cer-
tain states in their efforts to deal with
this problem. The purpose of this
was to :present full information for
the Connission concerning mistakes,
ami failures, and comparative success-
es of communities that have undertalk-
en serioùs work with tuberculosis.

The committee on Location' of Tu-
bercuiosis in .Cattle, presented their
repoart under such headings as "Pro-
viîion for Notification": "Location By
Tudberculin Test"; "Location of In-
fected Herds Through Meat Inspec-
tion Service"; "Most Important
Sources 'of Animal Tuberculosis."

The committee on Dissemination of
3orine Tuberculosis presented its stu-

dy under such headings as " Intro-
diiction :of Disease Into the Herd";
"Dissemination Bv Feeding To Calv-
es"; "Dissemination By Conteet At
Shôws"; "Dissemination By Piacing
Healthy Animals in Contaminated
Stables"; Dissemination bv Trans-
portation of Healthy Animals in In-

fected Cars": Disseinination by Pas-
ture Exposure." The discussion on
this report gave considérable atten-
tion to the problen of tracing back
fron the killing floor to the infected
farni with a view to detecting the
diseased herds and concentrating con-
trol work as much as possible on dis-
eased herds.

The Coniniittee on Disposition of
Tubercular Cattle reported concern-
ing the necessity of accepting tubercu-
lin for diagnosis as a fundamental;
the necessity of voluntary co-opera-
tion; and lie superiority of volun-
tary co-operation to measures of coin-
pulsion. This commnittee consi dered
the feasibility of the Bang and Oster-
tag methods of dealing with tubercu-
lar herds under American conditions.
It also made reconmendations con-
cerning the relation of indemnity to
final disposition of all clinical cases:
and a studv cf the conditions w'hich
should determine the disposition of
reacting cattle.

A very considerable aniount of dis-
cussion on this report was given to
the question of remiuneration for ow n-
ers, and particularly as to wbether
this should be regarded as a tempor-
ary or as a permanent provision in
tuberculosis control work. A nuimber
of menbers held that it nust neces-
sarily be considered as a useful pre-
liminary and temnporaiy mneasure.

Careful consideration w-as given to
the possibility of makîin eit.her the
Ostertag or Bang, method of dealing
with tuberculosis iii the lherd, or a
combination of the two, feasible in
America and Canada for grade herds.
This is along the line of finding some
nethod more economical than slaugli-
ter'for as many herds as possible.

Tlhe next meeting of this Interna-
tional Commission will be held in Ot-
tawa.

It is not too imucli to sav that
diring his occupancy of this position
he discharged its duties with abilitv
and in such a manner as won the re-
gardl and admiration of his fellow eiti-
zens. In September, 1893, be married
Helen Hlickey, a daughter of the late
Mchael H-ickey, of the firm of Ilick-
ey & Stewart, tobacconists, here. She
and one son, Frederick G., are left to
mourn. Perbaps it is not too much
to say that in his profession. one of
the noblest, and ranking with that of
the Clerical, Dr. Kelly was one of the
nost popular of all the medical men
of this Province. -lis was a kindly
nature and genial disposition. and
mny a generous deed and thoughtful
act bas rightfully been attributed to
him. Always cheerful, his verv pres-
ence, in the sick room was comforting
and sustaining and his loss not only
to the profession which le adorned,
but also to his large clientele and the
city and Island generally will be
widely and deeply deplored. le
wrought for the advancement of our
city, the welfare of our people, and
to relieve the suffering as. much as
lay in his power."

DR. GAUDET.D i. Edward T. Gaudet died at
his home at St. Joseph's, near

bis powers as one of the leading prac-
titioners of the province. Bright's
disease, we understand, was the oc-
casion of bis taking off. Sone vears
ago the malady had disclosed itself,
but timelv attention and a vigorous
constitntion had sufliced to keop it in
abevance.

Thougli comparatively brief, Dr.
Gaudet's career reflected credit upon
hiinself, his profession and the ro-
mantic, gentle and God-fearing race
to which he belonged. le was the
first of the Acadians to reach the
Presidency of the Council of Physi-
cians and Surgeons of the Province,
and, so far as we are aware, to fill tho
chair of the New Brunswick Medical
Society.

Since 1908 be held the important
and responsible position of Surgeon
to the Dorchester Penhitentiary. Un-
like many of the leaders of the profes-
sion who spend a life-time in the all
too narrow and somewhat repressive
groove of medical practice, Dr. Gau-
det interested himself in the general
affairs of the world about him. For
a very considerable period he was one
of the councillors of his parish and
rose to the position of Warden of
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Westmorland County. He took an
active interest in the welfare of his
church and race, being prominent in
the C.M.B.A., the Knights of Colum-
bus and in the Society of L' Assump-
tion.

Dr. Gaudet crraduated in medicine
in 1879, from Victoria College, Mont-
real, and after spending a year in
hospital practice in that citv. located
in Moncton. In a few years, however,
upon request of the community of St.
Joseph. he removed thither, and there
his life-work was destined to accom-
plishment.

chand. of Buctouche, and six children,
two of whom are following the fath-
er's profession, one, Dr. Alfred, in
practice at St. Joseph's; the other,
an undergraduate at McGil. Two
other sons are in Arts at the home
college at Memramcook, and the two
claughters are at conventual schools.

BY DR. PAUL COHNHEIM, Specialist in
Diseases of the Stomach and Intestines in
Berlin. From the second German Edition.
