With the return of the spring season
the tide of emigration from Canada to
the United States is again setting in. We
ought to be used to the spectacle by this
time, but we are not, and whenever we
witness it, we experience ‘a fresh pain.

- We saw a whole procession of men,
women aund children pass through last
week on their way to’ the cars.” They
were well dressed, provided with well-
filled portmanteaus, and sesmed quite
cheerful.  We Jearn, besides, that num-
bers of families have recently left their
farms and their houses to seek a new
home beyond the lines.  Crowds . will
soon he passing through Montreal from
other parts of the country, bound for the
same destination. '

. The exodus of our pecple, like that of
the old Ismelites who were lured 1o the
banks of -the Nile, ought to be a subject
of commiseration for every Canmulian pa-
triot. It is a slur upon the country,
which the Americans themselves are not
‘slow to throw into our faces, and it is

Go to Ogdensburgh and Os-
wego, and visit the cabins on the water's
They are filled with Canadians

L who do all the drudgery of those cities,
| Tt not the people be deceived by the

yuung swells who return from the States,
now and then, with shining beaver, paste
jewellery and other gimemeks, swaggering
like Bowery loafers, and spurting broken-
Fnglish slang, learned in the purlieus,
If they knew all, they would beware of
these voungsters, instead of allowing
themselves to be humbugged by the
stories they tell of fortune beyond the
froniier.

And what do most of these people
leave behind them, when they emigrate
from the country!  They leave goud
Tands, good farms, geod situations, guod
prospects,  They leave independence and
respectability, to become servants of the
stranger, and to be looked down upon as
an inferior class, intu the bargain.  Even
if they leave poverty and hard work, it s
only to find another species of poventy
and harder work. They get discouraged
here without reason, but when they -
rive there, their discourngement iz not
lessened, because their condition is nut
bettered, and, like the Jewish exiles on
Babylonian waters, they sigh in vain for
a return to their native land.

We commend this matter to the Fe-
deral and Provincial - Governments, We
commend it earnestly, in the best inter-
ests of the country. It is 1o use discuss-
ing abstract political guestions,’ and de-
vising schemes of administration, if we
cannot insure the prosperity of the masses.
[t is nu use either taltking about emigra-
tion from Europe, if we caunot retain
our own population, keep it at homne, give
it employment, and afford it chances of
getting on.  Sowething must be done
thoroughly to urrest thiz exodus of Cana-
dians towards the United States. In our
opinion there is no public guestion which
deserves a more anxious considemtion
from all classes of the country. s

GEN. Mioes' EXFEOITION AGAINsT. ChazY
Hopsp—Crazy - Horse, with his confederate
bands of Ogalalla, Sioux snd Cheyennes=the
fatter under White Bull, Little Chief, and
others—~had fixed himsolf for the winter in the
gorges of the Wolf Mountains, at the head of
Tungue River, Montana Tepritory. - Gen, Miles,
Colonel of the Fifth Infantry, comwanding at
Tongue River, determined to make Crazy Horse
change his winter: arrangements. With five
conpanies of the Fifth Infantry, two of the
Twenty-second, and two pirces’ of artillery,
Gen. Miles marched upon the Indinn strong-
hold, in the end of December last, when the

thermometer. was: twenty-eight degrees below -

zero. . There is mot a  single  cavalrynian-at
Tongue River,. though a_regiment was _ordered

there last: fall. After -a march: of eleven: days|

through ‘snow two' feet déep—and a pursuit ‘of
eight - days—several  squaws and ‘children were
captured, one  hundred: and’ twenty head: of
‘heef cattle récaptured, ‘and Crazy Horse had to
fight. .

SHARESPEARE'S LITERARY PARTNERSH1PS.—
_Under this title a: lecture 'was. delivered . at 'the

Furnivall, before a considerable audience. The
question was one of details; requiring attentive
study of different specimens from those who
shared work with Shakespeare. It was necessary
_to analyse these specimens to see wether the
writing was that of Marlowe, Greene, Wilkins,
Rowley, or wasg it that of Shakespeare. Pericles,
Cymbetine; Henry VI were obviously to some
extent the work of other writers. Tities Andro-
nicus, marked by scenes of blood and thunder,
was altogether at variance with the higher mind
‘of Shakespeare, and seemed itself to say that it
was not his. 1n the first of fenry VI Mr. Fur-
nivall traced the hand of Marlowe, whom he
compared, in his earlier writings, with Mr,
- Swinburne, both poets being distinguished by a-
maximum of sound aud a - minitoum of sense,
Quoting several distinctively bombastic speci-
mens, he wmaintained that these were contrary
‘to the instinets and genius of Shukespeare, and
were in all probability the work of Marlowe,
Greene, or some other of the same school. Komeo
and Juliet ‘and . The Two Gentlemen of Verona
were supposed to be touched by some other hand ;
besides,. having' consideration to the romantic
notions of the time, especially in Italy, he did
not agree that even the conduct of Valentine in
giving up his sweetheart to the base Proteus was
-altogether inconsistent with the earlierand more
" passionate period of Shakespeare’s life. In the
entrance of the drunken porter after the wurder
_.in Macbeth, regarded by many as unworthy of
Shakespeare, the lecturer held that the relief
afforded to the highly-wrought feelings of the
audience was perfectly natural, and was far su-
~-perior to anything that Myddleten could have
done. In 7'{men no doubt a good deal was found
that was not Shakespeare’s. Jericles, too, was
a play partly written by Shakespeare and put
into some other persoun’s hands. Specimens of
widely contrasting style and power were read in
illustration of this contention, as of the several
other arguments advanced in the course of the
lecture. Cwmmbeline contained several weak
scenes that were not Shakespeare’s.  So, too, in
Henry L., was found much of the weaker kind
of Fletcher's work. In concluding, the lecturer
recomwmended  the student to confine himself in
the first instance to the genuine playsof Shakes-
peare before venturing on those which were par-
tially spurious.
