Ixpxrivevisnanie Storsm aAsv Danorr Sieyan.—An Eoglish-
mun, numed Nathaoiel Holmes, has patented an ¢ inextin-
gaishable storm and danger signal Jight," which was first
exhibited at the President’s meeting of the Royal Socicty of
London, on 22ad of April, when it attracted great attention.,
Nagure gives the following aceount of it and its uses :—=The
peculiarities of the signal light are that it is self-igniting
when placed in water or thrown on the seas,  Contact with
water heing the ouly means of igniting the lamp, it is jnex-
tingnishable when once igoited ; neither wind nor storm Las
any effect vpon the lame. The light is of intense brilliancy,
and of great duration, and can be seen for a great distance in
the open air. Photographs may be taken by the light of this
new signal,  Experiments were tried on the evening of the
25th of April, at ten o'clock, in the presence of some scientific
goentlemen, to determine its brillianey as a signal. A lamp
wis placed o a bucket of water on the top of Primrose Hill,
and the light wax so intense that after the signal had been
burning for twenty minutes small newspaper print could be
distinetly read ata distanee of seventy feet, notwithstanding
that the night was thick und foggy. This new signal Jight
will burs for over forty minutes. In construction the lamp
is excevdingly #imple, and so contrived that when once burnt
the whole may be thrown away, The chemical preparation
contained in the lamp is a xolid hard substance, free from
dunger ; not affected by heat, and so non-explosive ; and the
signal i comparatively inexpensive.  [ts applications for
warkae sighads are numerons.  In eases of shipwrecks a few
Taraps thrown on the sea would illuminate the entire scone,
and enable assiztance o be promptly and etiiciently rendered,
For rocket-line apparatus it is equally valuable as bursting
intoa tlame on fuiling into the sen it would indicate the posi-
tion of the rocket-line, In connection with life-buoys, it wonld
be s turk to the drowning sailor.

The revolutionary government at present in power in
England is forcing democratic ideas into premature
- maturity. By a somewhat arbitrary, though we believe
strictly constitutional, act on the part of the Sovereign,
the purchase system in the army has been abolished
against the will of Parliament. By a no less arbitrary
enforcement of parliamentary discipline the ballot is to
be pushed through the House of Commons, if it has not
been already. Mr. Gladstone seems to have parted from
all his old moorings, and to be drifting along on the surf
of the democratic wave now sweeping over the length
and breadth of the United Kingdom. No one can tell
where he will stop. He resisted the Nonconformist
motion for the disestablishment of the English Church,
only, we suppose, because he rightly believed that the
English mind was not ready for the change. But can it
be said of him that he has clung to any principle, for its
own sake, that was formerly his? Rather it seems that
he who, of all men, was regarded as a man of high prin-
ciple, has stooped, when in office, to the lowest shifts of
expediency, snd even blindly elevated to power those
whom, in the interests of society, as well as in their own
interests, it was the duty of the Government to have oon-
trolled with & firm hand. Order and mob rule are incom.
patible.  France has taught us that, if we had not
received the lesson nearer home. But England seems to
be fast drifting, despite the examples on every side of
her, into the arms of unbridled democracy, and the Im.
perial Ministry now in power is working direotly, though
we believe unintentionally, towards that end.
" We have but to look at the Washington capitulation—
Treaty we mean—to see how far-England has fallen from
her former high estate ; to the Treaty of London, wherein
vthe saucy Gortschakoff. got everything he wanted for
Russis; and practically destroyed all the advantsges the
Westhrn . powers had gained by their -success in the
Crimean campaign; to the cowardly attitude maintained
‘during the. diplomatic discussions. between Frauce and
Prusgia previous to the war; and. finally, to the feeble,
or rather unappreciable weight which Britain exercised
in settling the terms of peace, to satisfy ourselves that
_Englond, under Mr. Gladstone’s administration, counts
for little among the nations either in the Eastern or the
Western hemisphere. He and his ministers make a pro-
fession of guayding the homour and dignity of the Em-
pire; but after a little diplomatio swagger they have in
every case surrendered all that was asked of them,
whether by Russia or the United States. These are the
only two powers which by geographical position and
national aspiration are instinotively antagonistic to Bri.
tain; and these two, the one in the East, the other in the
West. look with a jealous eye upon the British de-

pendencies, and even act as if they bad sworn to
some day appropriate them to their own use. Yet it is
precisely before these two powers—her foes in the past,
and not unlikely to be her enemies, at least necessarily
her competitors, in the future—that England bows down.
Is such a policy caloulated to perpetuate her greatness?
We doubt it. .

