THE CENITRAL 1OARD OF, HEALTH.

The large number of deatlis which tak
place annually iii this province from what
nay be termed preventable diseases has

long' been the sulject of comment witl
those who také an intErest in vital statis.
tics. This condition of affaire, owing to
the miserable experience of last year, witli
its inevitable concomitants of stagnation ir
trade and cohsbcuent paralysis of com-
mercial industries, bas thoroughly roused
the mercantile élement to the necessity ol
sucl legislation as may effe.ctually prevent
the possibility. of the recurrence of the
dark days of 1885. Under this stimulus
the Provincial Legislature have passed a'
measure, probably the best that couldbe
got corisidering the existing state of public
feelhng among the -great bulk of the popu-
lation of the:province, and have provided
for the establishment of a central hoard of
health, whobe duties will be fargely of an
advisory nature. The newv board will
make a special study of the vital statistics
of the province and will apply the datLa
thus accumulated to the practical allëvia-
tion of disease; it will make thorough in-
vestigation into the causes of preventable.
diseasfs, directing its attention of coluse
principally to those which are epidemie Îin
their character, anid,. what ie probably more
important than all it will endeavor to
ascertain what effect the employment and
surrounding conditions .of our working
population l iave upon the public bealth

If tHe newly provided board carry ont ho
their full extent the duti e laid dow nfor
their performance in the' ct, there can ha
no douht that their services will be in-
valuable to thé'public' at àrge. Althougli
w'O are by né meais behind, s far as sac-
itary appliances are conceriied, other oi
muities on this continent, it is falt that
man of the ordinary diseases nòw pro-
valent, are largely pr'ventable. Scièntific
knowvledge of the causes of disease is ad-
vancing day by day and it orily remains'
for an authoritative body, like the ona in
question, to put their precepts into practice,
for the death rate from prevantable dis-
ease to suffer a marked diminution. It
now remains for the government to ses
that the new board be conitituted of ths
best men obtainablé, regardless of their
political or sectarian beliefs, and to provide
against its becoming a mere haven of re
fuge for political friends and adherents, to
the exclusion of men calculated to niake it
a.benefit to the country instead of only an
extra burden on the already overloaded
taxpayer. There is no reason whatever
why the extra mortality of the' province
should not be. reiluced and, if the riiht
inen' are appointed, a diminution in ths
death rate, cummensurate with our natu-
ral hdvantages, will undoubtedly result.

TH] BANK STATEMFNTS.

We present our readers this week with
our usul table sliowing the bank returns
fo tugust,.togethe 'yith the usual com
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parative statemonts for the previous
month), tho provious year, and ten years
ago.

The available resources of the banks li-
creased during the nonth to some extent.
Circulation is S030,000 more, and the gene-
ral lino of doposits slightly larger. lI the
latter an important change took place, not
shown in the general figures, namely, an
increase of over a million dollars in de-
posits by the public, offset by a decrease in
thoso of the Dominion Governinent. These
changes are in the usual line at this season
of the year. The first impulse to the fall
increaso in circulation cones in August,
fron a marketing of a certain portion of
the crops, and the returns from lumber
and other products exported swell the sup-
plies te the banks, in whose figures they
show as incroased deposits or decreased
loans.

Of' Lte assots, the net foreign balances
show the very substantial increase of
$1,147,000. Loans of all kinds, excépt
those on stocks, have increased; the excep.
tion indicates that banks have found more
profitable employnent for thoir money
than lendinig ià at call on the street. A
change such as this vould be adverse to
the present prevailing interest in stocks,
were it not that private lenders stop in
when rates increaso and supply funds to
replace those witidrawn by the banks.

