Trade in Great Britain has been made by

Customers soon dis-
cover the cheapest store, und at once flock
thither for their purchases, but  how
mauy of the so-called cash stores of Lhis
Dominion really do o eash business ? Oul-
sidu of Lwo or three coneerns in the largest
cities there is not one really cash store in
Canadin.  The system of trade here forbids
it, us in an agricultural country like this

The trader therefore whe atfempls to
defy its action by selling goods at lower
prives than the experience of others ap-
pears fo point out as safe and, profitable,
paturally sows the seed for his own linan-
cinl digsolntion. By all means sell cheaply,
for a choap store will wlways ecommand o
larger trade than one which has the repu-
tation of dear prices, but it is well o re-
momber that a large volume of business is
of little value nnless the prices obtained
ave remunerative, and that in o large
buginess the risk of bad debts is nator-
ally mueh greater than in & small ono.

THE FARIFE AND PRICES..

11, has long been a favorite assertion of
those who do not s« pprove of what is now
termed cmphatically the National Policy,
that the dutivs imposed by the protective

tariff must be necessarily paid by the
consumer, and that consequently the whole
burden of the cost of protéction 1o our
infant industries falls upon his shoulders.
I'his assertion might possibly carry some
weight with it, did the prices current show
any increase in the cost of articles in daily
use since the imposition of the duties in
question, and therefore we give subjoined
a list of what may be termed the princi-
pal staples in order that a comparison
may be made of the prices ruling before
the protective policy came into force with
those charged at the present day. A per-
usal of these figures shows conclusively
that no such increase in price has occurred
bat that on the conirary nearly every
staple e e purchased cheaper at the
present {ime than under the former tariff,
s0 that it is evident that no additional
burden has been imposed upon the con-
sumer, while a substantial addilion to the
revenue of the country has been secured.
Some four months ago we gave a similar
statement of comparative values, bearing
upon the same subject. A list of values

THE PRUNE MARKET.
The steady. advance in, the price of

- prunes and--the prediction’ that ere-long

values will be increased to 10 cents per
pound, is interesting when it is remembered

- that only a few months ago the syndicats,

““whoge actions are considered responsible
“for the rise in prices, were purchasing

“Tarkish pranes st eleven shillings, cost and

freight, or the equi'valent of 33 cents per
pound.. The price since then has advanced
to 5} cents,"when a break ‘took place to 43

- cents, but by careful manipulation and the.

knowledge that the Turkish prune crop for
the past year will be barely half an aver-
age, the fall in values was soon checked
and an upward movement initiated which
bas already resulted in advance to 6 conts.

‘Whether the corner thus initiated can
be maintained or not is doubtiful. The
circular issued by the agents of the syn-
dicate states that they will make up
‘glates’ from time to time as may prove
desirable, in which the fruit trads will
have the privilege of entering their names
under the following restrictions: Tirst—
the first glate will. not exceed 1,000 casks,
and may be limited to 750 casks and the
price 6 cents, Second—No order for less
than 100 casks will be slated. The syn-
dicate agrees on its part to guarantee the
following extent. On the completion of
the 6 cent slate the syndicate pledge them-
selves not to sell any of the remaining
holdings below 63 cents, and not less than

"100 casks to any one buyer even at 6}

cents, This feature is made an element in
all contracts. The syndicate’s next sale
will be at 6} cents for a quantity not ex-
ceeding 1,000 casks, with a guarantee of 7
cents. Tach ‘slate’ will be at } cent
per pound advance over the previous, one,
with correspondmg guaraniee of } cent per
pound margin in each case until the price
reaches 10 (.ents, by which time the rupply
will be 8o greatly reduced "as to make
further ‘slating’ unnecessary.

