work of the Lord negligently.” But I an not myself
acquainted with any Irish Protestant gentleman wheo

is Jikely to accept graciously this considernte excep-
tion in our favor. My own friends in Ircland, from

boyhoud,—at school, at the University, and in after
life,~have heen generally of opinion that it weukl
be a blessed and glorious decd to sweep into the
sea the last remnants of Enclish domination in their
country. I never was taught in my youth that the
man of Two Sacraments has a natural right and
title to take all the possessions, and to take the
lives, of the men of the Seven Sacraments. My
father was not only a Protestant, but a Protestant
clereyman; and he, in the year ’98, when only a
student in college, was aworn in as un United Irish-
man; and then procecded to swear in his friends;
and the noble object of that socicty was to aholish
the English power in Ireland.

A correspondent of the Lefnster Independont wives
theTollowing as an instance of the way in wlich
news of agrarian outrages arc manufactured in this
country. The story might be paralled a thonsand
times over:—The rev, gentleman to whom is en-
trusted the care of Evangelical souls in the parish
where T reside, Intely came into occupation of a
portion of Iand adjoining the parsonnge, and with
possession of the land, ke became suddenly atiicted
with a violent attack of a disease, until late un.
known to medical science, and to which the nomen-
clature of the people has given the rather signiticant
name of “ Rory on the Lrain” His fears mizht ap-
pear to those who knew the circumstances of the
case, ridiculous or unfounded, but in the mind of
the rev, gentleman such fears fashioned every bush
he passed into the hulking figure and villainous face
of & bload-thirsty peasunt. And the elimnx'came a
few nights ago. The parson lad retired at Lis usual
hour to rest, and, perhags, like Mercutios clergy-
man, to “ dream of another benefice,” but suddenly
he awoke to n more extraordinary hallucination
than ever Queen Mnb was guilty of creating. He
heard the sound of foststeps, n low and hurried
whisper, and then a knocking at hishalldoor. Lo!
the long anticipated crisis had arvived, and his
courage was equal to the occasion. Heimmediately
jumped from his bed, seized a loaded revolver, nnd
rushing to the window, valorously discharged its
contents into the body of-—a venerable tree that
stood before the house. Next day he gave informa-
tion to the police of the determined attack which
had becn maede on his premnises ; the police commu-
nicated the horrifying intelligence to the authorities
on Cork-hill ; and the people here of all classes and
religions were outvaged on hiearing of this violent
and unprovoked attack on an inoffensive Christian
minister. But first appearances are sometimes fal-
lacious ; and on a further investigation of this aftair
it was found to wear a less serious and far more
amusing aspect.

Catholic colleges. .

This.branch is
not ordinarily concerned with the Inrge bill trans-
actions of city commerce, and in consequence is less
bound by astrict regulations. - This. g(ngk;,.t_lg_e',;;‘)_o,mt_
chosen by the couspirators for ‘their attack. , Some

months ago an American nnmed Warren, but who
also appears to have gone by the name jof Horten,
opened a deposit account with the Burlington Gar-
den's Branch, for which be would only want the in-
troduction of & customer., He behaved, for sowe
time just like an ordinary customer of good resources.
After a while he deposited some bills, They were
good. - Still ki continued hia transactions until he
had acquired the reputation of a person thoroughly
trustworthy. At length the moment came for the
prescotation of the forged bills, They were dis-
counted without hesitation, and the authors of the
frand had, to all appearances succeeded in pocketing
about a hundred thousand pounds. Some of the
moncy was invested in United States bonds, so that
to the last they might avoid the appcarance of doing
auything unusual. All these arrangements were
masterpieces of ingenuity and patience. But the
bLills themselves must have required the greutest
amount of labeur, In the first place, many of the
large firms upon whom the bills purported to be
drawn are in the Labit of using paper with certain
water-marks und printed matter.  All this had to
be imitated, and as the bills were drawn on more
than one firm, there must have been several imita-
tions, There remained the drawing of the bitls and
the afiixing the signutures, and each  bilt must have
required a servies of feats in successful forging.
Some were backod by several aceeptors, so that there
might be as ruany as half-a dozen signatures on a
single bill,  Yet the bills were so perfect that not
one of them was questiancd.  ‘The plot had, to all
appearances, & sticeess which its consumuate skill
deserved, - The bills were drawn at three months,
No further enquiry was likely to be made until they
fell due, and the forgers would have ample time for
placing themselves @ beyond risk.  But the men
who had exerted skill, {oresight, and perseverance
sitflicient to insure the acceptance of forged bills,
could not escape one trivial blunder, which revealed
the whole plot.  They presented two bills in which
the dage of aceeptance had been omitted. 'They
kuew perfectly well that a single slip in the usual
formalities would be fatal, and yet they fell into the
folly of marring their whole scheme for lack of o
date. Inquiry was made of the firm whose aceept-
ance was thus undated ; it was discovered that the
bill was not genuine, and the whole svrivs were
then found to be forgeries. Information was given
to the police, and o man named Noyes, also an
American, who uacted as a clerk to Warren, was ar-
rested,  There is some doubt, however, whether he
was not stnply a tool,  Warren hiwself was seen
in the city on the day on which the grand conp was
to bave been made and the securitivs handed over,
bat he was far too sharp to come himself for the
plonder, and only Noyes was taken.,  Warren dis-
appeared, taking United States bonds | which he had
ubtained in pay ment for the forged bills ] tothe amount
of $220,000t Had the coup been suceessful the con-
federates would have cleared upwards of half a
million dollurs,

