My Lord—Should your lordship’s curiosity hap-
en to light on the volumes of the Four Masters
tlat now repose on the shelves of the library of the
Honse of Lords, you will not fail to be struck with
the melancholy felicity ofthe quotation from the Ro-
mnan writer which they have prelixed to the annals of
lreland. They felt how sadly it iBustrated the fatal
decomposition of power[ul parties at several epochs
of our-history, as well as at the unhappy period when
they wrote. And, doubtless, the Lord of the Ad-
miralty and the Secretary at War were equally con-
scious of the utility of the same old motlo when they
ventured to uive expression to such contemptuous dis-
yeeard for the spiritual interests of Catholic sailors
and soldiers, as nothing but their experimental con-
vietion o the unfaithfulness of Irish Catholic mem-
bers condd have inspived.

"o the member for Meath we are indebled for his
cloquent and fecling exposure of the spiritual priva-
tinus to which Catholic soldiers and sailors are doom-
ed by the wnrelenting bigotry of the laws of England,
and their still more bigoted execution. After exhi-
biting the interesting details of grievances, which
could not be eredited it they were not thus solewnly
anthenticated without any attempt at contradiction,
he appealed (o the humanity of the Ilouse and the
policy of the Government to accompany with the
consolations af religion those men who were called
an to face the enemy and to pour out their lives in
‘defence of the country.

"To a temperade appeal for the redress of such ter-
rible grievances aflecting the dearest interests of
man, what las been the reply of some of the mem-
bers of the Government in the very crisis of an im-
pending war? Of one ibe reported answer was,
#that lie despaired of salisfying the honorable gen-
tleman, but lie did not despair of satisfying those with
whom he lad been in communication on the subject.’”
Lest, - however, such a vague adinission, which gave
no pledge of any definite redress, might be miscon-
strued by those who see in the waste of ils worthless
patronage convincing reasons for confiding in the
present adwministration, Sir James Grabam, if cor-
rectly reported, frankly avows, “that he could not
hold out expectations which he believed were delu-
sive, and he could not hold out hopes which he knew
would be disappointed.” Ilowever dispiriting was
this declaration, it had, at least, the merit of candor,
and left no room to complain of any subsequent dis-
appointment, o which language fess explicit might
zive rise.  The disruption of the Irish Parliamentary
party, to which the people had earned a claim to
look with confidence, exercised its baleful influence
on the minister, and emboldened him to advance pro-
positions regarding the rights of conscience to which
neither he nor any other member of the cabinet
would have ventured to give utterance at the close
of the last peneral election. ,

ITad the Trish, and particularly the Catholic, mem-
Vers remained faithful to the covenants which they
had so solemnly made with their constituents—had
they only imitated the noble disinterestedness of
which so many of the people had given such an in-
struclive example in returning them to Purliament—
had they fixed in their hearts and maintained by a
corresponding line of conduct the solemn promise of
withhelding their support from any and every admi-
nistration that would not guarantee to the Catholic
tenants of Ireland legislative protection against the
evictions and religious persecutions to which they are
unceasingly doomed—had they: but pursued one step
farther that just and triumphant policy on which they
had so recently acted, and inspired the coalition with
a sure presentment of the same fate which they had
so recently inflicted on some of ils component parts
—I do not say that your lordship’s ministry would
have experienced an early dissolution, for they mis-
take us much who think that the Catholics of Ireland
feel any gratuitous _satisfaction in the mere dissolu-
tion of ministries ; but a more grateful, as well asa
more probable alternative presents itself to the view
in the deliberations of ‘a cabinet resolved to do jus-
tice as the necessary condition of its own existence,
and impressed with the conviction that should they
imitate the unjust policy of the twa preceding go-
vernments they could mot complain if, in a similar
break up, they were to share the same retribution.—
Had forty or - fifty faithful-men steadlasily watched
the fluctuations of debate, sternly determined to cast

. the balance in"favor of justice and religious equality,
as they. were bound to,do by their solemn and re-
corded pledges, the Lord of the Admiraity would not
have-spoken of the Established Church asif it were
-a fixed and immovable institution in the country, nor

.would'lie have closed his faint eulogy of the 'fidelity

»
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of Catholic soldiers and sailors by the avowal of his
appalling gratitude that they were doomed to fall on
the decks, which might be streaming with their
blood, without a priest by their side to sooth and sus-
tain them in the agonies of their last hour.

Tt was creditable to the piety of the member for
Meatl that e could not be satisfied with the conti-
nuance of a policy so critel and unchiistian.  Yet it
appears that some of your lordship’s colleagues, whilst
persevering in the exclusion o Catholic service from
the navy, *do not despair of satis(ying those wilh
whom they are in communication on this subject.”’—
No doubt if they consult some of those who have
wished to support them, utterly regardless of their
promises, tliey will find them as {iexible on the ques-
tions of the relative oblizations of the laws of the
navy and the laws of God, as they have proved
themselves already regarding the force of their sa-
crad pledges. Tt is not the first time that most lax
and reprehensible opinions have been practically
maimtained by Catliulic functionaries on this same
subject of the admiralty. Nay, it has been confi-
dently said that the attendance of Catholic sailors at
Protestant services was insisted on aud enforced, on
the high ground, no doubt, that suclr was the law.—
With the impression of such criminal subserviency of
Catliolic officials on their minds, it is no wonder if the
Tord of the Admiralty and the Secrctary at War
were so sanguine as to salisfy on these subjects those
with whom they were in communication. Whilst,
however, they persevere in a line of conduct which
would have been befitiing some of the worst of the
ancient persccutors towards Christian soldiers, they
cannot hope to satisfy the heavy responsibility of the
pastors of their souls.

Of those soldiers and sailors who are now on their
way to be soon stretched,on the ficld or in the ocean,
there are numbers [rom this diocese trained in the
great maxims of the paramount importance of salva-
tion, which enabled them to. conquer all the horrors
of famine, no less dreadful than those of war. Those
wlho fell under that awful visitation died with the pa-
tience, and often with the chieerfulness of martyrs,
because the anointed minister of religion was at their
bedside to_cheer and strengthen their souls with the
graces of penance and the Lioly unction. What a
contrast between their death and the fate of the Ca-
tholics who fall in the engagements of sea and land ;
and what a depressing influence must be produced on
the spirits and courage of the religious soldier by the

reflection, that whilst be triumphs over Lis earthly

enemies, be is sent utterly unshielded and unarmed
against those spiritual enemies inentioned by the apos-
tle, and who are most formidable at the hour of
death. 'This unmanning of the brave man’s courage
at the anticipation -of being consigned to such a
death is no imagwary picture, for I am only tran-
scribing some of the words of a feeling letter, now
before me, recently received from a military man in
the Tndies, who enjoins me by all that is sacred in
religion and above price in the soul of 2 Christian to
exercise any influence I can legitimately exercise to
procure for the dying soldier those consolations of
religion, which it is harrowing to think that any go-
vernment should have so long and so ungratefully
withiheld.

Whilst, then, many of my poor faith{ul flock are
on their way to the shores of Asia, and whilst the re-
cruiting officers in our districts are receiving great
co-operation from the unfeeling consolidators of large
farms, banishing the small-tenants, who, by a curious
coincidence, can find no public employment from 2
temporary suspicion of public works—whilst they are
thus driven, by a combination of pressing influences,
to look for some shelter under banners on which no
endearing emblem of Catholicity is inscribed, I deem
it a vight opportunity (o satisfy the pious requisition
of the letter to which I have alluded, as well as my
own deep sense of duty, to request most respectfully
of your Lordship, as her Majesty’s constitutional mi-
nister, to interpose, and to snatch the Catholic sol-
diers and sailors, some of whom are impressed into
tle service by an inexorable necessity, from thé im-
minent danger to which their eternal salvation is ex-
posed. In thus remonstrating on the absence of hu-
manity and justice in the present laws, and appealing

respectfully to the conslituted authorities in behalf of

my own flock, I am only yielding to the imperalive
requirements of duty, which will not be satisfied with-
out having the sncraments of the Church.placed with-
in the reach of the faithful soldier. :
Your Lordship will bear in mind that T am not ap-
pealing for -any personal or puhhc privileges: or
patronage beyend the one thing necessary, from
which every Christian has an inalienable right not to
be debarred. For this alone T am pleading, and for
nothing more. I am not asking that the soldiers
should be left free to enter a monastery belore _the
stated term of their military service should expire.
However great should be the freedom of a Christian

in following the evangelical councils, T am only ad-
vocatjng what is necessary for all, equally anxious to
impress the duty of fidelity on the soldier as well as
on his employers the duty of providing him with re-
ligious succor. This, if not their explicitagreement,
should be the implied covenant of both, founded on
the divine Jaw; and your Lordship is well aware
what weight the Irish people are beginning to attach
to ¢ovenaunts, and. with what Dbitterness they deplore
the guilt of their violation,

There are now in this province, and doubiless in
the other provinces too, several Catholics who gave
their sufirages, ‘nay, made great sacrilices to return
to Parliament Catholic members pledged to tenant
right and religious equality.  And many of these vo-
ters daily witncess their relatives sent acrilt, and enlist-
ing when your colleagues say they shall bave no re-
ligious equality, nor any religious consolation ; and
yet those members are silent on such persecuting
enactments—nay, they are the recipieats and the dis-
pensers af the patronage of the minister who, with
cool, sarcastic irony, tells the member for Meath
that indeed the whole grievance of the poor Cathelic
sailors lies in this, that the service of tlie navy is to
be conducted according to the rules of the Protestant
religion.

