But the need for more andbetter.trainý indigenous personnel is general throughout thenon-self-governing territories. It was for this reason that MIYdelegatbon Joined Inco..sponsorîng Resolution l5354which urgedthe administering members to take immediate Measures aimed at Vilerapid developiuent of indigenous civil and technicaî cadres. 1 81Uhappy that this resolution has met with a prompt response fr!!'the vast majority of adninlsterLng members whose policies haverecognIzed that, in order for dependent territories to reach Wbh.twe 'night caîl the tttalce-off pointt", there must be a solid base Otrained administrators.
