The explosion not only shatter-
od the block of nine tenements, but it
smashed the windows in houses on
both sides of the street for some dis-
tance.

8o far as the police were able to
learn tonight from the Russians who
occupied the tenements in the build-
ings, none of those who resided in the
building were missing.

The police were of the opinion that
if there was a body in the ruins it was
that of one of the men who are said
to have depoisted what was evidently
a bomb in one of the hallways of the
building.

Many of the occupants of the tene-
ments of the house were blown thru
the windows by the force of the ex-
plosion.

Two. Women Dying.

Two women are thought to be dy-
Ing from injuries received in the ex-
plosion, one of whim is at Notre
Dame hospital with both limbs ampu-
tated. They were badly smashed in
the accident.

“You can coach me until I'm a
bundred,” I told her, “but you'll never
get me to like washing dishes as you

“I hope not,” she replied quietly. “1
never washed dishes willingly, 1 dis-
like it to this day.”

I was a bit surprised “You~ never
seem to dislike doing dishes on Lusy’s
c¢ay out, so I thought you didn’t mind.”

“My dear, I've heard of women who
would rather dust than anything else
in the world, and women who'd rather
iron linen or even scrub, but I've never
mwet a woman who enjoyed dishwash-
ing The only thing left to do is to
make this really monotonous task just
as easy as possible, and I believe that
after trying 49 ways and means dur-
ing the last seven years the plan we
nocw use makes dishwashing less dis-
tasteful than any way I've heard of.

Aunt hasn’t any high'cupboards in
the kitchen at’ all—just six 1ong, nar-
row. shelves, reaching from about five
inches from the floor; and there’s room
for only one-bank of dishes on each
shelf, so you never have to reach back
of one dish for another.

“But how about the ugly pots and
pans? Can you make that sound as
easy as your dishwashing? And you've
some aluminum utensils, too, which
I've heard are hard td keep shining
bright?”

“There’s not any easier way to clean
pcts and pans than the old-fashioned
way—a good cleansing powder and
elbow grease. Aluminum .should be
washed thoroly with -soap and hot
water, llke your dishes, and polished
with a good sllver polish to get them
clean and bright. But my solution of
pot-scrubbing is simply to have as few
pcets as possible. I use casseroles a
good deal, so that food is served in th
same dish as it is cooked in. That sav
an extra set of dishes; also, casseroles
are easier to clean than metfal pots.
Whenever possible 1 use paper bags
for cooking. I like to use the paper
bags, especially for fish, because it
prevents the most disagreeable kind
of pot-washing.” *

Aunt Juliefte beats the dishwashing
game by making it possible to get
thru quickly. She makes what she
calls a “chain of sieps,” so that there's
no useless walking. First scrape dishes
ac the right. put in dishpan at the left,
stack at the left. place on sheives at
the Jef'.

NEW YORK, Qct. 20.—Interest in
financial affairs today centred mainly
