With such examples of the success of in-
dividualism in the settlement and improve-
ment of land as are to be found in Canada
and the United States, it is surprising that
people in these days should resort to state
socialisth. The whole of Eastern Canada
and the greater part of the United States
have been made what they are by the energy
and the industry of men who recetved no
other aid from the state than liberty to
clear and improve the land and have it for
their ““very own” to leave to their children
after their work was done. Will the coddled
settlers in New Zealand and Australia do
more, produce greater and better re-
sults, than have the men who cleared
the forests and built the cities, towns and
villages of the Maritime Provinces and On-
tario in Canada, and nearly the whole of
the United State:? ~We think not. The
seftlers made mistakes of different kinds, 1
yet in spite of -their blunders they have
managed the land better, and have made
stronger and more. healthy commonwealths
than if Government had insisted upon being
sole proprietor of the soil, keeping those
who cultivated it and improved it in other
ways as their' tenants. The success of the
United States and Canada is proof of the
most convincing kind of the wisdom of
making the cultivators of the soil its pro-
prietors.

COMMON SENSE ON PARADE.

The New Imperial Drill Book to Be
Used by the Canadian
Militia,

The Soldier to Be Treated on a
Friendly Basis and Not
as an Automaton.

¢* Common sense on parade” bids fair to
become the guiding motto of Her Majesty’s
army, in the drill' and exercises of which
there have been within the past few years
very radical changes, all in the direction of
simplifying the movements. It is evidently
the intention of General Herbert that while
under his command the Canadian militia
shall be kept as nearly up to date as possi-
ble, and a general order just issued provides
thnt the book of infantry drill as revised by
Her Majesty’s command in 1893 will hence-

forth be used in the Canadian militia. As
infantry drill forms an important part of the
accomplishments of the ;British Columbia
Battalion of Garrison Artillery, the order
above referred to will be read with interest
here. ' It proceeds : :
2. In placing this book in the hands of
the militia, the Major General Commanding
desires to draw attention to the army order
dated the 1st June, 1893, which is to be
found therein, and in particular to the
third paragraph of that order, ;

8. This paragraph lays down the necessity
for precision’ in the early stages.of ‘the
Fsoldier’s - instruction, viz!: in gﬁ’e" ’gq’u_.d‘,'
section and company’s drill.

4. The Major General Commanding de-
sires further to draw attention to general
oriier (21) of the 24th December, 1891, in
which his remarks on the militia training
are given as follows, viz. : *“The drill of
the company individually, as a company or
as & equad, has been neglected. * * # #
It is then seen that the significance of the
company es a tactical unit, is not sufficiently
appreciated, and still less so that of the
minor units, half companies and sections.”
He trusts that officers will do their utmost
to amend this fault,

5. In order that the time available for
drill may be utilized to the utmost, in a
pnoti:}l manner, the following rules will be
observed :

(a.) PartIX, * Ceremonial,” will not be
included in course of training of the militia.

(b.) The sizing of companies, part X,
sect. 222, will not be carried out. Com.
panies are to be sized roughly from flanks to
centre, but as cohesion within the section is
of more importance than accurate sizing,
br:&tfern, relations or * chums ” are to be
pladed in the same section without reference
to size. ) :

(¢ ) Special attention is drawn to part II,
 Company orgauization,” sect. 58, general
rules. It will be borne in mind, that the
full strength of a company of ‘Canadian
militia should be 32 files (i.e. 64 rank and
file exclusive of sergeants and supernumer-
aries), and thus that the section should con-
sist of 8 files with a front of 6 yards.

(d.) Companies of a less strength than
that given in (c ) are invariably to parade in
single rank, and are to be drilled in single
rank, in order that all raunks may become
accustomed to working - with the full com-
pany front of 24 yards,

(¢.) Companies will parade as shown in
plate VII, g.gute 2, with an interval of two
paces between seotions. The formation
given in plate VI will not be adopted un-
lees necessitated by confined lateral space.

