The tnvveller vr tourist leaving Victoria by steiniier fur the West Coast of

Vancouver Island, first jjasses by the llaco Rock Lit;hthouse, and then leaving Sooke

Harbor and Port St. Juan on his right hand, a,, a distance of some !)0 miles from the

cai»ital, Capo Beale Lighthouse is reached, which is situated immediately at the

entrance of the well known waters of liavclay Sound, the lieadtjuarters of the sealing

Heet during tiie first part of the fur sealing season. After having entered either of

the navigable channels, the steamer ploughs its way anumg the almost innumerable

ifllanda, both small and great, which dot tliat wonderful inland sea, until it narrows

into what is called the Alberni Canal, and at a dist<r.ice of some 40 miles from the

entrance at Cape Beale the head of the Canal is reached, when all at once a magnificent

pimoranjic view of the fertile and extensive Alberni Valley appears to view, suri'ounded

by mountains covered with a dense growth of valuable firs and cedars. Instead of

everlasting rocks, fir and hemlock timber, and barren soil, and instead of the nionott;-

nuus sameness in the landscape seen along the coast and up the canal, the

traveller, on approaching the mouth of the Somass River (where the Alberni townsite

is situated), is at once struck with the luxuriant vegetation which meets his eye in

every directictn, instead of scrubby firs and hemlocks and trappean rocks seen

everywhere along th« coast. Here is to be found, in abundance, the beautiful maple,

the dogwood, crab apple and alder, and all kinds of berry bushes are seen growing and

thriving everywhere; rich and tender grass, studded with lovely flowers, meet the eye

everywhere, and in the rich soil all along the river, in the shade of such a forest, many
kinds of tender and beautiful ferns are found in the glory of their element. In this

valley good land is to be found in unlimited quantities ; tfne fruit and vegetable gardens

where all kinds of fruit grow to perfection, and where can be seen, in its season, the

peach and gra])e, the water and nuisk melon, tomatoc and Indian corn growing to

satisfaction. With the exception of ." or 4 old pioneer settlers (who have now passed

beyond the scene of action), the present settlement may bo said to have started in

with July, 1H84, when the Steamer Sardonyx landed in Alberni a party of uxcursion-

igts anicmg whom wore the late Hon. \Vm. Smithe, C. C. L. & VV. ; Mr. Fell,

ex-Mayor ; Mr. Trotter John^n, Hudson Young, and some 20 others. .Vniong the

passengers was John C. Mollet and family, who were the first settlers in the place,

excepting those before mentioned. From that time tlie settleujent connnenced to go

ahead and increase, until within two years there were some 100 claims taken up for

Agricultural purposes.

Outside the J ndians which are numerous, and the Chinese, of which there are but

4 or 5, the populati(m numbers 17H. There are 4 post oflices, viz: Sayward,

Alberni and Beaver Creek, in the settlement, and one at Clayuquot on the coast.

Tliere are two schools under one l)oard nf trustees, five niisfiion statiojis, one for the

Presbyterians and one for the Roman Catholics at the settlement, and three Ki-man

Catholic along tlio coast, chiefly for the benefit of the Indian P<jpulatio«i. There are

two good stores on the townaito at Alberni, besides rive others along the west coast.

Also a boarding house and sawmill at Alberni, and one mail weekly overland from

Kanainjo, which is some 54 miles distance ; there is also a pump factory.

At the last session of ciiu local legislature tlio constitution act was amended, by

which Alb.-rni was formed into a separate electoral district and therefore entitled to

one member in the liooal House. There are :i2,507 acres of land taken up in the set-

tlement, wliich is assessed for tlie amount of $01,712. There are still large areas of

good vacant land in tlie valley, which only requires to be o{)ened up by good roads to

make ihem valuable and accessible to the Landing. These lands can be purchased at

$.'J per acre, payable in 4 payments, with interest at 6 per cent. Roads and bridges

are bainj; constructed all over the settlement and are being improved from year to

year. The rivers and lakes are teeming with the various species of salmon and trout

in their season, and game of all kinds is very abundant.

Tlie large area of good land in a compact body, the resources of the place in

timber and fish, in pasture and minerals, the mild climate and lovely scenery, the

splendid water power and privileges and abundant supply of the purest water all over the

valley, and, last but not least, the gefigraphical position of Alberni; all these facts, when
taken into consideration, only tend to one solution, viz., that Alberni is destined at

no distant day to become a place of importance and wealth. All io requires, to take

its proper position, is development of its resources and railroid con)munication with

other places.

A steamboat (The Boscowitz) is subsidized by the government to make 7 or 8

trips a year to Alberni, and horses and vehicle can be had from Mr. 'rmstrong

(mail carrier) from Nanaimo, overland or vice versa.

ALERT BAY.

This plice is on ConiiorHiit Island, iibout 240 niilos from Victoria, and is in Now
Wustniinstor olectu'al district.

It is accessible by all steAiuers leaving Victoria, which call here ^oiu^; and com-

ing. The C. P. N. Co. run a boat twice a month in the summer time, and the steamer

Boscowilz also calls twice a month, so, i)ractically, there is weekly communication.

Here Messrs. Spencer & Earle have a salmon cannery and gut their tish from the Nim-

keesh river, just opposite, on Vancouver Island. Tliey have a storis in connection

with the cannery, and the post office is at their .store.

The Church Missionary society have a resident missionary here, the llev. A. .1.

Hall, who, with his wife, lias labored ;cealously among the Kwagiult Indians the last

11 years. He has also succeeded in startin<.' a steam sawmill in connection with the

mission, which supplies all kinds of lumber to the neighborhood. There is also a

store with the sawmill.

Cormorant Island is only asmall island, cont^vining about 1,100 acres, heavily tim-

bered with hemlock, spruce and a sprinkling of red fir; and the land for the most part is

almost worthless. Here the Nimkeush Indians have their village, and there is a

school for Indians on the reserve. The Indian agent for the district has his reaidenc

)

here also.

The land in the vicinity is all heavily timbered with humlojk, spruce and cedar,

and here and there are portions of fairly good land.

Settlers are few and far between. Mr. W. May lives at Klicksiwy, 11 miles

above Alert Bay, and Mr. Robert Hunt occupies the old Hudson Bay trading past at

F(jrt Rupert, in Beaver Harbor, sold by the company to Mr. Hunt some few year.s

ago, which is about 21 miles from Alert Bay ; and about 12 miles again above Fort

Rupert. Mr. E. Frigon has a small trading store at Port Alexander. Ten miles above

this the steamers leave the Vancouver shore and cross Queen Charlotte's Sound on

their northward journey.

Coal underlies all the country between Alert Bay and Fcu't Rupert, and ia found
right across Vancouvers Island to Rupert Arm on the West coast. At Malcolm Island,

a little to the north of Cormorant Island, the Christian Temperance Commonwealth
society have established themselves, the government <.f British Columbia having
granted them a tract of land on certain conditions. Mr. Joseph Spencer is the head
of it at present and may be addressed to Malcolm Island. About 4 miles above Alert
Bay is Haddini^ton Island, where Messrs. Huson iV Rudge have recently found u veiy
valuable kind of sandstonu, and can be seen at Mr. Kudgo's marble works in Victoria.

COMOX.
The clistricr, of Coinox is the hiri^ost aiul nios': important fanning district on Van-

couver Islund. It is situated on tliu cast coast of tlio island, aliont r»7 miles northwest
from Nanainio. Its yrowtli has been steady and <,'iad\ial, but, owin'4 t«> its beini,' the
terminus of the steamboat line and being somewhat isolated, it has not increased as it

would have dime had it been more centrally situ itod. It oonsistr of a fertile valley
about J ;} miles long and about.'] miles wide, of natural prairie with a largo amount of good
arable land on all sides of it. Acconling to I'l'of. Dawson's survey, it is a regular coal
bed, but so far but little has boon done towards developing the untold wealth which
lies beneath it. Tlie Tnion Colliery company have opened large coal nji lies near
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Comox Lake, about (i or 7 miles fi-oiu the centre of the valley. A good wagon roa<l

has been constructed to the niiiies, and though these mines have only been opened

about two years, they have advanced the interests of Comox considerably, as it affords

fi good cash market for all the produce. The Vancouver Coal company have bonded

2,000 acres of land in the heart of the valley for two years and are prospecting at

present, but with what result wo are unable to say at the time of our going to press.

Should they be successful (as there is little doubt that they will), Comox »vill spring

into a place of great nnportanoe. With two mines in operation, with its immens

forests of timber close at h.iiiJ, its large scoj)c of good land, who can foretell what it

may amount to in tlie next few years ?

!,f(iod crop. The valley is well watered, having two rivers and numbers of streams.

The roads are excellent throughout the district, > hicli, for beauty and appearance, re-

minds one of an English park. From the steamboat landing can be seen three glac-

ieis, which so far have never been ascended, though they are not 20 miles away. The

harbor, though sm^U, is very goo.l and is entirely land looked. There are three

hotels, five stores, blacksmith shops, shoemaker's shops, sawmills, etc., and room for

many more.

Comox is veritably a sportsman's paradise. The lishing is excellent, while all

kinds of game abounds. Deer, elk, grouse, waterfowl, can be found at any time,

while close at hand there are plenty of wolves, b.-ar and panthers.

There are three schools, three chuiches an I three posto&ioes, though at present

there is only communication once a week with Naaaimo. The settlers in Comox are

iinximisly awaiting railway development. Any railway running to the] north end of

tiie island must run through the heart of the settlement. Mr. Joseph McTMiee has

laid out a townsite on the bank (.>f the Courtenay river which he has decided to call

C'ourtenay.

Onbriola Island, in the electoral district, of N.uminio, is situated to the east of
Vancouver island, just below the city of Nan.iiuio. It is one of the most fertile and
productive islands in the tjulf <.f (Jeor;/ia. It is about !)i miles huii,' and has an aver-
age width of about .'» miles. The surface tjenerally is comparatively level, having very
few ridges or rocks on it. What few ridges there Jire on the island are fairly well
timbered and afford excellent pasturage. So far the settlers have mostly followed
agriculture and engage in what is Known as general farming. Many of the farmers
have quite large h'jrds of cattle and .sheep. The land which is under cultivation
yields an abundanr, harvest and, like all the other islands in the gulf, is splendidly
adapted for fruits of all kinds.

Gabriola Island, independent of its agricultural resources, is destined to become
quite an important centre, as it is situated in the centre of a large coal deposit and the
head of the island is within four miles of Nanaimo.

Between Gabriola Island and Vancouver Island are the narrows known as Dodd's
Narrows, through which the tide runs sometimes at a speed of 10 or 12 knots per
hour.

NANAIMO.

