575 Children Protected.

Under this arrangement 273 homes,
each essential and valuable in 1ts
sphere, have been held together and
protected, while 528 children, drawn
from England, Ireland and Scot and,
as well as all parts of United, Stat's
and Canada, are being cared for by the
society. Over 50 more have been bene-
fited indirectly because, thru this re-

1 lief, the mother has teen able to re-

marry happily. So that in all over 575
children in these few years have been
protected by the ministrations of the
society, at that per.od in the'r lives
when care and discretion are most
needed.

Assumes Parental Duties,

In these days when sociological preb-
lems are being discussed and publicists
are pointing to the tendency towards
race suicide, it is remarkable and com-
mendatory that a large fraternal hro-
therhood like the 1. O. F. should as-
sume by its own-act the parental re-
sronsibilities and become the provider
and mainstay of the home. What this
means mentally, morally and physi-
cally to the younger generation, and
what it will mean to Canada when
these, whom fate has cast upon our
bounty, become citizens of the D min-
ion, cannot be overestimated. It has

often meant, as those associated in the |

work well know, the difference between
hunger and p'enty, between nck dness
and protection, between exposure and
shelter. Often indeed the negative sit-
uation would have resulted in vice, and
a consequent cost many times in ex-
cess of the philanthropy to the coun-
try.
A ‘“Happiness Fund.”

The organization of the scciety is so
maintained that these wards are in
constant touch with the head office.
In some cases the children are many
miles away, but they are encouraged
in educational progress, prizes are
awarded for high standing in class,
and frequently the little ones address
the kindly hearted superintendent as
“your affectionate boy,” or “your lov-
ing child.” These evidences of appre-
clation ate not wasted upon the big
hearts at the head of the order.

Not the least significant feature in
this connection is the “‘Orphan’s Hap-

| piness Fund’—a trust fund made up

entirely of voluntary contributions
from high courts, subordinate oconrts
and private members, which is so dis-
bursed that a Christmas present and a
birthday gift go regularly to each
child, as well as prizes to those who
are successful at school. The system is
so followed that the child who bas
been bereft «of his natural parents
finds in the 240,000 odd members of the
soclety foster parents whose sympa-
thies are touched
are opened. Who knows that time bas
not in her keeping the day when these
little ones will not of the'r foster par-
ents “rise up and call them blessed.”
