WTNNT'PEG, July 30.—(Special).—It is always a difficult matter 

to so calculate the need for harvest labor as to land the men right 
on the field juet when they are needed. Last year quite a number of 
Ontario farm laborers who came west to see tbè cou-ntry and make a 
few weeks' work at high .wages-‘got on the ground too soon, and as 
some of them were unprepared fdr an idle Interval, there might have 
been serious Inconvenience If the local authorities where they landed 
had not helped tihe situation out by finding work on municipal Im­
provements.

. This uncertainty as to the start of harvest le father aggravated 
this season by the changing conditions. The next fortnight is all 
important, and. given good bright weather and drying winds, a real 
start should be made tbe third week In August. Wet. inclement 
weather would push harvesting back dangerously near the frost zone. 
Light frosts are common enough around Aug, 3, but generally not 
sufficient to damage the wheat, .which by that time should be harden­
ing. Then a fortnight of warm weather may be looked for dll real 
damaging frosts come, after the- first week of September,

Until recently indications all were for a harvest earlier than any 

recent year, but there has been a setback, and harvesting ie not likely 
to be general untljV towards the end of the, month. That means that 
most of the harvest help will be wantefi-fpretty much at once. Instead 
of being distributed in relays, with consequent confusion.

Absolutely no steps have been taken by 
the local authorities to deal with the situ­
ation, and the Inspectors detailed to in­
vestigate by officials of the provincial 
board of health in this city report that 
the disease Is raging'In many households. 
In no case, reports the Inspectors, has 
quarantine been established, and on their 
arrival they found people In the eariy 
stages of the disease walking the streets 
and visiting friends.

The vaccination bylaw [s to be rigidly 
enforced, quarantine • Is to be established 
wherever necessary; and local health offl-

The Good Roads Commissioners met 
^yesterday morning at the York Muni­
cipal Hall and decided to build a brick 
road on a concrete foundation on the 
Weston hill, and Engineer James was 
instructed to push on with the work.

35000, which Is 32000 more than would 
be required to construct a macadam 
road as originally proposed. The com­

The amalgamating plant is to be en­
larged and four plates for separating 
the gold from the rock residue are to 
be added. This will give the mill a 
complement of 10 plates.
