Japan cealized fully she
was making a sacrifice for
peace, but she was lookirg to
the future. It was not a
questions of whether the war
could be successfully continu-
ed, but of whether peace was
not now more advantageous
to Japan. Japan had already
gained all she fought for. It
was only the “spoils of war”
that remained, and having
achieved the real objects of
the war, she could afford to
forego the spoils rather than
be placed in the position of
fighting for money.

While Japan believed she
was entitled to the spoils, ehe
felt that her position was so
strong, her successes so com-

plete, that she could yield
without detracting from the
force of her victory.

four seconds. The shadow bands wera
particularly fine, beginning ten min-

were not seen. The corona was evenly
developed. Prof. Todd of Amherst Col-
lege, head of the American expedition,
took numerous photographs.

It wasn't much of an eclipse that To-
ronto was favored with yesterday.
Those who rose early were humbugged.
Up at the observatory there was a scat-
tering few of the faithful interested in
the doings of the bodies in space. But

wére unable, to make any observations,
and beyond g slightly noticeable dark-
ness for some time after sunrise, no
evidence of the eclipse was manifest.

At Ottawa .and Montreal similar un-
favorable conditions prevailed.

At Washington it was seen for a
stort time and was observed with in-
terest at the United Stateg Nava] Qb-
servatory, and by many amateur as-
tronomers. The sun was never obscur-
ed to the extent of more than six-
tenths.of its diameter, and the obscura-
tion attained its maximum at 6.30 a.m,
The observatory astronomers used their
5-inch comet; seeking telescope and were
enabled to observe three spots on the
sun. This was no discovery, however,
as the presence of the spots had be-
come known before.

At Cambridge, Mass,,

ed by clouds and foggy atmosphere,

DEFENCES OF AUSTRALIA

Commonwealth Cannot Adequately
Provide From Revenue—~Policy
Under Way.

(Canadian Associated Preas Cable.)

Loudon, Aug. 30.—A Melbourne despatch
states tiat speaking on the government
proposals to Increase the personnel of the
partially paid forces by 1300 men and to
store two yesrs’ supply of ammunition,
Hon. Mr. McCary, ex-minister for defence,
made a powerful speech in parliament to-
day, declaring that the time had arrived
for Avstralia frankly to abandon the at-
texpt to provide defences entirely out of
the revenue of the commonwealth, He
utged that government must borrow at least
three-quarters of a million pounds sterling
immediutely to re-arm the forts. Australia
can uno longer burke her respounsibilities.
The speech created a deep impression and
was approved by all parties,

with the council of defence to complete a
defence policy which will nave far veach-
ing effects. Mr, Deakin promises a publie’
statement in a month's time, Experts say
that if the Imperial government fulfils its
promises to improve the Australlan squa-
dron the federation is prepared to make
great efforts involving large expenditure on
coastal defence and the enrolment of thou-
sonds nore men in the citizen military
forces.

Summary Which Purports to Give
Tendencies Underlying Endeavors
of Opposing Plenipotentiaries,

.

The following summary purports to
give the “exact nature of the work
ac¢complished and the broad characteris-
tjcs of the latest tendencies which un-
derlay the endeavors of jeither side”
at Portsmouth, N.H, The statement
says: i

“Speaking generally, a fourfold pur-
poge may be ,discerned in the twelve
historic proposals carefully drafted by
the Japaiiese diplomatists:

(1) 1o restore the entire set of
p.olltlca.l conditjors which the treaty of
ﬁh}l‘monosekl was calculated to ectab-

sh.

‘“(2) To remove, counteract, or as-
gimilate the disturbing factors, polidcal,
economical, and military, which have
come into existence since then,

‘(3) To hinder the, growth of the
new disturbing factors created by the

aggressive policy of Count Muravieff
and Admiral Alexieff, and

“(4) To play the enviable role of a
chivalrous prince in releasing the ,Chi-
nege and Korean princesses fiom the
power of the sorceret’s spell, and in
helping Europe and the civilized werld
to.rights too long withheld,

“Russia, on the other hand, naturally
aimed at proving that she had intended
all along to restore what was not her
own, but had resented the attempt on
the part of Japan to humiliate hér by
compelling her to do so,

Avoided Dictation.

