This means
that of a total of from 150 to 200 passen-
gers on board, 9 passengers, and 10 sail*
ors have survived. Their condition is piti-
able, but the two physicians, who have
been in almost constant attendance upon
the sufferers, expressed confidence early
today that none of the rescued were like-
ly to succumb.

Only Two Women Saved

One of the ship’s officers, stated that
the Larchmont carried eight life boats and
four life rafts. It is believed that five of
these boats and one raft have been ac-
counted for. , The surviyors contain only
two women, Mrs. Harry Felman, of New
York, and Miss Sadie Gallup, of Boston.

During the night coast guards from the
two life-saving ‘stations patrolled the
beach on the watch for additional bodies.
It was difficult to locate the corpses in
the dark., In nearly every imstance they
were cast up by the breakers cased in a
coating of ice several inches thick. In this
way they were placed -on shore awaiting
identification.

He hur-
ried to the deck, only to bz caught up
in the indescribable' confusion. Seeing
that he could do but little, he ran below
again! to find nearly all the rooms and
the saloon filled with. steam from  the
broken pipes. Passengers rushed out of
their staterooms half dressed or with only
their mght clothes on. The water. was
rushing in and soon the saloon deck was
covered.’ Young again ran up on the
deck. The rising water caught many of
the passengers who were unable to force
their way up the already crowded stairs.
Some who could swim survived wuntil the
water reached the ceiling.  Others per-
ished with the first rush of water.

A Later Report

PRQVIDENCE, R. I, Feb. 13—Up to
10 a. m. today the mames of 125 persons,
who were on ‘board’ the steamer  Larch-
mont when she sank in  Block Island
sound, Monday night,. were known. Of
these nineteen are known to have sur
vived, 11 are among the dead, their bodies
having been identified, and 95 are missing.
Of the identified dead seven were mem-
bers of the crew, and 4 passengers. Of
the survivors ten are members of the
crew and 9 are passengers. Of the miss-
ing twelve are members of the crew and

~ THE THAW TRIAL

Nothing Was Done at Thls Mornmg’s
Session as Juror Bolton Was Given
Leave to See His Sick Wife---Session
Resumed This Afternoon.

NEW YORK, Fob. 13—The opening of
the Thaw trial was delayed today owing
to the illness of the wife of Juror No. 11,
Jos. Bolton. Mr. Bolton asked penmssxon
to visit his home in the Bronx in com-
pany with two court oﬂloers, and was
taken there. Mrs. Bolton is threateped
with . pneumonia.

At 1030 a. m. District A&tomey Jerome
and Mr. Delmas, leading counsel  for
Thaw, were called into conference with
Justice Fitzgeraid, after which the trial
was adjourned uatil 2 p. m.

NEW YORK, Feb. 13—When District
Attorney Jerome takes up the cross-ex-
amination of Dr. Britton D. Evans, the
alienist, in the Thaw case, today, he will
have difficulty in shaking the evidence.
Dr. Evan’s story of Harry Thaw's mental
condition yesterday was clear and concise.
He described Thaw”s appearance and con-
dition on the occasion of the exght visits
he paid him in the .Tombs prison and
explained in what manner these visits in-
dicated to him an unsound mind.

Mr. Jerome will Heed all of his remark-
able knowledge of insanity to shake the
story. That he will endeavor to do so is
indicated from the notes he took during
‘the examination and the fact that he had
the prosecution’s three alienists, Dr. Car-
los McDonald, Dr, Austin Flint, and Dr.
William Mabon, beside him all day and
frequently consulted with them. The de-
fence assumes that it has now laid the
foundation fér testimony which has here-
tofore been excluded.

The cause of ‘the accident has not beent
satisfactorily explained.”

Kmnowlton crashedinto the steamer’s port
side amidships. Captain George McVey,
of the Larchmont,declares that the Knowl-

The steamer Larchmont, which ranin-
to the schooner Harry Knowlton yester
day off Watch '@ Hill, ‘near New London’
(Conn.), was formerly the Cumberland,
and belonged to the Eastern Steamsh:p
Company. She was well known at this
port and for a number of years ran on the
route between here and Boston.

The steamer has had rather a checkered
career. About three or four years ago the
Donaldson ‘line steamshxp Alcides, while
coming out of her berth in Carleton, ran
into. the Cumberland, then at her berth at
Reed’s Point, doing much damage- to the
Cumberland’s upper works. Soon after
this the Ctunberland met with a mishap
and sank in Boston harbor.

After the second accident she was 'sold
to the Joy Line Company. The third and
last accident—that of yesterday—is most
appalling.

RAILROADS AND MONEY.

A New York firm of brokers, dealing
with the acute financial situation con-
fronting United States railroads at the
present time, gives an instructive review
of the events leading up to it. We quote:
“The  railrdads last year prepared plans
for most extensive additions and improve-
ments, made urgent by the enormous per-
centage inerease of freight and passeng-
er business, over mileage. They now find
that means are mnot available. The coun-
try is short on cash and to some extent
on confidence. All plans for new develop-
ment must be, carefully revised and ex-
penditures scaled down to only the most
immediate necessities. Every road in the
conntry will follow the action of the New
York Central, just taken in this direction.
“The impqriant causes by reason of
which the pressnt situation was develop-
ed, are two in number.
“In the summer of 1906; :businees
throughout the country had grown to.en-|
ormous proportions. As a rule, all legi-
timate business enterprises, including rail-
roads, were at their highest point of pro-
duction, and all making money. The in-
sufficiency of capital had mot then made
iteelf markedly felt. Then began the with-
drawal of cash reserves for the crop mov-
ing perio&. This involved taking ont
from under the structure of credit 150
millions; not all at once, but cumulating. '
A withdrawal of 150 millions reserve
means a curtailment of four times ' the

For all that love’s celebration, by mere

chance, fell upon the day that the church |
had set apart as sacred to St. Valentine

the old priest had nothing whatever to
do with the sentiment or practice which
has caused this festival of love to endure
for all time. On the contrary, instead of
being a beloved promoter of tender and
romantic feelings, Valentine was regarded
as a malefactor by the Roman authorities
and was martyred in Rome in the third
century, being clubbed to death and then
beheaded in the Colosseum.

