and high schools all over the continent
is assurance that in another ten years
any school sufficiently large to provide
a boys’ band or an orchestra of both
boys ‘and girls, and without such an
organization, will be considered quite be-
hind the times. :

When asked for a few particulars on
his methods in developing such work,
a school supérvisor of music volunteered
the following information: At no time
during a supervisorship of several years
have I been without school children as
pupils. studying the various instruments
of the military band. Being also band-
master of the municipal band, sup-

ation of the people for the purpose of
giving concerts through the sumimer sea-
son, you can readily see why, in order
to fill up the gaps in the band caused by
the drifting of young men to the larger
cities, I have pursued the policy of
teaching the boys in the public schools
to play band instruments.

When pupils were sufficiently advanced
to take & seat in the municipal band,
they were allowed to do so, but owing
to the necessity of using an easier grade
of music¢ than the old band caréd to re-
hearse, this plan was discontinued after a
few years, and since that time a new
boys’ band has been organized at inter-
vals of about three years, the good
players going into the municipal band
and the less advanced ones dropping
bzck into the newly-organized band. The
last band, organized two and a half
years ago, consisted of 52 members (47
of whom remain), with a well-balanced
instrumentation. All instruments were
purchased by the members.

" In starting a band, issue a call to all
who are interested. Then lay out your
scheme upon the blackboard, based upon
what would be the proper proposition of
each instrument in a band of 50 players.

Describe the instruments, manner O
playing each, the nature of the part
played. Tell why a boy slow of move-
ment and thought should mot select a
clarinet, which is entrusted to much the
same work the violin has in the orches-
tra; why a boy with protruding teeth
should not play an instrument with a
cup mbuthpiece; why a euphonitm
player should be very musieal, of fairly
good size, of godd lung capacity. It is
surprising how quickly the boys will
agree with the supervisor in assigning
instruments.

After the instruments are given out,
each boy should, have individual lesons
until he can produce a tone recognizable
as to pitch, and can play the natural
scale of his instrument. Then group les-
sons should be given to supplement the
private lessons. Following this, the brass
and reed sections should be rehearsed
separately.

When the director takes his stand the
instruments & placed across the laps,
all talking c and everybody i ready
to hear what the director may have to
say. The director seldom plays,: except
to illustrate. The boys are taught to
follow the baton and never allowed to
overblow. £

what excites wrath is a further exac-
tion of ten to fifty per cent above the
rentails expiring on May 1st next as the
price of continued occupation of the pre-
mises. Landlords may claim that in
raising rents they simply apply the law
of supply and demand; that as with all
other merchantable commodities they
exact the uttermost farthing of profit,
making their hay while the sun shines.
Yet an increase in rents, speaking broad-
1y, seems at this time to savor of usury,
an unconscionable and exorbitant rate
of interest.

Landlords have had their innings in
recent years, and in criecket parlance
have .certainly fattened their average.
Newly constructed houses have not, in-
deed, yielded undue return upon the in-

building, but even in the case of newly
constructed houses the-turn is at hand.
It costs less to build than it did two
years ago. ‘The price of labor is lower,
as well as the price of materials, and in
due course these factors will be reflected
in rentals. Should not the prudent, to
say nothing of the charitable, landlord
recognize this fact and scale his prices
accordingly? High rents halt the pro-
.cess of readjustment, and hamper the
recovery of business. Much too large
a percentage of the average man’s in-
come is eaten up by rent, leaving him
without the means of maintaining his
family in the comforts reasonably to be
expected, and much to be desired. Land-
lords who this year advance rentals are
blind to their duty as citizens, and pro-
bably lacking foresight of their own per-
manent interests.

WAR ON DISEASE WINS.
Surgeon-General Shows Drop in Death

Rate—Predicts a Long Fight.

Washington, March 28.—Familiarity
with hospital work is making the world |
gafe from diseases, - Surgeon-General
Cumming of the Public Health Service
declared tonight in a statement showing
the decrease in deaths from various mal-
adies. He asserted that the great war to,
be waged during the next century is to |
be one to eradicate disease, conserve
health and lengthen life. .

“This war,” he added, “has indeed al-
ready begun and has not a few tri-
umphs to its credit. Some of these are'
well reflected in the annual death rate in
the United 'States which, during the last |
twenty years has dropped, per hundred
thousand of the population, for typhoid
fever from 85.9 to 9.2; for measles from
125 to 3.9; for scarlet fever from 10.2
to 2.8; for diphtheria from 43.8 to 14.7;
for tuberculosis from 201.9 to 125.6; for
pneumonia ffom 180.5 to 123.6; and for
all causes from 1,755 to 1,288. Incident-
ally yellow fever has been eradicated,
and smallpox, plague and typhus are be-
ing held at bay.”

If Our Little Ones Become
Impaired, We Bankrupt the
Nation. "

Among the yearly deaths from tuber-
culosis about ten per cent. are children
wunder five years of age.

As we know tuberculosis is a. pre-
ventable disease, the nation is therefore
not taking proper care of its children.

Reports show that nearly half of the
child victims of tuberculosis die of tuber-
culous meningitis.

