LQUOR SELLING

Pocket Peddiing Case Brings

Interesting Comment

- THO ARRESTS MADE

North End Shipyard the Scene—
Magistrate  peaks of Letters
Received by Him — A Refer-
ence to Britain Street Place

Curry Clark and Thomas Gallagher,
arrested on Saturday by Sergeant Kil-
patrick and Policeman Garnet, were be-
'fore Magistrate Ritchie in ' the  police
court this morning charged: with. selling
liguor without a license on Sunday, De-
cember 6. E. S. Ritchie appeared for the
defendants. ' They pleaded not guilty.

Policeman Briggs said that on last

Sunday week he saw Clark talking with
Jack Porter and Tom Wilson in Hil-
yard’s ship yard; saw Clark leave them
for a few minutes and when he return-
ed he saw him pass a square face to one
of the men and saw him receive money
from him. He thought it was a $2 bill
The three then sat on a log and all
drank out‘of the bottle. He afterwards
saw Gallagher go into e shingle shed in
Hilyard’s ship yard, take two square
faces out of his coat and hide them un-
der the shingles; Porter, he said, then
went into the shed and after talking to
Gallagher, walked over to where the gin
had been placed and took out one bot-
tle. Guy Gregory, Curry Clark and Dan
Malloney were all there and all drank
out of the bottle. Malloney passed a
bill to Gallagher.

Policeman Garnet said he was with
Briggs at the time and corroborated his
evidence. He said he afterwards picked
up a bottle near the shed. The bottle
,was marked John D. Cuyper, and smelt
of gin. He said that Porter acted as
bar tender in serving out the drinks in
tl.c shingle shed.

The magistrate said he had Dbeen
speaking to Special Policeman McBrine
a few days ago in reference to Sunday
drinking in that vicinity and expected
there would be a case today, but that
the report would come from McBrine.
He said he could not understand why it
was ihat with the commission form of
government in St. John that the illegal
Sunday selling could not be stopped. He
sajd that he had been continually get-
ting letters begging him to see thac
:ome action be taken. He referred to
one letter in particular which gave min-
ute description of the ring leaders in
this business and referred to another
case in Britain stree¢ where he knew of
a little girl who kept on the lookout for
the police on Sundays to be able to give
‘the warning when illegal sellers were in
| danger of being caught. “Why is it,” he
lasked, “that I should be getting this in-
'fcrmation when a special liquor license
\ inspector has been sworn in to find out
such things?”

Inspector Jones said that he was fre-
quently getting similar letters but that
ithey were not signed and he had no-
thing to work on in getting evidence. He
| asked the magistrate if he would tell
‘him in confidence who had sent him the
letter to which he referred. The magis-
trate replied that he certainly would not,
stating that the waman from whom he
got the letter said her husband would
beat her if he knew she was writing to
him about his being able to get liquor
on Sunday to make him drunk, The
magistrate said that the liquor sellers
themselves should take some action in
regard to stopping the Sunday selling,
saying that it was in their interest to
see that the liquor license law was being
carried out by all,

Policeman Garnet said that in the two
years he had been on his present beat,
he had seen men gathered in the ship-
yard every Sunday. He had counted as
many as thirty. Asked by Inspector
Jones as to the condition yesterday, Gar-
net said it was exceptionally quiet and
there were not more than two or three
men about all day.

The magistrate then asked when the
two defendants were arrested, and on
being told that it was on Saturday, he
said that the normal condition which
existed yesterday was fully accounted
for and that if arrests could be made
more frequently, the evil would soon
be stamped out. The case was adjourn-
ed until this afternoon for further evi-

The ladies who were in charge of the
preparations for a Christmas dinner for
the soldiers in St. John are still awaiting
word regarding the government’s plans.
They say they had been assured by tae
military department that they would
not provide the men wita any special
dinner and the ladies were encouraged
to go ahead with their arrangements. On
Friday the announcement was made
from Ottawa that the department will
provide special Christmas dinners forall |
the soldiers thus making it unnecessary
for anyone else to look after the men on
that day. Letters and telegrams were
sent off to Ottawa immediately asking
if this were official and if so what they
were to expect but so far no answer has
been received.

