THE LEBISLATURE:

The meeting of the first Jegislature of
this province under the enlarged l‘rmf-
chise, which gives a vote to every resi-
dent male citizen, is an interesting event.
For the first time in its history New
Brunswick hasa legislature which is
traly representative of-the people. .Al-
though it may be that some elections
have been held on false issues, and some
victories won on grounds which it would
not be safe to repeat, it is gratifying to
know that the present representation of
the province in the assembly is,
on the whole, a very excellent one.
We assume that in [the preliminary
stages of the legislative proceedings the
government will be bitterly assailed,
and that every possible ground will be
made use of upon which to attack them.
That is quite natural fand indeed quite
proper, but in the course of a few weeks
parties will have shaped themselves in
the House of Assemby so that the
business of the country can proceed in &
quiet fashion. The government and
opposition will then know their'strength,
and when that has been ascertained the
House can preceed with the work which
it was sent there to perform.

CANADIAN BATT LE FIELDS:

We are glad to see that a resolution has
been carried in the House of Commons
for the tion of eight ts upon
Canadian battle fields, in which victories
were won by the troops of Great Britain
and Canada over the troops of the United
States in the war of 1812. The matter

The people of Australia have already
had their attention directed to this sub-
ject, which they juatly regaid as of vital
importance, and in the province of
Victoria they have commenced the ship-
ment of butter to the London market.
The Melbourne Age of 21st January con-
tains a summary of the report received
by the secretary for agriculture of the
colony from the London agent appointed
by the department toreceive and dispose
of Victoria butter in the London market.
The report deals with the first shipment
by the steamer Orizaba, which was for-
warded by the agricultural depariment.
The agent states that the shipment re-
alized from 108s. to 116s, per cwt. The
latter price would represent within a
fraction 25 cents per Ib. With regard to
the quality of the butter the agent
writes:—

Your best butter has been a surprise to

all and if the standard is kept up it will
rank next to French and Danish makes,
being better than English, Irish, Ameri-
can and several Continental qualities.
On its merits it is equal to any Danish
that is as cld, but as Danish butter mak-
ing has been fostered by the Danish
Government every care is taken in its
manufacture and attractive packing. Den-
mark today produces the finest butter in
Europe, amf as it can always be on the
London market a few days after it is
made, you will never be able to obtain
the same value for your butter, which is
two months old, and often slder, before
it is placed on this market. The color of
the lots sent was all that could be desir-
ed. Thisis one advantage of the Vic-
torian system, namely, uniformity in
quality and color. A parcel of dairy
butter we had was mottled in color, which
detracted very much from its value.
i In regard topacking the agent advizes
that the butter should be sent in casks
with galvanized hoops containing 84 1bs.
and that this should be known as the
Victorian package. France, he states,
exports her butter in casks containing
60 1bs, Denmark in casks containing 112
Ibs, and Ireland in casks containing 75
Ibs. The people of the United States ex-
port their butter in tubs containing 56
lbs and 70 lbs. Now if the remote pro-
vince of Victoria with its dry and parch-
ing climate and its lack of good pasture
can export butter {0 London, why should
not New Brunswick, which is at the very
door of the British markets, engage in
this business extensively? All that is
needed is that our butter shall be so well
made as to acquire a good character in
the British markets.

obtained an interview with the Roman
Catholic Bishop of Quebec and implored
his aid. Heissued instractions the happy
result of which was that all the children
were brought to Quebec and restored to
the loving embrace of their mother.

When Quebec was taken by the Eng-
lish, in 1759, they were all set at liberty
and returned to Nova Scotia. One of the
sons became a minister of great virtue
and piety and resided at Liverpocl, where
he died in 1834. His murdered father is
said to have been buried in a beautiful
spot on Heckman's Island.

Nor were other men successful for a
long time in their endeavors to effect a
permanent settlement on this lovely but
ill-fated island. Some time after the Pay-
zant tragedy, a man named Covey went
there. After him Adam Heckman occu-
pied it and presently !died there, as did
almost his whole family.
purchased by Paul Langille, whose son
and daughter died tl.ere prematurely,and
he left. Peter Herman was the next resi-
dent. His wife died of fever and one of
his sons was sick all the time. Not long
after he himself died, and the island was
again deserted. Of the next occupants—
if there were any, we can give no infor-
mation.

Some thirty years ago, Gasper Meisner
tried his luck and died of erysipelas.
His sons married and divided the island
between them. Several of their children
died of diphtheria, also the wife of one
of them, and two more children. The
father was bitten by a snake, and was in
consequence compelled to have his leg
amputated. Various other occupants
died prematurely, from various causes.
At the present time there is, we believe,
one family of Meisner’s now living on the
island.

