THE TEUTONIC MAKES ABOI 
BEMABKABI.E PASSAGE.

i Helped all the Way by Westerly Gales 
She Reaches Queenstown In ad. 21b 
3m.—The Record for the Toy ape 
This Way Is Still In Her Possession 
—Good Rons <>n Her Latest Trip.

New York, Oct 27.—This is not a 
propitious season for steamship records, 
and when it was announced down town, 
that the White Star flyer, the Teutonic, 
bad won new laurels on the trip she 
completed at Queenstown to-day, every­
body was surprised.

The White Star officials thought gat 
first that the news was to good too be 
true. Despatches from their agent at 
Queenstown confirmed the report that 
the Teutonic had excelled her own best 
previous performance going eastward by 
19 minutes.

Her time was 5 days, 21 hours and 8 
minutes. She covered 2790 knots—long­
er than the usual eastward passage—in 
daily runs of 483,468, 460, 400, 448, 457 
and 14 knots. The daily runs are reck­
oned by sea time, or from noon to noon, 
which in an eastward run covers about 
23J hours.

High westerly gales followed the peer­
less ship all the way to Queenstown. 
She made her last voyage eastward in 5 
days, 21 hours and 22 minutes, thus low­
ering the twin eastward records of the 
City of Paris and the City of New York 
by 1 hour and 28 minutes. The Teutonic 
holds the westward record of 5 days 16 
hoars and 31 minutes, made last August.

Washington, D. C., Oct. 27.—With the 
recognition,which after his appearance at 
the cabinet meeting to-day became gen­
eral, of the fact that Blaine is once more 
secretary of state comes the general ques- 
tionas to his relations with the President, 
in view of their common aspiration to 
the presidency.

The wonderful instinct of these 
animals enables them to fix with great 
precision the direction necessary to take 
in order to reach water, and man was 
only to follow the dumb brute to come 
upon the spring. In other ways, too, the 
instinct of these animals proves service­
able to the travellers in the Australian 
bush, and CoL Barstow and Helen, who 
were riding together, were not a little 
surprised to see the leading team of oxen 
come to a sadden halt one morning. In 
spite of the cries and lashings of the 
drivers, the animals refused to advance 
a step.

“This is not a matter of ill-temper or 
unwillingness to do their work,” said 
Capt. Jim to Barstow, at the same time 
calling out to the drivers to urge the ; 
beasts no more. “Either,” continued the 
scout, “there are Indians concealed in 
the bush near us, or else we have struck 
one of their trails and the oxen have 
caught the scent and refuse to move for­
ward.”

Indicting Hotel Keepers at the Close 
of the Season.

Bangor, Oct 28.—All last summer liq­
uor flowed freely in Bar Harbor, where 
previously there had been vigorous at­
tempts to enforce the prohibitory law, 
but it was hinted meantime that those 
who danced would have to pay the fid­
dler later. Now comes the fiddler—the 
Hancock county Grand Jury, with no 
less than fifty-nine indictments against 
the hotel proprietors and saloon keepers 
of the place for violation of the 
law, and there is a great hub­
bub among those who are on the list. 
There are three Indictments, as a rule, 
against each dealer, one for common 
seller, for which the penalty is $100 and 
costs; one for maintaining a liquor nuis­
ance, for which the fine is from $100 to 
$1,000, and one for keeping a tippling 
shop, for which the penalty is a fine of 
$100 and costs and sixty days in jail. 
The fines don’t frighten the liquor deal­
ers in the least, for they have made 
money, but the jail sentence makes 
them shaky.
