SEEKS DAMAGES FROM
RUSSIA AND JAPAN

Warring Nations Held Responsible for
Destruction of Property in the
Province of Manchuria.

New York, July 28.—The Washington
correspondent of the Tribune says: Cein-
cident with China's notice to thé powers
that Marchuria/must be restored to her
intact whatever may be the terms of
agreement-reached a¢ the Portsmoutll
peace conference by the envoys of Rus-
g1a and Japan, it is learned that the
Chinese government intends to follow
this up by demanding of the belligerents
¢ big indemnitv as compensation for the
cecupation of Manchuria by  hostile
armies. The amount of the indemnity to
be asked will be at least $100,000,000.

This amount of damage the Chinese
government estimates- has been done to
Manchuria, a Chinese provinee, through
the trampling down of the fields and
destruction of villages that were seized
and held as bases for operation; gand the
less to China by the failure of the belli-
gerents to vacate Manchuria promptly.

It is not believed that the Chinese
themselves seriously expect reimburse-
ment for the injury sustained, but ‘the
motive in taking such a step on the part

in regard to Manchuria to the world at

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'CHINA CARNOT ASK
FOR AN INDEMNITY

Aimer. Sato Holds Opinion That Japan
Was Forced to Drive Russia
Out of Manchuria.

/

New York, July 28.—Aimer Sato,
speaking for the Japanese peace mission,
questioned to-day as to the attitude of
the Japanese on the question of an arm-
istice, replied: “Japan is perfectly will-
ing to agree to an armistice after the
credentials of both commissions have
been examined and verified.

‘““The examination of credentials
must necessarily be the first duty of
the peace delegates, to ascertain that
all are qualified to act. In the negotia-
tions for peace that ended the Chinese
war, I remember there was much delay
because the credentials of one of the Chi-
nese plenipotentiaries did not bear the
Emperor’s seal granting him plenary
powers.

An Armistice.

“However, I think an armistice will
be agreed upon after the commissioners
enter formally upon their work. It has
been the custom in all peace negotiations
to cease hostilities during the convention
of peace plenipotentiaries.”

Mr. Sato, asked as to the definjte
powers of the Japamese mission, said:
“They have power to reject any pro-
posal, and commit the Japanese gov-
ernment to .any document they may
gign, subject, of course, to the sanction
of the Emperor.”

No Indemnity For China.

Regarding the reports that China in-
tended asking an indemnity, Mr. Sato
said: “China could not ask any indemni-
ty of Japan. It was her inability or un-
willingness to keep Russia out of Man-
churia that forced us into the war.”

Throughout the day Baron Komura
has applied himself clesely to his offi-
cial duties. Many dispatches are tr\ans—

mitted to and from Tokio, and all _the
secretaries with the sunite are taxed with
an enormous amount of work.

To-night Baron Komura .and his suite

" dined with the trustees of the Japanese

club. 3

Mr. Sato to-day commented on the re-
ception to Secretary of War Taft in!
Tokio, and said he had read the reports
with deep interest. The fact that the
historic chrysanthemum gardens had
been thrown opem to the secretary. Mr.
Sato said, was indicative of the feeling
towards Americans in Japan.

“These garden are almost sacred in
our country,” said Mr. Sato, “and-this
is the first time they have been opened
to a foreign citizen. It is a marked dis-
tinction and honor for our own people
but twice a year.”

STEAMER TOOK FIRE.

White Star Liner Teutonice Slightly Dam-
aged While at the Whart.

New York, July 28.—Fire which
threatened destruction to the steamship
Teutonic, of the White Star line, lying
at her pier in the North river, at the
foot of Eleventh street, broke out early
to-night. and before it was extinguished
did damage amounting to more than
$5,000. It was undecided to-night ,whe-
ther it was possible for the steamer to
sail from this" port on Wednesday. In
the electrical room, where the fire start-
ed, nearly all of the machinery was dam-
aged, and the entire electrical workings
of the steamer were interrmptad. Witer
poured into the room and ran down into
the eugines, and it is'thought that they
are also damaged.

During the fire three members of the
crew found themselves hemmed in by the
flames and were carried to the pier in an
unconscious eondition.

The fireboat McLellan and the fire en-
gines threw watér on the flames for over
an hotir. &

Electrician Rabert Dempsey, who was
working abeat thé room, left for a few
minutes, gnd before his return the room
was ablaze. He igimediately ordered the
crew to stand pipes, and a fire alarm
was sent out. The firemen put their lines

of hose through the porthole, and sev-
eral streams were put-on the blaze, which
was hard to-reach, John Burns, the
storekeeper, who was in the room next
to where the fire was, found it impos-
| sible to get out. His cries were heard
by Acting Battalion Chief Murray. who
ran across the blazing room and -carried
( the man, who was unconscious, to the
dock. The heat drové the firemen back
several times.

GREAT BRITAIN
STANDS BY ALLY

WANTS NO ADVANTAGE
ACCORDED TO RUSSIA

Opposed to Armistice Until Japan is As-
sured That Peace is at Least
; Possible.

Washington, D. C., July 31.—Advices
reaching here show that London is op-
posed to an armistice until Japan has
been satisfied that the Russian plenipo-
tentiaries are prepared to do more than
discuss the means for ending the war. ~

If Russia is ready to conclude peace,
~and has so empowered her plenipotetnti-
aries, Great Britain, it is believed, might
favor an armistice, but even in sach
event, it is said she would not be willing
to offer Japan advice on the subpect.

As understood in Washington,
Lansdowne’s position is that as the loyal
ally of Japan, Great Britain can afford
to take no steps or assume any attitude
that would in the remotest degree re-
dound to the advantage of Japan’s
enemy.

This’ attxtude on the part of the London
government is mot misinterpreted in
Washington as indieating that the Brit-
ish officials do.not share in the wish of
the neutral powers for peace. It has
been made palin that President Roose-
velt has the full sympathy of the British
people, although their first thought, it is
declared, must be in the interest of their
ally,

At the same time the London govern-
meat, in ite® exchanges-with- the -Ameri-
e¢an embassy in London, has not hesitated
to declare its confidence that Japan’s
terms. will not. be unreasonable, viewed
in the light of the results of the war.

Mr, Witte’s Powers.

London, July 30.—The Daily Tele-
graph’s correspondent on board ‘the
Kaiser Wilhelm der Grosse, on which M.
Witte, the Russian peace plempotentm.ry,
is a' passenger, sends an interview which

latter said ‘that if Russia and Japan had
agreéd upon a common basis before ap-
pointing peace plenipotentiaries, it would
have been much better.

As it ' was M. Witte said he regarded
himself rather as an 'imperial courier
senit to ascertain the terms of Japan. He
‘was prepared to make peace, neverthe-
less, he added. His powers were very
complete, and he would discus the de-
mands based on Japan’s actual military
and naval successes in a business-like
spirit of give and tdke. “But I cannot,
and will not,” continued M. Witte, “en-
tertain demands based upon - expect
military successes in the future. I am
conversant with. the humane ' intentions
of my imperial master, and I will do
anything compatible ‘with Russia’s honor
and-dignity to establish that work ‘of
which T have been an unswervmg advo-
cate, My first task, however, in the new
world will be to search for a basis for
fruitful discussion.”

Monthly Statement of Receipts and Ex-
penditures by U. 8. Treasury.

Washington, July 29.—The. monthly
statement of ‘the government receipts and
expenditures which will be issued by the
treasury department on August 1st will
show the receipts for July, 1905, to have
been approximately $49,180,000 and the
expenditures about $62,960,000, leaving
a deficit for the month of $13,680,000.
Thre deficit last July was $17,300,000.

There weré no extraordinary receipts
or expenditures in July, 1904, and none
will appear in the figures for the present
montii.

LARGER WARSHIPS

Admiralty Carrying Out Docking
Scheme to Provide For Vessels
5 of Greater Power.

London, July 28.—In the course of a
discussion of a vote for naval works in
the House of Commons to-day, Lieut.-
€Col. Arthur Hamilten Lee, civil lord of
the admiralty, announced that the ad-
miiralty had decided not to proceed with
the Chatham dockyard extension, but
instead to push work on the new base
at Rosyth Firth.

The Chatham extension scheme con-
templated the expenditure of $22,500,000.
Explaeining the reasons for this step,
Lieut.-Col. Lee said theré was a proba-
bility that warships in the future would
be fewer in number and greater in indi-
vidual power. Hence the berthing and
docking space - must be of —thé largest
size. The admiralty had decided that
Rosyth pesseéssed greater strategical and
other advantages than Chatham. The
plans had been prepared for a naval base
of the most complete deseription, so that
extensions coukd be carried out as re-
quired. The initial works complete in
themselves would cost $12,500,000.

CONQUEST OF SAGHALIEN.

AN INTERNATIONAL CASE.
Seizuré of United States Steamier North
Gives Rise to Technical Points,

In the proceedings at Vancouver be-
fore Mr. Justice Martin respecting the
seizure of - the TUnited States fishing
steamer North a grave guestion arose.

“This may expand into- something
much greater,” observed His Lordship,
Mr. Justice Martin.

“It may become an international mat;
ter,- Your Lordship,”  replied Attorney-
General Wilson, . “If we are right, the
seizure was & very eerious piece of busi-
ness.”

