The Board of Agricu.vuso.

Among the local subjects of public
interest suggested for discussion by
the late Centennial Exhibition was
the position and utility of the Pro-
viucial Board of Agriculture as at
present constituted. The Exhibition
brought together the very best agri-
culturists, not only of New Bruns-
wick, but of the Maritime Provinces,
aud, from them, an intelligent. idea
of the merits of such an organization
for the management of farmers’
interests could be obtained bet-
ter, probadly, than in any other
available way. It seemed to be gen-
erally conceded by those of the widest
experience in such matters, that it
was not sound policy to allow the
importar.t matter of agriculture to be
managed in 4 second-hand way. It
was evident that in Nova Scotia, as
well as New Brunswick, the members
of the Boards of Agriculture were,
largely, not prcminent as practical
farmers, bat, rather, gentlemen of
the amateur-farmer class—men with
hobbies to ride or political axes to
grind. It was interesting to listen
to the record of most of the members
of the New Brunswick Board from
the real farmers’ standpoint. The
question,— What had tke present
Board done in the way of administer-
ing agricultural affairs, that had not
been better done when the ‘Govern-
ment had direct control ? was asked,
and it received an answer not very
flattering to the existing (;rganization.
It was conceded that the Board had
forfeited its existence by its attempt
to “rule or ruin” the late Dominion
Centennial Exhibition, and the course
pursued by most of its members in
reference to that important under-
taking was pointed out as a true
index of their sense of duty and capa
city for appreciating their official
position. That such an organization
is not nmecessary, especiully when
the membership of the Provincial
Executive consists of nine out of a
House of forty-one, is manifest, and
the discussion of the subject has
developed some facts which lead to
the conclusion that the dissolution of
the Board wouldbe a move in the right
direction,

A few years ago a movement was
made in the Nova Scotia Legislature
to rid that Province of its Board of
Agriculcure, which is constituted in
about the same way as that of New
Brunswick. A bill was prepared and
a majority of the House—led by the
Government—was ready to sweep the
old Board out of existence, the inten-
tion being to adopt the system of
direct Government -control then pre-
vailing in this Province, But, just
as everything was prepared and the
new scheme about to be launched, the
New Brunswick Legislature—led by
the Government—adopted the Nova
Scotia system, which has given us
the present Board. Ot course, this
discouraged those who were about to
reform the Nova Scotia system, tor
they, at once, assumed that we had
not, in this Province, made the
change without reasous that could be
Justitied on grounds of sound public
policy. ;

Enquiry as to the Government’s
reasons for partially passing the con.
trol of agricultural administration
out of its hands, has disclosed tize fact
that they were not sound ones. The
farmers of the country did not ask
for the chinge, but a small number
of restless, if not shiftless gentlemen,
who imagined “they were not only
leading farmers, but born to adorn
seats in the legislature—finding their
aspirations in the latter direction
cooled off by a discouraging condition
of things a3 the opening of ballot
boxes in their respective counties—
hit upon the expedient of forming a
farmers’ leagne. By means of this
organization they gathered about
them a number of small-fry politi-
ciaus from different parts of the Pro-
vince and succeeded also in securing
the ear of a few gennine farmers, and,
so, worked up sufficient pressure upon
the Governuent to secure the legis.
lation on which' the present Provin-
cial Board of Agricultwe is founded.
1t is a palpable fact that the Board is
chiefly composed of men who do not
live by farming, who are not promi-
nent as students in the science of
agriculture and who are manifestly
unfitted by their natural inclinations
and life-long experiences to deliberate
upon or administer important public
interests. Most of the members of
the Board have unsuccesstully aspired
to seats in the legislature; but they
have succeeded in securing, from that
body, an enactment by which a kind
of toy parliament has been provided
¥for them, i which they can air their
imaginary importance at an expense
that is, at ouce, large and worse than
useless.

It is the duty of the Government,
in view of the experiences of the past
few months, to deal with this subject
in a determined and practical mauner.
Unless we greatly mistake public
sentiment, the Provincial Board of
Agriculture has neither the respect

nor sympathy of farmers, nor of any

existence, or who can state anything
that it has ever done for agriculture
that was not as well, more promptly

We do not say that the system of

management superseded by the pres-

ent one was perfect, or not susceptible
of improvement, but it was based on
the true principles of responsible
government, which, so long as they
are recognised in the general admin-
istration of the country, ought not to
be departed from in any department
of the public service. Expediency,
not principle, has given us the pres-
ent Board. It has been a failure
always and a reproach to the Province
ot late. As such, the importance of
the public interest with which it has
trifled, and the selt respect of the
Government, against which it has, in
its ignorant presumption, arrayed it-
self, require that it should cease to
exist.

