THE CORONATION.
Sir Wilfrid Uurler Will Hays a 

Mass ef Honor.
Canvas Canoes. In Which Veneiuelan Revolutionist» 

Won a Victory.
WILLBMSTAD, Island of Curacoe, 

Friday, June 18,—News reached here 
today of an important виссем of the 
Venezuelan revolutionists. After five 
hours fighting Wednesday, June 11, one 
thousand revplutlontste, commanded by 
Generals Rlera, Fenalosa and Blerral- 
ta, captured Lavela de Coro, a seaport 
town on the Gulf of Coro, a few miles 
from Coro, capital of the elate of Fal­
con. Of the government forces 17 men 
were killed and 128 were captured. 
Coro, where Vice-President Ayal Is In 
command of the government troops, Is 
besieged by thd revolutionists and, 
when theee advices left Lavela de 
Coro, was expected to surrender at any 
moment

After a revolt of the government 
troops In the barracks at Ciudad Boli­
var, capital of the state of Bolivar, 
Gov. Barrla with his followers went to 
Port Tables, where Castro had sent 
him six hundred men, with Instruc­
tions to make an attempt to re-occupy 
Ciudad Bolivar. The plan Is here con­
sidered chimerical. The French cruis­
er Is at Carupanox, Venesuela, the 
British cruiser Alert la at Ciudad Boli­
var and the Dutch cmiser Konlngtn 
Regentes has arrival a* Laguacln.

THE DROUGHT IN TEXAS.

DALLAS, Tex., June 18,—Rains are 
reported from only a small portion of 
North East Texas, where the corn and 
cotton crops are said to have been In 
better condition than In any other por­
tion of the state. Outside of this limit 
the outlook for any corn crop in Texas 
this year is gloomy. The protracted 
drought, aided by scorching breeses, 
has made the destruction almost com­
plete. Cotton Is said to be in fair con­
dition In North Texas, and rains In the 
near future would save that crop.

A Vice President Dead—Salvador Is 
in a Savage Mood.

NEW YORK, June 18,—Guatemala 
despatches state that Manuel Morales 
Tobar, vice president of the republic, 
died Monday at noon, cabl«-s the Pana­
ma, Colombia, correspondent of the 
Herald. The cause of his death Is not 
stated.

NEW ORLEANS, La., June 18,-Tho 
latest news from the republic of Sal­
vador, via Guatemala, Indicates u state 
of frenzy aroused by the recent decis­
ion of the Washington court of arbitra­
tion In tho Burrell case.

TORONTO, June 17,—The assembly 

having determined to appoint two 
home mission superintendents and a 
general secretary to take up the work 
of the late Dr. Robertipn, and having 
appointed a committee to nominate 
these men, their Yeport wae presented 
recommending unanimously for gen­
eral secretary of home missions, weet, 
Rev. Dr. McLaren of Vancouver, to 
be superintendent In the Synod of 
Manitoba and N. W. Territories; Rev. 
J. A. Carmichael of Regina, in the 
Synod of British Columbia; Rev. J. C, 
Herd man, D. D., of Calgary. These 
nominations were ratlAed by the as­
sembly by an absolutely unanimous 
vote. The salaries are to be: General 
secretary, $2,400, and superintendents, 
$2,000, both with travelling

Reports of the committee of the 
ministers’ widows and orphans’ fund 
ahpwed that the funds of the eastern 
section have a balance In hand of $300 
and a capital account of $122,000, as 
compared with $116,000 last year. The 
funds of the western section show* an 
adverse balance of $3,800.

Dr. Sedgewiok reported for the com­
mittee on application to receive «minis­
ters. Twenty-four applications were 
tnade, of which 19 were granted abso­
lute, four with quallAcatlon, and one 
was withdrawn.

It was referred to Aldermen Christie, 
Stackhouse and McMulkln, with the 
director and city engineer, to have the 
floors of the sheds levelled. The same 
gentlemen will report upon the- exten­
sion of the floors out to the Yfcce of 
the wharf, the filling up of the gaps 
between the sheds, the provision of ac­
commodation for the steamship people, 
and the passageway under the sheds 
for passengers.

The board could not eee their way 
clear to entertain the suggestions as 
to passageways for cattle over the 
sheds or the Introduction of heaters in 
the sheds for the pretecipn of perish­
able goods.

The question of lightering goods 
the harbor was laid on the 

table. The C. P. R. will be asked to 
make a proposition in this regard 
which the board will consider.

The matter of the tugs was laid on 
the table, as was atqo the question of 
placing cranes in the sheds.

The board took up the charges made 
In the way of top wharfage on hay 
shipped by the steamers Florence and 
Dalton Hall to London. The agents 
asked that the money be refunded, 
but the harbor master said the great­
er portion of the hay was the pro­
duct of New Brunswick.

