ominously in Australia, New .Zealand, 
Natal, the Transvaal, and now in 
Western Canada. It compares it with 
the Chinese policy for the exclusion of 
the "foreign devils’’ against which 
Great Britain has always fought so 
strenuously. Finally the Ті in os reminds 
the British Columbians that it Is the 
British fleet and British taxpayer 
alone who will have to bear the brunt 
of any quarrel which the folly or stu­
pidity of any colonial democracy 
might provoke. Moreover it is upon 
this country not British Columbia that 
falls the onerous task of keeping peace 
with India in circumstances which the 
attitude towards the King's Indian 
subjects in British Columbia are cal­
culated to Inflame.

The Times apparently has small 
English support in this holghty-toighty 
tone. It is realized that this Japanese 
problem is not unlikely to set-Canadian 
thoughts on quite new lines respecting 
empire defence but it is also realized 
that the race invasion is imperilling 
the daily livelihood of white men and 
cannot be disposed of thus glibl>.

It is widely felt also to be a serions 
for British interests in North

the best and worst method of minis­
tering to the social needs of men I 
should contrast the drunkeo_orgy of a 
Welsh or Scotch shebeen on Sunday 
night with the happy family life that 
Is to be seen In a German beer-garden. 
In the former the only attraction is the 
intoxicant. It holds the field. All civ­
ilizing and humanizing accessories are 
banished. Men meet to drink Jhemsel- 
ves drunk. In the German beer garden 
the presence of the Intoxicant is often 
so subordinated to the innocent pleas­
ures of social Intercourse that it is 
hardly noticed. The * father and the 
mother, the sons and daughters, the 
family friends meet under the shade 
of the trees to listen to the strains of 
a band and to enjoy their frugal meal 
together. If we could but acclimatise 
the German beer-garden under our in­
clement skies we should do more for 
temperance reform than If we passed 
half a dozen Permissive Bills.

I have far too keen appreciation of 
the mischief done by the multiplication 
of centres of temptation to listen pa­
tiently to excuses for yielding to the 
allurements of alcohol. But I do not 
think that drunkenness Is to be de­
molished by a frontal attack. I am a 
Gothenburger of old standing. I Was 
a Gothenburger before Mr. Chamber- 
lain entered Parliament. I am a Goth­
enburger to this day. No kind of tem­
perance legislation seems to promise 
such good results as legislation to pro­
mote the conversion of public houses 
tn Public Trust houses. For the supply 
of alcoholic liquor is too dangerous 
and withal too profitable a business to 
be left in the hands of private adven­
turers or of great breweries. I start 
from the conviction that one chief ob­
ject of the manager of the public house 
should be to magnify the social side of 
his business and minimize the con­
sumption of intoxicants, and I do not 

how this is to be done excepting 
by the substitution of a few publicly 
managed first-rate Public Trust houses 
for the letter of tied houses whose 
chief object is to increase to a maxi- 

the consumption of ale brewed

M temperance legislation, and the in­
herent evils of the public house, writes 
W. T. Stead. Alas! I am much more 
tempted to point out the Inherent evils 
of temperance legislation and the bene­
fits of the public house. More than 
twenty years ago I horrified Mr. Spur­
geon and many other excellent people 
by declaring publicly that the Ideal 
church should Include atheists among 
Its church members-and run a theatre 

, and a public house.' I am still of the 
' same opinion. I have no quarrel with 

people who wish to see mankind so 
virtuous and happy, so comfortable and 

■ with such Internal resources, as to feel 
no need for either the theatre or the 
public house. But I am a practical 
man who tries to make the best of the 
worst of things, and who has learned 
In the school of life that every mad 
thing that exists is standing in the 
place of something worse, and that tit" 
only way to make progress is not to 
smash the bad thing until you have got 
something better to put in its place. 
Otherwise the result of your smashing 
operation will be to make things worse 
instead of better. We have to deal 
with men and women as they are, to 
recognize their wants and their neces­
sities; and it we have to do them any 
good we ought to try and put ourselves 
in their place and see how we would 
like it it any of our pet nostrums were 
being employed for our reformation.

OF THE PACIFIC COAST

muchAmong the millions of salmon that 
leave the distant, and yet unknown, 
playground of the Pacific Ocean where 
they live unseen and unmolested for 
three to four years, until they attain 
maturity, the Spring Salmon is the 
largest, and most valuable fish. One 
other variety “runs” In the spring cr 
early summer, the Sock-eye. Accom­
panying these two commercially es­
teemed salmon is a large handsome 
sea trout, called the Steelhead, a fish 
that is also excellent eating; but un­
like the salmon does not perish at 
spawning time.

Our study of these most interesting 
schools of fish is made on the Straits 
of Juan de Fuca, those old historic 
Straits inseparably connected with the 
names of Barclay, Vancouver, Puget, 
Baker, Whidby, names vividly brought 
back to us every time we see 
mighty mountains, the deep sheltered 
sounds, the great islands 
bear these honored names.

