Caraquet. N. It, June A—This little 
Ashing village Is stunned by the cala­
mity which swept away so many of 

breadwinners of the town. The 
known death toll is mounting steadily, 
and this morning five more were ad­
ded to yesterday’s lint of fourteen, 
making a total of nineteen who are 
now known to bave perished In the 
raging waters.

The names of at least four schoon­
ers, the R. J. W. Renown, the Hep­
burn, the Neruselea and the Flavle, 
have been placed on the list of mis­
sing ships. In almost every home In 
the village there is mourning for lov­
ed ones swept to their death, either 
loved relatives or close friends.

The velocity of the gale was ter­
rible even to those on land. So violent 
was the wind that seventy-five trees, 
most of them fully three feet In diame­
ter In the gardens of R. Jones and W. 
Trents, were uprooted and torn limb 
from limb.' Big slices of land belong­
ing to the Sisters of the Roman Catho­
lic Presbytery here were swept into 
the sea, and six houses in the course 
of construction were utterly demolish­
ed, the timbers being scattered* for 
miles around.

One. schooner which went Into Chat­
ham yesterday was said tft have had 
aboard fourteen bodies of fishermen 
picked up after the gale.

A conservative estimate put the 
number of lives lost at one hundred, 
but it wag thought that this number 
wpuld be exceeded when the final 
count was made.

The disaster has saddened the whole 
northern part of the province and the 
residents have been almost dumb­
founded by the magnitude of the dis­
aster and the destruction wrought. 
Practically every family on the Bay 
of Chaleur is mourning the loss of 
some of its members.

A dispatch form Chatham yesterday 
said that the list of the vessels and 
crews known to be lost is:

At Point Canoe a big boat Is gone 
to pieces, no one saved.

Many other schooners and boats are 
missing from the Caraquet, St. Simon, 
and Shlppegan fleets. From Paspe- 
blac, Quebec, comes word that thirty 
boats have been lost with crews. Five 
of these boats have been picked up 
near Shlppegan.

On shore, too, the storm was severe. 
The wind played havoc with the trees, 
tearing many out by the roots, and 
many houses wer unroofed and houses 
and barns In course of construction 
were levelled to the ground. The di­
saster with the fishermen was greater. 
The bodies of eight Caraquet fisher­
men were recovered. Their names 
are Prospéré 8. Albert and his two 
sons, Jean Baptiste and Martin; Oli­
ver Paulin, Joseph J. Theriault and 
his two sons, John and Frederick; and 
Théophile Dugas. Reports say that 
twenty fishermen from Caraquet and 
as many from Shlppegan have perish­
ed.

A message from Bathurst last night 
said that none of the people from that 
town had been out in the storm but 
quite a lot ot u am age was done by the 
high winds.

Ottawa, June 9.—After a somewhat 
dull session the Liberals sprang into 
life tonight over the naval question 
the text being the Naval Volunteer 
Force. This was opposed vigorously by 
the Quebec Liberals, Sir Wilfrid Laur- 
rler leading the attack. The Liberal 
leader saw In the movement the com­
ing by degrees of a permanent naval 
policy, but his chief point was the as­
sertion that Canada having no navy of 
her own, this was simply a plan to 
secure men for the royal navy to 
fight the battles of Great Britain. He 
especially opposed the policy of train­
ing a naval volunteer force on the 
Great Lakes and argued that the gov­
ernment should rather use Its influence 
towards Inducing the United States 
government to abandon Its -naval mil­
itia policy on the lakes.

Hon. Rodolph Lemieux was exceed­
ingly bitter in his denunciation of the 
volunteer force, and he also saw in It 
a movement to assist Great Britain. 
His attitude was condemned by Dr. 
Clark, the Liberal member for Red 
Deer, who congratulated the govern­
ment on Its adoption of this policy. 
Hon. Geo. P. Graham was another of 
the English speaking Liberals who de­
scribed it as a step in the right direc­
tion.

Woodstock, Ont, June 9—The gen­
eral assembly of the Presbyterian 
church in Canada tonight decided to 
continue negotiations with the Metho­
dist and Congregational bodies looking 
to organic union, the recommendation 
of the union committee to this effect 
being adopted by a vote of 266 to 109. 
The amendment submitted in the min­
ority report that the negotiations be 
discontinued for the present was de­
feated 297 to 117 and a somewhat sim­
ilar but simplified form of the same 
amendment, submitted by Rev. Dr. Mc­
Queen of Edmonton, was lost 278 to 
114.

