Ottawa, Feb. 3.—Although the case
for the extradition of Van Horn, the
German who tried to blow up the C. P,
R. bridge over the St. Croix river, now
seems very clear, since he is reported
as freely admitting that he did it en-
tirely on his own initiative and not
under instructions from the German
authorities, the usual extradition pro-
ceedings will be followed. The United
States government cannot hand him
over to Canada without a hearing if he
claims the right to make a defence.
An early reply 1s expected from Wash-
ington authorizing the hearing of the
case before a court in Maine.

If he holds the man
for extradition, then it is competent
for Van Horn or his friends to take an
appeal to the State Department, and
resist the execution of the Commiss-
ioner’s order. ‘It is even possible, in
extreme cases, for the United States
courts to be invoked in the prisoner’s
behalf, though this is a rare occur-
rence. ;

Van Horn already has indicated his
purpose of fighting extradition. In a
telegram today he appealéd to the
German Ambassador to look after his
interests, declaring he was a German
subject, and “did not put foot on Ca«
nadian soil.”

The last statement was taken hera
to indicate a purpose on the part of
the prisoner*to make the technmical
point that though he was on the
bridge, he did not actually stand on
Canadian soil. As the divisional line
or boundary between the United
States and Canada follows the ‘middle
line of the St. Croix river, and the
piers of the bridge rest on Canadian
soil at the end where Van Horn is said
to have placed his charge of dyna-
mite, the officials here attached no
importance to this plea.

The German Embassy was much in-
terested in the case, but delayed pass-
ing upon Van Horne's request, pending
a report on his citizenship from tie
German Consul General in New York.

Every
house was barred and bolted—every
cafe filled with wounded soldiers, so
we hied us to the prefecture. Amnd
there, while waiting dawn, I met our
Austrian lieutenant. He was the
typical Prussian-bred Austrian officer
—a “jeune homme enrage.” He had
been captured by a gang of brigands
(ail Serbian soldiers are brigands to
these gentry.) He complained of his
treatment, though he enjoyed all the
ospitality ‘'which the prefect had to
offer, and was most annoyed that an
auto had not been provided to take him
into Kraguevatz.

In this latter respect our ideas were
similar, for I could think of no more
fitting punishment than to place him
in a Serbian auto, and send him for
a more or less pro.onged expedition
on Serbian roads. Then he—prisoner
of war as he was—abused England and
Serbia, and promised us both a severe
licking ere the war finishes. Thus
he regaled us until, when dawn broke,
it was announced that a motor lorry
was leaving for Vallevo and would pro-
vide us with the necessary accommo-
dation.

On Way to Vailevo.

The journey commenced under some
what unfavorable circumstances, We
had to requisition a gang of Austrian
prisoners to push us up the first
hill. It was not that the car had in-
sufficien power; it was simply that |
upon this irregular war-rucked surface
of creamlike mud, the wheels flew
rourd furiously the whiie we progre
ed, if anything, backwands.

“If any man says he is not afraid
of shell fire,” said one of the bravest
men I have ever met—and at that mo-
ment we were watching how the ene-
my’s shrapnel was ploughing up the
earth on either side of the road on
which we stood—"“he is a liar.”

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GERMANY'S POSITION.

No definite result has been reached
in the great battle between the Ger
man and Russian forces in the vicinity
of Warsaw although military observ-
ers, who, usually, are able to closely
judge such operations, are at a loss
to see how General Von Hindenburg
can succeed in cutting a way for his
men through the encircling mass of
Russians particularly as the latter, in
addition to the advantage of weight of
aumbers, are as well equipped and sup-
plied and hold superior positions. The
fighting in the eastern war zone has
drawn attention almost completely
from France and Flanders where the
contending armies are still practically
engaged in siege warfare and progress
necessarily is slow.

There is a vast difference in the
character of the country on the east
and west sides of the war theatre. In
France and Flanders distances are
short, the country thickly populated
and dotted with large towns and cities.
There are no very heavy mountain
ranges but the country is generally
level. The ground on which fighting is
now taking place has been the scene
of military engagements almost con-
tinually since the Germans first pas-
sed over it on their way to Paris and,
as a result, is literally honeycombed
with entrenchments into which the
contending forces have dug themselves
and from which it is difficult to dis-
lodge them. Because of this, a day's
gains to either side are often counted
practically in yards. Wounded soldiers
relate stories where days have been
spent in desperate fighting for a gain
of less than half a mile, Under such
conditions it can readily be under-
stood why progress appears to be slow.

