Fredericton. April 15.—iBefore the 
Corporations' Committee today Mr 
Whiting, of Boston, explained how 
he arrived at the base rate of *1,850.- 
000 for the New Brunswick Power 
Company. Moat of the members of 
the Legislature were present, and 
keen interest was shown, many ques­
tions being put to the expert. F. R. 
Taylor, tor the company, cross-ex­
amined Mr. Whiting. Mr. Taylor 
claimed that five per cent, deprecia­
tion, allowed by the Boston expert, 
was too great, and that no account 
was taken of an Investment of *450,000 
More 1804.

Mr. Whiting was emphatic in the 
contention that the valuation of *1,- 
850,000 favored the company, and that 
the allowance for depreciation was
legitimate.

Hon. Mr. Robinson asked if a com 
pany, which had not paid dividends 
for thirty years, should be allowed 
to reimburse its losses if It got a
chance.

Mr. Whiting did not see why a 
company, which had been the victim 
of bad Judgment should expect the 
public to pay for It.

The committee passed to tbte clause 
providing that the city should pay 
the salaries of tliree public directors.

Dr. Baxter said the city'» views 
was that the enterprise should pay 
the salaries Of all directors, as they 
were not to be figure heads.

Clause (> providing that au appeal 
may be taken from the Public Utili­
ties Commission'on questions of -serv­
ice, Involving a capital expenditure 
of more than *25.000 was considered.

Dr. Baxter said the city wanted'the 
right of appeal to the Supreme Qourt, 
instead of tovthe LieutenanbOovemor- 
in-council.

The city wanted the 2nd paragraph 
of clause i> frtruck out. Tihie pro­
vides that the company's profit shall 
vary, according as the cost of service 
is decreased or increased-

Dr. Campbell thought tllC city 
should withdraw Its objection to these.

Mr. Veniot said the Power Company 
enjoyed extensive privileges in the 
public highways, and he wanted some 
of them curtailed.

The committee adjourned at one 
o’clock.

Fredericton, April 16.—At the after­
noon session. W. Whiting, of Boston, 
described t«he weighted average sys­
tem. It the decrease in the rates of 
service was one per cent., the Com 
pany would get an increase of profits 
cf one-tenth of one per cent, on Its 
total capital.

Mr. Whiting said he found the phy­
sical valuation of tike property on 
Dec. 31, 1918, to be *1^76,859.

The catch has 
been largely increased, and the fisher­
men have augmented their earnings 
The New Brunswick Government has 
already done something to provide

r.TM* exhibitions which have their edu­
cational value and have been pro­
ductive of good results. That Govern­
ment- might very well attempt some­
thing of a similar nature for fishing 
communities, and doubtless would do 
so if fishermen were as active as 
farmers in demanding consideration 
of their needs. It is generally believ­
ed that the fisheries of this province 
are capable of very great develop­
ment, and the inauguration of a sys­
tem of vocational instruction would 
no doubt have the result of hastening 
the realisation of hitherto unexploited 
possibilities. Some of the fish lords 
o' the North Shore might not look 
kindly upon measures which would 
tend to destroy the sense of isolation 
or the lack of knowledge of fishing 
technique which tends to keep the 
fishermen in a state of semi-bondage 
only to be compared with the condi 
tion of fishermen of Newfoundland 
outports before the rise of the fisher­
men’s union.

Some years ago this province 
lost many millions in western mining 
schemes, mostly of a fraudulent char­
acter and later on dropped hundreds 
of thousands in western real estate or 
tied up the money in unsaleable prop­
erties. It is altogether probable that 
the amount which the people of New 
Brunswick have squandered in reck­
less promotions in the past genera­
tion would, if invested in legitimate 
securities under government super 
vision, have developed all the import­
ant water powers of the province and 
established new industries that would 
b-’, adding every year to the wealth 
and prosperity of our various com­
munities.

Unfortunately the Government hn.-t 
tr.ken little notice of the scandals 
which have arisen under the loose 
companies’ act now existing, and pos­
sibly t-he Minister of Finance would 
rot have been moved to make this 
recommendation were it not for the 
conviction that if something is not 
done to check the exchange of war 
bends, future government loans will 
net meet a very warm reception from 
the disgruntled holders Of worthless 
securities! And even that considera­
tion would not have arisen had not.

Enforcement of 1/he Prohibitory 
Law, insofar at least as St. John is 
concerned, is today more or less a 
farce. A great many arrests are made 
o. persons found drunk or drugged 
from the effects of bad liquor, lemon 
extract and other concoctions. But 
few convictions are recorded of those 
who are selling liquor, while at the 
shine time it is apparent to everyone 
that a very thriving business is car­
ried on. Raids are made once in a 
while and visits are paid by inspect­
ors and others to persons who are 
generally believed to be bootlegging 
on a rather extensive scale, but whe­
ther these persons are warned in time 
or whether they are so cautious as to 
elude detection, the results of the 
raids are not often apparent.

Liquor is being brought into 8t. 
John, not by the bottle or flask by 
private individuals for their own homo 
use, but in casks and barrels on a 
wholesale scale, and is being bottled 
and sold freely in the streets. Much 
of this is vile stuff, extremely injur­
ious to those consuming it, but it Is 
cheap in bulk and even the worst 
commands high retail prices. Just 
row six dollars appears to be the 
ruling rate per bottle, while as high as 
ter dollars is demanded in some cases 
for alleged liquor which is in reality 
no better than poison.

There is comment, too on the policy 
adopted by those in charge of the en­
forcement of the law in selling at 
low price Lo recognized liquor vendor? 
quantities of liquor that has been 
seized and permitting this to be sold 
at very greatly inflated prices. The 
opinion seems to be that if this seized 
liquor is fit for use in any form :t 
should be distributed among retail 
vendors on conditions such as will 
prevent those vendors from demand­
ing excessive profits. Of course, the 
chief inspector and hie assistants are 
endeavoring to perform a very difficult 
duty satisfactorily, and It is not a 
class of work that appeals to au y 
ordinary individual.

U. S. Steel threw off much of ite 
recent pressure, making its highest 
quotation of 9 3-8 against % of a 
point in the extremely active dealings 
that marked the final hour

Among the strongest features were 
Pacific Mail.

John product. The contract has been 
closed with J. S. Seaton, and it will 
be erected sometime during the com­
ine: summer. A suitable inscription 
will be carved in raised letters, show­
ing by whom and for what purpose 
the monument Is erected.
