Quebec and her Audacity.

[From the Halifax Reporter.]
It was wholly owing to Quebec Province 

that the Federal principle, and not the 
Legislative, was introduced. It was to 
please and satisfy the French speaking 
Canadian that the English-speaking Cana 
dian consented to many ol the anomalies 
existing in the Union Act of 1867. If any 
Province in the Union is interested in the 
maintenance of the rights of the Provincial 
Legislatures as guaranteed to them by the 
Union Act, it is the province of Quebtc, 
where the language, the laws, and the 
customs of the majority are carefully and 
jealously guarded. Why, then, Mr. 
Chauveau, a Frenchman of the Frenchmen, 
should boldly strike at the root of the pow­
ers of the Local Legislatures seems incom 

.prehensible, tlfr acknowledges in his 
speech that the Ocal Legislature of New 
Brunswick is constitutionally qualified to 
pass the School Act of 1871. He does not 
pretend to deny her power, but he believes 
that it is cont ary to the spirit of the Union 
Act for New Brunswick to deprive any de 
nomination of any of the privileges or ad 
vantages it possessed at the time of Con­
federation. We mav argue that it is con­
trary to the Union Act of 1867 to make two 
nations in the Dominion, and that, there 
fore, the Queen should he approached with 
the request to remove the temptation to the 
French speaking portion to increase their 
distinctiveness, and to repeal or abolish the 
use of the French language in the Parlia 
ments of the Dominion, and to repeal the 
B. N A. Act in so far as the rights and in­
terests ol the Protestants of Quebec Pro­
vince may be affected by the concessions 
made to the Queei.’s Roman C’ath ilic sub 
jects speaking the French language

Whether Mr. Chauveau, in attempting 
to subvert the constitution of the country, 
has rendered himself liable to impeach­
ment before the Imperial authorities, is a 
matter for the New Brunswick Law Officers 
to consider. He may or may not have done 
so. But beyond all question he has shown 
a domineering spirit that must be checked 
at all hazards. Quebec Province will find 
no more warm supporters in many matters 
than the Maritime Provinces But she 
will find a sudden and decided opposition 
from these Provinces, if the Représenta 
lives of Quebec, while jealously protecting 
their own local powers and authorities, 
trench in the slightest degree upon the 
rights and powers of the Local Govern 
ments of either New Brunswick or Nova 
Scotia. In the legitimate domain of the 
House of Commons the smaller Maritime 
Provinces have much in common with the 
larger Maritime Province of Quebec, but 
while we keep our hands off of the consti 
tution guaranteed to Quebec, we most in­
sist upon it that Quebec Representatives 
keep their hands off our local consti 
tutions, unless they wish to turn the 
friendship into bitterness.

THE SHIPPERS.
The principal shipper of long and short 

lumber, at the port of Fredericton, is L. 
W. Sherman, once partner in the late firm 
of Rowe & Sherman. His wharf in front 
of the Cathedral was built in 1866, and it 
extends from the bank into the river 250 
feet, and runs up and down 600 feet. Ol 
this amount of wharfage, 200 feet in ex­
tension from the bank, by 60 feet wide, 
constitutes the high water wharf that is 
never submerged. The 600 feet long by 
50 broad, running at right angles from it 
down the friver, is “ low water” wbarf. 
The whole wharf is capable ol holding 26 
millions of shingles. If, as we are told, 
four bunches contain 1,000 shingles, there 
will be a million in 4,000 bunches, and 26 
millions make 404,000 bunches. As this 
wharf, during the business season, seems 
to be crowded to its utmost capacity,—and 
that capacity is 104,000 bunches,—it may 
be imagined that there is sometimes seen a 
pile of shingles on that wharf. Mr. Sher­
man, last year, shipped 87 millions of short 
and long lumber, in 1C9 cargoes, and paid 
freight from his wharf to the ports of New 
York, Boston, Providence, &c., some 
$400,000. His operations this year will 
probably be on the same scale.

From the wharves of the late firm of Mc­
Lean A Dowling, Mr. D. F. George and 
Mr. West ship short and long lumber ; but 
we can give no particulars of the quantities 
they individually ship. But the whole 
business is very considerable.

The appearance of the river opposite 

Fredericton at highest and lowest water 
level, when it is full " up to the brim” and 
overflowing the flats—when steamers can 
lie close to, and schooners thrust their 
bowsprits over the banks—as at first 
springtide ; and when, in the summer 
drought the sandbars, near the mouth of 
the Naehwaak, disclose themselves, and 
when steamers have been known to ground 
off Morrison’s—is very different. The 
St. John River is noble at all times, but at 
all times it does not present Its noblest 
breadth. There is a difference of at least 
twenty feet between highest and lowest 
water mark, and the river rises and falls 
very rapidly—and falls, it may be said, a 
good deal more rapidly than it rises. When 
the river is ten or twelve feet above its low 
mid-summer level, it is at the most con­
venient height for shipping purposes. At 
this time a number of craft are to be seen 
at the wharves, by the banks before the 
House of Assembly and Cathedral, and 
“bugging,” if we may use so nautical a 
term, the opposite shore. There is a draw 
in the Nashwaak bridge to enable small 
schooners to pass through and ascend the 
stream, bat as a general thing deals from 
Gibson’s mills are rafted below the bridge.

