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Shipping Notes.
Quebec Shipping.—The number of scc- 

going vessels entered inwards at the 
Custom House, at the port of Quebec, 
from the opening of navigation up to the 
19th inst., was 1200; clearances, 1180. 
leaving 20 vessels in port. The following 
are the only sea-going vessels remaining 
in port : Ships—City of London, Stacl- 
acona, Home, and Princess Alexandra. 
Barks—Hains Castle, G. P. Paysant, 
Dunbrody and Somerville.

The Bark Kong Sverre which sailed 
yesterday for Hull, put back this morn­
ing, having experienced very heavy 
weather in the Bay. No damage. The 
captaih reports having fallen in with sev­
eral vessels about 3 o’clock yesterday af­
ternoon, from this port, all of which 
were making for harbor of safety.

The bark Viking, from Digby, N. S., 
for Montevideo, is anchored at the Is­
land, having pnt in for shelter.

The Ship Bunrobin, Harris master^ 
which sailed hence yesterday for Liver­
pool, in attempting to enter Bliss Har­
bor, about dark last evening, for-shelter, 
struck on the middle ground, but shortly 
came off again and succeeded in reaching 
a safe anchorage. The weather at the 
time was exceedingly thick and blowing 
hard. The vessel’s pumps were at work 
this morning, but it is thought the da­
mage is not serious. She will probably 
put back to this port.

The Steamer Edgar Stuart, which ar­
rived this morning from St. George, re­
ports heavy weather in the Bay, thick, 
with sleet and rain, and strong sea.

The Steamer Citg of Portland did not 
leave Portland for this port until 10 a. m. 
to-day.

The Schooner Osseo of and from this 
port arrived at New Loudon on the 23rd 
inst., with loss of deckload, having en­
countered very heavy weather on the 
passage.

The Schooner Spring Bird, of and for 
this port, from New York, has put into 
Proviucetown harbor with sails torn and 
destroyed.

Point Lepreaitz, Xov. 23, 3 p. m.—Wind 
S. S. E., strong, with snow squalls ; one 
ship, one bark and one schooner outward, 
running for a harbor ; one ship outward 
going through south channel.

A Man Named to Death—Two Women 
Senouily Score'led — Four Tenement 
Houeei Gutted.

A little after 5 this morning an alarm 
of Arc was sounded, and the steam en­
gines were soon on hand. The gong did 
not, however, strike until some time 
after the firemen had arrived at the scene, 
which was in Brussels street, nearly op­
posite the Baptist Church. The fire is 
supposed to have originated in a house 
owned by Mr. Michael Madigan, and oc­
cupied in the upper flat by Miss Mary 
Huggan, and in the lower by Mr. John 
Mullin. It is thought that it was caused 
by a wooden flreboard igniting from the 
stove, as the same thing happened be­
fore. The fire burned through the wall 
to the adjoining house to the north, and 
in a very short time both houses were In 
flames. Both these houses were owned 
by Mr, Madigan. The last house was oc­
cupied by a family named Watters in the 
lower flat, and by an old man, his wife 
and daughter in the attic. His name was 
John Beatty, and he only moved in 
yesterday afternoon. The family slept 
some time after the house began to burn 
about their heads, and would not have 
escaped at all but for the gallant conduct 
of Polie iman McManus and two of the 
firemen. Hearing the screams of the 
women they rushed into the burning 
building and carried out the mother and 
daughter, when the floors were burned 
almost through. Both were badly burn­
ed and insensible when borne out. When 
they recovered they said the old man 
must be in the house, and urged some 
one to save him. Then it was useless to 
think of such a thing, as the building was 
a mass of flames, and all the energies of 
the Bremen were required to prevent the 
fire from extending, and while the devour­
ing clement was at work destroying the 
house, it was wondered whether the old 
man was in the building or not. There 
was no cry of anguish, and nothing was 
heard but the crackling flames and the 
falling timbers. The fire continued to 
burn, in a short time completely gutting 
the two Madigan houses, the families 
with difficulty saving a portion of their 
furniture. The next house to the south 
was owned by Mr. Peter Cleary, and oc­
cupied by his daughter, Mrs. Kerrigan, 
who kept a small shop in the lower flat, 
by himself and wife in the second story, 
and by Mrs. O’Leary and 1er daughter. 
Mr. Cleary is a very feeble old man, and 
it was with difficulty that he was taken 
out and conveyed to a neighbor’s house. 
A portion of his torniture was saved, 
and all Mrs. O’Leary’s, and the stock 
from Mrs. Ilerrigau’s shop. The next 
house belonged to Mrs. Denis Linehan, 
whose husband was buried a short time 
ago. Her furniture was all saved, and 
the house was less damaged than 
any of the others. Here the tire was 
stopped after a hard fight, as the distance 
from the next house was only about 
eighteen inches. The fire was well under 
control at 7 o’clock, but an immense 
quantity of water was thrown on after 
that by the three steam Are engines. No. 
2 was in Brussels street, very near the 
fire, the new engine was at the corner of 
Brussels and Richmond streets, and No. 
1 was up Richmond street, opposite Ex­
mouth street.

