The Finance Committee regret that they ave obliged to report
a very considerable falling off in the income from subscriptions in
1878, compared with the amount received from the same source in
1877 ;. the respective sums being $1055.50.and $1239.00, shewing a
decrease in 1878 -of no less than $183.50. : .

All
honor to the crew, who were so indefatigable in theiptabor of love,
During the season no fewer than 480 visits wore paid to barques,
161 to brigs, 780 to schooners and 225 to steamers, in all 1646 visits
which were it not for our boat would have been entirely neglected.

HALIFAX YOUNG MEN'S CHRISTIAN ASSOCIATION

Be it enacted by the Governor, Council and Assembly, as follows :—

L John 8. Maclean, William B. McNutt, Murdock M. Lindsay, James B.
