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Farmers, Balance Accounts.

December not only winds up the 
field work of the farm for the year, 
but brings, or ought to bring, the far- 
mer face to face with his debt and 
credit account. And it is all import- 
ant that he should study these with as 
much care as any problem which 
ever comes before him in his farm 
life. It is perfectly clear that if he is 
losing instead of making money he 
ought either to quit the business or 
else change his methods. That is 
obviously the dictate of common sense. 
But it is equally clear that before he 
can reach a conclusion he must know 
what his expenditures and debts, on 
the one side, and what his gross in- 
come on the other side are. If the 
former exceeds the latter ho has lost 
money $ if they are equal he comes 
out even; if the latter exceeds the 
former he has made something.

Now, it is comparatively easy to 
keep a general account of expendi- 
tyres. One can tell what he pays 
out for labor, what for fertilizers and 
what for blacksmithing. He can al- 
low, say $15 a year for wear and tear 
of each plough animal ; so much for 
wear and tear of each wagon, and so 

on for the various implement used on 
his farm. Taxes and interest on value 
of farm stock he knows. These items 
cover most of the points under the 
head of expenditures, provided no 
provisions are purchased for running 
the farm and enough are made to run 
it again the next year.

It is easy also to keep account of 
your gross sales. Now suppose the 
total expenitures just equal the gross 
sales, what has the farmer made or 

lost? He has made his house rent, 
fire wood, bread, corn, flour and other 
perquisites of the farm. This, with a 
family of any size, it is true, is not a 
small matter, but that should not salt 
isfy him; he ought to make a good 
deal more; at least seven per cent on 
the cost of farm, inprovements and 
implements. The perquisites men- 
tioned above should go as an offset for 
his brain work in planning and super- 
intending. He is certainly entitled 
to as much for his personal work in 
this direction as he could get if em- 
ployed by some one else as a manager 
on another farm similar to his own.

The Famous Breeds of Cattle.Agriculture. The Live-Stock Trade.

Mr. Charles Prichard of Liverpool, 
who claims to have been very exten- 
sively engaged in the trans-Atlantic 
live-stock trade for many years, has 
just written to the Montreal Gazette 
his opinions of the future of this trade, 
and they are not encouraging to Cana- 
dian farmers. After speaking of the 
losses made by many shippers this 
year, in one instance amounting to 
thirty dollars per head, he says ; " It 
is not only my opinion, but the opini- 
on of all connected with the business 
who are in a position to judge that 
prices of both eattle and sheep are al- 
most certain to rule very low in Eng- 
land in the immediate future. The 
reasons given are, first, the low price 
of wheat and all kinds of grain is 
causing the farmers to give up raising 
grain, and very large areas of land 
formerly in grain are being put into 

grass for the purpose of stock raising. 
Secondly, immense quantities of dres- 
sed meat from all parts of the globe 
are being shipped to this market. The

CI The opening of the foreign market 
for American beef, both dead and on 
the hoof, about the year 1876, caused 
the cattle interest in this country to 
assume proportions which it never 
had before. The interest was "boom- 
ed," so to speak, by the railroads just 
then getting into active operation on 
the Plains and offering facilities for 
bringing the cattle of those vast graz- 
ing regions into close connection with 
the proper fattening or corn-growing 
section, and with the sea-board. There 
sprang up a great demand for bulls, 
and those of all the beef breeds were 
used and carefully studied. The 
Shorthorns were the best known and 
most abundant, but the great merits 
of the Herefords rapidly won for this 
breed a distinguished, not to say the 
first place, in the estimation of the 
cattle feeders on the vast ranches of 
the great West.

Value of Straw Covering.
Milk for Poultry.

