'Pact Between Germany and the Allied Powers Becomes
Effective Since the Third One of the Great Nations
Signs Approval of Agreem ent—Italy Is First of Large
Nations To Ratify Treaty With Austria.

Parls, Oct. 7.—King Victor Emmanuel of Ttaly signed a royal decree
ratifying the German and Austrian treaties yesterday, according to a
Milan dispatch to the Eclair. $

Ratification of the (Jerman treaty by the royal decree of the king of
Ttaly virtually completes the steps necessary for putting into effect the
pact between Germany and the Allied powers, which was signed at Ver-
sailles on June 28, and which stipulated it would become operative when
ratified by three of tihe great powers. The British Parliament has al-
ready ratified the treaty, and the document now awaits only the signa-
ture of King George before becoming effective in Great Britain. Ap-
proval was given the convention by the French chamber of deputies last
week and the senate is expected to take similar action on Friday or Sat-
urday. The royal decree of the Italian monarchy must receive approval
from the next parllament, which will meet at Rome on December 1, but

Chicago, 1ll., Oct. 7.—Manager “Kid"
Gleason of the White Sox, before leav-
ing for Cincinnati, where the sixth
game of the world’'s series is to be
played today with the Reds. said he
was “sick at heart” over the way his
men had played the game.

“I don't know what'’s the matter,”
said Gleason, “but I do know that
something is wrong with my team. The
team I had fighting in August for the
pennant would have licked the Reds
without a struggle. The bunch I have
now couldn’t beat a high school team.
We hit something over .280 for the
season in the American League nen-
nant race. Now that’s the best hitting
any ball team ever did in the history
of baseball. The way those .280 hit-
ters acted against Eller, they couldn’t
make a place on a hizh school team.

QUEBEC FIRE-EATER

FLAYS UNION GOVT.

AND FINDS FAULT
WITH LIBERALS

Lavergne Approves General
Outline of Hon. Mackenzie
King’s Policy.

BUT STOPS AT THAT

Declares He Will Not Become
Slave of Any Party or
Chief.

Quebec, Oct. 7.—Criticism of the Lib-
eral program as mapped out at the Ot-
tawa convention is handed out in a let-
ter written by Mr. Armand Lavergne
to the committee of L.iberals formed to
organize for the coming by-election.

The Liberals of this riding formed a
committee from whose ranks delegates
will be chosen to form the convention
that will on Wednesday evening choose
the Liberal standard bearer in Quebec
East. The committee before allowing
candidates to seek the support of the
Liberal party in Quebec East, requested
from each a declaration of allegiance to
Mr. MacKenzie King as the chieftain
and to his political faith, and to this
Mr. Lavergne answered in a letter that
proffers acid criticism .to both the Union
Government and the Liberals.

Approves General Lines,

“Although 1 approve in its general
lines to the policy of Hon. MacKenzie
King, and of the Liberal party,’” says
Mr. Lavergne, ‘‘and although I am a de-
cided adversary of the present Govern-
ment at Ottawa, I do not wish to be
the slave of any chief or party.”

Mr. Lavergne says he cannot be
brought to indorse the war measures act
passed, he says, by the complieity of
the Conservative Government and the
Liberal Opposition, and which allowed
the worst abuses during four years.
Only a couple of Liberals, he says, op-
posed such war measures, but to no
He alludes to the laws which, he
says, are prostituting judges and jus-
tice itself, and endangering the liber-
ties acquired by our fathers and which
constituted our most glorious legacy.

YON DER GOLTZ IS

LEAVE DEFENGE OF
FARE BYLAW TO
STREET RAILWAY

City Council Decides by 6 to 5
Vote On Issue.

COUNCIL IS DIVIDED

Line-Up Similar To One Vot-
ing For Bylaw in
Summer.

Defence or tne higher fare bylaw will
be left entirely to the Street Railway
Company, the city council decided last

night by a vote of six to five, on a
motion by Ald. W. A. Wilson. The
decision followed after a wordy discus-
sion. One faction claimed that the
city solicitor, T. G. Meredith, should
defend the actions which have been
entered against ‘the city. The other
believed that as the street railway had
agreed to defend any legal action It
should be allowed to do so.

