THE CHEESE TRADE.
Americans claim to be the greatest in-
ventors in . the world, and point to the
cheese factory amongst other useful in-
‘ventions i in pr ooi‘ of the assertion. While
this xcﬂects gu.a,t credit upon them we
may say that, like many. other wuseful
inventions, it was the result of accident
rather than design, as the following ac-
count will prove.. .In 1851 Jesse Williams,
a farmer at Rome, Oneida. county, New
York, had acquued a great 1eputntlon as
a maker of first-clnss cheese, ‘so great in
fact that the demand was considerably in
excess of the supply. In that yearone of
his sons  settling- on a farm near his
father's, ‘the latter contracted for the
cheese produced by him, but not being
certain that the cheese would be equal in
quality ‘o that made under his own super-
vision, he entered into an agreement with
his son by which the milk. was to be
brought night and morning to his own
farm, there to be made into cheese. . This
‘plan having turned out satisfactorily, Mr.
Williams - increased - his supply by adding
the’ milk of several other nexghbounng
f'u‘ms, and for tlnee years ‘continued his
factory without s rival, Durm" the next
five' years," however, factories began to
spring up at the rate of 3 or 4 a yenr
© after which thelr rise was so mpxd that in
1866, fifteen ye:ns after the first estab-
Jshment we find Kew York state alone
. ha.d no less tlum 500 cheese factoues in
. full woﬂunw oxdex ; a.nd 6 years later, in
1872, there were no less than 5,000 on the
American Continent...' We may calculate
tha.t the sweruge numbex' of cows whose

PR

milk is brought to each factory is over
1,000, so that to supply the factories with
milk for cheese making no less than
5,000,000 cows were required in 1872, and
of course the number is ‘now .inuch
greater. )

We find that the first factory in Canada
was started about the year 1863 in Nox-
wich, Oxford county, by Mr. II. Farring-
ton, a gentleman who had previously
been engaged in the business.at Herki-
mer, N. Y., and during the next three
years factories sprung up so rapidly, that,
in 1866, there were over 250 factories in
Canada, and the importation of cheese
from New York, which had hitherto been
large, was entirely stopped. Canadian
cheese had by this time acquired so good
a reputation that a writer in the Utica
Herald, who came over in that year to ex-
amine, said that the product was equal to
any cheese manufactured at the best
factories in the United States. e men-
tions the mammoth cheese made by M.
Harris of Ingersoll in 1833, weighing 7,000
1bs., and which he tasted at the time of his
visit twelve months after it was made,
finding .it # of good flavour, uniform in
colour, and of a good meaty texture.”
Since 1866 the number of fuctories las
increased rapidly.

It will be seen that the growth of ‘the
cheese trade here has been very steady,
as well as rapidly increasing, and in this
connection we may point out that, whereas
nearly all our other articles of export
show a considerable falling off this year,
the cheese e\poxb shows an advance over
that of last year of more th'm 30 per cent.
In 1869 a. conespondent of a Belleville
paper visited England, and reported that
in' some ‘places he - found it ‘bringing a
penny a pound: more than the best Ches-
hire - cheese. “Good’ to extra  Canadian’

and American cheese sell now in England

7

at bds. to 64s. per cwt. under ‘a light
demand. = English cheese of anything but
first class quality cannotf be.brought into
the British market now to compete with
our own manufacture, and even Derby-
shire factory cheese is very dull of sale.
The cheese manufactured in this country,
from the fact of its not being pressed of
its whey as much as the English, 1ipens
much sooner, but will not keep so long,
for which reason a rapid sale is necessary.

