It WHS sooti finunl to till a loiiji-tVlt want. a,nd i.( oiuc took its

jilace as Toronto's School to tit the hoys of our C'hur. h for ruivcr-

sity and l)usiness life.

The jrniwth of the S.hoo! has a n>niil»er of times necessitated

the eidar;."nient and improvement of the School Ituildiu};. This

year, to Keep pace with its crowing' nee .s. it has been decided to

remove the School to Weston. A twenty-tive acre trat in the o\'t-

.skirts of the village has been purchased; plans have been a i epted

for a !f!2r),()()(» huildinjr. and the work will be started at once so

that September. l!)(l!). will tiJid the S:-h oiil in its new hsime.

The new fxrouiids are ideal one^ Idr a school. They li > dir;' tly

north of the villau'e. between the Westciii road and the Ilumber.

Borderin;.' on the river is a level tint of about eijrht aerv's that will

be used as the athletic fiehl. Ha:-k of this the jiroiuid rises to a

terrace, well wooded. < n whii h the l)uildinj.' will stand. The dimen-

sions of the new building' are to be 116 ft. by «0 ft. It will have
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four storeys. l)esides the basement, and will acconiniodate sixty

boarders. It will be e(|uipped with every modern ecmvenienee, is in

easy reach of Toronto by trolley, and yet has all the advantages of

the country.

One of the distinctive features of St. Alban's is the special

attention that is <riven to individual pupils. It has been the policy

of the School to have the instruction <jiven in small classes. Much
better work can be done in classes of from ten to twenty pupils

than when the classes have from thirty to fifty pupils. By having

a sufficiently large teaching statf". the classes can be kept small,

and thus the work of each pupil can be carefully supervised by

the master. Pupils need never be kept marking time for lack of

attention. This advantage is shown by the age at which St. Alban's

boys are fitted for matriculation. For several years our boys who
have gone up for the examinations have averaged less than sixteen

vcars.

COURSE OF INSTRUCTION

The Course of Instruction covers all that is necessary for can-

flidates preparing for ^Matriculation Examinations in the I'niver-

sities of the Dominion, and the Royal ^Military College, Kingsttm,

Special attention is given to Ixiys wishing to enter into com-

mercial life.

The School is divided into an Cpper and Lower School; the

latter being preparatory to the former. Boys are received into the

Lower School when they are able to read and write.

A Confirmation Class is hehl annually in the School after

Easter for pupils, who are presented to the Bishop in the Cathedral

during the mouth of June.

A class in Carpeutery is carried on during the Winter months,

a room being specially fitted up with benches for that purpose.



THE RESIDENCE

A larjre rtsidcnce aeeomimulatinp thirty boys is immediately

oppasite the School building, and is wt'll adapted for the purpose.

It is well heated and ventilated; is fitted with the most modern

sanitars' arrangements ; the dormitories are on the second and third

floors, and are each under the control of a flat master.

REGULATIONS FOR BOARDERS

Boys in residence are under the personal supervision of the

Head blaster, assisted iiy the other masters in residence; tht> regu-

lations of the liouse being under the direct control of the Head

]\Iaster.

Mrs. C. Sch:.cider, the Lacly ^latron. who has had a wi<le

experience of boys and household management, is in charge of the

domestic arrangements.

The present residence is capable of comfortably accommo-

dating thirty or more boys, exclusive of the staff, and the dormi-

tori(>s arc arranged so as to hold from three to five boys each, in

whidi they are distributed according to age. All the boys dine

together with the masters in a large and spaci(i\is dining room.

The food supplied is plain and of the best ((uality. I'luler no cir-

cumstances are the boys allowed to have any eatables in their dor-

mitories.

When parents or guardians desire, pupils may remain durin<?

the vacations at a charge of five dollars per week for board and

are. The fees for boarders include all the ordinary expenses such

as laundry, mending, etc

Parents may siipply their boys with pocket money, or. if

preferred, a sum not exceeding 25c per week will be provided by the

School and charged to the account. To prevent extravagance and

losses, parents are recjuested not to send money in large amounts

to their boys. A sum may be deposited with the Head Master,

who will distribute it as required.

T'nder no circumstances will a bo.v be allowed to go away

from school during a term, except for some urgent reasmi which

meets with the approval of the Head blaster. It is therefore re-
