Nuturally, all things are obviotisly divi-
sible into two classes : those which origi-
nally give forth or emit light, and those
which do not.  The former are selt-lumin-
commanly termed, luminous,
and are spoken of as sources of hight; the
latter-are commonly said to be vou-lumiv-
ous. The great and ineessant sources of light
arc the bodies which we now term suns,
the ceutre of our planetary system, and the
Important as is the part which
their light plays in the physical universe,
and familiar as are its manifestations, we
can as yet speak with certaiuty only of its
laws and phenomena.  But these very
facts have served in all ages to render the
subject one of peculiar interest to philoso-
phical mivds ; and very many theories of
the nature of light have been accordingly
proposed and most strevuously advocated.
We dure vot venture further than the laws
ard plicnomena of (ight will serve as guides.

* Why is lizht given to a man?’ Is it
not that he may be capable of impressing
the beholder, the inquirer, the peunitent
seeker, in the same maoner, though not in
the same degree as the Original Source?
St. Paul declares that the Hebrews, after
they were **illuminated,” became true to
the natural and spiritual order of things.
He says, **But call to remembrance the
former days in which afier ye were (llumi-
nated ye endored a great fizht of afflic-
tions,” &e.  If the Chureh of Jerusalem is
here meaunt, the ** afflictions” endured wer
the persecutions of the Sanhedrim, when
Sn-pln-n was stoned: of Herod A:_'rimm_
when James the Greater was put to death;
when James the Less was slain. As their
Muster had been detected, caught aud slain
by the sure and steady light which He emit-
ted, so these lcbrew Christinns had under-
gouve all these persecutions, and had wit-
vessed the martyrdom of three of the
*illumivated”  with their own light shi-
nivg, and impressing the hellish eyes of the
persecutor just as, though not in the same
degree, Christ had impressed them. They
bore their witness, they let their lizht shine,
though that would be the very means of
their detection and murder; and the im-
pression was true and Master-like, 1or they
were treated like their Christ.

With what
are the heathen, the infidel and the
skeptical to be brought to Jesus> With
Licar!  Christian light, your light, if you
are a faithful radiator eof the True light.
* Among whom ye shine as lights in the
world.”  The image then is not improbably
taken from light houses upon the bluff
sea-cliffs.  Ships freighted with humanity
below * load water line” are fast approach-
ing these fatal ledges upon which the gal-
lant and the brave have so often met un-
timely death. Your voice cannot reach
{them ; your arm cannot save them ; no life-
preserver can be hurled from the rugged
cliff to the distant, fast sailing ship. Scylla
and Charybdis have opened their fatal jaws
to receive her.  What have you, and what
can youdo to save her and her human
cargo? O the light! the Licnt!! It will
2o with thought speed straight to the de-
struction-bound ship ; it will reveal the dan-
gers aud, go swift, in time to secure salva-
tion. Yes the Christian may in person
reach but few of the destruction-bouud, but
his light may be seen by thousauds. If it
be a ray of the True Light, it will go
straight to the heart, and work light's wou-
drous changes there.  Ouly be true to your
trust, and **let your light so shine.” A
traveller once visiting the lizht-house at Ca-
'ais said to the keeper, ** But what if one
of your lights should go out at night?”
*“ Never—impossible !I” he cried. ** Sir,
youder are ships sailing to all parts of the
world. It to night one of my burners were
out, in six months I should hear from
America or India, saying, that on such a
night the lizhits at Calais light-house gave no
warning and some vessel had been wrecked.
Ab, sir! Sometimes I feel when I look upon
my lights as if the eyes of the whole world
were fixed on me. Go out! burn dim!
* Never ! impossible I” O Christian ! ¢ the
cynosure of neighboring eyes”—cannot you
see why light is given to a man > Every
Christian is a light upon some of the fatal-
ly dangerous places of which the world is
full.  Arise and trim your lamps! Keep
every burner in order; thousands strug-
2lingz amid the waves of temptation, sin and
death turn anxious eyesto you! O be true
to your awful trust, send to the sinking
your swift-winged messenger, ** O send out
thy light,” help to rescue as you have been
saved !

If the surface of the illuminated body be
prepared and highly polished the light that
falls upon it will not only be reflected, but
will show the source of illumination. Oun
the other band the light that falls upon an
unprepared, unpolished surface will be re-
flected in all directions, never showing
images of the source, but reudering visible
oulv the illuminated object itself. The light
reflected from the first will always bear the
color of the original source ; from the sec-
ound the color of the illuminated body.

