P After which His ExcELLENCY was pleafed to make the following Speech to
both Houfes, to-wit :—

‘ which has been recommended to your confideration.” :

And then the Clerk of the Crown, by His ExceLLEncy’s command, de-
clared the General Affembly to be prorogued to the Second Tuefday in May
next. )
