JUDGE SAYS: “PAY ALIMONY.”

Judge Riddell at Osgoode Hall on Sat-
urday dismissed an appeal against the
order of Judge Barrett of Bruce County,
allowing Mrs. Ida Switzer of Walkerton,
Ont., an alimony allowance of $4 per
week and costs.

For these, as we have
often explained to'you, there is no mar-
ket and they are handled at a heavy loss.

We have made up our mind that the
farmers must bear this loss or the dro.
ver, if he fails to refuse to take this stuff
off the farmer’s hands.

To this end, will you please watch
carefully the sorting of every deck of
hogs. Begin with a cut of 50 per cent,
and if this does not stop them raise it to
$1. per cwt.

At whatever cost, we must stop the
marketing of this unfinished stuff.

HIGH SCHOOL STATISTICS

Seven Hundred and Nineteén Teachers
at the Present Time,

The second part of the report of the
Onlario Education Department, issued
the other day, shows that there are
séven hundred and nineteen High
school teachers in Ontario at the pre-
-sent time. Of these 28.65 per cent. are
women. The percentage of women to
the total number of teachers has' been
sleadily increasing in late years. In
1904 it was 21.2 per cent., in 1905 23 per
cent. and in 190€, 25.8 per cent. The
highest salary pald is $3,500. The av-
erage in Collegiale Institutes is $1,17¢,
which is $51 higher than last year. The
average in High schools is $975, an in-

: orease of $42 over last year. The av-
erage salary for men assistants is $1,-
091, an increase over last year of $68.
The ayerage for women assistants is
:;gﬂ, which is higher than last year by

TECHNICAL TRAINING.

The greater part of this section of
the report is taken up with the report
of the inspector of technical education
and the report of the inspector of con-
tinuation classes. In regard to techni-
ca' lraining, Mr. A. H. Leake, the in-
Spector, says:—"The introduction cf
art, nature study, and construclive
work should do, and are doing, much
to give a more practical trend to Pub-
lic school education, but a currigulum
€1 paper without eflicient teachers is
of little value. From obsérvation and
correspondence I am forced %o the con-
clusion that a large number of our

teachers are without the_ mnecessary
knowledge fo enable them to - teach
these subjects. A small departmental
grant would encourage their introduc-
tion. This would only need to be con-
tinued until they were firmly estab-
Lished, and their value recognized. To
give to the teachers the knowledge lack-
ing, steps such as the following might
be taken:—1. The issue of bulletins by
the department. 2. Establishing centres
of insiruction. 3. Encouraging corre-
spondence regarding difficulties. 4.
The institution of small circulating lib-
raries containing (say) twenty of the
Lest books on these subjects, accom-

let

“Up to the present our educationsl
syslem has concerned itself almost en-
tirely with preparation for college life
and the so-called learned professions,
and those who have neither the inclina-
t:on nor the opportunity to take up ei-
trer have been neglected and not con-
sidered fit subjects for educational ef-
fort. Every interest in the province de-
mands consideration and schools of the
fcllowing olasses are required:—1. Ag-
ricultural High Schools or classes.
2. Technical High Schools or classes.
5. Commercial High Schools or classes.
i. Academic High Schools.”

A number of recommendations are
also made In reference to continuation
classes requisite, it is claimed, “to bridge
the gulf belween the rural school and
the Ontario Agricultural College."”

TURNKEY KNOCKED SENSELFESS,

Desperate  Attempt to Escape from
Chatham Jail.

A despatch from Chatham says:
Arthur Smith, of Knox, Penn., and Ed-
win Baldwin, of Wainsfield, Ohio, on
Thursday made a desperate attempt to
break jail, by which the turnkey, Chris-
topher Somerville, fiearly lost his life.
Both men were arrested on Tuesday, in
Tilbury, a few miles west of here, for
forgery and the uttering of two forged
cheques for small amounts on the
Sovereign Bank of ‘1 ilbury. They were
arraigned before Judge Bell here on
Wednesday, when they pleaded guilty
and were remanded for one week for
sentence.

