This president, Mr. Zebulon A 
Lash, also explains that the reason 
why the telegrams were burned was 
the company’s regard (or the inter 
ests of its customers, whose confl 
dence it was bound by law to protect 
He quotes the statute which obliges 
the company to maintain inviolate 
this confidence and In quoting he gar­
bles. He leaves out of his Quotation 
the clause which demands "hat the 
company shall produce its records of 
telegrams when these are required 
by the proper legal authority.

Now this man was for long, and 
probably is still, chief legal manipu 
lator for Mackenzie & Mann, these 
ardent but expensive Canadian pat 
riots. He is an adept in the business 
of finding shelter or immunity behind 
legal technicalities for performances 
which could pretend to no moral sanc­
tion. As he is, probably, like most ot 
his kind at bottom, somewhat of a 
coward, he doubtless feels very con 
fident that he will find protection 
under the law for his glaring and 
insolent flouting of public opinion in 
the matter of these telegrams. Proh 
ably he will. But it is the immunv 
which such men can find, under she! 
ter of the law, that brings law into 
contempt. Indeed The Tribune has 
heard of a very intelligent and moder 
ate man who expressed the opinion 
that, in these strenuous times, ü 
would not be altogether a bad thine 
to have martial law in Canada. H 
further avowed that he would lik • 
to be a military dictator just long, 
enough to hang a few prominent 
Canadians, whom he had clearly in 
mind, and without whom Canada 
could get along very well. One of 
these, and the first who would feel 
the embrace of the rope, was Mr. 
Zebulon A. Lash.—Winnipeg "Free

“I thought 
1 had done my duty when I held up 
the bleeding form of Jesus Christ 
and dilated upon his precepts, but I 
find that I must talk upon sin.” Yo,u 
bet you must. Many an . old sinner: 
isn't fit for the balm of Gilead until 
he is given a good old-fashioned fly 
blister and the currycomb of the law. 
And some old pachyderms will sit in 
their pews and one shake, like a flat 
tailed sheep in the rain, one shake 
and they’re dry.

The spirit of God flees from the 
scenes of strife and discord. You 
might as well expect a mummy to 
speak and bear children, you might, 
as well expect hell to sing the doxol- 
ogy. You might as well try to batter 
down Gibraltar shooting green peas 
with a popgun as to expect that.

A revival is needed when the world­
ly spirit is In the church of God. It 
isn’t necessary to do something gross­
ly inconsistent.

There are people who go to church 
oiiil go to certain denominations be­
cause their wife goes there. They 
hot their religion and their property

Look at the Sunday School. The- 
Sunday school ought to be a constant

feeder Into the church. Why isn’t 
it? Because we haVe Sunday school 
teachers who are absolutely good for 
nothing; they help nobody, but the 
publishers. They don’t sit down and 
study. They don’t prépare.

I want to say it a public school 
teacher knew no more about the 
work and methods of teaching than 
the average Sunday school teacher 
knows about the will of God, she 
would not be on the payroll fifteen 
minutes.

Go down to the dance halls, the 
nickledeons, the cheap skate dance 
hallsi—there you will find young girls 
with dresses to their shoe tops. I 
ask you why? I’ll tell you; the 
spiritual destitution of thé multitude 
Thousands never darken the church 
doors. A revival is needed when sin­
ners, are careless, licentious. A gen­
eral revival of religion has got to 
sweep over this country or It will 
mean the dissolution of the church 
the home and the nation. I don’t care 
a rap how you fortify your shores ; 
how many ships you build ; America 
has got to have a revival or it means 
the end of your religion.

■How Love Fulfills the 
Law—Proper Balancing of Char­
acter Necessary to Joint-Heirship 
With Christ.

Hamilton, Ont., 
July 25.—Pastor 
Russell Is here to­
day. We report 
his discourse bas­
ed upon the text, 
“God hath not 
given us the spirit 
of fear, but of 
power, andof 
love, and of a 
sound mind.” (2 
Timothy 1:7.) 
The Pastor spoke 
as follows :

Bible students 
have learned not 

to think of the different spirits men­
tioned in pur text as different per­
sons. When, for instance, an evil 
spirit or disposition is mentioned, we 
do not think of it as a person; and 
when a holy spirit or disposition is 
mentioned, we do not think of it as a 
person^ A holy person has a holy 
spirit or disposition. The Holy Spirit 
proceeds from God. It is His spirit.
It comes to us through the Truth; it 
is not another person, another God.
(1 Corinthians 8:5, 6.) Likewise the 
spirit of fear is not a devil, a spirit 
being; and the spirit of a sound mind 
is not a God, nor an angel. Gradual­
ly we are getting the right focus on 
these matters, to see that God is a 
Spirit; and that as a Spirit He has 
an influence—just as a human being 
has ai> influence. That influence is 
according to the character, according 
to thq strength, according to the 
power to exert one’s self.