In the face of these unpropitious indications of Im-
perial vacillation, the question of the ¢ reorganization of
the Empire” is being pressed upon public attention. The
agitation for ‘“home rule” in Ireland is accounted «
propos to the discussion, and it is held that as the de-
mand for local legislation increases in Great Britain the
woessity grows for the constitution of inferior or local
Legislatures to deal with local questions, leaving the Im-
perial Parliament to legislate only upon questions affect-
ing the general interests of the Empire. The idea is not

h by any means a new one; but it is one which the Colonies

would probably be slow to accept. In the first place we
do not believe that they would willingly give up any of
the powers they now possess, i.c., those of levying cus-
toms duzs, inland revenue; and other taxes; regulating
the laws of property, as to succession, &o. Secondly, the
Imperial Parliament could scarcely surrender its power
of taxation to the local Legislatures which would neces-
sarily have to be established in the United Kingdom, and
neither England, Ireland nor Scotland would brook sub-
mission to the Imperial Confederation on terms less
favourable than those upon which Canada or Australia
would be admitted. These are practical difficulties,
though involving only matters of detail, and they sug-
gest the propriety of our trying to hang together as we
are for a little while longer, until the progress of events
shall develope new matives for our seeking a change. At
the present time, though we have got what may be called
a ‘ peace-at-any-price’ government administering Im-
perial affairs, we need hardly believe that the heart of
the Empire has abandoned its former aspirations; por
can we suppose that the trifling representation which
would of right belong to the Colonies in case of Imperial
Confederation, could in any degree alter or even modify
Imperial policy. i

Were a bold national spirit abroad in England, strong
enough to control the government, the colonies would,
doubtless, enter more heartjly into the discussion of the
project of an Imj-erial Confederation. But colonists have

no assurance that the inhabitants of the British Isles care -

for the dignity of Empire. On the contrary, they have
seen, time after time, men high in popular favour de-
nouncing the colonies as expensive and useless orna-
ments, embarrassing to the Mother Country. The
expression of such sentiments is naturally caloulated to
provoke a revulsion of feeling among colonists, and thus
the tendency at the present day is towards disintegration
rather than oconfederation of the Empire. There are
some social or internal reforms that Mr. Gladstone may
yet accomplish, which might bring a blessing upon his
country; but we do not anticipate that he can do other-
wise than spread the fecling we bave indicated—that of
dismemberment. It will be for those who succeed him
and his colleagues in 1the government, should circum-
stances then call for it, t0 mature a scheme for binding
more closely together the scattered fragments of the
Empire; and one of the most obvious steps towards this
end would be for the Imperial Governmen_t to assume are-
sponsibility, commensurate with its great interest in the
undertaking, for the construction and equipment of the
Canadian Pacific Railway.

Rose & Co. have been coustituted Lord Lytton's Canadian
publishers by his own express sanction, and the manner in
which they have got out this volume will doubtless commend
them to other English authors of distinction. Of the work
itself we need say little. It was first published more than
twenty years ago, and at that time stood the crucial test of the
keenest criticism. Its republication now, after careful revi-
sion by the distingnished author, will be hailed with satis-
faction by the lovers of Arthurian legend. To those of our
readers who have not as yet seen both Bulwer and Tennyson
on this theme, we may say that Lord Lytton treats the subject
in 8 manner altogether different from that of, Tennyson in his
Mort & Arthur ; indeed, except as to the characters, we can
hardly recognise the story, and none who have read the one
would wish to be without the other. Bince the days of
Milton, probably, no theme has been wrought up with such
epic grandeur in the English language as the story of King
Arthur.  We do not pretend to decide between Lord Lytton
and the Laureate as to their modes of treating the subject,
for the works of both deserve to take a high rank in English
classics. Doubtless the volume before us will receive & liberal
patronage in Canada.

On Thursday évening of last woek Mr. Gladstone formally
announced in the House of Commons that Her Majesty hud
been pleased to cancel the Royal warrant 1egalising the pur-
chase of commissions in the army. The declaration was
received with loud cheering by Government supporters.