The increase i loans of a commercial
charactor, as well as the other changes for
the month, all confirm the goneral impres-
sien that has prevailed as to the imuprove-
ment in business, and are all sucli as
vould result froin a more active turnover.
The increase in balances held abroad is a
direct resutit of the influences we mention-
cd sono weeks' ago whîen discussing the
moveinent of money to Newv York. No
specie was exported to take advantage of
the higher rates there, bocause of the loss
t be ho faced in converting sovereigns, but
the proceeds of our produe sent abroad
have, as far as possible, bon accnunulated
there te reap the bonefits of the higher
rates of intorest. This is a process w'hich
will, no doubt, bo found to have gone on
during the present mtonîth also, althougli
the Iwer rates in Now York and better
rates at home have diminished the tend-
ency in that direction.,

was the case last year, and consequently
these companies show an apparent de-
crease in business on paper, which does
not exist ii fact. The average rate of
premiun par $1,000, taking the. whole
anount of risks accepted, including short
ter'm risks and re-insurances, is slightly
higher than in 1884, the figures being
$11.70 against $11.55, and the rate is the
highest for the past tan years, while the
average ratio of losses incurred compared
with the amount of risk current(calculated
by taking the mean of the ainounts in
forcé at the beginning and end of the yearþ
bas' beau at the rate of $4.54 par $1,000 of
current risks. These figures show a very
gratifying réduction il tha fosses by fire
as thle figures for the past four years are as
follows:-

The steady decreasa l losses shown by
this table is one of the most encouraging
foattures of the report. Contrasting the
total receipts of, the companios with the
paymients in order to obtain an approxi-
mation of the ainoit of profit accrUing, wC
lind thait thea batlanices of 1885 ex ceed in
every case those of 1884. In the case of
thplBritish coipanies the increase il pÏofit
amounts to $231,05, shlowing that though
thesp companies did a snaller business,
and in sone cases at a lower rate of
pireiuin, th9 much deorcased los by tire
has hiad the effect of increasing the pro-
portion ot balance remaining to the com'-
panies by more than 50 por cent. The
folloving table shows the total incona, fes

In marine insurance the ocean business
shows an increase of the proportion of
losses incurred to premnins received, the
figures for 1885 boing 68.87 par cent. against
64;44 in the provious year. On the other
baud the inland marine business has been
far more prosperous,.the ratio of losses be-
ing only 50.09 per cent. of the premiunis
received, a decreaso of 7.45 per cent. ' The
amount of' -premiums received by coin-
paries engaged in ocein marine insurance
ias $345,197, I and the losses ineurred
anounted te M7,750, of w'hiçh '‡231,104
was paid,

The report refera at length to the aff'Bira
of the Briton Medical and -General Life
Association, but contains no information
beydd what bas been already put bfore'
our readers in these columns. A signifi-
cant paragraph at the end status how-
ever, that "in view of al the facts and
circumstances connected with the mílatter
there seems littie room for doubt'that the
final resuit will be the division of' the
Canadian deposit (or the balance thereof
after payment of costs) among the Cana-
dian poliey-holders." Whether this state-
munt là-correct or net, remains to be seen.
The death rate among insured lives, as
gathered, fron the companies returns, is
far abo.ye the average, being 9.581 par
thousand against 8.119 ii 1884, and, an
average of 8.03D for the' past six years,

ivhile' tha. total termination of policias,
naturally and by surrender or lapse,
amounts to about 44.50 par cent of the
amount of new policies.

Last year .we drew attention to.the late
poriod at which these returns appeared,
and it was hoped that under a new super-
mondent zmaters would b amaended, so
far as promptitude in issuing the report
was concerned. It seems curious that a
goveruient report on the insurance busi-
ness done 'up tô the 3lat December, 1885,
should net ha il the bands of the public
before September, 188, and although the
business community fully appraciate the
labor and esperience necessary for pre-
sentng subich ' mass Of information in a
concise and tabulated forni, it is feit that
with the assistance of an ample and ex-
periencad clrncal staff, such as the super-
intendent no doibt has at his cominand,
it should not take eight calendar.uonths
te compile a pamphlet of seventy-five
pages.