It is true that at the present moment
this syndicate owns 7,500 out of the 9,600
casks afloat, and, as the Elbe is frozen
ovey, no Bohemian prunes can be expected
just at present, but there is a belief that at
least 11,000 to 12,000 casks of Turkish
prunes are still left in producers hands at
inland points which could be hurried
forward to Trieste for shipment if an
emergency arose,and as ere-long the Turk-
ish. prodncers will become aware of the
condition of affairs and will doubtless push
forward their holdings in order to realize
at the present high prices, we may look
for mereased shipments immediately the
news becomes known to them. The sta-
tistical position too is not at all favoralkle
for cornering the market. The ordinary
consumption cannot be placed higher than
26,000 casks, while the visible supply al-
ready amounts to 34,070 casks of Turkish,
and telegraws inform us that four more
steamers have left Trieste since the calenl-

ation was m.tde, carr)mg an a"gregdte of’

5,800 casks more.

arriving dreely and althongh the great

Granting muchithatothe syndicate claims,
it is diflicult to see how even an eight cent
limit can be reached and a ten cent ‘slate’
appears to be beyond the bounds of possi-
bilities. Buyers, it must be remembered,
are not speculating ahead, but me'iel_y
taking suflicient for their immediate wants ;
there is no shortinterest in the field which
naturally weakens the situation, and con-
sequently it is difficult to believe that any

corner, stich as has been indicated, can be -

successfully manipulated at the present
time in an article so.notoriously difficult
to control as Turkish prunes,

It is always imposgible to correctly .

guage the amount held back by tbe small
Turkish farmers, and in this connection it
will be remembered that when the last
-prune corner was attempted and it was
{irmly believed that the syndicate held sll
the visible supply, no sooner had prices
advanced than over 10,000 casks wers
suddenly placed in the market at Trieste
and Fiume which it appeared bad been held
back by the producers, and of the exis-

' tence of which the most reliable exporters

were ignorant. Undar these circumstances

.it is more than probable that the present

syndicale will meet the same fate as their
predecessors, and that although an eight
cent limit might posaibly be reached before
supplies can arrive, it is improbable that
any but a temporary control of the market

can be gained by them. The indications -

are too unfavorable and the article too
diffleult to control to make the corner a
success and_consequently but little alarm
Tias been excited among the trade.

SPRING FABRICS.

BLACK PEPPER.

The continuous scarcity and serious de-
creage in the production of black pepper is
now beginning to be manifest to the trade
by the marked and continuous advance in’
its value, and .thhough, prompted by its
abnormally high price, tho producers of
Indin have made such rapid strides as
may in the course of a few years enable us
to draw the bulk of our supplies from the
fertile plains of that country, still the
fulling ofl in the supplies formerly derived
from Acheen and Singapore, coupled with
the recent great fire at London Docks, by
which many thousand tons of pepper were
destroyed, bas led speculators. to fear a
pepper famine, and has stimulated the cul~
tivation of the pepper berry in many new
locnlities.

Until the'lingering and disastrous con-
test between the Dateh and the Atchinese
in Sumatra broke ont, the annual sapply
derivable- from that source amounted to
somse fourteen thousand tons annually,
but now that astrict blockade is maintained
both at Atcheen and along the northern
coust of Sumatra, this source of production
is closed to trade. The desolating earth-
(uakes which have prevailed in Java,
Sumatra and Timor have also desolated
and destroyed thousands of pepper plant-
utions and seriously curlailed the pro-
duction of the Duich East Indies, Miles
of fertile ground have either been engulfed
or covered with masses of ashes and
pumice stone by volcanic eruptions, so
that even should peace Le restored be-
tween the natives and the Dutch it is
doubtful whether even an avernge supply
conld Le Jooked for from those sources.

On the other hand new plantations arve

being formed at Sarawak and other points’

in British  Borneo, -while Nepaul and the
Malabar coast are also sturping serious-
atténtion to this new venture, and fair
supphes from theseé poinis are a.lready in
the market, The berries, whether owing
to some quality in the soil or to the more
carful cultivation of the Indian ryot, al
thou"h gmaller than those grown at
Atcheen and the Straits settlements, are
much stronger and more pungent and
aromatic, and being kiln-dried like the
Singapore pepper. instead of sun-diied on
the sand as at Atcheen, are likely to.sup-
plant the latter in the popular favor.

The unhmxted -cheap labor -and -8xCep-
tional traflic- facilities of India will soon
evable Indian planters to produce such
quantmes that some return to the former
low prices may be expected, but at préesent,
until some steady supply from that market
can be relied upon, there is but little hope
that ary break in rates can be'looked for
for some time to come.