When it
comes to be a question of the poor perishing by
hundreds, of uational industries destroyed, of ine
dividual effort paralyzed by land and sen, merely
that a few thousand men may lLave facilities for
revelling in coarse animal pleasures, alternating
with idleness, for four days out of the seven, there
can be little doubt as to the answer. Ifthe Eng-
lish .colliers will not work even at cxtravagant
wiges, others must be got who will. The world is
at England’s service, and a reserve of unemployed
men exists in more than one country which, under
the pressure of stern necessity, might be prompily
utilized.

Rerverican rurity.—The rovelations of fraud and
corruption in both branches of the American Con.
wresg will surprise no one who has any acquaintance
with the eluss of “ politicians” in the United States.
There are in that country men of as unsullied char-
acter as could be found in any kingdom of Eurepe,
but their very virtues banish thiem inexorably from
publie life. To know ltow to bribe, and how to
deserve a bribe, is an alwost essential qualification
for the popular vete, especially since the gentlemen
of the South were suppressed by the civil war, and
their legitimate influence transferred by Radical
legisintion toignorant negroes and debased carpet-
baggers.

tore cither dishonestly claimed, or is now dishonestly
applicd 7 When the oxecntive of a great nation cnn de-
literately lend itself toacts which in the “effete monar-
chies” of the Old World would be coasidered disre-
putable, it is Lerdly possible that Mr. Colfax, Mr,
Ames, Mr, Brooks, or any other Amcricau notability,
will forfeit the esteem of his fellow citizong, or lose
stch sovial ciinence as he is capable of attaining,
by renson of turpitudes which are far more likely
to incite an envions admiration. If in the United
States the best and purest men, who blush for acts
which they cannot prevent, since they bave no more
share than foreigners in the government of their
country, are found only in private life, the recent
dirclosures  sufliciently  explain  their  ostracism,
When next owsfown rulers have to urgrcinte a treaty
with the politicinus of Waxhington, we hope they
will take warning by the past, and be quite sure
that to deal with these gentlemen as if they were
European statesmen, is fo conrt a repetition of the
same treatment which we Lhave already exporieneed,
and which is as lttle profitable to our diguity as to
our tinances.— London Tablet.

UNITED STATES.

The New York Pribune mentions in the Blowing
article some  very interesting facts recarding the
immigrants to the United States, Tt will be observa
ed that the Trish in their cholee of hormes in the
New World, do not generally act with the wisdom
of the Geruinng :— L