By all means let Protestants, when living and dy-
ing, be ministered to according to their own ritual.
We only require that the rights of Cathalics should
be measured by the same standard.  And if this jus-
tice is not immediately accorded, surely your lordship
cannot suppose that any amount of patronage of
which our pledged members may be the receivers
would reconcile the betrayed constituents (o those
who, by supporting an administration that is syste-
matically and directly exposing Catholic soldiers Lo
the loss of salvation, become partners in the same
unhallowed feeling, and as their constituents bitterly
remark, and wili not fait to tell them on the lwstings,
selling, as far:as they can, the souls of the poor Ca-
tholic sailors:and soldiers for a miserable mess of
patronage ip:favor of some of the Jeast deserving
members ofseciety. _

As 2 liberal set off against the soul destroying po-
licy of denying to_those swho are engaged in the pub-
lic service access to the Sacraments, will be the
pretended zeal of some of its advorates for our inva-
luable cloistered institutions. 'I'he heavenly virtues
and heroic services of our females consecrated to
God need not fear the most fiery ordeal to which
they may be subjected. Were the members of your
administration sincerely solicitous (o pratect them
from annoyance, we would not find some of its best
friends and supporters ranged amongst the adverse
voters. But without waiting now to disengage the
complication of deep and scenical deceit with which
the people of Treland bave been so long misled and
insulted on this ostentatious display ol individual vot-
ing, there is not the least doubt but the issue of the
nunnery question wounld be as triumphant as that of
the income tax if ministers showed but the same zeal
for the one which they displayed in the management
of the other.

‘What a masterpiece of financial policy ; and, like
the charily to the soldiers, and sailors, and inmates
of the cloister, how calculated to display their fove of
justice to thie Catholic clergy, to subject to the in-
quisitorial rigors of the Exchequer officials the volun-
tary offerings which the people bestow! Itis not
long since the clergy were sharing in all the afilic-
tions of their suffering flocks, carrying, of which we
had several instances, their little supply of meal
several miles to comfort some of their perishing
people. Yet, during that time not a penny was prof-
fered to relieve them by any of those who are now
so eager for bringing them within the pale of the
Treasury. Itis ounly when the state bestowed its
endowments the state used to think of exercising the
corelative rights of burdening those endowments with
taxation. Tt was reserved for your lordship’s ddmi-
nistration, so lauded by the fiscal farmers who share
in the taxes which their pledge-breaking {riends
enabled you to impose even on the public alms of the
clergy, to have such alms set down for the first time
amidst taxable commodities.

Yet I will not do you nor your colleagues the in-
justice to suppose that it was cupidity or state neces-
sity that swayed you in its imposition. Noj the
clergy, happily placed outside the influence of the
Exchequer, so powerful in other departments, exer-
cised without control or hindrance that religious
freedom which they retail for the discharge of
the duties of the ministty. What room for ap-
peal to the charitable dispensations of the Treasury
is supplied by an acquaintance with the scanty reve-
nues of the Catholic clergy? Were the clergy of
Ireland not to avail themselves of the advantage of
the law in looking for legal exemption from a tax as
unconstitutional as unprecedented, they would not be
deserving of that happy exemption from secular in-

terference in their religions concerns which they o
long enjoyed. It is in vain that governments and
their supporters may claim the praise of being liberal
in their anxiety to pension afterwards, as wel! as to
tax the Catholic clergy. I they sufler themselves
to be caught in this liberal snare, they may recollect
that the government-of Baden is a liberal and a con-
stitutional government-—nay, as fiberal and constitu-
tional as the Home Secretary, with all his predilic-
tion for liberal and constitutional governments, could
desire. And though it appears that the lew ceclesi-
asties who were known at any time to be anxious for
a state peusion are now the loudest in praise of the
fiscal scheme of clerical taxation, at least among the
most disereet, in its ccusure they may reflect, nat
without some alarm for the fulure, that one of the
most powerful engines of tyranny now wielded by the
liberal government of Baden against its brave Arch-
bishop is the depriving the legitimate ecclesiastics of
their state pension, and its unhallowed transfer to un-
principled schismatics, who owned in the secular
power a title to their ecclesiastical obedience, which
they refused to their lawful Bishop. T trustthat our
virtuous poverty and freedom, untaxed as well unen-
dowed, will preserve us in perfect peace, and save
the Catholic Church on the one bhand, and the state
on the other, at any future time, from those angry
collisions that are disturbing and injuring the one and
the other in Baden, as well as in other parts of Eu-
rope.

FRANCE, ENGLAND, AND IRELAND.
(From the Nalion.)

The letter of his Girace the Archbishop of Dublin,.
to the Editor of the Univers, is worthy of a place in
the Blue Booles of the War. Its guarded tone—the
result not merely of Dr. Cullen’s calm and astute
temper, but of the delicate policy, which, as Delegare
of the Holy See, necessarily moulds his actions here,
and especially, we presume, in reference to foreign
countries—barely veils a most formidable meaning.
We see at a glance, that the persecuted Archbishop
of Freiburg, merely appears upon this occasion as a
species of legal fiction, as a means of bringing the

tawards the Catholics in their army and navy, and
towards our Religious Houses, directly under the no-

tice of the T'rench Emperor and People—that it is,

in fact, an appeal to the sympathies of * a npation so
thoroughly Catholic and so sensitive to every Catho-
lic interest’” against the persecuting policy of her.
ally.- That appeal has already been answered in part.
His Grace’s letier is dated the 8thult. On the 18th
a Decree appeared from the French Emperor’s hand,
making an extraordinary provision of Chaplaing for

the expeditionary army. If we should hear that scme

ol them are Irish by birth, and that they all have got
orders to attend to the spiritual necessities of the

Irish Catholics serving under the British flag, it isno

more than we should expect. But it will be a proof
of an entente cordiale not grateful to England.

The moving yet moderate language in which this
appeal to the charity of the French clergy is stated
hardiy equals in its subdued force of expression the
grave and subtle irony of the passage which refleis
upon the conduct ol the Government. Lo! it seems
to say, our ten thousand Catholic soldiers, scattercd
from Constantinople to Kalafat—our 4,000 or 5,000
Catholic sailors, some in the Baltic, some in the
Black Sea, all exposed to the perils of a merciless
warfare, and in hourly danger of death, are, among
them all, to have two Chaplains! England demands,
not alone the shedding of their blood, but the sacri-
fice of their souls. Letus be duly grateful. We
owe this vast concession to “ the liberal spirit of the
present Ministry.”

Let us, before it passes out of memory, read them
a slight commentry on this mot of the Archbishop,
this cutting and sarcastic phrase, “the liberal spirit
of the present Ministry !"

Last week, the first formal prosccution ever in-
stituted in Ireland for language spoken by a Priest

from a Roman Catholic altar, was instituted by the

Altorney-General for Ireland, and conducted by bis
Procurenrs. Thanks 1o theliberal spirit of the pre-
sent Ministry ! R
" Last weel, the Secretary of the Liord Lieutenant
publicly sent to the Secretary of a bigoted Protes-
tant Association an insulting and unfounded censure
upon a Catholic Magistrate, of just and irreproachable
character, who had endeavored to protect a member
of his creed from the oulrages of a hireling prosely-
tiser. Thanks to the liberal spirit of the present
Ministry. ' ‘
The week before, a Bill to interfere with the pro-
perty and the vows of Religious Women was intro-

-duced into the House of Commons, Lord Palmerston

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stating that “as a matter of principle, he vias not
disposed to object to the Bill,” and the English At-
torney-General lending it even a stronger sanction.
‘I'hanks to.the liberal spirit of the present anstry!