(/) Salating (part 1, section 7) will be
practised with the right hand only,

(9.) Physical drillshould be practised reg-
ularly in city battalions. The system of
devoting an hour of each drill to one only
of the exercises detailed.in part 1, section
48, will be found most advan us, - Not
more than two practices should be ut-
tempted in the whole drill season. Phys-
ical drill should always be performed in

This account is warmly contradicted in a
letter to the Montreal Gazstte by Lt.-Col.

He imputes the General’s
statements to failing memory, and - as he
considers them disparaging to the officers of
the force he gives the following version of P
what did occur :

On the day in question, May 9, 1885, or
the first day of the attack upon the rebels’
position at Batoche, at about 2:30 p.m., I
rode up to General Middleton, who was on
horseback and alone, near the door of the
church (described on his plan), with the in-
tention of proposing to lead a couple of com-
panies to a certain position, from whence
they could outflank and enfilade some of the
enemy, who were occupying rifle pits about J
from five to six hundred yards to our left
front, in the vicinity of the cemetery, from | Y
which they were keeping up a desultory fire
onour men, As I came up to him he
appeared much excited and told me to order
an immediate retreat to our camp of the
previous night, some eight miles distant. I

upon the inadvisabiiity of such a step,
pointing out to him the extremely bad
moral effect such action would have upon
our young soldiers, and what an opposite
effect upon the enemy. I suggested to
him that thjs would be doubtless claimed as
a viotery by them, and reported by signals
for hundreds of miles in every direction
over the country before morning, and that s
in all probability it would have the imme-
diate effect of turning thousands of the then
neutral Indians into * hostiles.” I had
some considerable knowledge of the feelings
entertained by the Indian warriors of the
Northwest Territory, which had been t
of my command for the last four years, dar-
ing which time I had been a close observer
of them, ashe was well aware from certain
reports which I had furnished him for the
information of the Government several
months before the outbreak of the rebellion.
He/ exhibited the greatest impatience dur-
ing this conversation, and at length flew in-
to & towering passion and said : * I did not
call you here, sir, to ask your advice or a
opinion. I have already consulted with all
my officers with whom I desire to consult. n
You have got my orders, and I insist upon
your carrying them out directly.”

To this I reflied : ‘* General Middleton,
I ghall execute your orders at once, but
before doing 80 I desire to say that, as
Deputy Adjutant-General and second in | o
command, I disapprove of and protest
against this action, as I feel confident it
will result in disaster, not only’ to this force,
but also, unfortunately, to the others acting
in concert with us, and to the settlers gener-
ally throughout the country, and I desire to
wash.my hands of all blame which may
attach to it.”

I then galloped away to convey his orders
to the proper quarters. In less than ten
minutes the force was in motion, and the
half of Boulton’s mounted infantry ordered
to cover the front of the retreat (the other
half being directed to cover the rear),
were fully half a mile from the main
body, and in full and orderly re-
treat. As 1 passed the transport J
corps, I had given orders to Mr. Sinclair,
who was in charge that day, to send twenty
teams to the church at once for the convey-
ance of the wounded, of whom ‘there were
then some ten or twelve being attended to
there by Brigade Surgeon Orton and theY
other anrgeons of the force. 1 had ordered
these spare teams, feeling confident there
would be a considerable increase to our cas-
ualty list ere we should reach our destina-
tion. As I returned, § overtook and passed
vhem, arriving at the church a few hundred
yards ahead of them. I did not dismount,
but called out at the door for Brigade Sur-

Duxoan, Feb, 9.—(Special)—A large and

at 11 a.m,, and Major Mutter, of Somenos,
being elected to the chair, briefly stated the
object of the meeting. Mr. W, P. Jaynes
then moved and Mr. W. C. Duncan seconded
the following resolution, which was carried