The city of Niiuiiiino, the fourth city in si/.e in the piuviace, is situ:iteil on tiie

oust coast of Vancouver Iskncl, about 70 niilea ntjith from Victoria. It is a very iiii-

portant phice, as it is the centre of the coal mining industry of th province. It has a

pupulation of nearly 5,000, with about .'{,000 more in the near vicinity. Nanaiino was

formerly only a trading post of tiie Hudson I'ay comi)any, wht) had prospected for

coal on many parts of the island before thoy found the rich carboniferous 'strata that

are now beiny worked around Nanaimo. This discovery was made in 1804, and the

lirst shair(which lias long since been worked out) was sunk near the old fort or bast-

ion, which has given the name to Bastion street, Tlie Vancouver Coal and Land

company owns mineral and surface oi about .>;j,000 acres of laud, a portion of which

is on the islands adjoiniii;,' Nanaim >. On Newcastle islands are the remains of a

niining shaft and para[)hanalia. Besides this there are several other mines in the

neij^hborhood which have been worked out. The main shaft of the company is the

esplanade or No. 1 shaft, which is insiile the city limits, near the edge of the bay.

This mine has been worked upwards of a mile under the bay towards (Jabriola island,

and here occurred the disastrous <'xj)losion of 1887. The Vancouver Coal company,

besides No. 1 shaft, are working mines at Southtield and Northfield. Besides these,

the mines of the East Wellington Coal company and Messrs. Dunsmuir & Sons are

within easy reach. The monthly pay roll of these three companies is about ^175,000

per month for wages alone, most of which is spent in Nanainio.

The town is very irregularly laid out, there having been no regular plat made un-

til after a number of hou.ses had boon l)uik. The Uy of the laud alsn tended to pro-

duce the irro^'ularily ui the otreets. During the past few yoaib the town has ini-

N'anaiiiio Imrbur is uuo of tlie best on the coast, boiiij; easy of oulranco and hav-

ini{ a U'xjd doj»tli of water, with good anclioraj,'o. It consists of a bay enclosed by

islands, the prini-ijial of which are Newcastle and Discovery islands. The former of

these islands is used as i sheep range, while the latter is uninhabited. The harbor

usually presents a very lively appearance, owing to the number of ships loading coal

for the various markets.

The E. iV N. II. U. connects Nanaimo with Victoria, over which lino there is

daily connnunication, while on throe days of the week there are two through trains

per day.

Nanainio has a very good water .system, the water being carried in pipes from

t.'hase liver, wiiich has been dammed at a height (jf over o()0 feet above the level of the

town, tlius securing aniiile pressure without the use of ."stoam pumps. The (Jhaso river

riijes in Mount Uenson and at i)resent supplies s\iHicient water for the use of the city,

but if it continues to improve as it has done there will bo a necessity of making a con-

nection with the Nauaimo river, which project has already been under consideration.

There are about 24 hydrants in the city, besides a steam tire engine. The lire com-

pany, though a volunteer one, is one of the most efficient on the coast.

The district which surrounds Naiiaimo can iiardly be called a farming district,

though there are some very good farms in the neighborhood. The principal districts

are North and South Cedar, which lie about six miles from tiie city. However, the

timber is very valuable and is gradually being utilized. '

The Uamiltou Powder company have lately erected a factory for exi)losivea near

>ianaimo, and will soon be alile to sui)ply powder, etc., to the whole Province. There

is also a large saw, planing mill, sash and door factoiy, etc., owned by A. Haslam,

Escj., late M. P. P. for Nanaimo. The Vancouver Uoal and Land company have large

machine shops and foundry. A large tannery has lately been erected. Resides these

there are a great many industries carried on in a smaller scale.

Nanaimo is well supplied with churches, having church of England, Presbyterian,

Methodist, Roman Catiiolic and Baptist churches, while the Salvation army hold

regular meetings in the town hall. There is also a good opera house and two public

schools, besides the high school and several private schools. There arc two banks.

SAANIOH.

The peninsula of Sftanich coinpiisos the districts of North and south Saanich and

Lake. It is situated north of Victoria, and comprises about 40,000 acres, most of

which is farming l.'.nd. Many of the best farms in the district have been beaver

meadows and swamps, which, when drained, yield enormous crops. During the sum-

mer of 1889, the crops of grain were so heavy that they lodged and consequently,

caused considerable loss. The soil is a rich black loam in the bottom lands and red

loam on the ridges. Fruit grows abundantly, the orchards being larger and better

cared for than almost any other place on the island. Its close proximity to Victoria

gives Saanich a good market and most of the farmers are independently wealthy.

In South Saanich there is an extensive limestone (juarry and kiln. A brickyard

is in active operation. At North Saanich Messrs Brackman & Ker have an extensive

flour and oatmeal mill. The east and northern coast steamers call, at frequent intervals,

at the wharf situated close to the mill. The agricultural society has been established

some 20 odd years and annually holds an exhibition in the hall which is inclosed in

a bout 4 acres of land. There are two English churches with a resident rector, the

Rev. Christmas, one Catholic church and 4 public schools. The east and west roads

run the entire length of the peninsula at a distance of from 2 to 3 miles from one an-

other, with numerous cross roads. During the season salmon are very plentiful in

the Saanich arm, which separites Saanich fr«m Cowichan, and good trout fishing can

be hud in the streams and lakes in the district. Near the head of the peninsula are

numerous small islands which are mostly peopled by Sandwich Islanders. (Same of

all kinds is abundant.

Is a tliriviiiy scttleiueiit Himnigst the Hrst on the Iskiid, situated about 20 miles

suutii-west from V'ictoria. It is very healthy, and bound at no very distant da'e to

become the favorite watering place of Victorians and others wishing to combine coast

and country for their holidays In summer they enjoy a tine, cool breeze, and in win-

ter it is much milder than Victoria. This is one of the favorite huntine grounds, a

large number of deer being killed annually. Pheasants, grouse and (]uail are plentiful,

brant and ducks are fonnd in abundance. There is good fishing in fresh and salt

water. There are two schools in the district, and church service is held once a month.

The soil is black loam, and clayey loam with clay subsoil, and very productive.

Cereals, fruit and all kinds of vegetables thrive well. Iron of a good Njuality, and

copper are in the district. Sooko harbor is a splendid sheet of water and salmon are

very j)luntiful HI it. The " VVoodside Mill," ownad and run by Muir Bros., carry

on a lumbering business; this mill is capable of turning out thirty thousand, or at a

push, forty-tive thousand feet per diem. Mr. James Keill, cooper, does a good

business.

Much has been said about the Beecher Bay railroad, but the best route lies

through Sooke. A safe and splendid harbor could be made outside Sooke harbor by

building a breakwater at the foot of Muir's Plains, and from tliere an easy grade to

the E. & N. Railway. There is communication twice a week with Victoria by a good

wagon road ; mails go over this route once a week, A slooj) plys between Sooko

and Victoria at intervals. There are three post offices in Sooke called Sooke, East

Sooke and Otter Point.

Victoria, tho CHpital and largest city in British Columbia, is situated on a slightly

efevated plateau near the southern extremity uf Vancouver Island. It has tho most

beautiful situation of any city or town on the Pacitic Coast. The site was lelected by

the Hudson's Bay Company, who erected a fort and storehouses, and upon the dis-

covery of gold in Cariboo thousands of miners flocked into the new Colony, and hun-

dreds usually wintered in Victoria. This gave the city its first start. The limits of

the city at present enclose a space of about six square miles, but private residences

have been erected far beyond the same.

Victoria, or rather its suburb Esciuimalt, is the headc^uarters of Her Majesty's

fleet in the North Pacific Ocean. This tends to make Victoria of importance. Here

also is situated the Dominion (lovernment Drydock, one of the largest, if not the

largest, on the coast. Its length is 57<) feet ; breadth of entrance, 55 feet ; and depth

27 feet ; thus afl'i'rding ample accommodation for any vessel that at present navigates

these waters. The harbor of Esquimalt is an excellent one, as the water is deep close

to the shore and afi'ords good anchorage. Victoria is also the headquarters for the

province of the Canadian and local militia, "C " battery barracks being at Macauley's

I'oint, just outside the corporate limits. The harbor of Victoria is small, but is being

steadily improved. Just at the entrance of the harbor is the " outer wharf," which

afi'ords a landing i)lace at all stages of the tide for the largest vessels afloat. Mr. R.

P. Rithet, oiHi of Victoria's most enterprising citizens, owns the wharf and is now

having constructed a large breakwater and extension to this dock. When this is com-

pleted it will very materially increase shipping acconnnodations. The Pacific Coast

Steamship Co. 'a steamers call here twice every five days on their way to and from

8an Francisco Arrangements have been made for the China steamers to call here

each way.

Though situated on an island Victoria has a central location. It is distant 38

miles from Port Townsend, 18 miles from Port Angeles, 100 miles from Seattle, 128

miles fr. ni Tacoma, 72 miles from Vancouver, 715 miles from New Westminster, 72

miles from Nanaimo, and 700 miles from San Francisco. With many of these ports

there is daily conununication. With tho ports on Puget Sound there is communica-

tion twice a day, one steamer leaving every morning, except Sunday, at six o'clock,

and -"^other every evening except Saturday at 8 :;{0 o'clock. The Canadian Pacific

Navigation Company's palatial steamship Islander leaves every nK)rning at 4 a. ni.

except Monday, for Vancouver, connecting with tho C. P. R., while various other

steamers run to and fro at different times.

Victoria is the distributing point for nittst (jf tho wholesale trade of the province,

while all, or nearly all, the trading posts on Vancouver Island and the North West

Coast of the Mainland obtain their sui)phes here. Tiie fur sealing trade of British

Columbia is almost entirely owned and controlled by Victoria capital, and the vessels

employed in the business are built here, winter here, and are fitted out from this

port. This trado is one of the most important in the Province, as it requires very

large capital to engage in it and usually yields large returns. Victoria is probably

more aflFected by the "Behring Sea" difficulty than any other port in Canada.

The Esquimalt and Nanaimo Railway from Victoria to Esquimalt has its staHon

• near the foot of Johnson Street, and crosses the harbor by means of a swing bridge,

which is lett open all night after 9:30 p.m. There are daily trains each way, ard on

Saturday, Sunday and Monday two passenger trains each way, besides the freight

trains. Most of the traffic with Nanaimo is carried on by means of this line, although

there are steamers plying back and forth. Large quantities of building stone come

over this lino from the numerous quarries. It is confidently expected that this rail-

way will be extended as far as Seymour Narrows or Comox at no distant day. This

will cause a large tract of land, hitherto unoccupied, to be opened up and become

tributary to Victoria.