“‘@econdly, she declined to allow the
weording of the treaty clauses to convey
the impression that Japan was dictating
to her while she was obeying. Hence,
the Russzian envoys insisted that their
Jgpanese colleagues shoulq expressly
adopt identical, self-denying ordinances,
which, according to the original clauseg
of the draft of the treaty, Russia and
only Russia was to sign, |

‘“Thirdly, instead of allowing Japan
to arrogate for herself the honor of
championing China and Koreéa, Russia
orenly took their part, ineisting during
the discussion that their intérnational
slatus should be fairly reckoned with
and endeavoring te revive rights of
theirs which still exist in theory, but
are dead In practice,

“Lastly, whenever in dealing with’any
claise Russia made up her mind not to
dispute the substance of the demand
preferred  she’ still insisted on the, pro-
posal being so worded that she should
not appear to sign away rights other
than her own or connive at a future
pelicy of abesorptian which she was un-
able to endorse.” &

The despatch then gives what pur-
ports to be the arguments used by the
plenipotentiadies in discussing ‘the
clauses of the draft of the treaty, as
follows:

“Thus the first clauses demanded the
recognition by Russia of the preponder.
ance of -Japan's political, military and
eéconomic interests in Korea, and
express undertaking that Russia would
sedulously refrain from meddling with
any measures which Japan might deem
necessary to adopt in Korea for pur-
poses of direction, protection, or con-
trol.” (

; Bound Japan.

After giving alleged arguments, the
statement continues:

“The Russian plenipotentiary openiy

declared that while ‘making large con-
cersions .for the causé of peace he
would consent to no form of words im-
plying that Russia by assent or "con-
nivance becomes a party to the, palicy
of the absorption of a Weaker countty
by a stronger. He obtained Baron Ko-
mura'‘s consent to thé!limitation of Ja-
pan's freedom of action in Korea to the
following extent:
. “Russian subjects in Korea will en-
joy. all ‘the rights and privileges pos-
sessed by citizéns of the most favored
natien, '

“S8econdly — On the Russian-Korean
frontiers both the high contracting par-
ties undertake that neither en the Ko-
rean nor on the Russian side shall any
military measures be taken calculated
to jeopardize the gecurity of their i1e-
spective territories,

“Over and above this M, Witte had’

an important note appended in.the pro-|
tocol to thisg clause whereby Jypan's'

obligations towards Korea are defined
as follows: i
As to Korea.

“(1) Whenever any measures shall be
devised for Korea which affect the

govereignty of the realm Japan under-|

takes to acf in harmony with the Ko-
rean government,

“(2) Japan stipulated that she will not
demand the razing of such Russian for-
tresses on the Korean frontiérs as ex-
isted previous to the outbreak of hos-
tilities.

“The second and third clauses 1e-
ferring to the evacuation of Manchur-
ia were merged into one, according to
which Russia and Japan mutually “ind
themselves towards each . other:

“(a) To evactuate Manchuria come-
pletely and simultaneously;

“(b) To hand back to the full exclu-
sive sway of China all the ports in
Manchuria now occupied by the Itus-
sians, ag well as by the Japanese
troops, always excepting the territory
rented by lease on the Liaotung ?enin-
sula.. This clause thus enlarged and
amended terminates with a declara-
tion made by M, Witte on behalf of
the Rusgian government,  that they
neither posgéss nor claim any exclusiva
concessgions, rights or privileges
in Manchuria, which violate
the suzerain rights of China or ciash
with the interests of the other powars.”

In Manchnaria.

“The fourth clause provides that
Russia and Japan shall mutually bind
themselves to do nothing to hinder or
thwart any measures which Ch.na may
adopt for the purpose of developing
the trade and industry of Manchuria.,

After some discussion, M, Witte pio-
posed to.add to the clause “‘a stipuiation
that Port Dalny shall in future, as
in the past, remain a porto franco, optn
to the trade of all nations on the sams
conditions as during the period of Rus-
sian occuration.”

Baron Komura accepted the amend-
ments and they were incorporated in
the protocol. The statement adds:

The fifth clause. stipulating for the
cession of the Island of Sakhalin and
the adjoining islands, together with
the property thereon, was summarily
rejected.

Clause six laid upon Russia the op-
ligation of transferring to Japan the
leasehold of Port Arthmr, Port Dalay,
and all the property thersunto helonz-
ing to Ruse’a. Russia’s plenipotentiary
said that while he was ready to accept
the principle affirmed in the clause, he

would endorse it only if Japan con-|

Fake Antiquities.