Gradually, however, the observance of
the misnamed Roman holiday overspread
Europe.,'The early practices of St. Val-
entine’s Day on the Continent abounded
in quaint and fanciful conceits. For in-
stance in Italy young people took to ioi-
lowing singing birds until led by the
winged messengers of song into the pres-
ence of their valentines. In France the
youthful believers in romance were wont
to seek secluded woodland pools in the
hope of finding therein the faces of their
destined loves.

It was in England and Scotland, how-
ever, the festival attained the most uni-
versal popularity from its earliest intro-
duction, and that the most hilarious spirif
characterized its observance. In ye olden
time the young folk drew lots for onme an-
other on the eve®of\ St. Valentine’s Day,
and the swain who was not forehanded
-ust needs audaciously choose a valentine

On the evening preceding the festival
day an equal number of belles and bach-
elors assembled at some appointed ren-
|dezvous and each wrote his name upon a
| billet, which was rolled up and placed
| with others of its kind in a basket. Then
| occurred a drawing of lots, the maids tak-
ling the men’s billets and the men the
| maids, so that each of the young men had
| designated by fate a girl whom he called

his valentine, and to each young lady was

| delegated an escort whom she called hers.
| The plan had the disadvantage that each
| person in the company really had two val-
entines, but this problem was in a meas-
ure solved by the unwritten law that each
man should be more loyal to the valentine
that had fallen to him than to the valen-
tine to whom he had fallen. After love’s
lottery had thus divided the company into
couples the valentines gave balls, pro-
vided treats of one kind or another for
their mistresses and wore their billets on
their sleeves for several days. As was to
be expected such temptings of fate fre-

Ere long the poets of the United King-
dom came to the aid of lovelorn young
people, and the market began to be flood-
ed with booklets of “appropriate rhymes”
for lovers and sweethearts of all ages and
stations in life. The first of these aids to
the sentimentally inclined appeared about
1780, and thereafter they continued in
vogue with no loss of popularity until
about 1830. Some of these booklets were
issued annually, like almanacs, each new
edition stored with the very latest produc-
tions of the poetasters.

vide their patrons with fascinating effus-
jons. Gradually valentine manufacture
grew from the simplest processes to the
creation of those ornate concoctions of
lace paper, silver and gold, artificial flow-
ers and embossed pictures, with which the
world has become familiar during more
recent years. After all, however, it is
the valentines of our great-grandmothers
whather the lkeepsakes be of the home-
made or early crudely manufactured vari-

The oldest specimens of valentines in
this famous collection date from the lat-
ter part of the eighteenth century and
are, of course, home-made and of what
is known as the cut-pdper variety. Sach
valentines, invariably delicately cut with
saw-tooth edges, were found, whaen open-
ed, to be filled with written sentiments.
The sheet of paper employed in making
one of these valentines was about as 'sige
as a pocket handkerchief, but. it was fold-
ed and refolded until it was reduced to
an area of not more than lour squaie
inches.

The unfolding of such a valentine treat-
ed the recipient to a continual succession
of surprises. For instance, in the collec-
tion is a valentine sent to Sarah Brait
in 1790, and upon the outside of which is
penned:

The Wall Streetr Jcurnal, in discussing
r‘:&n’c sale of Canadian Pacific pre-
ferred' stock on the London market says:-—
“The spectacle of: the Canadian Pacific
obtaining funds in Londén on a basis of
about 4.06 per cent, while our own roads
are selling notes at home on a basis of
more than'6 per cent, is decidedly instruct-
ive. It is little wonder that when  the
first. reports of this transaction came over
the wires Wall Street was wholly incred”| ¥y
ulous, and all the more so because a large
part of ‘the recent big note issues sold in
New York is understood to have gone
abroad.

Phe cost to the New York Central of
the $30,000,000 recently raised on notes is
understood to be a trifle more than. 6 per-
cent. ‘The Southern Railway _certainly
paid as much, and possibly a little more
for its 815, 000 000. - These rates, high as
they are, are not.a great deal higher than
those that: prevailed for the same kind of
accommodation a year ago, as witness the
sale of $50,000,000 of Pennsylvania Ra‘i]-
road short term notes last May/on terms
which made the road pay noteless than
5 12 per cent, and probably 5 34 per
cent.

The Canadian Pacific’s sale of stock is
not, of course, an extremely important
one in respect to the amount involved,
for none of the large American systems
which are, or recently have been, so much
in need of capital would have been will-
ing~to consider placing an issue so small
as $7,500,000, but it at least conveys a
very nopeful suggestion of the possibility
of obtamlug cheaper capital abroad than
is just now to be had at home. The ne-
gotiations of the Chicago Great Western
to sell $3,001,0)0 of its debenture stock
in  London are another indication along
the same line.”