It is not true that these children in-
herited the disease; it has been demon-
strated that tuberculosis is a communi-
cable disease caused by a germ gaining
entrance to the body after birth.

Children are particularly susceptible
to infection. More than fifty per cent.
of all children are infected before they
are ten years of age. i

Dr. Hermann M. Biggs eays: “The
conviction has gradually been strength-
ened that the first infections from tuber-
culosis- often occur during infancy and
childhood and that extreme care is re-
quired if this is to be avoided in tuber-
culosis families.”

Every child who has been exposed ,or |
has come in contact with an open case|
of tuberculosis should be examined.

A South Ameriéan Snake
That will Attack Both Man
and Beast.v ~

The wo!,flt temmred snake in the
world is the so-called bushmaster of
South America, writes T. C. Bridges in

There are three
sorts of bushmaster, of which the largest,
called by the Indians the “surucucu,” i8
a yellow monster rangin when full
grown, from nine to thi feet in
Jength. :

, Last yesr a men sent on a megsage
from one ranch in 'Bahia to another did
not arrive. Search was made and his
body wak discovered with a great “sura-
cucu” wrapped around it.

Thé brute was killed, and then it was
found that the unfortunate messenger’s

was one mass of bites, There

the poison-dealing fangs.

THe “Sufitcucu® has another peculiar-
ity which, so far as is known, is shared
by ome other serpent only. This is that
it is capable of making a sound, quite
apart from hissing. It is described as a
low Wi sort of “Phew! Phew!”
If one of these creatures is hidden in a
hollow tree — a favorable resort — its
presence can be detected by the sound
it makes,

The smaller bushmaster is known by
the Indians as the “apagafoco” The
namé means “lover ot fire”

Fire, instead of scaring this snake, at-
¢racts it, and by campers in wet foreést
the copking fire is always extinguished
before sleeping. Otherwise the man
who goes to relight it in the morning
will probably find one of these deadly
creatures coiled in the warm embers,
and possibly pay for the experience with

Havana, Cuba, March 1—“The Key to
the Gulf” is the desigmation by many
when mentioning Cuba. Others eall it
the “Pearl of the Antilles.” Like Nova
Scotia the size cannot be judged by the
coastline, for although it is 760 miles
long with its’ many deep harbors it has
an actual coast line of about 2,000 miles.
The area is 45,81 square miles. The
paopulation is about 8,000,000. Havana,
the capital, has a population between
400,000 amd 500,000—it grows so rapid-
ly it is hard to keep track of it. Fre-
quently it is called “Fhe Parid of the
West” or “The Charm City’ Havana
means “The Vain One,” and Cubans say
“Havana” was a beautiful Indian Maiden
and there is a handsome pure white mar-
ble statue standing in her honor in Colon
Park. The mext most populous city is
Santiago with 75,000 people.

The city was founded in 1515, over
600 years ago.  During the: vicissitudes
of war it changed hands several times
in’the first 800 years. In 1753¢he Duke
of “Albemarle (for whom = Albemarle
street, Halifax, was named) captured the
island for the British, but swapped: it
the following year for Florida. Havana
is Moorish and Spanish in architecture.
The old part has very narrow streets and

proportionately narrow sidewalks and

the buildings have overhanging balconies
where people live, to an outsider in what
seems a mysterious manner. The newer
part of the city on the other hand has
immense sidewalks or promenades,
avenues, driveways, and waterside
drives. Summer resorts, surf beaches,
wonderland gardens and parks; here the
houses are artistic, sumptuous and ex-
tensive with wide casements, great doors
of carved solid mahogany and beautiful
flowers in abundance. i

Cuba has 2,500 miles of raillway, 250 of
which are electrified, converging here.
There are 16,000 automobiles in Ha-
vana, some Fords (tin Lizzies) but many
the best the world affords. The taxi
fare is 80 cents to any part of the city
and from $2.50 up when hired by the
hour. Street car fares are 5c.; the cars
have two trollies, one on each side.

Cuban Characteristics and
Idiosyncracies.

Cuba is immensely ‘wealthy with its
vast foreign trade. Many Cubans are
also immensely wealthy, but are lavish
spenders, The upper lasses are of a
fine type, proud, J'et sociable and oblig-
ing. Themiddle classes are workers and
slso great spenders for fun and excite-
ment; the lower classes are rather shift-
less, but there are few beggars.

Warmth Will Release Germs
. of Pestilence Held Captive
by Frost.

. Moscow, March 4—(By Mail)—The
ipring sunshine that brings warmth and
wild flowers and promises of harvest to
Central and Soutn Russia after months
»f winter snows Is areaded this year as
the harbinger of pestilence. \

the half-clad famine suffering of the
Volga districts, nevertheless ‘has acted
Mso as a germicide. The bodies of the
thousands. of famine dead freze stiffe
wher they lay, and they were taken to
_ thallow graves and handled with little
fanger of contagion except from typhus,
i which is spread by a particular type of
louse. The workers had no fear of chol-
era for the cold rendered any microbes
»f that disease almost harmless.
The spring sun, however, will change
i "yl this. Both the Bolshevik government
ind the American Rellef Administration
shysicians and sanitarians who are active
n the famine regions realize the danger
that warm weather will bring. They are
taking all the steps that their limited
lacilities accord to, guard the people
against an epidemllc of cholera in the
ipring.