AMERICAN ARMY AND
NAVY HIT BY WAR PRICES

Washington, Dec. 14—The cost of the
American army rations has increased to
such an extent on account of the Euro-
pean war, that it will cost $180,000 more
to feed tae soldiers during the coming
year, than during the present year. Even!
the price of horse food has so increased;
that $100,000 more must be paid next
year for army forage than this year.
The navy also is affected. The war
freight rates have made it impossible for
the navy to meet out of its appropria-
tions, the cost of sending coal to its
various stations. Congress will be ask-
ed to authorize, the use of the money
ordinarily spent in paying friegat rates
on coal for the maintenance of naval
colliers, to be used instead of commer-
clal vessels for this purpose.

MANY THOUSAND
JEWS ARE MADE
DESTITUTE BY WAR

New York, Dec. 14—One hundred and
seventy thousand Jews have fled for re-
fuge from Galicia to Vienna, according
to a letter received here from the Aus-
trian Israelite Alliance in Vienna.

“At the present time taere are 150,000
Jewish fugitives from Galicia here, of
whom 70,000 are absolutely penniless.
Furthermore, 25.000 destitute Jewish fu-
gitives have been placed in barracks in
Moravia and 70,000 in Boheria, where
barracks are also being built. These
165,000 poor Jews are in pressing need.”

In the same let-
ter the minister acknowledges receipt of
the first contribution of 87,000, since
which another $5,000 has gone forward.
Further remittances were delayed until
an answer could be received to decide
which way the money should be used.
In accordance with the reply, another
substantial draft will be sent forward
tomorrow.

ARREST IN ONE CASE

Soldier Lads With Few toWrite to
Them Ashamed” Whea Others
Get Mail—Some Reasons For
Delay in Replying

If you have relatives or friends at
Salisbury Plain do not neglect to write
to them; you may be sure that few let-
ters will be more appreciated than those
received by the soldiers abroad. More
than the actnal value of the news con-
tained in the letters, the boys appreci-
ate the letters as indications that they
are held in .close remembrance. In addi-
tion to tais the number of letters they
receive is'a matter of pride among the
meén and the chap who gathers with the
eager crowd when the Canadian mail
comes in, only to find that there is noth-
ing for him, cannot help feeling a bit
disappointed. )

DARING EXPLOT IN
AIR BY YOUNG BELGIAN

!
Drops Bombs on German Convoy
and a Litle Later on Cavalry
Squadron

Paris, Dec. 14—A German convoy
and a.detachment of cavalry have suf-
fered considerable damage at: the hands
of a 20-year-old Belgian, who only six
weeks ago volunteered for flying work.
The hero of this daring exploit aas been
. promoted to the rank of lieutenant and
'will probably be decorated.

Though a stiff wind was blowing, he
set off in the direction of Ostend, but
subsequently turned south on catching
sight of 'a German column in motion.
With the recklessness of inexperience
and youth, he flew very low over the
enemy’s lines, so low that it was not
until ne dropped his first bomb that the
Germans grasped the fact that this was
not one of their own aeroplanes.

Before they could open -fire on -the
youngster, the mischief was done. Three
motor trucks were destroysd, and the
whole transport column, which was hur-
rying to the front, was thrown into con-
fusion. .Having made his escape by ris-
ing to about 5,000 feet, tae aviator flew
in the direction of Bruges.

South of that town he observed a de-
tachment of cavalry taking cover be-
hind a cluster of farm houses. The first
bomb he dropped went wide, but the
second fell into the midst of the squad-
ron. The airman was not able to ob-
serve accurately the amount of damage
he did, for the Germans opened fire with
an anti-aeroplane gun, and a saot sev-
ered his control wire. :

He thought he would just manage to
volplane to safety; but he landed in the
flooded area near Ramscapelle, directly
in the line of fire from both sides.