The following is an extract from a let-
ter written very many years ago, referr-
ing to this same island. “If there is
anything in the bpelief that there are
spots on this fair earth that are accursed,
surely there is enough that is dreadful
about this unhnpfpy island to mark it
with the brand of the curse forever.”
The murders narrated above with
many other atrocious deeds committed
by the Indians caused the Governor and
Council of Nova Scetia to issue a_Procla-
mation offering bounties for Indians,
prisoners and scalps.

“Mr, President, and Honorable Gentlemen
of the Legislative Council,

“Myr. Speaker, and Gentlemenof the House
of Assembly,

“T have much pleasure in meeting you
in the Legislature convened for; the de-
spatch of public business. :

“It affords me great satisfaction to be
able to congratulate you upon the con-
tinued prosperous condition of business

enerally throughout the Province. The
eading pursuits in which our people are
engaged, 1 am happy to say, have been
carried on profitably during the past year
and even in the great lumber industry,
notwithstanding prices have again de-
clined in Europe, there has been, during
the present season, more than usual
activity in lumbering operations. q

“I have some reason to hope that His
Excellency the Governor General will be
able to make a visit to the Maritime
Provinces during the present year, and
thereby becowe personally acquainted
with this important portion of the Do-
minion. Should my expectations in this
regard be realized, I am well assured

ed | that, as the representative of our Gracious

Sovereign, as well as on account of His
Excellency’s many estimable personal
qualities, he will receive a loyal and
hearty welcome from the people of the
Province.

“The subject of the rate of Stumpage
imposed on the Licensees of thc Crown
operating on its Lumber Lands has been
much discussed between my Govern~
ment and the Licensees, and freqnent
attempts have been made by negotiation
during the past year to arrive at an un-
derstanding which would afford some
relief to this important industry, and at
the same time would not necessitate a
reduction in the usualgrants for neces-
sary public services. You will be fully
informed of the nature of these negotia-
tions, and I shall ask you to consider the
propriety of appointing a_Special Com-
mission to investigate and report upon
the whole question of Stumpage dues up-
on the Timber Lands of the Crown.

«] regret to have to inform you that
during the recess the controversy over
the right of property of the Provincial
Government in the Fisheries in non-
navigable waters upon ungranted Crown
Lands has been re-opened by the Gener-
al Government. Communications be-
tween my Government and that of the
Dominion have taken place upon this
subject, and I have given directions that
the same shall be laid before you.

“The claim of the Province upon the
Liquidators of the Maritime Bank to be
paid in preference to other simpl® con-
tract creditors, by virture of the Prero-
gative of the Crown, has been decided by
the Supreme Court of Canada substanti-
ally in accordance with the contention of
my Government, and, unless the case is
carried by the Bank on appeal to the
Privy Council, I have reason to believe
the claim will be paid at an_early day.

“The important Act passed at the last
Session of the Legislature, in amend-
ment of the Electoral law, having gone
into operation, the experience of its work-
ing during the recent elections has sug-
gested some minor changes, to which 1
shall invite your favoursblc considera-

ion.

“Public attention has been recently at-
tracted to the question of the mineral
capabilities of the Province, by the report-
ed discovery of considereble deposits of
silver and other valuable ores in several
sections of the Province. Proposals with a
view to attracting capital and stimulat-
m% enterprise in this direction will be
submitted for your approval.

”Comg]nin(s respecting the unsafe. and
unhealthy condition of the County Gaols
in several Counties of the Province have
been laid before me,and I have regretted
to learn that in one case His Excellency
the Governor General hasfelt it his duty
to order the discharge of & prisoner, ow-
ing to the unhealthy condition of the
building .in which he wasconfined. You
will be asked to adopt such measures as
shall make nobll?awry upon all Muni-
cipalities to provide secure and proper

a0l accommodation in their respective

unties.

“It has y become app t that
the people of New Brunswick are being
outstripped by some of the sister Pro-
vinces in t to the relative extent
and quality of its dairy products. More
interest and attention, it is thought, might
with ndvnntﬂf be directed to this indus-
try,and in the hope of promoting, in
some degree, this important object, a
measure will be laid before you,. io
which I invite your favorable considera-
tion.

“My Government has it in contempla-
tion to discontinue the maintenance of
the Provincial Stock Farm at the expira-
tion of the current year.