Mr. Wilson’s contention on behalf of
the owners of«the schooner North, in
brief, is that the Canadian government
steamer Kestrel had no right whatever
to make the seizure and that the ship
was not therefore really under arrest.
The evidence for the prosecution show-
ed, he declared, that the schooner had
been seized outside the three-mile limit.
1t was, however, a. fundamental prin-
ciple of British law that one nation
could not seize the ships of another na-
teon on the high seas.

The crown closed its case Thursday
afternoon after putting more than a
dozen witnesses in the box.

* Mr, ‘Wilson, for the defence, did mot
proceed to call witnesses, but moved

ground -stated above, Mr. Macdonell,
however, found himself unable to - dis-
cuss the point then as he had had no
notice that it would be raised, and the
further hearing was adjourned until yes-
terday morning.

When the proceedings were resuméd
to-day, Mr. Maedonell said that Quat-
smo Sound was a bay, and was therefore
within Canadian® jurisdiction.

There
would then be no such thing as protec-
tion within the three-mile limit.

His Lordship said it was an exceed-
ingly mice point, and one of the greatest
importance. He would like counsel to
give him all the assistance possible._

After some discussion it was decided
that Mr. Wilson should amend the plead-
ings.

EMPEROR’S BIRTHDAY.

Chinese Reform Association Will Celebrate
the Event With a Banquet
To-Morrow.

To-day the members of the Chinese Re-
form Association in this city are displaying
their flags outside their headquarters on
Government street In honor of the 36th
birthday of the Emperor of China, Kwong
Suy. In a cable message which they have
addressed to His Majesty at Pekin they ex-
tend birthday congratulations, wishing him
“long life and happiness and the early
restoration of the powerful Royal China.”

The great movement which is represented
by the Chinese Reform Association had its
inception in Victoria, the first organization
having been formed here during the visit-of
Kwang Yu Weli, when that clever adviser
of the throne was fleeing from the wrath of
the Empress Dowager. From that time
until the present the movement JMfhs grown
rapldly in all parts of the world. It has
now a membership of 2,000 in Victoria. It
has become so strong that the soclety re-
alizes that its size and impartance demand
a new bullding. This is in course of erec-
tion on.Government street. It will be a
three story brick structure, with offices and
stores on the first two floors and a meeting
room for the society on the third flat. The
reform movement has often been expiained.
Briefly, it aims to introduce modern govern
ment into” China, and as soon as the Em-
press Dowager passes away to place the
Emperor cn the throne.

In commemoration of His Majesty’s birth-
day to-day a banquet will be glven Jdn the
Reform Association rooms to-morrow after-
noon at 4.30-o’clock.

PRESIDENT OF
G CORPORATO

GEORGE F. BAER HERE
FROM PENNSYLVANIA

Prominent Capitalist From the Quaker
State and Party Visit Victoria
for First Time.

A gentleman who loomed somewhat
largely in the public eye a couple of
years ago is spending a few days in the
«ty. He is George F. Baer, president
of the Philadeiphia & Heading and New
Jersey Central railways, who control
cnormous coal, iron and: zine interests in
Pennsylvania, New  Jersey and other
states. Altheugh Mr. Baer has been
prominent in the world of high finance
for many -years, it  was only within a
comparatively recent time that the fierce
ligiit of publicity actually beat upon him.
It was he who led the operators in their
\ig fight with the United Mine Workers
‘n the Penmsylvania anthracite fields,
when thousands were thrown out of
work, and when the price of hdrd coal
shot skyward like a rocket. It was Mr,
Baer who matched his powers against
Tohn Mitchell, the celebrated leader of
tte United Mine Werkers.

Mr. Baer is very retiring in disposi-
tion, and in the reading room of the
Driard hotel is more apt to seek some
quiet corner and read, than mingle with
cthers. He strikes one as being a man
of sixty or thereabouts, has grey hair
and beard; is evidently a deep thinker
and one who plans. and works with great
deliberation and. precision. He came
west in hig private car, joining the main
line of the C. P. R. at Winnipeg. At
Vancouver he boarded the Princess Vie-
toria, whils his train was dispatched to
Seattle to await his arrival from this
city.

Mr. Baer reports a satisfactory condi-
tion of affairs in the' Pennsylvania coal
fields at the present time in comsequence
of the arrangement entered into between
the miners and operators when the great
strike was seftled. ‘“Who actually won
thut strike?’ he was asked. “Well,” he
said slowly, “we were -winning it when
President Roosevelt in a private capacity
cffered his services -as mediator. We
fought against the . recognition of the
union, and we don’t recognize the uniocn
to this day. The arbitrators @warded the
men increases in wages, but at the time
the award was made, wages were on the
increase in all the large industrial’ pur-
sunits, and this undoubtedly influenced
the arbitrators.” The mining of apthra-
citfe soal, he said, was vastly more ex-
pensive than bituminous, and it was-di
ficuit for people “out here ‘to réalize the
cenditions prevalent there at that time.

During the strike, Times readers will
remember, certain absurd remarks were
attributed to Mr. Baer, which went like
wild fire all: over the world, .and pos-
¢ibly in some remote corners they are go-
ing yet. 'They were to the effect that the
Almighty had piaced the coal in the
earth for the benefit of the operators who
were best able to administer it, thereby
indicating the wisdom . of Proyidence.
Mr, Baer was asked about this by the
Times man, and said he had been greatly
misquoted and misrepresented. What
actually was said came about in this
way. A pious Presbyterian friend in
writing to him at the time of the trouble
said that Providence had placed great
wealth in his care, and he should see
that it was wisely administered. In re-
ply he (Mr. Baer) had, written that i | 2
Providence had placed great wealth in
his charge, he would adminisfer it as
well as the United Mine Workers could.”’
But this was emough for the Hearst
organs to work om, and they made it ai
big feature in their campaign of mis-
representation.

Mr. Baer, like many other prominent
captains of industry, or most others to be
more accurate, has climbed the ladder
from the bottom rung. He started as a
printer, went to college, studied law and
practiced. His connection with  the
Philadelphia & Reading 'railway dates
from the seventies- when he acted as
counsel for them, From that position he
was advanced from post to post umtil to-
day he stands at the head of the system.
He Tetains a friendly interest in the
rewspaper world, which goes to, show
thiat the newspaper instinet is never
eradicated.

Industrial conditions in the Uhnited
States, in Mr. Baer’s opinion, were
pever better than at the present time.
There may be a surplus of capital, and
the large production of gold naturally
exerted lowering of Interest, but from
ocean to oceanr the couniry was very
prosperous. The Pennsylvania & Read-
ing Company as stated controls immense
.nterests in the Quaker state. In fact
sbout thirty per cent. of the anthracite
coal measures belong to this powerfl
ccrporation, whose yearly production
amounts to about seventy million. Mr.
Baer manifested considerable interest in
vhe mineral resources of this province,
which he had never visited before. He
was surprised that the output was net
larger.

The  Pennsylvania railroad man
Jdoesn’t display much uneasiness on ac-
count of the Lawson propaganda. ‘The
eccentric Bostonian, he said, did not
mske a ripple in' financial circles in the
Last: nobody paid any attention to him.
He ‘spoke at St. Paul when Mr. Baer
was there, but he didn’t go to hear him:

the reigning descendant of Mahomet.
¥ortunately the hand of the incendiary
Turk has not been educated up to the
point of thoroughness in its new busi-
ness. Hence the escape of the Sultar,
which he ascribes to the provi-
dence of Allah, the overruling power.
Which is all very well, but if the assas-
sin had contrived to gain a closer ap-
pioach to his shining mark there might
lave been a different tale to tell. As
it is his Sublime Majesty lives to mourn
the death of more than a scorefof his
faithful subjects and to offer up a prayer
of thankfulness for his miraculous de-
liverance from sudden death.

This first outward manifestation of the
arrival of the mew and popular anti-
despotic movement in Constantinople
rust be accepted as possessing consider-
able significance.

*Times, thaf, “it is becoming every day

voyalty in its old sense, is beset with in
creasing difficulties and dangers. The
right divine of kings to govern wreng
15 questioned with increasing rudeness
2nd emphasis.

GREAT BRITAIN IN INDIA.
g Public opinion in India is becoming an
increasingly important factor in the gov-
erament of that great and wealthy de-
pendency. But we submit it is a mis-
take to assume, as some American

newspapers do assume, that the rulers
sent out from Great Britain ignore In-
dian public opinion in the administration
o©f the country. Writers who assume to
the contrary simply express their ignor-
ance of the facts, just as they for many
years gave written evidence of ignorance
or the truth respecting the administration
of Canadian affairs. In the case of this
country investigation and fuller knowl-
edge have disclosed the fact that Cana-
dian political sentiment dominates the
government of Canada. India is not a
self-governing country in the sense.that
Qanada is .a self-governing -country.
Nevertheless Great Britain’s representa-
tives in India pay the greatest deference
to Indian public opinion in the adminis-
tration of their sacred trust. The atti-
tude of Great Britain towards India is
precisely the attitude of Great Britain
towards Egypt, in which country it has
been abundantly demonstrated that Brit-
ain’s rule is entirely beneficent. But it
is inevitable that differences of opinion
ghall arise upon the subject of the vital
affairs of the great eastern dependency.
*The difference of opinion between Lord
Curzon and Lond Kitchener is still the
subject of a somewhat acrimonious dis-
cussion in India.
_ publishes extracts from a great number
of papers to demonstrate this fact. The
Times of India itself is especially indig-
nant at the tone of Mr. Brodrick’s final
dispatch. It says that it “contained no
indication of a desire to smooth over ex-
isting differences of opinion and no trace
of willingness to admit that there was
something to be said for the view ‘of the
government of India. Mr. Brodrick
seems to have gloated over the chance
of thrusting contemptuously aside !:he
reasoned and weighty opinions of the
whole of the chief administration of this
country, apart from the commander-in-
chief. Or, rather, he appears to have
gloried in emphasizing the severity of the
blow.” Further on it says, in allusion to
the rumors of the viceroy’s intention to
regign his post: “However galling the
sitnation, is it not his duty to persevere
with such strength as may be given to
1him? By remaining at his post he will
serve India best, and create an impres-
sgion which will write itself indelibly npon
the hearts of the people of India and ul-
timately upon that of Great Britain.