Westmoriand ]

The desertion vt Westmorland by the

leader of the Local Oppusition party,
who, in view of his waning popularity
m his own county, was forced to seek
a foothold in the more_ pliable constitu-
ency of Kent, necessitated an election
for hia vacated seat in the Legislature.
As almost everybody in the Province
knows, Westmorland returned four
members at the general election, last
vear, to support the Landry adminis-
tration. This was, no doubt, due to
the fact that the French electors of that
important constituency voted, almnost
to a man, for Mr. Landry and his asso-
ciate candidates, becanse they believed
him to be a disinterested champion of
their especial interests. * But, when
Me. Landry’s Government suffered de-
teat and, instead of attempting to fight
his way bhack again to the position he
tad lost by entrusting the wnowinal
leadership to Mr. H .nington, he desert-
ed his post, the coustituency seemed to
he left almost entirely—so far as the
Local Oppuosition was concerned—to the
electors themselves. It is alle ed that
there is a leader of the Opposition in
Fredericton, but, if so, it is evident
that he was instructed to mind his own
business, for the ‘‘Haningtons” who—
sbsurd as it may seem—still aspire in
conjunction with their worgan, the
Moncton Times, to lead the ** Landries
and other French,” andertook to sweep
Westmorland. They did not preteud
that they conid do so on the merits of
the late Local Government’s adminis-
tration, for many of their best and most
influential friends had already pro-
nonnced against them on that score, but
they hit upon the expedient of runuing j
the election on the issues between the
Liberal and Conservative parties in
Dowinion politics. Mr. Landry was
successful in compelling the Moncton
Timesto take up the cry he sugyested
and he used the Moniteur Acadien for
the same purpose. As unght be expect
ed, the other papers sapporting the
Dominion Government quickly fell into
line aud we had an instructive political
spectacle as the result. Ou the part of
the Opposition in the New Bruns-
wick Legislatore there were the most
frantic appeals to French national and
so-called “Liberal Conservative” prejun
dices against the Local Government,
Mr. Wells being the candidate of rhe
Dominion Government and Local Op-
position, against Mr. Killam who, as a
Liberal Conservaive, protested against
the impoitation of Dominion issues in-
to the contest and deciared himself a
staunch supporter of the Blair adminis-
tration, pure and simple. The more
the papers favoiing the Government
endeavored to keep the true issues of
the contest before the electors of Wes:-
morland the more determinedly they
were met by the Opposition organs with
the cry that the return of Mr. Killam
meant a defeat of the Dominion Gov-
ernment party and a victory for the
“Grits.”  In Monctoun, Fredericton aud
St. John the cry was the sawme. The
Sun said,—

It certainly behoves a constituency like
Westmorland to see to it that _one sule,
and in the composition of the Guvern
ment—the weaker side—be supported by
a staunch, out and out Conservative.

The Lunenbury election adds another
to the long list of Liberal Corsgervative
victories in the Maiitime Provinces,

The Lumb:r Business.

The conditivn of the Lumber market
in Great Britain is not, by any meaus,
encouraging. Although the consump-
tion of our staple wonds has been large,
stocks are increasing, owing to heavy
arrivals. For the month of September
59 lumber-laden vessels of 51 527 tons
arrived at Liverpool. against 24 vessels
of 18,698 tons in the same month last
last year, while the aggregate wood ton-
uage for the seasun at the same port up
to 1st of Ociober, was 322,082 against
284 089 to the same date the year be-
foie. The stock of New Binnswick
and Nova Scotia spruce and piue deals
now on hand at Liverpool is nearly
double that of last year, and spruce
deals are quoted at from £6. 53. to £6.
15s.

An analysis of the lumber shipping
business of she Miramjchi this season
shows that we have coutributed our
full share to the large stocks held on
the other side. Up to the 12:h inst.
the Miramichi arrivals of deal-carrying
vessels numbered 258 with a tunnage of
159.960, against 215 with a tonnage of
120.739 to the corresponding date last
year. There had been cleared on 12¢h
inst. 221 vessels of 133 241 tons, against
198 vessels of 109 071 tous to the same
date last year. The shipments of lum-
ber to 12th October this year, compared
with same date last year, were as follows:

To the same date 4 268,909 pieces of
palings were shipped this season against
3 092,208 last year, while about 700
tons of pine and some 200 tons birch
timber more than last year have been
exported. The total shipments of the
present season will be relatively larger
than the above figures indicate, com-
pared with those of last season, as more
tonnage is now in Port and expected
than at the correspunding period last
year. As a cunsequence, the stocks to
be wintered here, both round and manu-
factured, will be much lighter than last
year's.