DAIRY PRODUCTS.

The Outlook. For Canadian Butter and 
Cheese in England.

Latest adyloes from England show 
that the supply of Canadian butter on 
that market is not increasing In pro­
portion with the shipments of other 
years. The present quotations for 
choicest Canadian is 98 to 102s. per 
cwt.; Russian supplies continue heavy, 
Irish supplies are also increasing and 
although up to the present the Irish 
butter has held firm, it Is thought that 
if the Russian supply holds at its pres­
ent figures, the value of Irish must de-

Argentina is another powerful com­
petitor, having already shipped 67,842 
packages, as against 49,969 packages 
for the corresponding period of last 
year. The English market reports show 
that against an importation of three 
million cwts. in 1900 Canada only con­
tributed 146,444 cwts. The coming dairy 
•how in London next October will give 
Canadian dairymen a good opportunity 
to bring Canadian methods before the 
British public.
Farmers’ association have instituted a 
colonal section, so that the products 
of the various colonies will compete 
against each other. There will be two 
classes in colonial butter, salt and 
fresh, and the prizes in each class will 
be, for first £5 and a silver medal, and 
for second £8 and a bronze medal. The 
demand for Canadian cheese Is very 
good. Last season’s make brings 60 to 
62s. per cwt. New cheese is eagerly 
sought for and vessels with cargoes of 
cheese are cleaned as fast as they ar­
rive. The best grades of new made 
bring 66s, this Is an advance of 10s over 
the corresponding week of last year. 
Canadian shipments of cheese are be­
hind those of last year for the same 
period and 1101 shipments were behind 
those of 1900.

Kitchener has sent a telegram to Gen­
erals Botha, Delarey and Dewet, con­
gratulating them on their energy and 
tact in bringing about the reconcilia­
tion between the Boers and British.

There waa a very disorderly scene in 
the French chamber of deputies yes­
terday, in which members called each 
other names, and one threatened to 
break the jaw of Count De Dion.

For bringing several thousand cattle 
across the border to stock ranches 
American ranchmen have been compell­
ed to pay the government $10,000 for 
seeking to evade the customs.

The Official Gazette, London, last 
night, published a long despatch from 
Lord Roberts, in which he speaks very 
highly of the work of the Canadian 
contingents in South Africa.

TORONTO, June 14.—"Why is there 
a falling off in the number of young 
men seeking the ministry?” was the 
queitlon precipitated into the delib­
eration» of the Presbyterian General 
Assembly yesterday morning, and al­
though there was not time to thresh 
the subject out, enough waa said to 
show that the question 1» close to the 
hearts of the commissioners, that many 
of them feel warmly on the matter, 
and that all do i** think alike.

Dr. Black of Montreal, seconding the 
reitort of the Presbyterian College of 
Montreal, faced the question squarely:

“Why 1» there this falling off?” he 
asked, “it has never occurred before. 
It is not confined to our church npr to 
any particular locality. ‘ What І» the 
reason for it? I have not time nor 
ability to answer. I would not wish 
to »ay that the trend of much of the 
recent criticism I» in a direction to 
prevent young men entering the min­
istry unless I was Jn a position, to 
prove it. Neither do I wish to say 
that there is a materialistic tendency 
abroad.”

“I do not wish -to say that the min­
isters, including myself, have been 
faithless in our relation to this sub­
ject. I do not wish to say that the 
church Is itself to blame in the exact­
ness and niggardliness with which it 
treats It» minister», and perhaps I dp 
not think it. The faot remains that a 
strange situation Is upon the Christian 
world—upon the noblest section of the 
Christian world. It behooves us as 
ministers to think it over, to ask our 
session boards what they think abput 
it, to ask the Christian mothers who 
have two or three eligible sons why 
one of them does not enter the min­
istry and how the mothers themselves 
would think about It The situation I 
regard as that pf a crisis.”

Drf McMullen said: “I don’t hesitate 
to say it, and I think it ought to be 
said, that eome of the causes for the 
falling off are found In the colleges 
themselves. There Is a weakening in 
the authority of God’s Holy Word.”

"Where?” demanded a voice, while a 
mild hum was stirred up all over the 
church.

“Within the <plleges themselves,” 
thundered Dr. McMullen. ”1 do not 
need to go into particulars. I say the 
church is winking at certain beliefs 
which are creeping Into our colleges.”

“This is not the place for such dis­
cuss ion,” Interrupted some one.

“I have said all I wanted to say,” 
réturaed Mr. McMullen, “and I want­
ed to say that much and I was ready 
to say it any time or anywhere."