We may roughly divide the salmon 
into two clisses, those that “run” in 
the spring and early summer and those 
that “run" in the fall. We have pictur­
ed for you the Quinnat or Spring, the 
Sock-eye classified as Blueback and the 
Steelhead trout, all first-class fish and 
as we get them here early in the sea­
son they are firm-fleshed, being caught 
in salt water.

The Spring Salmon is a very hand­
some fish. We have stood and watched 
them swimming around in hundreds in 
the great inclosures where they have 
been trapped—big full-backed, deep­
bodied, silver-scaled beauties—many of 
them weighing sixty and seventy 
pounds and an odd one going close to 
one hundred. It was remarkable to see 
the young salmon and many herring 
swimming fearlessly amid this captur­
ed mass, but the great throng of im­
prisoned fish carelessly circled and 
paid no attention to the choice live 
bait so ready to hand.

Now remember we are showing you 
this fish as it appears in July while 
still in salt water. We dissected these 
fish and found them usually to be of 
rich red flesh, but strange to say, 
some, and these appeared darker un­
der the scales, were quite white flesh­
ed, therefore useless for first-class can­
neries. It seemed a dire waste to sell 
a big firm Spring for twenty-five cents, 
a fish weighing thirty to fifty pounds, 
just because its flesh was not of the 
brilliant salmon red the trade has 
taught the consumer to expect. These 
white flesh fish are equally as good 
but will not sell to the regular trade

Further thethe huge investments, 
deepest-thinking men I have spoken 
to all agree that the number of salmon 
annually reaching these shores is slow­
ly but surely decreasing, nor have we 
any proof that our well-run hatcher­
ies are making up for the 
quantities caught. It therefore seems 
sensible to preserve this most valuable 
fish while yet it is time, make a close 
season of one entire year in four, in 
fact here are men Interested 
salmon fishing that would be willing to 
have a close season every other year.

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WAGES, AND THE COST OF 
LIVING.

The Star yesterday printed the 
synopsis of a report prepared by the 
United States Bureau of Labor, show­
ing the increase in the cost of living 
during the past seventeen years as 
compared with the advances in wages. 
Otving to the almost complete organiza­
tion of labor in the United States, wage
earners have been enabled to secure re­
muneration sufficient to meet the 
greater demands upon their funds, and 
there is little reason to believe that the 
report is faulty in showing that wages 
are now proportionately higher as re­
gards living expenses than they were 
seventeen years ago. In Canada a 
slightly different condition exists inas­
much as commodity prices have been 
affected here to the same extent as in 
the United States while wages have 
not increased at an equal rate. Some 
little time ago the civil service asso­
ciation of Ottawa, the members of 
which are calling upon the government 
for Increased remuneration, appointed 
a special committee to look Into pre­
vailing conditions. This committee has 
devoted its attention to changes during 
the last ten years and has just com­
pleted a report which will be presented 
to the Royal commission appointed 
last May by the federal government to 
look into the Civil Service complaints. 
The facts and figures found in this re­
port were obtained from Ottawa mer­
chants, and while they are first of all 
of local application they ar^ no doubt, 
equally true of all cities in Canada. 
The committee prepared a list of 354 
commodities used by the average fam­
ily, and on these obtained 663 price quo­
tations. They found that In the past 
ten years advances had been made in 
678 cities, that In 75 Instances no In­
creases had been made, while In only 
10 cases had there been a reduction. 
There were Increases in all the princi­
pal commodities such as are used by 
the ordinary family. The committee 
finds decreases In gas and electric light­
ing these being the most noticeable of 
all, but as the finding Is In regard to 
Ottawa alone the condition cannot be 
equally true In connection with other 
cities, though probably It Is compara­
tively so. On the other hand, kerosene 
has gone up very considerably and 
this applies to all parts of the Domin­
ion. In rentals there has been an in­
crease of from fifteen to fifty per cent- ; 
general municipal taxation is also high­
er, and as a result the rate of board 
and lodging has advanced. The most 
notable àdvances are in meats, fish, 
dairy products, groceries, and other 
provisions.

To meet this higher expenditure the 
committee finds increases in wages 
varying from 10 to 20 per cent, in small 
towns, and 20 to 45 per cent, in larger 
cities. The United States reports com­
modity increases in the past ten years 
as averaging 27 per cent., while Dun 
& Co. favor 34 per cent. It is seen by 
the detailed reports that in the major­
ity of occupations wages have kept 
pace with the higher cost of living.

THE CAMDEN HAN AGROUND

New Turbine Steamer Stranded on a Sand 
Bar in Rockland Harbor.

ROCKLAND, Sept. 11.—The new tur­
bine steamer Camden, bound from 
Boston to Bangor and touching here, 
was stranded for three hours Wednes­
day on a sand and gravel bar in the 
harbor.

She floated with the tide, undamaged.
The bar is between McLoon wharf 

and the steamer’s landing at Tillson 
wharf and about 300 yards from shore. 
The accident happened in a dense fg 
and was caused by two schooners 
which were nearly in her course. The 
Camden made the outside schooner on 
her starboard bow and sheered off. 
Before she stopped swinging she went 
onto the bar.