The vote of the opposition was the 
largest on record, and the majority 
against union believe union (will never 
be realized. During the next year 
representatives of the church will con­
fer with the other negotiating chur­
ches with a view to agreeing upon an 
amended basis of union, this basis to 
come before the assembly ot 1915 and 
go to the Presbyteries under the bar­
rier act. Then if the vote Justifies It 
the basis will be approved and refer­
red to the people and the union con­
summated in 1917.

Perhaps the next sensational fea­
ture of the debate was the intimation 
of Rev. Dr. Grant that he resigned 
from the home mission board and the 
board of finance because he felt that 
the present unrest resulting from the 
unsettled state of the church conse­
quent upon the uncertainty as to the 
outcome of church union negotiations 
was interesting with his work and the 
work of committees. Dr. Grant declar­
ed he" could not vote for church union 
now. although no creeda! difficulties 
or difficulty as to policy stood in the 
way.

They 
were simply based upon requests from 
all over the country that men should 
be engaged in naval training.

Hon. George P. Graham was in vei- 
dent good humor when he rose to re­
ply to the premier. "We are taking 
all the sinners In a bunch.'' He be­
gan. holding out both hands to the 
Conservatives. "1 always knew you 
would have to come our way.' He 
thought the government was out of 
order in discussing this question. Did 
they not know that upon the order pa­
per was a notice of a resolution by 
the member for Montmagny. Mr. 1-es- 
peranve. calling upon them to wipe 
the Laurier naval act off the feme of 
the earth. That notice had been 
placed upon the order paper early in 
the session.

But the government had kindly at­
tended to the case of that honorable 
member. They had advised him to 
take a nice little trip and when lie 
got back the other day he found his 
bill "buried, cremated and embalm­
ed." ( Laughter.) "I am glad to see 
that the afflictions of office are bring­
ing the government to a saner frame 
of mind." went on Mr. Graham.

"Your are coming to our policy. I 
can see some of them holding back 
there but they're coming, they're com­
ing. It will take a little time to get 
them all but they can be coaxed. You 
are coming to the policy which la the 
only policy worthy of the citizens of 
Canada. You are going to use the 
Niobe and the Rainbow. What for?— 
For the precise purposes for which 
the Laurier government purchased 
them, training ships. I congratulate 
the government on its return to sani­
ty. As a step towards the Laurier 
scheme I welcome these proposals." 
(Liberal cheers.)

A 
forced assignment would have been 
expensive for Mutual policy holders 
and hurtful to the prestige of the 
whole organization but a voluntary 
liquidation, with all creditors paid in 
full, gives ground for the hope that 
failure will ntiver attach to any enter­
prise backed by the C. M. A.

Canada's Fire Loss Enormous.
Notwithstanding the great quicken­

ing of interest in Canada during the 
past few years in the subject of fire 
prevention), losses kept increasing at a 
rate that should give cause for real 
concern. The following figures tell 
the story In brief form:

Total fire losses 1911, $21,469,575:
1912, $22,900,712; 1913. $26,346,618.

Per capita loss 1911, 2.98; 1912, 3.06;
1913, 3.29.

For the first three months of 1914 
the total losses were $7,856, 613, as 
against $7,661,527 for the correspond­
ing Period of 1913; $9,904,217 for 
and $4,043,976 for 1911.

The general dullness of trade was 
indicated in the membership commit­
tee report. The net Increase for the 
year was only thirty-six, bringing the 
total membership up to 3,043. No 
less than forty-six of the resignations 
during the past year were due to liqui­
dations of discontinuance of manu­
facturing operations.

even on the hottest days.

Baseball players are directly expos­
ed to the sun’s rays in the hottest 
part of the hottest days, and yet heat 
prostration or sunstroke Is pracically 
unknown among the diamond fraterni-

standes will permit, to the* rays. The 
first “sunbath” should last only a few 
minutes, but the time may be gradu­
ally increased each day.

Athletes and others who expose 
themselves to the sun .on very hot 
days should heed the first warnings of 
impending sunstroke, such as severe 
and acute discomfort, dizziness and 
headache and immediately seek the

In cases of sunstroke and heat pros­
tration, it is hardly necessary to say 
that a physician should be called at 
once. In the meantime the stricken 
person should be removed to a spot as 
shady and cool as can be found. The 
clothing should be loosened.

Heat exhaustion or prostration, the 
commonest form of “sunstroke," In 
which the surface of the body becomes 
clammy and cold and the pulse feeble, 
calls for hot applications and warm 
water, while in true "thermic fever,” 
characterized by a hot, dry skin and 
a bounding pulse, cold applications, 
ice rubs of the flushing of the body 
with cold water are called for. In 
such cases, while a majority yield 
readily to proper treatment, delay is 
dangerous, and a physician should be

'Heat prostration Is usually a case of 
"the last straw that 
camel’s back.” People who succumb 
to the heat are usually about ready to 
break down anyway, and the heat Is 
only “the last straw."