In the eastern country, where the
Russians and Germans are fighting,
the population is comparatively sparse,
rivers are larger and more difficult of
passage; distances are greater and
the space occupied by contending
armies much larger than in France.
Thus it is that the progress of the
fighting appears to be more rapid and
the losses and gains comparatively
greater,

But success in the present war is
not being judged so much by the gain
or loss of positions or territory as by
the effect of the pressure which is be-
ing steadily applied to Germany. The
Kaiser's men in France may be suc-
cessfully resisting all attempts of the
Allies to drive them from their posi-
tions. In Russia the combined Ger-
man and Austrian armies may manage
10 keep the Muscovite at bay for
weeks, may even appear to make gains
in territory, but all the time the steady
sweeping of the seas by the British
navy, the diminution of food supplies,
and the gradual strangulation of indus-
trial life is driving the civilian popula-
tion of Germany to the point of des-
peration.

Small wonder that the Kaiser's ad-

visers, frantic for something to dis-
tract attention from the plight of their
OWn country, plan spectacular, though
fruitless, raids upon Britain. So long
88 the German people can be fooled
into the belief that victory will event-
ually be their portion, just so long
will they cheerfully endure gacrifice
and hardship that the life blood, the
sustenance and the treasure of the
country may be devoted to the up-
bullding and support of the German
army and navy. But there must come
an end. It ie useless to discourse to a
starving man on the abundance of
foood, or to a pauper on the plentitude
of money. .Germany is slowly starv.
ing, possibly not yet for the actual
necessities of life, but for those many
incidentals of comfort and luxury
which make life worth while in civil-
ized countries, There is much pow
erty, more than the usual lack of em-
ployment. And the situation will not
‘improve. Shut off from bupplies
sbroad Germany cannot sustain her-
#elf for ever. When the supply fails
the war will collapse and the power
of Prussian militarism, which has del-
uged with blood and tears one of the
most enlightened and prosperous
. countries in the world, will grovel at
. the feet of the victorious Allies and
beg for surcease. Until that day the
‘stroggle must go on. Britain may
content to have it so.

All such suggestions are mere-
ly conjecture as the Minister of
Finance has not made any announce-
ment as to the policy he is likely to
pursue.

No matter what other na-
tions may choose to do it has been ir
revocably decided that Great Britain
shall fight this war to a finish.

THE CITY GOVERNMENT,

Under the heading “Time for Ac-
tion,” the Globe last evening said edi-
torially:

“Has not the time ‘arrived for
citizens interested in the prosperi-
ty and future welfare of St. John
to take cognizance of the danger
threatening from a continuance of
existing civic conditions? What-
ever other communities may say
and think about Commission gov-
ernment, there are few, if any, in
St. John who will argue that the
experience of this city has been
satisfactory. So many of those
prominently identified with the
movement that gave the city its
present form of government have
expressed disappointment over the
results attained that the time
seems ripe for immediate inaugur
ation of a campaign to restore the
aldermanic system of ward repre-
sentation. The Legislature of New
Brunswick will be called to meet
in a few weeks, and if those lead
who should lead—those whose mis-
taken zeal gave the city the pre-
sent government system—it will
be possible to have legislation en-
acted so that at the elections in
April, 1916, a return can be made
to a system of government by no
means ideal, but infinitely prefer-
able to any other yet devised, be-
cause It puts representation where
it properly belongs, close to the
people. The mistake in Commis-
slon government, even under an
absolutely satisfactory commis-
sion, is that the control is taken
from the people. St. John's ex-
perience is that it creates an olig-
archy far more arbitrary and far
more unsatisfactory than the rule
of any ward boss and infinitely
more costly, Action is becoming
more and more imperative to save
the city from its rulers, The first
stevs should be taken by those
who admit a past mistake, Can
they afford to delay? Can St. John
afford longer to put up with pre-
sent conditions?”

The Standard, like the Globe, did
not favor the Commission form of gov-
ernment, but the people, to whom it
was submitted, disagreed with both
these journals. The Standard, while
it retains its opinions has carefully
refrained from criticising either the
form of government or the manner of
its administration in this city, We
held, and still hold, that as the people
Gecided in favor of Commission it ig
for the people themselves to consider
the success or failure of that system
and, when they have reached a deci-
sion to act accordingly.