The Scotsman has the following account 
of an interview with Mary Winchester, the 
little girl captured by the Looshais :—

“ Mary Winchester, the litle girl whom 
the Bengal Government expedition re­
leased lately from captivity among the 
Looshais, arrived in Elgin, to live with 
her grand parents, on Saturday evening. 
The father of Mary was James Winchester, 
a son of Mr. Winchester, grocer, Elgin. 
He left his native country in 1859, and was 
latterly engaged among the planters on 
Bickrampore estate, Caehar. On the 23rd 
January, 1871, he was on a visit to a bro­
ther townsman, Mr. George Sellar, who 
was employed on the estate of Alexaridra- 
pore. He bed his only daughter Mary, 
then about six years old, with him ; and at 
noon on the 23rd Mr. Seller’s servants an­
nounced that the hill tribes were seen 
rushing down 
Sellar and Mr. 
latter with his little daughter on bis back. 
The former made good his escape, but Mr. 
Winchester, thus encumbered, was soon 
Overtaken, and shot in the lower part of 
his back. His body was left where it fell, 
and the child was carried away scatheless 
by the Looshais, who held her captive tor 
about twelve months. As is well known, 
tho Indian Government sent an expedition 
in search of the child and to punish the 
aggressive Looshais. Our correspondent 
had on Tuesday an opportunity of seeing 
the interesting young lady in her grand 
father’s house in llgin. Regarding her 
treatment while in captivity, however, she 
is extremely reticent. She can speak Eng 
lish fair, and remembers her lather’s death 
and her capture ; but when questioned about 
the Looshais, she shrinks immediately, 

ying, “ Don’t speak 
1 don’t like to see nor hear ot them.” On 
• ny allusion being made to this subject,her 
n uurally cheerful, lively expression ol 
countenance suddenly gives place to gloom, 
sadness, and absence of mind, indicating 
that, whatever her treatment may have 
been, her recollections ot her twelve 
months’ experience of savage life are not of 
a pleasant character She appears to have 
a vivid recollection of her remarkable ca 
reer; but as 
mother very 
Looshais. She complains bitterly of the 
loss of her curls, which were cut off by the 
Looshais, and says that she had a perfectly 
white skin until it was burned by the 
scorching beat and exposure among the' 
hill tribes. When released by the expedi 
tion she was attired in two striped In 
dian cotton skirts, with a jacket of the 
same material—a thin tartan—belted 
round her like a sash, and she had a pair 
of thin coarse leather slippers. These arti­
cles have been sent to Elgin. But the 
youthful owner desires them to be kept out 
of her sight. A native captain, named 
Scumbedar ,in General Brownlow’s column, 
took charge ol the girl, and became so 
lend of her that he had himself photograph­
ed with her in his arms before he gave her 
up to the Government. The young lady 
showed our correspondent this photograph, 
remarking, *‘ That’s the Scumbedar, 1 love 
the Scumbedar ” On its becoming k 
that the girl had been released, a Mr. 
Duncan, a native ol this country resident 
in Calcutta, applied on behalf of her grand 
parents to the Government for her. The 
application was successful, and she was cn 
trusted to a Mrs. Pritchard in Calcutta to 
fit her out lor the 
cutta accordingly 
board the City of Cambridge (Captain 
Smith), and reached London^ where she 
was met and taken in charge by an uncle 
from Elgin on Wednesday last. The Gov­
ernment of Bengal paid all expenses until 
she landed in England. Mary speaks grate 
fully of the kindness she received from 
Captain Scumbedar, Mr. Duncan, Mrs 
Pritchard, Captain and Mrs. Smith, 
and the stewardess on board the ship, 
and, in short, of everyone she came 
in contact with, except the Looshais, 
the mention of whose name instantly 
shocks her. On seeing a soldier pass 
her on the day she arrived in Elgin, 
she exclaimed—*• Oh, that’s a soldier ! 1 
love the soldiers. It was them that took 
me from the Looshais.” Her age is not 
exactly known, but is supposed to be be 
tween seven and eight years. She is of 
fair height, but her figure is somewhat 
thin and slender. Her complexion is dark, 
her consitution sound, and her manners 
winning. Much curiosity has been mani­
fested in Elgin and the district to see the 
little stranger that has taken up her abode 
in their midst.

The 
number of vessels that reported at the 
Custom House (Provincial schooners taking 
cargoes to Foreign porta report) Mr. Rue* 
informs os, was 56, of 4,217 tons, and 235 
men, but all these vessels made more than 
one trip between their ports daring the 
season, some three and even four. Ameri­
can vessels coming from the ports of New 
York, Boston, Bangor, Providence, Ao., to 
load with short and long lumber, carry in 
transitu cargoes for the State of Mains, 
containing everything that suits a general 
country business, and merchants here often 
import direct from American ports, as they 
thereby save time, trouble and expense.