TIIE CRISPED CORPSE IN THE REIN'S.
• About a quarter to eight the flames 

were pretty well under control, though 
there was still a good deal of Arc, and the 
engines stopped throwing on water. 
Ladders were put up and the firemen 
commenced searching for Beatty's body. 
In a short time their search was reward­
ed. Directly under the roof of the 
Madigan house, which had fallen in, was 
found the body, burned to a crisp, and 
entirely unrecognizable. The hands 
were apparently clenched and drawn up 
towards the head, and the legs were also 
drawn up. The charred remains were 
wrapped in a quilt and a piece of carpet, 
’owered down to the ground, and con­
veyed to the Dead House.

TIIE MOURNING WIPE AND DAUGHTER

were not present to sec all that remained 
of the father and husband. Their own 
injuries were so severe that, shortly af 
ter being taken out, they were conveyed 
to the Public Hospital, where they were 
attended to. The old lady was severely 
burned, and it is doubtful whether she 
will recover.

A Model Reform Minister.
Mysterious hints havo been coming 

from Ottawa for some time in reference 
to the Minister of Justice, and com­
plaints in regard to the disorganization 
of his department have been coming 
from all wlto have had business with it. 
More recently Ottawa correspondents 
have been complaining about tho Min­
ister’s absence, important business 
awaiting his attention, without assign­
ing any reason for his want ol attend­
ance. The following paragraph in the 
dispatches of the Associated Press of 
the United States sheds considerable 
light on the important private duties 
that have kept this noble Reform Min­
ister of Justice from liis.officd :

Ottawa, November 20.—A drunken 
row, in which the Minister of Jus­
tice and Frechette, a member of 
Parliament, figured conspicuously, oc­
curred last night In a lower town saloon. 
The landlord received a cut on the side 
of the head with a bottle. Cries of mur­
der attracted several citizens, who had 
great trouble in rescuing the landlord. 
The row was occasioned through a dis­
pute of a bill. The Minister was intoxi­
cated, and Frechette thought the landlord 

imposing on him, so he interfered.
This account is so circumstantial, as 

the Freeman says about the reports of 
miracle-working at the. saintly shrine of 
Lourdes, that it is impossible to doubt 
its correctness, 
like to hear it contradicted by some 
trustworthy authority, as it is not pleas­
ant for ns, as Canadians, to have the 
people of the United States sneering at 
our Minister of Justice as a drunken 
bar-room brawler. But even with all 
his faults Fournier is as good as his col­
leagues, fully as respectable, and we 
think more honest, for he Iris not, like 
them, been involved in silver-mine spec­
ulations in Government land at Lake 
Superior, in land jobbery iu connection 
with canal extensions, in wholesale 
wild-cat mining frauds on English capi­
talists, or in oflfensively-odoriferous 
railway supply transactions. Four­
nier may keep drunk one week out 
of every month, and break bottles over 
the head of all the bar-keepers in the 
lower regions of the capital, and will 
then be more respected, should he con­
tinue to keep out of jobs and refrain 
from settling with his creditors by man­
ufacturing offices for them in Provin­
cial Penitentiaries and elsewhere, than 
m ost of his colleagues.