Those who keep one or more cows, I 

whether they are on the farm or 
merely on a small country place, will 
find it far more profitable to feed their 
surplus milk to the fowls and chicks 

than to give it to the pigs as it is gen- 
orally done, for poultry meat (as well 
as eggs) is more valuable than pork. 
In no other way can the same amount 
be obtained from the sour and skim 
milk. The poultry are very fond of it, 
indeed, and it is not at all injurious, 
though some unjustly claim that it 
produces diarrbœa, and prevents, in a 
marked degree, many of the ailments 

and disorders to which poultry are 
subject, under certain favourable cir- 
cumstances and conditions. Some 
advocates of the milk diet for poultry 
even go BO far as to claim that it se- 
cures an entire immunity from dis- 
ease, but this we are not yet prepared 
to admit as assured. That it keeps 
the fowls healthy and thriving, to a 
remarkable degree, an experience of 
several years in feeding it to our birds, 
convinces us beyond a possibility of 
doubt, and breeders generally will do 
well to try it, is they have the oppor- 
tunity and have never yet done so. It 

would not pay, however, to buy milk 
for the purpose, unless it might be 
for a very few choice fowls, but where 
there is a single cow kept, OP a dairy, 
there is always enough refuse milk to 
supply the poultry with all they need. 
It is best fed when thick or curdled, 
though the birds will not refuse it in 
any form. When they are supplied 
with plenty of milk, they do not 

either need or require water, as the 
milk takes the place of it very nicely. 
It is invaluable for the breeding and 
the laying fowls, while the fattening 

fowls not merely relish it, but thrive 
on it wonderfully, in connection with 
strong grain food in the most desir- 
able form.

For young, growing chicks it is

NS Few farmers appreciate the good 
effects of dry straw in keeping out 
frost. A thickness of straw sufficient 
to keep the wind from blowing 
through will make a stable of rails, 
poles or rough boards as warm as if 
it were double walled with matched 
lumber. The effect in each case is 
the same, securing a space of confined 
air which the frost cannot penetrate. 
It is not the earth over the pit of 
roots that keeps them from being 
frostbitten, it is the space of air in 
the straw which is kept in place by 
the earth. Let this earth crack open 
to allow a draught of air to the pota- 
toes and a very slight freeze wiil de- 
stroy the tubers.

The best way to keep roots during 
winter is to apply two coverings, of 
straw, the first a heavy one over the 
potatoes, which may be covered with 
earth four or five inches deep. Then 
as colder weather approaches apply 
another heavy coat of straw and 
cover this with earth as before sug- 
geated, or even a little deeper. Quite 
ofter under such an arrangement the 
inside covering of earth will not be 
frozen in the spring, and it will re- 
quire almost unprecendented cold to 
penetrate to the potatoes. By mak- 
ing three or more layers of earth, 
with straw between ench layer, pota- 
toes and others roots will be safe in 
any cold climate.

Enclosing the orchard ia work that 
should be done before planting. If it 
has been neglected, let it be next in 
order. Those who undertake to raise 
an orchard without an enclosure will 
find themselves sadly mistaken; cattle 
will go for young trees as far as they 
can see them. A young tree defoli- 
ated, barked and browsed down will 
rarely recover, and it may as well be 
grubbed up. Cattle should not have 
access to any orchard; they will con- 
same and destroy the fruit, browse 
upon the lower branches of the largest 
trees, as far as they can reach, to 
their great injury, even in winter. 
Horses do less mischief. Hogs, sheep 
and calves should not be allowed the 
run of the young orchard; they will 
invariably rub, bark and injure the 
young trees. In bearing orchards 
they are of great advantage in con- 
suming wormy fruit, worms and all.

Economy in Applying Fertilizers.
It often happens that a considerable 

portion of the fertilizers applied to a 
crop are lost, because certain elements 
are applied in excess of the needs of 
the crop. The loss is greater in some 
soils than in others. Some soils, such 
as clayey loams, are very retentive of 
fertilizing substances, and retain the 
greater part of what is applied to 
them, even through the growing crop 
should not require them for use, but 
sandy soils are incapable of retaining 
fertilizing substances for any length 

of time, and unless the growing crop 
makes immediate use of them, loss is 

likely to occur. The farmer needs to 
know what kinds of fertilizers, and 
the amount required by his different 
crops, and then act according. Prof. 
Cook, of the New Jersey Experiment 
Station, after long and patient study, 
has come to the following conclusions 
in respecting to some of the crops, 
and the fertilizers needed for the same: 
Vegetables, such as beets, carrots and

The great fault of American baeon 
and hams is that they are not properly 
nor sufficiently cured.