Ald. S. R. Manness was the first to
claim that the city solicitor should look
after the case. Ald. Moorhead fol-
lowed, and moved that such action be
taken. He said that in making any at-
tempt to defend the action the city
was acting against the advice of the
solicitor, as he had declared that the
bylaw was illegal.

Charges Hedging.

Ald. O. 1. Cunningham said the for-
mer speakers were only hedging with
the question. Mr. Meredith was only
an advisory solicitor and the council
was not bound to have him defend
legal actions. In less than three
months the people would have a vote on
the matter and he thought the mat-
ter could well be left alone until that
time.

‘“What do you mean by hedging? 1
never hedged on anything in my life?”
replied Ald. Moorhead. The mayor
called for order and Ald. Cunningham
continued, stating that he didn’t think
the city should defend the bylaw.

Merely Official Notice.

Ald. Seabrook inquired whether the
company had not merely agreed to re-
imburse the city for any expenses In-
curred in connection with the bylaw
granting higher fares, and not to de-
fend such actions. Ald. Holmes said
that this contention was correct. Ald.
Harley said he saw the thing in only
one light. The street railway had
given its word that it would defend
any suits and the council would merely
be giving them offlcial notice that
action had been entered against the
bylaw. Ald. Holmes said the council
had nothing in writing from the city
solicitor to the effect that he would not
object to another solicitor defending
the action.

‘““He is not our solicitor in any case
until he is appointed,” said Mayor
Somerville. He agreed not to act be-
cause he had declared the bylaw il-
legal and after such a statement he
copld hardly defend an action against

“Insult to City.”

“It is an insult to the wealth and
dignity of the city to ask a private
corporation to defend it against legal
actions,’”” said Ald. Holmes. Ald. Man-
ness said that if the city solicitor was
not willing to take the necessary action
he should be asked for his eesignation.
Ald. Holmes believed it was likely the
city solicitor would advise the city to
take no action and to allow the case
to go by default. ‘“That’s just what
the motion says—we do
marked Ald. Colbert.

Left To Street Rallway.

‘“We leave al] action to the street
railway.” A vote was first taken on
Ald. Moorhead's amendment that the
matter be referred to the city solicitor.
This was defeated by a vote of 6 to 5.
Ald. Wilson’'s motion that the matter
be left to the street railway was next
put to the council. For the motion
were Ald. Little, Harley, Cunningham,
Drake, Wilson and Colbert. Against
the motion were Ald. Manness, Holmes,
Watkinson, Moorhead and Seabrook.
Ald. Keene was absent.

There was practically the same line-
up, when the bylaw was passed by the
council this summer, except that Ald.
Colbert, as a street railway employee
did not vote, and Ald. Keene was
present and voted for the bylaw. Ald.
Seabrook wanted to know whether Ald.
Colbert could vote now, as he had not
voted before,

Cheap Tickets Continue.

‘““The matter is closed now,” said the
mayor.

There were several other matters
pertaining to the street railway con-
sidered. Manager C. B. King gave his
assurance to the council that for the
remainder of the time daylight saving
is in force the company will accept
workingmen’s tickets from 6 a.m. to 8
a.m., standard time, and {rom 3
pm. to 6:30 p.m. standard time.
The bylaw calls for these tickets to he
accepted between 6:30 and § a.m., so an
extra 30 minutes are allowed now.

Order Paving.

The immediate paving of Rectory and
Stanley streets was ordered, which will
mean that the Street Railway Company
will have to co-operate in the work.
Manager C. B. King stated that he did
not think the company could secure the
necessary material to begin the work
now—ip fact that the paving as far as
the street railway was concerned was
a physical impossibility this year.

City Engineer Brazier said that it
was possible for the city to pave
Rectory street this year, and that they
could proceed with the work in a few
days. If he does so and the street rail-
way does not take care of its part of
the work, an interesting situation will
arise, which will be more of a legal one
than an engineering one.

The council decided to order the
restoration of the belt line service on
the Ottaway car line, doing away with
the stub line which has been operating
on Rectory street for some time.

Want Excess of Par.