The production of cheese in the United
States and Canada in 1867 reached 215,
000,000 1bs., and in Great Britain 179,000,
000, while the consumption in America in
that year amounted to 160,000,000 Ibs.,
and in Great Britain to 400,000,000 1bs.,
leaving a deficiency over the joint produc-
tion of these countries of 166,000,000 1bs.,
since which the exports of the United
States reached last year nearly 97,000,000
lbs., and: of Canada over 20,(00,000 lbs.
The land in Canada is not excelled by
any in the world for dairy farms, and there
is room to make the cheese product hero
one of the most profitable as well as the
largest of our articles of commerce. Land
in Great Britain commands such a high
rental that good cheese cannot be profita-
bly produced at anything like the price it
can be produced here, setting aside the
fact that most of the farmers refuse to
have anything to do with.ebagse factories.
This fact we mention to stimulate our
manufacturers not only to improve where
possible the quality of the cheese—and we
believe nothing has yet been made thab
cannot bear improvement—but ulso to
increase the production. Canadian cheese
can be manufactured here and sont over
to Great Britain to pay a; goocl profit and
sell there at . 50s. to:60s. per ewt. Good
English cheese to yield a profit must bring
70s. to 80s.; besides it is one of the chief
food staples of - a large portion of the
population. - We venture to predict that
the next ten years will witness o growth
of this most important product among us
to an extent that will .xstomsh our statis-
ticians.

AN UNQONSIDERED CAUSE OF
‘ FAILURES.

“Everybody has his theories as to the
cause of the hard times, and they are as
vauous xmcl conﬂlcbmg as the popular
cures fox cold or a tootlmche.v \\’whout
x\xshm" to. entex here into a detml of what
is clem‘ly understood by all leading men
of -business as. the . cause of mercantile
depression .during - the present yearv;. it

may not be' considered -unseasonable to

allude to one . contributing cause of the

numerous . failares. among cpuntgy mer-
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- ehants' this fall, and one for which they

themselves are entirely to blame. .
“Thers - are  certain articles of  trade,
sugar for example, on which very little pro-
fit is realized by wholesale men, and some
wealer country buyers have lately got
into the sharp practice of buying around
from several houses in the same line, tea
from one, sugar from another, tobacco
from g third; and certain staples from
one dry goods house,  fancy goods from
another, and so on. At the end of four
months or more, when his notes become
due, the retailer malkes complaint to these
several houses that he cannot take them
up; and expects the customary renewal,
which no independent house is likely to
grant under such circumstances, and
down he goes.’ ITad he bought all or
nearly all his staples from one house
in each line, he would usually find
his . creditors inclined to grant the
indulgence which otherwise he cannot
expect. This plan is very unfair
to the wholesale merchant, whose profit
at best is small enough without being
obliged to earry anybody whae buys an
article from him that searcely pays for
the handling, and who consequently does
not feel very indulgent as a creditor.
Wholesale men as a rule.are rather lenient
during periods of financial stringency
where it is at all possible, and malke little
hesitation where it isnecessary, in granting
renewals to' customers who treat them
fairly, and whose dealings with them are
of sufhcmnt importance to warrant the
forbewauce. But where the wholesaler is
asked to grant a renewal for a bill of sngar
or dry goods staples, he is generally in-
clined to ask himself why he should help
the merchant wha sold the teas, or
the dealer in hncy Lh Yy goods fo whom it
is worth while to be lenient, to * carry
along” a customer from whom he has
never been able to reap any profit.

‘Country merchants whose means are
ample can deal where they please and
where they can buy cheapest, but the man
of smaller means will-generally find that
his case is improved by sticking to his
friends during fuir weather, and they will
as a rule sell him advantageously enough
to enable him to compete with his more
independent neighbor, and when the
storm comes will be more inclined-to help
him.to weathot it with safety.

THE OBJECTS OF PROPDCL‘IO’\Y

It is generally and mlstnkenly asserted
that the object of probectlon is, or was, to
protech the home manufacturer from the
ruinous rivalry of 'cheap foremu capital
and cheaper labor.” Such, no doubt, is