The enthusiasm for re-
ligion and morality which now peranel and
purifies the social life of the city will gradually
abate ; and a less intense if not a more rational
spirit will prevail in society. Nevertheless, the

| city will not lose all it has gained in this revi-

val.  Many men who have 'lived hitherto
vicious and degraded lives will from this time
onward be sober and respectable citizens ; and
| the fruits of this harvest will continue to be

]‘ reaped in better order, purer morality, and

happier homes for many years to come.

It is only by comjating the permanent re-
sults of work like this that we arrive at any
true appreciation of its value; and, making all
due allowance tor the reactions which are sure
to follow such revivals, the computation is one
trom which no intelligent Christian will shrink.
Some of the go od seed has fallen among thorns
and some by the wayside, and some on shallow
soil, but much of it has also fallen upon the
good ground, and shall bring forth fruit unto
life eternal.

But, omitting to enter upon this calculation
of the lasting gains of revivals, let us look for
a moment at the spectacle presented while the
work is in progress. Consider what is going
on now in that Kansas town, merely as a phe-
nomenon in social life, and see if it has not
some significance. Here is a thriving Western
city, full of vigor and enterprise, and teeming
also with the rugged and boisterous vices which
always abound on the trontiers. Into this city
comes & man whois neither a great orator nor
a master of men : who is remarkable for nothing
exeept a profound and unfaltering conviction
that the doctrine which he teaches is true. He
gathers the people of the town together, and
begins to speak to them concerning their rela-
tions to God. lle does not ignore the duties
which grow out of human relationships ; but the
stress ot his preaching rests upon truths which
belong to the spiritual, rather than the moral
realm. The themes of which he speaks soon
become the common topics ot the town, and
men begin to talk, as they meet upon the street
of ** repentance toward God and faith in our
Lord Jesus Christ.”” The price of corner-
lo's and the cost of the last trousseau give
place, in the conversation of tke counting-
room and the parlor, to the earnest inquiry,
“What must I doto be saved?” By scores
and hundreds men and women and children
stand up in the crowded assemblies, confessing
they bave lived worldly and prayerless lives
hitberto, and covenantiog with God that they
will spend the time that is left in His service
and for His glory.

What now is the result ofthis powerful agi-
tation of society, upon the moral order of the
town? The result has already been described.
The gambling dens are closed, the dramshops
are deserted, the police find but scanty occupa-
tion; men who have gotten their living by
traud confess their guilt and make restitution ;
neighbors who were enemies shake hands and
forget their feuds; the employer becomes less
exacting and more considerate of the welfare
of those whom he employs; the laborer does
a better day's work, and goes home happier at
night ; households that were divided meet
again in tears and renew the bond of affection ;
a purer morality, a kindlier sentiment pervades
the whole community.

Can any man gainsay
the truth of this report ?

Has any man ever
lived in any town where a powerful revival of
religion has been in progress without witness-
nessing such results as these ?

This is the phenomenon. How shall we ex-
plain it ? Shall we say that it is only an ex-
citement, by which the minds of men are occu-
pied for a little while, so that they forget their
old practices ? This is the account which is
sometimes given. A man cannot be profound-
ly interested in more than one thing at a time,
it is said, so that, if you can stir up a great
popular agitation on any subject, men will for
a time be drawn into it, and away from their
usual manner ot lite. But, unfortunately for
this explanation every other kind of excitement

except that which accompanies a religious re-

nities the work goes on without any aid from
him.

| agances and abuses which sometimes attend re-
vivals; yet these are trifling when compared
with the immense gains which the revivals
bring to public virtue. Itis quite the tashion
in certain quarters to sneer at the religious ex-
citements, (as mere ebullitions of fanaticism;
but, when the philosophers and the social
scientists shall furnish us with some influence
by which the life of a whole community can be
renovated, which shall seal up the sources of
vice and shame, and fill scores of darkened
homes and bundreds of despairing hearts with
the light of a new and better hope, it will be
time for us to artend ro their criticisms. Before
we surrender the religion of Jesus Christ, by
which those wondertul works are wrought, we
demand to be shown something that can take
its place as a reforming and elevating influence
ia society.—Independent.

ANECDOTES OF FATHER TAYLOR,

LATE PASTOR OF THE SEAMEN'S BETHEL,
BOSTON.