He had
laid the heavy lock on the floor while he
undid another fastening. One of the
prisoners seized the lock and with it
struck -the turnkey a terrible blow on
the head, knockin him senseless.
Governor Davidson, %earing the distur-
bance, rushed in, and unarmed, wrested
the lock from the assailants, at the same
time calling for assistance. When it
arrived the men were easily transferred
to_safer quarters.

MISSING WITH MILLION.

German Bank Manager Brings Ruin
Upon Thousands.

A despatch from Be.lin, Germany,
says: It developed that last week's
bank failure at Marienburg, due to, the
defalcation of the manager of the con-
cern, was more serious than at first re-
ported. The losses are now said to total
about $1,000,000. Thousands of small
depositors lost their savings and many
tradesmen were ruined. It was rumored
o1 the Berlin Bourse during Thursday
afternoon that a privale bank at Danzig
had been alfected by the Marienburg
fallure, causing a drop of two points in
its shares. The feeling of uneasiness
caused by the Marienburg failure and
the report from Danzig was increased
by the announcement of the arrest at
Anklam, Pomerania, of Herr Knorr, a
banker, on the charge of embezzling
$100,000.

From Edmonton, for instance, scores
of families have left on the long trek to
Athabasca Landing and from thal point
jonward to the Peace River couniry, and
ithe vast area to the west, easi and
north.

A report is made from the heart of the
Rocky Mounlains to the effect that a
considerable number of cars of settlers’
effects were delivered during the pasl
nine months at Salmon Arm, a station
on the main line of the Canadian Pacific
railway, about hall way befween Banff
and the coast. A similar number of cars
and settlers’ effects were delivered in the
‘same interval at Kamloops.

Hundreds of thousands of people who
ccntemplate actual settlement are mak-
ing the most careful scrutiny of all the
existing maps with the view of securing
information regarding seclions of the
ocouniry which are open for homestead-
ing and worth acquiring. The agents of
the Government are daily furnishing in-
formative lilerature. The result of this
aclivity is that the available locations
are being discovered in parts mot here-
to-fore regarded as fit for settlement.

On the subject of the proportion of the
area of the west which is fitted for hu-
man habitation a considerable difference
of opinion exists. Ernest Thompson
Seton recently expressed the conviction
that settlemnent would ‘be made in dis-
slrict four hundred miles to the north
of any existing or contemplated rail-
way.

Whether the country is Fermanently
settled or otherwise, it is apparent from
what has transpired during the rast ten
years, that there will remain eventually
no portion of the west which has not
been actually {ested as the permanent
abode of the white race. With the very
rapid increase of population in the coun-
Irles from which the present emigration
lo Canada is proceeding, il has become
not a question of living in great comfort
In the most favored portion of the world,
but a question of sustaining life any-

where.

TORONTO,

Receipts of liviesfock at the City Mar-
ket, as reported by the railways, were 78
carloads, composed of 1269 cattle, 562
hogs, 834 sheep and lambs, and 271
calves.

The quality of cattle was not as good
as could be desired. Many of them
should have been left on grass for anoth-
er month.

Trade was generally good for all class-
s, but prices were not any better than
at the Junction on Monday, when quali-
ty of cattle is considered.

Exporters—Few were offered. One
load was reported sold at $5.85 per cwt.

Butchers—The demand for butcher
cattle from the outside was strong,
which helped to make an active market
at steady prices. The best stall-fed but-
chers cattle sold from $510 to $5 40;
loads of fair to good that had been in
good condition when put on grass, sold
at $4 75 to $5 per cwt; medium $4 40 to
#4 60; good cows $3 85 to $4 35; fair to
medium cows, $3 50 to $3 75; common,
#2 50 to $3 25 cwt.

Feeders and Stockers—Common light
stockers did not sell readily. Most of
the trade lately has been in the low
grade stock. A few lots of light stock-
crs sold at $3 25 to $3 75, and some even
lower.

Milkers and Springers—Common and
medium cows which sold for $26 to $35,
ore at the lowest point this season. The
best were quotable up to $50, and but
few have sold higher, or as high as that,
during the past week.