Some have n power of evil-doing 
by which they could vanquish a hun­
dred or a thousand ; in one sense of 
the word they have a strong spirit. 
Others have a spirit of bitterness, and 
can stir up evil in others. Still 
others have a spirit of kindness, gen, 
tleness, and love. But by nature we 
are all members of a fallen race; for 
we have many of the qualities, that 
belong to the wpong spirit.

When the disciples came to Jesus 
after the Samaritans had refused to 
sell them food, they said, “Lord; wilt 
Thou that We call down fire from 
heaven to destroy them and their 
city ?” JesuS replied, “Ye know not 
what manner of spirit ye arç of.” You 
should not have such a disposition. 
The fact that they have ignored Me 
is ’an insignificant matter. If you 
desire to have My spirit, you must get 
rid of that disposition to render evil 
for .evil, to do harm to others.

6ur Lord was not talking about 
the Holy Spirit as a person, but as 
an Influence. The Bible shows us' 
that God, who is a Spirit Being, Is 
not vindictive, but merciful, loving, 
and just. Therefore He is a good 
Spirit, a Holy Spirit, God’s disposi­
tion is a holy disposition; He is not 
disposed to do anything wrong or un­
just or unkind. All who receive His 
Holy Spirit, receive the spirit of a 
sound mind, of justice, of gentleness. 
And so the Apostle, in speaking about 
this matter, says that the Holy Spirit 
is manifest—can be seen—in ■ those 
who possess it.

and Cotton means shells. More than 

half of every propelling explosive, 
whether for rifle bullet or toy gun 
shell, is just cotton chemically treat­
ed! Germany and Austria are said to 
be firing 5,000 bales of cotton a day. 
They are getting these bales through 
neutral ports, as Great Britain has 
not declared cotton contraband of 
war.

The above is the substance of the 
arguments of distinguished chemists 
like Sir William Ramsay and engin­
eers who are pressing the Government 
to declare cotton contraband. There 
are more cotton ships in Gothenburg 
(Sweden) harbour just now than 
have ever been seen in the whole 
history of the port, said a .Swedish 
captain yesterday. Every one of them 
Is stuffed with cotton for Germany— 
to make shells to kill our soldiers and 
our Allies. Other neutral ports have 
their cotton ships for Germany. Hol­
land, Denmark, Greece, have all play- 
ed their part, not necessarily illeglally 
Or in an unfriendly spirit in supplying 
Germany with the article.
“Conditional Contraband."

As early as October the announce­
ment was made that there was no in­
tention of putting cotton on the list 
of contraband. On February 6 Sir 
Edward Grey stated that the pro­
portion of cotton Imports used in the 
manufacture of explosives was very 
small, and the requirements could be 
supplied from the stocks of goods in 
Germany at the outbreak of the war. 
“The advantage of treating cotton 
as contraband of war is consequently 
not apparent.”

By March 11, however, under the 
Order in Council instituting the block 
ade of the German ports, cotton be­
came “conditional contraband.” If 
a British cruiser stopped a cotton ship 
proceeding to a neutral port and came 
to the conclusion that the uiymate 
destination was the enemy it .could be 
stopped, but the onus of proof would 
rest with the British.

Belated Admissions.. . .

By June 10 the Government con­
fessed through Mr. Runclman, that 
evidence “to which they could not 
shut their eyes” made it plain that 
cotton going to neutral countries was 
leaking through to Germany. Fig­
ures quoted by the Board of Trade 
the same day showed that in March 
and April this year 273,427 centals of 
cotton had been imported by Sweden,
Norway, Denmark, and the Nether­
lands, as compared with 9,917 centals 
in March and April, 1914—In other 
words a thirty-fold increase.

To make 1001b. of ammunition for 
propelling a shell or rifle bullet' you 
need 60 lb. of cotton. To make the 
million shells that Germany fired on 
one single front during a few days 
not long ago there would be needed 
1.750 tons of cotton—an average 
steamer toad, This is assuming 9-10ths 
at the, shells to have been mere 
field-gun shells ot three inches and 
the remaining tenth to have been 
shells of aix inches. To fire a big 
gun, such as a 15 in. gun of, say,
H.M.S. Queen Elizabeth, you need a 
whole bale of cotton—4001b weight.

In addition to using vast quantities 
of cotton for making ammunitions 
Germany is now clothing her troops 
in cotton. It has been stated that 
fears of offending America, the big 
cotton-growing and exporting country 
are the cause for any hesitation In our 
action, but Manchester alone has of­
fered to negotiate the purchase of the 
whole American cotton crop at an ex­
cellent price. America could come to 
no commercial harm if that were 
done.