The members of the Canadian Press Agsociation returned
to Toronto on Saturday, after the completion of their annual .
excursion. Starting on Tuesday by boat: they ssiled down
the lake to Kingston, and down the river to Montreal. From
Montreal they took steamer to Qitaws, where, after visiting
the ¢ lions,” they were entertained at dinmer by the Mayor
and Corporation. They returned to Prescott on Friday night,
and proceeded thence home. -

Among the hitherto almost hidden resources of British
Columbia is dog-fish oil. This fish does not come and 8o with
the seasons, but inhabits these waters all the year ro and
in such numbers as to be almost literally inexhaustible. Hith-
erto the extraction of the oil has been carried out on & gmall
scale at Plumper Pass, but it has.recently been commenced at
Burrard Inlet, where some fifty men, whites and Indians, ave
successfully engaged in it. The livor of the fish alone is used,
and the daily take of oil will average twenty gallons to_the
man, At Victoria the oil brings forty cents a gallon, but at
Puget Sound it commands as high aq fifty and sixty cents. It
is evident that even when pursued in the simplest manner the
trade in this oil is very profitable, and there is no doubt that
if the business were prosecuted scientifically and extensively
many hundreds of persons would receive profitable employ-
ment.
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CELERY CULTURE,

Celery 18 one of those vegetables with which the amateur
uften mukes his wost decided failure, althongh it is ono of the
must successful crops with the professionad gardener, the cause
of difference in results being attributed to care nnd culture at
the proper time.—~"Those who intend growing’ this-vegetable
on a largie seale should always. consult the best and most
thorough works on the subject; but the man who only  wants
a fow hundred head of celery may prodnce them by adoptiog
the following plan :

THE SKED RED. )

Celery secd usunlly germinates slowly, and the plants are
exceedingly small and tender when they {irat appear; conse-
qnently a carefully prepared seed bed is positively necessary.
T there are no hiot-beds th t ean be used for this purpose, selecta
warm wpot on the south side of 4 fenee or bailding: and as
soun as the frost ik ont of the ground dig up a bed, say three
feet wide and ten fect long, cover it with fine manure, two to
four inchies deep, and dig it in and mix it with the soil. Rake
the bed level and sow the seeds evenly over one-half the sur-
fuce, leuving the remainder vacant and for use when the plants
are large chough for theie first removal,  Pat down the sor-
face with the back of u hoe or spade, and this will usually
cover the seed sufliciently deep; if not, gift on a litthe very
fine woil.  Give the bed a good sonking of tepid water, ap-
plied through s watering pot with a fine vose, It will not do
to dash on water with a pail or some similar vessel,

The seed bed must he frequently witered, and neverallowed
to got dry, until the plants appear, and thereafter sufliciently
to keep them growing, I the plants comv up too thickly,
thin them out; but as svon as lange enongh to handle, take
up and toansplant into rows, beginning on the vacaut end of
the bed, placing them four inches apurt cach way ; and a bed
of the size named witl hold abont three hundred.  The plants
muy remain in this position until wanted for finad planting in
the garden, which we usually do about the first to middie of
July.  Plants that have been transplantea in the sced bed can
be safely removed nt almost any time, whether the weather
be moist or dry.

FINAL PLASTING,

We ndhere somewhat tennciously to the old practice of
trench planting for andinary garden cuftare, A trench is dug
of the required length, or several of them, four feet apart,
awd one space deep, which, as o general thing, will not be
more than six or ¢ight inches, and about a foot wide,  This
trench is then half flled with fine stable wanure, and this is
mixed jnto the soil in the bottom of the trench. The trench,
when thus prepared, will be abont fonr inchies deep, exclusive
of the soil, which hag been thrown out npon cither bank.
The plants see then fet in the centre of the trench six inches
apart, and, after planting, carefully watered, The reason why
we like the shallow trench §s the convenivuee of watering, ax
when applied it is sure Gy reach the roots and not spresd over
the surfnee, as when level culture is adopted. From this time
forward, untit the blanching is commenced, 811 that is re-
quired is to Reep the plants growing by carcful culture, snch
ms frequently stinting the  roil and giving water when
veguired e Rueal Now Yorkee.

He {8 not aware that any anulysis of the
properties of the willow leaf hins yet been made at Shanghai,
but attention to the above facts will doubtless bring about an
investigation of the kind, which is certainly demnanded in the
general interest, by the rapid cxpansion which is exhibiting
itself in this fenturc of the tea trade. .