CATTLE RISKS,

In all branches of marine insurance rates
of preminium continue low, owing to the
keen compétition which still existe. not-
withstanding the disasters of former years.
The exceptional bosses resulting to the
companies froni the live stock business, due
.to tha sharp rivalry which reduced pre-
miuns below a profit bas, however, led to
a. change in this departinent, the con-
panies interested forming a pool, the man-
agement of which issues a schedule of rates
and provides for a better system of inspec-
tion, Formerly, net only were rates con-
tinually being eut, but in the rush for busi-
ness and commissions the inspection was
most faultly and deceptive. Under the
new syitem- the losses are divided between
the companies in relative proportion, and
the reduction in expenses of management,
improved inspection, etc., lias parmitted
premiums to he written lower than they
have ever been in the history of the trade..

The companies forming the cattle pool
are the Western Assurance of Toronto, the
Roj al Canadian of Montreal, the British
snd ,Foreign:of Liverpool, the Cattle Lloyds
of Boston, the British America of Toronto,
the Union Marine of Liverpool, the Mont.
real Lloyds, the International Marine of
Liverpool, and the Cattle Export Lloyds of
Canada. The rates during the summer
monthe on the al] risk plan, including
mortality: and jettison, were ,1 @ 1½ per
cent. on cattle 'and 3 ® 4 per cent. on
sheep. This baing the equinoxial month
rates have recently bean advaiced to 2 @
3 per ceuL on cattle and4 @5j -par cent.
on sheep. 'Two-of the 'above named coin-
panies only retain the mortality'risk and
re-insure total loss and general average,
while some shippers, in view of the small
mortality on our well . equipped cattle
ships, take tijeir own risk as to mortality,
and only insure against total lésa and gen-
eral average.

The mortality both -among cattle and
sheep bas beeni les than lest 'ar, snd nio
total loss ofa.cattle steamer has sofar been
reported. There is, howevér, soma appre-
hansion falt, as a' recent private telegram
te local underwiitera frôin'St. Jobii's, Nf d.,
states that wreckage bas been found.in ie
Straits of Bejle Isle, supposed to be from a
cattle ship, saveral -dead Rinsias having
been washed sobéi. The uality' of jhe
stock shipped ýhas only.averaged fair, but
au improvenient. is hoped for ii this' res-
pect. The grass bas-shown sign offailing
earlier thailastyear; oiiig tohdröugh in
the West, and cattle bava 'ad: to come
away from the pastures in consequence
sooner than otberwise would-have been
the case. The exports of cattle to date
bave reached 47,400 head, against 48,476
last year, while no less than 51,311 sbeep
were forwarded as compared with 33,343
in 1885.

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Acctorna to ail indicatiois the United
States tobacco crop now about harvested will
be More reümîneratIvo the country over than
for a number of past seasons, The weather
bas beu shiigularly favorable, rain and hail
only doing damage in some small sections.
The aureage is smaller by at leut 15 per cent,
but as more care and attention las been given
to the ground that lias been .planted, more
Icaf of an extra quality lias been produced per
acre, thus raising the size of the crop to last
year's. Probably more tobaccé has been raised
per acre, in the Connecticut and lousatonic
valleys than in any otier tobacco district in
the country. 'The yield of these sections lias
been from 1,500 to 2,000 pounds per acre of
havana seed-leaf; As the crop lias been
singularly frec freom insects and inottled
plants have been few, the quality of the
crop Is much finer. Consequently higier
prices are the rule. Returns froin Wisconsin
and Northern Illinois are the most unfavor-
able, A much smaller acreage lias been
planted and nuicli of thiat hals been damaged
to a considerable extent. Reliable estimates
put the crop at 26,000 cases against 80,000
cases last yeas, and 51,000 the year previous.
'Tlie pricms for domestic tobacco have ad-
vanced. From 10 to 20 cents is now refused
where last year 7 to 15 Cents Vas gladly
taken. The foreign tobacco market is also in
fair condition. Stunatra tobacco, liowever,
las mnuch deteriorated in a year and now la
ratiher poor. A large portion of tlis tobacco
li ft woodern" In appearauce, without lifO Or-
glosa and thick and boney. A white film la
spreading on the leuves, and this la not a very
good recommndation as te ils soundness.
Leif of this character comprises about three-
fourtlis of the whole crop while the remaiuing
quarter is fine tobacco.