out of our thirty-cight and a hall millions, five
and vue-half are toveign barn, while alinost twiee
that number are the children of foreign parents.
The vapid increase of the population from alicn
sonrces and the ditinisher vate of prodaction among
the original stock, are fuets well worthy of the at-
tention of philosophical and retlecting  persons,  0Of
the two most considerable clements in this mass of
new blood are the Irvish, who numbered in Juone,
1870, 1,855,827, and the Germans, who were counted
at 1,600,410, They are shown thus to Le rather
more vqual in namerical strength than would
generally have Dbeen supposed, and the last two
yoearg, ng we shall presently see, huve brought them
still nearer together.  Bot there is & great difference
between them in their choice of homes and ways of
living, The vast preponderance of [rish is in the
Eaat, chictly in Massachusetts, Connecticut, and
New York city and its vicinity. With fow ex-
ceptions they seck the ncighbourhood of large
cities. The Germans, on the contrary, are much
wore generally  disributed.  Tley are, of course
very numerous in New York and Fhilalelphia,
but not in New England, and are seattered threugh-
out the entire West, They are found in great
masses in the western part of this Stute, on
the shores of the Ohio and Mississippi, and on
the coast of Lake Michigan., There are also con-
siderablo settlements of themn in Texes, which form
exceptions to the distaste for the Sgutl. The Scau-
dinaviavs in bnlk go to the north-west. Tt is the
Liest commentary on the distirbed condition of the
South, thut ¢ven yet the tide of no part of this valu-
nble immigration has set in towand the Senth.—
Every requisite to the cowmfort and welfare of tha
new settler except one is fonnel in abundance in the
South ; & good climate, a fertile soil, a sparse popu-
lution, unlimited epporiunities opea to industry and
enterprise ; but until tranquility and good govern-
nient are assured in that region its great natural ad-
cantyzes will go for nothing, The forthcoming
report of our own Commissioners of Kmigration will
show n remarkalle increase of the number of immi-
grants within the present year, While during the
year 1871 there landed ut New York 229,639 immi-
grants, the number for this year reaches ©91,217.
The grent increuse is from Germany, One might
naturally think that after a grent war, in which one
nation was lnrgely aggrandised and wnother totally
crushed, emigration would be rather the resort of
the vanquished than the victors. But we see pre-
cisely the contrayy. Over 111,000 of this vast mass
of new citizens bave come from Germany, and only
2,700 from France. The usual distribution appears
to kave taken place. Most of the Germans have
gane West. . Most of the Irigh have remained in the
Enst. Outside of New York, 1llinois appears to
have gained the largest detachment of the immi-
grating atmy, no less than 34,000 having gone to
that State. Pennsylvanin has, as usual, secured a
large contingent. We do not agrec with some of
our contemporarics in deploring this peaceful inva-
sion, We hope and trust we shall be the better for
gaining them, and - that their own countries may
find some relief in losing them. :

A New Pusase or THE * MARRIED Wo-
uAN’S RiguT's” QUESTION.—A curious case
illustrative of the legul condition of the *‘ mar-
ried woman'' in- England occurred recently in
the Law Courts. A husband was sued for
payment of costs, contracted by his wife, in un
action which she had brought, unsuccessfully,
against him for 2 divoree; and the wretched
man was by thc Court ordered to pay the
amount demanded, and to discharge a debt to
the eontracting of which he was un opposing
party. 3

Whilst husbands are thus made legally re-
spousible for all debts run up against them by
their wives, it is really absurd to talk of the
injustice that the marriage laws inflict upon
women, It the latter are to have the exelusive
right to dispose of their own pfoperty after
marriage, if the husband is o bave no voice in
the management thereof, well and good—Dbut
frst of all he in like munner should be dis
charged from all legal responsibulity for debts
contracted by his wife on any pretext whatso-
ever. That there are baud drunken husbands
who appropriate and squander the hard carned
gains of their sober and industricus wives is
no doubt true; but it is equally true that a
drunken dissipated woman often squanders away
the wages of the sober hard working . husband,
and keeps him in a state of poverty by her
wicked extravagance. These are evils inse-
parable from the marriage state; and heor she

who venturcs upon matrimony must make up

his or her mind to run the risks, Any legal
interference can but makc matters worse; for
to secure effectually the woman from the extra-
vagance of the man, or the latter from the con-

sequences of the extruvagance of his wife, the

law must cease to leok upon man and wife asone,
but must accept them as two persons, neither
being responsible for any debts or obligations
of any kind, contracted by the ether. But this
would be to ignore Christian marriage, and to
breuk up the family, over which, according to
the present theory, the husband is head, and
for the support of which, and for the discharge
of whose debts, he is legally responsible. As
it i3, the husband hus just ug good grouands to
complain of the oppressive naturc of the exist-
tog marriage laws as has the woman ; nor is it
possible to conceive a grosser hardship than is
mentioned above—where a vile woman wishing

“to get rid of her real husband, and to indulge

her lusts with the sanction of law, sues for a
divoree, and though unsuccessful, can by law
compel her hushand to pay the costs of the in-
famous procedure. If married women weed
legal protection, so do married men,

Having seen the different kinds of scandal,
let us now consider their gravity. Is scandal
always a mortal sin? 1st. Seandal is always a
mortal sin to the scandalizer, whenever his bad
example (be it mertal or venial) causes his
neighbour to sin mortally. 2ud. Scandal is

Now if the religious differcnces betwixt the [ 4lso 2 mertal sin to the scandaliser whenever by