A few dayspreviously, a little host .of -bigots was
apenly allowed by the Government to extort fro_m
the House of Commons a vote to appoint a Commit-
tee to drag Nuns before it, and pry wnth‘xmpmus gaze
into the privacies of Conventual life. Thanks to the
fiberal spirit of the present Ministry !

This measure was introduced by a supporter of the
Ministry, and it was carried almost simultaneously
with the election, in a misled Catholic constituency, of
a high official of the Ministry who liad prervmus]y
pledged himself to support such a measure. Thanks
to the liberal spirit of the present Ministry !

And the next week, in reply to Mr. Lucas (the
genuine compliment of the Archbishop to whon}adds
a peculiar pungency to the irony of his Grace’s re-
fiection upon the Ministry)—Sir James Graham de-

clared that ¢ the Protestant religion was the estab-
lished Church of the country, and that it was utterly
impossible to adfit on board one ship two chaplains
of different religions.” Therefore, let the Cnth.ohc
sailar or marine die like a dog. Thanks to the libe-
ral spirit of the present Ministry! . .
Gracious God! Since Emancipation a series of
insults 50 gross has not been offered to our Church.
\What division in the House of the Lord do they
caleulate on, that they dare to scoff at us thus in the
hour of their own sore strait and peril? Of old, had
such things come to pass—were the police at our
convent doors, and the last rites withheld from our
gallant bretiren ‘bleeding in foreign war—a cry of
indignation would have been echoed round the land
from shrine to shrine, and struck more terror 1n their
hearts than the tread of an army. What is it that1s
rotten in our state? What latent and corrupt influ-
ence is it that divides us against ourselves, paralyses
our best efforts, seems threatening to rend the very
veil of the Temple T Ol, surely our good Archbishop
must be conscious that there is a perilous weakness
at home, else, in speaking to our old ally and elder
sister France, he would not use that subtle wit \vh_lch
they understand so well, but that manly indignation
which they prize even more highly—the tones in
which he spoke to Ireland three years ago, when the
whole land rallied to defend his menaced dignity.
As the case presents itself to us, indeed, there
. seems no way of repelling their beastly assault upon
the purest and holiest of God’s creatures, but by a
bolder and simpler course than we have yet seen
counselled. The Archbishop has done wisely in ap-
pealing to the sympathies of I'rance. If Russian,
Frark, and Spaniard each claim the right to protect
Christians under a Mahometan Power, surely it
- would well' become a great Catholic State to inter-
fere for the protection of Catholic communities in a
Protestant land. Why not seek this intervention
formally 7 ' Be sure, England would now yield aught
it:might deémand. But if, indeed, they persist—if
this Committee is to meet and sit for months, and
hunt for evidence and pry into those retreats sacred
to God—then there is another course which it is
easy to take. Lt them go into Lhis inquiry with
nought but their own bigotry to guide them. TLet
them discover their own witncsses—whom to sum-
mon and whom not—their names in religion, their
names by the law. Let no unnecessary facility be
given to them. When they want a fresh witness,
Jet them send the Serjeant-at-Avms for her, and take
ber by the robe and lead her forth from her Convent
in arrest. Were this done—did the Government
believe it were likely to be done—we should have
Mr. Chamber’s Committee discharged ere this day
weels,

Heaccordingly was baptised, and alterwards
confirmed az a Catholic, Some days after, he went
with Martha Lynch to the house of the Rev, Mr.
M¢Carron, where the prisoner was residént curate.—
He paid the prisoner £1 for the ceremony, which was
performed in a darkened room Dby a person to whose
person ot voice, neither Chippington nor his wife
could depose. A document purporting to be a certi-
ficate of the marriage, signed by Mr. Campbell, was
given in evidence for the Crown, but which Mr,
Johnsten, for the prisoner, contended was only 2 copy
from the entry in the registry authenticated by the
name of the prisoner. The regisuy book was pro-
duced, in which an entry of the marriage appeared,
unsigned, and not in the handwriting of the prisoner.
Mr. Johnston spoke to the evidence for the prisoner.
He commerited on the extreme rigor and severity of
the very penal act nnder which the prisoner had been
indicted, and which he designated as a re-enactment
of the penal code. He showed that penalties which
exclusively affected the Catholic clergy, which had
been repeated by a previous act of parliament, had
been smuggled into the late act, in the shape of a
praviso, which no one understood when the aet passed.
He insisted there was no evidence to fix the offence
on the prisoner, and that he was, aceording to the
rules of legal evidenve, entitled to an acquittal.

The Rey, Mr. M‘Loughlin was called to prove that
the’document on which the Crown relied was a tran-
script from the registry, which was copied for the
purpose of giving them certificates. The entry in
the registry was the writing of the Rev. Mr. M¢Car-
ron, aad was not signed. On cross-examination he
stated that he considered the law which required the
Cuatholic clergyman to ascerfain that neither of the
parties had been Protestants for more than 12 months
before the marriage so nnjust, that he wonld be justi-
fied in evading it by every means in his power. To
the Court—he had uo hesitation in saying he would
evade such a law whenever be conld. It was unjust,
oppressive, and applied only to theclergy of his reli-
gion. Judge Torrens charged the jury.  Verdict—not
guilty. The jury was composed of six Protestants
and six Catholics.—Nation.

" MiisTers’ Money.—Afler a conlest, sustained by
the Irish Liberal members and the English Dissenters,
with singular fidelity and skill, the new Ministers
Money Act has been advanced an.additional stage.
The debate ook place in Committee in the House of
Commons on Monday, and there were four divisicns
—each result affirming the principle of the bill, The
first took place on Mr. Fagau’s proposition, that every
house valued at £20 shonld be exempted from the tax;
this, he said, would relieve many Catholics from the
operation of the bill. Sir John Young did not seem
1o cousider that result absolutely indispensable, how-
ever : he opposed the matiion, and it was rejecied by
4 majority of 15. Mr. Hadfield, an English Dissent-
er, then moved that all houses rated at £15 should be
exempted. The tax was for the benefit of one-sixth
of the Irish people, he observed, whe had already
£600,000 for ¢<their religions sustentation ;>> and he
requested to know op what principle it was wrung
from the poor Catholies? Sir John Young’s reply,
was an exquisite compliment ta the Catholic mer-
chants and gentry of [reland. ¢ He believed that
nearly all the Roman Catholies in towns would be
exempted under this bill—(the exemption being only
of houses rated at £10 and under)—and that the bar-
den wouki mainly fall on the Protestant population.>?,
“If so0,”” was the happy rejoinder of Mr. Hume,
“ why not remove dissatisfaction at once by introduc-
ing 2 clause to exempt all the Catholics in towns ?”
Mr. Pellatt, another English Dissenter, insisted that
the tax should be abolished, becanse it had been
originally imposed as a badge of conquest upon the
Catholies. But when the House divided, there appear-
ed a majority of 21 for the government Bill. Two
other amendments were then submitted, one proposing
the exemption of Catholics and Dissenters, and an-
other suggesting the reduetion of the tax according to
the increase of the Ecelesiastical Commission Fund.
But ailer a debate, which the House had very care-

fully made vp its mind not to listen to, both were re-
jected by substantial majorities.— Nation.

Among other charges brought against him
is ane to the effect that, at the General Election in
1847, he induced a Colonel Smith to sign bills 10 a
large amonnt to defray his electioneering expenses,—~
promising, in return, to obtain for the Colone! the
office of a stipendiary Magistrate. Mr. Keogh, how-
ever, had not then interest enough to obtain this ap-
puintment for his, backer, and Colonel Smith went
abroad for some time to Canada,~—it is alleged, in
embarrassed circumslances. Recently Mr. Keorh
contrived to get Colonel Smith’s son appointed to an
office in the Costoms; and an the cccasion of Jast
election, this young man was allowed leave of absence,
and tovk a leading part in the eanvassing for Mr.
Keogh. This iz only ane of a dozen or more cases in
which it is alleged that Mr. Keogh cormptly trafficked
in places with which to remunerate his political sup-
porters and partisans in the borough of Athlone. It
would be unfair, however, 10 make mueh comment on
the matter as it al present stands.  Ouce the evidence
adduced before the Committee is printed, as it likely
will be, we shall be able to pronpuace definitely on
the matter; but so damaging is mach of the evidence
now being adduced, that ever and anon the Commit-
tee have recourse to the expedient of clearing the room,
and laking the evidence with closed doors.— fdin-
burgh Aduvertiser.