THE SPEAKER announced his ruling on
the question which Dr. Milne had asked the
Hon. Minister of Finance, which was : **Is
i$ the intention of the government to repeal
80 much of the personal property tax enact-
ment as relates to money loaned on mort-
gage on real “estate ?” this ruling being :
The Hon. Minister of Finance has objected
tio the question, claiming that ministers are
not required to answer questions involving
‘an explanation of their intentions as to
matters of taxation. Rule 29 of our own
Rules and Orders permits the putting
of questions to ministers of the crown
relating to public affairs, and of .this
privilege hon. members have frequently
availed themselves, without restriction or
objection. Numerons cases may be cited
from the ‘Journals of this house—notably
those of 1889, page 13 ; 1892, page 19 ; and
1893, page 35—wherein it is recorded that
similar questions have been asked by private
members and answered by ministers of the
crown. - May, 9th edition, pages 354-5, says
that ** A question may be asked concerning
the intention of the government in any mat-
ter of legislation or administration, but not
a8 to their abstract opinions’ npon  general
questions of policy.” The authority (Todd)
quoted by the Minister of Finance'is not a
text-book in this house, rule 110 of our
Rules ‘and Orders requiring that Eniliah
rules shall apply in unprovided cases. I am
of opinion that, under rule 29 and the prac-
tice and usage of this house, the question is
admissible. f

_The meeting of the Diocesan Literary
and Scientific Association, which was ad-
journed from last Thursday, was resumed
yesterday evening at the cathedral school-
room.

Mr. Redfern resumed the discussion ‘and
urged that, at the present stage of the col-
ony’s growth, it would be impossible, how-

ever desirable, to introduce the system ;

pointed out that the introduction of any
sudden and radical change was detrimental,
and instanced the suppression of slavery in
the West Indies. If men ocould not hold
land; but only Jease'it, thers would be no
ucement to people to' go on the land.
They would not care to make improvements,

Mr. Morley opposed the motion on the
ground of its immaturity. The mover ap-
peared to think that putting everyone on
the land was necessary. Mr. Scaife ob-
jected to this construction being put upon
his words, Mr. Morley then said that
there were other means of producing the
general welfare of the commaunity.

Mr. Steavenson baving vacated the chair
which was then takon by -Mr. Redfern,
stated that he was opposed'to the motion,
and moved the following amendment :

¢ That in the opinion of this society the
individual ownership of land has been from
time immemorial the essential concomitant
of civilization, and is conducive alike to the
welfare of the individual and of the body

, | politic, and to the prosperity and advance-

ment of nations.”

Speaking to the amendment, he said he
hoped to smash Mr, Scaife entirely, and
that in that room no more would be heard of
a scheme that would throw the whole world
back into a state of barbarism. The mover
appeared to rely largely upon the argnments.
of Herbert Spencer. For his part he had
never heard of Mr. Herbert Spencer, but
he quoted Jeremy Bentham, an preferred
to rely on men of action rather than on men
who sat in their studies and did nothing
but think. Mr. Scaife, in order to be con.
sistent, should go further, and not stop at de-
priving people of their land, but should
attack another cause of poverty and forbid
the production of large families; The result
of the introduction of such a system would
be to throw land out of cultivation, which
would be ruin to the community.

Mr. Beaumont Boggs seconded the amend.
ment, and said there were many people who
were preparéd to agree with the greater
part of the single tax programme, but there
were some parts of it that he could not
agree with. . He believed that the land laws
of this colony were nearly as perfect as pos-
sible, and that people who urged the nation-
alization of the land were beating the air,
An owner of land  here was really only.
vhe'tenant of the state and held ‘his estate
only subject to the payment of taxes, He
believed the present system of education
was at the root of the evil. . Farmers’ sons
were not educated to follow their fathers’
footsteps, to go into the woods and open up.

Beport of the Citisens' Reliet Com-
- | mittee—Good Work of the
Benevolent Society.
- Mayor Teague Promises That the City
Will Do All in Its Power to
Alleviate the Distress. .-

The Citizana’ Relief committee presented
their report at a-publio meeting held in the
Board of Trade rooms yesterday ‘afternoon,
His Worship the Mayor presiding, and
“amongst -others present * being Lieut..Col,
. Prior, M.P.; A. H. Scaife, T. J. Burnes, A,
Wilson, W. H. Mason, Joshua Davies, C.
St. Barbe, \H. Bostock, Ald. Dwyer and
Rev. Solomon Cleaver. * :

After the meeting was called to .order,
Mr. Bostock ‘read the report of the Relief
Committee as follows :