The electric street railway system has done luuoh towards the advancement of the

city, as it has made all points easy of access. The inauguration of this modern im-

provement is largely due to the energy of the Hon. D. W. Higgins, the president of

the company. It is expected that, in the spring, cars will run every eight minutes

instead of twenty, as at present. The system has been extended to Esquimalt, which

is now only ten minutes distance from the centre of Victoria. It is intended to still

farther extend the road to Beacon Hill and Lake View. Property has increased in

value along the line of the tramway, and residences are being built farther out of

town.

The streets in the city are all well macadamized, and are kept in excellent con-

dition. Ontside the city limits the roads are equally good, and quite numerous. It

would take a long time to go over all the excellent drives in the vicinity.

To the tourist Victoria offers many attractions. The scenery is grand, the drives

and resorts many, and the climate all that could be desired. Just across the Straits

are the snow-capped Olympic range of mountains, which render the climate always

cool and pleasant in the summer. The evenings are somewhat chilly even then, but

never cold in winter. The thermometer rarely falls below IG degrees above zero.

The tourist who comes to Victoria should be sure to drive to one of the small hills in

the neighborhood, such as Mount Tolmio or Mount Douglas, and the view would well

repay him for his trouble. From the summit he would obtain a panoramic view of

hill and dale, rocky mounds and fertile plains, country and city, while all around

would lie the glassy surface of the Straits of San Juan de Fuca, Haro and Iloaario.

Should the day be clear, he would see in the far distance across the Straits the thriving

towns of Dungeneas and Port Angeles, while the smoke from Port Townsend and
Port Crescent can easily be seen. To the eastward lies the Gulf of fJeorgia, dotted

with innumerable islands. To the northward can be seen the range of hills wHich
runs nearly the whole length of V'ancouvei Island.
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The climate is remarkably dry for this section of the country, the average rain-

fall only being about 34 inches. On no other point on the coast north of San Fran-

cisco is the rainfall so small. The air, however, is sufficiently charged with moisture

to prevent drought. The winter of 1889-90 was exceptionally severe all over the

country, but yet in Victoria there was only one day's sleighing.

Among the miny industries of Victoria a few might be mentioned particularly.

Messrs. Hall, Ross & C >. have lately opened a large roller flour mill in connection

with their rice mills. The flour mills have a capacity of 200 bbls per day and the rice

mills about 20 tons per day. The wheat is partly raised in the interior of British

Columbia and partly in the neighborhood. The rice is imported in the paddy from

China, Japan and Siam, and is cleaned and made ready for market in the mills on

Store street. The Albion Iron Works are the largest iron works on the coast north

of San Francisco, and are managed by W, F. BuUen, Esq. They manufacture stoves

and all manner of brass ware, besides engines of all descriptions and boiler making.

Messrs. Spratt & Gray have a large foundry and machine works. The estate of Wil-

son Bros. & Co. also do an extensive foundry business. Besides these there are sev-

eral smaller establishments in the same line of business. Messrs. John Weiler and

Jacob Sehl have each an extensive furniture factory. The Ames-Holden company

have a large boot and shoe factory, supplying goods to the whole province. Besides

these industries, ship building, sash, door and lumber mills of all kinds, blacksmiths,

farriers, blank book manufacturing, rubber stamp making, manufacturincf jewelers,

brick makers, marble works and other businesses too numerous to mention.

The press in Victoria is well represented, as there are two daily papers, each pub-

pshing a weekly edition. The Colonist, the pioneer newspaper in the province, issues

every morning except Monday, while the Times issues every evening except Sunday.

Ellis & Co., the proprietors of the Colonist, have a large jobbing printing business,

and do lithograph work of all kinds at moderate prices.

Victoria has progressed wonderfully during the past year. New buildings have

sprung up on all sides. A company has been organized and incorporated to build a

very large hotel to be known as the Canada Western. This building is expected to

cost over half a million dollars, and when tinished will be second to none on the coast.

The site commands a fine view of the harbor. In the way of church edifices a great

showing has been made. The St. Andre at's Presbyterian church was completed in

January last. Since then the Methodist denomination commenced and have almost

completed a magniticent stone church. The Roman Catholics are actively engaged in

building a large cathedral, while the Church of England people are also taking active

steps towards building a cathedral. Besides these buildings a number of flue business

blocks have been erected. One very noticeable feature in all these buildings is their

solidity and appearance in comparison with the older bulMiiiga. The most prejudiced

mind must admit that the prospects for Victoria are very bright. Better means of

communication are being n^ade year by year and the population is steadily increasing.

The building improvements during the year 1890 amounted to about $2,000,000. In

spite of the many dwelling houses erected, houses are at a premium, it being quite

difficult to get A house. In many instances houses are engaged long before they are

finished. Rents, however, are very reasonable,

Beacon Hill park, which lies to the south of the city, is a most inagi)ificeiit nat-

ural park. The city fathers have expended large amounts of money in rendering it even

more beautiful. Two artificial lakes have been located near the centre of the park,

one of which is stocked with goldfish. There is also a collectitm of wild animals.

During the summer months a band plays every Sunday afternoon, rendering it a fav-

orite walk for both citizens and strangers. The park takes its name from a small cir-

cular mound called Beacon hill, round which is a race track. Most of the games are

played on the park grounds. The VV^anderers, Victoria's bicycle club, have weekly

racei on the track during tlie cycling season. There is also a splendid race track i)i

Victoria driving park about two miles from the post office. This park is owned and

kept in repair by the British Columbia Jockey club, who hold periodial races there.

Victoria keeps well to the front in the way of modern improvements. The streets

are "veil lighted by means of electric light, while many of the business houses and

private residences are lighted by the same medium. The telephcno jystem is good

and is well patronized. During the month of September last the ratepayers voted to

borrow a large sum of money to bo expended on sewerage, which, for some years past,

has been a bone of contention. When this work is completed it will prove of great

advantage to the city, besides giving employment to a large number of men. Labor

is in constant demand and is well paid. Mechanics got from $;< to 84 per day of !>

hours. Laborers $2 to $2.50 and all other labor is in proportion.

At (")ak Bay, about throe miles from Victoria City, a comiiany has pur-

chased a plot of land and intend, during the year, to erect a large and substantial

hotel thereon, which will be used as a sununer resort. The Street Car FJno to the

Jubilee Hospital has raised the price of property on the Cadboro and Oak Bay roiuls,

but it is fast clianging hands. Ilesidential plots of from half an aero to live acres are

being bought throughout the wh(;le of this district, and handsome residences are being

erected. It is intended to extend tlie Street Car Line to all the.se s\iburbs, so that

easy and cheap connnunication can be had with tiie city at all times. Tliere are good

carriajio roads through the whole district, wliich is extremely picturcscpie throughout,

aboundin,' in hill and dale, lake atid stream. In the neighborhood of Cedar Hill and

Cadboro Bay there are some very largo farms. Near Mount Tolmie most of the land

has been and is devoted to fruit growing. Small fruits of every kind do remarkably

well. There are several churches and schools in the district. The climate is excel-

lent, extremes of either heat or cold being unknown. However, there is a good deal

of wind both in winter and summer, which, doubtless, is the cause of the mildness of

the climate.

WELLINGTON.
Wellington is h coal mining district about 5 miles north from Nanrtimo. It com-

prises North, South and East Wellington and Northtield. Departure bay, about li

miles from Nanaimo, is the shipi)ing point for all these mines and here are to be

found large docks for loading coal, The coal from the Wellington mines is the best

found on the coast and finds a ready market in San Francisco, Los Angeles, Portland

and other places south of the line, as well as a large local demand in the province.

Messrs. Dunsmuir & Sons are the owners of the mines at North and South Wel-

lington ; the East Wellington Coal Co (R. Chandler, Escj.), at East Wellington, and

the Var.couver Coal and Land Co, of Northtield.

Wellington is the terminus at present of the Esquimalt & Nanaimo Railway, At

North Wellington are situated the railroad station, store, hotel and offices in connec-

tion with the mines. The population of Wellington at the time of compiling this

work is very small, owing to a strike on the part of the miners which has lasted some

time. Messrs. Dunsmuir tfe Sons have four pits in operation, which, when in full

operation, turn out about 200,000 tons of coal yaarly, employing about 700 men. The

pay of these men will range fnmi $3 to $(j per day ot H hours, the majority of the

mining being done by contract. There are several large Oirms managed by the same

tirm on which is raised provender, etc., for tlie horses and mules employed in the

mines. There is an abundant supply of good water, each house having a well. Two

lakes in the immediate vicinity afl'ord excellent bathing and tiahing. The place is

well supplied with churches, having presbyterian, Methodist and R(tman Catholic

ediHces, each having one or two services every Sunday. A large and commodious

.school house has just been built, which provides ample acconnnodation f(»r educational

purp(/.ses.

ALDERGROVE.
This thriving young settlement is partly in Langley muncipality and partly out-

side of any municipality, and lies between Langley and the American boundary.

There are good roads through the settlement, the chief beinj* the Yale and New West-
minster Waggon Road. A road known as the Boundary Line Road runs north and
south through the settlement, connecting Langley with Lytiden and Whatcom on the

American side. There is a weekly mail service, mail arriving every Saturday, but it

is considered very inefficient by the settlers. There is only one store in the district,

which is kept by R. Shortreed. The soil is a clay loam, which requires very little

draining. There is an abundant supply of fresh spring water all the year round. The
timber is principally highland alder, birch and cherry, with an occasional cedar and
fir. It is easily cleared, as compared with most timber land. The first crop is gener-

ally poor, but after that the yield is good. The flies are not troublesome in this

section. Fruit does remarkably well, and many of the farmers are making a specialty

of fruit and hops. This is a new settlement, having been settled during the last six

years, and taking everything into consideration the growth and present appearance of

the place speak well for the industry and intelligence of the people. Last season

Messrs. Broe Bros, sold over 15 tons of hops.

CASSIAR.

INCLUDINa MoDAME GREEK AND LAEETOK.

The district of Caasiar is situated in the north-western portion of tlie Province.

It is ahnost entirely a mining district, there beinj^ only a few farms along the Stickeen

river which supply the miners witli vegetables. The features of the country are

mountainous. The rivers and lakes are numerous and teem with fish, while game of

all kinds abound.

McDame Post or Sylvester Lauding is on tlie left bank of the Dease River,

just below the junction of McDame Creek with Dease River. The Hudsons Bay Com-
pany has a trading post here.

Liard Post is on the left bank of Liard River, opposite the confluence of the Dease

and Liard Rivers. Here also is a Hudson Bay Company's post.

Black River post, on the left bank of Black River, a little below the confluence of

the west and south branches, about 100 miles from McDame Post.