Andrew Lang ‘in. Longman’'s Maga-
zine: There is in a famous museum a
famous terra cotta figure of some god
or hero. I do not want to be too ex-
plicit. Now somebod vyof late made
the acquaintance of a Grecian forger,
who showed -him a book in which he
kept photographs of all his nefarious
creations. Across one figure were drawn
lines in red ink, separating the head,
arms and legs from the torso of this
figure. The artist in iniquities explain-
ed that the torso was classical, “honest
Injun,” while the head, arms and legs
were of his own manufacture. Now,
the figure thus restored is the figure
in the famous museum. Nobody had
detected the fraud. and T doubt if anv-
body could. Why should not this
artist, for an artist he iz, work az a
sculptor on his own account, and re-
store to Europe the lost art of =cnulp-
ture? He would not make things like
our gingerbread generals and other
heroes in our streets and squares.

Another archaeologist showed me a

Amomg tae
things were many scarabs in white
chalcedony, all ready made, save that
the faces of the gems were plain, un-
engraved. A modern fakir got posses-
ston of them, engraved them with de-
sigris after the antique, and théy ure
now scattered thru. the collections of
Europe, and prchably America.

NEGRO IS NO COWARD.

As a Strike Breaker, He Proved
Himself in Chicago.

Boys Prepared for Honor Matriculation

Reopens for BOARDERS and DAY Boys

The Chicago strike negroes as strike
breakers, and to make Chicago’s recog-

nition of their labor value a key to
enter the ranks of respected labor in-
stead of the cause of their industiial
ostracism, was the subject of a speech
delivered at the National Negro Busi-
ness Leagues convention. bp 8. Laing
Williams of Chicago-- He said in part:

Out of the 6000 men imported to Chi-
cago as strike breakers, 700 only were
colored men. As soon as these men
reached Chicago a test was mads of
their strength and character. Several
hundred of them paraded the strezts
with no weapons for their defence ex-
cept walking sticks. Bricks, shoes,
stones and everything possible wer2
hurled at these negro workers. DBut
these men, who were considered cow-
ards, marched with heads erect and
firm step with no signs of fear. A
leading banker told me that the con-
duct of the negro men had amazzd
him. Soon firms for which these ne-
groes worked declared that after the
strike was over they would not em-
ploye any except negro teamsters
hereafter.

“The strike demonstrated that the
negro, who is called to do difficult
work, under difficult conditions, is
every inch a man. It should be the
determination of this league to see to
it that the men who must toil with
their hands shall not be allowed to
drift and become the vietims of or-
ganized labor’s contempt or .the easy
tool of selfish and soulless capital.,”

Stories of Plaintiff Haines and De-
fendant Simpson as to the Ac-
ceptance of a Cheque.

A writ asking $25,000 for false im~
prisonment and malicious prosecution
was issued yesterday against R. R.
Simpson & Co-, proprietors of ihe
Royal Hotel, Hamilton, by Lamport &
The action is-
taken on behalf of R. W. Haines of
the King Edward Hotel, Toronto, and
arises out of an occurrence in which
he figured on Saturday last.

Mr. Haines had been staying at the
Hotel Royal last week, being in Ham-
flton in connection, he says ,with a
business matter involving a large to-
tation of bonds. He aiso had something
to do with the apprehension of Waiter
Yager, who was wanted in New York
for embezzlement, and in that way be-
came acquainted with members of the
Hamilton detective staff and also with
Detective Sergt. Collins of New York
and Detective Cain of the Pinkerton
Agency.

“On Saturday morning,’”’ says Mr.
Haines in explaining the subsequent
cecurrences, “I was apprised by De-
tective Collins that he and Detective
Cain, along with Detective Inspector
McMahon of the Hamilton police, were
going to visit Toronto in the afternoon,
and I was invited to become one of
the party. I accepted, but on going to
pay my hotel bill I discovered I would
not have sufficient funds to settle my
account and carry me over Sunday, it
being Baturday and the banks closed
until Monday. I explained the circum-
stances to Mr. Simpson and for my
ewn convenience I would give him a
cheque for my account on the Toronto
branch of the Bank of Ottawa jn the
King Edward Hotel, This, I explained,
would be most convenient for me, as
my time would be very much tak2a
up. I have been a guest of the King
Edward Hotel on and off for the past
two years.