" CHEF DETATIR

(Canadlan Press Despatch)

Sydney, N. S., March 27—A demand
for the setting aside of the constitution
of the United Mine Workers and the
naming of J. B, MacLachlan as “chief
dictator”, of the miners of Nova Scotia
for the period of the present fight with
the operators was put forward tonight
in resolutions adopted at mass nieetings
of Caledonia, Dominion No. 4 and Do-
minion No. 2 locals, all large and in-
fluential divisions of the United Mine
Workers. \

At Dominion No. 1 President Robert
Baxter and W. P. Delaney were hissed
down and refused a hearing while the
miners voted for MacLachlan as chief
dictator. :

At New Waterford No. 14 colliery
has officially adopted MakLachlan’s pol-
icy of striking on the job and the move-
ment seems to be gaining headway
throughout the Glace Bay and New
Waterford areas.

The annual meeting of the Theobald
Fish and Game Club ‘was held last even-
ing in the office of the sécretary-treas-
urer.

New Company Incorporated
with Authorized Capitaliz-
ation of $15,000,000.

Toronto, March 27—The Dominion Al-
loy Steel Corporation, Limited, incorpor-
ated under the Dominion Companies Act,
with an authorized capitalization of $15,-
000,000, will establish a plant at Sarnia,
Ont., and undertake the production of
.alloy steel in Canada. The enterprise
will be an important addition to ‘Cana-
dian industry. According to plans made
public today, construction of a plant at
Sarnia capable of tirning out 50,000 tons
annually of alloy and high carboned
steels for motor and allied manufactures
will be undertaken at once. :

The work will be financed by the sale
of $3,500,000 cight per cent. curulative
preference stock of the company. It is
understood that of this amount $2,500,-
000 has been underwritten in Detroit and
Cleveland and the balance of $1,000,000
will be handled in Toronto and Montreal
by a syndicate of three Canadian in-
vestment houses.

The new company will have associated
with it business men who are well up in
the steel industry. While the officers
have not yet been named, it is understood
that George A. Simpson, of Hamilton,
formerly sales manager and special re-
presentative of the Steel Co. of Canada,
will be one of the vice-presidents, and
will act as general manager. Other di-
rectors so far named are the following:
Harry R. Jones, Canton, president of the
United Alloy Steel Corporation; C. Har-
old Wills, Marysville, Mich., formerly
chief engineer Ford Motor Company; J-
J. Mahon, Newark; Sir William Mac-

N. S. Miners Badly Led.

(Toronto Globe.)

The executive board of the Nova
Scotia district of the United Mine Work-
ers has voted, four to three, in favor of
the limitation of output as a means of
waging war on the British Empire Steel
Corporation, which owns the mines,
through its subsidiaries. The four men
responsible for the decision are bad ad-
visers and dangerous leaders. They are
counselling a form of sabotage as im-
moral as the destruction of property, In
some European countries this practice/
called ca’ canny, is adopted in the mis-
‘taken bellef that it provides work for
more men—as though it were possible
to pay a worker more than the value of
his output. The leaders of the Nova
Scotia miners have no such motive. They
aim to cut coal production to a point
below the level of profit so as to compel
the owners to accept the miners’ terms.
The federal minister of labor was justi-
fied in making an indignant protest
when he learned that such a course was
advocated by the miners’ district secre-

tary.

The dispute originated in the com-
pany's attempt to reduce wages by
twenty-five per cent., on the plea that
the cost of producing coal at wages 120
per cent. greater than in 1914 had be-
come higher than the market price. A
board of conciliation was appointed un-
der the Industrial Disputes Investigation
Act, and the majority recommended
‘wage reductions ranging from 12% to
twenty per cent. The representative of
the miners on the board proposed a re-
duction subject to a minimum wage of
$3.50 a day. The men have continued
working, but have not accepted the

A Suggested Change.

The matter, however, does not end
there. It has already been pointed out
that the scope of the remedy by indict-
ment extends far beyond everyday crime.
Moredver, as every lawyer knows, the
range of the criminal law is not confined
to statutes. Outside of the statute law
there is the wide class of misdemeanors
at common law—a valuable chapter in
our jurisprudence. If the remedy by in-
dictment (for grievances for which there
is no other remedy) is to be retained as
an effective safeguard for public inter-
ests, it could hardly be contended that
it is only to be available if a petty ses-
sional |bench ¢can be got to understand
its application in such cases. It'is easily
available in a proper case if a grand jury
is directed upon the point by a judge
of Assize.

Upon a review of the whole matter
from both points of view, there seems
much to be said for the suggestion that
while the grand jury system should be
retained at assizes, a system somewhat
on the lines of the act just expired should
be substituted at quarter sessions. These
are held . four times a year in every
county (and sometimes in parts of coun-
ties). They are also held in innumer-
able boroughs. : In the metropolis they
occur every fortnight.