A note from the chief of the Chinese
conservation bureau, which Mr. Reinsch
transmitted to the state department, de-
scribes tae suffering entailed by the la-
test flood as the worst in China in six-
ty years. The conservation bureau chief
 says husbands and wives committed
‘suicide, and in some instances whole
families made away with themselves to
escape their desperate plight. “Parents”
he continued “knowing that they them-
selves had to die, have tied taeir child-
ren on to wooden doors and let them
float off in the hope that they might be
rescued by some one and the children
have starved to death after floating so
for many hours.”

Other reports to the state department
say tens of thousands of destitute per-
song are waiting for relief, and taat the
approaching cold weather will inevit-
ably increase their sufferings. One ac-
count of the scenes attending the flood
said: “Family of eleven persons, women
and men, young and old, tied together
by a rope, died unseparated. Some per-
sons hung on to the tails of oxen and
died with their hands tightly clasped
the tails. All houses were destroyed.
No pen could depict the distressing con-
ditions of the pitiable fugitives.”

DR. G. 6. CORBET N
CHARGE OF A FIELD
HOSPITAL IN ENGLAND

Captain G. G. Corbet of this city,
who is at Salisbury Plains with the first
contingent, as a member of the surgical
staff has been given a new appointment
of considerable importance, a recogni-
tion of his ability of which his friends
will be glad to learn.

There has been a great amount of
sickness among the men, although he
and the other members of the medical
staff have escaped and are in good
health. The hospital at Bulford Manor
became overcrowded and it was neces-
sary to establish a field hospital. For this
purpose twelve large marquees Were
erected near the camp and Doctor Cor-

nurses and twelve orderlies to assist
him. He now has about 150 patients.

The doctor’s estimate of the time they
may get over to France is some time in
February.

MAKE BULLETS IN TORONTO

Order For Some Millions Has Been
Received ¢

(Toronto News)

English bullets to kill every subject of
the German Empire, if each one took
effect, will be manufactured in Toronto
during the next few montas. An enor-
mous order has just been placed with
the Canadian Metal Co., which means
that hundreds of tons of Canadian lead
will be manufactured into many millions
of missles for use in shells,

Beyond admitting that the order had
been received and that it was a large
one, Wm. Harris, Jr, of the Canada
Metal Co., declined to discuss it with
The Daily News today. It is understood,
however, that it is of sufficient magni-
tude to keep twenty-five or thirty men
of that department in the factory busy
on full time for two or three months.
The lead will all come from British
Columbia through the smelter of the
Canadian Mines and Smelter Co., of
Trail, B. C. The antimony necessary in
the manufacture of the bullets will be
got in the open market. Most of it comes
from England. It has been in great de-
mand since the war started and as it is
subject to manipulation, the price whica
was formerly seven cents a pound, has
more than doubled, although the usual
mercantile market for it has fallen away
off and it will not be difficult to procure.

He points out that at the Ukase of
a single man more than one hundred
and forty millions have quit drinking
vodka, the weekly consumption of which
Jast year was 250 million gallons. Tae
loss occasioned by this decree to the
Russian government can be estimated
from the fact that the duty on vodka
was three cents a pint.

Germany’s straits, said Doctor Strand-
gard, can be judged from the fact that
at the beginning of the New Year she
intends to place an army of a million
and a half in the field. This has been
recruited from public school boys in
Germany and Austria and healthy
veterans.

Hears Word of Mother, Sisters
and Brothers in Belgium

‘Rev. J. Jackman, C. SS. R., of St.
Peter’s church, received & letter a few
days ago from his brother in Belgium
stating that his mother, sisters and
brothers were all living! It was the
first news that he received concerning
their whereabouts since the war began,
and he was naturally delighted to hear
of their welfare. His brother stated
that when the Germans invaded Bel-
gium they were forced to flee from their
home town and although the other mem-
bers of the family escaped he was cap-
tured and held a prisoner for seveniy
days. Their old homestead in Luxem-
burg had been burned and they were
not able to save any of their personal
belongings.

He intimated that before long he ex-
pected to see the Germans. driven from
Belgium, but feared that when they
would depart they would leave a deso-
late country behind them. The letter
came via Holland, and took more ithan
a month to reach its detsination.