Also ‘time is on his side’ The whole
civil administration of the country is at
one on this qugﬁtion. He has the un-
swerving support of the whole of his ad-
ministrative eolleagues, and practically
the whole of the press, both European
and native, unites in- protesting against
the surrender of the Indian empire to a
military dictatorship.” Further on it
says: “The whole scheme appears to be
based upon the assumption th@ India
exists for the army, whereas it ought to
be the cardinal principle of our rule that
the army exists for India. . . It has
gained acceptance, not because the prin-
ciples upon which it is based commend
themselves t6 sound and prudent states-
manship, but because there loomed be-
hind it the towering figure of its author.”

A STURDY LEADER.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell, as the Colonist
truly says, is one of Canada’s grand old
men. Staunch and true in his friend-
ships, the trusted colleague and the
leyal supporter and ally of the late Sir
John Macdonald, the late leader of the
Conservative party in the Senate despises
o1l that is mean and ignoble and selfish
in public men. Physically sound and
mentally as strong perhaps as he ever
was, Sir Mackenzie retires from the
leadership of his party in the upper cham-
ber n ot because he feels the years bear-
iug heavily upon him nor because he
fears the approach of incapacity, but be-
cause he has no faith in some of the
leaders of his party in the House of Com-
reons. He still cherishes the bitter
wemories of his betrayal by the self-
sceking elique who undertook to depose
him after he was called upon by the Gov-
ernor-General of the Dominion to form a
government. He has not spoken a word
to Mr. Foster or Mr, Haggart during all
i{ke years succeeding that discreditable
cvent in the history of the Conservative
party, although in political and social
life he must often have been brought
into contact with them, Sir Mackenzie
tetires from leadership in possession of
tke respect and the friendship of every
r1an against whom his intense political
crergies were directed. There are in-
deed “but few men to-day in -~whose
minds enmity towards him survives his
going out of the'arena.” But there are
some who will ring out his departure
with thanksgiving in the belief that it
will spare them some degree of embar-
rassment iw the future. And amongst
the few aré the men who deemed Sir
Mackenzie too weak a 'vessel to be per-
mitted to direct the forces of Conserva-
tism in Canada. Among these are the
e¢Xx-Minister of Finance, the ex-Minister
of Railways and Canals, and the ex-
Minister of Justice. But though con-
demned by treachery to a minor position
in the public affairs of the country,
tbough no longer considered worthy of
cabinet rank in any future Conservative
government, the betrayed leader of the
perty occupies a more honorable position
in the estimation of his countrymen as a
whole, and probably in the estimation of
the majority of Conservatives, than his
triumphant betrayers.

THE SOUND TRAPPERS.

It is satisfactory to note that the au-
thorities of the state of yashington do
not seem to be disposed to tolerate the
actions of the trap fishermen on the
Sound who are deliberately violating the
laws passed by the Legislature for the
protection of the salmon fishing industry.
It is a pity the Legislature, knowing the
kind of men it proposed to deal witk,
understanding from the experiences oi
the past that regard for law as the ex-
pression of the popular *will would not
iufluence the action of Sound canners
it they deemed that law could be violated
with temporary profit, did not make pro-
vision for penalties that would be effec-
tive. Nevertheless it is satisfactory to
tote that the governor of ths state has
proclaimed that *‘neither the executive
ner the publie will tolerate the practice
of fish trap owners violating the law
and paying the nominal fine.” The state
is not so much interested in the collec-
tion of fines as in the prevention of crim-
iral acts. The laws are ample for the
fich commissioner, with the assistance
that he can call to “his aid, to prevent
violations as well as to punish them af-
ter they have taken place. The laws in
this respect are the same as others.
They are entitled to the same degree of
1espect as other laws, and your (the fish-
ery inspectors’) efforts for their rigid er-
forcement will meet not only with ‘he
epproval of the executive, but with tie
eapproval of all good citizens. Any other

The Times of India pcourse certainly will be condemned most

severely. It is.provided in the laws of
1890 that the state commissioner may
have the advice and assistance of the
vttorney-general in all matters arising in
Lis department. If necessary, I shall be
glad to request that some member of the
attorney-general’s department assist you
in upholding the fishing laws.”

On the same subject the Seattle Post-
Intelligencer says:

“The trap owners on the lower Sound,
practically without exception, with penny
wisdom and pound foolishness, ignored
the law prohibiting the catching of sal-
mon on Sunday. The run had been long
delayed; it promised to be short; the
fish were runuing in great numbers when
Sunday came, and they with one accord
refused to oven the traps. As the
number of salmon-taken by each trap
was worth in the peighborhood of $5,000,
the trap owners simply figured that they
could afford to pay fines rather than to
cbey the law. This was - a4 shameless
breach of faith on their part and would
warrant the legislature, at its next ses-
swn, in doing what has been long asked
by the seine and gill-net fishermen, and

abolish the -trap privileges. The laws
were passed for the protection of the

salmon industry from threatened extinc-[
tion. They were framed in response to
the requests of the people interested in
the industry, who saw the possibilities
of its destruction before them. They
were intended to restrain the greed: of
the few for the benefit of the many. Yet
the instant that the trap men saw an
immediate profit for themselves in violat-
ing the law they took advantage of the
opportunity. They weighed the pecuni-
ary consequences, figured that it was
cheaper to pay fines than lose fish, and
¢ cted accordingl{. v

It is shameful that such conditions
should exist, and that such steps should
bo considered necessary. It is a pity
that the penalties for unlawful fishing
should not extend to a forfeiture of the
trep licenses as well as to fines. This
incident points to a direction in which
the laws should be amended-at the next
session of the legislature.”

It is a hopeful sign that the governor
of the state should announce his deter-
nination to use all the machinery at his
command to compel recognition of the
iaw. It is significant that an influential
newspaper such as the Post-Intelli-
geneer, should denounce in unmeasured
terms the shameful greed, contempt for
aw and lack of common business fore-
sight of the trap fishermen. But it is
aiso significant that the Post-Intelli-
gencer admits that if the seine fisher-
men cou.u have hoped to make a profit
b, fishing during the close season they
would have set the law at defiance also.
TEtey did not refrain from working their
uets because of respect for the law, but
because it would not have paid them to
tcllow. the example of their powerful
competitors and ignore the law.

Evidently the legislature will discover
the necessity of providing more severe
renalties if it sincerely desires to compel
the trap men to observe a close season.

« Early Construction When Grant
Was Made.

‘While it cannot be said with absolate
certainty where the terminus on the Ma-,
cific of the Grand Trunk Pacific will be,
et it woyld appear that it is to be Kaien
Island, about 25 miles south of the pres-
ent town of Port Simpson. The com-
pany hold from the government of the
province of British Columbia a grant of
iand for a townsite, as announced ex-
clusively in the Times some months ago,
and the location has Ahlready been ap-
proved of by the government at Ottawa.
While it is open to the company to name
another termjnus before the time arrives
for beginning actual work, yet those in
a position to know the minds of the offi-
cials of the new road say that they have
little doubt that Kaien Island will be
selected finally.

The grant for the townsite was made
to the railway company by the provincial
government at a dollar an acre. No re-
striction was put in that early construc-
tion of the British Columbia section was
to be undertaken, but only that the site
was to be named as the terminus before
the end ef next year. This latter re-
quisite has been carried out, but it is
realized that this does not prevent the
ckanging of the terminus at a later time,
and does not require the company to be-
gin work at this end until it pleases
them. The government now realizes that
restrictions should have been put in the
agreement and that the grant should
kave been withheld until the company
agreed to begin work at once,

The sincerity of the local government
in its expressed anxiety that actual con-
struction should be enforced at an early
date has.in eonsequence of the terms of
{his grant, been called in question. An
ercellent opportunity existed when the
land was askeq for to demand in return
early construction.

The government, however, failed to
take advantage of the chance presenting
itself, and sold the land at the ordinary
rate charged.

It is said the members of the govern-
ment have since awakened to the ‘mis-
iake made and would gladly alter the
conditions on which the land was given.

The island is for all practical purposes
a part of the Mainland, and was in fact
82 marked on the early maps of the dis-
The passage which separates it
from the Mainland is only narrow, and
at low water is dry in places. It can
be easily bridged so as to connect with
tne main line without a break.