Operatious in the woods are to be de-
cidedly curtailed during the coming
winter, so that a comparatively light
export may be anticipated for 1884.

A Grave Mistaks.

We are of the friends and admirers of
the Daily Telegraph, and in accord with
it in its oppusition to the ¢ National

The tirm
had a credit of $600,000 at the Bank of
Montreal where its account was kept,
but, according to the telegrapher, the
Exchange Bank has disconnted $600,000
worth of its paper which was considered
“yilt edged before the failure,” and had
been traunsferred to four other bauks as
security for loans. ‘“If,” says the
the telegrapher, the firm *“ has to sus-
pend,” (remember, he had referred to
its pusition “‘before the failure ) it
will cause the mills to be closed in all
directions, throwing out of work thon
sands of operatives and embarassing
thousands of business houses in the Domi-
nion.”

One would expect, after reading of
such calamitous events and prospects,
affecting banks and business, generally,
in a paper of the Telegraph’s character,
to be told of the final crash, but the
acspatch conclndes with the announce-
ment that *‘ the firm referred to would
be sustammed by their bauks. Most
liberal offers of assistance from influen-
tial correspondents of the menaced firm
in all parts of the United States were
received,and,no doubt,it would proceed
as usnal.” Ifanyone can show how any
good purpose—commercial, political or
otherwise—can be served by such
attacks on the credit of the country
being published, and such * national
calamities” being conjured np, only to
be knocked ont of time by those who
have the wretched taste to proclaim
them, we shall be glid to offer an
apo'ogy to the Telegraph. As the mat-

Our New Governor-General.

Canadians, generally, have observed
with regret. that nearly all the papers of
Irish national leanings have made
special efforts to excite the worst preju-
dices of Irishmen against Lord Lands-
downe, the new Governor-General.
Their attacks have been more vindictive
than fair or truthful, as all well inform-
ed peuple knew, for the record of His
Lordship, both as a public man and
laudlord, is quite well known in Great
Britain and was easilyobtainable on this
side of the Atlantic by those who desir
ed to treat our new Viceroy fairly.
The Freeman was one of the foremost
papers in publishing matter prejudicial
to Lord Landsdowne, and it is gratifying
to observe that it is now disposed to
deal more justly with him. It is to the
Freeman's credit that it now publishes
the following,—

We some time ago published several
extracts from the report of Chas. Rus-
sell, M. P., regarding the treatment by
Lord Lansdowne of the tenants on his
Irish estate, in which our new Governor
Geueral was wmade appear to be auny-
thing but the wmodel landlord his friends
would wish him to be cousidered.
Since then we have seen nothing of a
contrary character fiom any one who
had personally visited the noble Lora’s
property in lreland, until last week,
when we fougd, in the Toronto Globe, a
letter from its correspondeat in lreland,
who describes Lord Lansdowne as a
*liberal, generons and considerate land-
lord.” = Perhaps it is only fair to the
Earl thas this opinion of him by a writer
who. we believe, has shown a disposi-
tion in his various letters to picture
matters exactly as they exist, should
receive the same publicity that reports
of an opposite character have obtained.
Thue fact that the correspondent was on
such intimate terms with Mr. Trench,
the agent of the estate, will be consider-
ed a suggestive one by sume, but wmay
not have had any nndue mfluence on
the mind of the writer. Tne corres-
pondeut says :—

“Lord Lansdowne’s estate extends half-
way between Kenmare and Klgarvau on
the one sid«, and taking i the town of
Keunmare and crossing tbe river, extends
on the other side all the way—seventeen
miles—from Kenmare to Derecn, The
property is very extensive and embraces
all varieties of svil—monntain and valley,
tillage, pasture, and meadow, and no
considerable number of acres of pl.ntation.
The tenants are numbered in thousands,
1 have conversed with huudreds of them
and travelled over a large portion of tie
estate, and the general testimony is i fa
vor of the Marqais as a hberal, geunerous,
and considerate landiord. Tmis is borne
out by the testimwmy of Bishop Higg ns,
and, without exception, by the priests of
the diocese, All expressed themselves in
indignant terms at the animadversions on
Lord Lansdowne’s character as a landlord,
which they had heard appeared in a por-
tion of the Cavadian and American press.
He lives as much as possibie at Dereen, in
the midst of us Irish tenantry : he has
done 8o all through the recent troubles
and disturbances, and has gone about
amongst the people unarwed ut a.l times,
and dwdaming police protection when
such a thing was suggrsted. [ own that,
from some things I had read and heaid
Coik, I came into the district rather pre-
judiced. A fortnight's scjourn here has
shown me how unreasonalle were my pre
judices and how unfounded were the re-
ports I had read and heard concerning the
Marquis of Lansdowne as a landlord, And
m additon to His Lordship Bishop Higgins,
I give the name of the Ven. Archdeacon
O’'Sullivan, of Kenmare, as corroborative
authority for wy st tements.