ORGAN RECITAL

?he second organ recital, given last 
night -by Mr. Hutchins at Bt. John’s 
church, was upon a more elabprate 
scale, and furnished to lovers of music 
a treat of thè highest order. Good or­
gan-playing is not unknown in Bt. 
John, and the names of Bwanton, Gubb, 
Morley and Ford represent one and 
ail pf them, types of performance con­
siderably above the average. Mr. 
Hutchins brings credentials of ,especlal 
excellence, -his long apprenticeship un­
der Dr. Hopkins of the Temple church, 
where for years he performed on the 
most famous and historical organ in 
the world, would be itself a recom­
mendation. The greatest artists are 
generally men of wide-embracing 
tastes; and the true artist can convey 
a dignity and power even to the most 
showy of French offertories. To para­
phrase Button's saying: "Style Is the 
organist," almost as much as techni­
cal expertness. Mr. Hutchins’ program­
me showed the breadth of his tastes. 
The school of classical counterpoint 
was represented in Fugue by the fam­
ous old Kapellmeister of Dresden, 
Krebs. The combination of exact sci­
ence with a sort of Jovial humor In 
the motives waa truly characteristic of 
the best German Fugue writers. A 
movement from one of Mendelssohn’s 
sonatas,. and a transcrlptlpn from a 
Mozart quartette, completed the por­
tion given to the great masters. But 
the more popular selections gave proof 
not only of Mr. Hutchins’ skill, but of 
the special faculty already referred to, 
of giving distinction to music of light­
er calibre. Stemdale Bennett's lovely 
Barcarole can indeed be reckoned 
among the classics; but Batiste and 
Dlenel rank among the lesser writers, 
and yet It needs admirable skill to In­
terpret their works so as to bring out 
all the real power they possess. Sul­
livan's rather "ad captandum” song, 
the Lost Chord, Is somewhat imprpved 
by transcription to the organ, and It 
lost nothing in the performer’s hands, 
its rather cheap sentimentalism gain­
ing dignity by the sustained pedal 
notes and broad handling of the organ.

Finally Mr. Hutchins revealed him­
self as a composer as well as an or­
ganist. A brilliant Scherzo was Hol­
lowed by a vigorous and taking Marche 
Triomphale, which brought the recital 
to an effective conclusion.

Mention must be made of two vocal 
contributions to the evening’s pro­
gramme. Mrs. Carter’s skill Is tpo well 
known in Bt. John to make It needful 
to mention that Haydn’s With Verdure 
Clad was rendered with purity and dis­
tinction. Miss Bhute, a recent addi­
tion to the vocal forces of St. John, 
contributed a very effective song by 
Barnard, in a way that promises well 
for her future as a concert singer.

PEANUTS SCARCE.

The Crop About 1,200.000 Bushels Below 
the Average.

There is bad news from the peanut 
market In which the small boy is par­
ticularly concerned. A short crop Is 
forcing upward the prices, and there 
has already been an advance of one 
and & quarter cents a pound this year. 
There was talk not long ago of a big 
peanut trust, but the primary cause of 
the Increased cost of peanuts is not at­
tributed to any combination, though the 
cleaners are supposed to have taken ad­
vantage of the situation to boost the 
price» a little. The fancy grades now 
bring four and three-fourths cents a 
pound in Baltimore and the dealers say 
that the scarcity will cause much high­
er prices before the new crop is ready 
for market. Thus all through the cir­
cus season one must not expect to get 
quite so many peanuts for five cents as 
formerly.

The entire holdings of peanuts today 
are said to be but 200,000 bags, mean­
ing, of course, the bags of wholesale 
commerce. Most of the supply Is In the 
hands of the cleaners. The farmers of 
Southampton County. Va., a great pea­
nut producing district, however, are for­
tunate enough to have above 60,000 bags 
of peanuts still in their possesion. The 
cause of the short crop was the hot 
weather and drought of last year, mak­
ing the yield fall far below the average 
of 1,200,000 bushels.

ALLAN LINER IONIAN.
Requisitioned by the Imperial Govern­

ment for Transport Service.

their steamship Ionian has been re­
quisitioned by the Imperial government 
and for some three months or more 
will be In service transporting troppe 
from South Africa or Boers to It.

TORONTO, June 18.—A mass meet­

ing of street railway employes, held 
early this morning, appointed a griev­
ance committee of the union to confer 
with the officials of the company to­
day.

The employes are 
willing to waive the matter of recog­
nition of the union if it proves to be 
a sumbllng block in the path of an 
amicable settlement of differences.

CARDINAL. Ont., June 18.—The 
steamship Minnewaska, which was re­
cently built at Cleveland for the At­
lantic trade and which was on its way 
down the St. Lawrence In two sec­
tion* is aground at the head of the 
Thousand Islands, two miles below 
Cardinal.