REVIEW OF THE POLITICAL 
SITUATION IN AFRICA

Rather Than Slay With Her Adopted 
Mother, Child Ran Away from 

Hone on a Fare

NEW YORK, Sept. 11—Abraham 
White, the original “postage stamp 
bidder” failed to get any of the New 
York city bonds sold yesterday, al­
though he bid for the entire $40,000,000 
offered for sale, and put up an ac­
cepted draft for the $800,000 required 
by law to accompany the bid.

Between $15,000,000 and $18,000,000 in 
the bonds were at first awarded to the 
Abraham White Bond Company, but 
when Comptroller Metz presented the 
draft for payment this afternoon, the 
money was not forthcoming and the 
bid was thrown out. The draft was 
drawn by the Abraham White Bond 
Company on the greater New York 
Security Company and was accepted 
by that institution. Mr. White is pres­
ident of both Institutions.

White first sprang into prominence 
when he was awarded United States 
bond valued at $1,500,000 when John G. 
Carlisle was secretary of the treasury. 
The law did not require a deposit with 
the bids and when the bonds were 
awarded him, White interested Russell 
Sage ln the deal and from him secur­
ed the money to make the required 
payments. His only outlay was forty- 
seven cents ln postage stamps in send­
ing his bid to the treasury department 
and he is said to have made $100,000 
on the transaction.

BLOEMFONTEIN, Sept. 10,—Though 
the elections are not likely to be held 
before the second week in November, 
It Is possible to form some idea of the 
composition of the first parliament. In 
this colony there is, of course, no ques­
tion of a British-born majority.

The Constitutional Party led by Sir 
John George1 Fraser embraces most of 
the Immigrant Englishmen and sup­
ports in general the policy pursued by 
the British administration since the war 
but includes a large proportion drawn 
from the moderate section of the older 
population,- and evidently Is viewed 
with considerable favor by the Dutch 
Church, of which Sir J. G. Fraser has 
always been a stout champion. That 
this party by Itself, however, should 
win sufficient seats to form a minis­
try is regarded as quite out of the ques­
tion, even by its own members. Be­
yond four seats in Bloemfontein town 
and fair prospects in one or two 
grouped urban constituencies,the chan­
ces of the Fraser party proper are 
everywhere exceedingly doubtful. The 
party’s only conceivable hope of office 
lies in adherence to it after the elec­
tions of a number of Independents, of 
whom a large body are already in the 
field. The absence of any very dis­
tinctive line of cleavage in the candi­
dates of this class will certainly be 
more effective than in the Transvaal, 
where the complete wiping out of the 
independents was one of the most no-

STRANGE SEA MONSTER 
IN ST. CROIX WATERS.

Some to be a Female Narwahl From Arctic 
Waters—Bears a Charmed Life.

hide which was as hard as sole leather. 
He noticed a long scar in the fish’s 
back. He thinks this _was caused by 
the shot some one fired at it while 
upriver.

The male narwhal is known as a sea- 
unicorn, because it has a horn from six 
to ten feet long protruding from its 
snout. This horn Is an extension of one 
of the teeth ln the upper jaw. Says an 
authority on the subject :

"It Is the left tusk which makes the 
horn, the right being rarely' developed. 
The tusk Is spirally furrowed and Is of 
ivory, like the tusk of an elephant. 
When preserved in the cabinets of our 
forefathers it was supposed to come 
from the mythic unicorn of antiquity. 
The length of the narwhal varies from 
fifteen to twenty or twenty-two feet, 
the head being one fourth of the whole 
and the horn one half. It is ln Its ele­
ment amid the snow and Ice dt the 
eightieth parallel of the north latitude. 
It feeds on mollusca and yields an oil 
more valuable than that of the common 
whale.’’

The cetacean in the St. Croix waters 
is of the same whitish color as the nar­
whal but it has no horn. It is from 
twelve to fifteen feet long and about 
as big around as an oil barrel. The fish- 

have notived that it play about 
the spar buoys a great deal. Capt. In- 
gersoll of the str. Aurora had a long 
shot at it with his glass while It was 
disporting itself near 6t. Croix island 
last week. At that time It was circl­
ing the red buoy above the Thumb 
Cap. This predilection for buoys may 
be d*ie to two causes. The fish may be 
feeding on the mollusca which gather- 
about the buoys or It may see some 
reeemblance 
large floating spars.

At all events there is no doubt about 
the presence of a strange sea monster 
In the locality. It has shown no ferocity 
but It might so do if enraged. It would 
be just as well for boatmen who are 
not fitted up for whale hunting to let 
it alone.

I (St. Andrews Beacon.)
The “sea serpent” which has been 

alarming bathers and boatmen in the 
BL Croix river for several weeks past, 
and which seems to bear a charmed 
life, turns out to be a species of white 
xvhalé, probably a female narwhal. The 
big iflsh belongs properly to Arctic 
waters, but has probably been beguil­
ed hitherward by the schools of her­
ring which have tolled it along the 
coast and finally led it into the St. 
Croix river.