Regular outdoor exercise should be 
continued through the Summer, as a 
means of keeping the body up to par. 
but on very hot 
should be light and taken early in 
the morning by those who are not phy­
sically strong.

Diet, water and the right mental at­
titude are all highly important in get­
ting through the Summer with a mini­
mum of discomfort.

Gluttony is especially dangerous in 
the heated season. The man who eats 
as much in Summer as in Winter is 
pretty certain to become sick, and, if 
his occupation requires anything re­
sembling violent labor he Is billed for 
an attack of sunstroke.

Temporary loss of appetite Is com­
mon on very hot days; and this warn 
ing of nature should be heeded, and 
very little food, and that of a non­
heating kind, should be taken.

Less meat and more green vegeta­
bles and fruits are required for the 
summer bill of fare.

Opinions differ as to whether beer 
or ale are good summer beverages, 
but, in any event, they should not be 
icy cold, nor should they be gulped

One. of the best precautions for the 
avoidance of sunstroke, aside from 
iftoper eating, is to drink lots of wa­
ter. Care should be taken that the 
water Is pure, and when pure water 
can’t be had It is better to drink beer.

Drinking water should be cool, but 
not ice-cold. The American habit of 
consuming large quantities of Ice-wa­
ter can be guaranteed to wreck the 
strongest digestion sooner or later.

The external application of water is 
quite as important as Its internal use. 
The sponge, shower, plunge and dou­
che baths are valuable for purposes of 
keeping cool, and should 3>e taken up­
on arising each morning, and as often 
during the day as is convenient and 
desirable.

After violent exercise, or when the 
body has become very hot from 
sure to the sun, It is not advisable to 
take a cold plunge or shower without 
a little preparation. First sponge the 
fsfce, hands and arms with cold water, 
after which. If possible, v bathe the 
body In lukewarm water tyflfo 
ing on the cold water. 4

A bath should always follow violent 
exercise at any season of the year, but 
it Is especially necessary In summer, 
owing to the excessive perspiration.

When It Is Impossible to take a bath, 
the immersion of the wrists In cold 
water for a few minutes will be of 
great assistance in reducing the tem­
perature.

The mental attitude is Important if 
one would be comfortable in summer. 
When the mind is pleasantly occupied 
one may often go through a swelter­
ing day without realizing it.

Hang on the walls pictures of ice­
bergs and Polar scenery. This may 
sound foolish, but while sut* art works 
may not actually reduce the tempera­
ture they will suggest pleasant thou­
ghts and help you to "keep cool” men­
tally.

For summer reading, "My Attain­
ment of the Pole. ’ by “Doc” Cook, and 
other works on Arctic exploration, are 
calculated to have a gelid influence.

Wear as little clothing as possible. 
Leave off your coat whenever the law 
will permit. Avoid underwear that 
sticks to the body. If you wear wash­
able trousers underwear Isn’t neces­
sary. Give the air access to the skin 
and sunstroke becomes almost impos­
sible for healthy Individuals.

It is highly advisable to begin now 
to take dally sunbaths, exposing’the 
whole body, or as much of lt^as

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The Earl of Selkirk, "the father of 
Manitoba," whose Red River Settle­
ment of a century ago was the begin­
ning of the agricultural development 
of western Canada, made many and 
powerful enemies by the stern and un­
compromising course which made him 
so well fitted to be the advance agent 
of civilization. His “war" with the 
agents of the Northwest Company led 
to subsequent verdicts against the 
Earl for false imprisonment, and his 
enemies In England made the most of 
these charges. Lord Selkirk had not 
only to fight the powerful fur com­
pany. and the forces of nature, which 
sent devastating plagues of grasshop­
pers and terrible blizzards down upon 
the infant colony, but he had also to 
contend with the easy-chair critics in 
England. If the Earl had numerous 
enemies, however, he also had a multi­
tude of firm friends, and not the least 
influential Of these was Sir Walter 
Scott, the novelist and poet, who had 
been a close friend of Selkirk at col­
lege. lu a letter from Scott to Lady 
Ilalkett, dated ninety five years ago 
today, June 10. 1819, the distinguished 
author paid this tribute to the "Father 
of Manitoba:" "I never knew in my 
life a man of more generous and disin­
terested disposition, or one whose tal­
ents and perseverance 
qualified to bring great and national 
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;fuses to print a laudatory reference 
to him made by Mr. Pugsley.