In the past, and under the former
system, there was too much newspa-
per criticism of civic affairs. Some of
that criticism was unjust and unfair,
much of it ignorant. We have seen no
reason to depart from the view we held
at tte time Commission Government
was under consideration but the pro-
Jest, having been adopted by the peo-
ple, we believe any initiative for al.
teration of the system should come
from them.

The situation
is well described in a letter that the
Texag Transport and Terminal Co, of
New Orleans, have received from
their principals in New York. The
letter explains the reasons why, not-
withstanding the high rates ruling, it
has been impossible for the regular
lines to give their regular shippers
the service to whi¢h they have been
accustomed, We quote:
“The question of detention of stea-
mers on the other side is becoming
most serious, and it iz generally felt
that the situation is likely to grow
in intensity, rather than diminish.
“Havre, Genoa, London, Liverpool
and, in fact, all the chief.ports are
overcrowded and steamers are com-
pelled to wait days for discharging
berths, so that on the average a ves-
sel occupies about twice the time on
a voyage that she does under normal
circumstances. Shortage of labor,
due to the number of men that have
gone to the front; scarcity of tugs and
lighters, many of which have been
commandeered for war purposes; and
the closing of ports, such as South-
ampton, for instance, sufficiently ac-
count for the great congestion and
when, in addition, the high cost of
coalg and other operating expenses
are considered, you can readily per-
celve why there is apparently no top
to this market.

“Indeed conditions are so unprece-
dented and the world famine in ton-
nage is so acute that it is most diffi-
cult to gauge the future with any de-
gree of correctness, and if ever there
were a period demanding caution, this
is certainly the tima We recom-
mend that you make the situation
plain to all shippers, so that they may
understand how difficult it is for ship
owners, even with the best of will, to
fulfill contracts with that degree of
precisjon to which they are accustom-
ed in ordinary times.”

MISTAKEN

GORCEPTION OF
FLOATING MINES

Too frequenttly since the opening of
the Buropean war the newspapers
have been compelled to record the
news of thousands of lives lost and
valuable ships being sunk in open sea
by coming in coptact with mines. The
average person's ideas concerning
mines are vague.
To begin with, the expression
“floating mines’”’ 1s often misunder-
stood. The mines are not put down
to drift about quite at large. The praec
tice is to put them out with an auto-
matic ‘mooring apparatus, sb that the
limits of an area sown with mines may
be fairly definitely known once the
sowing has been discovered, Of;
course some mines break loose and|
begin drifting, but this is not what |
are supposed to do. With the
ug apparatus there are also de-
ces for keeping the mine at a cew
tain level beiow the surface. They
do not float in sight. The depth has
to be judged to make the explosion
take place against the most vulner
able parts of the vssel, and they ars
therefore put deep enough to miss the
armored belt.
In size the average mine Is some
four or five feet im diameter. It i3
charged with a high explosive, mpstly
of the type known to experts as picrite
explosives. The method by which it
is discharged is not the force of the
blow with which the ship strikes it.
The most common device is explosion
by the completion of an electric cir
cuit. In order to achieve this a cir
cuit is set up with a certaln gap in
it. Somewhere inside the mins is a
column of mercury, the head of which
is at one end of this gap in the cur-
cuit. As long as the mine remains up-
right, or roughly upright, the mercury
is only siightly affected. But when
the pressure of an advancing vessel
coming in contact with the mine tilts
it over the mercury also is tilted ro
as to come in contact with the other
end of the gap in the electric cireuis,
the circuit is ompleted and the mine
explodes,
Certain other mehanical devices are
employed to make the mines safe as
‘ong as the mine laying vessel has
them on board. Thus, for instance,
an extra gap in the circuit is pmvxd<
ed by inserting two brass plates kept
a part by some substance which maits
in water. Not until the mine has been
for some time in the sea will this sub-
stance disappear, allowing the brass
plates to come together agd so set up
the circuit completely except for the
final gap. r again there is a device
which prevelits two brass plates from
coming into contact until a certain
pressure of water has beem ewercised
upor a certain spot. In other words,
until the mine has reached the prop-
er distance below the water circuit
is incomplete,
The operation of ‘“sweeping for
mines,” which has also been several
times referred to in the newspapers,
depends chiefly upon the fact that the
mines are moored, or at least have
sinkers attached to the bottom by a
cable. The sweeping is carried out by
two ships steaming parailel with one
snother at some distance apart, with
a wire rope between them. ¢This rope
js sunk im the sea’ at about the level
to reach some distance below the
mines. This rope, coming in contact

to bring about the explosion.