THE BUSINESS DONE IN FREDERICTON

is considerable, but no idea ol the amount 
of goods of every description consumed, 
from flour to furniture, from dry goods to 
wet goods, can be gained from the imports 
entered at the Custom House. A number 
of merchants here buy their liquors, dry 
goods, Ac., in bond in St. John, where the 
duties are paid, and several import their 
“stuff” through merchants in St. John,who 
pay the duties, and the exchange,freight* 
insurance, and shipping expenses, and thus 
add over 60 per cent to the original cost ol 
the articles. Mr. Gibson, of Marysville, 
we are. told, imports through St. John an 
immense quantity of goods of which no 
account is taken at the Custom House here. 
A great quantity ol goods imported by 
Mr. S. R. Randolph are entered at St. 
John and appear as St. John business.

Mr. Randolph, we may mention, does 
the largest wholesale business ; indeed his 
establishment next the Reporter office is the 
only wholesale one in Fredericton. He 
supplies a number of the stores about 
town, and last year imported 90,000 barrels 
of flour and meal, 11,000 barrels of pork, 
5,000 hogsheads of molasses, 2,000 boxes ol 
tobacco, 100 boxes of tea, 1000 boxes of 
raisins,2,000 barrels of herring,2,000 quin­
tals of codfish, 500 boxes of reap, 100 sacks 
of rice, besides large quantities ot soda, &c.

THE AMOUNT OF IMPORTS
entered at the port of Fredericton last 
year was, as near as we can ascertain, aa 
follows : Value of geode, “ex ship,” $161,- 
638 ; value, “ ex warehouse,” $187,295 ; 
duty $45,844. A comparison ol the amount 
of imports in the month of April, 1871, 
and in the corresponding month of the 
present year shows a considerable increase 
for 1872. Last year during that month 
goods to the value of $9,825 were import­
ed, duty $2,251 ; this year the imports of 
April were $20,441, duty $8,718. In May 
1871 the imports were $46,138, duty $8,855, 
and from the business already done this 
May its imports willl show an increase.

EXPORTS.

The quantity of deals, shingles Ac., long 
and short lumber shipped from Fredericton 
last year of which an account was kept in 
the Custom House was very considerable. 
The figures we subjoin are at least approx­
imately correct.

He,’ 
therefore, asked intending emigrants to 
consider well this question—whi oh coun­
try was the better one7 Again, in favor 
of Canada, be urged that in that country 
laboring men were obtaining four dollars a 
day; that the RiVer da Loup Railway 
Company would give to any man, willing 
to work, 4s. 7d.per day ; give him 30 acres 
of land, it he worked one year, increase it 
to 60, if be worked two years, and would 
enlarge it to 100 if be worked three years. 
He maintained that the utilization of the 
land was far from being so difficult as it 
was represented to be, and, in concluding 
an able lecture, he again pointed out bis 
ohjjeet—to endeavour to turn the tide of 
emigration from America to Canada, and 
assured hie bearers that if any of them 
would take a farm in Canada, be would be 
in perfect independence in a few years, 
and would be able to-rcst the.remainder of 
his life, still a British suhieet—still under 
the 8ag of -Old England. ‘

Life Assurance in Canada.

By Government retorts it appears that 
in 1871 there were 26 English, American 
and Canadian Companies doing Life busi­
ness in Canada. Of the principal ones the 
Ætna in 1871 issued new policies to the 
number of 914, and received in premiums 
$229,137 ; the Atlantic Mutual issued 228 
new policies, and received $62,371 pre­
miums ; the Canada Lifo, 1,529 new poli­
cies, and $877,982 premiums (which in 
eludes their whole business) ; Connecticut 
Mutual, 400 new policies and $184,566 
premiums ; Phoenix Mutual, of Hartford, 
732 new policies, and $134,082 premiums ; 
Equitable, 520 new policies, $100,520 
premiums ; New York Lite, 461 new 
policies, $127,296 premiums; Queen, 23 
new policies, premiums $11,187 ; North 
British and Mercantile, new policies 27, 
premiums, $31,578 ; Royal, new policies 
25, premiums $31,617; Life Association 
of Scotland, new policies 377, premiums 
$139,140; London, Liverpool A Globe, 
new policies 103, premiums $9,944 ; Lon 
don A Lancashire, new policies 23, pre 
miums $14,954 ; National, (U- S.) new 
policies 388; premiums $28,736; Edinburgh 
Life, new policies 22, premiums $25,792 ; 
Standard, new policies 331, premiums 
$139,869 ; Union Mutual, new policies 228, 
premiums $89,523 ; Travelers, new policies 
619, premiums $34,397 ; Sun (Canadian), 
new policies 148, premiums $13,975.

The number of policies here enumerated 
were all obtained in 1871, but the pre­
mium returns include other years business. 
The number of policies that became claims 
during the year, and were paid amounted 
to the largeenm of $1,286,000,and numbered 
502, which has been so fiir the largest 
mortality year yet. The bulk of the busi­
ness is done by the American Companies, 
though we are glad to see our own Cana­
dian Companies coming in for a share. 
The Life business of the English Com­
panies has been gradually decreasing, so 
that now it amounts to but 
begatelle, as set forth by the above 
®gures,