The Montreal Gazette, in discussing 
the Kingston election case, justly says 
that “ Sir John’s statement, frank, can­
did, outspoken, will be read by many in 
contrast with the halting, hesitating ut­
terances of others on the witness stand, 
who, having sworn on the Holy Evange­
lists to tell the truth, were evidently 
studying how they could tell as little of 
it as possible and make that little square 
with their own interest.” 
wrung from one of the witnesses for the 
petitioner that the canvassers for Mr* 
Garruthers, the Reform candidate who 
opposed Sir John, paid $50 each for 
votes, and yet many of the organs of the 
Organized Hypocrisy are trying to 
make capital out of the fact that some 
money was spent by gentlemen who 
earnestly favored the return of Sir 
John, although it was not shown that a 
dollar was used in bribery.

How useful the Atlantic Cable is, to 
be sure. If it was not for it we would 
have to wait two weeks for the name of 
Prince Alfred’s infant son. The correct 
tiling for loyal people now is to give 
their unnamed boy babies as many of 
these names as compassion for the in­
fants will permit.

City Police Court
Sheffield street rows occupied the Ma­

gistrate this morning, not a single arrest 
having been made for drunkenness.

The first case was one of assault be­
tween two dusky individuals. Delia 
Bailey was the complainant and Joseph 
Hector the defendant. The assault took 
place a week ago, and since that time 
Hector has been away at the North 
Shore. The assault was proved, and al 
that Hector could say In defence was 
that “ women ought to keep their place 
and they wouldn’t get struck. Some wo­
men got above their ability.” The defence 
was not sufficient, and a fine of §10 was 
imposed.

Thomas Rolston, Michael McFadden, 
Hugli McClusky and Michael Holahan 
were charged with breaking the windows 
in George Rupee’s house. Doyle, the 
other one charged, has not been arrest­
ed, and the trial of the four went on. 
Lnpee swore that the four prisoners, 
acting iu concert, had smashed his win­
dows, by tearing off the shutters and 
poking them through the glass, and that 
they also threw in a bottle and stones. 
The complainant could not swear posi­
tively that McClusky was in the crowd. 
Bella Nickerson also testified to see* 
ing the crowd, except McClusky, 
breaking the windows in the manner de­
scribed by Rupee. This concluded the 
evidence for the prosecution, and Charles 
Doherty, Esq., asked for the discharge of 
McClusky. It was not granted, and the 
defence went on. Catherine McVey and 
Miss Hancock were called for the de­
fence. Their testimony went to prove 
au alibi for Holahan and McClusky. 
Miss McFadden was also called, and 
swore that her brother was in their 
house at quarter past 12 o’clock on the 
night in question.

Several other witnesses were called 
for the defence, whose testimony went to 
clear Holahan and McClusky of the 
charge. The Magistrate fined Rolston 
and McFadden §20 each, or two months 
iu jail, and discharged Holahan and Mc­
Clusky. The two convicted prisoners 
then admitted their guilt and entirely ex­
onerated Holahan and McClusky from 
complicity in the affair.

It was ap­
parent that she was iu a dangerous state, 
and the other members of her family were 
soon at her bedside. Drs. William and 
James Christie, and Dr. William Bayard, 
were called. An operation was perform­
ed, or rather an examination of the skull, 
hut no fracture was found. Mrs. Smith 
continued, however, to gradually sink 
until about 5 o’clock this morning, when 
she breathed her last. Dr. and Mrs. 
Smith have lived in Portland for over 
forty years, and are universally respec - 
ed. Much sympathy is expressed for the 
Doctor.