This is due 
fully as much to proper feeding of the 

hog as it is to the proper curing of 
the meat. Corn fed pork can never 
make the finest of hams; peas or 
barley make a firmer and better meat 
than corn, which makes a very waste-

We do not wish to recommend oats 
as a principal farm crop, yet it is plain 
that more profit can be had now in 
oats than in wheat, while, with proper 
management, there need be no fear 
of exhausting fertility. The great re- 
novator is grass, or grass and clover, 
the more of the latter the better. Un- 
fortunately clover does not do well as 
in past years, because of the ravages 
of insect pests. These may disappear, 

however, as there is encouragement 
to believe they will, for in many in- 
fested fields clover in the last year or 
two has returned to its old character. 
The main question for farmers is, 
what the crops shall be with reason- 
able expectation of profit.

In California a favorite and rather 
a new kind of mash for horses is com- 
ing into use, composed of two quarts 
of cats, one of bran and half a pint of 
flaxseed. The oats are first placed in 
the stable bucket, over which is placed 
the linseed, boiling water added, then 
the bran, covering the mixture with 
an old rug and allowing it to thus rest 

for five hours; than the mass is stirred 
up well. The bran absorbs while re- 
taining the vapor, and the linseed 
binds the oats and bran together. A 
greater quantity of flaxseed would 

make the preparation too oily and less 
relishable. One feed per day is suffi- 
cient. It is easily digested and is

The Normal School.

It is not necessary to point out the many 
advantages accruing to the public from a well 
equipped and properly conducted Training 
School. Public education owes its success or 
failure, to the way in which such an institu­
tion is managed. It must always occupy a 
first place in any system of publie instruction.

The late Chief Superintendent of Educa­
tion and the Government of his day, left us a 
Normal School, not only well ordered and 
thoroughly equipped, but resting on such a 
broad liberal basis, that every class and inter- 
est were properly provided for. It is, how­
ever, fast becoming a mere wreck. Its reign 
of general usefulness, apparently, is approach­
ing an end, for since the country had the mis­
fortune to see Mr. Crocket appointed Chief 
Superintendent, attack after attack has been 
made on this institution. It is not for us te 
inquire whether this is the result of his glar­
ing incompetency, or dictated by Govern- 
ment parsimony, or a feeling of hostility 
against some of the interests involved. Either 
motive is censurable ; all are probable.

In the first place, we will consider the blow 
struck at the Acadian French in the aboli­
tion of the French Preparatory Department. 
In 1878, this Province saw for the first time, 
a long-delayed measure of justice extended 
to this people. A French Preparatory De- 
partment was opened in the Normal School, 
and a French teacher employed. For one- 
half a century, or more, the Province had 
supported a public Training School, some- 
times two, but the French were practically 
excluded, for they were met at the doors by 
a test, a rigid test, the ability to pass the pre­
scribed examinations in the English language. 
In consequence of this hardship, very few 
were trained. When the Normal School 
was removed to Fredericton and reorganized, 
no provision was made for French teachers. 
It is true they were not excluded. If they 
had mastered the English language suffici- 
ently to pass the examination and profit by 
the instructions given in the same tongue, 
well and good; if not, they might stay at 
at home. It is needless to add that they re­
mained at home. In this state Dr. Rand 
found the Institution. His ideal in educa­
tion was uniformity, and he bent his ability 
and energy to bring about that end ; but he 
weighed conditions too, and the light of a 
few year’s experience showed him, that better 
provision must be made for the French. He 
did not heeitate to make his cherished uni­
formity yield, so as to assimilate this new ele­
ment. Education, not the commaud of a 
strange language, was to be the test; for was 
it not the test of the English speaking stu­
dent-teachers’ fitness? It would be a cri­
minal waste of their time, too, to be trying 
to give them instruction in a tongue they 
knew but imperfectly, or not at all. Conse- 
quently, Dr. Rand and the late Government 
established the French Department, and em- 
loyed a French instructor. Surely the educa­
tional claims of 56,000 people justified the 
step.