In reply to a question from Ald. F.
E. Harley, Mayor Somerville said that
he had been in communication with the
Street Railway Company in regard to
purchasing the road and had reported
to. the special committee on the mat-
ter. Nothing sufficiently satisfactory
for a basis of negotiations had been re-
ceived, he stated. The company wanted
a larger amount than par for its stock,
and he told them that the city could
consider no higher price than par. He
suggested that this might be used as a
minimum price as a basis of negotia-

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A SOLDIER’S TROUBLES.
Wheatley, Ont., R. R. 1

To the editor of The Advertiser:
Would you kindly allow me a
little space in your paper to publish
this letter? I was a peaceful resident
in Canada in 1314, enjoying the com-
forts of civilian life very happily with
my wife and children. War broke out
in  August, 1914, I was pound-net
filshing at the time, but I left my oc-
cupation being an old imperial soldier,
and was soon afloat and was soon dis-
patched to the DardaneNes and there
went through the campaign from
ginning to end, and saw some very
hard times and severe fighting. Came
to England and went minesweeping in
the North Sea, where my ship struck
a mine and was blown up. After that
I was a gunner in the merchant ser-
vice. Running from London to Dun-
kirk in France, that used to be a
very bad place to go, for they were
shelling and bombing us nearly every
time we went there. My nerves were
completely run down, and I applied for
a transfer to the Canadian service. It
was granted. I am not writing this
letter to tell folks what I have been
through. It is only to show how I am
being served, after the service I have
seen. T joined the Canadian service on
July 1, 1918, and remained there till
December and then I was discharged
with very good character, and that is
all T have received. Not one cent have
I had, I have written to Ottawa and
they referred me to England. After
twelve months I am still getting noth-
ing, not even a war badge. I have
started in a little fishing business.
Since T have been back I had to borrow
money, thinking T would get some from
somewhere. 1 have to pay percentage
for it, yet I ought to have money com-
ing to me. Surely I am entitled to

STRIKERS HAVE
NOT BROKEN YET

But Several of the Smaller
Plants Reported To Be
Starting Up.

BOSSES DISAPPOINTED

Had Hoped For Signs of De-
fection Among Men by
- This Time.

PITTSBURG, Pa., Oct. 6.—A break in
the ranks of the steel strikers hoped
for by some of the companies did not
come about today when the third week
of the struggle opened, but reports
came in from different sections of the
starting up of a number of smaller
plants.

These were at Doncora, Pa., where
the rod, blooming and zinc mills of
the American Steel and Wire Com-
pany were placed in operation after
being idie since the strike began, and
at Monessen, Pa., where the Pittsburg
Steel Company, the Pittsburg Steel
Products Company, the Page Steel and
Wire Company and the Monessen
Foundry Company also put to work
men who applied for their old Jobs.

The Wierton Iron and Steel Com-
pany also started up part of its plant
at Wierton, W.Va., while a few depart-
ments in mills in- the city of Pittsburg
were claimed to be in operation on a
small scale.

L

No Stampede.

Strike headquarters said that if any
serfous attempt was made to cause a
stampede of workers back to the mills
it was a failure. It was asserted by
union leaders that none of the plants
reported to have started up today had
many men at work, and that they were
not turning out any produect.

There were no reports today of the
Carnegie Steel Company, the largest
subsidiary of the United States Steel
Corporation, to start up its idle plants.
Little change was noted in the works
of that company in the Pittsburg dis-
trict, though it continues to be main-
talned by operating officials that more
men apply for work every day.

Urdon. headquarters hcre denied a
report from Coatesville, Penn., where
one of the plants of the Midvale Steel
and Ordnance Company 1is situated,
that organizers there had advised men
to return to work, and that the strike
in Coatesville is ended.

At Homestead union organizers re-
port that the big works there are con-
tinually losing men. It was given out
by strika leaders that railrond men
have informed them that very little
finished product i{s leaving the plant.

In a summary of the general strike
situation sent out to all secretaries,
organizers and steel stPikers by the
national headquarters tonight figures
are given, as of October 6, indicating
that 367,600 men are on strike. This
is an iIncrease of 88,500 compared with
the flgures given out by headquarters
Just after the strike started.