one of the objects, but it is far from being
the only ome.. Protection embodies a
series of objects; good wages and steady
employment for labor stand higher, as
objects, than that specified above. The
highest of all is the elevation of man in
the scale of being. Movement toward
this realization is always found concurrent
with the growing diversification of indus-
try, and this is always found coneurrent
with the profective system, but never
with miscalled free trade. Such is the
logic of experience. Society is so con-
stituted that the more it is developed the
more widely diverse is it in its tastes,
aptitudes, capabilities and powers; and
unless these are met by corresponding
diversities of occupation, there will be a
proportionate waste of human function.
1f, in ‘any community, employmeits are
few, there will be large numbers who,
having neither qualification nor desire for
any.of the pursuits which are accessible,
and no opportunity for centering some
other, will be inefficient, thriftless work-
ers, without enthusiasm or interest in
their vocation, or else mere drones and
idlers or vagabonds and criminals.  There
is consequently a great waste of manhood
and an incalculable loss of productive
power.  Under . Protection diversity
eénters more and more into the domain of
industry, being thus in full harmony with
the rule of human clevelopmeut from the
homogeneous to the heterogeneous, and
with the demand of peculiar faculties or
powers of performance for functional
exercise.

The highest objectof Protection, there-
fore, may be defined to be the elevation
of man by supplying that variety of occu-
pations which counterparts with, or dove-
tails into man's variety of abilities, which
exactly corresponds with his particalar
aptitudes, ‘which affords activity for his
mental or physical qualities in the direc-
tion of their largest endowment and near-
est adaptability. In this sense Protection
rises far above the grovelling instincts of
mere money-making, and becomes a ques.
tion of civilization—the ally of the best
interests of society. To charge, as free-
traders génerally do, that “ ¢ke object of
Protection is, or was, solely to protect the
home manufacturers from the ruinous
rivalry of cheup foreign capital and cheap-
er labor,” is, so to speak, to crucify the
truth, not as a vicarious atonement for
error, but in sole wantonness.

Free-tmde policy -places cheapness of
commodities, 1.0t human development, in
the' van of considerations. Political Eco-
nomy is reduced to a question of dollar
and cents. . Home aptitudes and cu,pablh-
tles aré be left without fanctional execr-

cise, if the aptitudes and capabilities of
other countries can supply the cheaper
products.  What is this but abandoning
home talent and skill to idleness, that
outside talent and skill may have emplay-
ment?  What is it but erecting obstacles
to the progress of our own civilization ?
A comntry’s development stands for the
aggregate development of the integral
units of population. To check or to ob-
struct this. development among individu-
als is to dwarf the total development,
since the whole cannot be groater than
the sum of its parts. Why then make
laws that must operate to.restrict the
masses of the people to the meagre num-
ber of vocations comnected with the pro-
duction of raw materials for export 7 Why
adopt a policy even in part, which with-
holds employment in the reproductive
arts from our own people? Why shackle
and obstruct the instrumentalitics of a
vigorous and growing nationality ?

Shall the supply of fabries for our peo-
ple be brought from abroad. or made -at
home? Shall we pay other countries to
do this work, or shall we do 'it ourselves ?
That is' the direct issue. Why should we
neglect the treasures which surround us
in order to get the treasures whicli come
from other people 2 By what logic is it
to be shown -that this close proximity of
supply to demand is not an indication,
almost imperative in its emphasis, that
demand should seck -its supply on the
spot?

In the great economy of nature, producr
tion .and consumption go side by side:
The plant draws its sustenance from the
soil in which it is rooted, and from the
neighboring air; sunshine and showers,
not from the remote ground, and from the
distant atmmosphere, light and rains. The

“cow, endowed with the power of locomo-

tion, browses in the vicinity of her own
home, not in. the valleys or upon:the
plains a score of miles away. Such is the
mode of procedure in all nature, animate
or inanimate, below man. He alone has,
ever voluntarily pursucd a different course
—he alone has interposed. distance be-
tween production and consumption. . We
place these: remarks before the common
sense of the reader, and question whether
there is not practical wisdom and. far-
reaching sagacity in such a tarift’ policy,
which would operate to give life and cnetr:-
gy to our own resources, and whether any-
thing worth having is to be gained, at least :
in the present age of the - country, by’ sub:
shtutm" K pohcy wlnch ncourages our
people to look a.lnoad for’ esources to the
neglect of their own'? Nn.tmual develop-
ment mvolves more thtm a,bar gain across
& counter and the pricés of commodxtles.
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Civilization is not to be measnred in dol-
lars and cents but in human po“ers and
achievements. TFree trade sces nothmg
beyond the coined d:sk of gold held so
closely - before its eyes; hence it is a
dangerous guide for. the progress of any
comp.xmtwely young country-—Com. ’