THE INITIATORY SACRAMENT.

Our Lord Jesus Christ appeared on earth to
found a Church, as well as to reveal the truth,
or to suffer for the sins of mankind. These
special ends blend harmosiously, or rather
conjointly serve to complete the design of Him
who came to seck and to save that which was
lost. By the cross, salvation is effected—it
reconciles God to man, and draws man to God.
The truth of the Gospel conducts us to the
Saviour. DBut the saved are united together,
not only in affection, but also by an outward
and visible organization, in order both to their
training and improvement in the Christian reli-
giori, and to their employment in its conserva-
tion and its extension among men. It was in
reference to this fact that our Lord marked out
his followers as ** the light of the world,” and
as **the salt of the earth.” He declared that
they ** were not of the world, even as He was
pot of the world,” and that Himself had cho-
sen them and ordained them that they should
go and bring forth fruit, and that their fruit
should remain. If in a peculiar sense these
sayings were meant for the Apostles, yet doubt-
less they were intended also for all them who
should believe on Him through their word. In
the final commission given to these ambassa-
dors of Christ, they were required not only to
** teach all nations,” which properly signifies
*“to disciple them,” or to make disciples of
them, but ‘‘ to baptize them in the nime of the
Father, and ot the Son, and of the Holy
Ghost,” and this evidently with another object
in view, ** teaching them,” says our Lord,
** to observe all things whatsoever I bave com-
manded you.” It was with the desiga of add-
ing force to this injunction, and of assuring all
succeeding ages of its perpetuity and its
advantages that our Saviour sealed this com-
mission with the empbatic words, ** Lo, I am
with you alway, even unto the end of the
world.”

THE GENERAL CONFERENCE OF
THE METHODIST EPISCOPAL CHURCH OF
THE UNITED STATES.

The General Conference of the Method-
ist Episcopal Church of the United States
commences its session to-day in Brooklyn,
New York. This is the Supreme Court of
the Chicf Branch of American Methodism.
It meets only once in every four years.
ThLis year it numbers a membership of
four hundred and twenty-six, comprising
five Bishops, two huudred and ninety-two
Miuisterial, and one hundred and twenty-
nive Lay Delegates. Seventytwo Annual
Couferences are represented in General
Conference on this occasion, including one
in India, oune in Africa, and oue in Conti-
neutal Furope. The Home Territory uet-
worked by these Annual Conferenceg
stretchies from Maice to Texas, and from
oue ocean to the other across the American
continent. The Conferences, however, be-
longing to Northern Episcopal Methodism,
located in the Southern States, are but few
and feeble, the Methodist Episcopal Church
South having chief possession of Method-
The Methodist
Church of the North has its principal seats
in the Middle, Western and North Western
States, though it is makiug vigorous pro-

ist ground in those States.

Baptism, then, is a solemn rite, initiatory
into the Church of God under the Christian
dispensation. If we admit the authority of
Christ—if we acknowledge a Church called
by His name, united to lim as a body
is to its head, and set apart to His ser-
vice then we cannot but acknowledge the im-
portance of this institution. It is the formal
pledge ot discipleship. It is a covenant trans-
action between God and ourselves, signifying
the grace of redemption, and sealing the divine
testimony respecting that grace to the subject
of baptism ; while at the same time it signifies
on his part the need of that redemption, and in
accordance therewith, a true dedication to the
worship and service of the triune God. Thus
far, there is probably a substantial unity,
among professing Christians, on this interest-
ing subject. QOn subordinate points there has
been much differenceof opinion, and this again,
it is but saddening to say, bas not seldom been

Christian profession: ** Thcrefore,” adds the
apostle, we are buried with Him by baptism
into death, that like as Christ was raised from
the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we
also should walk in newness of lite.”

But here the question has arisen, Have any
other than believers the right to this New
Testament privilege? This enquiry may be
answered, first, by a reference to the principles
ot the economy of grace, and secondly to the
practice of the Apostolic Church.

From the earliest times we ascertain that the
faith of the head ot a household secured the
outward and visible recognition of bis family
as a part of the Church of God. By faith Noah
. . . . prepared an ark to the saving of his
bouse, by the which he condemned the world,
and became beir of the'righteousness which is by
faith.” We have here but to subjoin an inspir-
ed comment, ** The like figure whereunto even
baptism doth also now save us.” The case of
Abrabam is still more definite. ‘‘ He received
the sign of circumcision, a seal of the righteous-
ness of the faith which he had yet being uncir-
cumcised ;" and yet this ordinance was not con-
fined to as many as bad like bim, believed with
the heart unto righteousness.