Veal Calves—Good to prime veal caly-
cs sell readily at good prices. but not
more than 5 to 10 pée cent. of the deliv-
cries are in these classes. The bulk of
offerings were of the grassy buttermilk
class. The first-class sold at $5 to $6 50
per ewt., with an odd milk-fed calf at $7
per cwt; grassers and buttermilks sold
at $3 to $4 cwt.

Sheep and Lambs—The run being
light, the market for sheep and lambs
was very strong, with prices firm. Ex-
port ewes sold at $4 60 to $4 75 per cwt;
bucks and culls at  $3 75 to $4 25; spring
Jambs sold at 8c to 84c, and a few select-
ed lots went as high as 9c 1b.

Hogs—The run of hogs was exceed-
ingly light. Mr. Harris quotes selects
at $6.90 and lights at $6.35 per cwt., with
market strong at these quotations.

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THE LATE SIR JOSEPH FAYRER.

Great Physician Who Had a Most Inter-
esting Life. 4

Sir Joseph Fayrer, who went through
some of the worst horrors of the Indian
Mutiny, and who fived to hear an echo
of that tragic period in this its anniver-
sary year, died recently at his residence,
Belfleld, Falmouth, England.

Born in 1824, Sir Joseph’s long life
was filled with inlerest and adventure.
He accompanied the King, then Prince of
Wales, on his Indian tour, and he met
many of lhe great men of his time. But
the most memorable experience of his
life was that of the terrible siege of
Lucknow. 5

Fayrer enlered the mavy as assistant
surgeon, amnd in this capacily went
through the siege of Palermo, and was
present also at the siege of Rome by the
French in 1848. He went to India in the
service of the East India Company. Af-
ler being allached to the Burmese expe-
dilion of 1852 he was promoled to the
coveled posl of resident-surgeon at Luck-
now, where one of his dutlies was to at-
lend medically the court of the last King
ol Oude.

During the siege of Lucknow Fayrer's
house was an asylum for many families
besides his own. His labors for the sick
were heroic. Once a shell burst in the
rocom where his wife was lying ill, but
she was unhurt,

In his Recollections of My Life, writ-
len some years ago, ‘Sir Joseph shows at
once the horror and the mystery of the
mutiny. “We were uncertain,” he writes,
“of all natives, even those of our own
household, yel during this lime we were
censtantly receiving proofs of nalive de-
votion and loyally ; men risked all, even
their lives, fo serve us, but fell at lasl
into the whirlpool of mutiny and sedi-
lion, moved by some influence they could
nol, resist to throw in their lot with the
rebels.”

Fourleen people died in his house dur-
ing the siege. but many .more were
saved by Sir Joseph's skill and devotion.
Sir Henry Lawrence was one of those
who died. Outram, who was shat
through the arm, and Napier, who was
wounded in the leg, were two of Sir
Jeseph's palients.  Outram, he relates,
refused to eal anything bul the common
rations.

Years afterwards Sir Joseph was able
tc show this famous house, half fort,
half hospital, 1o the Prince of Wales.

Sir Josepl's health was permanently
injured by, the siege. but he became the
leading doctor in the presidency. In
1873, after he had settled in London, he
was selected by Queen Victoria to ac-
company the Prince of Wales in India,
and was instrucled “to write direct” to
ker Majesly as to the Prince’s well-
being.

Waordsworth, Huxley, Hartley, Cole-
ridge and Tennyson were among {he
men whom Sir Joseph knew intimately.

MARKED FISH IN THE SEA.
Thousands of Them Caught, Numbered
and Put Back in British Channel.

Calching fish, measuring and mark-
ing them and then returning them to the
sea with the chance of retaking them
later is part of the work carried on by
the Marine Biological Association of
Great Britain.

By means of a steam trawler the fish
are caught in the usual way. Each haul
iz carefully recorded, the fish are count-
o and measured in all details of local-
ity ; time, number, species, sex and size
are put down, together with accurate
observations on the water. the depth and
bottom of the sea, the kinds and quality
o: food available, etc.- These dala are
subsequently tabulated and charted,

The method of marking the fish is in-
teresting and has been altended wilh
valuable resulls. The fish chiefly used
during the few years the experiment has
been in progress have becn plaice, be-
cause the proposals which have been
made to interfere with the catching of
them were based on inadequale know-
face with a very thin convex metal disk
Learing a number. This is attached to a
fine silver wire which is passed through
th> thinner part of the fish near the fin
and secured on the undet side by a smal}
bone butlon. The fish do not appear to
stffer inconvenience and their growth
1s not interfered with in any way.