■ Lance Corporal Robt Caldwell, who 
enlisted at Cobourg land who was 
formerly of Campbellfdrd, has writ­
ten an interesting letter to the Editor 
of the Campbellford Ne^s, in which 
he says that in the French papers 
there has been the same heading over 
the war news for a feW weeks. It is 
“Ca va bien.” (It goes well,) He is 
with the machine gun section of the 
Second Battalion. It will be remem­
bered that there was a Robt. Ctidwell 
reported killed in action and at first 
it was thought to be the writer of this 
letter. That fortunately was not the 
case., In describing the last battle in 
which the Canadians were engaged 
he says;— 1 ,

Two days after we had received the 
tobacco we went into the trenches and 
ulider a furious bombardment. At­
tacks were carried off by Canadians 
and English to our immediate left, in­
deed half our trenches had to be 
vacated so that the attacking troops 
could make the assault from there. 
During the complete engagement 
which, with its artillery preparation 
and the final bombardment, lasted 
some five days. We were busy, first 
keeping the enemy from repairing the 
damage done by the artillery. This 
was done by rapief fire on their para­
pets at irregular intervals throughout 
the first two nights. Later, during 
the assaults, with a continuous rapid 
fire supported with our artillery we 
kept them from enfilading our troops 
as we dashed across the space be­
tween trenches. There were three 
attacks made before we could hold 
our gains, so completely had the Hun 
consolidated his positions and so 
strong and desperate his counter at­
tacks. We did not ,get off scot free 
for the enemy returned the artillery 
fire and in places our trenches were 
sorry looking wrecks. One of the 
boys from town said before we left 
the trenches, “Gee, I’m glad that 
tobacco came when it did.” We all 
were, for smoking proves one of tiie 
best reliefs you can get when, under 
fire.

CHICAGO, July 24.—From 76 to 

800 persons are believed to have been 
drowned by the capsizing of the 
steamer Eastland at her dock in the 
Chicago River this morning. The 
steamer had been chartered for the 
day by the Western Electric Co. em­
ployees who had planned an excur­
sion to Michigan City, Ind. It is 
said 2500 persons had been crowded 
aboard shortly before eight o’clock 
the hour It was to leave, when the 
boat slowly listed toward the middle 
of the river, the officers shouted warn­
ings but it was tool ate. The heavily 
loaded steamer continued to roll on 
till the hawsers which held it to the 
dock snapped. A moment later amid 
the screams of passengers, the steam­
er turned over on its side and floated 
out into the middle of the river. Ap­
parently scores of women and child­
ren In the cabin were drowned with­
out a chance to escape. Hundreds of 
other passengers were able to climb 
on the side of the boat which is above 
wataer and were taken off later by 
rescuers.

Late in the summer, when the “end 
of the drive” appeared, great num­
bers of the Knights of the Spike Soled 
Boots were in evidence along Front 
and adjacent streets, and when “pay­
off” came they always had one grand 
blow-out—and that was a good time 
for a peaceful man to keep away from 
them. J

In the early seventies the lumber 
Industry was the leader In Belleville. 
It was quite an important one for 
nearly ten years longer, but It was 
In the heydey of its glory in 1873, the 
year In which the large mills of the 
Rathbun Company were destroyed. 
Those mills were located on Mill 
Island, in the mouth of the harbour, 
on the site of what is now known as 
Queeh Victoria Park. The biggest 
Single industry of Belleville went up 
in smoke on that morning in 1873 
on .which the fire started. Many peo­
ple think that Belleville never did 
recover from the setback it received

Mill Point later was re­
christened “Deseronto,” the beautiful 
Indian name by which it originally 
was known.

To give you some idea of the im­
portance Mill Point assumed aftër the 
accession of the Rathbun Company’s 
Belleville business, let me point out 
that in the late seventies the output 
of lumber was 22,000,000 feet per 
day. The docks had a frontage of 
nearly two miles, and in one year 
nearly 400 vessels cleared with lum­
ber products before October 1. You 
can readily see what a crimp the loss 
of the Rathbun Company put in Belle­
ville. The Rathbuns also had a mill 
at Rossmore, commonly known as 
Ferry Point, but which properly was 
Point Hennessy. .

The old Mill Island was neglected 
entirely and quite useless up to the 
time it was filled in and converted 
into a park. When I was a kid, in 
the early eighties, the island was in 
many spots full of what you might 
term “sawdust quicksand," for you 
had to b§ careful or you would go 
right down through the sawdust into 
the water. This was' caused by the 
actions ofj the waters of the bay, 
whi6h made inroads through the 
eaten-out piling.

A picturesque feature in the life of 
Belleville passed away with the death 
of the lumber industry. I refer to the 
annual “drive” whqn thousands— 
yes hundreds of thousands—of logs 
and immense numbers of great square 
timbers were floated down the Moira 
from the great lumber camps, 50 to 
100 miles back, to Belleville. There 
they were sorted out at what was 
known as “The Gap.” Floating plat-