ANMAL ANy Veoptauce Kaseooms Coxtisvovs.—The fol-
lowing is from Prof. Wyville Thompson's lecture at Edinburgh
University -~ A plant cannot assimilate purc carbon, or
hydrogen, or nitrogen'y it ‘seems’ that it can assimilate no
clementury substance except oxygen, unless it be presented
to it in the nascent condition. * An animal stands in precisely
the same relation to the binary compounds, carbonic acid,
water and smmonin.  However abundantly, therefore, it might
be supplicd with these binary compounds which actually con-
tain all the clements necessary for its austenance, it would
surely die of inanition, In order to be capable of affording
nourishment o the animul kingdom, these substances must
be claborated to-the condition of ternary and quaternary com-
poundg, and thix can only be done in the cells of plants,
Thix, then, is the broad and practical distinction hetween the
vegetable and the animul kingdoms.  Plants have the power
of ‘absorbing, modifying, and organizing inorganic substances,
while animals are entirely dependent upon the organic sub-
stances thus prepared for their support.  Taken in this sense,
the distinction betwesn the two kingdoms is most marked,
und of the bighest practical value; but when we set aside
this one peculiar property, which is possessed only by some
plants, and only by certain parts of those plants, at certain
prriods of their life, and especially when we observe certain
minute forms, of low organization, on the verge of either
kingdom, it becomes absolutely impossible to assign any
definite distinetive chamcter. The character which s, per-
haps, most. palpable and universal, is that a mass of vegetable
protoplasm is, at xome time during its existenee, inclosed in a
cellowall, which is composed of cellulose, or some very nearly
allicd ternary compound,  Animnal protoplasm is rarely, if
ever, confined in this way ; that is to say, in nucleated cells,
with cellulose wally, which are found in all plants, and are
not found iu the animal kingdom. * ¢+ Now, although
the power which plants possess of fixing carbon and combin-
ing it with the elements of water, is the character which
practically distinguishes the vegetable from the animal king-
dom, I have already shown that we eanuot regard this as by
any means a universal test.  In this respect broomrapes and
dodders ace animals.  When we pass down by any path we
choore, cither throngh animals or plants, we coue equally to
a great reries of very simple fortnz—mere little masses of pro-
toplasm with » nuelens, Some of these contain peculiarly
formed masses- of bright colouring. matter, green, scarlet, or
vellow, aud with the possession of such pigment wie usually
assoviate the power of decomposing carbonie acid.  Many of
these bodics have, however, no colouring matter at all, except
what is derived. from their food. A Jarge numbuer of these
simple forms are enclosed in a wall of cellnlose, but very
muny of them are naked or merely coverad with a pellicle of
tfirmer protoplasm ; while some, such as the plasmodia of the
myxogastric fangi are, for some part of their lives, enclozed in
a cellulose ‘wally and, for another part, naked.  Going still
lower, we have Hacckei’'s Monem, ditfering from the others
merely in the abavnee of a pucleus and the total want of dif-
fercatiation of any part.  FEven these last are sometimes
colonred, and from their chemieal renctions it secms very
Tikely that they possess some low form of the peenliar veget-
able power, Now, the guestion is, whether all these consi-
derntions fead i1 any way in the direction of establishing a
separate kingdom for these simple beings, 1 think decidedly
not, hut it seems to me that they prove almost to demonstra-
tion that organic nature must be taken as one whole, that the
animal and vegetable kingdoms are absolutely continuous,
and that a tree ioging it green Aags into: the sunshine and
feeding on the winds of heaven, is essentindly nothing more
than & vast colouy of o protozoon, comparable to a gigautic
vummulite, only building a cellulose instend of a calearcous
shell, and developing i speeial seeretion in special organs for
the purpose of ctinbling it {0 dv 8o,

Lawovk Cospevive to Loxe Live.—1ni view of the short du-
mtion of life entailid by some oceupations, it must be regarded
w1 consoling, vea,a sublime fact, that labour in general does
not tend 1o shorten life; but, on the contrary, by stretpthens
inge health, teugthens iife ;owhile on the otlier hand, idleness
and luxury ane prodoctive of the same results as the most
mhealthy ocenpations. Dr. Guy, an Eoglishman, in caleula-
ting the avermge duation of 1ife in the wealthy classes, arrived
at the very surprising resull with repard to adalts, that the
higher the position in the social seale, the more unlimited
their weans, the less the probability of a long ife.

for granted, with a probability of ten to one, that he had

Ordinary labour exhausts the strength contained in a come-
mon meal in the time speciiied, Persons may  habituate
thewmselves to cat more and work ; but taking everything into
account, families, cunsisting of old and yonug, of strong and
weak, of robust aud the sickly, will find it nost convenivnt,
48 an average, to eat at about six hours’ interval ; and this,
with an early breakfast, brings the dinner at noon.

The work since morn whets up the appetite for diuner;
the work after dinner grinds np the fuod, manipulat:s it in
such a manner as to enable the body not only to obtain from it
the power to work in the afternoon, but to give spmething of
a surplus, to answer the wants of the system during the night,
in conneetion with a light supper. Heoce, the world over,
the noou dinner is the great meal of the day; it supplies the
wastes of the forenoon's work, and, as just said, gives the
power to laboar through the afternonu.