Most of the deals- forwarded have beau to
ports in France and on tle Mediterranean.
Nearly ail the deals cut by Richards & Hickson
at Newcastlc are pil&l up on their whiarf, snd
Blrchill, of Nelson, Ias only shipped two car-
goes this suminer. Searcely anuîy novo his
bean mande by operators as to next viuter's
work, aud those spoken to seemued, to bo great-
ly discouraged over the continued depression
lInthîe Eunropean markets and the prospect of
no decreae lu the governnient stumpage tait.

A few cargoes of latis have been shipped to
New England this season.

IN the copper mines recently discovered at
Sudbury the Canadian Pacifie railway bid'
fair to reap a bonaiza in mineral freight
trafic that was never dreamed of. The cop
per ridge whicli in situated a few miles fron
Sudbury depot, is four miles in length, 1,500
feet wide and 200 feet deep. The percentage
of pure copper is very large, and no richer ore
bas yet been discovered. Already operations
have been commenced et the mine on a some-
wlist limited sale, but measures are about
being taken te develop it to its fullest ce-
pacity. Tlie ore is sant to New York, the
copper being smalted there, but soon a crush-
ing mil will be arcetediiat Sudbury and the
work performed in Canada. Mr. Maekay, the
California millionaire, saw the specimens of
copper ore lu the Canadian Pacific ofdices, and
statedi that it was tlo finest ore lie had ever
seen. le expressed his surpriseat the extent
of the copper seam, and statcd that the largest
mine hie liad ever seen or hecard of previously
was at Butte, Montana, which bad only au
opening of 250 feet. He considered that there
was a source of great wealth in the, Sudbury
mine, promising as it did the advitntages of
casy railroad communication and profuse sup-
plies of water and fuel.

TuE C. P. R., which at present reacles
Chicago over th Michigan Central, is re-
ported to b making arrangements for. au in-
dependent lina into that city. The proposed
new lina is ta be buiit fron Grosse Isle,
crossing Michigan to Jackson, and thence to
Chicago, which would give the Canadian
company a through lino froin Montreal, by
Way of Toronto, London and Amhierstburg,
.te Chicago. It is known that the Canadian
Pacifie lias secured a controlling interest in
the Mîinneapolis and Manitoba road, and
further important developments are looked-
for regarding its proposed route froin St.
Paul, s0 as te carry ont its scheme for a
throigh lina from Montreal to the Pacifie
coast by way of Chicago. .

WiNIPE Siui:-The first slipment of Mon-
tana cattle for this season lias arrivel. It
consisted of twenty carloads belonging to
Lepley and Kingsbury, of Fort Bonton. They
were shipped frein Maple Creck, being driven
there across the prairies from Montana. A
second train belonging to the sanie gentlemen
lias left Maple Crack and others willfollow.
In a fcw days the stockyards will be used to
their utmost capacit>y. Last year 19,000 head
of American cattle vere hiandleid by the Cana-
dian Pacifie and the number is expected te be
much larger this year. These cattle are all
Ainerican onas shipped through in bond ý as
yet the Canadian rauches have net begun
shipping Oest.

Umusa the Olcomargarine Bill, on and after
1st October, American manufacturers of that
article are o give bonds for $5,000, and b

the lst November are required to have their -
products put up in wooden packages, contain-
ing not ]ess than tenpounds eacb, and stamp-
ed or branded with the word "oleomnargqrine"
in letters not less than one quarter of an Inch
square. They are further required to keep
books open to the inspection of revenue offi-
cers, showing the nature and quantity of the
materials used and the quantity of the pro-
duct. Wholesale dealers are also required to
keep books showing the oleomargarine receiv-
ed by them, frein whomreceived and to whom
sold.