2 venial sin. 3rd, Scundal is also a mortal sin
to the scandalizer whenever, even, by a venial act

he leads his neighbor to commit a morta)
sin; as for cxample, he who by a lie or by a
harsh word, eauses his neighbour to blaspheme
or to steal. 4th, But if g venial scandal only

the scandalized, then the sin to the scandalizer
is only vemial. From which, Christian soul,
you will see in general, that the scandalizer is
always guilty of mortal sin, except in the single
case where a venial scandal on his part leads
ooly to 2 venial sin on the part of him whom
be seandulizes,

But what must be said if our neighbour is
scandalized not ouly by our evil actions but

cven by our good ones ? are we bound in that
case to omit our good actions lest our neighbour

|be scandalized ?  As this is a matter of grave

importance and of some difficulty, let us distin:
guish the different kinds of uctions (other than
bad actions) which may be the cause of scandal.
Of thesc there are toree kinds: 1st. those that
are absolutely nccessary for salvation; 2nd.
those not nceessary for salvation, but only of
counsel; 3rd. acts which are indifferent, that is
which arc of their own nature neither good nor
bad, as to run, to walk, to talk, &c. As to the
firat kiad of actions—=those absolutely necessary
Sfor salvation—it will be scen at a glance, that
they can never be omitted even though they
sl:ould lead our neighbour into sin. We are
ot permitted todamn our owa soulsin order to
save our ncighbour's soul, But if net allowed
to be omitted, arc they ever allowed to be de-
ferred”? In order to understand this it will be
nccessary to bear in mind, that of things neees:
sary for salvation there are two kinds; first.
those imposed by a megative precept; (theu
shalt not kill—thou shalt ot steul) and second
those which arc imposed only by an afirmative
preeepe (remember thou keep holy the sabbath
day). Neguative precepts of the divine law can-
not be deferred in order to save eur neighbour
from scandal, because commanding as they do
always «nd for ever, they cannot be omitted or
even deferred without sin.  Henee we mnay not
steal—we may not do an injustice, we may not
lic in order to prevent scandal. And this ex
tends even to veaial sin.  We may oot commit
a ventul sio cven to save our neighbour from
mortal gin; we may vot indeed tell a lie even
to save & whole world, Aund why is this ?” Be-
cause cach individual man ought to love God
infinitely above all creatures; and as venial sin
is a dishonoring of God, mam cunmot prefer
his neighbour’s geod to God's honour. Butam
I not prefering God's lonour in preventing a
mortal sin by the commission of a venial one ?
Your objection would be valid, if your neigh-
bour's soul werein your gusrdianship. You
arc not your brother’s nurse. God’s honor
must be sought by you, let your brother seck
it as he may. :

As to the afirmative preoepts of God's law,
as they do not bind always nor nnder all eir-
cumstnoces is it, sometimes proper to omit their
accasional observance to-avoid scandal. Thus
we arc bound by an affirmative command of
Jesus Christ to correet our brother's faults; but
as this is an affirmative precept it is not binding
when we foresee that our fraternal correction
will only lead to greater sin.

But good works not necessary for sal-
vation but only eof precept-— are we
bound to omit them in order to avoid
scandal ? {f' the scandal that will be taken be
only Pharisaical scundul, or that which arises
from the bad heartedoess of the scandulized we
arc not always obliged to omit them. ¢ Let
them be” (scandalized) said Jesus Christ
“ they are blind and leaders of the. blind.”
Hence we are-not obliged to give up doing
good because bud men will take evil from it,
otherwise we should have 10 give up all good
works and practices of piety; for the devil and
the devil's world is ever blaspheming God on
account of good. But if the scandal that will
be taken will be of the simple and innocent—if
those who will ‘be scandalized by these good
works (of counsel) will be God’s little ones
(the weak and ignorant) then those aets
should be done in secret or sheuld be deferred
to some other time. The reason is this: the

without mecessity you mention his enemy's
nime in his presence. _

Ah! Christinn woul, if you saw a child
bereft by death of its father and mother, and
thrown an erphan and an outeast upon the
world ; if yeu saw a man bereft of his wife, his
children and his friends, and cast amongsi
strapgers, you would look upon both these as
most unhappy and worthy of every commisers-
tion, If a robber stripped an unfortuncie
traveller of all his goods and left him to piss
all the rest of bis life in poverty, you would
deem him also worthy ot the utmost pity. If
an assassin left his enemy at your feet coverad
with wounnds, from which his life's blood flowed i
terrents, you could not but feel that his wasa
hard and lamentable lot; nor could you help
but hate the menster who caused the evil—and
yet all these evils so great and deplorable to
those who ecxperience them, are inflictedfby
those who cause scandal. They do not indeed
deprive the scandalized of his parents, of hischil-
dren or of his friends; they do not despoil him
of his earthly gzoods; they do not take away
his life but more and far greater still, they take
from him the lifc of his soul, the grace.of God.
Where can there be an evil equal to this?  The
life of the body isbut for a moment; as 2 flash
of lightning coming out of the east and dis-
appearing in the west, man’s life in this world
is but as a flash. But the soul is for etermty.
Ten million years and ten million times ten
million years and the soul will be in existouct
then as now, happy and radisnt and exalted iz
the Graco of God if left to live a life of grace.
But the deadly breath of scandal breathes upon
it—it shrivels up as a parched saroll—it ¥
dead to God and his happy ecternity and lives
only for hell and hell's eternity of torments.
Oh? wo indeed to the world because of scandals,
but if scandals needs must ‘come, would thab
the scandalizer could complete his work and
that his victim’s soul could be annihilated rather
than drag out 8o miserable rn eternity.