THE STATE OF RELIGION TN ENGLAND AS
SET FORTH IN THE RECENT CENSUS.

An interesting and instructive lecture on the subject
was delivered on Tuesday evening, 20th ult., in the
Lecture-hall of the above imstitutien, in New-street,
Bishops-gate, London, by Henry Teunlon, Esq., agen-
tleman who, since the re-organisation of this valuable
sociely, has vendered great service by delivering more
than one lecture an subjects of importance, not ouly to
members of Catholic Literary Societies, but to Catho-
lies generally.

The Lecturer having briefly allnded to the antiquity
and origin of numbering the people, proceeded to de-
scribe the plan adepted by this country, and criticised,
with great ability, the official report of Mr. Horace
Maun. Aliwding to the attempts made lo vnderrate
tlte number of Catholics in Great Britain, he proved to
demonstration that the conclusions drawn by Protest.
ant journalists and others were .false and erroneous.
In treating that part of the subject more immediately
connected with the title, Mr. Tenlon observed that,
“as we are to judge of a tree by its fruits, we are now
enabled accurately to test the productions of Protest-
antism, to form a just estimate of the prineiple from
which they have proceeded ; and whatever we find to
be the results of-the Protestant principle may fairly be
ronsidered its legitimate prodnctions ;*? that, as the
Protestant boasis of unrivalled prosperity during the
lart three hundred years, and of his perfect political
aud social freedom, he cannot complain that his exer-
tions have been frustrated by Cathulic influence, either
externzlly or internally, he cannat say that poverly
has erippled his efforts, or that political or social in-
finences have peen wanting. He has had resources
unbounded, aund liberty to employ them as he willed.
He has distribated Bibles by the millien, and formed
societies innumerable ; he has had the command of
enormaus wealth, and, more than this, all the appli-
ances of modern science and invention to further and
earry out his designs.  Whether, then, so ferlile a soil
has produced figs or thistles, the thorny briar or the
sweet and life-inspiring vine, they are the nataral
production of the seed sown. Mr, Tenlon next pro-
ceeded to allude to the extraordinary deeay of religion
in Englund, proving that the present number of
chnrches belonging to the Establishment is very little,
if at al, superior to the number which existed prior to
the so-called Reformation, and declaring that the pe-
riod from that time 10 the present ecentury had stronger
claims than any other to be termed the Dark Ages,
instancing even very recent cases of destruction of
venerable edifices raised by pious hands during the
Ages of Faith, The statement of Mr. Mann, that in
a)l England six only out of every 100 warking men
ever altend church of any kind, and in Landon only
two out of 100, furnishes unmistakeable evidence of
the deoay of religion in England. < This, then, un
the most authentic authority, is the result of Protest-
antism, after three centuries of unlimited §way—one-
third of the population have lapsed into heathenism!
There are myriads of our fellow-conntrymen who have
no more knowledge of God or religion than the most
debased savages in the world. And yet with the
knowledge that one-third of their countrymen live and
die in the utter neglect of afl religion, there are to be
found thousands of Protestants who would move
heaven and earth to make one proselyte from the Ca-
tholie: Church, and who strive with greater earnest-
ness 1o induce one Catholic to speak disrespectfully of
the Blessed Virgin than they do to make known her
Divine Son to their perishing fellow-creatures.’’—

Last New Year’s Day, she was
attacked with cliolera, and war immediately removed
to the hospital in Parliamentary Road. The physici-
ans who attended her there, she said, were Drs. Craw-
ford and Marshall.  When received into the hospital,
she gave—us the story goes—all the money she had
in her possession, one pound, lo one of the nusses.—
On being removed to the convalescent ward, she de-
manded lier money of this woman, when the latter
siated that she had given it up to Mr. White, the per-
son in charge of the hospita'. This person, she says,
refused to return her the mouey —probably it was re-
tained as a charge for the expenses of her cure—at all
events, thongh evored of the cholera, she had lost thie
use of her limbs, and was obliged to use erutches.—
She was discharged, in a miserably feeble state, and
the poor-law officials immediately seized on her, and
throst her on board the steamer which sailed from
Glasgzow on Tuesday evening. When landed lere,
on Wednesday morning, utterly exhausted, and not
knowing where to look for refuge, she crawled under
one of the sheds, and lay there till she was discovered
by the porter.”?

as they are termed, in Logland,  As 1o the males, ]
found them us well clothed, as well fed, and with as
little labor to perform as any men servants in the
world, I found their children petied, playing with
the children of their masters, as happy and as joyous,
and I may ad, as saney a set of youngsters as I have
ever seen an any part of the world. The thonght then
occurred lo e, can this be the ¢« Cnban Sluvery,”
of whose “ terrors? I have heard so mueh? Whers
are the cart-whips, where the manacle, where the
cruelties practised, which I had read of, and beard
described, in such glowing language? They exist
not in this eity ; the only thing in the shape of cruelty
I could find, and 1 sought after it in Havanna, was the
working the convicts, of ull colors, in 1he streets, too
lieavily chained, in many instunces, t6 permit them
to labor with thal freedom requisite to the performance
of their work eflectively ; but then | remembered it
was their crimes that had broeght on (hese anfortunate
wretches theit eruel punishment. It then occurred to
me, that | miglit find some of the evils and cruelties,
which I bad expected to find connected with Slavery,
Ly going into the country and visiting a sugar estate.]

T'according!y made the requisite arrangements, and
visited various sugar eslates near Matanzas, It was
“ crap time” on all of them, when from the necessity
of mauufacturing the caue juice into sugur as fast as
it comes from the mill, and other peculiarities con-
nected with.sugar manufacture with which 1 am not
conversant, il was requisite the labor, 1n the boiling
honse al least, should be incessant, night and day,
without intermission. Bat the sugar-house lnborers,
as well as those engaged in the other Jabors of the
#slites, were divided mio ¢ gangs? or ¢ spells,? (like
the # walches™ on board ship,) which relieved each
other at stated intervals, They apneared happy and
contented. There was none of that slavish fear exhi-
hited that 1 had expected to witness at the presence
of their master; neither did 1 perceive any of that
hurry or bustle when any one of the slaves was direct-
ed to perform any particular act, that I have so fre-
quently ebserved among ¢ free® Juborers.

I'saw their regular aliowances nf food served ont 10
titem—a thick soup composed of jerked beef, plan-
tains, spinach, and ather vegetables; and although
this compound might not have been agreeable to my
‘¢ yitiated palate,” yet these slaves appeared to relish
it amazingly. That they had enough of it, and that
it ¢ agreed’” with them, the sleekness of their skins
and their general appearance, bore sufficient evidence.
L visited their ¢ hns,”” and found in them many of
the necessaries of cumfort to the negro life, and an
abundance of those tawdry fineries to which they are
so partial, Ifound attached t¢ many of the huis 2

sty containing a fine thriving ¢ grunter;” and there

were also an abundance of {owls ;—baside which 1
saw very many patches of tobacco, the property of the
slaves. But methicks [ hear some of my .old asso-
ciales inguiring, “ What time have these poor slaves
to cnltivate tobucco, or to altend to their pig and
poultry 22 [ will reply to the question. Qut of ¢ ¢rop
time,’® say for at least half the year, or rather more,
for twn hours in the middie of the day, the slaves pei-
form no labor for their masters ; beside which, at the
busiesat season of the year, a few minotes before and
as many after the hours of labor, afford opportunity
for al] the attention requisite 1o be bestnwed.

I have seen the children of the slaves; I have
walched ¢ the young barbarians all at play;?? and
happier, merrier groups I defy the warld to produce.
Where now, said I, mentally, shall I twin te discover
those ¢ cruelties’ which { still believed must have
had some existence elsewhere than in the over-heated
imaginations of the narrators? Perchance they exist
in the “slave code.” Let us see. What find we
there? [ wili not weary the reader with verbatim
translations, but simply state the substance of the few
-extracts I shall make. I find the slave isnot bound
ta labor for his master on any ¢ double ecross” day in
the Romish calendar; that he is entitled to, proper
medical and other attendance during sickness; that
he has the right to demand permission, and to obtain
ity to transfer his person to a rew_ master; or if by his
industry and ‘éara he shall have .amassed 2 sufficient
stm to porchase a fourth or even a smaller proportion -

of himself, he can do so, and that his mister is bound
toreceive weekly or other instalments for that purpose.
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NEWS O THE WEEK.