“The committee, consisting of Mesars,

Bostock, Burnes, Davies, Gordon, Masod,
St. Barbe and - appeinted to investi-
te all cases of dist . t existing
the city, and to report all - cases suitable
for employment to the City Council and to
‘other employers who mizht be able to find
work for same, reported as follows : *‘Thap
a meeting was beld on the 30th ultimo, at

~ which Me. Joshua Davies was appointed
chairman, and at vhich it was. resolved to
ascertain from the City Couneil, Provincial
Government and private employers of labor
how many hands they could employ at $L |
per diem, and that unemployed persons be
invited to register at the office of the ocom.
mittee. The following letter was therefore

addressed to the Hon. the Chief Commis. in

sioner of Lands and Works and to His Woz-
ship the Mayor :

‘S1R—I am direoted to inform you that a
meeting of citizens was hLeld in the rooms of
the Board ®f Trade n;:’der the presidency of
His Worship the Mayor with the object of
devising a method of ascertaining the actual
amount of distress among the unemployed
at present in this city and providing, if
poesible, work for the relief of same. An
executive committee consisting of Mesars,
Bostock, Burnes, Davies, Gordon, Mason, '
St. Barbe and Scaife was appointed to work
in conjunction with the City Council and
British Columbia Benevolent Society.

This morning it was decided to apply to
you and to the City Council and to private
persons inquiring if any and what sort of
work could be at once provided for men at
a uniform rate of one dollar a day. X

The committee. has already received ap-
plications from about seventy men who are
in great distress from want of work.

I am therefore instructed to ask you to be
good enough to favor me with an early reply
stating what your department may be able
to do vo further the objscts of the com-
mittea,’

‘“An advertisement was ineerted in the
CovroxisT and Timep, calling on the unem-
ployed to register and on' private people to
communicate with the committee if they
hsd any employment to offer.

‘* That applioations for work have been
received from 213 men, of whom 57 are
married with wives and families dependent
on them, and 156 are single, ‘The commit-
tee has used its best endeavors to test the
genuineness of each case, and, though it is
possible that there may have been frands
aniongst - the * applicants, there is ~_no
doubt that the: majority of these poor men
were -suffering extreme hardships, in some
cases amouaging almost to. starvation for

- want of work, and were eager to accept any
iYs that could be found for them at $1 per
diem. Only a few applicants, not more
than six or seven, are natives of the United
Brates. - |

Mr. Mason remarked that since the lst of
January the BenevolenSt ociety had received
in donations and subsor ons $580, and
during the month, inclusive of what had
been paid through the citizéns’ committee,
there had been $156 expended” for actual re-
lief. A further amount of about $200 will
soon be dne, but will ‘be- counted in
Wwith the February disbursements. There
was  a - balance ~of about $700, but
how long - that: would last would de.
pend . on. circumstances. , In . giving
these statistics, Mr. Mason said the relief
committee deserved the greatest thanks,
especially Messrs. Bostock and St. Barbe,
who had been indefatigable in their exer.
tions and -had devoted their entire time to
the work. ?

Mayor Teague said the council had voted
,000 for the park and $500 for rock crush-
g, and the general impression was that
men would be put te work as fast as possi-
ble. He had heard complaint from the re-
lief committee and had at once gone out to
the park to see what: ‘'was bein done; he
might say that he was rather di ppointed
that there were not more men at work, At
the rock orusher he had found all - the men
who could possibly be crowded thers, but
heard that some of the men had refused to
work because they had been asked to move
the rock a little distance frem the crusher.
The foreman had assared him that no‘ suit-
able man making application had been re-
fused work. He thought a greater number
of men might be put on without any serious
disadvantage to the council, The couneil
were perfectly aware of - their duty in this
mattery and would do their best to carry it
out, but he did not believe it was right to
advertise for people outside of the city
to come and register themselves as paupers.
The council was prepared to: meet all de-
serving cases inside the city limits, but men
had been drawn from outside, For one, he
did not care to have-a reflaction cast upon
the council ; they had been doing fairly
well, and when they expended the money
voted the 'probability was that a farther
sum would be applied for.