Centreville, or McDame Town, is about 14 miles north-west of Sylvesters Landing,

on the left bank of McDame Creek- Here is situated the Court House, Calbraith,

Grant & Cook's general store for the supply of the miners, with Edward Metcalf store-

keeper and collector of revenue for the Government of British Columbia. The princi-

pal mining on McL)ame Creek extends about a mile above the town and two miles

below, while about four miles above town is Halloway's Bar on the right bank of

McDame Creek.

Estimates of gold taken out of these sections during 1889 was §28,310. The
Chinese here have a small farm, and raised in the summer of 1890 about seven or

eight tons of potatoes, besides other vegetables. The population consists of IS whites,

2 colored, 1 Mexican, and 41 Chinese. Communication in the summer once a week

by H. B. Co-'s boat from Porter's Landing, foot of Dease Lake. In the winter there is

only very occasional communication.

As soon as the country becomes

a little more opened up, Chilcoten will be all settled, but at present the population is

very sparse. At present it ie reached by trail from Ashcroft, the journey taking three

days.

CHILLIWHACK.

INCLUDING CENTBEVILLE, CHEAffl AND FOPCUH.

Tha municipality of Chilliwhack, in the electoral district of New Westminster, is

situated on the left bank of Fraser Kiver, about fifty miles above New Westminster,

with which it has daily steamboat connection. At present it is the head of steamboat

navigation on the Fraser River, as the C. P. R. has taken all the trade higher up the

river. It is a fertile valley, from 10 to 15 miles wide, surrounded by high mountains.

The soil is a clay loam and very rich, the crops raised being only excelled by some of

the land at the mouth of the Fraser. All kinds of fruit, vegetables and cereals ripen

to perfection. Chilliwhack enjoys a remarkably fine climate, and the people are

known all over the province as being thrifty and intelligent above the average. Very

little land remains vacant, and most of what is taken up is under cultivation. There

are two post offices in Chilliwhack, one called the Chilliwhack Post Office, which is

located at Centreville, the other at Sardis, about four miles from Centreville. There

are several schools, three churches, besides the Indian mission at Cheam, and good

roads all through the settlement.

There are two hotels, but, so far, no liquor licenses have been granted, and unless

the sentiment of the people changes there will be no liquor sold in the municipality.

The river has been encroaching upon the settlement at the steamer landing, and has

already swept away half of one farm. An attempt was made laat summer to drive

piles to prevent the water coming any further, but the high water washed them out

Centreville, so called from its central locality, is a pretty little village at the

crossing of Yale and New Westminster Waggon Road, and the main road to the

steamboat landing. Most of the businees of this district is transacted here. There

are several large stores, blacksmith and carriage shops, churches, with their ministers'

residences, the post office, savings bank and money order office. Driving eastward

on the Yale and New Westminster Waggon Road you pass through the Cheam district,

and when about 10 miles from Centreville you reach the Indian village of Cheam.
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TRAVEL EASTlrfHTCANADIAN PACIFIC
AND AVOID CHANGES AND DELAYS

The Indians here are highly civiUzed, having good houses and orchards. They do a

good deal of fishing, and many of them work in Messrs. Knight Bros.' mill in Pop-

cum. About three miles above Cheam is Popcum, which lies snugly nestled at the

foot of Popcum Mountain. Here Messrs. Knight Bros, have their large saw mill,

planing mill, shingle mill and lathes, all run by water power. They get their water

from a pretty little lake, about three-quarters of a mile from the mill. They have a

power equal to 400 horse power. Tliese enterprising gentlemen have obtained a lease

of all the islands in the river above Nicomen Island, upon which the Balm of Gilead,

or, as it is commonly called, cotton wood, grows. They have lately set up a steam

mill alongside the saw mill for the manufacture of excelsior from cotton wood. This

is an entirely new industry in British Columbia and well deserves patronage. Popcum

and the upper part of Clieam are outside the munoipality of Chilliwhack, and are in

the electoral district of Yale.

There is an agricultural society in Chilliwhack, which has a show ground and

buildings at Centreville. Tiie annual Fair there is considered to be the best of any

of the local fairs in the province.

DELTA MUNICIPALITY.
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POST OFFICE ADDRESS, LADNEB S LANDING.

This large and important section of the electoral district of New Westminster

occupies the left bank of the Fraser River near its mouth. It is bounded on the north

by Fraser River, on the east by municipality of Surrey, on the south by Boundary

Bay, and on the west by Georgian Gulf. It embraces about 40,000 acres of the richest

agricultural land on the Pacific Coast, the crops grown being simply enormous. Mr.

Calhoun, wlio owns one of the largest farms in this section, asked the writer to see his

crops. In one field there were seven mowing machines at work. He drew particular

attention to a hundred-acre field of Egyptian side oats, which he considerod rather

above the average yield. They stood all over the field at an even height of above 5^

feet. The heads were over a foot long. On one stock, which looked like a fair average

one, there were 112 kernels of corn and an average of four stalks to the root This

field he thought would yield on an average 120 bushels per acre, with a weight of 40

lbs. to the bushel.

Hay crops run from 2J to 4 tons to the acre; oats, 60 to 100 bushels; wheat, 40 to

70 bushels; barley, 60 to 90 bushels
;
potatoes, 10 to 20 tons; turnips and other root

crops, 20 to 40 tons. The soil is a clay loam sediment in places, covered with a black

vegetable deposit. As the whole country is below extreme high water mark it requires

deepening to keep out the water. This has, however, already been done.

A good waggon road runs through the valley from west to east, connecting witli

il
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the New Weatminster and Yale Waggon Road, and numerous side roads render any
spot easy of access. One great drawback to the place is that the land is divided into

blocks which are too large, and many of the owners are unable to till ono-fourth of

what they own, consequently there are thousands of acres lying totally unused and
unimproved. This unimproved land sells at from $30 per acre upwards, and some of

the improved land is held as high as $300 per acre. This seems a very hip;h figure

to pay, but when one takes into consideration the small quantity of available agri-

cultural land in the province, together witli the certainty of a good yield, no matter

what the season may be, it does not seem so very far out of the way.

The main outlet of this district is Ladner's Landing, called after one of tlie

pioneer settlors here. There is already quite a village hero, having six stores, four

hotels, livery stables, saw mill, real estate office, town hall, and seven canneries.

These canneries give employment to upwards of 1,500 hands during the season,

but they are mostly Indians and Chinese. When the fish are running well some of

these canneries put up as many as 1,000 cases per diem. In the summer montlis

there is always good demand for labor of all kinds, i)articularly farm labor, at good

wages. The climate is very mild in winter ano not very hot in summer, being

tempered by a breeze from the Gulf. Snow rarely lies more than two or three days

at a time, and cattle require very little extra feed during the winter. Fruit of all

kinds does well, but so far has not been grown extensively. Mr. E. Hutcherson has

a large nursery and supplies trees to all parts of the province.

Game is very abundant, particularly ducks and geese, and every autumn numbers
of sportsmen avail themselves of the opportunity to till their game bags with com-

paratively little trouble.

There are several sloughs, as they are called, running through this section. The

largest one, called Canoe Pass, separates Westham Island from tlie mainland. A cana!

scheme has been projected, by which direct water communication can be had between

Boundary Bay and Fraser River without having to go round Point Roberts, a distance

of about 70 miles. The length, of the canal will be less than five miles. This will

not only benefit the Delta, but all the lower part of the municipality of Surrey.

Ladner's Landing is about 62 miles from Victoria, 12 from New Westminster, 20

from Vancouver, and 40 from Nanaimo, all of which plases form the market for the

farm produce raised here. Boats call every day, and mails are left six times a

week.

At the lower end of the lake is the St. Alice Hotel and baths. This hotel has ac-

commodation for 130 guests. A small steamer plies on the lake. There are also

numbers of small boats. The fishing and shooting is excellent. Forty miles from

the hotel are the rnins of the old town of Douglas, which was a flourishing business

place during the Cariboo gold excitement, but now only a few Indians live there.

Fifteen miles from the hotel a large mine of Sienna is being opened up. This Sienna

has been pronounced by experts to be equal to the Italian Sienna. Many of the build-

ings in the neighborhood are painted with it.

The scenery in the neighborhood is very grand. The lake lies snugly nestled

amongst the mountains, and is of that l)eautiful clear color peculiar to mountain

water. The Glacier on Mount Douglas, 8,000 feet in height, is visible from the Hot
Springs.

This district is rich in resources, and its future is unlimited. Besides the Sienna

a/ready mentioned, coal croppings have been discovered at Eagle Falls, but have not

been properly prospected yet. Marble is found near the head of the lake. Gold is

found in many of the creeks which flow into the lake.

HOPE.
Hope, in the electoral district of Yale, is situated on a beautiful little flat of about

200 acres on the left bank of the Fraser River, opposite Hope Station. It is about 86

miles from New Westminster, and is practically the head of steamboat navigation on

the Fraser, although occasionally steamers go as far as Yale. It waa once a prosper-

ous town, and is still of considerable importance, being the chief trading post for the

hunters and miners going to the Similkameen and Rock Creek country. Silver ore

has been discovered in the mountains near Hope, which promises to be very rich.

The Eureka Silver Mining Company is located within seven miles of the town. Gold
is also found. The town was visited by fire last summer and the two hotels both

burned to the ground. These have been rebuilt ; otherwise the town looks exactly

the same as it did fifteen years ago. The Hudson Bay Company and Mr. James
Wardle have each a store here. There is also a public school.

The climate is very dry, and healthy, fruit of all kinds does remark-

ably well The writer had the good fortune to attend the Show held by the Inland

Agricultural Association in October, 1890, and took some samples of fruit and grain to

Eastern Canada, which were pronounced by experts to be equal in quality, and much
superior in size, to any grown there. There is a good weekly paper, Tlie Inland Sentinel,

which has a very fair circulation. There are a number of first-class hotels in the

town.

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KOOTENAY DISTRICT.

This district embraces the whole Columbia Basin in British Columbia. The

^'eography is puzzling in the extreme. The Kootenay River rises (latitude 51° 15'' N.)

in the Rocky Mountains, and flows south into Montana and Idaho, passing the sources

of the Columbia, its parent stream. The Columbia flows north (from lat. 50° 12'),

forming a great bend beyond the Canadian Pacific Railway, and returning southward

to a point 15 miles north of the International Boundary, there it receives the Kootenay

tributary upon its return from the United States. There is thus an actual island six

hundred miles round embraced in the great bends of the two rivers, and comprising

he whole Selkirk and Purcell Ranges. East Kootenay consists of the upper Kootenay

and Columbia valleys between the Rocky and Selkirk Ranges. Great Bend is the

sweep of the Columbia north of rhe Canadian Pacific Railway round the northern

end of the Selkirks. West Kootenay is the Columbia Valley from the Canadian

Pacific to the International Boundary, and the Kootenay Valley from Ihe return of

the river from the United States to its junction into the Columbia. Kootenay Lake
is comprised in this western valley of the Kootenay.