“Mr. Simpson said he did not cash
cheques as a rule, but I informed him
I did not wish the cash, but tendered
it in payment of my bill only, and that
I had added the necegsary exchange
making the total amount $12. He 3c-
cepted, inftialed the cheque and #aid
it would be all right. This was about
1 asked him particularly to
hdve the cheque presented to reach the
bank on Monday morning, when I
would have it covered.

“1 passed out of the hotel ocn the un-
derstanding that everything was sat-
{sfactory and went to the boat. ‘The
last words I said to the hotel clerk
were to hold ali my mail as 1 would be
back on Monday night sure.

“I met the detectives at the wharf
and we spent the trip to Toronto in
the usual gociable manner. On arriving
at the wharf in Toronto we were
hustled into carriages then waiting, on
the supposition that the Toronto de~
tectives were going to show us around
the city. The first place we went {0
was the city hall. After passing thyu
the main corridor we arrived at .he
detective department, where we -were
introduced all around. 1 was ("en
called outside and a te legram for my
arrest was shown me by .Detective
Forest. The time elapsing between my
departure from the hotel at Hamilton
and my arrest was about two and a
half hours. I was taken back to Ham-
ilton, as Detective McMahon's prisoner,
accompanied by the New York de-
tective, and treated as an ordinary
criminal during Saturday night and
Sunday, altho unlimiteq bail was zen-
dered, but positively refused: nor was
I allowed the privilege of communieat-
ing with friends. On Monday merning
in the police court Mr. Simpson with-
drew the charge, expressing regret that
a mistake had ocecurred.”

ONTARIO’S ELECTRIC POWER
PROBLEM. i

The Weekly Sun< Some remarkable
figures relating to Ontario’s power
problem were last week presented by
The Toronto World. It was pointed
out that ome syndicate ihas secured
the right to develop 125,000 horsepower
at Niagara Falls. The sale of this en-
ergy at between $15 and $16 per horse-
power would produce a revenue of $2,-
000,000, or equal to 4 per cent. on a
capitalization of $50,000,000. As a matter
of fact, the syndicate is making con-
tracts for the sale of power to the To-
ronto Railway Company and ‘lighting
companies and the suburban railways
extending out from Toronto at figures
which, if maintained at a corresponding
level all the way thru, will give a reve-
nue of five to’seven millions a year.
This revenue Will be,earned by a plant
the actual cost of which is estimated
by The World at less than ten mil-
.lions. Even after full allowance is
made for operating expenses, enough
should be left to pay interest on invest-
ment and to create a sinking fund suffi-
ciént —if the capital cost is correctly
estimated—to renew the entire plant
every second or third year,

Why is the syndicate enabled to ex-
act such prices from the lighting and
carrying corporations of this city? Be-
cause practically the same men who
control the one control the other, and
the common people can in the end be
made to pay the extra charges in the
form of car fares and cost of lighting.
One corporation is simply the means of
squeezing the general public for the
benefit of a lot of allied corporations,
How is it that the syndicate hopes to
secure corresponding rates from the
smaler users of power in Toronto and
outlying towns? Because it is so en-
trenched that it has a practical mono-
poly, its only real competitor being the
—costly steam power produced from coal,

The Whitney government has done |

well to appoint a commisgfon to enquire
into his whole electrical power prob-
lem. - The report of that commission
should be followed by legislation rigid-
ly limiting the charges which may be
imposed, so that these shall be based,
not on monopoly privileges, bolstered
by the strength given by allied corpora-
tions, but on a fair return for the
capital actually invested and the labor
necessarily employed.

NO DEATH TRAPS AT SEA.

Foreign Ships to Be Made Subject
to British Laws.

“We do not think that foreign ves-
sels trading to British ports ought toi
be allowed to go to sea from our ports
if they are so unsafe as to endanger
life; and we recommend that the pro-
visions of the Merchant Shipping Act,

1894, on this point should in future he
applied to foreign as well as British
ships.”