The island is only: partially available
for townsite and colonization purposes.
A considerable part of it is set aside as
an Indian reserve, Of the remainder the
railway company has been granted 10,-
000 acres. Of this there are estimated
to be about 4,000 acres which can be
utilized as a townsite. This overlooks
an admirable harbor known as Tuck’s
Inlet. The land rises gently from the
water to high hills which lie behind.
The site therefore is eapable of accom-
nmodating a city of considerable propor-
tions. In addition to this there is other
land available for suburban purposes.

In the interior of the island there is
a high range’dt hills rising to séveral
thousand feet in height. These supply
a lake sufficiently large to furnish water
for all city purposes,

The route of the Grand Trunk Pacific
across the province has not yet been
located. If that can be done so as to
rermit of the terminus being at Kaievn
Island there can be little doubt that
this point will ‘be made the permancut
outlet on the Pacific.

FACTION FIGHT.

Loss of Life in a Battle Waged in Lone-

ly Mountain District.
Chicago, July 27.—A special to the
Daily News from Owingav, Illinois,
says: “In a desperate encounter be-
tween the Mullins and Fleming fac-
tions of feudists, Sol Mullins, leader of
the Mullins faction, has been killed, and
William Mullins wounded, and Jeff
Fleming fatally hurt. The battle took
place on Boone Fork, in a lonely moun-
tain section near the border of Letcher
and Pike counties.

TQ BOYCOTT BANK.

“hinese Money Dealers Will Discuss
Organizing Against American
Institution.

Shanghai, July 27—Thé native brokers
nere have called a meeting to discuss a
proposal to boycott the International
Ranking Corporation. The International
Banking Corporation was organized in
1901 under the laws of Connecticut, re-
ceiving its charter by a special act of the
legislature. It was then the only Amer-
ican banking institution formeqd for the
purpose of doing business entirely in for-
eign countries, with aunthority to estab-
lish branches,

In December, 1902, it was made agents
of tl}e United States government for the
receipt of the payments of this govern-
ment on account of the Chinese Boxer
indemnity. The stockholders were se-
lected from among the leading manufac-
turers, exporters and importers of the
United States, The corporation is cap-
italized at $3,000,000, with a surplus of
$3.600,000. The main office of the cor-
roration is at No. 1 Wall street, New
York.

HOCH GRANTED REPRIEVE.

On Day of His Execution Money Is Supplied
to Allow His Taking an Appeal.

Chicago, July 28.—A woman with money
effectually intervened  to-day between
“Bluebeard’”  Johann Hoch and the hang-
man. Almost on the steps of the scaffold
the combination of femininity and fihance
that has been potent throughout the re-
markable career of the multi-bigamist and
wife murderer developed anew, and secured
him at least two months’ longer lease of
life. After all arrangements were complet-
ed and death faced Hoch within two hours
a woman went to his rescue, So earnest
did she appear in an offer to furnish the
money necessary to allow Hoch to appeal
his case that there was a hurried consulta-
tion among officials.

Hoch has been reprieved until the middle
of September.

DR. MORRISON, OF THE
LONDON TIMES, HERE

Be Arrived on the Tartsr oa Friday—
Interviewed on the Far East-
ern Situation.

Dr. Morrison, the world renowned Pe-
kin correspondent of the Times, known
throughout the newspaper reading world
2¢ *““China” Morrison, arrived on Tues-
day on the C. P. R. steamer Tartar, en
route for Washington and the peace con-
ference, after which he is going to Eng-
land after an absence of ten years.

Since the war broke out the Doctor
has been stationed at Pekin, and there
rendered valuable service while the
acme of the war situation reamained in
the Orient. But the work of the peace
plenipotentiaries are now focussing the

/| attention of the newspaper world, and

Dr. Morrison’s commission changes with
that of public interest. He deplored the
absence of news in Pekin, and said that
the foreigners there had had to subsist
on the slender news fare provided by the
short cable messages sent out from home,
whilst most of the Chinese were even
worse off. Personally he had been travel-
ling so considerably for several months
past that he could hardly claim to have
knowledge of the opinion of the better
class Chinese on the questions of the
moment.

One thing was certain, and that was
that the Chinese desired peace, and it
was almost equally certain that they
expected the peace conference would
have that result, especially when if was
known that the Japanese foreign minis-
ter was himself going over to the confer-
ence. 'The Chinese thought he would not
be sent unless there was a reasonable
prospect of peace resulting from the
meeting.

On the question of the representation
of China at the conference, which is just
now so prominent, Dr. Morrison said
some of the prominent Chinese desired to
be represented at the conference, but it
was pointed out that there was mno in-
tention of making the meeting interna-
tional in charaeter. A number of tele-
grams came to Pekin from various socie-
ties formed by Chinese students. most of
whom had been educated abroad, urging
the necessity of representation, because
the question at issue was one which af-
fected territory belonging to China. The
majority of the better class Chinese and
the wiser statesmen, however, saw the
inadvisability of pressing the point in the
particular and very peculiar circum-
stances.

The Chinese in authority, too, were
quite confident that Japan would act
squarely by them. They had no reason
to think otherwise, for Japan had loyally
carried out all the undertakings she had
given and all her obligations.

The view that the Japanese would not
observe their promises was being drilled
into the Chinese by the sudsidized Rus-
sian papers and by Russian officials, but
Dr. Morrison did not think all these ef-
forts were carrying any conviction to the
really responsible rulers in China. The
most powerful man in China at the
present time was wundoubtedly Viceroy
Yuan Shiahkai, and he was confident of
the good faith of the Japanese.

Questioned on the matter of the Chi-
nese exclusion movement in the Western
States, Dr. Morrison said he thought the
agitation in China was mainly acade-
mical, and had never been as large as
was reported. An order for the suppres-
sion of the agitation had been issued
from court, and was taking effect. The
proportions of the movement had never
been serious. He did not think the
threatened boycott of American goods at
all' likely to be carried into effect. He
could not imagine a Chinaman refusing
for very long to buy goods out of which
he could make a profit.

Dr. Morrison is a native of Geelong,
Victoria, Australia, and was educated at
Melbourne and Edinburgh universities.
He has secured the degrees of M. D.. C.
M. Though entering -on the' medical
profession he was ever of an adven-
turous disposition, and, according  to
‘Who’s Who, crossed Australia on foot
from the Gulf of Carpentaria to Mel-
bourne, 1882-83. He was speared  in
New Guinea in 1883, and the spear head
was not removed from his body = until
1884, when the operation was performed
in Edinburgh. He crossed from Shang-
hai to Rangoon by land in 1894, and as
special correspondent for the Times he
travelled from Bangkok to Yunnan City,
China, and round Touquin in: 1896. In
1897 he crossed Manchuria from Stre-
tensk in Siberia to Vladivostock.

NORTHERN NEWS.

Story of Customs Trouble at Port Simp-
son is Denied—Other Interesting
Items.

The Times correspondent at Port Simp-
son, writing under date of July 24th,
says: The newspaper report to the effect
that the Japanese ship Higashi Maru
had much trouble with the customs in en-
tering Port Simpson is entirely incorrect.
First of all the cause of the ship’s de-
lay was owing to busifiess, and now the
captain of the wessel is trying to locate
the whereabout of four of his erew who
deserted the ship a week ago. “The niglit

ON THE ISLAND

TRIPOLI DEPOSITS
WILL BE UTILIZED

Factory for the Manufacture of Ink ang
Polishes to Be Built at Port
Renfrew.

Mention has previously been made in
the columns of the Times of the rich
assets which have recently been discov-
ered on the southwest coast of Vancou-
ver Island, near San Juan, consisting of
a vast bed of tripoli or rotten stone. The
discovery was made by J. J. Baird, who
not_ safisfied with allowing it to lie idle,
has arranged to have it put to practical
use and make it of commercial value to
tue Island and this city.

In conjunction with F. W. Morris, of
this city, experiments were carried on
with the tripoli for the purpose of put-
ting it to use in manufacturing polishes,.
ink and other preparations of which it is
the basis. = The results of these experi-
ments have been'told in the Times. In
every way the tripoli has proved emin-
ently satisfaetory, and after a year's
careful work in the laboratory the for-
mulae for the different preparations have.
been brought to perfection.

That done, it remained to interest cap-
ital in the undertaking, with the object
in view of beginning manufacture on a
commercial basis. A company is being
organized with a capitalization of $1-
(00,000, divided into 1,000,000 shares at
$1 each. The provisional directors have
been named as follows: J. J. Baird, I'.
W. Morris, W. E. Carter, A. F. McCrim-
mon, E. C. Smith, T. Redding and S. A.
Baira.

A limited quantity of stock is to be put
on the market, sufficient to begin opera-
tions and: introduce the products, after:
which the factories, it is expected, will
not only pay their own way but alsc
yield dividends.

The headquarters of the company will
be in Victoria. There will be two fac-
tcries built, however, one at Port Ren-
trew and the other at Seattle. The lat-
ter will be utilized in turning out the
product which will be used in the Unit-
ed States, while the Canadian supply
will be met from the output from the-
Vancouver Island works.