The correspondent also says :—

Two FisRERMEN RESCUED AT SEA.—
Capt. C.umeron, of the brig Aanie, of
Maitland, at Quebec, from Jamaica, with
a cargo of sugar, tor Montreal, reports
that on the 27th of September, during a
gale of wind, he picked up two fishermen
pamed McGinnis, of Prince hdward Is-
land, 180 miles from shore. They had
been endeavoring to cross from Miramichi
to Prince Fdward Island. — falifax Chron-
icle.

The Montreal Witness says,—*On the
241h of last month they had bggn mackerel
fish ng a few miles from Miminegash, a
fishing settlement about eighteen miles
south of Worth Cape. The fish were,
however, scarce and on the 24th they put
into Miminegush and took on board some
pssengers for Chatham, on the Miramichi
river, the month of whick is about forty
miles from Mimiuvegash, across the Strait.
After lauding their passengers and pur-
chasing supplies they sct out on the return
trip. When they reached the mouth of
the river they found a heavy fog over the
Strait, but thinking that the sun would
| clear it away betore long they pushed
| boldly out into the Strait. They had not
' goue far, however, before they were
{ obliged to Leave to. Shortly afterwards »

storm broke over them from theS. W,
.and raged so violently that they were
' obliged to put before it and were carried

out into the Gulf. When the fog cleared

away they were far out of sight of land,
with a tr d sea T g and the
waves breaking over the boat continually,

Fortunately their vessel was a strongly

built and scaworthy craft of twenty-eight

feet keel, or else she wounld not have lived
i long in the heavy sex. The mainsail also
was blown away and the little crew just
managed to keep the boat afloat by dint
of continual bailing night and day. For
three days and nights they drifted help-
lesaly before the storm which raged with-
out intermission. Their only provicions
were cold salt pork and biscuite, and the
exposure and anxiety were beginning to
rapidly tell upon them, when a sail was

sighted. At this time they were about
200 miles to the north-east of Prince Ed-
ward Island, in mid-gulf and drfting
rapidly out to sea. The signals of dis.
tress were at once seen by the brigantine
aud she bore down to their assistance.”

Northumborland Teachers’ Insti-
tate.

The seventh annual meeting of the Nor-
thumberland Couuty Teachers’ Iustitute
was held in Harkins’ Academy, Newecastle, |
on Thursday and Fiiday, the 4th and 5th
iust. 1t was much regretted that noune of
the officers of the Institute were able to
be present. The meeting was called to
order by Mr. D. McIntosh. After the
minutes of the lust meeting had been read,
aid the members enrolled, the Institute
elected the following officers for the ensu-
iug year,—

Mr C. M. Hutchison, President.

Mi. D. Mclutosh, Vice Presiient.

Mr. W. J. Fowier. B. A., Sce.-Treas.

Miss Kate Williston, Assist.-decretary.

Miss Ouvia Parker aud P. E. CLff were
chiusen additional members of the Commit-
tee ot Mauagewent.

After a suort address by the President,
the first subject vn che progrmame, ““How
to teach deeimals,” was aunounced. Tue
subject was introduced 1 a practical way
by Mr. Fowler. To a ciass formed ot
teachers he briefly illustrated how tue
work might be begun, but as multiplica®
tion aud divisiou of decimals gencraly
prescuted ditficulties to be surwounted,
he coutived his attention chiefly to the
wethod be w uld adopt to cuable the
pupil to fiud out where the decunal point
suouli be placed in the product and quo
tieut. Tue subject was then discussed by
several members of the Institute.