The people of St. John or of Halifax, 
are not to be fooled by such sickening 
tactics. They realize very well that 
the motives that caused the Telegraph 
to suppress Mr. Pugsley's remarks and 
the Chronicle to shriek at Mr. Hazen 
are the same in both cases. They are 
playing the Grit partisan game in all 
its unfairness. With the Chronicle it 
may be due to consistent adherence to 
the Liberal party, for, whatever else 
may be said about the Halifax news­
paper at least It is not a "flopper."

John formed the basis of some debate 
in the House of Commons on Monday. 
Hon. Mr. Hazen and Mr. Pugsley par­
ticipated, and. in the course of discuss­
ion, interesting statements were made. 
The Standard and the Telegraph yes­
terday morning, had delivered to their 
offices the Canadian Press service re­
port on the debate, a report supposed 
to be without political color, but to 
present a faithful synopsis of the 
speeches delivered by members of the 
House. In that report as it was de­
livered to the Telegraph, appeared the 
following reference to the concluding 
portion of Mr. Pugsley’s remarks : 
"Before concluding he referred to the 
fact that the C. N. R. Royal Line 
steamers now call at St. John and said 
the Minister of Marine and Fisheries 
was entitled to credit therefore and 
the people of St. John were grateful 
for that."

This paragraph was eliminated from 
the report published in the Telegraph 
and it may well be asked who worked 
the soft pedal? If that paper is as 
fair as it pretends to be, why did it 
not dare to publish Mr. Pugsley's trib­
ute to the Minister of Marine? It was 
not cut out to save space for that por­
tion of Mr. Pugsley's remarks was con­
fined to but four lines of type. The 
real reason was because the Telegraph 
feared some persons might believe Mr. 
Pugsley’s statement that the Minister 
of Marine had not been inactive and 
it was not in accordance with the 
Telegraph game to give any credit to 
the minister whom it has peisistently 
viilified and misrepresented.

Mr. Hazen has done and is doing all 
in his power for the port of St, John 
and the Telegraph is well aware ot 
this fact. Mr. Pugsley himself said 
there was credit coming to the Min­
ister of Marine, but the pettiness of 
the Telegraph caused that newspaper 
to deliberately omit all reference to 
this.

There have been occasions during 
the past few months when the Tele­
graph and Times have quoted with 
approval extracts from the Chatham 
World, a publication which while edit­
ed by a Conservative, has not been 
especially friendly to the New Bruns­
wick Government. The editor of the 
World is a member of the legislature, 
elected as an independent, but last 
session voted more often with the op­
position than with the Government. 
He has not hesitated to criticize ac­
tions of the Government and his ex­
pressions have been faithfully repro­
duced in the machine Grit Telegraph 
and Times.

Recently, however, the editor of the 
World has been paying some atten­
tion to Mr. P. J. Veniot, Liberal or­
ganizer for the northern portion of 
New Brunswick, 
visited Moncton and addressed the 
Liberal Club there. The World pub­
lishes a paragraph from the report of 
Mr. Veuiot's address as follows:

"The whole story of the treat­

Robert W. Jones, of West­
ern city, believes in fut­
ure of new fields — High 
grade.
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The lease of the Gordon property in 
West St. John to the Canada Nall and 
Wire Co., Ltd., was ratified at the 
meeting of the city commissioners yes­
terday.

Tenders for the permanent pave­
ment in Main street were opened and 
referred to the road engineer.

Charles Fisher, whose house in 
Stanley Ward was recently destroyed 
by fire asked some financial recom­
pense for he claimed that the destruc­
tion of his house was due to the in­
efficiency of the city fire engine.

Commissioner McLellan explained 
that the people in Stanley ward had 
only been paying half their assess­
ment with the understanding that the 
city was not liable for police or fire 
protection. The letter was ordered 
filed.

The tenders for the paving of Main 
street and the construction of a re­
taining wall for Victoria Square were 
then opened and were as follows:

“Calgary is oil crazy,” said Robert 
Wv Jones of the western city to a 
Standard reporter last evening, “and 
with some reason, as a high grade of 
oil is found in the Dingman well, while 
others In the immediate vicinity show 
every indication of oil. Many of the 
companies have already sold out all 
their stock, while the owners of others 
formed, closed corporations.

The oil fields are situated thirty 
miles southwest of Calgary and cover 
a considerable area; màny companies 
have been formed and all are in a 
fair way to do a prosperous business.

In the Dingman, or pioneer well, oil 
was struck at a depth of 2,718 feet 
This well gushes two or three times a 
week, throwing the oil fully ninety 
feet above the ground. At present 
there are nine other companies drill­
ing, two of which show indications of 
oil. Besides this there are sixteen 
rigs in the field and In four or five 
months Mr. Jones expects to see a 
great increase in activities.