The danger of the operation is in
the possibility of the ships engaged
uponn it striking .mnines themselves.
There is no danger from the explosions
of the mines by sweeping. It is aston-
ishing how short a distance from a
mite iu the water is enough to secure
safety. KEven a distance of a hundred
yands is said to be aimost overcau-
tious, the cushion of water takes up
the shock so quickly. The ships en-
gaged In the operation cam he guarded
tc some extent against the'danger of
striking mines themilves. Very
light draught vessels are chosen for
the work, so that they have a good
chance of passing with impunity over
the tops of mines sunk to the proper
level to damage a ship of war.

Hence it has often been asked—as,
for instance, by Sir Arthur Conan
Doyle in an open letter—whether
some device cannot be invented to be
attached to the bows of a battleship
which would expiode mines before she
came near enough to be damaged. But
ine difficulty, as any naval man coild
explain, is to get anything which would
te strong enough to stand being push-
ed ‘through the water at the pace of a
battléeship, with all the weight of a
battleship behind it. At the end of
bis ietter Sir Oonan Doyle suggested
some kind of prong or trident. But
the shaft of such a thing would have
to. be enornously strong to stand the
thrust of forward progress and the
gideways pressure when the ship
turned. The necessary degree of
strength has never yet been attained.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTHWEST
LAND REGULATIONS.

The sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a guar-
ter-section of available Dominion land in
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be
made at any Dominion Lands Agency (but
not Sub-Agency)., on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
vears. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm
of at least 80 acres, on clﬂlln con=
ditions. A hou
except where residence I- xnrtormea in
the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
sectlon alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each of
three years after earning homestead
patent also 50 acres, extra cultivation.
Pre-exemption patent may be obtained as
soon as homestead patent, on certain
comditions.

A wettler who Ras exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre.

Mr. Seidensticker said he could not
say definitely how many men would
be employed at the refinery, as their
operations would depend on thelr abili-
ty to secure raw sugar, and also to
market the refined product, but he ex-
pected the refinery would give employ-
ment to between 350 and 400 men,

Asked if the company would bring
in men from outside the city, the man-
ager sald that as sugar refining was a
new thing in St. John they would have
to employ some outside men with tech-
nical knowledge of sugar refining, but
that the number of such men would
be very limited. Most of the employes
of the refinery will be St. John men.

The Atlafitic Sugar Refining Com-
pany has one cargo of sugar on its
way here,.from Demerara. Some time
ago private companies were unable to
purchase sugar in the British West
Indies, because the imperial govern-
ment had gone into the market and
bought up all the raw sugar in sight.
James Andrew, of Ottawa, an official
of the inspecting staff of the customs
department, arrived in the city yes-
terday. He is an expert on sugar sche-
dules, and came here for the purpose
of giving the local eustoms officials
instructions in regard to sugar ship-
ments.

Board of Trade Review of
Business Situation Very
Optimistic — No Acute
Unemployment Probiem.

The Board of Trade elrcular letter
tent out yesterday ‘says: Mid-winter
and mid-war business conditions con-
tinue fairly satisfactory and there is
a spirit of optimism abroad that is ir-
resisiable. Shipping freights were
never highér than they are at the pre-
sent time, due to the large amount of
grain, foodstuffs and lumber that is
offering for export, and to the limited
number of vessels that is available,
As high as 120 shillings per standard
is being offered for spring delivery of
deals, and 7s. 6d. per quarter for grain.
Though immense shipments are being
made from this port every week to
Great Britain, Europe, Africs Aus-
tralia and New Zealand, there are still
large quantities in the warehouses and
in cars along the line of the C. P, R.
awaiting vessels. The outlook for lum.
her is particularly good, and if thé
weather is at all favorable the cut this
winter will be very large. This trade,
like others, is suffering from the scar-
city of ships. In groceries, hardware,
and dry goods, an active business is
being carried on. Collections are re-
ported to be slow in spots, but excel-
lent in comparison with some other
parts of the country.. The basic indus-
try, agriculture, is sound, and, under
the Impetus of the war demand, will
likely show much greater development
during the approaching summer. It
is expected that there will be a larger
acreage brought under cultivation, and
that along other farm production lines
there will be a like increase.