Has the institution realized the expecta­
tions of its founders and proved a boon to 
the French? Most decidedly. In support 
of this conviction, we appeal to the records 
of its short life. The temporary Chief Super­
intendent says in his last Report, that 99 
teachers were graduated from it during the 
five years it was in operation. This would 
show an average of about 20 per year. Dur­
ing the five years ending 1877, there were 
received into the Normal School 708, (there 
was no French Department then) a consider­
able number of whom, probably 10 per cent, 
were already holders of licenses. This would 
give an average of about 130 new teachers 
per year, a few, no doubt, being French. Let 
us compare these figures with the population 
as given by the census of 1880-81. The total

three times greater than that of the English. 
Does he even speak encouragingly of thia 
strong evidence of warm appreciation by the 
French, of the advantages offered by this in­
stitution? Not at all. On the contrary, he 
detracts from a very honorable record, for he 
prefaces the announcement of the attendance 
by saying, “ the attendance in this Depart­
ment (French) has been fairly satisfactory. 
Considering the very small attendance at the 
English Department that year, which he 
passes over without any comment, his “ fairly 
satisfactory,” is easily understood. Are we 
then surprised at Mr. Crocket recommending 
the practical abolition of the French Depart­
ment ? Not at all. He had put his animus 
on record and prepared us for the denouement. 
And thus the French Preparatory Depart­
ment, established by the late Government, 
under the fostering care of the late and ac­
complished Chief Superintendent, Dr. Rand, 
has been ruthlessly swept away by an incom­
petent Administration, and at the instigation 
of a man, whose short career has been noted 
for nothing but blundering and hostility to 
the teachers' interests. To-day the Acadian 
French are worse off in the matter of public 
facilities for training teachers than they were 
twenty-five years ago ! Surely this people 
to whose zeal and eartness in the education 
of their children, the Inspectors bear willing 
and ample testimony, were deserving of bet­
ter treatment! Surely this refusal to pay 
one teacher for these 66,000 people, is not 
endorsed by the honest and liberal-minded 
public ! Certainly not, it is Blair and Crocket 
who have brought thia dishonor and disgrace 
on the Province.

1 A City of Extremes.
A representative of the Halifax Herald 

who visited St, John’s, Newfoundland, re- 
cently, finds material for a series of interest- 
ing; articles on the people of that city 
and the Province of which it is the commer- 
cial and political metropolis. Newfoundland 
is an old colony, its history dates back three 
hundred years, but its ways are those of a 
century ago. Ito development has been 
terribly slow. One fact regarding the city 
of St. John’s, which has a population nearly 
as great as St. John will illustrate the 
general tardy growth of the whole island. 
St. John’s is not incorporated! It has no 
Mayor, Council, police force or fire depart­
ment regularly organized.

“Extremes meet ” in that city of fish, says 
the correspondent. Here are a few illustra­
tions: St. John’s has two magnificent cathe- 
drals—Roman Catholic and Episcopalian, the 
latter designed by Sir Gilbert Scott, The 
respective denominations, and the people gen­
erally, are naturally and justly proud of them. 
There are few public buildings like them on 
the continent. They cost some $500,000. 
But St. John’s public charities are remarkable 
few end far between. It has no schools for 
the education of its blind, its deaf and dumb, 
or for its youthful criminals. It has not 
a single solitary public free school. The 
antiquated, sectional creation, unprogressive, 
and trebly expensive denominational school 
system is still in vogue. It is building a 
$40,000 Masonic Hall, but has no charitable 
institutions for the helpless and aged ones. 
It has a $60,000 Athenaeum Hall, reading 
room and a 6,000 volume library, but no 
public gardens, park, or common. It has a 
$200,000 residence for the governor of less 
than 200,000 people ; but its 1 hotels ’ charge 
$2 a day for 76c. and $1 accomodations, and 
their bedrooms and table fare would soon 
ruin the travel of any village in the Mari­
time Provinces.

But the progress of St. John's, and indeed 
the whole island, must be very great in the 
near future. A railway line, the first in that 
Province, is nearly completed, and only the 
other day, a new graving dock capable of 
accommodating the largest ships was opened. 
Race and religious prejudices have had much 
to do with the slow development of New- 

- foundland. The people are divided into 
Protestants and Roman Catholics, and each 
has little to do socially with the other. A 
thorough system of education would do much 
to dispel these prejudices and unite all for 
the common good. Newfoundland, though 
agriculturally a poor country, is rich alone in 
its fisheries, and its mines are the source of 
a large income. Ito future progress since it 
has now so important an adjunct as a rail­
way, must be much greater than during 
the past centuries.