Several.of our city fathers seem to be
under the impression that the levying of
such a tax would have the eftect of driv-
ing out. all forcign Companies, without
being aware that the Dominion Parliament
only has a vight to grant licences to such
Companies, and to fix the terms. The
ideas -on this subject are really absurd.
With respect to foreign Companies, it is
argucd that the amount of the premiums
is a loss tous, as it goes out of the country,
but they -do not seem to consider for a
moment that it returns agnin as soon asa
claim falls due. The moember for Mont-
real Centre, when waited upon by adepu-
tation representing the Companies, assur-
ed them' that he considered such institu-
tions neeessary for the prosperity and wel-
fare of the Dominion, as they not only
encournged thrift and industry among all
classes, but actually saved many {rom
being dependent on the public and chari-

- table -institutions of the city, and prom-

ised them his hearty co-operation,  In
no country. in thé world is there such
a tax imposed. Even in New York city,
Boston and Hartford, where Life Assurance
Companies” are more numerous than in
any other cities of the United States,
there is no municipal tax placed upon
them, and it is to be hoped that Montreal
will not hive to bedr the odium of taxing
what these cities do not. Our people
should consider that it would be quite as
Justifiable to tax. Savings Banks'dcposits,
as the similar medis of provision now so
generally prized by the provident poorman
in his laudable eftorts: to -secure a future
independenee for those who in many cases
would otherwise be a bLurden on the
community.. Tt'seems like placing a tax
upon the best actions of our naturve.

a tax is not imposed, or involve the loss
of their business. ILither of these conse-
quences would be -disastrous even in a
finaneial point of view to the City of Mon-
treal, inasmuch as the contribution of
‘the revenue to the Cily now obtained
from persons connected with Life In-
surance and from properties used for that
business is very considerable,and would be
correspondingly reduced by any check or
injury to that business.”

representing Mutual compaunies—seem  to think
that to do o successful insurance business is.to
get a rid of as many policies as possible, upon
any obtainable terms. For this, the taking of .

worthless, applicntion is all taat is requirved.
But what is lost at this end of the coutenct
must be made up at the other end, and when
Josses occur, quibbling or techuicenl adjustments
must be made to atone for bad practices; the
less the inswred knows about the conditions of
his poliey the better for such ndjustments, and
the easier the way to the Company’s salvation
through them.

possesses o large unpaid capital (£142,000), as .
a further guarantee for the integrity of its assur-
ance contracts, we are of opinion that it will be -
in & position, with careful and judicious manage-
ment, to discharge all'existing linbilities as they
mature, The new company will start with a
valuable connection in complete working order,
which has been acquired at an expenditure of
miteh time, labor, and mouey, and will be free
from all existing cugagements. Thus circum-
stanced, and guided by the experience of the
past, we thinkit bas good prospects of sucaess.

enrporations, such as Bauks, after the matur-
ity and noupayment of bills held by them, of
the right to rank upon the ecstates of hoth
promissors and endorsers, until they arc paid in
full, is not only right, but were it otherwise
would compel them to exact such collaterals
and margins from their customers as would ab-
sorb and luck up the cupital of merchants of
moderate means, and thus deprive them of the -
very life blood necessary for successfully carry-
ing on their business.

Banlks under their charters are not permitted
toloan on real estate, and nre therefore com-
pelled to o great extent to necept, as  security
for advances, bills with two or more names, on
which, had they oun each to place a value as
contemplated by you, they could not get paid
in full even if any number  of estates were lia-
ble thercon.. To have such 2 law ecnacled
woulid, no doubt, be to the interest of the
whales of the mercantile world, but to highly
respeetable firms of moderate means,” almost
certain embarrassment.