Had
it been so the change must have been noticed.
It would bave been a retrogade requirement
The new covenant which excelled the old one
in glory, would in this respect have had no
glory, in comparison with the former. In that,
the children were gathered within the pale of the
charch, in this they would be thrust away from
its inclosure. 1f such be the case, of course
the burden ot proof lies with those who hold it.
Till the express prohibition can be shown in
the language of the New Testament, we must
acknowledge the rights of infant children to a
place in the visible church as still indispatable.
But this is not a modern notion. It was
clearly enunciated by St. Peter on the day of
Pentecost. We have already quoted his words
as proving that baptism was required of all
who hearing the gospel sought its blessings by
taith in Christ. But it is observable that the
very reasons which be urges upon his awaken-
ed auditory embrace the fact of their children’s
undiminished claims ; of their increased privi-
leges. Repent and be baptized, said be, ¢ for
the promise is to you and to your children, and
to all that are afar off, even as many as the
Lord our God shall call.” DBut we go to a
higher authority on this matter. It was the
Redeemer Himselt who said, ¢ Suffer little
children, and forbid them not to come unto
me; for ot such is the kingdom of heaven.”
Whether, therefore He referred in these words
to the kingdom ot grace or to that of glory—as
the latter includes the former—we have the de-
cision of the Head ot the church that ** little
children " are entitled to a place within it.

So far as the steps which in the course of a
generation or two may lead to this Union are
concerned, various speculations are entertained.
It is said that the admission of the laymen into
the English Metbodist Conference is essential
so far as that body is concerned, and this step
willin all probability be taken in tbe course of
the next few years. The laymen will not be
admitted into the Conference in order to
Union. Many will vote for the admission of
laymen who would be opposed to Unien. Still
it will be overruled in the direciion of Union,
for the admission of the laymen will be the
removal of one great barrier to Union. There
are signs of the coming amalgamation in the
other branches of the Methodist family. With
a view to this emergency, the Irish Primitive
Methodists (Clonites) obtained an act of Par-
liament empowering them either to join the
disestablished Church, or the Irish Wesleyan
Conference, or to form themselves into an inde-
pendent Wesleyau Church. They bave not
yet joined the disestablished Church, and they
bave not joined thewselves into an iudependent
Their path to union with the liish
Wesleyan Conference is still open. Moreover
the Irish Wesleyan Conference appointed a
committee to consider the question of admit-
ting laymen, and that committee has agreed
unanimously to recommend the Irish Confer-
ence to admit them !

It is well known that the New Connexion
Methodists are favourable to Union, and the
Wesleyan kree Churches which came out in
1849 have already united with the Wesleyan
Association or Warrenites.

The English Primitive Methodists are not
very pronounced om the subject. In fact there
is at present no very great desire in favour of
Union ; but the desire is growing, and the se-
nior leaders of that body will not live long
enough to preveat its growth, even if they wish-
ed to do so.

Some members of the Church of England
still cling to the hope that the Methodist body
will unite with the Establishment ; but the hope,
however religiously intended, can never be
realized. The insuperable barrier to amaiga-
mation with the Charch of England is not the
legal barrier. Itis a difliculty ot doctrine, of

The all but fatal illness of the Prince of
Wales has forced many to reconsider their
political and loyal position in relatien to forms
of constitutional government. The spread ol
democratic ideas, and the long absence of the
Queen from public life, had cooled the ardour
of British loyalty in some quarters, and many
were beginning seriously to discuss the uses of
a monarch. Belore Lis illnesss, the Prince of
Wales was not too popular with the most
religious part of the community, and this did
not help to keep alive the old love for the
reigning family. But when he lay at the point
of death, people began to ask where will this
growing republicanism lead the nation? How
will the constitution of the fature be affectod
it the Prince should die? [‘rom great love to
the Queen and frowm great reverence for hLer,
and ifrom sincere desiie for the weltare of
the Prince, the nation's prayers went up to
Heavea. Well, the P’rince recovered, and
the great National Thanksgiving is already
a thing of the past. The major part ol the
rejoicing was truly loyal and religious, but
some of the thanksgiving undoubtedly arose
from a feeling of reliet at the escape from an
unknown political danger. God grant that
the Prince of Wales may be all that a Christian
prince should be. But it the reverse thould
be, strongly be, then the religious feeling
which gathered around the gloomy hours of
bis sickness will be stung, and the Prince
will not gain stiength in the nation by the
smart.