The thoroughness wilh which {he
North Sea is swept by the nets of the
fishing fleels is demonstraled, says Dis-
covery, by the facl that out of 5,039
marked plaice of all sizes, 992 were re-
captured within a year. This represents
19.7 per cent., or nearly one-fifth ; but
for the medium-sized fish the figures
are far higher,
per cent. in the more northern portions.

The men of the regular fishing fleet
co-operale by forwarding to the labora-
tery of lhe association at Lowesloft all
lhe marked fish they caleh. At the labor-
atory reference to the records easily es-
tablishes how much the fish has gained
in size and weight since the previous
catching. Moreover, the distance be-
tween the spot where it was released
and the place where it iwas again
caught gives an idea as to ils move-
ments.’

UP-TO-DATE DAIRYING.

Separator  Foundation Should be
Masonry.—The foundation of the separa-
tqr must - be strong, durable and firm.
The separalor must be kept from jar. It
must run smoothly. It must (herefore be
securely anchored to such foundation as
will hold it perfectly level and without
vibration.

A heavy bowl at the lop of a long
spindle is no strain at all upon the up-
per. bearing when the machine is level
and free from shaking, but is a hard fest
of the workmanship of the builders
when the spindle is at an angle wilth the
vertical, no matter how small-that angle
may be. It is well to have the founda-
tion of the separator rest directly upon
masonry on the ground. This implies
1 location not in the second or third
slorey.

A separalor is necessarily a delicate
machine requiring intelligence and some
skill in its manipulation. Not only must
it be properly placed, but it must be
kept in perfect condition. The bearings
musl be kept clean and well oiled. The
fixtures in the bowl must be put in as
the directions require. The cap of the
bowl must be screwed on tight ; the lin-%
ware must be put in place and kept in
place, and the separator must be turned
at the speed designated by the makers,

Factors Determining the Richness of
the Cream.—The richness of cream in
fat depends upon many conditions. If
e separalor be turned faster than the
regulalions call for, the cream will be
richer in fat, If turned slower than il
ought to be turned the cream will be
poorer in fat.

If the milk be rich in fat,-the cream

The Cream Should be Cooled at Once.
~—The two products of the separator are
the cream and the skim milk. The cream
Is the most valuable, and its care should |
(I;eqexve the ilmcntion of the prudent|

alryman. Two principal rules are
belobiﬂ‘or\'?ld in rercrencepto it. sty

n the first place the cream must be-
ccolc_?d and kept cold. The bacteria li‘\‘?
lng. in cream are of two kinds, as far as
their final effects upon the cream are:
concerned,

One kind of germs sour
other brings about
sulling in the unhealthy products, If
the cream is kept cold neither of these
products develop rapidly,

As soon therefore as {he separalor
§lnps. the can of cream ought to be put
in a tank of cold waler and cooled down
as fast as possible o below fifty de-
grees.

If ice is at hand it ought to be used,
not in the cream surely, but in the water
surrounding the can. If no ice can be
had, the water about the cream should
be changed frequently and often enough
to rapidly cool the cream. The low
temperature should be maintained until
tke cream is delivered to the factory, or
unlil enough has been gathered at home
for the churning.

If delivery to the factory is the fale of
cream, the delivery should be made as
often as twice a week, that the bad bac-
téria may have no opportunity to grow.
If the churning is to be made at home
it"ought to be done as often as twice a
week, if the best butter is to be made.

The future of the hand separalor hangs
on the fate of agricultural education.
If farmers will take proper care of lhe
scparators and of the ‘cream the hand
separator has come fo stay. If they will
noi, the separalor st go. Consumers
demand that the Cliam shall be made
from pure milk andsshall be kept cool
and free from infections with bad
germs,

If the
feed be restricted the per cent. of fat in
the cream will go up.

The temperature of the milk affecls
slightly the fat in the cream, but not to
a1 important degree.