R1ÙiEPN% and said to be- reliable reports from
Newfoundland are to the effect that there are
no fish north of St. John's worth speaking of,
and that fishing generally in the northern
districts of the island is next to a total failure.
The people are constantly in a state of desti-
tution unheard of before at this carly season
of the ycear, large numbers of then baving
abandoned the fishing as a hopeless .failure.
lu White Bay, especially ,:and in certain parts
of Green Bay, -the fishing population are al-
ready seeking relief. The situation is an
exceedingly gloomy one. Fishing on the
French shore from Griquet is pretty good,
but poor along the east côast, averaging from
ton to fifteen quintals per man for hook and
line and twenty for trap. Much destitution
exists on the French shore.

TnI Canadian Pacific. authorities have al-
ready obtained -a good name for their enter-
prise and evident anxiety to minister to the
coinfort of their passengers at the. lowest
possible rates. Their latest step is to reduce
the price of meals on the dining cars by sell-
ing coupon tickets at the rate of about 60
cents per meal. Seventy-five cents is at pre-
sent the dining car charge on ail Western
roads, and the-travelier who does not admit
that lie gets the worth of bis money at that
rate must be hard to please.îuOn the Pennsyl.
vania and New York Central cars the rate is
$1 and yet most of the roads losè,money on
their dining cars. The idea is a good one and
will probably induce many te tako their meass
in the dining car who have bitherto carried
their provisions with themr.

Trs Japanese government has issued a
proclamation to -raise funds for naval pur-
poses by floating another international loan
of 17,000,000 yen, equal, roughly speaking, to
S10,850,000. The principal features are that
the whole amount is to be raised in succes-
sive instalments extending over a period of
three years ; that the interest on the bonds
shall be 5 per cent por annum , tcat the
principal shall be completely redeemed by
drawings in thirty yeaxs, beginning witlh the
sixth year after the issue of the bolds ; no
drawings shall.take place during the>lrst five
years«; that tie bonds are to be put'iipon the

Half the miserable or disgrace-
fui bankruptcicsthat happen never would
happen if the wives iad the sense and cour-
tige ta stand firm, andeinsist on .knplving
enough about the family income¯ ta spend.it
proportionately; ta restrain,: as every wife
slouild, a too-lavish-l husbaind; -or, failing tnt
ta stop herslfaout of ait. lxuries'whichsho
canniot rigiteoisly afford. Above all to bring
up ber children in : tender carefulnessthat
refuses ta mulet el the goyernor ' out of one
uincessiry halfpenny, or ta waste the money
fie works so hard for in their own thoeightless
amusements,

If the past generation was too severo upon
its offspring, and aften killed off lie veakest
of thelm by a mistaken systia of "harieniig,"
the present one errs «i an opposite direction.
Paterfamilias, whose father put hiùi ir' an
office nt sixteen, and kept bien thora withi:oily
a fortnigli's holiday perannum,,now sends
his boys ta school tilt seventeon, and he Ito
college; gives tihein yachting, bcrickctig,
walking tours and Contiriental- travels; de-
nies nothing ta eitier them or their sisters,
but works for them till fe drops;' and tuen--
whore are they ?

It is te prevent tlis-to counteract tihe
creed of subervience anod blind obedience, ta
maike the woian man' hielp and not his hin-
irance--tiat I vould have our girls taughtto

claim their real 11riglts" and exercisetheir
best I femfidie fratichise "-frecdom to stnd on
thoir own fect, and, be they single or nimrriecd,
to take their affairs inta ticfr owh bandss es-
pecially thueir finncial affairs. Aperson who
le careless about mnoney .i caroless about
everything, and u-itrustwortiy in verything.
It is your despised"prudent folk ta 'wbom the
rashly generous, indiferent, and thougitless
cone in the end for all that makes life worth
having: "Give us of your oif, for, our lamps
are galle out." But why vere they allowed
to go out ? Yet thero is such a ing as igno-
ble econoiny, as vell as noble éxtravagance.
Site who stints lier servants in wages -and
food; who goes .labibily clad nhen her sea-
tion and lier malns require her ta pleasethe-
world and her famgily by beuing dressed at ail
points like a lady; wfho worries lierself and
ier friends by trying al ways ta suive-w.hen she