Cothedral bells summoned the famithful children of
St. Pajrick te prestzate themselves before the altar
of their God, Erin's flags and banuers were paraded
through the strest, fresh shamrocks were clinging to
frieze and Uroad-cloth alike, green ribbons were
waving gaily from honncts, hats, and caps of every
shape, and old and young were tripping merrily
along fo well-known Irisk airs. As wa noted these
various assurances of attachment to faith and futher-
land, our thoughts naturally sped across the waves
of the Atlantic to the dear little Isle of the West, on
which the Sun of Liberty ia just begioning to shed
bis rays. Thers we beheld—(our vision was more
real than imaginary)—the Catholic Hierarchy and
the Home Rule Association demanding in one voice
the restoration of those rights so ruthlessly torn
away and so long witheld. Priest and Parson,
Cutholic and Protestant—the soulless @rangeman
forming a single exception—approach England with
the demand for national and religious freedom.
The samne mugic power that swept away the Estab-
lished Churclh is now quietly but firmly laying the
broad foundations which are destincd to support the
grandest of edifices; a denominational system of
education. The blow to the Gladstone Ministry,
which, as the cable tells us, was dealt by the Irish
members, proves to fricnd and foe that, although
the musket and the pike have been laid aside, the
people of Ircland arc determined more than ever to
secure what they consider to be their own according
to the laws of nature, and of nations. McHale and
Butt will carry out the programme traced by 0'Con-
nell’s hand.

Let us not loge sight of the proceedings in the
Capital. At the hour of nine Mass was celebrated
for the first fime in the church dedicated to our
glorious Apostle. Ifather Collins officiated, assisted
by the Rev, Fathers Dawson and Porcile, An clo-
quent panegyric of the Saint was pronounced by the
Rev., Pastor who alluded to the splendid Catholic
mounument raised in the very centre of Protestant
Uppertown, not as a menrace to our separated
Lrathren but as an evidence of the rapid progress of
the Truth, Towards Ten o'clock a solemn mass
coram pontifice was sung by the Rev. J Sheeby in the
Cathedrni. Father Molloy, with his usual ability
preached the sermon of the day. At both services
the collections was in &id of the St. Patiick’s Church
and reached, we are told, the handsome figure of five
huaudred dollars, .

Immcdiately after the religious ceremonies the
Grand Marshal and his Aids, cight in number ar-
ranged over four thousand “wearers of the green”
in line of procession. The Dominion Flag was
borne in thie front, follewed by the Union Band and
Company No. 1 of the Fire Brigade in scarlet uni-
form with green facings.  After them came the pu-
pils of the Christian Brothers with Labuers, battle-
axes and spears.  Three of the young lads tn Irish
hunting costume ‘were mounted on as many Cann-
dian ponics, and conducted themselves admirably
during the whole march. Next in order were the
students of Ottawn College, and the oflicers and
members of tho Temperance Socicty headed by the
Artillery Band.  Thev were followed by fhe Young
Men'’s Catholic Association, and the Irishmen of the
counties in the neiglibourliood of Ottawa. Father
Champagne's Band led the St. Patrick’s Literary As-
sociation, and the clergy in carriages Lrought up the
rear.

When passing the Young Ladies Literary Insti-
tute of N. D. du Sacre Cocur on Rideau strect, the
societies were prected by the peasoinnaires, one of
whom waved & handsome silk banner while another
played St Pafricks day on a golden harp. The
Procession moved throngh the principal streets, and
then halted in front of the Episcopel Palace where
His Lordship ucknowledged the compliment, and
commissioned the Rev, Father Dawson to speak in
his name.  St. Patrick’s Hall was next reached, and
there addresses were delivered by Messvs, W, I
Waller, J. Guerin, J. Heney, and the Rev. Fathers
OConnor, Collins, and Barrett, It wag half-past
three o'clock when the vast concourss dispersed
after three rousing cheers for % old Ireland and the
sky over it

The Annual Cencert in the Music Hall was a suc-
cess, although the greater portion of the andience
was disappointed on seeing that none “of the Trish
M. "y wero jovitud to teke seats on tho platform
and address the assembluge, All ihe zongs were
thoroughly national and were excenuted with orches-
tral accompanimeonts. - Manx.