"T'he London Gazeite of the 28th ult, contained
the long-expected -Declaration of War, a ieasure
which had been formally announced on the preceding
evening to both Houses of Parliament, by a message
from the Queen. Loyal addresses, in reply, have
been unanimously carried in the Lords and Commons,
and duly presented to ITer Majesty, ‘The ¢ Decla-
ration” in the Gazette gives a brief summary of the
events which have thus, after near 40 years’ peace,
compelled the great powers of Europe to have re-
source to arms—*¢ to save IKurope from the prepon-
derance of a power which has violated the faith of
{reaties, and defied the opinion of the civilised world.”

The military preparations are continuing with in-
creased energy ; and every day sees some powerful
ship leave her anchorage to join the Baltic fleet. Tn
some quarters however complaints are rife that the
vessels are greatly undermanned, and are especially
deficient in the class of “able seamen.”” Tle news
from the seat of war indicates the intention of the
Russians to hurry on a decisive action, and thus bring
matters to an issue, before the arrival of the French
and British contingents. The last rumor is that the
Czar has formally declarcd his readiness to evacuate
the Principalities” provided—the Western Powers
succeed in securing by treaty, the emancipation of
the Christians in the Turkish Xmpire, and withdraw

"their fleets from the Black Sea.

We argued last week, that the only valid argument
for the “secularisation” of the « Reserves” must
Lie based upon the principle, that State endowments
in aid of religion’are always, and essentially evil—
and that the support of religion should always be
Teft entirely, to to the Voluntary efforts of the members
of the various relizions denominations. But this princi-
ple no conscientious Catholic, can ratily by his vote,
because it is opposed to the teachings of his Church:
nor will any prudent Catholic venture to affirm it for
Upper Canada, because, if true there, it must be
true here; and in its application would prove fatal to
our ecclesiastical system in Lower Canada, by lead-
ing immediately o the abolition of ¢ tithes”—the
source {rom whence our parochial clergy are princi-
pally supported. The logical consequence of the
Kingston Herald’s argument in favor of “seculari-
sation,” is—that the compulsory levy of # {ithes’ in
Lower Canada is an evil which should be immediately
repressed ; and, we frankly admit it, did we recog-
nise the truth of our cotemporary’s premises, were we
in consequence prepared to advocate ¢ secularisation”
to-day—upon the very same principles we shouid
feel ourselves called upon to agitate for the abolition
of tithes to-morrow.—We say therefore, to the Cla-
nadien, and bis friends, * Be careful what you are
about—!look well to the consequences of your princi-
ples. To-day you are called wpon to assert the
¢ Voluntary” principle for Upper Canada; to-mor-
row you will be asked to apply the same principle to

" Lower Canada—and how, or with what arguments,
will you be able to refuse compliance 7 Knowing,
therefore, that we shall soon be called upon to de-
fend “tithes®—and knowing that they can only be
logically defended by asserting the principle which
¢ secularisation” denies—we are careful not to ad-
mit, to-day, a principle, which to-morrow, we shall be
compelled, in sel-defence, to repudiate.

The next objection urged against us is specious,
but nothing more :—

“What does the True WiTxgss mean by the expression
sacrlegious spoliation? Does he mean to assert, jn the fuce

- of his oft and fierce denunciations of Protestantism, of a faith
that he believes to be heretical and damnable, that it would
be sacrilege 1o deprive the Church of England its parent of
the ill-gotien means by which she is able to sow broadeast her
heresies? 1f he believes this, then he i3 not o true Catholic,
and inusing thelanguage heis guilty of rank heresy ??—Rin gs-
ton Herald, -

spoliation” we mean, spoliation invelving sacrilege ;

- This objection of the Kingston Herald is based
" upon a misconception of Protestantism; which, per
.Se; is not a religion, but simply the negation of a re-
ligion.” In so far as Trotestants have any religion at
all, in so far as they merit the name of Clristians, it is

wtalin, -
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in virtue of what they have retained of old Catholic
doctrine ; and not of what they Protest against, or de-

ny. - Some Non-Catholic sects—as the Anglicans—*
retain more ; others—as the Unitarians; and Univer-

salists—retain less, of, Catholic doctrine ; but almost |
all profess to recognise a God—the immortality of
the soul—man’s moral responsibility—a judgment to

come, and a future state of rewards and punishments.
Now, thoush we do not pretend, that, in so far as
the spiritual intevests of the ndividual are concern-
ed, it is of any consequence how much, or Low little,
of Catholic doctrine he has retained, so-long as he is
outside of the Church—uwhether lie be a Methodist
or a Mormon, a Baptist or a Presbyterian, an Angli-
can or a4 Unitarian—yet, in so far as these Pro-
testantsects inculcate the obligations of the moral law,
by helding out inducements to obedience, and threats
against the refraclory, we recognise their utility to
the State; we see in them a kind of moral police—
not of a very high order indeed—but still, better than
no police at all.  Inother words, we contend thatit
is better, for the securily of property, the prevention
of outrages, and the general interests of society, that
its members should be Anglicans, Unitarians, Metho-
dists, Presbyterians, than that they should be ultra-
Protestants, or of no religion at all. No man will
be 2 thief, or murderer, a drunkard or unchaste, de-
cause he is a conscientious and faithful member of the
Churcih of England, or of Scotland ; every Protest-
ant sect, inso far asit isa religious denomina-
tion at all, imposes some checks upon the passions of
its members ; and therefore, though, we do not pre-
tend that it can fit them for heaven, it will always
render them less unraly and dangerous members of so-
ciety upon earth. In so far then as the « Clergy Re-
serves” furnish the State with a supply of moral
schoolmasters—and as we look upen them, poor as
they are, as better than no moral schoolmasters at
all—we deprecate the proposed “ secularisation™ as
injurious to the material interests of society. Inso
doing, we assert no heresy, and malki@no concessions
to Protestantism as a religion.

Tnstead however of arguing against the propriety
of Catholics helping, by their votes, to “secularise”
the religious endowments of Upper Canada, we have
the right to call upon our-opponents to show cause,
Lo assign some reason—a reason to which, as Catho-
lics, we can listen, and whose force we are prepared
to admit—why we should adopt the line of policy
which they advocate. The reasens of the Kingston
Herald are, as we have shown, no rexsons at all to
Catholics—who are no¢ Voluntaries upon principle,
and who are not “opposed to Church Establish-
ments;” whilst the Canadies, conscious of the weak-
ness of ils cause, refrains altogether {rom discussing
the question upon its merits; but contents itself witl
continually mumbling something about the ¢ double
majority,” and the duty of Catholics to vote with the
majority of Upper Canada, and to violate a Catholic
principle, because it is unpopular. We know not
how to qualify such advice ; it is unworthy of every
honest man, as well as of every Catholic. ¢ Shew
us”—e say to the Canadien—* that ¢ secularisa-
tion’ is 7Zght, and we will vote for it, though we vate
alone ; fail to do this, and we will oppose it, though
twenly times the majority of which you boast, and on
which you rely, were in favor of it.”

Catholics respect “ public opinion ;” they have the
highest regard and deference for * public opinion ;”
they bow and yield to * public opinion,” when « public
opinion” is right—when it is a sound opinion; but
when “ public opinion” is wrong—and as it often has
erred, so it may err again—the conscientious Catho-
lic has no more respect {or a wrong ¢ public opinion”
than he bas for a wrong “ private opinion.” The
sole standard by which the Catholic can consent to
test measures, like this of # secularisation,” involving
a most important principle, is, not ¢ public opinion,”
but the teaching of the Church—What does she
say 7—what do her interests require?

secured. These are the only reasons to which a Ca-
tholic will ever condescend to listen—-these the only
arguments which the conscientious Catholic, or the
honest politician will ever deign to employ. ell us
not of your majorities—for the clamor of the multi-
tade is too often but the, «crucifige, crucifige
ewm 3 and the voz populi isas little the Voz Det to--
day, as it was some eighteen hundred years ago. But
show us rather, why, as Catholics—for the honor of
God, and the good of His Church—we should vote for
the “ secularisation” of revenues set apart for religi-
ous uses. Do this, O Canadien, and the Trur
Wirxess will at once range himself under your stand-
ard. '

One war at a time on its.hands is not enough, it
seetns, to satisfy the bellicose spirit of the House of
Commons, which has signalised itself by another de-
~elaration of hostilities against about one-third of the
subjects of the British Empire ; who, for their part,
have boldly accepted the gage of battle. . YWhilst Sir
C. Napier, and his stout squadron, are intent upon
knocking the fortifications of Cronstadt about the
ears of the Russian garrison, Mr. Chambers, and
his Exeter Hall colleagues, have led the assault upon
the conventual establishments of England ; and threat-
en to drag their inmates before -the table of 2 # se-

lect committee,” there to answer any beastly and im-
Pertinent questions which the malice, or foul imagina-
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is pleasant to see however that, throughout the Ewm-
pire, this brutal outrage—not upen the civil and reli-
gious rights of Catholics alone, but upon the sanctity
of domestic life—has aropsed the indignation of the
whole Catholic body, whose ill-will, at the. present
moment, is not altogether to be despised. - Could the
Irish Catholic members be persnaded ‘to lay aside
their ' disputes, and heartily combine in defence of
theiv common religion, the British Government would
soon learn, to its cost, that the eve of a bloody and
dangerous war is not the fitting moment to insult the
faith of eight millions of its subjects. As it was,
Mr. Chambers’ motion was not carried in the House
of Commons withont strenuous opposition.