The men who make their mark in legislat.
ive bodies, and the men who are useful to
their constituents and the coustry, are those
who know how to work and who are willing
to work. Good talking is required in such
bodies, but good 'working is much more ef.
fective, The man who is known to be a
good worker and ‘who is reliable is far pre-
ferable as a representative to the mere
talker, let his character be ever so good in
other respects. Yet it is the. talkers who
make the most show and attract the most
attention at public meetings and other
gatherings.. But the electors should not al-
low thewselves to place too high an esti-
mate on the mere ability to talk. They
should be always on the look-out for the
men who prefer acting to talking.

It seerns to us that experience is nob al-
ways sufficiently considered by electors
when they are seeking a man to represent
them, Yet experience in doing public busi-
ness, like experience in all other kinds of
wark, goes for a great deal. Other things
being equal, it is always safer to choose the
man  who has had experience than
the . man who' ‘has had none. - It
follows = from  'this that the  member
who has served a constituency satisfactorily
should have the preference over the new
and inexperienced candidate. It is always
good policy to encourage diligent and faith-
ful service. The district that is continually
on the look out for a new man is very sel-
dom indeed well represented. It, however,
sometimes happens that a representative
outlives hié usefalness, or that his principles
are not in accordance with those of the ma-
jority of the constituency. In such a case a
change is necessary, -but ordinarily, if a
member has done his duty fairly well and if
the constituency approve of his principles it
isin their interest and in the interest of the
whole Province to re-elect him.

It has always seemed to us to be regretted
that personal likes and diglikes and consid-
erations outside & man’s fitness to do
the work of a member of the
Legislature should have so much to do as
they have had with the selection of a candi-
date and the election of a member, The
man who has the good of the Province and
the constituency at heart will give his voice
and his vote for the man whom he believes
to be the most capable, no matter what his
personal feeling towards him may be. It

LABOR ANDV CAPITAL.

To THE EDITOR :—In discussing the rela-
tions of Labor and Capital it is necessary to
remember that there are two standpoints
from which the mattercan be viewed : First
the ethical or moral ; second the political or
practical. Mr. Macdonald seems to me to
confonnd the two, hence confusion of argu-
ment. Mr, Macdonald admits that Lincoln
is right in saying that * Labor is prior to
oapital,” and also that ¢ Capital is created
by labor,” but he maintains thay President
Lincoln is wrong in stating that ‘ Labor is
independent of capital.” He, however,
qualifies his position by inserting the three
little words, * in these days,” thereby mov-
ing the argument from the firet to the seo-
ond standpoint. It it is admitted that labor
is prior to and the creator of capital, then
assuredly it must be independent of it in
the abstract, The power which creates
must surely be independent of the thing
which is created by it. To assume otherwise
is to maintain that the creator is dependent
uponthe thingcreated, which is absurd. This
is arguing from the first standpoint ; now, on
the other hand, from the second standpoint,
every thinker will admit that ‘“in these
days,” i.e., under our present unjust and
imperfect social and political conditions the
nataral relative position of labor and cap-
ital has been reversed and labor has not
only ceased to be independent of capital but
has been enslaved by it. Labor to-day is
the abject slave of the capitaliat.

If Mr. Macdonald supposed me to hold
that under present conditions labor was
independent of capital, I can quite excuse
him for calling me irrational and fanatical s
such a contention would indeed be absurd.
Nor did President Lincoln convey the idea
that under unjust conditions and in-
stitutions labor would continue independent
in his message to Congress in 1861, for he
pointed out thatin the countries of the @ld
World labor had already been enslaved by
the capitalist,. He saw the same
evil looming in the jfuture of this
continent and  cautioned the free
workers of America against falling into such
a pitable condition, concluding with those
ever memorable words. *‘Labor is prior to
and independent of capital—capital is only.

BUSINESS REVIEW.