East Kootenay, the district lying between the Rocky Selkirk systems, is some
2,300 feet above the sea, and its valleys of the Upper Kootenay and Upper Columbia

enjoy a fine dry climate, and are well suited for cattle raising. Open forests, fine

timber, and benches covered with bunch grass, are the leading characteristics, and

the climate and scenery make the district especially desirable for those making new
homes in the west. At the principal town Golden, on the Canadian Pacific, there is

being erected a smelting plant for treatment of the ores of neighboring silver mines

in Mount Stephen and the Spallumcheen Valley, and these are expected to sustain

a considerable population.

Donald is situated at C. P. R. crossing of the Upper Columbia and has a divi?ional

terminus. A wide canal has recently l)een constructed by the Kootenay Valley'e Com-

pany, connecting the Kootenay River with the sources of tho Columbia, and here is

situated the town site of Grohman..

Further down the Kootenay, and at the month of AVild Horse Creek, famous for

the gold excitement of 186?>, 1864 and 18«5, when a thousand men were getting from

one to three oz. a day to the hand, is Fort Steele and Galbraith's Ferry. This is the

point of departure by the IMoyoa trail for West Kootenay. In Crow's Nest Pass, at the

liead of Elk River, there are fifteen seams of coal in one section, and some of them

are very large.

GuBAT Bend.—This region is an untleveloped mineral country of great import-

ance, as shown by operations on the western portion round McCullough Creek. It is

yet difiicult of access and little known.

AVest Kootenay consists of two distinct regions. The first is the Columbia Valley

territory to Ilevelstoke on the C. P. li., which is also at the outlet of the lUecillewaet

Valley. Silver is the principal product, for besides the mines in the Great Bend

country, heavy shipments may soon l>e expected from lUecillewaet, where there is a

flourishing camp. Upon the Columbia are the beautiful Arrow Lakes, a body of water

lying between the Selkirk and Gold Ranges.

145 miles south of Revelstoke and 15 miles north of the Boundary, is the outlet

of Kootenay River. This river, after passing round its great bend through Montana
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and Idaho, re-enters Britisli Columbia between the Selkirk and Purcell Ranges, and

then falls into Kootenay Lake, which runs northward some 65 miles. Half way
down its course is the branch, called the West Arm, whence the Lower Kootenay

descends by a series of five cataracts to the Columbia at Sproat's Landing. Upon
Kootenay Lake are tlie Warm Springs and Hendryx mining camps, and at the

former is the town of Ainsworth, with, at this time, a population of about 50. The
camp has several hundred silver claims, most of ^'hich show remarkably fine pros-

pects, and some are of exceptional promise. At the Hendryx camp is the Bluebell

Mine, where two contiguous ledges of about 80 feet each are being prospected at an

immense outlay, by Eastern capitalists. The Nelson Camp, in the West Arm, includes

the magnificent Silver King Belt of silver claims on Toad Mountain, and the scarcely

less remarkable gold belt on Eagle and Forty-Nine Creeks. Copper in large bulk has

also been found, and the Queen Victoria claim has just been bonded for $50,000 by

Canadian Pacific Railway oflScials. Nelson, the central depot for this camp, has already

about 40 houses and rapidly growing into a city. Sproat's Landing, above mentioned

on the Columbia, will soon be a flourishing town, and the Canadian Pacific Company
are now connecting it with Nelson by the first link of what will ultimately become
the railway system of the Southern Interior. The Spokane Northern Railway is now
heading for the boundary on the Columbia, and the Northern Pacific will probably

build a line this year to near the boundary on the Kootenay, both with the design of

tapping the silver camps on Kootenay Lake by means of steamboat connections.

The scenery on Arrow and Kootenay Lakes, and the splendid cataracts on the

Lower Kootenay, no less than the almost unequalled fishing of the district, are well

calculated to attract tourists.

Access may be had by steamer from Revelstoke on the C. P. R. to Sproat's Land-
ing, and thence bv pack trail to Nelson. The steamboat fare is §7.00. The distance

by trail is 20 miles, and saddle horses are to be had at mo(lerate charges.

Afceas from Kootenay, Idaho, on the Northern Pacific, is by stage 32 miles, for

$3.00 to Bonner's Ferry, and steamboat thence to Nelson is KiO miles, for $5.00.

LANGLEY MUNICIPALITY.
The municipality of Lanj^ley is situated on tlie left or south bank of the Fraser

River, about seventeen miles from New Westminster. It has a frontage on the

Fraser of ten miles and a depth of about nine. It is almost exclusively an agricul-

tural district, and cunlains some really fine land. At Fort Langley the Hudson

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Bay company have a store, and about 2.^ miles from the Fort a large farm. The soil

in the whole region is a licli loam on a day subsoil. There are three post offices in

the municipal'ty, namely : Fort Langley, Langley Prairie and Aldergrove. It is also

well providod with cimrches and schools. The district is well watered and well

drained. Besides the Fraser River there are two small rivers, the Salmon and

Nicomekl. These latter rise near the east of the municipality at points not far dis-

tant from one and another. The former, which flows northwest into the Fraser, near

the Fort, drains tlie northern slope ; the latter flows westerly into Mud Bay, drain-

ing the southern slope. Trout are plentiful in both these streams.

Fort Langley, as the steamboat landing is called, was in early days selected as

the site for the capital of British Columbia by Colonel Moody, who afterwards changed

it to New Westminster. Here the mails arrive daily, excepting Sundays and Mon-

days, while steamers call daily. There are several stores and hotels here, while

within a short distance are a sawmill and a grist mill.

Just across the ridge from the Fort is the Salmon Prairie, which is supposed to

be the old bed of the Fraser River, but which is now used as a pasture ground. It

comprises some 2,000 acres. AVater fowl abound here during the autumn and winter,

affording excellent sport.

A few miles in the rear of the fort is Langley Prairie, tlie best agricultural belt in

the municipality. It is well supplied with roads, schools and churches.

The farmers through this whole section are going largely into fruit raising. The
climate is much warmer than on the coast, and both peaches and grapes ripen

readily.

PORT HAMMOND.

This important and extensive municipality is situated on tlie rijiht l)anlv of

Fraaer River, on wliicli it lias a frontage of l(i miles. It extends from Stave River on

the east to Pitt River on the west. It is for the most part lightly timbered and easily

cleared, but very little remains vacant. At Pitt river there are large pruiries, known
as the Pitt Meadows, i'liese meadows comprise fiom oO,()(H) to -lO.OOO acres of level

land, but are so very little above the level of the Fraser that they are subject to

annual overflows from that river. This renders them worthless for anything but

dairy purposes. Dyking hus been tried to prevent the encroachment of the river, but

so far without avail, as the subsoil seems to contain so nuurh quicksand that the water

rises inside the dyke to the same level as the outside. A company received a (!har-

ter for dykeing these lands, but it expires duiing tlie (tourso of the current year, and

they have up to date accomplished little. The rest of the land in the municipality is

high laud, being a loam with a heavj clay subsoil. This clay makes a superior class

of bricks. Outside of the brickyards, agriculture and fruit growing are the principal

pursuits. The land yields an abundant harvest, and the close proximity of the

municipality to the markets of New Westminster and Vancouver renders it a very

desirable place for the growing of small fruits. The Canadian Pacific Railway nms
through the district, close to the water's edge. Trains both east and west stop here,

and the steamers plying up and down the river all call, thus affording the best com-

munication. There are tiiree post offices in the municipality, viz., Port Hammond,
Port Haney and Whonnock. It is also well supplied with both educational and re-

ligious advantages.

Port Hammond, 24 miles from Vancouver, IG by rail, 12 by water, from New
Westminster, hai> for some years been laid out for a town site. Lota have been

changing hands at a figure ranging from $100 to §250 per lot, (i6ft. x 120ft. A large

boarding house has lately been erected, and Mussrs. Lazenby Bros, have opened a

large general store. Here are situated the money order office, and express and tele-

uraph office for the whole municipality. About iialf a mile from the station are two

churches, belonging respectively to the Church of England and Methodist denomina-

tion. There are also a school and town hall.

NEW CALEDONIA.
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The New Caledonia District is one of the larjj;est of tlie Hudson Bay C-o.'8 trading

districts, bein^ upwards of 300 miles square. It comprises part of three electoral dis-

tricts, viz., Cariboo, Cassiar and New Westminster. It includes most of that district

commonly known as the lake country.

The resources of this district are confined to peltries and gold. The amount of

furs procured annually is very much less than in former times, owing to the fact

that the country has been burned over so frequently of late years. It is now hard to

find any extent of country that has not been burned over quite recently. If the

government does not take active measures to prevent Indians and others from allow-

ing fires to spread, the whole country will be ruined so far as timber and furs are

concerned.

Gold is found on the Fraser, Parsnip and Nechacn rivers, and in the Finlay

branch of the Peace river. The whole of the northeastern portion of the district is

considered auriferous, and no doubt the near future will see many new mines de-

veloped.

Fort St. James on Stuart's Lake, about a mile from its outlet, is the head post of

the district- The fort is built on rising ground and commands a beautiful view of tlie

lake and surrounding mountains. Agriculture here has always been fairly success-

ful, but has been confined to barley, oats, potatoes and vegetables. Wheat has been

tried, but with no measure of Huccess.

Fort George, at the junction of the Nechaco with the Fraserjis the most southerly

post. Here is an Indian village in the vicinity. Farming operations are here con-

ducted on about the same scale and with the same measure of success as at Fort

James.

Mr. Charles Ogden is the ofiicer in charge of the Po&t. There are no white resi-

dents.

Fort Fraser is another post on a lake ot the same name. There are two Indian

villages but no white residents. Good crops of barley, oats and potatoes are raised,

the company wintering most of their horses and mules here. Mr. William Sinclair is

in charge of the post.

Stony Creek Pop", is situated about 30 miles east of Fort Fraser. It ie a post of
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little importance, as tlie rountry around it has been hunted and trapped over ao

much that the furs are quite exhausted. There are two Indian villages, but no resi-

dent whiles. Nothin;,' in the way of farming can be done here, owing to the fre-

quency of summer frosts.

Fort McLeod, on McLeod's Lake, was once a very good fur post, hut furs are now
very scarce. The waters of tlii.s lake find their way to the Arctic ocean by way of

the Peace River. Mr. E. S. I'eters is in charge of the post.