Such is the gist of the report of the
select committee which was appointed
to inquire to what extent the statutory
reoquirements applying to British ships
should be made applicable to foreign,
vessels trading to and from British
ports,

British ships are required to be mark-
ed with a load-line, and the owner or
master is liablel to a penalty if the ship
is so loaded as to submerge this mark.
Foreign vessels, however, which are
overloaded at any port in the United

Kingdomy may be detained, but there is|

at present no other penalty. |

The recommendations of the commit-|
tee are designed to remedy this defect.

They also deal with the proper stow-
age of grain cargoes, and the rules as
to life-saving appliances, and recom-
mend that foreign veseels should be re-
quired " to substantially comply with
British requirements.

MONTREAL'S PROPERTY RISE.

Assessors Report an Increase Thin
Year of Three Millions,

Montreal, Aug. 30.—(Special.)—The

news was given out at the city hail to-
day that the city assessors, after as-
sessing property for the current yaar,
have found that the increase in values
for 1905 will be over three million dol-
lars,

This fine increase means that the
city, next year, will have three hundred
thousand dollars in addition to the cr-
dinary revenue, to spend upon permai-
nent work on roads,

Our Birth Rate Declining.

The theory that the United States
is in danger of race suicide finds con-
firmation in the bulletin which ihe
Census Bureau has issued, edited by
Professor Walter ¥, Wilcox, of Cornell
University. He says that it does not
pretend to be a complete census of
births, but that it is ‘“an approximat2ly
accurate and significant clue to {he
amount of new blood that is being
brought into the country by nature's

The most interesting conclusions are
that the birth rate has declined per-
sistently since 1860, and that the for-
eign-born women of child-bearing age
show larger percentage of births than
natives. In 1860 there were 634 children
under five to 1000 women of child-bear-
ing age, while in 1900 the proportion
was only 474 to 1000. No reason is »d-
vanced for this decline. The smallest
birth rate in 1900 existed in Massa-
{ chusetts, and the next to tho smallest
in the district of Columbia. The larg-
est proportion in 1900 was in North
Dakota. The proportion wag only two-
thirds as great in the cities ag in the
country.

For the Susguehanna Dam.

Arrangements have now been com-
pleted to finance the construction of
one of the largest power plants in
the world on the Susquehanna River,
near York, Pa. Harvey :Fiske & Sons
of New York are managing the syndi-
cate to underwrite $10,000,000 of the
bonds, and William Barclay Parsons is
to be chairman of the engineering
board. The river will be dammed about
twelve miles from York, and the power
thus generated will be distributed elec-
trically as far as Philadelphia and Bal-
timore.

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OLERGY’S “SILLY SERMONS.”

kminent Physician Asks Them to
Teach Hygiene.

“Stop. preaching silly sermons and teach
the people cleanliness,” was the Lurden of
the reiterated advice of Sir James Crichton-
Browne at yesterday's sitting of the Sani
tary Inspectors’ Assoclation in London.

The clergy, he considered, ought to em-
pley more of their time In helping on the
movement towards  personal cleanliness
and in teaching hygiene,

“We require more and more the co-opera
tion of the clergy in these matters,” said
Sir James, “but I mention it with som:
diffidence, as 1 have fallen under the ban
of many clergymen for saying it, aitho I
am convinced, by my traveling about the
corrtry, that the silly scrmon is still an
existing_fact.

“The clergy,” he asserted, ‘“‘would not
he a bit the worse if they attended classes
for i1 etruction in sanitary science,” Sir
James concluded by uvrging that c¢hildren
shovld be taught cleanliness at home and
that they should be Instructed in the art
of swimming at school.

In a paper on ‘‘Popular Instruction in
Sapitation,”” James Brand elaborated some
vovel suggestions, There was a strong
reminiscence of Mr. Squeers and Dotheboys
Hall in one of the suggestions.

Mr. Squeers told a boy to spell “‘win-
dow,” and then go and clean one. Mr.
Brand said:

‘“Practical instruction should be earried
out so as to become a system for training
the child in habits of cleanliness, and as
regards personal cleanliness, this can best
he done by periodical washing, or, to give
it a name which will not perhaps so read-
ily offend slovenly parents, bathing.’

To carry out this persongl cleansing it
would be necessary to provide baths for
every. school, and it should not be held to
bhe sufficient to wash the child, or to have
him wash himself, but he should he made
to prepare the bath and cleanse it, to n
certain extent at lefst, after he had fin-
ished,

“The ecleansing of the school bullding,”