The commodities to be manufactured
bty the company includes the following:
“Shino,” a general household cleaner; a
metal polisher which is used altogether
by the C. P. R. on their steamers; a
plate powder for cleaning fine goods;
and a number of other marketable pre-
parations of which the basis is tripoli.

A writing ink has been perfected also,
and will be made at the two factories..
This has been tested and is regarded as
gne of the most perfect inks on the mar-
set -

The deposit of tripoli is inexhaustible.
It is at Jeast nine :feet in depth and
covers an area of about 100 acres, This:
mineralds used as the basis of the prin-
¢ipal polishes in Great Britain, and the
intention is to ship it in a prepared form
t> be used by these factories in the OI&
Country.

Close at hand and also controlled by
this company is a good deposit of graph--
ite, which is also to be utilized in mak-
irg lubricants, etc. There are eight
ciaims indicating graphite deposits.

But ‘other valuable properties besides
those entering into the manufacture of'
these preparations also become assets of’
the company. The 160 acres of land om
which the deposit of tripoli is found has
at least 2,000,000 feet of clear merchant-
rhle cedar besides other timber, and has
n waterfall capable of generating 100
h: rse-power. >

THE CANADIANS

BRITISH FACTORIES
ARE WELL EQUIPPED

Representatives of Manufacturers® As-
sociation Given a Great Reception
in Old Country.

Writing to the Montreal Star from
London, England, a correspondent says:

“] had a chat this week with a mem-
ber of the executive of the Canadian
Manufacturers’ Association now visiting
England, and it would be difficult to ex-
sggerate the sense of appreciation which
the deputation feel of all the kindness
«nd hospitalities they have received. “We
knew we should be well treated,’ said
this leading Montreal manufacturer,
‘but not one of us dreamt that the Eng-
lish people would put us through in such
1oval style. We have been killed with
kindness, and, of course, it has been a
pretty big education for many of us. We
come from Canadian centres, most of
which have, s6 to speak, only begun
their industrial career. Many of us have
1ead ever since we were children abouf
the overwhnelming industrial success of
the United States at the expense of poor
oid England. It was pretty much a case
of America first, England nowhere. I
car tell you that, after going through
some of the leading mills and factories
in the Midlands and Yorkshire, we are
quite prepared to put a heavy discount
«n this Yankee bragging. I mever saw
m:lls as well equipped as most of those
we went through, and I know that other
members of the deputation who have
travelled enough to be in a position to
jucge, were simply astounded at the re-
finement of manufacture to which many
of the English industries have now been
carried. When any man talks to us now
sbhout poor old England as a back num-
ber in the manufacturing world, we can
tell! him he simply does not know what
Le is talking about. ILet him go through,
say some of the Yorkshire mills (and
much the same, of course would apply to
the mills of Lanchashire, Galashiels,
Sheffield and other great manufacturing
centres), and he will realize that, far
from being doune, old England has a tre-
mendous career in front of her as a
msnufacturing country.

“Those cf use who have done little
public speaking in €anada have, by the
many opportunities of the tour for prac-
tice, become quite expert talkers on our
feet. A manufacturer having shown us
round his mills would generally say,
‘perhaps you would like to make a few
remarks to the mill girls or the male
operators,” and we had to do it; and I
must say that nothing could exeesd the
kind reception given to what we had to
eay. Ome thing strikes us particularly.
Whenever you talk about the Beitish
Fmpire, about the younger nations grow-
irz up over the seas, the men who will
increasingly help to carry.ean the great
work of the British race, you stir up
these British working people to the very
height of enthusiasm, They are: all
hungering for just the sympathy and co-
¢peration which we believe Canada ang
the other colonies will soon be able and
cager to.give. It is a fine ideal this of
partnership between the old Mother
Country and the younger nations all over
the globe, and our three weeks' moving
in and out among English manufactur-
ers and business men and working men
and women convinces us that it is not
only a practicable idea, but one that is
bound to be realized before we are very
much older. 4

“Of course we had. a great time in
Birmingham, the home of Chamberlain-
ism. Mr. Chamberlain seemed just as
delighted to see us as we were to see and
shake hands with him. I do mot mind
confessing that when I came up to Mr.
Chamberlain, I gave him a hand grip
such as he does not often get and said,
‘God bless you and your work, sir. You
are about the only statesman the Em-
pire’'s got on this side of the Atlantic.’
He smiled in a quiet, sage way, and I
felt T had said enough. | e

“One intecresting outcome of the Cana-
dian manufacturers’ visit is the proposed
establishment of a British Manufactur-
ers’ Associaticn upon somewhat similar
lines so that of the Canadian body. Brit-
ish manufacturers have in the past been
a mass of singularly isolated items;each
manufacturer has looked with wmore or
less jealousy upon his fellow-manufac-
iurers, and there being, of course, no
tariff affairs to bring them together in
daiscussion and co-operative action, they
Lave for the most part left each other
clone to the disadvantage of all. The
woy in which the Canadian manufactur-
ers have stood together and formulated
their united policy and programme, guite
content that their president should be
their spokesman, has impressed not a
few of the manufacturers of this coun-
try, who realize how much greater their
influence would be in legislative and
cther affairs if they possessed the same
kind of solidarity. The movemnt for the
establishment of a British Manufactur-
ers’ Association is, of course, still in:the
infant stage, but it will be surprising if
il does not soon bear fruit.”

FRIDAY’S REPORTS
FROM SALMON TRAPS

Rough Water Still Prevents Many From
- Beilng Emptied—The Big
Run Continues.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

Again to-day the water is rough in the
Straite. This makes the third day of like
conditions, and as a result the salmon traps
are still full of fish, an opportunity to empty
many of them not having presented itself.
Tugse find it difficult to approach the traps
when the sea is turbulent, for should they
attempt to do so damage might ensue.

A few of the traps, however, were re-
lieved of the thousands captured. Forty
thousand were taken from two of Todd &
Munsie’s, 25,000 of which were taken into
Esquimalt and 15,000 to the Fraser river.
And from the Capital City Canning & Pack-
ing Company’ 13,000 were shipped from the
French's beach trap. This'is all the steam-
er carrying them could load.

Findlay,. Durham & Brodie would have
made a shipment this morning if they could
have secured a steamer, but they were un-
able to do this because of a couple of acci-
dents with which their steamers met. The
Burt lost a boom and the Kildonan got into
some small trouble on the Frasep yesterday,
with the result that neither ,were on hand
this morning.

From all reports received to-day the heavy
run is still on.

The close season sets in at 6 o’clock this

evening, and from that hour until 6 on
Sunday morning there will be a suspensiom
of operations. At least all traps must be
closed during this perfod. There is nothing,
however, to prevent the salmon which make
their way into the spillers from being used.
A dispatch from Bellingham of yester-
day’s date eays: The salmon run continues.
So far ae can be learned, the largest single
haul from any trap has been 35,000.
' B. B. Deming, president of the Pacific
American Fisherles, pald the $50 fine for
one trap operated by his company being
opened and fishing last Sunday during close
hours. Mr. Deming says orders had been
sent for all traps to be closed.

The Seattle Times reports that next Sun-
day selne fishermen, as deputies under Fish
Commissioner Kershaw, will be stationed
on the traps of the Sound to enforce the
86-hour weekly closed season Jaw passed by
the last legislature.

The seine fishermen of the San Juan
Island have represemted to Fish Commis-
sloner Kershaw that last Sunday the traps
among the islands all violated the closed
season law, while the selne fishermen Fe-
mained idle. They have appealed both to
the fish commissioner and to Gov. Mead to
gee that the law passed for the protection
of the salmon industry is enforced.

Puget Sound salmon canneries have had
three days’ operation with all the fish
necessary to operate to full capacity, and
there is no abatement of the run evident.
While the nature of the run is not the
same as {n former &easons, canmery opera-
tors have regalned considerable of the con-
fidence lost during the period of waltingi

CHARLES GIBBONS

OF SER!0US CHARGE
MADE AGAINST HIM

Addresses by Counsel and Somming Up
by the Judge—Prisoner Was
Liberated.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

The case of Rex vs. Gibbons was re-
samed in the assizes this morning before
Mr. Justice Morrison and the following
petit jurors: W. T. Ash (foreman), J.
Hood, W. J. Roskamp, C. W. Hills, C.

Johnson, R. Proctor and G. Mecllmoyl.

A. L. Belyea, K.C:, appeared for the
crown and W. J. Taylor, K.C., and H.
D. Twigg for the defendant. The case
for the crown was compleced before the
court adjourned.

Mr. Belyea in his opening address to
the jury briefly outlined the particulars
of the charge against the prisoner at the
bar, which are still fresh in the minds
cf Times readers. He then c¢atied the
first witness, Dr. R. L. Fraser.

Dr. Fraser, upon being sworn, said .he
sttended J. K. Mecredy for a gunshat
viound in the right forearm and arm.
He first saw the wound on the morning
of June 19th. The wound was not deep,
involving the skin and muscles. There
were some medium sized bird shot in the
wound. He was still attending the in-
jured man. The wound was bleeding
pretty profusely when Macredy came to
ithe office. He recognized the clothing
worn by him.

Mr. Taylor did not desire to cross-ex-
amine the witness.

Chas. E. Watkins, architect, the next
witness, identified a plan of the front
portion of the Gibbons’ residence on
1Iead street, as produced, explaining the
various details of it.