At the second session, Mr. Chff intro-
duced the subj.ct, *“‘Minerals for Urades
111, 1V., aud V.” His expecricuce m
teaching the subject bad been hmited yet
from the study of miueralogy. he believed
the subject could not be successfully
taught without specimens of the different
miuverals. **Where are we to get the min.
erals ¥’ Many teachers found it ditficul-
to determive, from the Course of Iustruc
tion, the extent of the work in the several
grades,

Mr. Hutchison explained how the pu-
pil shouid be taught to distinguish miuer-
als. By hand.iug and examinwg speci-
mens the pupil would be able to fiud out
geveral witferences, Regarding the min-
erals of the Province the teacher shouid
deal speciatly with those that were found
iu abundauce and turned to practical use,

Mr. Fowler thought that in teaching
this subjec 1t was advisable to keepin
view the caltivation of the pupil’s observ-
ing poweis and the use ot language in
giving expression to develop ideas; and
deemed it unecessary that the teacher
should have a definite idea of the extent
of the subj-ct in auny grade and should
make a general classitication of the work
before b-ginaing it. He briefly outlined
such a c.assification of miunerals, (Grade
1v.)

" Mr. Hutchison suggested that a cabinet
of minerals be purchased by the Iunstitute
for the beuefit of its members,

Messrs. Cliff, Mclutosh, Meigher and
others spoke of the advisability of pur-
chasing.

A committee consisting of Messrs, CIiff,
Fowler and,McIntosh was appointed to
make arrangements for the purchase of a
cabinet of minerals for the use of the

| Iustivute,

¢ Radiation, Reflection and Absorption
‘of Heat” was next anuounced by the
President,

Misses Parker and Williston, Messrs.
Meigber, Chitf and Hu:chison explained
how the ditfercut parts of the sulject
might be taught.

The last sulij ct on the programme for
this session ‘ How to couduct Recita-
bious,” was introduced by Mr. McIutusi,
He explained what he bad fouud to pro-
duce beneticial results, both with regard
to the preparation of the recitation, aud
| the posture of the pupil.

Misses Parker and Williston offered
valuable saggestions on this work for their
respective grades.

Messrs, Meigher, Cliff and Fowler dis-
cussed the subject as applicable to the
higher grades, The pupil should have an
intelligent kuowledge of the meaving of
the passage, he should make the author’s
thoughts his own and feel those emotions
that thrilled bim with delight or appalled
him with horror.

At the beginning of the third session
the subject, “How to teach narrative com-
position on reading lesson,” was very gen-
erally discussed, 2

Mi-ses Williston and Parker and Messrs,
Ciff and Clark gave, in detailb their
methods of teaching the subject,for proper
correct:on of all errors was of great impor-
tance,

‘ How best to teach form” (Grades 1
and II) was introdoced by Miss Parker.
Shie explaiued her method of teachiug the
subject 1 both grades. The pupil should
be tanght to observe d fferent forms, and
by comparison distinguish oune form from
an,ther. After he can distinguish com-
mon solids, 1deas of surface and of the
kinds of surfaces should be develuped, and
the pupil required to describe the solids
with regard to this feature.

Messrs. Hutchison, Cliff and l\neigi.ler
explained how the ideas of horizontal sur-
face aud line, the dumensions of a surface,
&c., might be developed.

¢ How to teach colour” was discussed
in a general wag. Nature farnished us
with an unlimited variety of colours.
Te: chers might use to better advautage
the natural and rely less upon the artifi-
cial.

“Map-drawing,” as applicable to differ-
eut grades, was very fuliy discussed. The
teacher should occasionally draw an out-
line map vn the blask board, and require
pupils to pame coast, waters, capes,
islands, &c., as they were indicated,
Proper proportion of parts was of great
importance ; and in the earliest stages

measurements should be made. *‘Con-
struction lines” and the system of ¢ plot-
ting” had been found bencficial in draw-
ing ontlines of countries. Every indenta.
tion aud every promontory should havean
intelligible meaning to the papil—too
many siuuosities would cause confused
rather thao clear ideas.

At the fourth session “Grammar”
(~rade V.) was introduced by Mr. Hutchi-
s, From the sentence he would develop
ileas of subject and predicate. Single

| sentences of greater length should be used
but no subdivision of the simple sentence
| more minute than that of subject and
! predicate shoull, at this stage, be attemp-
. ted. Mr. Ciiff, Misses Parker and Willis-
ton, Messrs. Melntosh, Fowler and others
expressed their views regarding d ffrent
portions of dhe wak for the grade.
Much depended upon the method adopted.
The abstract should be reached through
the concrete.  Iutelligence and thorough-
ness were of greater moment than speed.
Subsequent progress in this subject, as iu
o:hers, depended ve:y much upou how the
elementary work bad been doue,

A resolution was passed empowering
the comwittee apponted 1o expend a cer-
taia sum id@the purchase of a cabiuet of
the wiuverals of the Province,

It would be
strange indeed if this should succeed
after su many failures. It would make
a great difference to all our lives ;
sometimes I begin to think it possible,
and then recollections of the past prove
too strong.