Little Wild Catting
When questioned concerning wild 

catting, Mr. Jones admitted there were 
several wells of this discrlptlon, but 
pointed out that all the big companies 
were backed and owned by the weal­
thiest men of Calgary. The United 
Oils, he said, one of the biggest com­
panies, was capitalized at two million 
dollars and was already over subscrib-

Fredericton, June 9.—An incident of 

historic note toôk place In the Su­
preme Court chamber In the Parlia­
ment buildings, here this afternoon, 
when a life-size oil painting of the late 
Sir James Carter was publicly pre­
sented to the Barristers Society dur­
ing the sitting of the Supreme Court 
of Appeal and accepted on behalf of 
the society by J. D. Phlnney, K.C., 
the event being witnessed by a large 
representation of the local bar be­
sides quite a number. of barristers 
from places outside among whom were 
included M. G. Teed, K.C., W. A. Ew­
ing, K.C., Fred Taylor and Francis 
Kerr, of St. John.-W. P. Jones, K.C., 
of Woodstock, R. St. John Freeze, A. 
T. LeOBlanc, Campbellton, and Rene 
Richard of Dalhousle.

Among others were Lt. Col. Marsh, 
P.M., H. B. Rainsford and Mr. Phln­
ney, who officially accepted the gift 
for the society, all of whom well re­
member the late Chief Justice.

Charles Carter, grandson of the dis­
tinguished jurist, whose memory it 
was their purpose to honor, made the 
presentation and formally unveiled the 
picture, after a becoming illusion to 
his venerated grandfather.

Mr. Phlnney in an interesting sketch 
of the life work of Sir James Carter, 
paid a glowing tribute to his memory, 
which was honored and would be hon­
ored by succeeding generations for his 
great ability, manly Character, pro­
found learning and true gentlemanly 
qualities for which the last Chief Jus­
tice appointed by the Imeprlal Govern­
ment for New Brunswick had been so 
distinguished. • In a country which 
was at the time of his appointment 
looking for representatives in both 
court and parliament from Its own 
people, Sir James ,Carter, a resident 
of another land, had made himself be­
loved and respected by his profession 
and by men in all ranks of life. Mr. 
Phlnney expressed the appreciation of 
the barristers society of this splendid 
gift from the faintly of the late Chief 
Justice, and he closed his eulogy by 
asking on behalf of the bar permis­
sion to have the portrait placed on the 
walls of the court chambers.

Chief Justice McLeod, who with 
Justice White and also with Chief Jus­
tice Landry and Justices Barry and 
Crocket of the King s Bench Division 
were seated on the bench, expressed 
that it was a great pleasure to accede 
to this proposal. He personally re­
membered the late Chief Justice Car­
ter at chambers who was justly re­
garded as one of the ablest and molt 
lovable of men, and when after over 
30 years service on the bench his resig­
nation came it was regretted by all 
who knew and honored him.

Mrs. Carter, wife of Charles Carter, 
was present at the proceedings today, 
accompanied by Mrs. O. S. Crocket, 
Mrs. T. C. Allan and Mrs. A. R. 
Sltpp.

The new portrait when in position 
will have for companion pictures life- 
size portraits of former Chief Justices 
Hon. Ward Chipman, Sir James Park­
er, Sir Wm. Ritchie, Sir John C. Al­
len, Hon. Wm. H. Tuck and Sir Fred­
eric Barker. To make the gallery of 
former Chief Justices for the prov­
ince complete a portrait of the late 
Chief Justice Saunders Is lacking, and 
It is hoped that at some early day 
that will take Its place among those of 
other distinguished leaders of the 
bench and bar.

While business conditions in the 
Maritime Provinces during the pres­
ent depression have been uniformly 
better than In the west, business in the 
east has been rather quiet during the 
past few months, and the general 
opinion seems to be that there will be 
little change until fall, when If the 
crops are good, the expectation Is that 
business will greatly Improve. The 
depression here has not seriously af­
fected the workers, but many manu­
facturing establishments are only 
marking time, and find it hard to get 
new business.

St. John Is an Important distribut­
ing centre, and Wholesale Jobbers, who 
were doing good business long after 
conditions In the west became bad, 
have lately been feeling the reaction, 
and their representatives on the road 
report a disposition to mark time.

Local financial houses say money Is 
a drug on the market, but people with 
money are not so eagér to make In­
vestments as they were a few years 
ago.