Tue DomixtoN PaiftiameNnt.—The most in-
teresting event of the week at Ottawa bas been
the publication of the correspondence with the
Imperial Government on the Wa: hington Trea-
tv. The main fact brought out is that the Ca-
nadian Government  strongly remonstrated
against that part of the Treaty, that stipulated
the surrender of the Canadian fisheries to Ame-
rican fishermen. The colonial secretary in
reply urged the desirability of ratifying the
provisions of the Treaty, and of having an ar-
rang: ment that would not be lial le to oc-asion
collisions with Amerian fishermen. He propo-
sed also an imperial guaranty for a loan for the
Pacific Rail Road to remunerate Canada for
what she may be supposed to concede to the in-
terests of Britain.  Mr. Iolton's reference to
Mr. Howe's late speech, as inconsistent with
loyalty, brought out Mr. Howe on the defence.
e reminded the House that Mr. Holton bad
signed the memorable Montreal annexation
manifesto, and said that that gentleman, there-
fore, should be the last to question any man's
lovalty. He challenged bis accusers to point
ot wherein he had ever shown any evidences
of disloyalty. During his wuole lite he had
heen a firm and unwavering supporter of Bri-
tish institutions, and had done everything in his
dower to keep the British flag flying over these
Provinces. This was just the position we sup-
yosed he would take in defending his speech.
Mr. Howe also denied ever using the language
ascribed to him in Manitoba ; and that he had
ever given any orders respecting the British
flag. Mr. McDougall thought his Hamilion
speech did not warrant his being placed on the
same level with Mr. Howe. Sir Jobn Mac-
donald also detended Mr. Howe from the charge
ot disloyalty or advocating independence.  He
said his cry was rather that of a loyalist who
feared that the colonies weré about to be forsa-
ken.,  Ie (Sir John) did not believe that the
English people were in favor of separation.
He regretted the w thdrawal of the troops, and
belicved it was a mistaken policy on the part of
the Briiish Government.

Touching Gov. Archibald’s resignation, Sir
John Macdonald said that, when that gentle-
man accepted office, it was on the understand-
ing that be should be relieved in a year’s time.
Several months ago be bad reminded the Gov-
ernment of the terms upon which he had gone
to Manitoba, and it was only atter the matter
had been repeatedly pressed upon him (Sir
Jobn), that he bad advised the Governor-Gen-
cral toaccept his resignation.

Mr. Magill, ot Hamilton, moved for a spe-
cial committee to report to the House on the
extent and condition of the manutacturing io-
terests of the Dominion. e spoke in favor of
protection in supporting his motion. This
subject is beginning to elicit much great:r in-
terest throughout the country.

MAZZINI.

The news of Mazzini's death, which bas
come at last, is none the less sad for having
ben long expected. He was the grel[;est, brav-
est, most heroic and persistent of the long roll
of Italian worthies who took up in 1813, when
the rest of Europe sank, weary of strife, into
ignoble repose, what was the best in the ideas
of the French Revolution, and, above all, the
great doctrine that every people bas the right
to dispose of itselt, and fought ani died for it,
without ever flinching, or ever despairing, or
ever repining, till 1859 brought their triumph.
Indeed, it may be truly said that to them more
than to any other agency, is due that great,
silent change ia European politics which made
Austria a constitutional monarchy and bas tak-
en Victor Emanuel to Rome. This long and
fruitful Italian struggle, too, was remarkable,
oot simply tor the production of martyrs and
confessors and conspirators, but of brilliant
men of action, of soldiers and statesmen who
wanted nothing but a couutry and an organized
government at their back to make them illus-
trious. Any country which in fifty years ot
sorrow and degradation and oppression bas
produced Mazzini, and Manin, and Garibaldi,
and Cavour, and D'Azeglio, and Rattazzi, and
the gallant and giited Govone, just dead in his
prime, and who Jed his division off the field of
Custoz2a unbroken, after bearing the whole
brunt of a bloody and disastrous day, may well
call herseif the mother of a great race. Maz-
zini was a dreamer, as a man must be whose
mind is ever intent on schemes beyond his pow-
er, and morbid, as men always are who ate
fighting against laws for which they have no
respect, and bitter, as nearly all men become
who bave long hoped against bope and have
otten thought themselves struggling against fate
itselt. But it was a striking illustration of the
radical soundness of his mental constitution
that, when the day of triumph came, it brought
him in no frenzy or ecstacy. His last public
utterances were as clear and bealthy definitions
of the bases of civil society, and of true condi-
tions ot order and rational progress, as if he
had all his life sat debating in the pa:liament of
a free country, instead ot plotting in back bed-
rooms. Italy owes him a monument as one of
those great ** precursors,” as they bave been
called, who rendered her the inestimable ser-