The richness of cream is controlleu
almost absolutely by the position of the

sils bright and sweel, the air ol his cow
stables and dairy-room pure and free
from bad odors. He can make his cream
sweel if he will keep his separator clean
and will cool his cream and keep it cold
and clean.

Value of $kim Milk as Food for
Stock.—The signal value of the separa-
lor lies in the fact that it leaves the skim
milk at home lo be fed warm to calves
and pigs. With pigs selling at $3.80 a

cream screw. Each machine can thus
be regulated to turn oul from milk of a
given composition a cream of any rich-
ness desired. For bultermaking the
cream should be as rich as is consistent
wilh perfect skimming.

Daily Care of the Separator.—The rules
in regard to the care of the separator are
simple and inevitable from the consider-
ations already had.

In the first place the separator musl
be washed every time it is used. The
washing should be done methodically,
rinsing out the milk in tepid water, then
washing wilh very hot water conlaining
a cleanser, powdered with borax then
rinsed. in boiling water, and steaming.
il possible. 7

Let the bowl dry without wiping.
Wash the tinware in the same way, do-
ing the work most thoroughly.

Next the separator stand must be kept
clean, free from dust. AH exposed parls
should be wiped clean, the surplus oil
removed, and the whole surroundings
maintained in sweel and sanitary con-
dition.

Experiment sfations have shown lhat
the foul bowl will increase the bacterial
contents of milk to an incredible extenl.
When the separalor is washed out e¢ach
allernate day the number of bacleria in
the milk forced through it is so large
that Ihe skimmilk is unfit to feed to
pigs. I the separator is clean, running
milk through it reduces the number of
bacteria fully a fifth and often a fourth.

The slime collecling on lhe inside of
the bowl should be burned, as it con-
tains the bulk of the germs contained in
the milk.

Places should be provided for the parts
ol the separator when taken apart. They
must be kept out ef dust.

Operuling the Separator.—If the sepa-
ralor is lo do good work, is fo remove
the fat from the milk down to one or
tw» one-hundredths of a per cenl. il
must be run right as well as be put to-
gether right.

In actual praclice the point most offen
disregarded is the item of speed.  The
monolony of furning a crank leads lo
neglect and the speed falls below the
point of good service. The direclions
may say forty-two turns to a minute,
the operator unconsciously allows the
speed lo drop to thirly-lwo. A loss of
fat in the skimmer follows.

Again, the temperature of the milk
may fall too low. Few if any separa-
lors will do good work at a temperature
below eighly degrees, and all separator
makers have a right to demand that the
users shall have their milk as warm as
that.

The milk may be sour-and partly

kundred and with corn meal worlh $16
per ton the skim milk was shown to be
worth for feeding young pigs fully 24
cenls fo the hundred. For calves it is
usually worth more than it is for pigs.

When feeding either calves or pigs,
regularily must be observed. If feeding
skim milk sweet, feed it sweet all the
time. The (rouble wilh separator skim
milk returned from the whole milk .fac-
tory is lhat some days when the wealher
is_cool the skim milk comes home sweet,
the next day when it is hot, it comes
back sour. The hand. separator at home
avoids these troubles.

Separalor Will Pay for Right Use.—
Will a separator pay? In the hands of
the right man, yes; in the hands of a
careless man, no. The qualily of the
man decides this business queslion as it
decides others. - The man with good
business sense who can smell a bargain
afar off will succeed in business and
will accumulale cash.

The man without business capacily
may slill succeed in the world, but he
will not be the owner of much of this
world's goods. The man of energy, pru-
dence and progress. will succced be-
cause he will obey the natural laws that
make for success. In his hands the sepa-

rator will pay.

A separator ought to last a long lime
do good work to the last. They
may seem costly to lhe dairyman, but
the first cost should be divided over
many years of use, and will be so divid-
ed ‘if the machine has good cuare. Deli-
cate machines cannot be left {o cafo
for themselves.: The wgman of “ the
heuse can take care of them well enough
if,the men will turn them and lift out
the bowls and take them apart.

To drive the separators various kinds
of power are in use. The gasoline en-
gires are popular.