This
is a result which must in a grent measure be attribut-
ed to the well timed remarks of the reverend Rector
of St. Patrick’s on the preceding Sunday, when he
stated that the soiree formed & part of the eelebra-
tion of the national festival enly second to the reli-
gious ebservances of the morning.  Amongst those
present we noticed the Rev. Mr. McGauran, Rector
of St. Patrick’s and his assistants as well as other
clergymen, and s large number of our prominent
Irish fellow-citizens. T

The proceedings opened Dy the band playing the
familiar national air, #St. Patrick’s Day,” followed by
a few well chosen remarks by the President, Mr
John Lane, junior, which was succeeded by tho per-
formance by the Septuor Haydn Club  of the over-
ture Zampe, in excellent style, and the chorus
u Tiemember the Glories" by the ladies nnd gentle-
men amateurs.

ment of every civil and religious liberty. To us

The
dark clouds that for centuries rained down misery
on beloved Erin and threatened to wrap her in .sl',y-
gian darkness bad been expelled by propitions winds.

cannot but plead . successfully her glorions cause,
and force from her powerful neighbour full restitu-
tion of her just claims. In referring herc to- the
master mind of a Butt, a McCarthy and otlier of Tre-
land’s distinguished men, and to the phalanx ef
Mltred_ Patriats, which, with Cardinal Cullen and
Archibishop McHale at its head, form the van guard
in Ireland's onward march toward freedom, and
under whose joint advice and guidance Ireland now
stands in the highest sphere of true christian civiliz-
ation. Inreferring to these faithful sons of the
Emerald Isle, I cannot pass over in silence ane who
from the early dawn of his manhood to the last dark
hot_:r when relentless deatl struck him down, was
assiduous in his labour of love far church and father-
land. That great and good man was J. F. Maguire,
Now thet T have touched on the sorrowful chord of
your memories, I shall strike that chord again more
forcibly, more encrgetically.

The short time he spent
amongst us was replete with good works and though
his constitution was worn away by incurnbledisease,
yet be never wavered in his duty but kept at his
post to the last lour. Many of you remember how,
notwithstanding his failing health and strength,
his ardent and charitable soul urged his tired and
weared steps to the bed side of the poor dying sufferer
whom ke knew so well how to console.

the eternal climax—his pure soul was wafied by
angels to endless Lliss.

At’ the conclusion of the revd. gentlemnn's
eloquent address, which was received with mingled
feelings of joy and sorrow at the memeries which it
evoked, Mesdames Fitzpatrick and DeDlois and Mrs,
O'Connel and Heatley sang, in a snperior style, ns a
yuartette, Moore’s immortal melody, “ The harp that
once,” and were loudly applauded.

'Lhe sonz % Ol Erin
my country” and " The last glimpse of Erin” were
sung in a most pleasing wanner by Mrs, Deliois and
Miss Wyse respectively, and these were followed Ly
the chiorns “Away! Away !’ The comic diett by
Mr.and Miss Wyse took immensely, as was sure to
be the case. :

The second part of the programme was opened by
an address by Mr. John P. Sutton, and we regret
that its length precludes our giving more thana
metre outline of it.  After deprecating his own un.
fithess for the task imposed upon hiw by his friends
of the Institute, the speaker puidan eloquent tribute
to that love of country which has ever been the dis-
tingnishing charactaristic of the Irishrace, 1le then
allnded to the memorics evoked in the minds of
those who Jike himsclf had inhaled with their first
Lreath the fragrant air of the sacred soil, and whilst
disclaiming any iden of throwing a cloud over the
joyous feeling which the recurrence of Ircland's
national festival peverfailed to make spring np in the
minds of her children, he referred in a2 most touch-
ing manner to the regrets which always fill the
breast of the immigrant when he recalls the scencs
of iis youth. Ilec would on the contrary seck to
oncourage that feeling of gladsome pride which
animated the children of Erin when they remember-
ed the glories of the deur old land. The speaker
then ndministered a scathing rebunke to those whe
althengh undoubtediy of frish Liood sought to deny
the fact and exclaimed against the readiness witl:
which bad deeds were aceredited to the Irishman—
and gave an instance of recent occurence where a
crime committed in this city was without the least
foundation charged to one of that nationality. e
referred to the many prejudices that the Irishman
had to contend with but elaimed that though poer,
the Irishman was ever found faithful to hix engnge-
uients, and Irishwoman as being the guardian of
unaullied purity, a prond boast, he said, and ag truth-
fal as it was ereditable. He thém referred to the
services which Irishmnen had rendered to civiliea-
tion generally and to the DBritich Empire in pur-
ticular, by *he sword and by the pen, adding thathe
referred more partieularly to theirservicein England
as hefelt it mecessary to impress upon the inhabi-
tants of this British Coleny, that they must not
jgmore n race who hnd done se much to mske the
British Empire what she is to-day. The speaker
concluded by & warm appeal to the Irish people in
Canada—and more especially the young Irichmen
—to do all intheir power to maintain for themselves
and their fellow-countrymen that high and preud
standard of moral worth to which the history of
thuir ancestors for ages fully entitled them, and sat
down amid loud applanse.