Mr. Bowyer moved fie amendment, that the order
for the * select committee” be discharged. In a

long aud eloquent speech, the ITon. Member pointed

out to the Ilouse, the injustice of the measure which
Mr. Chambers called upon them to pass, and the dan-

 gers Lo which it would expose the peace of Iler Ma-

jesty’s dominions. Ie reminded them—that convents
were as much private houses, and therefore as sacred,

that the law liad no more right to interfere with their
immates, than with the persous of any other private
individuals, against whom, no charge had been snb-
stantiated—that if they had acted illegally, they were
amenable, as any other of Her Majesty’s subjects, to
the law of the land, but that it was unjust to subject
tihem to any special penalties.from which other pri-
vale citizens were exempt ; and, finally, he reminded
his opponents that the army, which was now gone
forth to upheld the honor of Her Majesty’s Crown,
and,the integrity of the dowminions of her allies, was
composed, for the most part, of Catholics—of the
co-rehigionists, the brothers and fathers perhaps, of
the inoftensive women whom it was proposed to sub-
ject to the most unmanly and insulting treatment.—
Was it prudent, under these circumstances, to strike
a blow against the loyalty and devotion of the people
who had contributed so largely to furnish that splen-
did army ?

Lord J. Russell supported Mr. Bowyci’s amend-
ment ; justly characterising the stories cireulated in
England by the Missionary Socielies, against nuns
and nunneries, as ¢ cock-and-bull stories.”” Several
other Protestant gentlemen spoke in a similar strain,
and condemned the intolerance of Mr. Chambers’
motion, as unbecoming British statesmen, and Lng-
lish gentlemen. Unfortunately, Exeter Hall prinei-
ples were in the ascendant; and after a debate, pro-
tracted though several nights, Mr. Chambers’ infa-
mous motion was carried by a large majority.

Beyond the mere pleasure that the fanatics of Lxe-
ter Hall will feel in the offering of this wanton insult
to Catholics; we do not think that any very important
results will follow the success of Mr. Chambers’ mo-
tion ; or that its effects will be more injurious to the
Church than those of the ridiculons Ecclesiastical
Titles Bill. The *select commiltee” may indeed
be named-—hold its sittings—summen Catholic ladies
to appear before its august tribunal—perhaps, by
brute force, drag them from their cloistered retreats
to listen to its obscene interrogatories—but it will be
unable to compel these ladies to reply to its filthy
questioring ; and thus, in all probability, the malice of
Mr. Chambers and his accomplices, may yet be foiled
by the maiden dignity of their intended vietims.
There is no law to compel them to answer; and if
there were, they would have the right, and it would
be their duty, to treat it with contempt; for Catho-
lics owe neither respect nor obedience to Protestant
Penal Laws against the Church—to violate such
laws may often be a duty ; to evade them, alwaysa
right.

-The legai right however, of the nuns to refuse an-
swering the questions of a ¢ Parliameutary commit-
tee’ is plainly asserted by the Inglish Protestant
press.  In the case of the *corruption commitice”
now sitting, Mr. M. Morris of the Z%mes, positively
refused {o answer certain questions put to him re-
specting the business arrangements of his journal,
and las been highly lauded for so doing ; the nuns
will, therefore, be perfectly justified in declining to
answer any questions touching the business arrange-
ments of their private houses ; and what the Spectator
says of the inquisitorial nature of the proceedings of
the “ corruption committee” is perfectly applicable
to Mv. Chambess® ¢ select committee” on Convents:

€Tt is time that this jndefinite privilege of the Commons
should be challenged, in order that the cominon sense of the
country may reprove the paltry excesses into which it has run,
and may re-establish the constitutional dogma that every Eng-
lishmans honse is his castle, inaccessible even to ¢ honorable
members? without & proper warrant, under exccutive signa-
ture from the established law of the realm.?—Spectator.

Could this “ constitutional dogma® be re-estab-
lished, for Catholics as well as Protestants, there
would be an end for ever to the investizations of the
“select committee.” In agitating therefore, for the
immunity of the private houses of Catholic ladies lrom
domicitiary visits, the British Catholics are contend-
ing for the civil liberties of the whole community ;
for the re-establishment of what the: Spectator calls
a “constitutional dogma.” . Were Protestants wise,
they would applaud and assist, instead of misrepre-
senting and opposing. their Catholic brethren, in
their noble struggle.

How honorable for you, Dewrly Beloved Brethren,
and how consoling lor your pastors was the speetacle
which the diocese of Quebec oliered, dnring the first
years which followe:l the establishment of the Tem-
perance Societies.

In consequetice, our population was every day ex-
tending and prospering to a high degree ; a disaslrous
emigralion of our youth to the United Stales wus con-
siderably diminishing ; township lands were every
day receiving large and aclive portions of our popu-
lation ; thus, every thing announced that our conntry
was entering on a new era of progress and happiness,
as well spiritoal as temporal.

After having thus contemplated the precions fruits
of Temperance, we have been sadly grieved at learn-
ing, that in a certain number ot parishes, the demon
of intemperance was heginning to appear, and o
make proselyles. - We are informed that tuverns have
been established in these parishes; that in many
henses intoxicating liguors are sold without Jicence,
and in violation of the law j that, in others, wdvantage
is taken of the licenses which are granted 1o mer-
chants, for the purpose of distributing spirituons li-
quors to all those who wish to obtain them.

sition of the entire parish where they wanted (n es-
tablish their demoralizineg tade.  As venrders of li-
quors without licence, they have suceeeded indeceiv-
ing the anthorities, and cansine tronlile aud desolation
o exist in hitherio peaceable families. Fiually, some-
times provided with merchant licences (and to these
are 1o be attributed the grealest part of the evil whieh
we deplore), they have abundamly distribnted, and
without fear of being molested by iaw, their poisonous
drozs, equally injorious to soul and bady. .

‘This it is not rurprising, Dearly Neloved Brethien,
that, exposed to the temptations which they every
where meet, men who had formerly a propensity for
drmkenness have allowed themselves to fall again
into their old huabits.  We eannot, certainly, excuse
those Christians devoid of covrage but we consider
as being mueh more gnihy, those who have been the
cause of their falling into intemperance, by present-
ing to them the poisoned cup.

A third souree of the evil is the neslect of many
friends of the good eanse, who have not always show-
ed sufficient conrage to oppose the esiablishment of
taverns, or other houses dealing in imoxicating liguors,
in those places in which there was no need  thereof,
They behold with consternation the progress of in-
tempetange 5 they fear the return of excrucinting
scencs which have afllicted formerly so many fami-
lies disgraced by drankenness. They acknowledge
the inefficacy of the present laws for the protection of
society. They confess that frequently the iuterests
of a whole parish-are saerificed to the clamors and
the intrigues of a smail number of those who patron-
ize taverns; and, notwithstanding their conviction
that these evils might be repressed by the firmuess
and union of good citizeus, they content themselves
with complaining in secret, withont daring to raise
their hand against the encroacaments of intempe-
rance.