New York, Feb. 9.—Bradstreet’s to.
morrow says: ‘The moderate improve-
ment in trade, beginning last month, had
not an opportunity to show itself in in-
creased railway earnings. There are forty
odd resumptions of important industrial
establishments this week, contrasted with
the announcement of the shutting down of
only six similar concerns. An easier wool
market at home, emphasized by a weaker
market at London, may be contrasted
with the fair jobbing movement in
general dry goods amongst leading houses at
Eastern centres, which report the volume of
trade for January fair, notwithstanding that
sales were in small lots. The export of
wheat from both Coasts, (flour included),
amounted to 2,678,000 bushels, a moderate
gain over last week, when the total was 2 -
083,000 bushels, but a much smaller total
than one year ago or two years ago, whea
the aggregates were respectively 23,391,000
and 3,361,000 bushels. During the first five
weeks of the years 1892, the total stocks of
available wheat here and in Canada east
of the Rockies declined about 2,700,000
bushels net. In a like portion of 1893, they
increased net about 1,700,000 bushels, but
this year there isa met decrease of more
than 600,000 bushels. The bank clear.
ings amount to $888,000,000 in seventy-
four cities throughout the country,
an increase of 15 per cent. on
the preceding week, but a decrease
a8 compsred with the like week last year of
38 per cent. This indicates a distinct im-
provement when contrasted with the com-
parisons of the preceding weeks’ totals and
those in the corresponding weeks of last
year. The exports of domestic merchardise
and products in the calendar year 1893 fell
away 7.4 per cent. in value from 1892 and
10.7 per cent. from 1891. The imports, free
and dutiable, decreased 6.5 per cent. in
1893 from 1892, but only 3 per cent. last
year, a8 contrasted with 1891.

SELECTION OF CANDIDATES. vhe Leader of the Opposition could be in-

The electors in many of the constituencies
~ of the Province are considering who shall
represent them in the next Legislative
Assembly. It is to be hoped that they will
not choose rashly or on purely personal
'grounds. The electors should be careful
that the man who represents them in the
Legislature should be a credit to their
sagacity. It sometimes' happens that the
disinterested observer wonders what in the
world the electors saw in an occupant of one
of the chairs of the Legislative chamber to
choose him as their representative. It
would appear that he was chosen for his un-
fitness rather than for his fitness to perform
the duties of a legislator, It might be sup-
posed that any man of ordinary discernment
might see that he would prove a failure,

A man to be selected for a place requiring
for the performance of its duties some know-
ledge of affairs, fair business capacity, the
ability to express his ideas in decent Eng-
lish, and the exercise of sound common
sense, should certainly be known to possess
those qualifications in a fair degree before
the electors would think of sending him to
the legislature. But it often happens that
hardly a thought {s given to the candidate’s
ability to do the work of a legisator. He
is chosen through some influence or on ac-
‘count of some preference that has as little
a8 possible to do with either his moral or
his intellectual qualifications for the very
important position he is ambitionsto ocoupy.

We are very far from thinking that it re.
quires brilliant talents, highly cultivated,
to make a good representative of a districr.
It may happen’ that a clever and well-
educated man may be wanting ia' those
qualities that are necessary to make him s
useful member of the Legislature, He may
be a man of fads and crotchets who can
never be ‘ broken in”’ to work with other
men.  He may be g0 wise a man in his own
conceit and may set so high a value upon
his own opinions that it would be utterly
impossible for him to make the Empromiaes
which the members of deliberative bodies
must agree to before they can do business.
A man who is not ready to ** give and take”

. has no business to be in the Legislative
Assembly.

It is necessary that a representative of
the people should speak fairly well. But a
chatterer or a ** blatherskite ” iz about the
worst man that a constituency can choose.
A man who is perpetually talking, who will
speak on every subject, whether he under-
stands it or not, soon gets to havé no influ-
ence in the House, He is regarded as sound-
ing brass and tinkling cymbal, and when he
has anything to say that is really worth
hearing—which, to tell -the truth, is not

-often—he is not listened to. e
" The bore who, when he is wound up, talks
- and talks and .talks, in a dull, monotonous
way until every one of his hearers becomes