Fort Connolly, on the lake of the same name, is situated among the mountains,

and is somewhat inaccessible. There are no residents, either Indian or white. The
post is visited periodically by a few Siccanies and Atnas. The trade is inconsider-

able. The salmon ascend to this place, and form the main subsistence of the Indians,

and it may be said that the salmon form the main subsistence of all the Indians in

the whole district, except those who hunt on the last of the divide. Mr. T. R.

Alexander is at present in charge of the post.

Fort Babine, on the north end of Babine Lake, has no white residents, excepting

the officer in charge, Mr. Angus Mcintosh. The waterj of this lake find their way to

the Pacific Ocean by the Skeena River.

There is no postal system through this district, letters only being conveyed oc-

casionally by the H. B. Co.'s pack trains. There are no roads, only trails, made for

the pack horses. Most of the miners who frequent the Omineca winter elsewhere.

There is some exciitement just now concerning a new creek near Vital creek.

Coutlies is a centre of importance; has a large general store (Blair & Co.): good

hotel, blacksmith and butcher sliops.

Coutlies is surrounded by large agricultural, pastural and mining interests

coal deposits in immediate vicinity are extensive ; the article is pronounced exc<

by competent authorities; the deposits are to be developed shortly, which will bo the

cause of large trade and good business in general throughout the district.

The (luartz ledges are i)eing developed, and the prosfiects are that this will be

quite an important branch of the mineral line in this district.

Nicola Lake has, so far, lieen the chief centre of the district; contains a large

general store, kept by A. E, Howse; in connection with the store is a lumber yard,

and portable steam saw mill, planers and other modern attaciiments. Mr. How.«e has

under way, and will shortly have completed, a lir8t-clas.s roller grist mill, with a cai)acity

of 36 barrels [ler day- It is furni.shed with the most improved machinery that could

be procured.

The London Nicola Mining Company are exjjend-

ing large sums of money in testing the extent and character of the ore found in their

property.

Nicola has always been known as a stock raising centre. Its position renders it

The North-West Coast district, as it is ctininionly called, imlndes all that imnuMiso

stretch of our northern coast lineextendnijr from Alert l!ay on the south to the Alaskii,

boundary line on the north. It bel()ii;-'8, prnjH'rly sjicaking, to the Skeena division ul'

the electoral district of Cassiar. It is a secti ii of the Provinco of British Columbin,

which at no distant date will become one dl the most important wealth-producin;;

portions of the Dominion, havin<r unlimited ])(iHHibilities of expansion in iisheries,

timber and tlie products of the mine. As yet the only industry to which attention ha.s

boon particularly directed, is the canning and salting of salmon, which has wouder-

fnlly imn-eased during the past two years ; the i)ack la.st year havini: exceeded one

hundred and twenty thousand cases.

The waters of the coast teem witli fisli of almost every description ; the most

important, so far as known, being the halibut, skit, oola ban, herring and dog-Hsh.

During last year no loss than six American sdiooners w(m.' reported on the halibut

banks in Queen Charlotte Sound and Hecatf Strait, they toeing engaged in salting the

tish and conveying thorn to the San Francisco market, w' ".re they lind a ready sule.

This being a prolitable business, and our Government not thinking it necessary to

keep a cruiser on the Pacific Coast, those schooners continue to poach on the banks

with impunity.

The skit fisheries were carried on continuously during last year on the west

coast of Moresby Island, Queen Charlotte group. About one thousand barrels of fish

were salted, but there dees not deem as yet to be any market for them. As a food

fish there is not the slightest doubt that the skit or black cod is second to none.

Tiiere is, so far, only one dog-fish <jU refinery in operation, that of the Skidegate

Oil Company on Graham Island, managed by Mr. Robert Tennant. Another one is

in contemplation to be erected by a well-known Victoria firm on Uank's Island in

connection with a yalmon cannery. A ready market is obtained for all the oil at

present manufactured.

The salmon canning industry is very extensively carried on at Naas and Skeena

Rivers; also at Lowe, Smith, Ganlinor and Rivera Inlets.

The timber consists principally (jf spruce, red cedar, hemlock and yellow cedar or

cypress, the latter being especially prized for fiiiishingjluinber and turnings, on account

of the beautiful polish it takes. 'I'here are only three smuU water-power saw mills

located on the coast, and they are all constantly employed in turning out box lumber

and other material for the various canneries.

The means of communication are anytliing but satisfactory. There is no mail

contract let, the C. I'. N. Co. being paid by the postal autlujrities at so much per trip

for carrying the mail. It is no uiicommon occurrence during the winter months for

a period of six or seven weeks to elapse between mails, but in the summer season

they arrive about once a fortnight. The C. P. X. Company despatch a steamer to

Naas and way-ports about twice a month, extending their trip to tiueen Charlotte

Islands if suificient inducements otfer. The "Old Reliable" of the Northern Coast,

the steamer "Boscowitz," under the careful command of Captain Williams, the

veteran steamboat man of the coast, can be always de^iended ui)on for two trips per

month. These steamers call regularly at Alert Bay, Rivers Inlet, Bella-Bella, Skeena,

Metlakahtia, Fort Simjison and Naas River in the order named, and occasionally at

Smith's Inlet, Gardiner's Itdet and Queen Charlotte Islands. Communication with

l.orne Creeks, Forks of Skeena and Otnineca is kept up by canoes during the summer
months, but during the winter the river is frozen over and consequently there is no

tratiic from November till the first of May.

PORT HANEY.

Port Haney, in the Electoral District of New Westminster, forms part of the

mnnicipality of Maple Ridge. It is situated on the right bank of Fraser River, 13^

miles by water, or IS miles by rail, from New Westminster, and L'(i from Vancouver.

It is a flag station on the C. l\ R., autl has daily communication by water with New
Westminster, the steamers running up and down the river calling there. It is a very

important point on the river. Here are situated three large brick yards, owned re-

spectively by Messrs. Becket & Co., Sinclair & Purdy. About 150 men (principally

Chinamen) are employed here. Large sheds have been erected, under which the

brick are manufactured, burned and stored. There is an unlimited and inexhaustible

supply of clay, which, by experts, is pronounced to be equal in quality to tlie cele-

brated Englisli pottery clay. Tiiese brick are all made by machinery, some being

pressed and cut by wire, others being machine moulded. The repressed brick made
here is quite equal to the imported Santa Cruz brick, and has the advantage of being

much lower in price- Vancouver and New Westminster form the chief market for

these bricks, which sell in the yard at from §8 to $12 per thousand, the repressed

being worth $22. Tliese yards have a railway siding to facilitate loading.

INCLUDINa BARNSTON ISLAND AND ANNIEVILLE.

Port Kolls is situateil on left bank of Fraser Rivor, about 10 miles above New
Westminster. A town site baa been laid out tbere and lots are now on tbe market.
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VANCOUVER, B.C.

The town site is situated on a slightly elevate! plateau gently sloping towards the

Fraser Kiver and Serpentine flats. It is partly in the municipality ot Surrey and

partly in Langley. There is daily communication with New Westminster and oth >r

points on the I'raser, and will have a station on the New Westminster Southern Rail-

way, which is now about completed.

An immense deposit of iron ore has been discovered. This ore has been analyzed

and is said to be i.ematite and limonite of the best quality. So far nothing has been

done towards working this mine.

At Annieville, a mile or so below Port Kells, is a large brickyard. The proprietors

of the brickyard intend going fully into the manufacture of Pottery, as the clay there

is of the very best quality, experts claiming that it is "equal in quality to that used in

the great potteries in England.

The land is liglitly timbered in the whole vicinity.

A school house is to be built immediately.

Port Kells is connected by waggon road with the main waggon road of the New
Westminister dist: i(!t, namely, the Yale adn New Westminster trunk road, over which

in early days all the Cariboo freight was carrieii.

A bridle path also, called the "Telegraph Trail," connects it with Langley.

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PORT MOODY.

INCLUDING NEW WESTMINSTER JUNCTION.

Port Moody is situated at the head of Burrard Inlet on the line of tlie C. P. R., lii

miles from Vancouver. By the road, it is six miles from New Westminster. It was
formerly the terminus of the Canadian Pacific Railway, and as such made a great

boom. Property rose to a very high figure and some good buildings were erected.

When the termiuua was moved to Vancouver, Port Moody dwindled down in popula-

tion. The bay is navigable for shipping of the largest tonnage and aflfords good anchor-

age. However, even though Port Moody is not the terminus, it is still and always will

be a thriving little place. It is the centre of a large lumbering business, and has con-

siderable farming ciountry tributary to it. At Barnard, about three miles below Port

Moody, Messrs Ross, McLaren A Co. have erected a large saw mill. Port Moody has

now become qiiite a fashionable summer resort and watering place for the people of

New Westminster. Being at the head of a long inlet, the water gets quite warm,
affording excellent bathing, of which due advantage is taken.

There are two hotels, one store and a good school. At New Westminster junction,

where through passengers change cars for New Westminster, there is one hotel, called

tlie Junction Hotel, and a good farming country. There is good fishing and hunting

all through this district.

Princeton, in the Yale electoral district, is in the valley of the Siuiilkameeii River.

Below we give some extracts from Professor Dawson's reports of the mineral wealth of

British Columbia.

Stock »-aising is the principal business in this valley, but some litttle mining is

going on.

In 1866, a little excitement occurred, aud forty or fifty Chinese went in to work
on the Main River. After this the river was almost abandoned for some years, but

in 188 J mining revived, and a few Chinese have been at work, scattered along the

river from Vermilion Forks to the 49th parallel ever since. Work confined to river

bars and low flats bordering the river. Gold all scaly or fine.

Ashtinoulon River, joining Similkameen from the south; scale gold found, but

mdians object to its being worked.

Siwash Creek, or Five Mile Creek and Wolf Creek, prospects obtained.

South Fork of Similkameen.—Gold discovered by Government prospecting party

under Mr. Allison in 1860, and whites and Chinese have been working oflFand on ever

since. $10 to $20 a day to the hand obtained occasionally in early years on bars.

Whipsaw Creek, worked since the discovery of gold on the south fork, Skagit

River. Prospects found in early years. Nine-Mile Creek, a tributary of tne laat, and
heading hear Granite Creek, worked for a mile or two from mouth.

TuLAMKHN OR NoRTH FoRK OP SiMiLKAMHEN.—Some work done on this river as

early as 1862, and though nearly all t'»e white miners were drawn away to Cariboo

about that time, it is nearly certain that Chinese have been working off and on ever

since. Working jesumed by whites as well as Chinese about nine years ago. River

proved rich from mouth up for about two miles, and paying work still in progress at

various places all the way up to two miles above Eagle Creek, ?3 miles from mouth.