J. K. Mecredy was the next witness.
He swore he lived in Vancouver. He
was in Victoria on June 18th. He had
known the accused between three and
four years, and/knew members of his
family. On June 18th he saw Mr. and
Mrs. Gibbons. He met the latter with
Iis daughter at the King Edward hotel.
Several others were there also. Shortly
rafter eleven he accompanied Mrs. Gib-
bons in a hack to her home on Head
sireet. While passing alpng Government
street Mrs. Gibbons saw Mr. Gibbons
getting on his wheel. When they reach-
ed the house on Head street he and Mrs.
Gibbons bade each other good night.
Mr. Gibbons just then came up on his
wheel and witness, turning toward the
hack, called to Mrs. Gibbons, “Yon
won’t need me now.,”

Mr. Gibbons said, “You’ra going away
ito-morrew?” Witness replied that he
was, and defendant asked witness to
ccme into the house as he wished to
sreak to him. Witness did so, and when
he entered Mr. Gibbons excused himself
for a few moments and went upstairs.
Witness and Mrs. Gibbons were standing
in the dining room, the former with his
Lack to the door. ~

Suddenly Mrs. Gibbons exclaimed:
“1,00k, he’s got a gun!” Turning around
v ‘tness saw Gibbons standing in the hall
Just outside the door, with a gun in his
band. He said: “Mecredy, I'm going to
kill you,” and raised the gun. Witness
kept his eye on the defendant’s finger,
and as soon as he saw it touch the trig-
ger he jumped to the left. Then he
leaped towards the defendant, hoping to
reach him before the second shot was
fired. As he did so the second barrel
was discharged and he received the con-
tents in his right arm, which had been
raised to protect his face. He staggered
and then grasping the defendant’s throat
w'th his left hand he took the gun away
yith his right, ran his assailant along
the floor to the stairs and threw him
dewn.  Gibbons said to him, “You've
1cined my wife.” Witness replied, “You
liar. I told you three years ago that
your wife was a naturally good woman,
but you’ve led such a filthy life you can-
not appreciaté a good woman.”

Gibbons then said: “If that’s so let
me up. You know we’ve always been
friends.”

Witness said “You’re too treacherous. I
can’t trust you.” Witness asked Mrs.
Gibbons to request the hack driver to
came in. She did so, but the driver re-
fused. Gibbons was reaching for some-
thing in his hip pocket, and witness ask-
ed Mrs. Gibbons to remove it. - The de-
fendant said: “Oh,-its ntg&revolver. Ir
it was I would have us It’s only
a pair of scissors.” He kept asking
witness to let him up, and upon Mrs.
Gibbons’ advice he did se.

Witness telephoned to a friend in town,
and Gibbons said. *Why don’t you send
for the police?’ Witness replied: “I
don’t want the police, - If it wasn’t for
your wife and children I would take you
in and hand you over to the police.”

The gun he thought was loaded with
No. 5 shot. He knew of three shots be-
ing extracted from his arm. After the
shot was fired while he was holding Gib-
bons down, the latter said: “I’'m a damn
bad shot, but I’ll get you next time.”

Cross-examined by Mr. Taylor—His
(witness) arm was getting, all right. Gib-
bons said: “I’m going to kill you” before
he fired. When he was lying down he
said: *You've ruined ty wife.”” Witness
intently watched the breech of the gun
and could not see wehther the weapon
was levelled. @There were shot holes in
the cornice from the first shot and some
beneath. Gibbons offered to assist him
in bandaging his wounds. Witness ad-
mitted.using the word ‘“‘dear” in asking
Mrs. Gibbons to ring for a doctor. It
was an expression he often used to omne
he had regarded almost as one of his
own family.

Mz, Tayler: “Quite a common expres-
sion of course? Was it after he heard
that expression that Gibbons expressed
regret he didn’t kill you?”

Mr. Mecredy: “I don’t think that would
have made any difference.” Continuing,
he said he thought she knew about it
years before he appeared on the scene.
Mr. and Mrs. Gibbons were never separ-
ated. He renewed his friendship because
Gibbons had not kept his promise.

Mr, Taylor: “Would you be surprised
to hear that you were the cause of the
ticuble?”

Mr. Mecredy (indignantly): i
wouldn’t be surprised if anything that
Gibbons had done in three years were
stiributed to me.”

Witness \had litigation in Vancouver.
He had two suits against the Quanas,
and was beaten. He never heard the
Chief Justice say he should have been
indicted for perjury, because the Chief
Justice never presided over a case in
which he was interested. °

Mr. Beiyea objected on the ground
that Mr. Taylor was making statements
which he put into the mouth of the wit-
ness, and before the latter could answer
they went down in the record.

The
proceedings, after the usual mid-day in-
termission, consisted of the examination
and cross-examination. of the accused by
counsel for the defence and the crown,
their respective addresses and the sum-
ming up by Mr. Justice Morrison. The
latter was strongly in favor of the pris-
oner. Retiring, the jury deliberated for
upwands of 45 mrnutes, the court room
in the meantime remaining crowded with
expectant groups. In view of the strong
charge of the judge, many predicted an
acquittal, When a knock on the door
announced that the jury had agreed,
everyone, waited with: bated breath for
i the announcement. Forman Ash gave
! the verdict as *“‘not guilty,” and Mr. Gib-
' bons walked out of the box a free man.
| When the proceedings were resumed
i the accused was sworn. He gave much
| the same evidence as those preceeding
him up to the point of his arrival at the
house. He told of following the hack on
a bicycje, of inviting Mr. Mecredy into
. the house on his arrival a few seconds
{ after the vehicle. On entering the hall
i he excused himself and went up-stairs
to get the gun. He returned holding it
loosely in his hands, with the barrels di-
rected towards the ceiling. Standing at
the entrance to the parlor in this posi-
tion he said: “Mecredy, why have jyou
broken up my home?” Mecredy at once
turned around and jumped at him, and
he had fired the first shot across him in
order to prevent an assault. The second
shot went off in the scufle. He didn’t
remember pulling the trigger. He did
rot point the weapon at Mecredy at any
time.
~ Cross-examined by Mr. Belyea, witness
‘said he had gone up-stairs to get the gun.
He knew it was loaded, as he had placed
: cartridges in it two days before to shoot
‘a crane. Questioned closely respecting
the position of Mecredy, Mrs. Gibbons
and himself in the room at the time of
the shooting, witness said that he had
not seen his wife until after. The two
shots had gone off close together, in fact
he didn’t remember firing a second time.
He had fired the first shot across
Mecredy’s “bows¥ in order to prevent
him from rushing. In his epinion the re-
lationship between Mecredy and Mrs.
Gibbons required more than ordinary
means to break off. He had written a
letter to Mecredy regarding the matter
in 1902. He thought it quite likely his
wife had seen Mecredy, and spoken of
witness’s’ objection to their continued in-
tercourse at his request. The idea of
getting the gun had occurred only when
Be went.into the house on the night of
the shooting. From the position he was
standing when the gun was fired he
judged the shot would enter the wall
somewhere near where the wall and the
ceiling join, This concluded Mr. Belyea’s
cross-examination.
Opening his addresd” for the defence,
Mr. Taylor claimed that the case was
exceedingly simple. If Gibbons’ evidence

; was believed there was nothing further

to consider. And, he pointed out, the
stories of Mecredy and Gibbons coincid-
ed in practically all the essential points.
Their versions of the shooting were not
contradictory. Mecredy said that he had
his eye on the trigger so intently that he
could not say whether the gun was level-
led at him, and Gibbons swore that it
was never pointed in his direction. If
the weapon was not deliberately pointed
at Mecredy, and if the first shot had
been fired “across Mecredy’s bows” to
intimidate him, it was not shooting with
intent, and that was the point the jury
had to consider. As for the second shot,
that which struck Mecredy, the accused
had sworn that this discharge was quite
accidental, and the circumstances cor-
roborated his contention. If Mecredy
had held his arm before his face. as was
stated, to protect it from the charge, and
if the gun had been fired directly at him,
no reasonable man could deny that thé
result would have been fatal. The top
of Mecredy’s head. would have been
blown off. It was tridiculous to suppose
that a man with the determination to
kill would miss his shot with a double-
barrel shotgun, and his man not six feet
away. These were the cold facts. The
responsibility of deciding whether the ac-
cused had fired with “intent to then and
there murder Mecredy,” or whether, as
evidenced by the facts brought out, the
latter’s actions had  resulted in the
wound, rested with the jury. Not th(‘a
offence, but the intention constituted the
crime.