So many people were bitten by wild 
cat propositions put on the market 
during the past half dozen years that 
they have become very cautious, and 
legitimate industrial enterprises find 
it hard to enlist the interest of pos­
sible Investors.

Local real estate men do not expect 
much speculative Interest in St. John 
realty this summer, but believe there 
will be a fair amount of buying for In­
vestment It is also expected that 
quite a number of local people will buy 
lots to build a home, as money for 
home building is available at reason­
able rates.

And whereas, the public lands of 
the city of St. John are of.great value 
and should be fully protected against 
improvident and unconsidered action 
by the common council.

And whereas, the debentures of the 
city of St. John are among the high­
est class of security and are eagerly 
sought after by Investors,

And whereas, the land values held 
by the city of St. John give strength 
to Its bond issue and thereby sustain 
its bonds at the highest points on the 
bond market and sensibly keep the 
interest account down and the rate 
of taxation correspondingly low.

And whereas, it is prudent and just 
that the public lands of the r-tty of 
St. John should be as carefully guard­
ed as are the bond issues.

Therefore resolved, that the com­
mon council, to maintain the high 
standing of its bond issues and con 
serve the public lands to the benefit 
of Its «taxpayers, ordains that the 
mayor execute no deed or lease of 
public lands of the city of St. John 
unless authorized so to do by the 
unanimous vote of the mayor and 
members of the common council and 
no public lands of the city of St. John 
he offered for sale or leased unless 
by the unanimous vote of the mayor 
and members of the common council.

And further resolved that no lands 
be purchased by the city of St. John 
or exchanged for public lands of the 
city of St. John unless by like unani­
mous vote and the mayor be govern­
ed by like directions.

Mayor Frink drew attention to the 
terms by which money was placed on 
deposit and secured from the banks. 
This agreement, which is now In 
force, expires on July 1, and the mayor 
was authorized to secure terms for a 
new agreement.

Commissioners Wigmore and Rus­
sell were appointed re visors.

On motion of Commissioner Russell 
seconded by Commissioner Potts the 
lease of the Gordon property to the 
Canada Nail and Wire Co., Ltd., was 
approved. Commissioner 
voted against it and Mayor FYink said 
he was opposed to leasing the land.

REPORTS OF CROPS
NOVA SCOTIA STEEL 

THE DAY’S FEATURE
London, June 9—Special Interest is 

attached Just now, says the Dally 
Mail, to the report of the British Em­
pire Trust Company. Its securities 
are nearly all Canadian and Its princi­
pal interest Is In northern Canadian 
railway, which has been much In the 
public eye of late. Thanks to the an­
nual re-valuations and assets, the 
trust company is able to present a 
sound front, although this cautious 
policy involving the writing down of 
forty-eight thousand pounds prevents 
the company from declaring any divi­
dend on the deferred shares for 1913- 
14, and necessitates a draft of ten 
thousand pounds on the reserve fund 
in order to pay the fixed five per cent 
on the preferred shares. The reserve 
still stands at a hundred and forty 
thousand pounds and investments 
have been written down to a market 
value, the deferred shares received 
eight per cent.’ for each two preceding

SCOTIA............. fl; -SCALED....................
Montreal, June 9.—The market ac­

tion of Scotia today made a noise in 
the street like thet passing or the divi­
dend, but. so far traders have been 
acting on the assumption that circum­
stances will force the board to face 
such action. So far no steps have 
been taken on the next dividend.

The financial necessities 
company have been freely canvassed 
in the street for w^eeks past, and the 
prevailing dullness in the steel trade 
naturally weakened its market posi­
tion. This has been complicated by 
the closing of the Eastern Car Works, 
practically a subsidiai'y of Scotia, and 
for which it has been called upon to 
do the financing.

It is believed that the surplus of 
Scotia, as shown in the last annual 
statement, which would he otherwise 
available to continue the dividend poli­
cy', has been largely held up in the 
car end of the business, but the com­
pany is believed to have been endeav­
oring to secure the release of these 
funds, which would enable It to meet 
the next dividend out of surplus.

It has been freely stated In the 
street that the company has been un­
able to secure the necessary funds 
through the usual channels, and has 
had to resort to outside sources. 
These endeavors have been known in 
the street, and the market tns evi­
dently gone on the assumption that 
they will fall and that the manage­
ment will be confronted with the ne­
cessity of passing the dividend.

Apparently the management met 
little or no encouragement In the 
Canadian money market, as It Is stat­
ed the visit of President Harris to 
Chicago had to do with the raising of 
funds.