If the object
of such a man is fame, this course is the surest,
and the fame acquired the mcst lasting.
FRANKLIN is an oft-repeated example of a use-
ful man; and bis name is mcre to be desired
than that of any of his contemporary military
heroes.

Morse, lying dead here. bas more immortal-
ity than other men, just in proportion as his
usefulness has been greater. His work has
been to utilize what others bhad discovered.
He harnessed the lightning to our messages
and it became our messenger. Scarce any
man has performed greater service, or done
more to revolutionize the social relations of
mankind and place them upon a basis ot mutual
intercst, comity aod peace. The nerves of the
system be has established reach the remotest
countries; and a touch of the finger, to-day,
bere in New York, makes all men bow with
respect in memory of, and to honor a useful
man.

We might rebearse the list of useful men
whose work bas ameliorated man’s condition,
and added to bis bappiness and prosperity.
The field for such effort is constunly enlargiug.
The demand for thinkers and workers never
ceases. The requirements for such men to-day
are extraordinary. No literary, political, or
protessional ficld, present opportunities for
young men, broader ia their reach and influ-
ence and richer with promised barvests, than
the fields for Scientific Investigation and Prac-
tical Application. Just as Morse bridled and
saddled electricity, so the different physical
sciences must be harnessed, the better to sup-
ply us with the increasing necessities of our
daily life.

We are passing, or have passed through
the Era of Words, in this country. The day
for which Jthoughtful men have longed—the
Day of Deeds —seems dawning. The man of
words, with his garrulity and volubility, bas
lost its power; people bave lost their faith in
talk, and believe more in silence and acts. We
want fewer talkers, ar.d more thinkers and do-
ers. Wedo not want the class of thinkers
who think only of and tor themselves ; we want
such as comprehend the Economy of Life and
of Living, and who can turnish us more and
better facilities for enjoyment; more time to
énjoy, and at less cost of money aud vitality ;
—in other words, men who will teach us how,
and help us, to cqueeze out of this life the high-
est and best enjoyment it is capable of yield-
ing.

Talkers tax us; doers do not. We ask for
an army of volunteers—young men and women
—who will not touch a study they cannot use,
any more than they would buy a borse they
could never bope to barness. The possessor
of knowledge only, that is not productive, is a
leech upon society. And his ouly income is
derived from sitting down and propagating the
same knowledge, and producing other lceches.
Such are like horses foraging in a beautiful
clover field ; they are too wild to be caught and
rendered useful, but will and do consume the
food. They are not harnessed to the plows,
drills, cultivators, and compelled to tickle the
soil. The knowledge of the schools must be
barnessed and trained to work. Less school
knowledge and more observation of natural
phenemona, and study of natural laws in their
relation to the practical affairs of a busy peole,
will belp to a higher standard of excellence in
what we produce, and to bigher and becter
types of men than now clamor for pet:y offices
and political power.

STOP MY PAPER.

That injunction was an issue of my pen, but
the writirg of it set me to musing, and, at my
call, a small convention assembled, such as 1
bave at hand for special cases. The members
gave their views.

My Purse, being more deeply concerned than
the rest, was the first on his feet. IHe went in-
to the matter with a rush. *‘ Go it—all right
—expenses have been heavy. You can’t lon-
ger afford that item. Strike it off. I shall
breathe easier another year.”

My Reason, a grave and thoughtful person-
age, was more deliberate, and gave his deliver-
ance: ** The now expiring year, through the
weekly religious journal, has turnished me with
a vast amount of facts and arguments, which
bave excited very useful trains of thought, has
widened my sphere of observation, put me in
possession of much valuable knowledge of vari-
ous kinds, and every way bas been a thousand
times of more value to me than its cost.”

My Conscience is a most important member
of my little convention—speaks his mind with
great plainness and speaks with great author-
ity.