A chorus was tlien sung, accompanicd by the
Septuor Club, which was sucteeded by & piano solo,
t«I'he Irish Brigade at Fontenoy,” excellently rend-
ared by Mr. Buchper. Mr. Lefévre song an aiv from
« Ln Favorita,” which was very pleasing, and Mr.,
Lavigner's ¢ Fantasie on Irish airs” was received
with applause. - Mrs. Fitzpatrick sang the “Irish
Exile” in a manner that excelled even this lady's
own superior ftyle, and the plensing song * Waiting”
was given by Miss Lee inn mn.mmr_peculin.rly her
own Mrs. G. E. Homphrey's rendering of «Katy's
Letter” was such as might be expected from a lady
of sach admitted talent and culture. The ¥ Dublin
Waltzes” were played for the first time in this city
by the Scptuor Club and were rapturously received.

PATRICK'3 DAY IN ENNISMORE,
March 22nd,1873.

Dear Sir,—St, Patrick’s Day seems to have been
celebrated with more than usas! display, accom-
panied by uninterrupted good order throughont the
Domiuion, and perhaps an account of the doings in
the flourishing little town of Ennismore may net be
unworthy of & place in your columns. At an early
hour on Monday, the sons of Erin from the adjacent
townshlps, and many from & distance came fiocking
in until they numbered some three thousand, when,
having formed a procession, they marched
a5 usual te thé Church to Lkear High Mass.
I must here be permitted to express my ad-
miration for this Church which is a wuoble
structore of brick, plain, but everything about it in
the most perfect good taste; and when I tell you
that it is the seventh church built by Father Coyle,
the venerable and beloved pastor, you will think
with me that he has given sufficient proef of *his in-
defatigable »cal and cnergy. But to proceed. Hav-
ing entered the church, High Mass was sung by the
Rev. W. J. Keilty, of Kingston; who, having spent
some weeksin Lindsay during winter,assisting Father
Staford, the Father Mathew of Canada, has become
persopally known tomany of the people. Hisreputa-
tion as & speaker preceded him, Mrss over he address-
ed the vast crowd assembled there to do honour to their
patron Saint in a annner never to be forgotten by
those who had the happiness of hearing him. And
it is of Father Keilty a3 an orator that I wish parti-
cularly to speak. 'This man, however much lio may
seek retirement, will nover be able to hide his light
under a bushel.

For many 2 year will the remembrance of
bis speech that day be warmly cherished in the
hearis of the sons of St. Patrick, who bad the hap-
pincess of bring present.

A Xaroreoxic Rerio—A Paris correrpondent
writes to the Pall Meil Gazetlc :~—The senior member
of the Academy has just died, at the good old age of
98—General Comte de Segur so well known for his
history of the Russian campaign, in which be bore
part as a general of the brigade. He is the last
surviving general of that terrible retreat from Mos-
cow. He onterod the army in 1799 as a simple
hussar, and served on Macdonaid's staff at Hohen-
linden, Ho was afterwards atfached to Frinco
Joseph Bonaparte, and saw service in Italy and
afterwards in Spain. At the age of 32 he wasa
general and went to Russia, In 1813 he fought on
the Rhine and took a Urilliant part in the campaign
of France. From 188 tle general lived in retire-
ment. He was clected to the academy in 1830.