Remember, Dearly Beloved Brethren, that we need
the energy and the unanimity of all mond ¢itizens, to
raise a barrier strong euough 1o vesist the violence of
the torrert of intemperance. 1f apathy and division
arise in your ranks, the trinmpl of onr enemy is cer-
tain. You have already experienced the power of
prayers and of good examples, iu recalling to their
duty those who have had the misfortane to be Jed
astray ; whilst the followers of Satan exhibit such
conrage and such perseverance in their master’s ser-
vice, by alluring towards him all these whom they
may corrupt, would you have the weakness to desert
the standard of your chiel, and to abanden 1o your
enemy the field of battle, on which you have so no-
bly foumht forthe glory of Jesus crucified 2 Beunited
for the good things of the Lord, and by your piayers,
by your exhortations, by your examples, endeavor to
suppot: your brethren amidst the dangers to which
they are exposed. Put you onthe armor of iod that
you may be able ts stand azainst the deceils of the
devil. For our wresiling is not against flesh and
bleod : but against principalities and powers, against
the fulers of the worll of this darkness, against the
spirits of wickedness in the high places. Therefore

The Paris papers say that, stratagetically ‘speak-
~ing, there is no cause of uneasiness on account of the

* Russian army now on the rightgbank of the Danube.

It has taken up a position believed to be. quite un-
tenable, and, it is difficult to comprehend the meaning
of the movement. The Turkish forces that can be
brought to-bear upon it, outnumber it very conside-
rably. The correspondent of -the - Z%mes, writing
from Paris, says fo importance is attached to the
K\ssngc of the Danube, ‘except as fortunate for the

ussiang, and guite in conformity with the wishes of
Ouwer Pacha. The ground they oceupy is unhealthy
and unsafe, being marshy and almost impassable. Tt
is thought they intend to draw the Turkish troops
into an engagement and to strike a decisive blow be-
fore the Turkish auxiliaries arrived. He also states
that the news from Vienna is favorable, and that

there is little doubt of that government eventually

joining the Allies—accounts from Vienna, however,
states that Austria and DProssia seen determined to
preserve neutrality.

It is said that Napoleon has written to the Em-
peror of Austria, reminding him of his promise to re-
gard the erossing of the Danube as casus belli,

Shipments of troops from France and England go
on rapidly. France bas already shipped 20,000 and
England 10,000.

Irance has loaned 10,000,000 francs to Turkey.

THE GERMAN . POWELRS.

Tt seems now to be certain that Austria "will fol-
Inw the bad example given to her-by Prussia, and
d-elare that she will remain neutral in the coming
struggle. ~There does not, in fact, appear to be a
doubt that these two Powers have already concluded
a‘treaty offensive and defensive, for tie purpose of
enforcing their neutrality, and also for reciprocally
guaranteeing their possessions in the midst of the
complications which the coming war may give rise
to. There is no end to the excuses put forth by the
partisans of the two Powers for this pretended neu-
trality (for, in fact, it is pretended, sinee in remaining
neutral they become the partisans of Russin), A
{ew days ago Prussia put forward as an excuse, that
as the Western Powers had demanded greater con-
cessions from the Sultan than Russia herself, there
was no ground for the war, so that negotiations ought
to be resumed. Austrin now pretends that she will
remain neutral because the war is in reality a revolu-
tionary one, and because she has positive information
that as soon as it breaks out the Socialists through-
ont Europe are determined to raise insurrections in
all narts of the Conlinent, and that Germany will be
the principal field of their eforts. On this ground
Austria has declared, in her own naine and in that of
Prussia, that they feel it necessary to reserve their
forces in order that they may be prepared to employ
thein against the revolutionists, It looks even as if
both Powers were seeking for an excuse to join Rus-
sia openly, as they may be said to have done already
in seeret, for they are said to have hinted, both to
the Lnglish and French Governments, that if the
war should become threatening as respects Germany,
they may be forced to join Russia.

RUSSIA AND TURKEY.

The last advices from the Danube are unfavorable
to our alliea. The Russinns have pushed some
60,000 oser the river and bLave inflicted some heavy
losses, in men and guns, vpon the Turks. Kalafat
still holds out; but all the fortified places on the
Dobrudscha are in the hands of the enemny. The
Russians are- said to be meditating an attack upon
Varna ; and aforce froin Sebastopol has been des-
patched for that purpose. The allied squadron is
however on the alert, and it is expected will be able
to intercept the Russian armament. Tn their pre-
sent position the enemy’s troops will not be able to do
much ; the country is one vast marsh, and for many
weeks will be quite impracticable for military opera-
tions on a large scale. In the mean time the French
and British troops will have arrived at the seat of
war, and we may then expect that affairs will rapidly
asswine a very different aspect. Omer Pacha writes
in good spirits; but at Constantinople, it is reported,
there is considerable excitlement. 'The Greek insur-
rection still continues. "The Allied powers call loudly
vpon King Otho to preserve:the peace in his domi-
nions. Lo :

THE RUSSIAN AND ANGLICAN CH}URCHES.'
Ina recent, very intereating work 'by Count A. De
Gurowski, entitled,  Russia s iL is,” the wriler com-
pares the Anglican and Russiun State charches. - [t
will be ceen that there is a striking resemblance be-
twixt them ; the diflerence, wheve there is any, being
altogether in faver of the Russian establishment.—
Buth are the mere creatures of the Stale ; though the
Russian church enjoys, in matters of faith, an inde-
pendence which is denied o the Pasliamentary chorch
of England. From the abject, coutemptible, position
of these two cemmunities, wu may learn o, that
only by asseiting the Supremacy of the See of Peter
cau ¢ freedom of religion’ be maintained 5 aint that
the Charch which rejects the authority of Rome, in-
evitably becomes the servile tonl of the civil power:

¢ Like everything else in Russia, the Chureh is op-
pressed by despotie power, and the clergy by the so-
cial strata overlaying it. DPetér the Great anuulled
the independence of the clergy ; and sinee this first
stirake the all-absorbing action of despotism has press-
ed down and crushed the Church more complelely.—
It must be said, however, that the influence of the
sovereign exclusively concerns temporal matters, and

of the Church, nor can he in any way decide or in-
terfere with spiritnal, dogmatie, or strictly ecclesias-
tieal disciplinary affairs.  In this respeet, a sovereign
of England is more a chief of his Choreh than a Rus-
sian antocrat of Lis.  Fov instance, lthe Gorham case
Intely decided in Englaml by the sovergign or her
council, in Russia could never come officially belure
the Emperor. With his power, notwithstanding its
intensity, he cannot teuch spiritual or theological
guestions. But in all other matters, the - clergy and

the hierarchy ars wholly reduced to nothingness, and
are totally subject to the will of the Czar. The com-
mon disciplinary decisions of the Synod must be sub-
mitted to the sovereign,

«'I'o avoid what the jealensy of despotism ecalis a
scandal, or rather to cut oft 2 contaminating influence
which might extend over other subjects, uo free dis-
cossion of any matter is really allowed tothe Chureh.
The bishops munst be very cireumspeet and - cautions
in theur spiriten] and administrative action. They tuo
are subject to the investization of the secret police, or
spies, and may thos easily be rained.  Salaried by the
Goverumeut, they are kept in absolute subjeclion,
and those who are too spirited, receive, either di-
rectly, secrelly, or officiaily, through the synod,
friendlly or emphatic admomtions. Any discussion
about the moral power and influencze of the Chureh,
is looked on as too likely and tao easily susceptible to
go beyond bounds ; thus itis suspected, ar rather pro-
hibited, in wriling as well as speech. Even the pul-
pit, 1hat scanty resource of the Church, is jealonsly
watched over. Thus, neither the supreme metropo-
litan, nor the humblest parsou, can move freely in his
own element.”

The London Times gives an interesling account of
the Caucasians, who, [tom their hostility to the Rus-
sians, are likely to play an important, and to the Al-
lies, a highly uselul part in the coming contest :—

¢ These mountain tribes, armed, courageous, and
enlerprising as they are, only require union nader one
head 10 spread the flame of revolt throngh a vast por-
tion of the Russian Empire. Here are elements which
in a war with Russia might be turned to the greatest
advantage. WWhenever a commumeation is openeil
with them by England and France, and succor afford-
ed, Russia will have something else to think of than
a marc¢h lo Affghanistan by Herat; and not only will
her Trans-cancasian provinces be lost to lier, but she
will be serionsly menaced in the southern parts of her
Empire. It is believed on competent authority that
no great sacrifice wonld be necessary for that purpose.
With a good supply of lead and gunpowder, and a
few battalions of light troops, the warriors of the Cau-
casus would before long drive back their oppressors
behind the Terek and the Kuban. One muy judge of
what they might do by what they have already done,
abandoned as they are to their own efforts, and with-
out supplies of ammunition. For the last 30 years
the Czar has exhausted against them all the military
talent his Empire could supply. He has spared no
sacrifice in men and money, and most distinguished
Generals, Yermolafl, Paskiewitsch, Gortschakoff, the
two Vilinminofls, Rosen, Rajewsks, Aurep, Golovine,
Yeidhardt, and \Woronzofl have in turn commanded
there, but without producing any lasting eflect. On
the eontrary, the tribes of the mountain have grown
bolder in warfare, and each day sees them stronger
and more menacing. -The art of war has made much
progress among them. Soceess has inflamed. their
ardor. Old hatred and rivalries are gradually disap-
pearing, and the tribes feel more than ever the neces-
sity of acling in concert against the common enemy.