Deprived of British protection, Canada,
from its geographicai position, would be at
the mercy of the United States. Five or
six millions of people thinly scattered
over a wide extent of territory would
never be able to hold their own against a
neighbor seventy or eighty millions strong.
It would not be safe for Canadians to de-
pend upon the moderation and the forbsar-
ance of the American people. Having a
giant’s strength they would not, if Cana-
dians obstinately refused to be annexed,
scraple to use it like a giant. We see what
odium President Cleveland has incurred be-
cause he has refused to countenance the at-
tempts of American citizens to procure the
annexation of Hawaii. If Canada were cut
loose from Great Britain the annexationists
would be perpetually busy in Canada and if
Canadians repelled their advances and re-
jected their offers pretexts would soon be
found to accomplish by unfriendly means
what could not be brought about by per-
sistent wooing. The Star then‘is right when
it says that annexation or British connec.
tion is the only alternative open to the peo-
ple of Canada. It prefers the continuation
of British connection for the following
reasons, among others:

Having thus narrowed the choice to
British connection and annexation, our path
is soon taken.

. WasHINGTON, Feb. 6.—The President has
sent to the Senate a treaty negotiated with
the representatives ot the Government of
Greas Britain for extension of the time for
making the survey 8f the boundary line be-
tween Alaska and the British possessions.
The original treaty providing for a joint
commiseion for this work was negotiated
and ratified during the summer of 1892, and
commissioners were appointed on behalf of
the two governments, In accordance with
the terms of the treaty the commission was
to make a survey of the territory adjacent
to that part of ‘the boundary line of the
United States and Canada and dividing
Alaska from the Northwest territory from
Iatitude 54 5 degrees diorth to a point where
e boundary - line enters the 141st degree
longitude west. The purpose of the survey
is to set at rest some questions of dispute
going back of the time of ownership of
Alaska by Russia and involving a conflict
in olaims made by the two countries to land
along the sea coast opposite the Channel
islands. Under the terms of the treaty this
commission was to complete the work within
the period of two years, which would ex-
pire this fall. It has been found impraocti-
cable to accomplish this, and the present
treaty extends the time for another year.

BRAZILIAN MATTERS.

BueNos Avres, Feb. 8.—The insurgent
cruiser Aquidaban and another warship left
the harbor to-day, it is supposed, to inter-
cept President Peixoto’s new squadron and
demand its surrender.

Advices from Rio de Janeiro say a plot

has been discovered to assassinate President
Peixoto. Many persons have been arrested
charged with being in the :Flot and several
of them have been shot. The insurgents in
Rio Grande do Sul are reported to be ap-
proaching Porto Alegre, the capital of the
State.

R10 DE JANEIRO, Feb. 8.—Hon. Thomas
L. Thompson, U. S. Minister, and Rear-
Admiral Benham, commander of the U, S.
fleet, and staff, called upon President
Peixoto, at the palace, this afterneon.
Peixoto, who made a favorable impression
on his visitors, was invited to visit the
American fléet.

Manuel Victorine Pereira, of Bahia, has
been named as a candidate for the Vice-
Presidency in the election on March 1. Like
Dr. Prudente de Moares, the nominee for
the Presidency, Pereira is a civilian. Both
were nominated by twenty Senators under
the chairmanship of Thomas Delfino. Presi-
dent Peixoto approves of these nominavions.

Paris, Feb. 8.—A dispatch from Valpar-
aiso, says that several Balmacedists have
been arrested at-Santiggo, and that the state
of siege hag been pmﬁ'med in the city. Le
Debats says the majority of the powers have
decided to decline to recognize the Brazilian
insurgents as beligerents.

LoxpoN, Feb. 8.—The steamer Magda-
lena, from Rio Janeiro, January 24, has
arrived here. It is learned that a meeting
was held on January 23 on board the Ameri-
can flagship San Francisco, between Rear-
Admiral Benham, the American commander;
Admiral da Gama, commanding the insur-
gents forces at Rio, and President Peixoto.
Previous to the meeting Admiral da Gama
insisted that his official rank should be
recognized, but waived the right of being
saluted on being met. At the meeting
Admiral da Gama set forth his terms for a
settlement, in effect; that a civilian president
of Brazil should be elected, and that the
members of the army should not vote on the
election. To the terms President Peixoto
refused to agree. The advices further show
that the insurgents aim to capture Santos,