Gold often coarse.

Platinum and native copper are found. It is thought that the extensive benches
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in the angle between the Tulameen and South Similkameen would pay for hydraulic

work, but it is difficult to obtain water for this.

Pellets of silver-glance, strung through with gold, have been found in sluice boxes

above Otter River."

Tlie farmers around and below

Quesnelle raise all the produce consumed by the miners about Barkerville. Messrs.

Reid & Johnston's flour mill is situated across the Quesnelle river, from and to the

south of the town.

Riverside is situated on what is known as Matsqui Prairie, compri.«ing about

10,000 acres of mea<lo\v land, wliidi is all dyked. A large portion of this land was

utterly useless without ilyking, and a company called the Matsqui Dyking Company
obtained about 6,000 acres from the goverment and an assessment from the settlers

for building tiie dyke. This work is now completed, and will be handed over to the

settlers during tlie course of this year. The Dyking Company will sell their land in

small farms of 80 or IdO acres, so that in a couple of years this will be a flourishing

settlement.

Abbotsford, anew town site, has been laid ofl'in this district, and lots are now in

the market. It is on the crossing of the Mission extension of the C. 1'. R. and the

New Westminster and Yale wagon road. The site has been cleared. Messrs. Rand
Bros, of V^ancouver are the aaonts for the property.

Riverside was formerly known as Matsqui, and mail came there for both sides

of the river, but when the C. l". R. was built, and the mail was left at the mission,

that ofiice took the name and paraphernalia of the Matsqui otlice. This causes con-

siderable inconvenience to strangers.

A half-mile race track has been laid out, and the Britishi

Columbia Jockey Club has arranged to take it over, as it is considered to be the best

track on the Pacific Coast. A new wharf has just been completed, having 26 feet

depth of water at low water, and is large enough to accommodate any vessel. There

are a number of very fine farms in the immediate vicinity. Messrs. M. Steves &
Sons, farmers, make a specialty of raising and dealing in pedigreed stock, Holstein

cattle, Suffolk Punch horses and Berkshire {)igs being their favorites. Mr. W. H.

Steves, the owner of the town site, is a prosperous farmer and seed merchant. From
its situation and shipping acilities Steveston will develop into a town of some im-

portance. At present the water supply comes from the Fraser River, but the resi-

dents are negotiating with an Eastern firm to bore Artesian wells, as experts declare

an abundance of water. A large number of lots have been bought there on building

conditions, and even now, owing to its being the headquarters of the fishing opera-

tions, it is a very busy and thriving little place. Many of the fishermen live in house

boats, which they move from place to place, but as most of the fishing is done at the

mouth of the river, this is the most convenient place for them to live. In the summer
they fish for salmon, and in the winter for salt water fish, finding a ready market in

New Westminster and Vancouver.

This makes it very convenient for traflic, as freight can be taken down
the river on a scow or lighter with one tid<.', and the empty vessel brought back on

the next tide. A scheme ha^ been projected by which a canal will be cut across tlie

Delta from Mud Bay to Fraser River, a distance of Ave miles, which, if done, will give

easy water communication witli New Westminster. The drawback to the outer dis-

tricts of Surrey is the distance from market, as up to date, freight and produce liave

to be hauled on wagons to Brownsville, opposite New VV^estminster, in some instancos

over twenty miles, so tiiat this canal, if successfully carried out, will prove a groat

step towards the further advancement of the district.

Surrey is also well represented in church matters, having regular services by

Church of England, Presbyterian and Methodist ministers. Tliere is also an agricul-

tural association with a good, strong membership.

Comparatively little land still remains vacant, but farms can be bought at a rea-

sonable figures. The population is estimatad at 1,600 souls.

Lake is on a level with the Fraser, consequently high water in the Fraser raises the

water in the lake. So far no practicable scheme of dyking has been tried. The New
Westminster and Yule Waggon Road formerly went through this settlement, but now
terminates at tlie lake, as the high water has washed away the road in places, and
through neglect the bridges have become unsafe. For some eight or ten miles the lake,

lies close at the foot of the mountain, and the road was cut out below high water

mark. It is even now passable on horseback in summer, but the way is fraught with

many dangers and difliculties.

Most of the farming done is dairy farming, as the produce is more readily

chipped.

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VANCOUVER.
Vancouver is situated on Burrard Inlet and False Creek, both of which are arms

of English Bay. Burrard Inlet has also two arms, one of which stretches inland some
twelve miles. False Creek would try to make you believe it did likewise, but l)eing

"False" it ends very abruptly, just after making it necessary to go to the expense of

bridging it over. These arms of water give to Vancouver a most enviable ixjsition.

It gives it unsurpassed facilities for drainage. It renders all parts of the city easy of

access by water, as well as by rail, which, as can be seen at a glance, is of immense
importance to a city of any considerable size. The population of Vancouver is vari-

ously estimated at from fifteen to seventeen thousand ; the former, at the time of

writing, being approximately correct. At the date of its incorpo'-vtion, April 6th,

1886, it was less than six hundred. It is confidently expected tliat the past rate of

increase will not only be maintained, but materially increased as the years pass by.

Vancouver is at present naturally divided into three parts, viz., the West End,

East End, and Mount Pleasant.

From the favorite perch of the photographer, the Hotel Vancouver, situated at

the corner of Granville and Georgia streets, if we look to the north we view that

avored residence portion which overlooks Coal Harbor, and beyond this, the

Vancouver Atlantic Associations' new Recreation grounds, a part of Stanley Park,

easy of access either by water or by foot. Beyond are the Narrows, tlie gateway to

Burrard Inlet, Vancouver's magnificent harbor, one of the finest in the world. It is

safely navigable for vessels of the deepest draft at all tides. Its accommodation is

unlimited. Dotting its shores are numerous boat and bathing houses, owned by

clubs and private individuals, which all the season rornd furniali ample accommoda-

tion to thosedevotod to these forms of exercise.

At the foot of Granville street, close on Burrard Inlet's edge, are situated the (•

P. R. freight sheds and station house. Here promptly on time daily, at 2.30, the West

bound train delivers its heavy loads of living freight, for part of which tl\o boats

stand waiting. Onodaily, except ]\Ionday, for Victoria; another bi- weekly for Seattle,

on Monday and Thursday. Wliile at certain intervals the San Francisco and C. P. R.

Co.'s S.S. for ( 'hina and Japan stand waiting for their consignments for tlie several

difi'erent ports for which they are destined.

Farther westward we have a view of part of Stanley Park, a natural park of 956

acres, which at present is noted for its grand possibilities. At a comparatively small

expense this can be made to rival Chicauo's far-famed Lincoln Park, the glory of that

Western Metropolis.

Stanley Park, at present, has not only a superb drive encircling it, but various

by-patlis which intersect it at all angles. It is the favorite resort of the shut-in oflice-

man on his day off. On whatever side you care to ramble you can have the benefit

of the sale air, as it is almost entirely surrounded by this reviving element.

Turning our gaze westward, if the day or evening be fine, the loveliest of sights

meets our view. English Bay, lolling in the golden sunshine or the dreamy moon-

light, as if l)eing rocked to sleep by old Sol himself, spreads itself out before us.

False Creek, creeping up inland on this side, makes the peninsula. English Bay

is the paradise of the small boy. For six months in the year, each day, its

shores are lined by swarms of these future lords of creation, plunged breast deep in

its sparkling waters, and by some more daring spirits still deeper in a state of bliss
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and trunkmiddity. And not only the small boy, but those of larger growth, and even

their mothers and their sisters, take their share, and dozens at a time may be seea

splashing through the wavelets, happy as only women and children know how to be.

While they dress, the accommodating street car is waiting to land them at their doors

in a few minutes in the very heart of the city. The climate is such that this form of

recreation can be enjoyed for six months in the year, and by rugged constitutions all

the year round.

This western view takes in that portion known as the aristocratic section of Van-

couver, in the best sense of tliat term. The finest residence portion of the city crowns

the summit which overlooks English Bay, and this is decorated with some of the finest

palatial residences to be found in British Columbia. Here a»"e found buildings at

which rustics and Eastern tender feet gaze with equal wonder and admiration.

" And still they gaze, and still the wonder grows,

How four short years could pile up such fine rows "

(of buildings). Mingling with these are the cottages, which are the abode of happy

families, the heads of which find remunerative employment in Morse's large 'lumber

mill and Heap's furniture manufacturing establishment, both conveniently situated

at the southern foot of^ Granville street, and furnish work for a large number of

hands.

Beyond False Creek Bridge, the newly -cleared Fairview looms up on a pretty

incline. This has been only recently laid out in lots, and will make a pretty suburban

village in the near future. Its more formidable neighbor, Mount Pleasant, has made,

and is making, most wonderful strides towards the making of quite a city in itr^elf.

This is destined to become at no distant date a most beautiful residence locality, and

when the Electric Car Company fulfils its promise to climb the hill, will be in quite

close proximity to the business portion of the city proper. Upon the beautiful heights

that overlook the busy lower city, all among those forest trees, are homes in which

comfort and refinement are ever blended. Village lanes or country homes could

hardly know greater peace and secureity ; they are at present "far from the madding
crowd's ignoble strife" in the city below. Here are to be found the nursery, the

dairy, the brewery and the tannery.

On this side False Creek are the C. P. R. work shops and Round House, a formid-

able pile of brick, which at all times of the year has a bee-hive appearance.

Farther to the east are Cassidy's sash and door factory. Hart's furniture manufac-

tory, and Slater's shingle mill, all of which are doing a 'ushing business, and from

their central location enjoy splendid shipping facilities- Not far away, on Homer
street, is situated the new B. C. Fruit Canning and Coffee Company.

Leaving Mount Pleasant and the West End, the favorite residential parts of

Vancouver, which, although not wholly destitute of the clang of machinery and the

snort of the engine, do not offer the same inducements to manufacturing interests, we
will now turn our attention to the East End, which no small minority think is the

better half of the city. The West End is the home of the merchant and the profes-

sional man, the Kast that of the lumber king and the mechanic.

Let us then take a look at the busy industrial east End of Vancouver City, where

on every side is the ceaseless buzz of a dozen mills, which tells the world that thou-

sands of thousands of feet of lumber are being turned out every day of the week
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and every week of the year. The output of these mills finds a market in China, Japan,
South America, Australia, California and other States.

Adding to these lumber mills, two iron foundries, the Vancouver Electric Railway
and Light Company, tlie Vancouver Soap Works, Candy Factory, Sugar Refinery,
San Juan Lime Company's Works, whose smokestacks belcidng forth clouds of smoke
by day, and numberless windows flashing with electric light by night, with the C. P.