Mr. Taylor then mentioned several
parallel cases. He pointed out that if-
the law was followed in all its rigidity in
every instance it would often result in
injustice. That was the reason ‘trial by
jury existed. as intelligent citizens, men
of the world, were able to exercise com-
mon-sense judgment in bringing in a
verdiet.! This was necessary in the case
under trial. Mecredy had admitted that
he had paid attentions to Mrs. Gibbone,
Gibbons had notified Mecredy to break
off his intereourse with his wife, but im
spite of this Mecredy secretly continued
to pay Mrs. Gibbons attention. This
was not the act of an innocent man. He
had admitted upon oath that his actions
were not such as to conduce to harmon®r
in the household. Then why did he con-
tinue? Mecredy’s course throughout, Mr.
Taylor claimed, was such as to warrant
the severest censure. He compared
Mecredy’s part to that of Iago in.Othello:
Shakespeare’s greatest tragedy. The in-
tent was the same. He had used every
means in his power to alienate the af-
fections of a lady from her husband. As
soon as Mecredy had heard that there
, was a littie trouble in the Gibhons family
he had come to Victoria. “What would
civilization come to if a stranger could
enter the family of another and act as
dictator?” he asked. He wanted to
know if it was not-natural that the terms

Mr. Belyea’s address on behalf of the
crown was comparctively brief. In his
cpening remarks he disclaimd the inten-
tion of following up his predecessor's
: long dissertation. Both Mecredy and
i Mrs, Gibbons undoubtedly had been in-
( viscreet. He agreed with his learned
friend that the case should be determin-
od on the shooting alone. On that occas-
ion there was no evidence that these men
had met for weeks and months. There
{ was no bad blood. They had met for the
; first time in many months at the house,
{ and Gibbons deliberately proceeded up-
| stairg to secure a loaded gun. Counsek
tnen presented a plan to the jurymen,
and pointing out tlhe approximate posi-
tions of those in the room at the time
and the places where the shot had lodged
contended that. such was indisputable
evidence of the falsity of the testimony of
]a(‘cused. Gibbons claimed that the gum

had never been pointed towards
Mecredy. He left that point to the jury.
It was answered by the ‘fact that
Mecredy had been hit, and “the man be-
hind the gun” was Gibbons. There were
three counts in the indictment, one cof
which was intent- to. do murder. He
then read several authorities respecting
vhis charge. The means in this instance,
he said, was a doublé barreled shotgun.
When Mecredy turned around he was to
ail intents and purposes looking down
| the barrels of that firearm. Both shots
lh:‘.d been fired in rapid succession and
in the same direction. This surely
demonstrated the prisoner’s intention.
He had not warned Mecredy to leave
the house, but invited him in. The re-
spousibility of deciding upon the prison-
er’s intention devolved upon the jury,
butl if it was decided that he was not
guilty on either the first or second
charge there was no getting away from
the third, “wounding.” All talk of an
attempt on the part of Mecredy to alien-
ate the affections of Mrs. Gibbons was
4 play upon the sympathies of the jury.
There was no justifieation for a man to
take the law into his own hands to such
an extent.

Summing up His Lordship went very
sfrongly in favor of the accused. He
explained that the indictment contained
three counts, the first of which was
shooting with intent to do murder. “Are
you satisfied that the evidence has
brought home that crime?’ he asked.
The question of intention was left to the
jury. There were two lesser charges,
namely, that of unlawfully shooting
with intent to do grievous bodily harm
and that of wounding. Continuing, he
explained that if Mecredy had been
killed it would not necessarily have been
murder. Undeniably Mecredy had  been
interfering ‘and meddling with Gibbons’
family affairs. - Was there anything to
justify such action? If Mrs. Gibbons
liad reason to complain of her husband
there were many other ways of adjust-
ing it other than that adopted by
Mecredy He held that it was Mecredy’s
interference that had brought about the
shooting. “Did Gibbons,” he asked,
“shoot  Mecredy without provocation?”’
There was every reason to believe, ac-
cording to the evidence, that Gibbons
Lad simply come down with the gum in
order to make a display. Concluding, he
referred to the three charges, and ex-
piained that the jury’s duty, if unable
to convict on any of the three charges
in the indictment wag to acquit the ac-
cused.

Retiring, the jury deliberated for about
hree-quarters of an hour. The verdict
of “not guilty” was returned. Mr.
Taylor immediately applied for the re-
lease of his client, which was granted.

During the trial yesterday morning .a
question by Mr. Belyea to Mr. Mecredy
regarding propriety of the latter's rela-
tions with Mrs. Gibbons was objected to
by, Mr. Taylor, who said that he would
Le the last man to suggest that there
was anything improper. He gave the
assurance that he did not wish to convey
that impression.

His Lordship said that no man of in-
teiligence would believe for an instant
that there was anything improper in the
relationship. Mr. Belyea replied that in
view of Mr. Taylor’s assurance he would
abandon the question.

From the working of the traps a can-
nery in Eequimalt giving further emplby-
ment to a large number of men has
demonstrated the foresight and wisdom
of two Viectorians who had the courage
to risk capital on the venture while the
industry was yet in its initiative stages.

There is a small business which has
been started in the city of shipping
spring salmon to Germany, which has
just encouraged another firm to embark
in a similar enterprise of forwarding
sockeyes cured in a like manner to
Australia and New Zealand. No actual
fhipments of these latter fish have yet
been made, but the preparations for re-
ceiving them first and treating them
after their arrival have already been
carried out, and it will be only a mafter
of a short time before a start has been
made in packing them.

There is, too, the demand created for
what might be called by-products, that
is the various, kinds of fish other than
salmon caught in the traps, and for the
shipment of the offal to Port Angeles,
where it is there  manufactured into
guano.

“The above is but an outline of the dif-
ferent forms which the industry has as-
sdmed. As to what revenue it brings to
the trap men in the first place one can
only surmise, for few companies there
are these days who will open’their books
and exhibit an account of their earnings
{for the benefit of the public. It has been
said by .those in the business that the
traps have a capacity for holding at one
time one milion fish. Tt ig also possible
that this number of fish ean be obtained
ir 24 hours. In this cateh there is al-
ways a variefy of fish, ranging in valua-
tion from five. cents a sockeye, which &

pound for spring salmon. The latter run
from TS5 cents to 90 cenfs a fish.

’FRISCO DETECTIVE
HAULED OVER COALS

Judge Lampman and Defendant’s Coun-
sel Scored California Sleath for Re-
marks Made by Him.

(Frony Saturday’s Daily.)

Mr. Colling continued his cross-exam-
ination of Mr. Whiting, the San Fran-
cisco attorney, this morning, and will
probably conclude this afternoon. Be-
tween this case and that of Rex vs. Gib-
bons in the Assize court, court habitues
have considerable diversion. This morn-
ing, just before adjourning, Mr. He]mec-
ken said he desired to question Detec-
tive Gibson regarding a query he is al-
leged to have addressed to the stemo-
grapher about him. 'The detective, Mr:
Helmcken understood, had asked the
stenographer if he (Mr. Helmcken) had
tried to get her to change the evidence
of any of the witnesses. The detective
was not present this morning, so the mat-
ter will be taken up this afternoon.

A feature of the Collins ' extradition
proceedings yesterday was the scorching
received by Detective Sergeant Tom
Gibson, of the San Francisco police, at
the hands of His Honor Judge Lamp-
man, and H. D. Helmcken, K. C., coun-
sel for Mr. Collins. As mentioned in the
Times, Mr. Helmcken intimated yester-
day morning that he desired the detze-

 tive to be present in court in the after-

noon, as he had a statement to make
concerning him. Wlhen the commission
resumed in the afternoon Mr. Helmcken
informed His Honor that in pursuance
of the intimation he had given in th2
morning he wished to make a statement.
He inquired if Detective Sergeant Gib-
son was in court.

Mr. Higgins: “He’'s here.”

Mr. Helmcken then stated that on
reading the report of Tuesday’s proceed-
ings in the morning paper of Wednesday
it occurred to him that the portion deal-
ing with Mr. Groom’s testimony was in-
correct. ‘To satisfy himself that he had
not misapprehénded what Mr. Groom
had stated, he called upon the steno-
grapher previous to the sitting and ask-
ed her to produce her notes of Mr.
Groom’s testimony, as he wahted to com-
pare them with the newspaper report. He
did so and found the report to be sub-
stantially correct. His learned friend,
Mr. Higgins, asked him if he had any
exception to the motes, and he -(Mr.
Helmcken) explained why he asked for
their production. Subsequently. he learn-
ed that Detectice Sergeant Gibson had
called upon Mrs. Blygh. He (Mr. Helme-
ken) also called upon Mrs. Blygh and in-
quired if the detective had used his name
in connection with his interview. He was
told that this individual had called upon
the stenographer: and asked her if Mr.
Helmcken had tried to get her to change
her: notés.ls Mrs. ‘Blygh informed the
officer. ; what had actually taken place,
and: Gibson at theiconelusion of the in-
terview - with her saids #So they're try-
ing to g& the notés’ changed?”

Now, ‘eontinued Mr. Helmcken, Gib-
son: was a witness'in this case, in fact a
persecutor: or = prosecutor, whichever it
may be;"and to make such an eontempti-
ble requisition to the reporter was a re-
flection upon the court and the defence,
and should not be tolerated. He (Mr.
Helmecken) desired a proper explanation,
and asked the court to take note of it and
inform this ‘individual from San Fran-
cisco that such practices would not be
tolerated. It was unfair and unjust to
attempt to thus create a prejudice
against the Jdefendant, and would not be
permitted in a British court of justice.