In one quarter it was asserted that 
if insiders had been sellers it was on 
account of financial necessities, but In 
other circles It was stated with a 
great deal of posttlveness that the 
l reak was started by inside selling 
at a considerably higher level and that 
the tape is telling the story correctly 
bear or bull argument notwithstand­
ing.

His residence in 
England makes it impossible to attend 
board meetings In Canada. Senator 
Curry emphatically denies that there 
has been any friction over the board’s 
dividend policy as intimated in street 
rumor.

Looking at the* matter from a pure­
ly academical point, of view, there is 
nothing discreditable In a company 
having to reduce or push a common 
stock dividend.

Dividends represent a division of 
profits to the partners in a busin 
or enterprise. These profits are bound 
to fluctuate, and some times there are

If the partners or shareholders are 
satisfied with a small share of profits 
and prefer the creation of a big re­
serve to make a dividend virtually 
fixed so that it can be carried through 
"thick and thin” periods, -then their 
market troubles are slight.

But If they demand all they can get 
out of the business, they must expect 
times such as the present, when there 
are no profits and no surplus to fall 
back on.

It has been a common place thing 
for Industrial companies to anticipate 
their profits and borrow money to pay 
dividends.

This may be permtssable at times 
when business Is going along good 
profits are assured, but in times llkti 
the present it is unlikely that the 
banks will be willing to do much of 
that sort of thing.

There is consequently a poor out­
look. particularly for common divi­
dends of companies which condition 
show that they are earning what they 
would disburse.

One of the last 
of these Canadian Invasions was 
pulled off in 1872, when the fa­
mous lightweights, Billy Ed­
wards and Arthur Chambers, 
scrapped on Canadian soil near 
Detroit, crossing the river to the 
scene of conflict at 3 In the 
morning.

What Is the matter with the great
ties and colleges have a goodly num­
ber of lacrosse fans, and in New York, 
Boston, Baltimore and a dozen or so 
other cities there are many devoted 
fans who never miss an opportunity 
to see a contest On the whole, how­
ever. lacrosse^ms been a comparative 
failure, in the^gele», and, in the num­
ber of its followers, it has long since 
ceased to be the national game of 
Canada.

What Is the matter with lacrosse? 
It is speedy and exciting from the 
spectators' viewpoint and it is not 
difficult to gain a knowledge of the 
fine points of the game. Critics of the 
sport have alleged that it is brutal, 
but, while minor injuries are more or 
less frequent, the record of lacrosse in 
regard to serious accidents and fatali­
ties is much cleaner than that of base­
ball, boxing, football, or almost any 
other strenuous sport. Professional­
ism is charged by some Canadian crit­
ics with responsibility for the decline 
of the game, but baseball, soccer, hoc­
key and other sports have survived 
and flourished under a professional re­
gime. The facts of the matter seem 
to be that lacrosse has everything a 
game should have to enlist popular 
support, except publicity. l*et the 
newspapers take up lacrosse, and it 
would soon become popular.

game of lacrosse? The Canadian nat­
ional pastime, which was adopted and 
adapted from an Indian game and Is 
thus entitled to be called the real Am­
erican game, has not realised the 
hopes of Its friends and supporters, 
and is apparently steadily losing 
ground in both Canada and the United 
States. It was thirty-five years ago 
today, June 10, 1879. that lacrosse as­
sumed organized form in the States 
through the launching of. the United. 
States Amateur lacrosse Association. 
At the organization meeting, held in 
New York, it was predicted that la­
crosse would soon become one of the 
most popular of sports, and it was ev­
en hoped that it might supplant base­
ball. The enthusiasm of the pioneers 
has not been justified by later devel­
opments, and while lacrosse has a cer­
tain following in many cities and col­
leges, it has never really become pop­
ular, and the general sporting public 
of the States knows nor care» about 
the game no more than it did .thirty- 
five years ago. The United States 
Intercollegiate Lacrosse League is 
largely responsible for whatever pop­
ularity the C anadian game has gained 
in the country of Uncle Sam.

America—more than three score years 
ago—is moored unnoticed and almost 
forgotten at the Summer street ex­
tension bridge, close to South station, 
Boston. But few of the thousands 
who pass this bridge daily give the 
old yacht more than a mo

To the average person the vessel 
has no Interest until her history Is 
told. It was this same boat, however, 
that in 185L went over to English 
waters and brought home the Royal 
Yacht Squadron cup, 
ca's cup, the “blue 
seas."

Since that time the vessel has play­
ed many roles In the history of the 
United States. Because of her speed, 
the boat was used as a slave carrier 
in the Civil war, and outdistanced all 
pursuers. Later she was sunk by 
those in command to avoid being cap­
tured by a steam vessel. Since the 
Civil war she has been a pleasure 
yacht, and is still retained by the 
Butler Ames estate for that purport.