Mepravan Fraxce—A singular discovery has been
made at the old Conciergerie in Paris. At the Court
of Cassation fire had destroyed two out of the three
towers, and a few days since the workmen engaged
in repsairing that named after St, Louis came sud-
denly upon a mysteriously decp well. This was
contrived curiously in the wall facing the quay, and
proves to be nothing less than the fatal dungeon of
the old Palace of ®t.Lonis. Yet none of the his-
torians of tlhe Conciergeric mention it, and chance
and mischance only have made it knewn. Anopen-
ing of two square yards in one of the turrets reveals
a horrid tunnell reaching the level of the Scine.
There it forms a gallery sloping downwards to the
bed of the river. The attempt to penetrate into this
dreadful dungeon was fruitless, as the interior is
Tined with sharp iron spears and points which cross
each other in every direetion. When this Tower of
St. Louis was used occasionally ag the dweolling of
the Kings of France captives of note werc confined
in its underground prisons, and whon the powers
that were became anxious to get rid of any one of
them they led him through a passage formed in the
interior of the wall towards this nowly-discoveted

dungeon. A secret door wos opened, and he was },

precipitated into the yawning chasm, and there,
transfixed by spikes, he perished in slow torture.
Of course, it may be easily imagined that it was
only portions of skeletons that ever reached the bed
of the Seine. The discovery of this relic of a bar.
barous age is another milestone marking the pro-
gress of humanity. —Glole,

M. Schwabe, President of the Statistical Bureau
of Berlin, has been waking an oficial report, which
furnishes such items as these : Out of & population
of 833,000, 125,000, rather more than cne in seven
receive public relief. Twenty per cent, or 169,016
persons, live in over-crowded rooms. The illegiti-
mate births are 17 per cent, and thedivorces 10 per
cent., upon the number of marriages.  Of 23,000 fun-
erals in 1879,21,000 took place without any religious
ceremony, Nearly 10 per cent. of tue population
in 1867 wera convicted criminals, Various proposals
sre made in the report for preventing the scduction
of domestiic scrvants, one of thgm being the forma-
tion of a society for giving kindly advice to women
nnder thirty-five years of age. Thereare to be found
outside of the civil tribunals men who boldly offer
themselves to parties having suits ag witnesses for
asuitable consideration, asthus: “If you arelook-
ing for a witness, sir, take me. I swear for balf
price. My colleagues demand ten silver groschen,
I ask no more than five” The rcport asserts also
that robbers infest the woods in the environs of the
clty, and that the police seem unable to suppress
them. Moreover, both property and life are inse-
cure in the city itself, in which the most audacious
assanlts are frequently made on passers-by in the
less frequented streets. M. Schwabe's statistics,
when put beside the boast so frequently made,
that it was the moral and religious superiority of
Protestant Prussin which conquered in the late war,
certninly furnish & very pretty commentary on it.

The glory of Connecticut has departed ! Wooden
nutmegs, heretofore deemed the ne plus ultra of hu-
man ingenuity, are just nowhere. A man in Maine
now makes good merchantable oysters out of flour-
paste, tapioca, salt and water. These are placed in
second-hand oyster shells, which are carefully glued
around the edges. When a bungry, half-inebriated
individual comes into the saloon and calls for a
dozen raw on the balf shell, he reccives the above
described delicacy. We fancy that they must be
eaten in the original state, and that cooking might
prove fatal to them.

WHAT 70 p0 1¥ CaskE oF Acciext.—Prof. Wilder,
of the Cornal University, gives these short rules for
action in cnses of accident : )

For dust in the eyes, avoid rubbing ; dash water
into thom ; remove cinders, cte, with the round
point of a lead pencil,

Remove water from the car with tepid water:
never put a hard instrument into the ear.

If an artery is cut, compress above the wound;
if a vein is cut, compress belovw.

If choked, get upon all fours and cough.

For slight burne, dip the part in cold water ; if
the skin is destroyed, cover with varnish,

" Smother a fire with carpet, ecte., water will often
spread burning oil, and increase danger, Before
pussing through smoke, take a full breath and then
stoop low, but if carbon is suspected, walk ecrect.

Suck poisoned wounds, unleas your mouth is sore;
enlarge the wound, or, better, cut out the part: with-
out delay ; hold the wounded part as long as can be
bome to o hot conl, or end of a cigar.

For acid poisons, give alkalis; for alkaline pois-
ong, give acids—white of eggis good in most cases;
in case of opium poisoning give strong coffee and
keep moving.

For apoplexy, raisa the head and body ; for faint-
ing. lay the person fint.

Goop Aprice.—Let me caution all mothers never,
aeter, pever to put anything into a child's ear, If
afilicted with the earacbe, roast an onion and place
it upon the car, or make acommon flaxsecd poultice.
It is also good to syringe the ear with warm water.