¢ There are in this state of thines elements of suc-
cess for the present war which England and France
would do wrong to neglect. Those Guveruments will
find in the terrible Murides, or bady guards of Scha-
myl, and in the Princes of the Mountain, most pow-
erful auxiliaries if they were supported by some bat-
talions of 1he Chasseurs de Vincennes, who are so’
wel] fitled for the war of rocks and brushwood. The
Russian foot-soldier is an object of pity in'that war,
for which he is so little adapted. Russian soldiers
en masse are excellent, but taken sepurately they are
helpless. They have more need than any othertroops
in the world of feeling the contact of each othet, and
of hearing the voice of their chiefs, They form a
goncd machine, hardened to fatinue, docile to the Jeast
sign, uniquein the precision of their movement, but
useless when the main spring that' moves them gets
out of order. A Russian corps without officers is a
mass without roul or life, ¢ Kill the blacks,” the
Turks are accustomned 1o say when speaking of the
Fussian officers, -*and the grays (the soldiers) are
ost.? : ‘

¢« When the Russian soldier is isolated he is lust,
and when'a charge en masse, or the repulse of a mass,
is not the affiir of the moment, he is’ bewildered.—
The war gueérillas and skirmishes takes him at a dis-
advantage. Against such an adversary the Cauca-
sian is a hero of fable. Sober and abstemious, in-
ured to privationas as to fatigue, he seldom: or never
carries provisions with him. If the chase does not
supply him with provisicns, which seldom occurs in
that country, he has a right (o take one sheep out of
‘every fluck he meets on his march, and in case of ne-
cessity he can do without fond for 48 Liours. At night
he 1akes shelter under the first cliff. His large eloak
of felt (bouska) serves him for mattress and blanket.
If he happen to be surprised by:the enemy with sn-

perior furce, and it be‘impossible to.escape, he stabs

i

therefoie, the Emperofs in nowise the spiritual ckief
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himself to tbe heart rather than surrender; bnt if he
can-fight e does so to the last. .He handles his armis.
with eqnal Jexterity on foot and on horseback. When
his' steed iz at full gallop he draws his musket from
ils sheath, takes aim, .aad fires withont ever missing
his ubject ; flings the weapon back ‘amain into 'its
sheath, seizes his pistol, lis sabre, or his yataghan,
and all doné with marvellous rapidity. His musket is
excessively ‘long, botof admirable precision: The
bullet is small, and of copper, as not only powder but
-lead also- is very scarce, and it frequently happens
that a boliock is given in exchange for 2 pound .of
powder. The mast desperate attacks are made on
forts, or magazines, with the hope of procaring asup-
ply of these valuable articles. . The sabre used by
these warriors is of the finest temper; it is bent it
furm, and has no guard to protect the hauwd. The
Russians’ have introduced the ‘Jatter wenpan ameng
some of the cavalry regiments that serve in the Can-
casus, amd the officers seldom have any other. O
the Russian army the Cossacks of the Line are the
troops who can best vesist the mountaineers. Dwell-
ing near them, they have adopted their nsages, their
costume, and their arms, and " almost equal them in
address and rapidity of movement. The Cossacks of
the Blaclk Sea, altiongh Jess capable to resist than
those of the Line, yet are not to be dcspisg({. Their
brethren of the Don are, however, a subject of rail-
lery to the Tcherkessess, as well an account of (heir
rect jackets as of what these term their effeminacy.
When they [all into the hands of the mountaineera
they are massacred without pity.
¢ [t is u curions thing to see these ofipnsed to the
Cossacks of the Line.  They spare heir cartridges,
at first throuzh economy, and then to have the advan-
tage of the last volley ; and they employ in sinzle en-
counters as mach ennning as agility in muiding their
horses. They sometimes pretend to be martally wonnd-
ed by a bullet and «drap from the saddle, and suspend-
ed 1o the stirrup by the foot allow themselves to be
drazeed along by the horse.  When the Cossack ap-
proaches to despatch him, the Cireassian rises sud-
denly, and fires his pistol peint-blank in his head.
1t will be easily seen that the Russian troops.
with all their good qualities and defects. do not excel
aaainst their formidable adversaties. Notwithstand-
ing the lenath of time the Russians have been making
war in that country they are deplorably ignorant of
the aroud, and no oppartunity has been allowed ot
makinz a map of the country. No one hasas yet
penetrated iuto their glens, their ravines, and monn-
“tains, and the knowledge of the Russians is very
limited indeed. The Russians are, therefore, obliged
ta ereep timidly alang, while the natives act with a
complete knowledae ot the locality. These [all sud-
denly and terribly upon the eolumns that are sent
against them, whenever they have the superiority in
numbers and position, and they disappear amid the
clefts of the rocks as rapidly. They often hide among
the stinted wood along the banks of the river, and
from their place of concealment attack somelimes
the head of the Russian columus, and semetimes the
rear, which they almost invariably destroy, or, with
a preeision that never misses, bring down the officers.
They then fall back throughother places whither pur-
snit is hopeless. They often lake up their position in
the dense forests which serve as one of their principal
defences, The Russians, before venliring to enter,
send in all directions scouts and skirmishers—but no
enemy is discovered. The Russians believing that
the coast 1s clear, penelrates into the forest, and in an
instant, as if by magic, every tree is alive with men.
Showers of bullets rom above and below, and before
the enemy can recover from his confusion his men
fall in masses ar fly. In trath there is scarcely a tree,
the crest of a hill, a defile, a crag, a stream in the
Caucasns which is not steeped in Russian blood. The
mountaineers defend with indomitable obstinacy every
inch of ground. It is a war without quarier—a war
to the knife. On the grave of each Circassian that
has fallen by a Russian bullet, a mark 1s affixed which
is never removed until the brother, the father, orsome
more distant relative avenges lns death, by that of an
enemy. The pretended civilisation of the barbanans
of the north has no charm for the mountaineers, and
they are regardless of everything which would put in
peril the independence théy prize above existence.
The Tcherkesses who serve in the Russian army
preserve in all respeet their nationality, and cherish
the most ardent love for their country, "The children
whao'had been taken to St. Petersburgh for the purpose
of being educaled, in the orthodox religion, were af-
terwards sent back as missionaries to their native
couniry. But the first thing they did was 1o fling
their Greek Bible into the first river of the Cancasug
they met with. They retorned to their homes with
lhe same sentiments they had taken from them, and
in most cases with inereased hatied to 1he Russians,
Divided into tribes independent of each other, they
sometimes only cbey the orders of a Prophet, whom
they believe inspired, or of a Prince who is able
enough 1o maintzin an empire over them. Schamyl
is one of those superior men, whom the war of Inde-
pendence has produced. He, was made prisoner in
1828 with Kasimqu]a, his chief aud  his predecessor.
He was a long time detained in a Russian fortress,
and was set at hiberty solely because his captors
thought him perfeetly inoffensive. The influence that
Schamyl evercises over the tribes is almost magical.
Abstemions in his living, and austere in morufs, lie
disregards the law of the Prophet which authorizes
the keeping of -a harem, and applies his wealth to
maintain his Muides, his body guards, who render
h:m. great assislance in raising the more disiant tribes:
agninst the Russians. o '
Such are the allies on whose co-operation in the
actval war reliance may be placed... It would be diffi-
cult to give the exact number of combatants they
could furnish, but every mountaineer is armed, and
among those killed in battle women have been found
whose daring courage had astonished the Rnssians.—
Whatever that number may be, it has, at all events,
sufficed up to the present, and wonld again suffice to
paralyze, in'so rugged a country, every enterprise ot
the Russian nrmy, even though it should be angment-
ed to double the amount now employed in the Cauca-
sus. It is notdiffieult to {oresee the effect that would
be praduced it some regiments, and particularly some
b_aualians of light troops, were sent thers as auxilia-
ries. 1t is a subject worthy the attention of the two
Governments. . o =