R.'s engines shrieks as they insinuate themselves in curving lines, all among the

uproar, gives to this portion of the city a truly manufacturing aspect, worthy of a

much more populous metropolis.

Somewhat unsightly are some parts of this East End. Huge lumber mills, some
of which are unadorned with paint or whitewash, and from which the ungainly

smokestack pierce the lower clouds; countless piles of lumber, freshly sawn and
stored up for use in case of emergency, are only to those immediately interested very

beautiful to look at. More inviting are the blocks of wooden homes, the comfortable

abode of hundreds of operatives. And occasionally we have blocks of handsome
dwellings approaching in grandeur and elegance some of the homes of our aristocrats

ofthe West End.

The new B. C. Sugar Refinery Company's buildings are worthy of special

mention. Situated between the railroad track and the inlet, the shipping facilities

are unsurpassed. The main building is a stately pile of five stories of white brick.

It has given, and will in the future give, employment to a lary;e number of workmen,
and promises great things for Vancouver.

The business portion now claims our best attention. Landing in the city by
train or boat we will at once be introduced to the main throughfare, Cordova street

Those putting up at the Hotel Vancouver, the Leland House, or the Ontario Houset

will be directed up Granville street. But the great majority will make for Water
street, the great hospitality street of the city. Here you can always get any accom-

modation you may prefer.

Hastings street, west, is fast becoming a business street of no mean appearance.

Here are to be found some of the finest blocks in the city. Granville street, in keep-

ing with its aristocratic surroundings, stands out as the solid stone and brick street,

and would do credit to any city in the Dominion.

Commencing at the foot of this street, and passing through the main business

portion, is the Electric Railway. Take its whirring car and in five minutes you have

passed through the wholesale quarter of Granville street; in another minute

you are among the real estate offices of Hastings street west. Cambie street leads

you into Cordova, which is the general retail centre.

Carrall street joggs you on to Powell street, through which you run, having an

opportunity at Westminster avenue to take its car, which in some six months hence

the line having been surveyed—will land you in the Royal City. In 20 minutes time

cents.

Throughout the leiigtli and breadth of the city the electric globes blaze high aloft

illuminating the dark places and making it quite safe to venture to any part of the

city at any hour of tlie nigiit.

Across tlie Inlet from the East End is the location of a saw mill company,

Moodyville, which communicates with the city by means of a ferry three times daily

each way.

Near the Narrows, on the same side and opposite the West End, is the village of

the ,Red man, which, white with paint and whitewash, looks beautifully neat and
trim in the distance.

The Telephone Exchange has some 300 subscribers.

The Fire Department lias two brigades which employ 60 men.

The Water Works plant, built at an expense of $250,000, supplies the "ity with

the purest mountain water.

Gas and electricity contrive to turn night into day.

Tlie school system is in keeping with the progress of the city.

Two parks are already at the disposal of pleasure seekers, and four others are

provided for.

The citizens will now be able to buy their vegetables from the producer, as the

market hou^e, a very creditable structure, situated on Westminster avenue, is ready

for ocou])ation.

The Cemetery is now easy of access and at a safe distance from the city on North

Arm Road.

Th«^ I'olice Department, with headquarters at City Hall, manage to keep the

unruly tolerably quiet.

The sick are carefully provided for at the City Hospital, corner Seattle and Pender

streets, and at St. Luke's Home, Oppenheimer street.

The Board of Trade numbers the foremost business men among its members.

The new Court House and Registrar's Office at the corner of Hastings and (Jarabie

streets lias a very presentable appearanca.

The city now has the proud distinction of having two representatives in the Pro-

vincial Legislature.

The different orders are well represented, every other man you meet having his

badge, button, or other distinguishing mark of honor.

Thirteen churches grace the city.

The news Held enjoys unusual prosperity. Its representatives are: Tlie Neivs

Adverliser, The. World and The Tdeyram, publishing both dailies and weeklies, and
Home Cheer, monthly.

Of great importance to Vancouver are its steamship lines—one with China and

Japan, and one with Australia, both of which have been handsomely subsidized by

the British and Canadian Governments to the extent of $500,000 to each line.

A large trade is exfjected to spring up with Australia in manufactured articles.

New steamships are to replace the old ones on the China and Japan routes, which will

greatly augment the present existing trade. This is to be their home port.

A new Post Office and Custom Hou^e ia in course of construction. A new house

for B. C.'s banking business and new C P. R. offices will overlook the harbor ere

anothei year comes round.
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One thing yet remains to be said of Vancouver, and this is of vast importance,

that she is fast becoming a city of homes.

Tlie three building societies now in sut-cessful operation are assistinji very mate*

rially to bring about this happy consummation, so devoutly to be wished. In the

course of ten or twelve years hundreds of growing families will have homes of their

own, and instead of having the rent collector calling montly, each family will own its

own home, as lots have been sold all throu'jrh the city at a small figure, but on

building conditions.

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YALE.
Yale, in the electoral district of Yale, is an important station on tlie C P. R., and

is distant 104 miles from Vancouver, It is piactically the head of steamboat naviga-

tion on the Fraser River, as the canon immediately above Yale has proved an impas-

sable barrier for steamboats. At one time Yule was much larger and more important

than it is at present, as all freight to Cariboo and ttie upper country was carried to

Yale by steamer, and from there transported by pack teams and wagons to its desti-

nation. It is situated on a small level plot totally surrounded by mountains. ''T'here

are several mining claims located at Yale. TJie Fraser River Gold and Gravels Com-
pany and the Anglo-American Hydraulic Mining Company have offices here. The
latter company have constructed a large raft, on which is situated very powerful

machinery for forcing water. They intend to wash a large gravel tlat or bar, which is

situated just across the river from Yale. Fruit does remarkably well in the neigh-

borhood of Yale, and is sold mostly in small quantities to passengers on the trains,

thus securing a large return to the venders. A Church of England school for girls,

under the control of the Sisters of All Hallows, provides excellent eilucational faci-

ities. There is also a good public school. The Church of England has regular ser-

vices every Sunday.

The traveller ascending; tlie Vraser River comes, some fil'teon miles from the Gulf of

Georgia, to a point whore the waters of tlie river divide, to sweep this way and that,

around the fertile delta, and at this point tlie city of New Westminster bursts upon
his view, occupying a commanding site on the north bank of the noble stream, and
combining in itsolf the advantajiea of an ocean port and inland centre.

Other advantages also its citizens are n<jt slow to claim for it—such as a climate

owing toils sheltered situation, more soft and genial than that of other ctast cities,

and a situation as the natural centre of the rich Fraser valley, wliich makes the future

a thing absolutely certain, lifting it (Hiite beyond any chance of being " left out in the

cold" by a shifting of lines of travel.

Eight miles from the main line of the Canadian Pacific Railway, New Westminster

procured connection by a branch some five years ago, and since tiiat time the place has

grown with a steadine^'S and rapidity which has surprised even its most sanguine citi-

zens, and the fact that this growth has resulted entirely from the development of the

resources of the immediately surrounding country, is ample guarantee that it will con-

tinue.

The prosperity of the city flows from three main sources—lumber, fish and agricul-

ture.

The Royal City Planing Mills and Brunette Saw Mills, both large and flourishing

establishments, and the Mechanics Mill, a newer and smaller, but thriving concern,

are within the city limits, and the McLaren-Ross Mill is situated just beyond the

town's eastern boundary. The latter, said to rank as one of the largest and best

equipped on the Pacific Coast, begins active operations early this year. These estab-

lishments give employment to a large number of men and own a small fleet of steam-

ers. Their sliipments, both by ocean-going vessels and by railway, are already large

and increasing rapidly, while the home demand supplied, may be guessed at from the

fact that of re.«ldences alone, besides other buildings, four hundred were erected in

New Westminster in 1890, and in the same year, over twelve miles of wooden side-

walks were laid in the streets.

Seventeen salmon canneries were in operation on the Fraser, within easy reach of

New Westminster, last year, and the lumber required for the thousands of packing

boxes used by each of these establishments.is in itself no contemptible item in the busi-

ness of the mills.

Half a million of money ($500,000) is a moderate estimate of the amount which will

be paid by the mills and fisheries for wages alone during the year.

The agricultural wealth of New Westminster district is dealt with elsewhere ; and as

New Westminster City is the centre and distributing point for the district, it of course

benefits largely. Notwithstanding the competition of the railway, and of roads which

are extending and improving year by year, four distinct lines of river steamers find

constant employment oetween the city and the agricultural settlements, and this, of

course, implies a large volume of business for merchants and shippers.

A woollen mill, two foundries, three machine shops and carrit^e factories, three

furniture factories, two cigar factories and two establishments which make a business

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of shipping fresh fish to eastern markets, must be added to the list of existing indus-

tries, or " going concerns" within the city, and all those give evidence of prosperitv.

The city has a high school, a central and two ward schools which are under the care

of the government and free to all . The ro are also several private and denominational

schools, a flourishing Y. M. C. A. with its own brick building, a public library, eight

churches, two banks (British Columbia and Montreal), an opera house and three pub-

lic parks. On the improvement of the latter, $45,000 has been expended during the

past two years

Private and civic enterprise iiave kept pace with the growth of the city. Wooden
buildings are no longer erected in tiie business part of the town, and the old time

structures there have almost disappeared to make way for the solid blocks of brick and

stone which occupy their former sites ; while on the residential streets, the handsome

and costly residences constantly going up, bear witness to the fact that the people of the

city have faiiii in its future. In 1890 the civic authorities expended about $10,000

on street work, the bulk of it being to open new streets. Tliey also let contracts a.)i-

gregating over $350,000 for a water works system, the supply to be obtained by gravi-

tation from a mountain lake. Nearly half the cost of these works will be represented

by wages to be paid out in the city during tli »sent year. While this volume is ;>'o-

ing through the press, the city is putting in lii electric plant to light its streets ami

public buildings, as well as for the supply of private consumers, so tliat the city owns

the electric light and water works. A joint stock (Company has begun operations on

an electric street raihvay system.

So far New Westminster has progressed, notwithstanding its very imperfect means

of communication with tlie United Stales territory immediately south of it. This

"long felt want" is now .supplied. After several disappointing delays, the N. W. i\c

Southern Railway (which has become a part of the Great Northern system) is rapid-

ly approaching completion and before these lines meet the reader's eye, passenjier

trains will be running from New Westminster to Seattle, in the State of Wasliington.

Many are conlident that the census of this year will give New Westminster a popu-

lation of 8,000, while others figure it as low as 7,000. The important fact, however, is,

that the population for a considerable time has been increasing steadily and rapidly—

certainty at a rate not lc'.ss than twenty per cent, per annum.