Mr. Higgins said he had made enquir-
ies of Mrs. Blygh and Sergeant Gibson,
and was told that the matter arose from
a ‘discussion as to the testimony of the
witness Groom. It was 'whether the
witness had given “yes” or “no” in an-
swer to a certain guestion. To settle the
uncertainty Mr. Gibson called upon Mrs.
Blygh. While there he asked if she had
been approached by the other side with
a view to having her notes changed. He
(Mr. Higgins) was informed - that ~Mr.
Helmeken’s name was not used in the
interview,

Detective Sergeant Gibson: ‘Permit
me to say that T never cast any reflec-
tion upon the. attornéy for the defence,
and am surprised that he should make
the charge. I don’t know Mr, Helmcken,
and only met him once, when introduced
to him, and that was in a hurry. I cer-
tainly did not make use of his name.”

LONG VACATION RULES

Are Gazetted This Week—Appointments
and Other Official Notices.

The following long vacation rules ap-
pearing in this week’s Gazette will be of
interest to legal men:

1. There shall be a vacation in the
Ccunty courts of the province from the
tirst day of August to the first day of
October (both days inclusive) in each
vear, during which vacation, subject to
tLe provisions hereinafter contained, no
cause shall be tried.

2. Nothing in these rules shall interfere
with the issue or service of ordinary, de-
feult or judgment summonses, or gar-
nishee proceedings, or proceedings for
obtaining judgment on default sum-
rmonses.

3. Nothing in these Tules shall inter-
fere with any criminal proceedings.

4, During said vacation the office hours
of the court shall be from 10 o’clock in
+iie morning until 2 o’clock in the after-
1 00n, ‘except on Saturday, when they
cLall be from 10 o’'clock in the morning
until 1 o’clock in the- aftermgon.

5. Provided, however, that any judge
of any County court may, if he deems
necessary, hold sittings of the County
ceurt during such vacation.

6. These rules shall come into force on
the first day of August, 1905, and shall
continue in force until rescinded.

7. These rules may be cited as the
“County Court Long Vacation Rules.”

MIRACULOUS ESCAPE.

New York, July 27.—Four men buried
by the caving in ‘of a trench they were
digging for a new gas plant at Long
Island city were saved yesterday by
laborers, who happened to pass, and saw
directly in front of them, on what ap-
zeared to be level ground a nran’s hand
snt part of the forearm.

Frightened and speechless, they stop-
ped, and the fingers of the hand moved,
hasty examination showed the nature of
the accident, and the laborers dug into
the loose soil as rapidly as possible. The
cwner of the hand was soon taken out
uuconscious. At the same time the dig-
gers came across the leg of another
workman, later they uncovered two more
men. After several hours’ work physi-
cians at the hospital restored the four
trench diggers to consciousness.

WILL MAKE OFFER
10 WATER COMPANY

REGARDING THEIR
GOLDSTREAM RIGHTS

Committee of City Council Discusses the
Vexed Question—Wounld Pay Six
Hundred Thousand Dollars.

The first definite move ftowards the
solution of the vexed wateérworks prob-
ijem was decided upon by the city coun~
cii sitting as the public works committee
on Thursday. The matter was pretty
fully discussed, the upshot being the
cdoption of a resolution moved by Ald
Stewart and seconded by Ald. Hall, pro-
viding that the Efquimalt Waterworks
Co. be askad if they would accept-$600,-
(00 for their plant, property, franchise,
rights amd privileges. The question: will
come before the council on Monday night
in the form of a report from the public
works committee. It is hardly likely it
will interfere with the motion of Ald.
Hanna® regarding the annulment of the
secret contract.

The discussion last night was a long
one, Ald. Stewart objected to the clause
in the contract granting the street rail-
way company an exclusive monopoly of
the water power in the event of the city
acquiring the property of the water-
works company. Ald. Fullerton failed
to understand how the previous coumwcil
could extend such privileges to the rail-
way company. Ald. Fell pointed out
that at that time the railway company
had decided to utilize their water rights
at Shawnigan, in which event the city
would lose the revenue it would gain
under the agreement. From an econo-
mical standpoint tho ecompany would
suve money by using: their Shawnigan
water rights,

Ald. Fullerton recommended a meeting
between the council and street railway
company to discuss the matter. Aid.
Elford, while recognizing the advantages
of the Goldstream proposition, did net
think the ecity could stand for it finan-
cially. He favored the recommendation
of Mr. Adams that the present source
be improved to satisfy the needs of the
community for twenty-five years.

Ald. Stewart proposed that the council
submit an offer to the waterworks com-
pany. Mayor Barnard explained that he
nad written to Manager Lubbe last
November inquiring if the company
would sell, and at what figure. The
answer was that the company did mnot
Cesire to sell, but would consider an
offer from the city. An effort was made
to arrive at an understanding with the
company, but this swas unsuccessful.

Finally Ald. Stewart moved the reso-
lution already referre¢ to, which was
carried. In the discussion which took
place on this point Ald. Hanna expressed
himself in favor of dealing - with the
secret contract before making the offer
o the waterworks company. The mat-
ter will be fully threshed out at next
Monday’s meeting.

A number of other subjects came be-
fore the committee. Among these was
the question of permanent sidewalks.
The appropriation for the work on John-
son and Douglas streets being exhausted
it was decided to use a sum not exceed-
ing one thousand dollars, which had been
appropriated for the Dallas road retain-
ing wail, for permanent sidewalks on
both sides of Douglas street from.Yates
to Johnson, aiso the morth side of John-
socn from- Government to Broad.

The commitiee also had a meeting
with representatives of the Taylor Mill
Co. and Lemon, Gonnason & Co. regard-
ing the waterfront-at the foot of Queen’s
avenue, It was decided to lease a por-
tion to both companies.

The plumbing inspector recommended
that a braneh sewer be laid easterly from
the corner of Government and Fisguard
‘streets, a distance of 160 feet, and
rvortherly fromy the corner of Frederick
ard Quadra streets.

The uniform
success of those who have engaged inthe
work re-echo the truth of what has been
written or said as to the position “we
Lold in growing large and small fruits,
ard also the unlimited market we com-
mand for the disposal of it.

The demand for apples, pears, plims,
cherries and quinces and for strawhber-

has exceeded in the Northwest alone 75
per cent. of our capacity to supply. This
shows the infant state of this industry,
and also points out to those who look
abead the need of training this infant “in
the way it ought to go.”” With a prov-
ince endowed in this direction as ours
iz, our inhabitants would be lax indeed
if they do not rise to the opportunities
presenting themselves and co-operate -to
establish this industry as one of Can-
ada’s formost export producers as well
as to supply our rapidly growing home
markets. If such is-done British Colum-
tia will assuredly be in the near future
Canada’s great fruit field,

The British Columbia Fruit Growers!
Association, the parent of many smaller
organizations, have with ‘the assistance
of the board of horticulture piloted the
industry through its experimental stage
by assisting and encouraging by every
nweans in their power those interested in
the work, Now that the commercial
stuge has beem reached this work .of
education must go on and extend. If the
Dominion government would co-operate
in this work to the extent justified by
results of the past many a dollar might
be saved to the province by a timely
piresentation of advice, thereby averting
failures at a critical point.. It is the in-
tention of the writer to dwell more fully
on the subject of government encourage-
ment and the best means of its applica-
tion in a future article.

Co-Operation Is the Key

to making us a factor in competition
with the open markets of the world.
The Vietoria Distriet Fruit Growers’
Assoeiation have experienced this in a
limited-sense, having pooled their crops
ard marketed them through a central
depot for the . past three years with a
good measure of success. They have by
co-operative means completely revolu-
tionized the former means .of placing
their fruit on the market, and have sub-
stituted for a haphazard method a sys-
tem of uniform packages, stencil marked
to conform to the provisions of the Fruit
Marks Act. In- this they pack their
fruit in a way that compares favorably
with the best seen on the market. They
aiso realize that only the best specimens
will pay to ship, and have made provis-
‘ons to take caro of their secondary pro-
cduet and turn it to profit by establishing
this year an up-to-date steam kettle and
boiler for the manufacture of jams and
jellies. To this they will add an evapor-
ator and cider press. These and many
other reforms have been brought about by
this association, and although they are
heavy matters for a young institution to
hendle, they know that it is their only
salvation in .obtaining commercial satis-
faction, and a name without which they
coundd-not keep abreast of foreign-compe-
tition of migr¢ mature expérience.—The

“YELLOW JACK” SPREADS.

Fleeing Italians From New Orleans
Endanger Surrounding Places and
Spread Disease.

New Orleans, La., July 27.—One case
of yellow fever has appeared at a can-
nery five miles from Port St. Phillips, 50
miles below the city. It is that of an
Italian. woman who escaped from the
French market «district. The Italian so-
cieties are joining with priests of their
nationality in efforts to aid the authori-
ties. The only serious alarm here, has
been among the Italians. Many of them
living in the French market section were
ignorant and superstitious, and when the
fever began to rage they became fright-

of tne city and surrounding country.
LSeveral concealed cases of fever have
been reported.

No report of additional new cases or
oeaths from yellow fever was made pub-
lic by the city board of health in the
early hours of the day. Official report
was made of twelve new cases and six
Geaths occurring yesterday. Of the
twelve new cases nine are Italians living
in the vicinity of the French market.
Gf the’ deaths one occurred in hospital,
two up town and the other three in the
French market district. The health au-
thorities said to-day there were . still
hopes of eradicating the disease before
fz21l, and in any event with the precau-
tions being take serious epidemic was
ectirely out of tion.