Her present owners intend to pre­
serve this relic of the first battles for 
the America's cup. The yacht is still 
considered seaworthy. She is guard­
ed by a caretaker to prevent mischief 
by boys.

The yacht was built by George 
Steers, was named the America and 
went over to the Isle of Wight in 
charge of an American crew. The

He pointed out that If those suffer­
ing with tuberculosis were careful 
they were not at all dangerous to 
other members of" the community, but 
it was to a great extent, on account 
of carelessness that the disease had 
obtained such a foothold In St. John.

Members of the Anti-Tuberculosis 
Association have done good work in 
imparting knowledge of the disease, 
and they have had the co-operation 
of the Board of Health. Literature 
explaining the different methods of 
treatment and care have been distrib­
uted in large numbers, and the mem­
bers themselves have done a great 
amount of personal work.

The death rate ini St. John from tu­
berculosis has been higher than in 
any city in America, excepting where 
the negro and foreign population has 
been large. Even in Baltifiore in 
1910 the death rate from tuberculosis 
was only 218, and in Baltimore the 
deaths among the negro population 
swelled this.

In spite of a marked impnovefnent 
in the matter of the death rate from 
tuberculosis In St. John during the 
last three years, the number of deaths 
due to the white plague are still 
much in excess of what they should 
be, was the statement made, by a 
prominent citisen, who has been In 
close touch with the situation for 
many years.

In 1910 the number of deaths from 
tuberculosis in St. John was 118, or at 
the rate of 236 for a dity with a popu­
lation of 100,000. This was much 
higher than, the rate for 
city in America north of 
During the last three years, however; 
there has, according to statistics, 
been a lowering of the number of 
deaths in St. John from tuberculosis, 
but one practitioner said yesterday 
that he was doubtful if the conditions 
had actually Improved to the extent 
supposed. However the rate has gone 
down to about 156.

The Anti-Tuberculosis Association 
has, to a great extent, been respon­
sible for the greater part of the rer 
duction. The members of this asso­
ciation. with the nurses, have done re­
markable work in teaching people the 
proper care and treatment for tubercu­
losis patients. The nurses and visi­
tors go to all parts of the city and 
help in many ways to lessen the 
chances of contagion.

Taken In Time.
One instance was cited yesterday 

where a young man in a large family 
had died from tuberculosis. The 
nurse of the society heard of it and 
visited the bereaved home. After 
much persuasion the mother allowed 
her children to be examined by the 
physlciam, when it was found that two 
of them was affected. Proper treat­
ment was suggested and carried out 
by the mother with the- result that all 
the children have become healthy 
and strong, and all traces of tho 
tuberculosis germs have disappeared.

The reasons given for the .preva­
lence of the disea 
said to be many, 
tlons In certain quarters were not of 
the best, and the people had come to 
look on tuberculosis of the lungs as 
a necessary evil and did not take, the 
proper precautions. Those suffering 
from the disease, in some cases, were 
careless and others became infected.

"The school year just closing has 

been a progressive, one in most re­
spects, though the winter has been 
most severe for children to attend 
school in the rural districts,’.’ said W. 
S. Carter, Chief Superintendent of 
Education, who was in the city 
yesterday. “There has been also 
more than the usual amount of -con­
tagious diseases, « especially scarlet 
fever, which necessitated the closing 
of the Normal School for a time.

"The supply of teachers has not 
been up to the demand, notwithstand­
ing the large class graduated from 
the Normal school last year. There 
are indications, however, that the mi­
grations of teachers to the West will 
not be so niumetuus as in the past. 
We have had a number of inquiries 
from teachers in the West who desire 
to return to this province.

Increases In Salaries.
"The present year will show a sub­

stantial increase of salaries of teach­
ers, more especially in the cities—St. 
John, Fredericton and other cities and 
towns have increased the salaries of 
their staffs of teachers. The country 
teachers are more modest in the'r 
salary demands, and allow them­
selves to be influenced too easily by 
the arguments of some trustees, that 
they have been paying the same sal­
aries during the previous fifteen or 
twenty years. Teaching in the home 
district is a potent cause of low sal-

"Three hundred and twenty-five 
teachers are undergoing examination 
for license during the present week 
at Fredericton, St. John and Chatham, 
and they compare very favorably with 
any former classes.

"The returns for the Normal school 
entrance and University matricula­
tion and leaving examinations are 
not yet complete, but the indications 
are that nearly 8C0 candidates have 
applied—about the same number as 
last year.

"These examinations wllk be held at 
the various centres in the province 
beginning July 7th next.
